Vot Ditmar created a sensation when
he took the witness stand and con-
fessed guilt to every count in the indict-
ment against him, He gave a full
account of his activities with and de-
tailed the working of the German mon-
archist society known as “Consul.” He
said he had learned while in prison the
organization was not guided by na-
tional patriotic aims but was merely
a weapon in the hands of a group of
politicians bent upon promoting s4lfish
ends,

The witness asked that as a noble-
man and a convinced nationalist the
court should not identify him with
Kindermann and Volscht, the two other
defendants.

Another witness, a German, named
Baumann, said he was a member of the
“Consul” and that he had participated
in a plot of the organization to kill
the entire general staff of the French
army<of occupation in Essen in 1923.

Austen Chamberlain however while
voleing his falth in this means of reach-
ing a settlement in China, made it plain
that such a parley is not likely to be
held until the autumn. It is evident to-
day in political quarters that there are
sérious doubts about the advisabilitv
of calling a conference of the powérs
st the present juncture. There is a
general approval at least by the Con-
servatives of the government of the in-
sistence on the return to order in China
before any such negotiations can be
undertaken.

The diplomatic correspondent of the
Daily Telegraph says:

“It is hoped that Chamberlain’s
standpoint, as it is now formulated

. will be tipheld against any suggestions
“from the powers which have less at
stake than the British Empire for un-
timely concessions to Peking so long
as_the present disorders are allowed to
eontinue unchecked by the Chinese
suthorities.”

RUSSIA BEHIND
SOME PROPAGANDA

When Situation Becomes In-
tolerable Rupture May
Come—Not Imminent

By HERBERT BAILEY,
British United Press.

LONDON, July 3 — The talk by
Tchicherin, the Russian Forelgn
Minister, of war bétween Great Britain
and Russia if Britain breaks off rela-
tions owing to the Soviet propaganda
in China is discounted in officlal quar-
ters here, but it is learned that there
s an increasing determination on the
part of the Government to call Russia
to book if definite proof can be found
to connect the Soviet Government with

the antl-Beitish campaign in China.
One of the chief difficulties is to es-
tablish beyond a shadow of a doubt
this connection, because so many Sov-
iet propagandists work in such a way
that the Soviet disavows them when-
ever they are caught. The government
has plenty of evidence, however, but it
wants such evidence as it could put
before the world as justification if
relations with Russia were broken off.

BRITAIN CONSIDERS

On the other hand, Britain is not |
going to break off relations without
weighing all the consequences such as
the effect of Britains d’iminishing ex-
port trade and the releasing of the full
propaganda flood in the fgar east and
India. Only when the situation is so
{ntolerable that Britain cannot do any-
thing else will Foreign Minister Cham-
berlain contemplate such steps as must
lead to breaking off the present rela-
tions.

.'The V;miot Government_ has not
made all the concessions asked for the
relief of the lumber industry, but the
cut in the stumpage rate’ from four
dollars a thousand to three dollars is
an important one which ‘should have
in increasing

considerable influence

The lum-
bermen have gained something at
‘least. The Government did mot sec
its way clear to grant other requests,
which included the introduction of the
Quebec scale and a refund of a part of
the stumpage paid on last season’s cut.
With regard to the Quebec-scale, the
Government takes the positions.that
the system of scaling is ® matter of
legislative enactment, and that 1o
change such gs that desired by the
lumber inte{ests could be made except
by the Legislature.

Owing to the continued depression
in the lumber trade, the action- of the
lumbermen ‘in requesting concessions
at this time from the Government had

'the support of Boards of Trade and
business men generally. While the
province needs revenue, any action
likely to stimulate the lumbering in-
dustry will be welcomed, for lumber-
ing, owing to the amount of labor ‘t
employs and the amount of money it
distributes, exercises no little influence
upon the prosperity of the whole
province.

EXPORT TRAFFIC

It seems odd that the Boston Post
should be complaining because that
port does not participate more largely
_in the handling of Canadian exports.

The Post publishes an item which it

says is of direct concern to the ship-
pers and mepchant marine of Boston.

We might supplement that by saying

that it is of interest also to the port of

Saint John, legitimately of more direct

{nterest here than in Boston. Here is
the item:

“A (Canadian milling company
shipped recently in a single Russian
order 164,000 tons of  flour, in
thirty-four ships, of which twenty-
elght went from American ports,
twenty-one sailing from New York,
five from Baltimore, one from
Philadelphia, and one from Port-
land, Malne.”

It iy suggested by the Post that
with its admirable harbor facilities and
railroad connections Boston should
have been able in this matter to do at
least as well as Portland.

All the Canadian Atlantic ports will
naturally think their claims to a fair
ghare of such traffic are beyond dis-
pute. At the time the shipment was
made it was said that most of it went

~via New York because more suitable
shipping was available there than was
to be found in Canadian harbors. The
fact that so great a proportion of this
business did go by way of American
ports is of interest all over this coun-
try. Recently Parliament had under
consideration the fact that an extra-
ordinary proportion of our export
wheat finds its way through Buffalo
and New York. Parliament found no
remedy, though in a general way it has
referred to the Railway Commission,
along with the rate question, the
problem of discovering how more Cana-
dian traffic can be handled by Cana-
dian ports and railways.

The President is a stand-patter so far
as the tariff is concerned, and a great
majority of the leading men of his
party are of the same way of thinking.
Thus far, at all events, the United
States appears to be able to increase
its exports to Europe without lowering
its tariff enough to cause a large in-
crease in imports. President Coolidge,
notwithstanding the warnings of some
‘American bankers and several British
public men, is not impresséd by the
statement Ahat European countries, :f
they are 4o liquidate their American
indebtedness, must be given easier ac-
cess to the American market, but there
are many who believe the experience
of the next few years will cause a
change of view, even among the hign
protectionists.

THE HARD ROAD OF ECONOMY.

The conference of governors of
twenty states wbich is being held in
Maine serves to direct attention to the
fact that while the Washington govern-
ment has made noteworthy strides in
the matter of national economy, the
state administrations, like the Cana-
dian provinces, continue to increase
expenditures.

The federal economies and the state
expenditures are both rather stri.king.
In a bulletin issued by the U. S. De-
partment of Commerce it is asserted
thatgsince the end of the war federal
expenditure has been reduced approxi-
mately one-half. The national debt
has been reduced by $3,426,006;000 in
the last four years, and since 1921 the
annual interest charge has been cut
from §1,000,000,000 to $870,000,000.

With the states it is very much the
other way. The state governments
combined in 1918 had ‘expenditures
amounting to $565,485,000, but this
total was increased by 1928 to $1,310,-
000,000. The per capita revenue
raised by the states, which was $5.69
in 1918, had risen to $11.38 in 1923.
Thus while the national expenditure
has been very greatly reduced, state
taxes have practically been doubled,
and state expenditures have been more
than doubled. The net indebtedness of
the slate governments is now about
twice what it was in 1918. Naturally
the state administrations are being
urged to follow Washington’s example,
but from the record there is little to
indicate that they will do so.

that reformation begins with one’s self
—and continues there with the utmost
difficulty.

To live long, said President Muldoon,
is to have obeyed the laws of God. He
may be held to know. Though his back
is erect as ever, his shoulders as square
and his moustache as bristling with de-
fiance, he has lately become an octo-
genarian. His youth was devoted to
the Sisyphean task of boosting John L.
Sullivan upon the water wagon. In
later years he has tracked the debilitat-
ing cigarette behind his “barn and
snatched it from quivering lips. He
has led the alcoholic and“the adipose
upon interminable hikes, -and no hip
flask or hollow walking stick has es-
caped his vigilance. Thousands of those
who set out from their first alma mater
to tell the universe where it got on and
off he has restored to command of
themselves, with less tender but no less
kind ministrations. It is an achievement
truly memorable. Why he has not killed
his cures nobody can guess—least of all,
perhaps, himself. It can only be said
that he has the mysterious instinct,
the genius, to know precisely the hair
line that divides death from rejuvena-
tion. Rough as he may seem to be,
he is reverent of the human machine
and its Maker. “Life,” he said, “is a
fight in which the rules were made by
God.” ’

He did_not quite ignore youth. Who
can? He counselled patience. “We've
had our day. Let ’em have their fling.”
If old folk deserve respect, sooner or
later they will get it. But presently the
old moustache bristles. Patience failing,
“the best thing is to take that youth
by the neck and shake him l'ke a rat
and tell him to obey. The grandest
thing in the world is obedience.” All
parents will subseribe to both clauses,
w'vhing only for the physical prowess
and the moral majesty of Muldoon.

LONDON, July 2—The Earl of Ox-
ford and Asquith has been defeated in
his candidacy for the Chancellorship
of Oxford University, a post made
vacant through the death of Lord Cur-
zon of Kedleston.

It appeared that thé Liberal leader in
the House of Lords, notwithstanding
his political leanings, would have a
walkover. Quite recently, however,
to the surprise of the general public,
a new candidate appeared in Viscount
Cave, Lord High Chancellor, and in
the polling today Lord Cave won the
victory with 987 votes against 441 for
the Earl of Oxford.
Thus the University’s
conservatism asserted itself against
the weight of respect felt for the great-
er Liberal statesman.

CHECK SMUGGLING

City Merchants Believe Much
Being Done—New Law
Strict.

Local retall merchants are of the
opinion that there has been and is con-
siderable smiuggling of goods from the
United States into New Brunswick.
They are inclined to suspect a number
of persons and are endeavoring to find
evidence to support their suspicions in
order to prosecute the parties involved,

It was said yesterday that the per-
sons smuggling, if evidence against
them can be obtained, will be prose-
cuted and that the full penalty provid-
ed by the recent amendment in the
statutes will be asked in case of con-

victions.
Change in Act.

The act has been changed recently
and now reads as follows: “If any
persons smuggles or clandestinely in-
troduce into Canada any goods subject
to duty under the value of $200 is
liable to a penalty not exceeding $200
and not less than $50 or imprisonment
for a term not to exceed one year and
not less than one month or both fine|
and imprisonment. Where the goods‘
80 harbored, kept, concealed, purchas-|
ed, sold or exchanged are of the valuel-
of $200 or over, sich person shall be
guilty of an indictable offence and|
liable to a term of imprisonment not
to exceed seven years and not less than
one year for a first offence and to a|
term not to exceed ten years and not |
less than three years for a second of-
fence.”

D. W. Ledingham, local manager for
Furness Withy and Co. Ltd., returned
yesterday from Halifax where he was
attendjng a reception and entertainment
aboard the new Furness liner New-
foundland on the arrival of this steam-
er on_her maiden voyage across the
Atlantic. He described the vessel as
being ‘up-to-date in every way and
added that the furnishings were the
most magnificent he had ever seen on a
steamer.

The Newfoundland was constructed
by Messrs. Vickers Ltd. at Barrow and
develops a speed of just over 15 knots.
The liner, which is an oil burner, is a
combined freight and passenger boat
with accommodations for 100 first class
and 80 third class passengers. She was
built expressly for the Liverpool, St.
John’s, Halifax and Boston service. The
dimensions are: length, 428 feet;
breadth, 55 feet. 8 inches; depth, 84
fect 4 inches; net tonnage, 4,150. The
vessel can be converted so as to use
coal if necessary.

The holds and *ween decks are
specially arranged for grain transport
and two of the 'tween deck spaces are
insulated. The special combined auto-
matic and mechanical weatherproof
system of ventilation has been installed.

The first class dining saloon is pan-
elled in oak fumed to a pleasing grey
color with raised mouldings and quar-
tered centres to the panels. The main
staircase is lined with oak wainscotting
in the style of the Jacobean period.
The lounge and music room are deco-
rated in the English style of the latter
part of the 18th century. The smoke
room is panelled in rich figured walndt
in the style of the William and Mary

period.

While at Halifax the vessel was
thrown open for inspection and many
took advantage of the opportunity fo
view the new liner. The reception and
dance was attended by many promi-
nent Halifax citizens, Mr. Ledingham
said. He added that he expected the
new vessel would be a splendid addi-
tion to the Canadian service of the
company.
