Half-Brother
‘Does Not Weep
For Bernhard

AGED LITTLE FRENCHMAN
WAS ESTRANGED
FROM HER
Furniture Repairer in Oklahoma
Town Tells of Early Home
Life and of Trouble That
Arose—Both Too Stubborn

For Reconciliation.

(Canadian Press)

McAlester, Okla., March 27—While
the world mourned the passing of the
“Divine Sarah,” an aged Frenchman
sat in a little furniture repair shop in
_McAlester, his heart still filled with
bitterness. He is Joseph Bernhardt, 78
years old, who says that Mme. Bern-
hardt was his half sister.

“] have no' pity, no sorrow,” he
said when told of the death of the
famous actress. “No friendship has
existed between us for many. years.
When Sarah could have done much for
i{ me, she did nothing.”

Joseph Bernhardt’s claim to being a
half brother of Mme. Bernhardt has
never been disproved here, where Bern-
hardt has made his home for twenty-
five years. Sarah Bernhardt was the
second daughter of Pjerre Bernhardt,
born of his first wife, according to Jo-
seph. He gives the history of the
Bernhardt family as follows:

“The father, Pierre Bernhardt, was
of Swiss descent. There were two
daughters, Jeanne and Sarah, born of
his first wife, and- Rachael and my-
self were born of his second wife. My
mother died when I was born. Rach-
ael was two years older than I, and
Sarah was four years older than
myself. Jeanne was two years older
than Sarah. e

“Being the oldest it devolved upon
Jeanne when mother died to mother
the family. She was kind and good to
me, but Sarah, even when I was little,
mistreated me. She used to drﬁk»up
half my milk.and fill the bottle with
water.. Jeanne would scold her, but
Sarah was always headstrong.”

Sarah Bernhardt, 77, world renowned
emotional actress, poetess, mnovelist,
painter and sculptor, died in the arms
of her son Maurice, in her Paris home
last night, following a renewed attack
of uraemic poisoning, from which she
had been suffering for some time. Her
life was despaired of from the first but
she made a hard fight against death
and astonished her physicians by her
repeated rallies. Crowds were outside
the house and, when news of the great
artiste’s death was learned, huge bou-
quets of flowers were showered on the
hame from-friends. Messages of regret
were received from all the world and
friends came from far and near to pay
their last respects. For sixty-one years
the great Bernhardt was on the stage
and even the loss: of her right leg at
the beginning of the war ¢ould not keep
her from her acting. She was known
the world over as the greatest actress
that ever lived and was endeared to all
who had seen her. Besides this she
found time to be a poet, novelist,

% World production of copper is at
‘present at the rate of about 145,000,000
pounds from North and South Amer-
fca and such mines in Seuth Africa as
send their output to American refiner-

POWER COMPANY
ISSUES ANOTHER
THREAT TO CITY

Mayor Fisher was yesterday nottfied
by letter from the New Brunswick
Power Company that upon the return
of the city solicitor to St. John the
company would make application to a
judge of the Chancery Division of the
Supreme Court for an injunction re-
taining the city from issuing bonds in
connection with municipal distribution
of electric light and power. The letter
was as follows:

Dear: Sir,— I

We are informed that notwithstand-
ing the suit pending between the Com-
pany and the City, in which the City’s
power to erect a distribution system
and to engage in the business of dis-
tributing electricity for light and power
is questioned, the City is proceeding
to spend the City’s money and is con-
templating pledging the City’s credit
by issuing bonds for the purpose of
raising funds to enter into what we
consider an unauthorized business.

We are, therefore, taking the liberty
of advising you that as soon as the
City Solicitor returns to Saint John
the Company will make application to
a fudge of the Chancery Division of
the Supreme Court of this Province for
an injunction restraining the City
from pledging the City’s credit or
spending the City’s money on such un-
authorized and unlawfnl undertaking.

returning to St. John on or about the
80inst., this ‘application will be made
at as early a date next week as coun-
sel can be heard. The City will kind-
ly govern itself accordingly.
