CLINIC TREATMENT
(Calgary Herald.)

The school hoard may properly pro­
vide for inspection in the schools as 
a health measure. The findings of 
such Inspection should be followed up 
in three ways. Pupils whose paints 
are 1n good circumstances should be 
directed to the family physician and 
the further treatment that may be re­
quired should be the responsibility of 
the parents. In cases where operations 
are necessary—such as the removal of 
tonsils or adenoids—if the pupil goes to 
the hospital a reasonable fee should be 
charged to care for at least part of 
the expenses at that hospital and this 
fee should be collected if necessary by 
the school board. Arrangements should 
be made that where children of poor 

unable to bear the expense of 
hospital treatment, have to be cared 
for, the doctors of the city should do 
this work at nominal cost, this cost 
to be borne by the city either through 
the school Viard or the city ha 1. The 
school board ought also to consult with 
the Victorian Order of Nurses and as­
certain if the staff of that excellent 
organization might be utilized in such 
manner as would by a sharing of costs, 
work to the advantage of the city. 
Such a programme will be supported 
by the public. It will protect the 
health of the school children, the ac­
ceptance of relief by parents weU able 
to pay for medical attention will be 
prevented, and the children of the poor 
will be given every attention they re­
quire.

The witnesses, including federal agents 
and members of the crew declared the 
Orduna’s bar never was closed in port.

At the outset of the proceedings K. 
J. Berwind, United States and British 
coal operator and financier, posted a 
$1,000,000 bond so the Orduna miglrt 
continue in trans-Atlantie passenger 
service. She is scheduled to sail for 
Hamburg today with 144 passengers.

Says Seals Broken.
Charles Dawe, the ship’s storekeeper 

and one of the seven members of her 
crew to plead guilty to illegally import­
ing liquor, was the government’s prin­
cipal witness. He testified that in his 
three years on the Orduna liquor had 
been sold aboard her every time she 
reached the port of New York.
