When asked why Weatheahead bad 
been dismissed, Chief Clark said this 
morning : ‘‘Because I consider him unfit 
for the position of policeman.”

Weatherhead is one of the officers 
who had the trouble with Captain Rawl­
ings in consequence of the latter charg­
ing them wtth coming ont of Mrs. Wood- 
burn's house on Sheffiield street, ont of 
which the perjury case arose when the 
matter was brought up m court. What 
this has to do with the case, however, al­
though it is made a subject of comment, 
does not appear.

The dismissal has caused considerable 
talk, and when it would seem that the 
excitement in police matters was about 
to die out, it is renewed in a most unex­
pected manner.
