C. P. R. WORSTED IN
RACE FOR COAL MINES

Mackenzie & Mann Are

Acquiring James Duns-

mu.p’'s Interesis on Vancouver Island— Vast
Plans for Development in View.

(From Thursday's Daily.)

Mackenzie & Mann have apparently
worsted thé C. P. R. in a move for the
Dunsmuir coal mines. Before May 1st
the mines in all probability will be-
come the property of the Canadian
financiers, who have .developed such
wide interests in this country in the
past few years, A C. P. R, option has
expired and now the other interests
have but to make good to acquire the
whole of the coal fields with the
mines now working.

It is said that Mackenzie & Mann
are backed up in this latest enterprise
to which they have turned their atten-
tion by no less a financier than J. P.
Morgan and the alleged interests of J.
J. Hill. To such an extent is Morgan
allied with the proposition that it is
said that the $11,000,000 which Mr.
Dunsmuir is to receive is to be paid
over in actual cash.

The acquisition of the mines is to be
followed by further extensions. The
output is to be increased very materi-
ally just as fast as the work can be
done. There is also included in the
scheme of development on this coast
the erection of steel works which will
provide for a considerable output from
the mines, and at the same time de-
velop the resources of the province.

The expenditure in further develop-
ing the mines and accessory enter-
prises will, according to the plans in
view., represent an expenditure of an
additional $5,000,000 or more. At the
present time Mackenzie & Mann are

developing from small beginnings
a smelter near Port Arthur on Lake
Superior, a smelter which those quali-
fied to understand say will be one of
the best of its kind in America within
a short time. The intention of the
firm is now to enter the field on the
Pacific coast and build up a vast en-
terprise.

Some months ago, in, an interview
given to the Times, D. D. Mann, while
in Vietoria, stated that if no such
works were provided here before he
and his partner became factors on the
coast they would erect one. Apparently
the opportunity has presented itself to
this firm sooner than they expected,
and the work is to begin almost at
once.

P. R. was willing to acquire Mr.
Dunsmuir’s coal mines. It is believed,
in fact, that that company regarded
them as destined eventually to come
into their possession. Proecrastination
on the part of the directors, however,
although at times the dealings went so
far as the obtaining of options, resuit-
ed in the prize passing from their hands
and the acquisition of it by rival fin-
anciers.

CIVIC REFORM

MAYOR’S PACE TOO
FAST FOR COUNCIL

Several Proposals Blocked at
Last Night’s Meeting of
Aldermanic Board

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

The city council at its session last
evening called a halt to the reform
policy so much in evidence since Mayor
Morley assumed office, and took action
which blocks a number of proposals
which had been made. The recom-
mendation of the streets committee
that the superintendent of the side-
walks, J, Warwick, be dismissed, was
rejected by a vote of five to four; the
resolution proposing that the tax on
improvements be abolished was laid
on the table, and the motion for the
extension of the fire limits was shorn
of all its specific recommendations.
Respecting the resolutions, which had
been introduced at rhe instance of the
mayor, they were, it is true, dealt with
in accordance with advice from his
worship, but it was clear that had they
been pressed they would have been
defeated.

The first discordant note of the even-
ing’s proceedings was sounded when
the report of the finance committee
was read. It contained a clause re-
commending the purchase of a type-
writer for the police department.

Mayor Morley said this was a little
unusual. Such recommendations ordin-
arily came from the police commis~
sichers.

Ald. Mable, chairman of the finance
committee, said that the committee
had had a meeting that morning and
that Chief Langley had appeared be-
fore them and asked for a typewriter
for the captain of police. He had point-
ed out that it was absolutely neces-
sary, and the committee had therefore
recommended its purchase.

The mayor persisted in his conten-
tion that the proceeding was irregular,
and the members of the finance com-
mittee consenting, it was decided to
strike this item from the report.

A special report from the streéts,
sewers and bridges committee made a
recommendation that inasmuch as
much of the work for which he had
been engaged had been completed, -the
services of Mr. Warwick as superin-
tendent, under the city engineer, be dis-
pensed with after 30 days’ notice.

Ald. Ross protested against the hasty
action. He had refused - -to sign the re-
port, and had been.told privately by
Ald. Bannerman, chairman of the
streets committee, that .no action to-
wards the dismissal of Mr. Warwick
would be taken that evening. He had
given private reasons to Ald. Banner-
man for this attitude on his (Ald.
Ross’) part, and he could not under-
stand why the report had been read.

Ald. Bannerman said he did not un-
derstand that he had given any such
promise to Ald. Ross, and he proceed-
ed to explain why the committee had
decided to dispense with the services
of Mr. Warwick, The committee had
found that there were really two su-
perintendents for the same job, and
therefore it was wise to dispense with
the services of one of them.

Asked to explain who were the two
superintendents who were doing the
same work, Ald. Bannerman said Mr.
Pusey and Mr. Warwick,

To this it was said in reply that the
two men mentioned were doing differ-
ent work entirely.

Mayor Morley voted
in the affirmative, but- as this would
have made a tie, he declared the mo-
tion lost.

The repairs to the
Smith’s = Hill reservoir ‘‘bobbed up
serenely from below” at Monday's
meeting of the city councii, and for a
time it look2d as though this hoary-

The matter-came before the board in
a recommendation from the streets
committee that no attempt be made to
secure the services of Arthur L. Adams,
but that:-the matter of effecting repairs
be left in the hands of the assistant
engineer, who should be given power
to go on with the work at once,

Several aldermen objected to allow-
ing Mr, Bryson carte blanche in the
work of effecting repairs. They should
first of all get a report from him as to
the cost of the work.

The mayor said it was almost im-
possible for the engineer to report as
to what the cost of the repairs would
be. The work had to be torn to pieces
to some extent to see what was wrong.

Ald. Fullerton was of the opinion
that Mr. Bryson had made a report
some months ago. That report should
be placed before the board. The coun-
cil cught to insist on knowing what
the repair work was going to cost.

Ald. Bannerman contended that it
was impossible for the city engineer
to submit such a report at present. He
would no doubt keep the council in-
formed from time to time, as he looks
into the work.

Ald, Langley brought up the ques-
tion of the necessity of having a rail-
ing around the top of the reservoir. As
things were at present there.was no
guard there to prevent children falling
into it.

Mayor Morley said he had taken the
question of a railing up with the water
commissioner that very day.

Ald, Fullerton pointed out that last
year an appropriation of $900 had been
made for the purpose of providing a
railing, and he could not understand
why it had not been erected.

Ald. Humber urged that the work of
repairing the reservoir be done by con-
tract, and that tenders be called for
in the ordinary way. Heé was certain
that a number of men were in the city
who would submit a figure that would
be a.surprigse.

KING GUSTAVE
UNDERGOES OPERATION

His Majesty’s Condition is Now
Satisfactory and Speedy
Recovery Expected

Stockholm, Sweden, Feb. 8.—The con-
dition of King Gustave is reported as
satisfactory to-day following an oper-
ation last night on the sovereign to
relieve appendicitis. The king’s condi-
tion indicates that he will
speedy recovery.

The Swedish monarch had been ill
only thirty-six hours before a midnight
operation was performed. The court
physicians had difficulty in determin-
ing the nature of the disease. When
it was diagnosed as appendicitis, an
immediate operation was decided upon
and carried out.

Court physicians announced this
afiernoon that King Gustave has slept
for several hours since his operation,
and that he is doing well.

When the news of the King’s illness
was first published in Stockholm the
people were thrown into consterna-
tion. Prayer meetings were held in
many of the churches at which peti-
tions were offered for the recovery of
the monarch.

MAKES HIS REPORT

Tells of His Investigations at a
Number ‘of the Eastern
Cities

After having paid visits of inspection
to a -number -of the Kastern cities, G.
H. Bryson, agsistant city engineer, has
come to the conclusion that the best
type- of pavement for Victoria, for
heavy tgaffic; is wooden blocks and
asphalt;, and, for light ‘traffic, bituli-
thic and asphalt. The result of. his
observations In”the Bastern eities were
embodied i1t the following report which
was - shibhiitted - at  Monday’s meet-
ing of ‘the City Council;

Sandstone blocks being
used on-heavy grades, the principal thor-
oughfares are paved with asphalt; where
car tracks.exist . the allowanee is paved
with sandstone blocks; on several streets
bitulithic has been used successfully,
various ‘bridges are paved with wood
blocks; but this class of pavement is not
used for streets. The city owns ijts own
asphalt plant and does all repair work,
and is in;a position to submit campetitive
tenders with .contractors.

Bitulithic is laid when a fully signed peti-
tion is reeeived from property owners
asking for this class of pavement, which
has proved:véry satisfactory, being less
slippery than asphalt.

I would recom-
mend in all cases where street railway
tracks exist that the track allowance be
paved with vitrified brick, sandstone or
granite blocks, when asphalt or bitulithie
is used.

Viceroy Announces Steps to
Strengthen British -Ad-

(Special to the Times.)

Calcutta, Feb. 9.—After the passage
by the legislative council yesterday of
a bill to suppress the dissemination of
anarchistic literature, the Earl of
Minto, the viceroy, astonished the
council by announcing that the govern-
ment had decided to release the state
prisoners who were deported fourteen
months ago in connection with a se-
ditious movement.
He said the adoption of the bill jus-
tifies the government's confidence that
the enlarged representation of Indian
communities in the council
strengthen the British administration.
He hoped it would be the beginning of
a. new political era, He believed the
political situation was entirely
changed and that the movement which
the prisoners had led had now degener-
ated to an anarchical plot, amied alike
at British and Indian communities,
and that it could only be exterminated
by the co-operation of both.

It was to encourage this co-opera-
tion and to remove soreness that the
government would release those who
had been depoz’ted, tending to prove
it was anxious to encourage the influ-
ential classes in lndia to rely upeon
their help. It was probable that further
outrages would occur, but the govern-
ment was prepared to vigorously sup-
press anarchy.

DUTIES.

Is it such an unusual thing for a city

CiVIC

ofticial to do his duty that on manifes-
tation of duty being discharged effi-
ciently a case has been made out for
extra indemnity? Are not all civic em-
ployees, in accordance with established
rules, not to speak of ordinary moral
obligations, expected to do their duty
in return for the salaries paid them?
Or is the conscientious discharge of
duty to be considered as extraordinary
ond unusual, calling for eulogy on the

+rt of the aldermen and special re-
wards drawn from the civic exchequer?
It would be interesting to have these
points clearly deflned, inasmuch as
there appears to be danger of the set-
ting up of peculiar precedents in con-
nection with the administration of Vie-
toria’s municipal affairs. For eur part
we prefer to consider the incident of
the Smith’s Hill reservoir and other
cases which might be mentioned as
somewhat out of the ordinary and the
diligence of Mr. Hutchinson in safe-
guarding the city’s interests in the
matter of the high pressure salt water
fire protection system as an example
of the ordinary in the conduct of ity
employees. Mr. Hutchinsoen has, un-
questionably, prevented a plant which
is not capable of fulfilling the require-
ments of a contract from being unload-
ed on the city. For his courage, his
determination and his integrity as a
civic official he is to be highly com-
mended. But are not these qualifica-
tions which have a right to ex-
rect in all civic officials? We
asgume that dozens of municipal em-
ployees, in their various stations, are
performing corresponding duties with
diligence and regularity. And we take
he position that there is nothing in
Mr. Hutchinson’s-conduct that calls fer
“special recognition."

As having a close relation to the
above matter, may we be permitted to
point out to the council that it is ex-
pected to exercise reasonable economy
during the present year in the admin-
istration of civic affairs? The present
regime has inherited a heavy deficit
from its predecessors in office. The
Gemands for improvements of various
kinds are increasing. The drafts upon
tlhie treasury are bound to be heavy i
order to meet pressing necessities. And
at the same time taxation has been
steadily soaring upward. Several houser
holders have taken occasion to explain
to the Times that the aggregate rates
amount to a fair rental value of their
properties. The easiest way to meet
the situation would of course be the
simple and popular (within the coun-
¢il) expedient of hoisting either the
assessment or the tax rate. But there
is & limit to the burden that may be
imposed in this way witheut injustice
to the ratepayer and injury to the
prospects of the’ city. The members
of the council have, doubtless, carefully
considercd this aspect of the civic sit-
uation. They were elected as a reform
administration. How soon do they
purpose setting about the work of re-
formation?

“A COMEDY OF ERRORS.”

The Ottawa Free Press; whose editor

is on the ground thus portrays the

HARBOR IMPROVEMENTS.

There will be ‘nothing but commen-
dation for the Victoria Board of Trade
in its decision to send a deputation to
Ottawa to press upon the federal gov-
ernment the necessity of making ample
provision for the improvement of the
inner harbor and laying other matters
of moment relating to the growing
commerce of the city before the Min-
istry. The decision of the vwoard and
the celerity with which the fund
necessary to cover the expenses of the
delegation was subscribed prove that
the business men of the city are
thoroughly alive to the requirements of
the commercial situation here. In these
days of keen competition between
cities, institutions and-individuals, tha
locality which fails to take the fullest
advanteges of its opportunities is lost.
Canada is developing with great strides
just now, and yet the progress of the
present day is no fair measure of the
witness in the fu-
is this true of the
Canadian West. As one of the great-
est of American newspapers said the
other day, Canada has entered upon a
career of silvery prosperity. There are
movements afoot upon Vancouver Isl-
and to-day which promise to culminate
in actualities that but a few years
back could hardly have been dreamt of.
It is therefore the duty of the men at
the head of our commercial and indus-
trial affairs to prepare for coming
events.

But, while commending the course of
the Board of Trade in this matter, it
is but fair to point out that in the mat-
ter of harbor improvements its action
has been anticipated. The Inner Har-
bor Association has been diligent in
calling the attention of the government
to the necessities of the case. The Lib-
vral Association of the ecity, also, al-
though its purpose is mainly politicai,
has not been neglectful of its duty in
what many  may regard as a highet
sense. 'The following passages from a
letter addressed by the Minister of In-
land Revenue to Mr. M. B. Jackson, a
prominent member of the Association,
proyes that the recommendations mada
to the government have borne fruit in
instant action. ‘I have your letter of
January 27, Mr, Templeman writes,
“regarding the improvement of Victoria
harbor. There is provision in the es-
timates, under the general head of
dredging, for a modern, up-to-date
drilling plant for Vietoria harbor. 1
pressed this need upon my colleague,
Hon. Wm. Pugsley, some time ago, and
he has placed a sum in the appro-
priations which, the Deputy Minister
of Public Works has informed me, will
be adequate to provide the necessary
equipment. I have received the reso-
lutions of the Board of Trade and of
the Inner Harbor Association, which
confirmed the opinion I had expressed
to Mr. Pugsley six months ago when
the estimates were being prepared, and
I have forwarded the same to the Min-
ister of Public Works, although he pro-
bably also received them direct. This
plant, I would assume, will be pro-
cured as quickly as possible after the
appropriations become available, and
should be in use during the coming
summer. You can assure the Liberal
Association that, although I do not re-
present Victoria, her interests are just
as carefully considered by me as
though I had received a thousand ma-
jority in that constituency at the
last election.

“The question of harbor improve-
ments is proceeding along a well-con-
sidered line. What is needed at firs,
undoubtedly, is a better plant, and
then the work will proceed with much
greater rapidity than ever before. A
large money vote without a plant would
be of little use. We want a good
plant, and then money enough to keep
that plant steadily working.”

The fact that the intentions of the
Board of.-Trade have, to some extent
at least, heen anticipated by the Lib-
eral Association does not necessarily
imply that the visit of Messrs. Leiser
and Kingham (influential and enter-
prising citizens of Victoria, beyond
question) will not result in great bene-
fits to the city. We think the Board
has done the right thing in deciding to
send a delegation to Ottawa, and par-
ticularly do we commend it on its
judgment in deciding upon .the per-
sonnel of the delegation.

THE CROWN NOT INVOLVED,

Mr. Joseph Chamberlain continues to
issue manifestos which are plainly
not the manifestos of Mr. Joseph
Chamberlain. Either the assumption
involved in the ahove proposition is
correct or the Chamberlain of to-day
is not the Joseph of former days. He
is suffering from a malady of a moreé
serious character than mere physical
infirmity. The once Radical ‘member
for Birmingham is reported to have
said in his most recent political re-
script that the attempt to drag the
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Crown into party controversy is giv-
ing him no anxiéty. Now we do not
believe that the real Chamberlain
would have been guilty of any such
faux pas. The inference attempted to
be conveyed is of course that the Lib-
eral government has been guilty of
an attempt to involve the Crown in the
issue between the people and the privi-
leged classes. This is so manifestly
absurd that it hardly requires refuta-
tion. It is the House of Lords that
has attempted to usurp the prerogative
of dissolution, which constitutionally
rests in the Crown alone under the ad-
vice of its regularly chosen advisers.
One of the most important of the is-
sues involved in the late election was
whether the Lords should be permit-
ted to assume that it has the power to
force a dissolution of the House of
Commons at any time by rejecting
measures of the most far-reaching im-
portance passed by the popular cham-
ber led by a government representa-
tive of the. people. If the Tory party
had been successful at the polls that
principle would have been established,
at least temporarily. It could not long
have prevailed, because the people
would speedily have become seized of
the nature and the purport- of
the usurpation. It would have
meant that the Lords had wrest-
ed from the Crown a pre-
rogative established by precedent
and vested it in a chamber of reaction-
aries, But the victory of the Liberal
party has saved the country from a
condition of affairs which might have
resulted in most serious consequences,
possibily in a menace to the mon-
archical system in Great Britain, The
King, who is a far-seeing statesman
as well as a sagacious monarch, was
fully aware of the gravity of the situg.—
tion. He was opposed to the action of
the upper chamber in rejecting the
budget and quietly brought all the
pressure at his command to bear in
opposition to the course of their lord-
ships.

For these reasons we hold that the
so-called manifestos of Mr. Chamber-
lain .are neither the thoughts of his
mind nor the products of his hands.
They bear on their face evidences of
being the work of mere political tyros.

Certain members of the United
States Congress have hit upon an idea
which would be more effective and
very much speedier in curbing the
rupacity of the trusts which are wax-
ing fat'on the food of the people than
any government investigation. They
have introduced bills suspending duties
on beef for one year. But the bills will
be defeated and the government will
hold inquiries which will. be prolonged
indefinitely. , If - the duties on beef
were suspended the eyes of the public
would be opened at once to the evils
of the whole system of high protection.
There would be a danger of the col-
lapse of the whole edifice, and in the
fall the fortunes of the Republican
party might be involved. Party ex-
pediency will prevent effectually the
adoption of a stmple remedy for a com-
plicated evil.

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THE COST OF LIVING.

To the Editor:—As this is one of the ques-
thns of the hour it will be of interest to
your readers to have some definite data

regarding the relative cost of foods and

also some knowledge of their relative
nutrient value. If the facts herein given
reflect upon our intelligence, or rather
exhibit . our ignorance regarding simale
facts of domestic economy, so much rea-
son shall we see for the transference of
patronage from the butcher to the grocer
and fruit vendor.

The nutrient value of lean beef is 28 per
cent.,, that of oysters 10.19, salmon. 23.1,
potatoes 24.4, cheese 56.97, macaroni 89.2.
It will be seen that beef has but one-
third the nutritive value of macaroni, and
oysters less- than one-eighth., Here we
give the popular conception of food values
a sudden shock. The much sought oyster
simply becomes helpless in the presence
of the strength of the despised macaroni.
Here is a table given by Sir William Earn-
shaw Cooper which gives two groups' of
foods of equal nutritive value, with their
relative cost:

Ibs. potatoes, equals ...... 3,360

This shows that the beef dish yielding
the same amount of nourishment costs
nearly five times as much as the non-
flesh dish. Housekeepers, take notice,
butchers, beware. Kidney disease has in-
creased over one hundred per cent. since
1880. Cancer has also become more fre-
quent. There is some reason for the
opinion that both of these diseases claim
a pgreater per centage of victims from
the meat eating class. Possibly both the
health ‘of the community and the ‘“‘cost
of living” might receive no detrimental
factor by a careful study of the nutritive
value and the cost of our common foods.
Let me add - a statement from Prof.
Sims ‘Woodhead, of Cambridge Univer-
sity, a man not utknown in Victoria:
‘““Meat is absolutely unnecessary for a
perfectly healthy existence, and the best
work can be done on a vegetable diet,
People take too much meat, and they
could live much more healthily on a
vegetarian diet than a whole meat diet.”

Rev. Canon Newton Passes

Anglican missionaries of the North-
west died in  this city on Wednes-
day in the person of Right Rév. Canon
William Newton. He came to -this

diocese in 1900 and held a general li-

cense and occasionally ministered. For
the past two or three years he had
been incapacitated by ill health, which
finally led to his death, which occurred
at his residence, “The Glen,” Cadboro
Bay.

Born in England in 1827, the de-
ceased first took up clerical work in
this country, being ordained a deacon
in 1870, and the following year a priest
in the diocese of Toronto. From 1870-
1874 he officiated in the parish of Ros-
seau. Ontario. In the summer of the
latter year, the first bishop of Sas-
katchewan, who had just been conse-
crated, issued an appeal for two
clergymen to serve as missionaries in
his district. Canon Newton was one
of those chosen.

The story of his labors in that great
territory is told by himself in a book
entitled’ “Twenty Years on the Sas-
katchewan.” To him belongs the credit
of having established the first church
in the Northwest. X

During the time of the Riel 'rebellion
the late Canon Newton ywas in the
Northwest, and was an eye witnesg of
many of the happenings in those stir-
ring days. His long residence in that
territory gave him an inside knowledge
of the different tribes of whom he has
written interestingly. The difficulties
of church work in the old Northwest
are described in striking fashion in his
book.

DOCTOR BLAMED FOR
MILLIONAIRE’S DEATH

Coroner’s Jury Find Colonel
Swope Was Killed by
Strychnine

Kansas City, Mo., Feb, 9.—The cor-
oner’s jury at Independence to-day re-
turned ™a verdict finding that Col.
Thomas H. Swope, the millionaire, was
killed by strychnine in a capsule ad-
ministered at the direction of Dr. B. C,
Hjde, a distant relative of Swope,

The coroner’s jury in its verdict says
that Col. Swope came to his death “by
strychnine poisoning and from the evi-
dence we believe that the said strych-
nine paisoning was administered in a
capsule at about. 8.30 a.m. on the day
itc ‘iied, by direction of Dr. B. C. Hyde,
but whether with felonious intent, we,
the jury, are unable to decide.”

The circumstance surrounding the
refusal of Dr. Hyde's attorney to al-
low the doctor to take the stand prob-
«biy had its Influence with the jury
when weighing the evidence.

WOMAN FRANCHISE
AT VANCOUVER

Resolution Passed at the ‘An-
nual Meeting of Council
of Women

Vancouver, Feb, 9.—The fifteenth an-
nual meeting of the Local Counci]l of
Women of Vancouver, with which is
affiliated 33 women's societies of this
city, was held in Wesley Methodist
church, Georgia street. That the work
of the council for 1909 had been crown-
ed with most gratifying success was
evidenced in every report presented,
and mutual congratulations, were the
order of the day amongst the ladies.

Rev. R. Milliken, minister of Wesley
church, delivered the address of wel-
come, and Mrs. M. A. Maclean replied
on behalf of the council.

During the session Mrs. Day of
Victoria, provincial vice-president, de-
livered a. comprehensive report of the
annual meeting of the National Coun-
cil of Women.

The following officers were elected
for 1910: President, Mrs. McNaughton;
first vice-president, Mrs. James Stark;
second vice-president, Mrs, de Pencier;
third vice-president, Mrs, Bowes;
fourth vice-president, Mrs. Kemp; fifth
vice-president, Mrs. McLachlan; sixth
vice-president, Mrs. Macken; recording
secretary, Mrs. W, J. White (by accla-
mation); corresponding secretary,
Mrs. Gallagher; treasurer, Mrs. W. H.
Lucas (by acclamation); auditor, Mrs.
M. A. MacLean.

Rev. Dr. Perry delivered a most in-
teresting address on ‘““Women’s Pro-
gress in. Education.”

The address of the president, Mrs.
Griffin, was an indication of the coun-
cil’s progress in the year 1909. Six new
societies had come into affiliation, while
besides, two life members, 27 individ-
ual members and four annual patrons
had been added. The president re-
gretted that the city charter, as it stood
at present, prevented married women
from sitting on the school board.

The following resolution was passed:
“That, whereas the widows and spin-
sters of the city of Vancouver have an
increased influence and  ability owing
to their exercise of the municipal fran-
chise, we, the Local Council of Women
of Vancouver, do earnestly petition the
proper authorities to so amend the city
charter that the municipal franchise
may be extended to all married women
householders and married women hold-
ing property.”

Other subjects dealt with in Mrs.
Griffin’s address were the purifying of
billboard posters, the mnewsboy ques-
tion, the appointment of a female tru-
ant officer, and the establishing of a
provincial home for aged men and
women.

In finance, the council was able to
show ‘a balance on hand as shown by
the report of the treasurer, Mrs. W. H.
Lucas. The total receipts for the year
were $541.70; expenditures, $512.25; bal-
ance on hand, $29.45.

TWO MOUNTED MEN
WANTED ON POLICE

Commissioners Receive Chief’s
Recommendations and
Adjourn

The first meeting of the new police
commission was held Tuesday after-
noon when the chief of police put in a
requisition for an increase to the regu-
lar force of several policemen, two
mounted patrolmen, an increase of pay
and another driver for the patrol

wagon. The commissioners received
the report, but did not reach any con-
clusions regarding it. The members
also had the estimates for the year
before them and will consider the
items again next week,

The chief of police in recommending
the appointment of two mounted pa-
trolmen referred to the rapid growth
of the city and the wide territory to
ke patrolled, He considers two mount-
ed men necessary to properly patrol
the city. They would be able to cover a
large stretch of territory in quick time.
In making the recommendation he is
following the example of Vancouver,
where a number of mounted men have
beert appointed.

He pointed out that the pay of the
Vancouver force have been advanced
$10 per month, but did not suggest any
particular sum here.

The extra driver for the patrol wagon
is wanted because there are now but
{two men relegated to this duty, and
they have to work twelve hour shifts,
while the balance of the force is work-
ing eight hours. The year's estimates
for the police amount to about $1,000
more than last year. The recommenda-
tions and the estimates will be taken
up at next week’s meeting of the com-

missioners.

SIR F. BORDEN
CRITICIZES TORIES

RESUMES DEBATE
ON THE NAVAL BILL

Minister Declares Change of
Attitude of Opposition is
Inexplicable

(Special to the Times.)

Ottawa, Feb. 10.—Sir F. Borden, in
resuming the debate on the naval de-
fence bill in the House of Commons
this afternoon, noted that a review of
the speeches and of the stand taken
by the opposition last March, when the
question of the creation of a Canadian
navy first came up for discussion,
made the present anomalous and in-
consistent attitude of the opposition
inexplicable except on the ground
of a desire to make political capital
in some manner or other by opposing
the government’s policy. The resolu-
tion passed last spring by the unani-
mous vote of parliament called for
the speedy creation of a Canadian
navy, but the opposition leader was
away from Canada for some months
last summer, and during his absence
evidently his leaderless  followers got
busy and stirred up a movement which
he on his return could not stem.

During the debate of last March,
said Sir Frederick, the opposition lead-

er had explicitly stated and reiterated
the declaration that he would be pre-
pared to go as far as any one in main-
taining Canadian autonomy, on which
cepended the cohesion and stabpility of
the Empire, yet to-day he proposed to
80 back on that policy and spend $25,-
600,000 of the people’s money outside of
tke country without retaining any
control at all over that expenditure.
The opposition leader said last year
that all the money spent by Canada
on naval defence should be devoted
to building up a Canadian navy and
such funds should be kept under con-
trol of the Canadian parliament. Now,
compelled by pressure from his un-
disciplined and -headstrong followers,
he had made a complete volte face.

Sir Frederick went over in detail the
recommendations of the admiralty in
connection with the conference at Lon-
don last summer.

He maintained that the policy which
the government had adopted was in
full harmony with these recommenda-
tions, in harmony: with the stand
taken by the opposition last spring,
and in harmony with the underlying
principles of autonomy, national self-
respect and "“the truest imperialism.

IMPROVEMENTS
AT FORT STEELE

Mayor Submits Recommenda-
tions at Meeting of the
_City Council

Fort Steele, Feb, 8.—At the last meet-
ing of the city council Mayor Fink
read a message referring to matters
which had been brought to his atten-
tion, which in part follows:

As soon as the frost.is gone I think
that immediate attention should be
given to the completion of the pro-
posed alterations to the water system.

The question of sewerage should be
looked into at once, and if our assess-
ment will permit of such I would advo-
cate the early construction of the sys-
tem.

Now that this city owns its own
waterworks, I would recommend the
‘employment of some good* man during
the summer months to clean up and
beautify the cemetery gr()unds, as they
certainly are in a very deplorablé con-
dition 'at the present time.

The British Columbia Fire Chiefs’
Association will "hold their annual
meeting in Cranbrook this year about
the 1st of September, and I hope that
the members of the council can see
their way clear towards granting the
local department substantial assistance
for the purpose of entertaining the
visiting chiefs.

I hope that some time during the year
the council can see its way clear to-
wards securing a block of land for park
purposes. I believe that this is very
necessary, and without a great deal of
expense could be made a very attract-
ive place. I have been informed that
the necessary petition has been secured
for the purpose of annexing the land
known as the Sash & Door Co. distriet.
If such is the case I hope-that early
steps will be taken towards the exten-
sion of our limits so as to take in this
district. The extension of our water
system in this district would to a very
large degree depend on incorporation
of the particular block and by giving
the water system the proper attention
great expense will be saved to the city
during next winter.

Board of School Trustees, City:

Gentlemen:—I believe that the city
should establish a school of engineer-
ing for the benefit of its young men,
and for that reason request your board
to initiate the project.

A great many young men have come
to me to get instructions in engineer-
ing subjects. They desire the knowl-
edge, not a degree. Most of them are
so situated that they can never at-
tend a university. All of them are
earnest and ambitious, and most of
them are capable of doing first-class
work, given the opportunity., I know
of at least thirty young men who
would take advantage of engineering
classes established in the city, and it
is a safe assumption that for each one
that I know of there are five that I
have never heard of.

There is in Hamilton, Ont.,, an art
school, funds for beginning which were
obtained by voluntary contributions.
It is organized as a body corporate
under the laws of Ontario.. It is sup-
ported by small fees, supplemented by
small government and municipal
grants. The governing bhody is partly
elected by its shareholders and partly
appointed by the city. It finds a home
in the public library building. Its day
and evening classes are well attended,
and the school is doing a great work.
Besides art classes, the school con-
ducts classes in mechanical drawing
and other subjects of the mechanical
engineering course. These are well at-
tended. This school might be taken
zs a model for the proposed one.

It would mnot require a very great
outlay of money to get the school
started. If work were begun by doing
the preparatory work for the B.C.L.S.
examinations, both preliminary and
final, and adding to that, instruction
in other branches of civil engineering,
a good start would be made, and ex-
tra work required for mechanical and
electrical engineering could be ar-
ranged for afterwards. As for main-
tenance, T-am confident that the school
could be made self-supporting, or
nearly so.

If your board will appoint a smail
committee to act in this matter, and
with power to add to their number
from among those interested in the
matter, said committee to serve until
the matter is well started, and a
properly organized board of trustees
can be appointed for the school, T be-
lieve that a proper start can be made.

RESCINDS GRANT TO
WINTER CARNIVAL

Rossland City Solicitor Says it
is lllegal for Council to
Give Money

Rossland, Feb. 8,—At the last meet-~
ing of the city counci! the grant of $150
to the earnival committee, made at the
previous sitting, was reconsidered by
one resolution, and declared null and
void by another.

His Worship Mayor Martin, brought
the matter up and asked City Solicitor
Winn for an opinion as to the legality
of the grant made to the winter carni-
val.

City Solicitor Winn stated that he
had advised His Worship that the
grant was illegal and that was his ad-~
vice to the council.

Ald. McKinnon asked why former
grants had mot been declared illegal by
Mr. Winn’s predecessors in the office of
city solicitor,

Mr. Winn replied that the mere fact
that grants had been made on former
occasions did not make the one under
consideration legal.

Ald. McKinnon asked if there was
anything in the law that made it il-
legal.

Mr. Winn replied that there are two
sections in the Municipal Clauses Act
which cover the matter under consider-
ation. The first of these was section
52, which reads as follows: ‘It shall
be lawful for the council of any muni-
cipality to grant by resolution, a sum
of money out of the annual revenue to
aid in celebrating the birth of the
reigning sover=ign, the anniversary of
the confederation of the Dominion of
Canada, and in support of a contribu-
tion to any exhibition, or gathering to
be held for the purpose of public sports
or amusement, that in the opinion of
the council may be for the benefit of
ine municipality, either within or with-
out the municipal limits.”

“Is tne carnival not a publie sport?”
asked Ald. McKinnon.

“Hockey games held in the rink are
not public sports,” replied Mr, Winn.

“But there are lots of sports, such
as ski racing, snowshoeing, dog races,
and so forth, that are held during the
carnival 'that are public sports,” said
Ald. McKinnon,

“It is my advice that the grant is
illegal,” replied Mr. Winn decisively.

It was the opinion of Ald. Langman
that if the grant had been $75 instead
of $150 there would have been nothing
said about it and no objection would
have been made to it.

Ald. Horne favored paying the $150,
as it had been the custom to do this in
the past. ‘“Let us do this,” he said,
“and be done with it.”

“It is illegal,” said His Worship,
“gnd if passed each member voting for
it would be responsible. If it is illegal
it is useless to further discuss it. I
think it will be a good plan to rescind
the resolution and have it declared null
and void.

A resolution abrogating the grant was
submitted.

Ald. Meachem, chairman of the
finance committee, reiterated his state-
ment that he would not sign the
cheque.

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SPANISH CABINET
~ HAS RESIGNED

HEI.D OFFICE FOR
ONLY FEW MONTHS

Maret’s Opponents Succeed
in Forging Him From
Office

Madrid, Feb. 9.—Premier Moret and
ihe entire Spanish cabinet resigned to-
day after an incumbency of a few
months.

King Alfonso has asked Senor Cala-
jaes to accept the premiership,

For some time there have been viol-
ent differences between several
branches of the government, especi-
ally between military and police or-
ganizations and the cabinet. These dif-
ficulties have developed into serious
gcandals, in which a large number of
nrrests have been made, and so dis-
sarganized affairs that it seemed im-
possible to proceed with any fixed pro-
gramme. The XKing supported Moret
through nearly all the recent turmoil,
but for several days it has been ex-
pected that the premier and his organi-
zation would have to retire.

Moret assumed the premiership soon
after the Barcelona riots, and while
the country was in a fever of discon-
tent over the conduct of the campaign
against the Riffs in Morocco. He faced
tremendous difficulties in endeavoring
to establish a new governmental or-
ganization. His opponents have been
constantly at work in their efforts to
checkmate him in every move he has
undertaken,

The present crisis is one of the most
perious that Alfonso has been compel-
led to face during the young King's
turbulent reign. The people are still
affected by the excitement which
elminated in the Barcelona riots and
the execution of Dr. Ferril.

Despite the “iron hand” methods
which have been employed by the gov-
ernment in an effort to put down all
attempts at sedition, the situation is
still extremely serious, and the new
premier will have a difficult task to
perform.

ALASKA STORMS.
Winter Reported to Be Severeht Known
—Several Persons Frozen to
Death on Trails.

Seattle, Wash., Feb. 9.—Three Nome
merchants who have just arrived in
Seattle, having travelled from Nome
to Fairbanks and Valdez on snowshoes
and by stage, report that .the winter
in the north is the severest ever known.
They left Nome December 7th and en-
countered continuous bad weather and
temperature often 70 degrees below
zero.

On the Valdeg trail they reached Mil-
ler's roadhouse’ just before the climax
of the storm, and on entering the
house found four dead people laid out,
Joe King, frozen to death; Mrs. H, A.
Rockefeller, a  middle-aged woman,
who died on the stage from heart af-
fection due to the cold; an old man
named Taylor, frozen to death, and
Mrs. Miller, proprietress of the road-
house, who had@ succumbed to pneu-
monia.

At another point on the trail an
aged man named Franz Giebel had
been frozen to death while driving to-
ward Valdez with a ene-horse outfit.

The Nome men said that winter gold
mining in their neighborhood had been
highly successful. Newspapers receiv-
ed from the Yukon valley tell of min-
ers losing hands and ' feet that had
been frozen and of fears entertained
for men snowed in on the creeks with
insufficient supplies.

The Copper River railroad has been
tied up, and August Anderson has been
frozen to death on the trail between
Chitina and Copper Centre.

RAILWAY RATES.

Montreal, Feb. 9.—Following upon
investigation the railway commission
heard the side of the Elder-Dempster
Company for an order directing the C.
P.R. and G.T.R. to apply the estab-
lished export basis covering general
merchandise and commodities shipped
from Montreal, St. John and Halifax,
for export to Vancouver, Victoria  and
other British Columbia points.

Aime Geoffreon, representing the
Elder-Dempster Company, submitted
tables of rates showing'that on canned
goods there was a difference between
the domestic and export rate of about
eieven cents per hundred pounds for
the shorter distances, while from To-
rcnto west all rail rates were $1.60 for
less than carloads, $1 for car lots and
over. Goods coming from Europe were
quoted at seventy cents. The Elder-
Dempster Company was able to quote
the present rate by the Mexican route
and this was divided between this com-
pany and the Tehuantepec railway and
Pacific coast steamers. “

Shippers sending goods to the Pacific
coast via Mexico were able to secure
the 57 cent rate, while it cost 60 cents
to send them across the Canadian con-
tinent and $1 from Montreal to Pacific
via Mexico. From Montreal the Elder
Dempster Company charged 75 cents.

FIRE CHIEF’'S REPORT
FOR LAST MONTH

Safety of Moving Picture Ma-
chines to Be Looked
Into

In a report submitted to the fire
wardens at the monthly meeting held
Tuesday, Chief Davis of the fire de-
rartment suggests that he be given
larger powers for.the regulation of
moving picture machines so as to
minimize danger from fire. The chief
roints out that while some of the cab-
inets within which the moving picture
machines are housed are quite safe,
in other instances such is not the case.
The necessary instructions were is-
sued to the chief to look into the mat-
ter so as to safeguard the interests of
the public. The report issued by the
chief gives the fire records for the
month as follows: .

Box alarms, 4; telephone alarms, 12;
tctal, 16. Loss by fire on buildings,
§3,775; insurance on buildings, $31,950;
loss by fire on contents, $6,800; insur-
ance on contents, $7,000; loss on build-
ings without insurance, $2,075; loss on
centents without insurance, nil; num-
ber of 2% inch hose laid, 8,400; number
of gallons chemical used, 532; number
of feet of ladders raised, 157; number
of notices issued, 19; number of per-
mwits granted, 115; number of buildings
inspected, 11; number of citizens fined
by magistrate for kindling fires with-
out permit, 2,

The report says:

“I regret to report the heavy fire
loss for the month ending, but I may
state owing to the amount of headway
the fire at No. 738 Fort street had be-
fore the alarm was turned in, I consid-
er our department did excellent work
in confining the fire where it was
stopped. Owing to the very inflamable
nature and construction of the old
brildings it is surprising that the loss
was not greater.

“I would also recommend that you
have installed along the water front
fresh water pipe and taps, so that in
case of fire occurring along the water
front, and where it would be necessary
for any of the engines to take suction,
i< would be a great saving of time if
such taps were located, as you are all
aware that it is necessary to have
fresh water to supply our engine boil-
ers when they are pumping salt water.

‘“W. A. S. Duncan resigned from the
department owing to ill-health.

They are of the twin-
masted type of freighters and ply regu-
larly to this coast from Liverpool and
Glasgow.

He
gives this account of his exciting ex-
perience there:

“I was summoned by the governor-
general of Kiel to visit that city to
superintend the work of erecting a
monument to the late Czar, Alexander
II. After conferring with the governor-
general he requested me to proceed. to
St, Petersburg to lay my plans and
sketches before the highest authorities
of the . country, whose assent was
necessary before anything could be
done at Kiel.

“In possession of a properly authenti-
cated passport and provided with num-
erous weighty letters of introduction
from the governor-general to some of
the highest officials tn the country, I
proceeded from Kiel to' St. Petersburg
and took rooms at the Hotel Europe.

“In accordance with the Rusisan
law, which requires every-traveller to
have a passport and to produce it, I
handed this document to the hotel por-
ter and went out to pay my first visits
to the exalted personages to whom I
had been sent by the governor-general.
When I returned to the hotel a couple
of hours later 'I found a summons
from the police ordering me to leave
St. Petersburg within twenty-four
hours.

“I was astonished and drove at once
to police headquarters to ascertain the
redson of this measure, which I re-
garded as a mistake, but I was told
that the pelice’ had issued the order
with due deliberation and that I must
leave the capital within the appointed
time. The reason given to me was

58. Pound Nets.

On and after January 1st, 1911, all
pound nets shall be so constructed as
to have in the middle of the back of
the crib, reaching from the top to the
bottom thereof, a vertical strip of net-
ting which strip shall hang squarely,
the width of which strip shall not be
less than one-half the width of the
back of the crib and the mesh of
which shall not be less than three and
one-half inches, extension measure, as
actually used in fishing.

The leader of a pound net shall be
made visible, ~~4 there shall be a gap
of at least fifty feet open and clear to
the bottom between one pound net and
the next of the series when set in
linear order. There shall be a lateral
distance or passageway of not less
than one thousand feet between one
series of pound nets and the next on
either side.

59. Trap Nets Prohibited.

All pound nets shall be limited to a

66. Nets Other Than Pound Nets.

No gill net of more than 900 feet in
length, or of a greater depth than
sixty meshes, shall be used in these
treaty waters,

PART IIL.—RECOMMENDATIONS.

1. Investigation of Food Fishes.

It is recommended that the natural
history and habits of each of the lead-
ing species of food fishes in the treaty
waters be made the subject of careful
and continuous study, with a- view to
increasing the fishery products to the
highest possible degree and of obtain-
ing more satisfactory evidence upon
points now under discussion, especial-
ly those relating to close and open
seasons. The commissioners have in
some cases found much divergence of
opinion among those engaged in the
fisheries. For this reason they have
thought it better to refrain from mak-

ing certain proposed fishery regula-:

tions rather than to risk improperly

or unnecessarily restricting the fishing

industries.

2. Food Fishes Suitable for Artificial
Propagation in Treaty Waters.

It is recommended that the artificial
propagation of the various species of
food fishes in the treaty waters be
continued by both countries,- and de-
veloped to the fullest possible extent
and with the highest possible degree
of efficiency, this work being regard-
ed as of vital moment to the preser-
vation and maintenance of the most
valuable species of flshes. The follow-
ing species have high importance in
this regard, so farias treaty waters are
concerned:

It is recommended that any viola-
tion of the fisery regulations governing
the fishing in treaty waters on the part
of a Canadian subject or a person resi-
dent in Canada, or under the jurisdic-
tion of its courts, shall constitute an
offence, punishable by fine or imprison-
ment, or both, as provided by the
Fisheries Act, chapter 45, Revised Sta-
tutes of Canada, 1906, and of regula-
tions under the said act.

It is recommended that any violation
of the fishery regulations governing
fishing in treaty waters on the part of
a citizen of the United States, or per-
son resident in the United States or
under the jurisdiction of its courts,
shall constitute an offence punishable
by fine or imprisonment, or both, no
fine imposed for such violation to ex=-
ceed $1,000, and’ no imprisonment for
a period greater than one year.

.4, Enforcement of Regulations.

It is recommended that the enforce=
ments of all Jaws and regulations gov=
ernirg fishing in treaty waters be en=
trusted to the inspectors and other of-
ficers in the Dominion of Canada under
the Gepartment of marine and fisher-
ies, and in the United States to a staff
of inspectors and other officers to be
organized under the Bureau of fish-
eries of the Department of commerce
and labor of the United States.

5. International License System.

It is recommended that in the early
future the Dominion of Canada and the
United States shall adopt a concurrent
and uniform system of licensing for
fishing in treaty waters.

6.. Extension of Area to Be Covered
by International Regulations.

It is recommended that the regula-
tions applying to the territorial waters
of Passamaquoddy Bay be extended to
include the tidal waters of Charlotte
county, New Brunswick, and of Wash-
ing county, Maine, - together with the
waters adjacent to the islands of
Charlotte county, New Brunswick,
and the waters adjacent to the islands
of Washington county, Maine,

It is further recommended that the
regulations applying to the Lake of
the Woods, Rainy River, and Rainy
Lake be extended to the other lakes
and rivers traversed by the boundary
line between the province of Ontario
and the state of Minnesota.

RIVER SEINE IS

JUDGMENTS VOID

REPORTS MISUSES.

| VANCOUVER REQUESTS '
HEARD BY COMMITTEE

City Seeks Relief From Liabil-
ity for Sidewalk Acci-
L dents :

(From Tuésday’s Daily.)

The Vancouver bill occupied the at-
tention of the private bills committee
for two hours this morning and will be
taken up by the members for consider-
ation at an early date. Representatives
of the city were heard in regard to the
various changes which the city de-
sires to have made in its charter,

One matter in which the city is ask-
ing relief is in regard to liability for
damages where persons have been In-
jured through defects in walks and
that sort of thing, the city solicitor
stating that this liability was not im-
posed on the municipalities working
under the Municipal Clauses Act.

Charles Wilson, K.C., who happened
to be waiting for another bill to come
up, as a citizen of Vancouver pro-
tested against the request. The ques-
tion of liability had arisen, he said, in
the case of the Point Ellice disaster,
and in 1900 the law was amended so as
to make municipalities responsible for
accidents occurring through not only
their malfeasance but their non-feag-
ance.

City Solicitor Macdonald replied that
the law had been laid down as far back
as 1894 in the case of Lindell vs, city
of Victoria, when the Supreme Court
held that the city was not liable. In
that case a citizen had stepped on the
erd of a loose plank and been struck
in the face by the other end.

The city is askinsg power to create
& superannuation fund for the police
fcrce and fire brigade, and a retirfing
allowance for civic employees.

Authority is asked to acquire land
and erect a building for juvenile court
purposes.

COMMISSION TO
SELECT A SITE

WILL CONSIST OF THREE
OR FIVE OUTSIDE MEN

Bill Introduced by Minister of
Education Yesterday is
Short One

Legislative Press Gallery,
February 8.

The Minister of Edugation brought
«dewn a bill to proyide for.the appoint=
ment. of a commission to select a ‘unis
versity site “this afternbon, by mes-
sage from His Honor. It was a short
document, the salient clauses of which
are as follows:

“Whereas the University of -British
Columbia has been established in the
province of British Columbia as a body
politic .and corporate by the ‘British
Columbia University Act, 1908’;

““And whereas no mention ig' made in
the said act of the particular locality
in British Columbia "in which the
buildings of the said university shall
be situate;

““And whereas the time has now ar-
rived when in the public interest it_is
necessary that some decision should
be reached with regard to the situation
of such buildings;

“And whereas. such decision can be
secured through a commission of dis-
interested educationalists non-resident
in the province of British Columbia:

““The Lieutenant-Governor in Coun-
cil may appoint not less than three nor
more than five disinterested educa-
tionalists residing outside the province
of British Columbia as a commission
to inquire into and determine in re-
spect to all and singular the matters
hereinbefore outlined and set forth.

“It shall be the duty of the said
commissioners, and they are hereby
authorized and empowered, to.make all
necessary inquiries and 'to examine
different localities and sites in the
province, in order to select and to se-
lect that best suited to the purposes
of such university, which selection
when made shall be final,

“For the purposes of such inquiry
and examination, the said commission-
ers shall have the power to take all
necessary steps for the acquirement of
such information as may in their opin-
ion be desirable, and to that end may
hold meetings at such times and in
such places as they may determine.”

The commissioners have all the pow-
ers conferred by the Public Inquiries
Act and can send for witnesses and
examine them under oath, if desired.
All the expenses, including a salary, to
be paid to the secretary, will be pro-
vided out of the consolidated revenue
fund.

The bill will come before the House
for discussion some day this week.

THREE NEGROES KILLED.

Shot While ‘Besieging Party of White

Passing the Hat to Augment
Teachers’ Salaries in E.
& N. Belt

The House is not-overworking itself
this session in the way of long sittings,
but then it has not as much business
before it s6 far as it has had other
sessions. TUntil the railway measure is
ready. to be brought:down it will = be
more a matter.of marking time: Still
a good day’s -work was put in tfo-day,
four bills being considered and _ad-
vanced towards the final stage.

A last attempt was made to improve
the “bill amending the Factories Act,
but the government majority. voted
down the opposition on an amendment
placing the power of -saying whether
or not an inspector should be called
upon to give testimony in a civil suit
in the hands of the judge in charge of
the trial, instead of declaring by statute
that under no circumstances shall an
inspector be a witness. At times, as
has been pointed out, the factory in-
spector is the only one whe can really
give' evidence which -~ will settle the
question of responsibility -for' an ac-
cident in industrial establishments.
The bill to "provide for medical
health inspection of scholars was given
another stage and now stands for third
reading.

: The Factory Inspector.

In committee on ‘the Tactory act
amendment J. H. Hawthornthwaite
moved the addition of the words “un-
less otherwise ordered by the trial
judge” to the section.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite, speaking to
his motion, maintained that if any step
was to be taken to shut out the evi-
dence of factory inspectors it was the
only fair and equitable thing to leave
it in the hands of the judge. There
had been several judgments for dam-
ages of late in Vancouver and it was
his opinion that this bill had been in-
troduced by the attorney-general to
protect employers from such suits. Mr.
Hawthornthwaite traced ‘the develop-
ment of the law from the férmer com-
pensation under the common law to.the
passage of “the Employers’ Liability
Act and the Workmen’s Compensation
Act. Under the common_ law heavy
damages had been given in several
cases in Vancouver for accidents in
factories; mills and machine shops. The
accidents which took place in this 'pro-
vince were a disgrace to:the province
and to the House, which eould put an
end to them if it so desired. ;

In the Factories Act extraordinary
powers. were given inspectors but
what the attorney-general now pro-
posed to do for organized labor in
Vancouver and elsewhere was to take
from the workman or his dependants
the one means of proving that his em-
ployer had been given notice to remedy
certain defects and had not done so
Referring to the attorney-general’'s
claim yesterday that his bill had re-
ceived the endorsement of the labor
deputation who were in the city Mr.
Hawthornthwaite read the following
letter:

“Victoria, February 7, 1910.
“J. H. Hawthornthwaite, M. P, P.

“Dear sir: In re the statement, made
upon the floor of the House by Attor-
ney-General Bowser, that his proposed
amendment to the Factories Act, pre-
venting the factory inspector from giv-
ing evidence in civil cases, was en-
dorsed by the representatives of organ-
ized labor in Vancouver and Victoria,
we desire to say that so far as the
Vancouver Trades and Labor Council
is concerned the question has never
been even discussed by that body, of-
ficially or otherwise, nor by any other
branch eof organized labor as far as we
know.

School Act Changes.

Several more sections of the Schools
Aot amending Dbill were passed
fhrough committee.

W. H. Hayward (Cowichan) pro-
posed to add to the bill the following
section, ‘which is self-explanatory:

“Notwithstanding any, provisions

ratepayers of any rural school district,
within the Esquimalt and Nanaimo
railway belt, may, at the annual school
meeting, decide to supplement tho
teacher’'s szlary as it appears in the
provincial estimates by voting to raise
by local assessment such sum or sums
as they may think proper.”

Parker Williams was not surprised
at the resolution, since it was certain
that neither in Cowichan nor any other
district could a . Batisfactory teacher
‘be got at the salary the government
gave, but he did not think it woula
remedy matters any. Good teachers
could not be expected to go to country
schools for a salary of from $50 to $65
a month, with board costing twice as
much as in towns and all the lack of
advantages.

Mr. Hayward contended
government was paying a sufficient
salary to country teachers, although
some railway belt districts desired Lo |
be in a position to assess themselves in
order to pay more. Teachers were in
the fortunate position that the state
paid for their training and those in
the country got the advantage of cheap
‘board. Tt was true that there was a
shortage of " teachers, which could be
overcome if the government would ‘al-
low old country teachers into the prov-
ince.

H. C. Brewster (Alberni) said the
member for Cowichan was proving to
ithe House what thé Liberal members
in 1905 had -insisted on, although the
Socialists did not agree to, that the
School Act was not what it should be.
Instead of taking the stand that $50
a-month was not enough salary for a
country school teacher the member for
Cowichan wanted to pass the hat ani
expected to maintain a school system
that way. While he admitted that
there was a shortage of teachers he
voled against the establishment of a
second normal school, which would
have enabled his own district to get
teachgrs trained near at home. The
nmiémber for Cowichan shéuld ask the
government either to pay a sufficient
salary or establish a normal school on
Vancouver Island.

J. H. Hawthornthwaite declared
hismelf opposed to the amendment.

Hon. Dr. Young accepted the pro-
posed new section and, in reply to Mr.
Brewster’s criticism, said he was not
there to defend or explain the School
Act; time had done that.

The section was added to the bill, the
opposition members voting against it.

The amendments to the Assessment
Act were passed in committee with
hardly any debate.

AT NEW WESTMINSTER

Capt. Roy Troup in Command
of the Helen M. Scan-

The trial trips of two new boats
from New Westminster which will join
thé large fleet of boats now engaged
in . trading on the river, took place
recently. The Helen M. Scanlon, con-
structed for the Brooks-Scanlon Lum-
her Company, was -one of these boats.
She is a large tow boat, 129 feet in
length by 82 foot beam. The hull was
built by Wallace, of North Varncouver,
and the engines by the Schaake Ma-
chiine Works.

TROPICAL FORESTS
OF DEMARARA COUNTRY

E. A. Wallace Gives Interesting
Description Before Natural
History Society

(From Tuesday's Daily.)

An intensely interesting lecture was
given before the Natural History So-
ciety last evening by E. A. Wallace,
his subject being the “Geld Bush of
Demarara.” The lecturer described the
plant and animal life of the region sur-
rounding the Demarara river. In his
own picturesque manner he told of the
dense tropical forests, of the natives
which inhabit these forests, of the
weapong and modes of life of the na-
tives, and of the admirable manner in
which they are governed under the
British colonial policy. bt

One of the most interesting things
described was the poisoned arrows
used by the natives in hunting. They
are propelled by means of a biow pipe,
and the slightest scratch causes in-
stant death. The preparation of the
peison is kept a secret.

Under British rule the country is as
safe for travellers as any other part
of the world. The word of a native is
taken in court and given equal cred-
erice with that of a white man. There
are not many white peoplé living there
as the country is very unhealthy, and
for that reason no one would choose
the country as a place of residence un-
less his work called him there.

WILL SOON BE ON
SHIPPING LIST AGAIN

Development Work in Progress
on Principal Dominion Cop-
per Property

——

Phoenix, Feb. 8.—Development work
and improvements at the Rawhide mine
to date indicate that the principal Do-
minion ‘Copper property will be on the
shipping list again early next month.
Arrangements are being made with
that object in view.

It is expected that in another couple
of week the entire property will have
been explored by the diamond drill, so
that the management will have a thor-
ough knowledge of the mine when ship-
ments commence.

A building thirty feet wide and eighty
feet long is being built near the old
No. 3 Rawhide tunnel and will serve
as a machine shop and storehouse. The
machinery from the company’s smelter
shops at Boundary Falls and the Idaho
shop will be moved to the new build-
ing. The company own plenty of
machinery for a first-class shop. The
StemWwinder buildings are being re-
moved and the lumber utilized in the
new structure at the Rawhide.

It is also the intention of the man-
agement to move the crusher at the
smelter to the Rawhide, and probably
install a conveyor, so that the mine
when it resumes shipping will be
equipped similarly to other local pro-
ducers,

A large steam plant from the smelt-
er has already been installed at the
Rawhide and operates the diamond
drill. - The conveying of power from the
Brooklyn compressor was found un-
satisfacstory during the severe
weather, several interruptions being
caused.

The Brooklyn mine will be explored
when drilling at the Rawhide is com-
pleted.

NO EXTENSIONS
- FOR RAILWAYS

CHARTER MONGERS ARE
THE CLASS AIMED AT

Premier McBride Makes an Im-
ngrtant Announcement to
the House

Legislative Press Gallery,
February Ith.

The growing practice of railway
companies getting charters for the pur-
pose of hawking them about is to be
stopped. Premier McBride made an
announcement at the opening of the
sitting this afternoon which will ef-
fect that object.

Every charter contains a time limit
for the expenditure of a stated amount
on construction and the putting up of
a cash deposit with the government.
Session after session some company is
asking for an extension of time. While
occasionally this request is made by
bona fide companies which have, for
some reason, been unable to proceed
with their undertaking, as a rule it is
the charter-mongers who come with
a bill. Session after session the House
has been passing these bills without re-
gard to the fact that there has been no
forfeiture of the deposit.

This session, at the very first meeting
of the railway committee, objection
was made by both opposition and gov-
ernment members to letting companies
off and the matter was referred to the
attorney-general. Evidently as a re-
sult of his consideration of it the pre-
mier’s announcement was made. Im-
mediately after oravers, read by Rev.
Dr. Campbell, Mr. McBride said:

‘“‘Before proceeding to the orders of
the day, Mr. Speaker, I wish to state
on behalf of the government that, after
this session of parliament, where ap-
plications are made by railway com-
ranies to the legislature for renewals
of railway charters, unless for very
good and sufficient causes as a mat-
ter of policy the government propose
to interfere and refuse these renewals.

“It would appear, sir, from a survey
of a great deal of railway legislation
ithat has been enacted by this parlia-
ment in late years, that it is becomingz
a custom with certain corporations to
come back to parliament, to the raii-
way ‘committee, for renewals of char-

ters, though the original bill in its pro--|

visions would practically compel  the

GRANBY MINES =
SET NEW RECORD

Over 112,000 Tons of Ore Sent
to Smelter During Month
of January

Phoenix, Feb. 8.—The Granby mines
at Phoenix shipped 112,458 tons of ore
to the Granby smelter during the
month of January, which is the largest
output of the mines in any single
menth. This tonnage forced the ore
receipts at the Granby smelter up to
the highwater mark of 115,084 tons, of
which amount 2,626 tons were from
foreign properties,

During the month of January about
108,000 tons of ore were treated at the
Granby reduction works, an average of
about 3,500 tons per day. Only six
furnaces were in operation during the
greater part of the month,

The ore receipts at Granby smelter
for January were as follows: Granby
mines, Phoenix, 112,458 tons; Snow-
storm, Coeur d’Alenes, 958 tons; Belch-
er, Republie, 1,220 tons; Duluth, Toroda,
Republic, 10 tons; Copper King, Re-
public, 53 tons; Ben' Hur, Rebupli¢c, 112
tons; Lcne Pine, Republic, 21 tons;

PROVISION MADE FOR
MANUAL TRAINING

Nanaimo Places Two Thou-
sand Dollars in the Es-
timates

Nanaimo, Feb. 8.—A meeting of the
board of school trustees was held in
the council chambers yvesterday after-
noon. The estimates for the year were

submitted. The total $24;252, including |

$17,400 for teachers’ salaries and $2,000
for. manuai training.

In referring to the estimates Trustee
Planta remarked the $17,400- for teach-
ers’ salaries was an increase of about
8% per -cent.. over the pay roll last
year. It was felt for some time that
the system of paying salaries had hard-
ly been just because a teacher might
be five or six years on the staff and
unless by the retirement of one above
this teacher would remain in the same
position and receive the same salary
as at the commencement of her career.
With a view to the remodelling of the
present system the committee had
looked into the plan in vogue in other
cities and had decided to follow it.
Under this plan the teachers would be
given an increase in salary until it
reached $60 which he was sure was
none too much for any teacher.

The item of $2,000 in the estimates for
the inauguration of manual training
in the schools was discussed at some
length, every member of the board ex-
pressing themselves as thoroughly in
accord and. wanting to see it inaug-
urated at once.

Trustee Shaw remarked he had for
some time, felt the necessity of the
principal being given the power to use
with discretion, to place a teacher in
charge of work for which he considered
the teacher the best fitted. TUnder
the proposed system of paying salaries
in the schools all grades would be abol-
ished so that al teachers would be
classed alike and assigned to the rooms
for which they were bes: adapted. In
order to bring about this change he
would move “That the principal, acting
upon the advice of the school inspector
be empowered to place teachers in divi-
sions which he deems they are best
suited for, irrespective of grades.”

Trustee Planta seconded the motion
which was put to the board and .car-
ried.

Board of ‘Trustees Petitibn the
Governiment for a Grant
of $10,000

A petition  has been forwarded by
Phoenix school board to Ernest Miller,
M. L. A, for Grand Forks, to be pre-
sented o the’ provincial government,
asking for an appropriation toward a
new school. - The petition in part . fol-
lows:

‘Whereas it is imperative that the
city of Phoenix must erect a new pub-
lic school building; and

‘Whereas the said city of Phoenix is
not in a financial position to undertake
the construction of a suitable building
without substantial financial assist«
ance; and

Whereas over sixty per cent of the
pupils enrolled -at Phoenix school are
non-residents of the said city, but re-
side within the school district; and

‘Whereas the provirncial government
derives an approximate revenue of $40,-
000 annually from mines and resident:
within the Phoenix school district that
contribute nothing to the civic treasury
of the said city of Phoenix;

Noéw, thereforé, we, the board of
school trustees for said school” district
of Phoenix, together with 265 taxpayers
and householders of said city of Pho-
nix, humbly request that your govern-
ment favorably consider an appropria-
tion of $10,000 towards the building of
said school, and in connection there-
with the following facts are respectful-
ly submitted:

The present school building is located
within 200 feet from a Granby ore
crusher, which operates continuously;
the noise from the crusher prevents
conversation between teaciner and
pupils for periods of several minutes at
times, while the continual noise is also
greatly interfering with the work of
the institution.

The building is an .0ld one, requir-
ing constant repair, and is lacking in
proper sanitar yconditions. It only ac-
commodates 60 per cent. of the pupils
enrolled, and the one room .available
to accommodate the other 40 per cent.
of the enrollment is outside the city
limits.

A change in location of the institu-
tion is essential, and to remove and re-
model the old building would be utter
folly.

CROWN WILL NOT
PAY ‘ANY COSTS

MAN WRONGFULLY SUED
MUST SUFFER AND GRIN

One of Attorney-General’s Bills
—No Increase in Income
Exemption

Legislative Press Gallery,
February 9th.

A great many bills were dealt with
in one way or another at to-day's sit-
ling. Two were read a third time and
got rid of, three more government
measures were brought in and various
stages were given to dome half-dozen
bills,

An attempt to wring some slight fur-
ther concession from the government
in the way of a reduction of taxation
failed. The member for Nanaimo moved
to increase the -exemption of income
from taxation to $1,200 instead of $1,000,
but the minister of finance would not
hear of it,

A ‘measure which practically went
through to-day will.hit the man who
may unfortunately be wrongfully
Prosecuted and who has to appeal to
the. Supreme Court in order to get re-
lief from fine or imprisonment. This
bill will effectually prevent-the courts
giving him costs as against the crown,
as has been what the courts themselves
term the very reasonable practice in
this province. H, C. Brewster protested
against such a reactionary ‘piece of leg-
islation going through.

Prayers were read to-day by Rev.
Dr. Campbell.

John Jardine obtalned an order of
the House for a return of all reports,
certificates and correspondence in con-
nection with the vacancies created in
the assessor’s office; and in connection
with the appointment of successors to
such office,

In moving for this Mr. Jardine re-
minded the House that last session a
civil service act had been put through,
but at the very first opportuinty the
government had to keep the letter and
spirit. of it there had been two ap-
pointments in the assessor’s office not
in accordance with the act.

Exemption Stands.

In committee on :the bill reducing
taxation J, H. Hawthornthwaite pro-
posed that the exemption from income
tax should be increased from $1,000 to
$1,200. :

The attorney-general could not ac-
cept this. He pointed out that this
would not only exempt workingmen,
but ‘a very large class of residents of
the province who were in receipt of
small incomes. Every man, he main-
tained, shoul@ contribute jhis share to-
wards the expenses of government, and
Lo increase, the present exemption
would amount to class legislation.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite termed the poll
tax and income tax petty and irritat-
ing forms of taxation. The increased
exemption asked was a mere bagatelle
to the government, but would be some
relief to the. people.

The amendment was voted down.

The attorney-general secured a sec-
ond reading for his bill to amend the
Extra-Municipal Trades Licenses Act.
One section of this follows the Assess-
ment Act amendment as to the taxa-
tion of bank branches in unorganized
districts, and the other provides that
where a firm or company has several
stores it must take out a license for
each.

Will Not Pay Costs,

Mr. Bowser, moving the
reading of a bill respecting crown
costs, said the practice of British
eourts, settled by the House of
Lords, was that the crown, acting for
the people and in the public interest
alone, could not either receive or pay
costs, The B. C. courts, as he consider-
cd; were misinterpreting the law, and
in a recent case the chief justice had
laid it down that the courts did not
feel like departing from the practice of
ten years past. In that case an In-
dian agent had laid jnformation, the
magistrate in all good faith had re-
corded a conviction and then the at-
torney-general’s department was drag-
ged in to defend a conviction, and be
mulcted in costs, in a matter with
which it had never had anything to
do.

H. C. Brewster Iooked upon the bill
as  quite unnecessary. It placed any
man who might be wrongfully- brought
before the courts in a position of help-
lessness in the matter of costs. In the
recent case referred (o Chief Justice
Hunter, in Full Court, in stating that
the court did not intend to depart from
the practice of the past, added: “Es-
pecially as in our opinion the practice"
is reasonable.” Suppose the - province
had an inefficient attorney-general the
public accounts would show these costs
being paid owing to that cause, and the
beople would demand a better man in
the office,

“I think,” added  Mr. Brewster, ‘“that
what the people demand is more pro-
gressive and less reactionary legisla-
tion. T am sorry the attorney-general
has brought in this bill, and I do not
think it should pass unless he gives us

AWARDED DAMAGES,

Man Who Swallowed Tooth While
Under an Anasethetic in Dentist’s
Chair, Gets $3,000.

Los Angeles, Cal., Feb. 10.—R. W.
Pell, of Los Angeles, will collegt $3,000
damages to recompense him for suf-
fering caused because he swallowed a
tooth while under an anasethetis in a
dentist’s chair. The judgment was
awarded in his favor by Superior Judge
James of this city.

CITY COUNCIL AND
TUBERCULOSIS HOSPITAL

Board Feels That Government
Should Defray Cost of Main-
taining Institution

A
That some information should be
forthcoming from the management of
the sanatorium for the treatment of
tuberculosis patients at Tranquille
relative to the manner in which that
institution is financed and what policy
it is proposed to adopt in the future, is
the unanimous opinion of the city coun-
cil. At Monday’s meeting a let-
ter was received from Dr. Fagan, of
the provincial board of health, asking
for financial assistance towards the
maintenance of the institution.,

Ald. Mable, chairman of the finance
committee, said he thought the coun-
cil should ask for a statement show-
ing the financial standing of the in-
stitution at Tranquille.

Mayor Morley agreed with the views
of Ald. Mable. He had been given to
understand three years ago by officers
of the .society that if the cities of the
province extended certain assistance,
the provincial government would take
the institution over and run the same.
In his opinion it was only right that
the city should do this, as it was better
that the hospital be carried on as a
public enterprise instead of being main~
tained by private subscriptions.

Other members of the board said they
had heard that patients were in some
cases charged exhor!»tant rates at the
institution. It was ¢ ded to refer the
letter to the finance committee.

Regarding the claim for damages
against the city preferred by Thos.
Brayshaw, of the Pacific wagon works,
the mayor said. that the matter had
been amicably adjusted as a result of
conference with Mr. Brayshaw and the
threatened legal proceedings would be
abandoned.

A communication from the Victoria
Machinery Depot complaining of the
fact that they had this year been de-
prived of the privilege of tendering for
fire hydrants was referred to the fire
wardens for report.

The secretary of the Provincial Royal
Jubilee hospital informed the board
that a special committee of three—
Messrs, Mara, Day and Newton—had
been appointed to take up with the city
the question of the proposed amalga-
mation of the Jubilee and Isolation
hospitals. :

The secretary of the Vancouver board
of trade wtrote asking the co-operation
of the council in the movement. which
has been inaugurated looking to the
provincial government taking over the
control of the telephone systems of the
province. This was referred to the light
and telephone committee.

Alexis. Martin was heard briefly in
support of his application for a build-
ing permit for a garage to be used by
Phipps & Martin, and to be erected on
Fort street near Cook. This application
was opposed by Mr. Norman, the own-
er of adjacent property, and the build-
ing inspector had refused the permit
on-the ground that the erection of the
proposed building would reduce the as-
sessed value of the property in the
vicinity. After hearing the views of all
parties the council decided that the
permit should be granted, and the in-
spector was so instructed.

The electric light committee reported
having . conferred with the provincial
government relative to the erection of
a row of ornamental lights on Belle-
ville - street, opposite the parliament
buildings.

INSPECTOR TO
BE MUZZLED

CANNOT TELL WHAT HE
KNOWS OF FACTORIES

Jpposition Puts Up Strong Fight
in the Interest of
Workers

Leisglative Press Gallery,
February 7.

The opposition put up a stiff fight to-
day against the proposition of the At-
tcrney-General to prevent the inspec-
ter of factories giving evidence in eivil
suits regarding inatters which' have
ccme to his knowledge in the course
of his official duties. It was urged by
the three members on that side to-day
that the amendment which was pro-
posed would have the effect of making
it impossible for many a man injured
or for the family left without a bread-
winner to substantiate a claim for
damages if the only man who could
Speak with authority and knowledge
of the state of the machinery or ap-
rliances was debarred from giving his
evidence. The Attorney-General and
t}m government supporters would not
11§ten to any request to withdraw the
bill, or at any rate leave it with the
Judge to say whether or not the fac-
tary inspector should be called upon,
and so the amendment will pass into
}(t\}f, thus destroying in large measure,
it is claimed, the purpose for which the
Factories Act was made ilaw.
