Lexington, Ky., Dec. 19.—Although 
little fear was felt here concerning the 
threatened attack of an organized band 
of “Night Raiders,” fully 100 men 
guard the warehouses and several wa­
gons loaded with tobacco every night. 
The guards were formed by the owners 
of this tobacco. There have been over 
one million pounds sold so far this 
week, notwithstanding the threats of 
trouble.

KING OSCAR IINew York, Dec. 19.—Eminent men In 
this and other cities have begun a 
movement to urge the release of 
Nicholas Tschaikovsky and Catharine 
Breshkovsky, the Russian revolution­
ists now imprisoned near St. Peters­
burg for political reasons. It was an­
nounced yesterday that a delegation, 
headed by Samuel J. Barrows, waited 
on Baron Rosen, Russian ambassador 
at Washington, on Monday and pre­
sented a petition requesting the pris- 
oners’ release. The memorial was 
withheld from publication until yes­
terday in order that the ambassador 
might communicate with his govern­
ment. A similar petition has been 
started in Chicago.

Kiev, Dec. 19.—Kiev tfniversity, from 
which 800 students recently were ex­
pelled, was opened yesterday in the 
presence of 200 scholars, several com­
panies of infantry and hundreds of 
policemen, the latter as a precaution 
against demonstrations. At all the en­
trances to the institutions were posted 
sentries with loade^ • rifle», while at the 
main entrance a platoon_pf soldiers was 
drawn up.

AN APPALLING LIST.

Death Returns in U. S. Mines are Three 
Times as Many Per 1,000 as 

in Europe.
PHYSICIAN'S FUNERAL.

Washington, Dec. 19.—The coal mines 
of the United States are killing three 
times as many men per 1,000 employed 
all the European countries. In the last 
seven years 22,840 have given up their 
lives in the mines of the United States. 
The number of fatalities this 
double that of the year 1395. $ There were 
1,869 killed or injured In mines during the 
past year.

These facts have been gleaned by gov­
ernment experts acting under orders 
from Secretary Garfield, of the Interior 
department, to investigate the nature 
and extent of mine accidents, the con­
ditions under which they may be used 
safely, and the general conditions 
which make for health and safety.

Valuable Stones in Transit From New* 
York to Washington Disappear.

New York, Déc. J7.—According to the 
police, a valuable package was stolen 
on Saturday night from a wagon of 
the United States Express Company. 
It was reported, but not confirmed at 
detective headquarters to-night, that 
the stolen package contained diamonds 
valued at $32,000 and was consigned by 
a Fifth avenue jewelry firm to parties 
in Washington. It was also said that 
in shipment the jewels' are given a 
nominal value in order to avoid the 
payment of a high rate of indemnity 
insurance. The robbery was confirmed 
late to-night.

The diamonds, valued at something 
more than $10,000, were consigned by 
Alfred N. Smith & Co. to a New York 
society woman who is stopping in 
Washington. The package was taken 
from the wagon somewhere between 
the express company’s office in Thirty- 
sixth street and Commur.ipaw, N. J. 
The jewels included an emerald and 
diamond brooch valued at $14,000, thir­
teen other brodbhes and a number of 
necklaces and rings. The driver of the 
wagon and his assistant told the police 
that they were unable to account for 
the package being taken from their 
wagon.

St. Petersburg,' Dec. 18.—Admiral Ro- 
jestvertsky, who during the Russo- 
Japanese war led the ill-starred Rus­
sian fleet around Africa to ultimate 
defeat at the hands of the Japanese in 
the sea of Japan, is keenly interested 
in the cruise of the United States bat­
tleship squadron. He talked to-day on 
the matter.

From his own experience, Admiral 
Rojestvensky is very familiar with the 
problems which confront Rear Admiral 
Evans, and, after outlining some of 
the difficulties the American vessels 
would have to overcome, the Russian 
naval officer said he considered the 
voyage to the Pacific to be entirely 
practical.

“It can be made safely either in time 
of peace or in time of war,” said Ro­
jestvensky. “Sheltered harbors are 
available for coaling and there is no 
fear of interference on the part of any 
of South American governments. The 
passage of the Straits of Magellan, es­
pecially in summer tima, presents no 
difficulty to a skilled commander. This 
expedition differs from the trip of the 
Baltic fleet in that we were obliged to 
coal at sea. We were not permitted to 
linger for even one day in the un­
frequented bay of Annam without 
brusque orders from the French gover­
nor and the English admiral to ‘move 
on.’

FLOUR MILL FOR SASKATOON. Glasgow, Dec. 18.—Lord Kelvin, the 
noted scientist, died yesterday.

Lord Kelvin, whose wife only recent­
ly recovered from a dangerous illness, 
suffered from a chill a fortnight ago. 
On Wednesday last serious complica­
tions developed, but with an occasional 
rally. Hope for his recovery was then 
abandoned. He lost consciousness yes­
terday afternoon and peacefully pass­
ed away. Until the time of his fatal 
sickness, Lord Kelvin preserved re­
markable vigor of body and mind.

He leaves no heir, and his line be­
comes extinct. His first wife, married 
in 1852, was Margaret, daughter of 
Walter Crum, of Thornlike. She died 
in 1871.
daughter of Charles R. Blandy, of Ma­
deira. The newspapers pay him the 
highest tribute as the foremost scien­
tist of the age, comparable with New­
ton and Faraway.

World’s Greatest Scientist.
The late Lord Kelvin was commonly 

acknowledged to be the world’s leading 
scientist. His numerous achievements 
in the broad field of scientific research 
brought to him many distinctions, his 
full title being William Thomson, first 
Baron of Kelvin, P. C.. O. M., G. C. V. 
O., M. A., LL. D., D. D. L., D. Sc., 
M. D., F. R. S., F. R. S. E„ D. L., 
Fellovr of St. Peer's College, Cam­
bridge, president of the Royal Society 
of Edinburgh (4 times), member of the 
Prussian Order Pour de Mérité, Grand 
Officer of the Legion of Honor of 
France, commander of the Order of 
King Leopold of Belgium, Order of the 
First Class of the Sacred Treasure of 
Japan, Foreign Associate of the French 
Academy, Foreign Member of the Ber­
lin Academy of Science, Chancellor of 
the Glasgow University, etc. > 

Irish by Birth.
He was born in Belfast, June 25, 1824, 

and was the" son of James Thomas, 
LL. D., Professor of Mathematics of 
Glasgow University. He was educated 
at the last-named university and at St. 
Petjer’s College, Cambridge. He acted 
as electrician for the laying of the 
Atlantic cables and for the River Plate 
and West Indies cables. He invented 
the mirror galvano^te*» ând siphon 
recorder in connection with submarine 
telegraphy. Between 1876 and 1897 his 
inventions were numerous, chief among 
them being a host of electrical measur­
ing instruments and the mariner’s com­
pass and navigation sounding machine. 
He received his title in 1892.

They 
may be disunited on the tariff question:

ities; they may be sadly lacking in 
unanimity on the Oriental immigration 
and provincial questions, but they aro 
united on that sentiment, “anything to 
get in.”

And so, with that idea uppermost, 
they sought. In the last stages of the 
debate on the address, to shoulder up­
on the government responsibility for 
the Quebec bridge disaster.

The 
gist of the motion of the hon. member 
for Hamilton (Mr. Barker) is simply a 
censure of the government for having 
dealt with the Quebec Bridge Company 
instead of undertaking to build the 
bridge itself. I followed the hon. gen­
tleman’s speech pretty closely, and I 
think I am not mistaken in raying that 
the only fault he, at this moment, lays 
at the door of the government is that 
the government itself did not construct 
the bridge but endorsed the bonds of . 
the Quebec Bridge Company and put 
the work in its hands. If this was a 
wrong policy in 1903 that was the time 
to attack it; if it was good policy then 
it has not become bad policy since. Th» 
session of 1904 passed and we heard no 
criticism against the government on 
this score. The session of 1905 passed 
and no censure of the government was 
proposed on this score. The session of 
1906 passed and at this session also we 
heard not a word of cenure against the 
government on this account, 
sion of 1906-7 passed in the same way.
It is only now, at the beginning of the 
session of 1907-8, that, for the first time 
it is proposed that the government shall 
be censured for this mode of construct­
ing the bridge.

Simply be­
cause in the meantime there has been 
a great calamity which has destroyed 
life and has been the cause of the loss 
of so much money and so much time.

“The question of laggards on a lengthy 
voyage will be hard to overcome. The 
British fleet, which ranks among the 
most effective in the world, found it 
necessary to drop the laggards during 
its recent maneuvers. This would be 
fatal in wartime.”

The Russian admiral then spoke of 
the effect of the American squadron in 
the Pacific on the Japanese, and said: 
“While this voyage will be valuable in 
welding the fleet into a homeogenous 
weapon, it will also have a higher 
strategic value In curbing the preten­
sions of the Japanese, whose jingoism 
has noticeably abated since the an­
nouncement of the plan.”

Rojestvensky disparaged the idea of 
duplicating the battleship squadron, 
one for the Atlantic and the other for 
the Pacific. He declared that one fleet 
would be adequate for the pacification 
of both coasts, and its transfer could 
be made periodically with advantage 
to both ships and crews. The fleet 
should have its base at San Francisco 
or some other American port while in 
the Pacific, he said. To station it in 
the Philippines would be expensive and 
unnecessary.

Contrasting the American and Japa­
nese fleets, the Russian admiral said: 
“The Japanese personnel, man for man, 
is now undoubtedly more efficient than 
the American. This was due to prac­
tice in battle, but the American ships 
so exceeded the Japanese ships in 
strength and numbers that there is no 
question of American superiority. I 
consider that the question of war be­
tween Japan and the United States is 
quite excluded.”

Continuing the conversation, Admiral 
Ropestvensky said he was opposed to 
the rebuilding of the Russian fleet. He 
believed that Russia’s future will be 
on land and that the money a fleet 
would cost would be better spent in 
building a commercial marine.

“We may spend four or five millions 
in the next ten years,” Admiral Ro­
jestvensky went on, “as it is proposed 
to overwhelm Russia with debt in or­
der to secure a fleet stronger than the 
Japanese, but the future of our Asiatic 
possessions will be determined by the 
army, not the fleet. Russia is doing 
nothing to strengthen her army. We 
are holding 500,000 soldiers on the 
Polish frontier, a million in Russian 
Turkestan, and only 85,000 in all Si­
beria, where the Chinese and Japanese 
are building up a portentous ‘military 
power.”

“But will the Russian fleet be con­
structed?” the admiral was asked.

“Yes,” he replied. “Unfortunately 
there ate many people in Russia who 
wish to fill their pockets, and the exe­
cution of a big naval programme will 
give them a glorious opportunity.”

St. Retersbu g Fortress

St. Petersburg, Dec. 17.—Several ad­
ditional arrests and many bouses vis­
ited are events which have • followed 
the arrest recently, and the confine­
ment in the fortress of St. Peter and 
St. Paul of Nicholas Tscjiaikovsky, 
who was the founder of the first revo­
lutionary circle in St. Petersburg In 
which many of the most prominent 
terrorists were educated.

The police are energetically tracing 
the ramifications of M. Tschaikovsky's 
stay in St. Petersburg which lasted 
several weeks, and every person whom 
he is known to have visited has been 
put under arrest. The charges against 
M. Tschaikovsjcy involve his activity 
only during the last two years, includ­
ing this trip to the United States last 
spring to collect money for revolution­
ary purposes, as his earlier activities 
are covered by the amnesty decree is­
sued after the Emperor’s manifesto of 
October 10. 1905. Among the acquaint- 
ences of Tschaikovsky arrested, are 
two aged women, Mme. Svankodd and 
Mme. Brovinsky. The latter is known 
as “the grandmother of the Russian 
revolution.” Mme. Brovinsky 
turned two years ago to the United 
States and has been very active in the 
cause of the revolutionists there.

TWO KILLED IN TRAIN WRECK

Government of Mikado Purposes to 
Save $200,000,000 in 

Six Years.

Tokio, Dec. 17.—The financial pro­
gramme already outlined in the A. P. 
cables was formally settled at the 
meeting of the.council of elder states­
men yesterday.

The programme is one of retrench­
ment and involves a reduction of the 
expenses of the army and navy for the 
next six years, whereby the govern­
ment will save $200,000,000. It also 
means the postponement of certain 
government undertakings. The curtail­
ments in connection with the increases 
in the taxes on sugar, oil and tobacco 
are calculated to wipe out the deficit 
of the coming year.

There has been great activity and 
progress since the return of Marquis 
Ito from Korea.

AUTOCAB TRAGEDY
IN NEW YORK

Youth Fatally Injured Girl With 

Revolver and Then Committed 

Suicide.

New York. Dec. 17.—Bernard Wal­
lace, a telephone operator, shot and 
fatally injured his companion Elsie 
Kerlin and then killed himself last 
night in an autocab in which the two 
were driving on the eastern Parkway, 
Brooklyn.

Startled by the report of a pistol 
twice discharged, the chauffeur stopped 
his cab and hastily dropping to the 
ground threw open the door to find 
one of his fares dead and the other 
dying.

The woman had fallen to the floor 
of the cab after receiving a bullet in 
the right temple. She was still breath­
ing but unconscious. The man was 
sitting upright in the seat and had 
apparently been instantly killed. He 
shot himself in the mouth.

Wallace was employed by the Com­
mercial Cable Company in Broad street 
this city and lived in Brooklyn. Miss 
Kerlin was 22 years old and employed 
as a telegraph operator. She died soon 
after being removed from the cab.

Wallace was about 18 years old and 
made his home with his mother and 
two sisters. The mother has been 
made critically ill by the shock of the 
tragedy. A possible clue to the motive 
for the shooting was found in a letter 
taken by the police from the coat Wal­
lace had worn. The letter was in a 
woman’s handwriting and referred to 
a quarrel between the writer and Wal­
lace and a desire for a reconciliation 
was expressed.

Teheran, 17.—Speaking on behalf of 
the nation the Persian parliament has 
issued a manifesto to the world. The 
present constitutional crisis is explain­
ed, and an appeal for assistance made 
in the document. The manifesto which 
was distributed to the foreign legations 
and consulates here this afternoon 
says:

“When the affairs of the empire had 
fallen into a helpless state the nation 
saw its only salavtion in constitutional 
government. The late Shah granted a 
constitution, and the reigning Shah 
confirmed it, but persons who under 
the despotic regime were accustomed 
to oppress the people, misled our young 
sovereign into the belief that the con- 
situation was the cause of the present 
troubles. -

“The nations does not wish to do 
thing that will disturb the peace, but 
in view of the attack of the reaction­
ary members of the government, it will 
defend the constitition—it’s only hope— 
to the utmost.

“By means of this manifesto the Per­
sian nation makes known to all lega­
tions and foreign diplomatic represent­
atives the actual condition of affairs, 
and it informs them that the sovereign 
is violating his covenant with the peo­
ple. It makes this announcement to 
all nations of the world, convinced that 
they will show brotherly love to the 
ten million Persians, and not allow 
their rights to be trodden under foot.”

The negotiations between the Shah 
and parliament have up to the pres­
ent time been without result To-day 
the members of the old cabinet 
holding a council in the palace. The 
post office and all shops in Teheran 
are closed, and no newspapers have 
been published to-day.

Minister Exiled.
Teheran, Dec. 17.—On the interven­

tion of the British minister yesterday 
Premier Nasir El Mulk, and the min­
ister of the interior, Sanin El Dowleh, 
who were arrested on the orders of the 
Shah, have been liberated. The former 
started last night for Europe in exile.

St William Ramsay Says It Elimin­

ates Rodent Ulcer—Successful 
Cancer Experiments.

New York, Dec. 17.—Writing to a 
London paper which recently published 
an article saying that the hopes doctors 
entertained when radium was first dis­
covered had received no measure of 
fulfilment, apart from some action or 
skin diseases, Sir. Wm. Ramsay is 
quoted in a London special to the 
Times as saying:

“I must ask you to give publicity to 
the fact that the rodent ulcer, a ter­
rible disease, which chiefly attacks the 
face, can be cured with ctrtainty with 
exposure for a few months, at inter­
vals, to rays emitting radium bromide.”

The authorities of the Middlesex hos­
pital in London, who are pursuing in­
vestigations as to cancer, are extreme­
ly well satisfied, the Times’ cable says, 
with the results obtainable from rad­
ium in the treatment of this disease. 
They do not claim it is a specific for 
all. but say that the percentage of suc­
cessful treatments is notable.

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AMERICA’S WAR BALLOON. PROGRESS IN 
SETTLER’S CASE

Specifications of What Is Required for) 
New Dirigible Are Issued.

Washington, D. C., Dec. 17.—Specifi­
cations for the construction of a dirig­
ible balloon for the use of the army, 
and for which tenders from Americans 
will be considered, were issued yester­
day.

The balloon is to be of silk, lined with 
hydrogen, capable of carrying two peo­
ple, weighing 350 pounds with 100 
pounds of ballast ; must be capable of 
making a speed, which may be pro­
duced at reduced cost down to sixteen 
miles, of a higher speed up to twenty- 
four miles at an enhanced cost. It 
must make an endurance flight of two 
hours at an average speed of 70 per 
cent, of the trial requirements and 
must maintain its equilibrium without 
change of position by the aeronaut.

Bids must be submitted by January 
15th next and be accompanied by cer­
tified checks to tho amount of 15 per 
cent, of the stated price. They must 
include scale drawings, which will be 
kept secret. The trial tests will be 
made at Fort Meyer, Va.

He Disclaimed That He Was Solely 

Responsible for Passage 

of Act

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)
The examination of witnesses for the 

defence in tbe Settlers’ Rights cases 
was continued yesterday afterco-m. 
Mrs. Fiddick being the first to give evi­
dence. She said she was a sister of 
the late John Grandam, who died on his 
homestead about 22 years ago. Mr. 
Grandam took his land up as a settler, 
and had been occupying it ten years 
at the time of his decease. The prop­
erty was surveyed by an engineer resi­
dent in Nanaimo. The survey was made 
in the presence of Mr. Grandam, Chas. 
Fiddick, the husband of the witness, 
and others.

Te E. V. Bo dwell, K. C., witness said 
that after her brother’s death she look­
ed after the place. Her sons did some 
clearing on ic at various times. She 
did not know that there was coal on 
the property at that time. The present | 
coifipany was mining on the property ; 
under an agreement with her, which 
was in the bank at Nanaimo. Some 
evidence of the work done on the place 
by her brother was apparent to-day. 
Grandam was unmarried. The earliest 
recollection she had of coal on her pro- : 
perty was 21 years ago, when she sold j 
the coal to Robert Dunsmuir. Gran- 
dam’s property was about a mile and a 
half from her place. He lived almost 
continuously on the place from the time 
he settled there until his death. The J 
first cabin was built on the property i 
about 32 years ago, and two other 
dwellings, which were rented by Gran­
dam. were built after that.

Charles Fiddick, son of the last 
witness, said he was ten years old when 
Mr. Grandam took up the land in ques­
tion, which was within his memory. 
Mr. Grandam cleared about two and a 
half acres of land and did some ditch­
ing and cultivation of the soil. He 
lived in the cabin which he built whenj 
he first settled. Witness was a ranch­
er. He also cut fuel for the Western 
Fuel Company. He assisted as axeman 
in making the survey of his uncle’s 
place. At this time he was fifteen or 
sixteen years of age. »

Mrs. Thos. Hunter said she knew the 
late John Grandam. He was living on 
his farm at the time. As a girl ten 
years old she recollected accompanying 
the Fiddick girls when they were carry­
ing food to Mr. Grandam on his place. 
It was customary for the Fiddicks to 
make bread and other things for Mr. 
Grandam. There were a couple of acres 
cleared on his place, and h.e kept some 
fowls on it. She did not remember 
having seen any vegetables grow there.

James Malpass, a miner at Extension, 
was the. next witness. He knew Mr. 
Grandam and remembered him when 
he was on his place in 1879. There were 
threq buildings on the place, two log 
houses and the cabin in which Mr. 
Grandam lived. A swamp below the 
cabin was cut out and ditched, the 
clearing possessing about two and a 
half acres. There was also a clearing 
round the cabin and some fencing done.

The provincial registrar was called 
and produced the record showing Mrs. 
Fiddick’s registry as owner of the pro­
perty in dispute. The _ crown grant 
from the Dominion to John Grandam 
was also annotated in the registry, the 
date of this record being August, 1888. 
The original documents of which these 
records were offered as -evidence, Mr. 
McPhillips stated, were lost by fire.

To Mr. Bodwell witness said the re­
cord of the crown grant was only a note 
specifying the property. The excep­
tions were not noted therein, but he re­
membered that there were exceptions 
including the coal reserved to the rail­
way company under the act.

Isaac Eulin, an engineer, residing on 
\ farm on the Nanaimo river, said It 
was Mr. Grandam who showed him his 
place of location. Grandam was then 
living on his property. Witness helped 
him to do some ditching in the place, 
and Grandam had spoken of clearing 
for an orchard. Witness was present 
when the Grandam place was surveyed. 
Grandam raised cabbages on his place. 
Witness came to the province in 1882. 
He was interested as defendant in an 
action similar to that now under trial.

Mr. Gore was recalled by the Chief 
Justice, who asked what steps the de­
partment took to see that section 3 of 
the act with respect to work done on 
the places, etc., was complied with. 
He advised that settlers were asked t<% 
make a solemn declaration covering the 
point.

J. H. Hawthornthwaite was called 
and identified a letter written by him­
self in 1905 to the chief commissioner 
of lands and works. He wrote the let­
ter as agent for Mrs. Fiddick.

IN POLICE CELL

WOUNDED PRISONER
RENDERED NO HELP

Winnipeg Press Denounces Methods 

of Department—Disgrace 

to the City.

Winnipeg, Dec. 17.—Winnipeg papers 
are scoring the police force these days 
for acts of unnecessary severity inflict­
ed on prisoners. One evening paper said 
last night: “The report of the proceed­
ings at the inquest of James Robertson 
makes very sad reading. It should 
awaken the people of Winnipeg to a 
sense of their responsibility. Let us 
not forget that this man was imprison­
ed by the community, by us, and al­
though wounded to death was left for 
36 hours without attendance.

“In the evidence, the police proved far 
too much. The admission was made 
that one hour after the man was 
brought in he prayed weakly but in­
telligently to be let out. He prayed as 
some despairing prisoner in a medieval 
oubliette might pray.

“Yet the theory of the police is that 
he was in a drunken stupor. At 6 p.m. 
he was rational, at 10 a.m. he was too 
drunk to appear before the magistrate. 
If after twelve hours or more of sleep, 
he was too drunk to appear he was in 
a serious condition, and should have 
had medical attendance. On Wednes­
day morning he was so much drunker 
than on Tuesday morning that a doc­
tor was summoned. He found the man 
on the verge of collapse. At least he 
was removed to the hospital, where he 
remained under care until he died. The 
evidence of his friends flatly contra­
dicted that of the police. The evidence 
of both could not be true.

“There is no need of epithets, nor of 
denunciation, nor for strong language, 
but there is need of efficient reason in 
the treatment of unconscious prison­
ers. Every man brought to the cells 
in that condition should be medically 
examined and reported upon. Morning 
and evening a doctor should visit the 
cells.

“For the love of humanity let Winni­
peg be spared a repetition of this dis­
grace.

“It is the duty of Chief McRae, under 
whose administration the police system 
is carried out, to reassure the people 
of the city that his system will be so 
altered that henceforth it will be im­
possible for a sick man to die like a 
dog in the police cells of Winnipeg.”

DEATH OF MR. TARTE.

Hon. J. Israel Tarte, most sturdy of 
Canadians and a stout advocate of 
Imperial unity is dead. The news 
came to us with startling suddenness. 
No one seems to have known of the 
illness of Mr. Tarte, but any of us 
might have suspected, knowing the in­
domitable energy and the ceaseless ac­
tivity of the man, and the deep inter­
est he continually manifested in the 
public affairs of his native country, 
that nothing less than bodily infirmity 
could have sealed his lipo or paralyzed 
his pen.

Mr. Tarte serve 1 Canada well during 
his life.’ That will be the unanimous 
verdict of all Canadians now that his 
work is finished, the distorted party 
perspective eliminated, and the valued 
of his services can be viewed in a 
true light.

For a great many years the late J. 
Israel Tarte was one of the most con­
spicuous figures in Canadian public 
life. In the province of Quebec, of 
which he was a native, the lines of 
party divisions have never been so 
rigidly drawn as in the English-speak­
ing provinces. Mr. Tarte was a sup­
porter of the late Sir John Macdonald, 
but a few years after the great Chief­
tain laid down the sceptre and was 
succeeded by premiers of less conspic­
uous gifts, he asserted his independ­
ence and was the chief instrument in 
exposing the methods by which the 
Conservatives had so long maintained 
themselves in power. On the forma­
tion of the Laurier government he was 
called to the cabinet and allotted one 
of the most important departments. It 
was perhaps only natural under the 
circumstances that Mr. Tarte should 
be the victim of virulent assaults from 
the Conservative press. He was re­
presented as the “Master of the Laurier 
administration,” an enemy to British 
connection, and a most extravagant, 
administrator. Subsequent develop­
ments proved howh completely at fault 
was the opposition estimate of the 
character of the hon. gentleman. He 
may have indulged In vaulting ambi­
tions. The rèpresentations of the op­
position may have produced in his 
mind an impression that he was in, 
reality the strong man of the govern­
ment, destined to fill the shoes of the 
Premier. But if he'ever entertained 
such an illusion it was rudely dis­
pelled.

GOOD AND BAD TIMES.

Canada cannot escape the conse­
quences of her position. She lies along­
side of the great American republic, a 
country which is subject to more and 
sharper commercial and Industrial ups 
and downs than any other nation on 
earth. The cause of this mercurial 
manifestation is not easy to find out. 
Some say it is due to the fiscal policy 
ot the government, others attribute it 
to the American temperament. There 
is no question that our neighbors must 
either rush along under a full head of 
steam with all safety valves tied down 
or proceed under a slow bell with 
scarcely enough energy to give them 
steerage way. At the present time the 
industrial fires are banked. The com­
mand has been issued that there must 
be retrenchment all along the line. 
And the change from, fast to slow has 
been so sudden that neither Americans 
themselves nor those interested in 
their affairs can understand the cause 
of it all. One day money was plentiful 
and everybody bubbling over with con­
fidence; the next currency was scarce 
and general gloom had spread over the 
face of the country. This remarkable 

'change was bound tq affect business 
in Canada. The banks felt the depress­
ing influence immediately and began 
to make preparations for any corre­
sponding feeling upon the part of their 
depositors. In this they displayed 
characteristic British prudence, for 
which they are to be commended. How 
long this reflex influence will be felt in 
Canada or how far it will extend there 
is no means of knowing definitely. In 
the worst of depressions our condition 
has never been as low as that of the 
United States. Our chief industry is 
agriculture, and there is no indication 
that the farmers have suffered or are 
likely to suffer to any material extent 
as a result of the general slackening up

“And now, Your Royal Highness and 

my Lord Duke, you have referred to 
the work I have been engaged in for 
eleven or almost twelve years.

the council will provide for their being 
put up in suitable places throughout the 
municipality.

There seems to be general satisfaction 
both in the city and among the coun­
cillors and throughout the municipality 
at the action of the reeve in consenting 
to run again, and there is a general feeling 
that he will be re-electel. This has been 
a trying year. All the work had to be 
organized and the council were continu­
ally on new ground. The success that 
has been attained in thé various branches 
of work is due to a considerable degree 
to the diplomatic conduct of the chair­
man, although of course the support 
given him by the members of the council 
must not be left out of the count.

The inauguration of the local improve­
ment plan of doing the work has result­
ed in the opening up of a good deal of 
property and the building up of the dis­
trict such as could not have been attain­
ed under any other plan. Next year the 
new school will have to be considered, as 
well as the erection of the municipal 
hall, which has already been provided 
for.

Joseph Hunter, C. E., was called for 
the plaintiff. He 'produced a plan of 
the Fiddick property involved in the 
case, made by him. He said he had 
found the ruins of three cabins on the 
property, and evidence of some clear­
ing around the cabins and in the 
Swamp nearby. He classed about fif­
teen per cent of the land as being sus­
ceptible of cultivation. There were 
cbal measures on the property.

E. D? Bodwell, K. C., then presented 
his argument for the railway company. 
He contended that his clients held a 
patent to the lands registered in 1887 
and that the subsequent grant of these 
lands to another party was an act of 
confiscation. It was the agricultural 
settler whom tlje legislature aimed to 
protect in the general scheme of the 
land laws. Where a man entered upon 
land as a bona fide agriculturalist It 
was conceded that he incidentally ac­
quired the timber and coal which lay 
upon it. But an occupation of land 
for anything but agricultural purposes 
was a fraud upon the statute. In all 
the legislation on the subject It was 
made sufficiently clear that it was in­
tended to protect the agricultural set­
tler. He contended that the character 
of the Grandam property was such 
that it could not be taken up for ag­
ricultural purposes, and that the 
qulsltion of the coal was the real pur­
pose of his settlement on the land, and 
not the land itself. He construed the 
evidence that Grandam had made no 
essay toward agricultural enterprise; 
that there was not enough good land 
to warrant the supposition that he ex­
pected to make a living on the place; 
that as a matter of fact he did not 
make a living on the place, and there­
for was not a settler within the 
ing of the act. He contended that 
under the Settlers’ Rights Act title 
only given, by occupation, to so much 
land as was actually occupied, and did 
hot convey the whole acreage origin­
ally staked out. According to this In­
terpretation Grandam was entitled, not 
to 160 acres but only to that part it­
self which he had actually cleared or 
improved, namely about three 
The act provided that application for 
a crown grant must be accompanied 
by reasonable proof of at bona fide 
intention of living on the land, 
such reasonable proof, he argued, had 
not been offered.

The chief justice remarked that the 
application was made to the Lieut.- 
Governor-in-Council and not to the 
chief commissioner of lands and works. 
He suggested that it was for the gov­
ernment to determine whether the 
proof offered was reasonable or not, 
and that it was not a question for the 
courts to decide.

Mr. Bodwell argued that the legisla­
ture was the supreme authority and 
that the government was bound by a 
reasonable interpretation of the stat­
ute, and had no right to read the act 
beyond its rational meaning. Mr. Bod­
well concluded his argument by 
viewing the contentions he had' set 
chief of which was that the act in 
giving title to land held by occupation 
confined the grant to the land actually 
occupied; that Grandam had only 
cupied two or three acres and that 
he had never shown a bona fide Inten­
tion to become a settler within the 
meaning of the law.

The little steamer Dora, which sails 
to-morrow from Seattle to return to her 
lonely run between Seward and ports 
of Western Alaska, will be the embodi­
ment of Santa Claus for three families 
living on the desolate rocks called the 
North Semidis, which lie along the 
peninsula of Western Alaska north of 
latitude 56, says the Seattle P.-I. Christ­
mas itself promises to be a sorry day 
for these people, for they are on the 
verge of starvation and their belated 
Santa Claus is the steamer now refit­
ting at Pier 4 will not reach them until 
after the holiday which is celebrated 
with so much joy and feasting in the 
States.

On the North Semidis a few hunters 
employed in collecting the pelts of the 
the northern group of the island were 
once stocked, make their homes. They 
are the wives and their children, three 
familie/3 in all, make up the human 
population of the lonely rocks.

In November the little schooner St. 
Paul was sent from Kodiak to the 
Semidis with provisions for the winter 
for the fox hunters oh the island and 
with more hunters. The St. Paul was 
wrecked on the South Semidis islands 
and only the timely appearance of the 
Dora saved the castaways from the 
vessel from starvation,» for all the pro­
visions had been destroyed in the 
wreck.

While the castaways of the St. Paul 
were cared for and taken to civilization 
the hunters and their families living on 
the northern group of the Island were 
left to face the^cold, hard winter with 
no provisions save what little was left 
of their last year’s stock, then almost 
exhausted. The sailing of the Dora to 
Seattle for her annual overhauling re­
moved the only vessel which could take 
relief to these people. Until the Dora 
returns they must make out as best 
they can on coarse com meal, intended 
for fox food, the flesh of the two or 
three cows they have taken to the island 
and what fish and game may chance 
their way.

Angus Campbell & Co.Montreal, Dec. 18.—A London special 
cable says the question is being ser­
iously considered whether the time has 
not come when the Canadian govern­
ment should impose similar restrictions 
to those it has imposed on emigrants 
from the United Kingdom entering 
Canada, upon all organized and chari­
tably aided emigration and insist that 
east end, and self-help, and other so­
cieties remain responsible for their 
emigrants for at least a year, and 
should be liable to carry them back to 
England if unemployed during that 
period.

A detailed story of the complete 
treaty, Including the voluminous ad­
denda, produced a very different im­
pression from that which was obtained 
by the public from the rosy official 
forecast given out on December 6th. It 
is now plain that King Leopold 
tains a powerful interest in the crown 
domain, which is the richest and best 
part of the Congo, more especially 
through his insistence that the rights 
of various foreign companies which 
hold important concessions be main­
tained and recognized by Belgium. The 
public Is convinced that the treaty 
does not sufficiently recognize the 
rights of Belgium in the Congo. The 
action taken by the Liberals to-day is 
interpreted in many quarters to mean 
the doom of annexation and the pro­
bable fall of the government.

London, Dec. 18.—A proposal made 
to-day by John A. Price, M. P., chair­
man of the British Westinghouse Com­
pany, to pass a resolution by which 
probably $1,500,000 of prior liens deben­
tures of the company would be placed 
before the security of the holders of 
the 4 per cent, mortgage debenture 
stock, caused a lively scene at a 
meeting of the holders of the stock. 
The proposal was met with cries of 
“wind up the company,” and “appoint 
a receiver.” One of the debenture 
holders said it was a case of asking 
them to raise $1,500,000 to pay off the 
American Westinghouse companies and 
show their hands. The meeting ad­
journed without endorsing the proposal 
made by Mr. Price.

Dec. 18.—General Boufal,Odess^,
the new governor-general of Odessa,
issued his first proclamation to-day. 
He ordered the police to interfere en­
ergetically whenever disorders J oc­
curred, and.if necessary to make use 
of their sabres on the disturber^ of 
the peace and arrest them. He "de­
clares that all persons guilty of dis­
order will be sentenced to prison for 
three months and ’then expelled from 
the city.

At the same time the governor-gen­
eral charges some foreign newspaper 
correspondents with misrepresenting 
the actual character of the recent 
street disorders in Odessa. Continuing, 
the proclamation- says it is most diffi­
cult to ascertain the names of the au­
thors of anti-Jewlsh outrages, and he 
invites the Political Union of the Rus- 
sion people, w>hich invariably is ac­
cused of these acts, to issue categori­
cal explanations.

He noticed in recent press dispatches 
from Tokio a statement credited to 
Baron Ishii, chief of the bureau of 
commerce of the Japanese foreign 
office, who hkd just returned to Ja­
pan from a trip to the Uinted States 
and Canada, investigating the immi­
gration problem. The essence of his 
statement was that Japan would bow 
with deference to the wishes of the 
United States and discontinue send­
ing her laborers to that country, but 
would continue to send a limited 
number to Canada. If this was cor­
rect, that Japan had yielded to the 
wishes of the United States, disre­
garding the understanding with this 
government, as expressed on the floor 
of this House, the position of Canada 
as a colony of Great Britain was in­
deed humiliating. It had been charged 
that the whole question of Oriental im­
migration was largely the result of la­
bor agitations and labor unions. Speak­
ing for himself, the charge was absurd. 
The interest he had in this was a na­
tional interest. In his constituency he 
had not even a labor union, much less 
a labor agitator. He mentioned this 
matter of local interest to corroborate 
what he said. He had no sympathy 
with mob violence, but he did sympa­
thize with legitimate agitation, the 
recognized weapon of every free born 
British subject. Were Canadians to 
stand idly by and see our Canadian na­
tional life dragged down to the stan­
dard of a contract slave? Were we to 
saddle uf>on our offspring and the fu­
ture generations of Canada the blight­
ing prospect of everlasting competition 
with the out-porings of the Orient? 
Were we to allow our Dominion to be 
sacrificed to commercial and corpora­
tion greed of expediency? Why should 
we not agitate for the future of our 
country? Agitate for a white Canada 
from Atlantic to Pacific? It had been 
stated that this was a problem for the 
West. With that he took exception. In 
his opinion it demanded the highest 
consideration of statesmanship and 
diplomacy, both colonial and Imperial. 
That this problem presents many diffi­
culties no one can deny.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier had solved 
many difficult situations with lasting 
advantage to Canada and the enrich­
ment of his fame for statesmanship, 
and Mr. Sloan trusted that in this the 
premier would acquit himself also 
with dignity to his country and add 
honor to his name. This was not a 
question simply for the West. It was 
of Canada and of the empire.

Members who had preceded him had 
rlealt very fully wjth various features 
connected with the question, and it 
would not be necessary to give in fur­
ther detail or cite the many able ef­
forts which were made by those op­
posed to Chinese and Japanese immi­
gration. One effort resulted fn parlia­
ment declaring, feebly it was true, in 
3'985. for a white Canada, by imposing 
a head tax of $50 upon Chinese enter­
ing the Dominion. Again in 1900, with 
more emphasis, the parliament of Can­
ada declared for the principle of a 
white Canada by increasing the head 
tax to $100. In 1903 parliament again 
declared in no uncertain voice for a 
white Canada when the head tax on 
Chinese was increased to $500, and this 
was coupled with the statement made 
upon the floor of this House that the 
Japanese government had agreed to re­
strict the emigration of laborers to 
this country. He was one of those who 
favored at that time a policy of ex­
clusion, and he had not changed his 
Views. The action of parliament.’llow- 
cver, was accepted by a great major­
ity as settling the question. It was ac­
cepted by all as a compromise and the 
matter was disposed of and regarded 
as definitely settled. Recent events 
bad shown that parliament was unduly 
optimistic, that the $500 tax did not al­
together exclude, for within the past 
seven months some 950 Chinese have 
paid the head tax.

The understanding given to this gov­
ernment by Japan then, and still ac­
knowledged by representatives of 
Japan, had been evaded, in that the 
maximum was 600 Japanese laborers, 
as he understood it. to arrive in Can­
ada in any one year. The arrivals, 
however, from July 1, 1904, to Nov. 30. 
1907, are 11,113. And, as 
pointed out, another new and disturb­
ing feature also is the influx of Hin­
dus. over 4.000 having arrived in the 
past two years.

England had made an alliance with 
this new world power, but this al­
liance and all other treaties or com­
pacts of an Eurasian complexion could 
never endure.

Canada recently accepted this treaty 
made by Great Britain.

RUSSIAN NAVY 
POINT AT ISSUE

CAR’S CROWNING WISH 
10 RECREATE SEA ROWER

Members of Douma Curtail Ex­

penditure That Body Will 

Be Dissolved.

If

St. Petersburg. Dec. 17.—The recon­
struction of the Russian navy, which, 
up to the present, has been in abey- 

owing to internal troubles, has
suddenly emerged to the surface, and 
bids fair to develop a portentous con­
flict as between the wishes of the Em­
peror and the Douma.

To-day the Douma committee of na­
tional defence, presided over by M. 
Guchkoff, the Octoberist leader, while 
discussing this year’s naval estimates, 
sent a formal demand to Admiral Di- 
koff, the minister of marine, to submit 
to the Douma full particulars of the

whichnew shipbuilding programme, 
has been worked out by the admiralty. 
This programme entails an expenditure 
of $500,000,000.

It can be stated on the best of au­
thority that the shipbuilding pro­
gramme has been made an elaborate 
one, through the personal participation 
of the Emperor, who is fully deter­
mined to make the restoration of the 
Russian scattered sea power the 
crowning achievement of his reign, re­
gardless of cost.

All along it has been a patent fact 
that the naval officers are enjoying 
the highest favors of the Emperor. 
Naval .games with mechanical toys 
have been a common amusement at 
court, the Empress taking a leading 
part in these. His brother monarch, 
the German Emperor, at every oppor­
tunity, has encouraged Nicholas in his 
ambition.

The first check was met from the 
council of ministers, to whom the 
billion ■ roubles programme tentatively 
was submitted. The council couched 
its disapproval on financial grounds, 
and succeeded in obtaining a postpone­
ment. The financial committee of the 
council of the Empire, when a fort­
night ago it addressed a similar de­
mand to the minister of marine as that 
made to-day, received the reply: “If 
this demand is persisted in, both the 
Douma and the Council of the Empire 
will be dismissed."

DYNAMITE AFLOAT.

Report From the Sound Tejls of Danger 
to Shipping.

Somewhere about the Sound, in the 
neighborhood âlfthe Narrows, near Ta­
coma, a half-ton of blasting dyna­
mite is floating about, according to a 
report from the Sound. The explosive 
is cased in boxes and it is feared that 
shipping may be damaged. A week ago 
yesterday, while the storm was at its 
height, a scow moored close to the 
Narrows went to the bottom. It was 
loaded with the dynamite cases, which 
floated in every direction.

On Monday the launch Lillian D. 
Foss almost ran into one of the boxes. 
The crew picked up the case and scat­
tered the contents so that it will cause 
no harm. However, it is feared some 
of the other boxes may do damage and 
navigators are warned to be on the 
lookout.

SITUATION IN GOLDFIELD.

Alarm Occasioned By Break Down of 
Feed Wires of Navada & Cali­

fornia Power Company.

Goldfield, Nev., Dec. 17. — Goldfield 
is greatly alarmed to-night over the 
fact that the feed wires of the Nevada 
A California Power Company are down, 
and that the company has been unable 
to find the break or determine the 
cause of it.

The break occurred at 5 o’clock this 
evening. General Funston has cancel­
led his order for berths for himself and 
staff on the train, and he will remain 
in Goldfield indefinitely.

The mills are dark, and armed 
guards are patrolling the grounds 
arodnd the principal shafts and mines. 
As near as can be learned, the break 
in the wires is near Palmetto, a mining 
camp, about 21 miles southwest of 
Goldfield. A telephone line extends the 
entire length of the power line, and 
this also is down, so that communica­
tion with the men controlling the power 
line is impossible.

An effort was made to induce Gen­
eral Funston to patrol the city and 
vicinity of the mines with troops to­
night, but he has not yet Issued such 
orders.

C. P. R. IN UNITED STATES.

Big Corporation’s Holdings in American 
Railroads are Subject of ** 

Resolution in Congress.

Washington, D.C., Dec. 18.—The report 
that the Canadian Pacific railway has 
succeeded in acquiring a majority of the 
stock of some American railroads, hav­
ing come to the attention of Senator 
Tillman, he to-day Introduced the fol­
lowing resolution:

“That the interstate commerce commis­
sion is directed to inform the senate 
whether any corporations engaged in in­
terstate commerce are the owners of any 
of the capital stock of other corporations 
which are transporting passengers and 
freight, and if so, the commission is fur­
ther directed to transmit a statement 
showing the extent and details of such 
ownership, so far as the facts now ap­
pear in the office of the commission, and 
to state in what cases the corporations 
whose stock so owned have been com­
petitors for traffic with the corporations 
owning their stocks.

INSURANCE Bill 
IN PARLIAMENT

MEASURE INTRODUCED
BÏ HON W. FIELDING

Takes in Whole Question-Amend­

ments Will Deal With Life 
Companies.

Ottawa, Dec. 18.—Hon. W. S. Fielding 
introduced the insurance bill in the 
House to-day. The royal commission­
ers deal with any life insurance busi­
ness, but the bill introduced now takes 
in the whole question of insurance, al­
though the amendments will deal with 
life companies.

Mr. Fielding said that the powers of 
the finance minister in respect to in­
surance should be broadened, so that 
he may for any violation of the insur­
ance act withdraw the license or re­
fuse to renew or may suspend the li­
cense as circumstances may require. 
The power of the superintendent should 
also be wider.

Regarding the appointment of trus­
tees, any vacancy arising in the trusts 
which hold the investments of foreign 
companies in Canada shall be filled by 
incorporated trust companies instead of 
individuals as at present.

He made a reference to the deferred 
dividend. This was said to be much 
abused. The commission wanted them 
to abolish it and to make an annual 
distribution of the surplus funds.

The bill, as introduced, provides for 
a division every two years. Every one 
year was thought to be too drastic. 
As to new business, the commission 
wanted this to be shown separately 
from old business. This stands as it 
was in the new bill. Regarding salar­
ies, any official of head offices shall not 
be permitted commissions in any 
shape or form. This was recommended 
by the commission.

Any salary of $5,000 or upwards must 
be noted by the board of directors. 
They were not forbidden to pay, but it 
would have to be noted. In case of 
salaries of $4,000 or upwards they must 
beTeported to the department and be 
published. Publicity was the best 
method tomeet these. As to rebates, the 
commission asked that they be forbid­
den.

The fine of $1,000 which the commis­
sion recommended against the manager 
or director for rebates is charged. The 
agent and policy-holder will be fined 
under the bill $100 each.

Pensions are not forbidden, as 
recommended by the commission, but If 
given, must be approved at the annual 
meeting.

In regard to voting, it provides that 
proxies cannot be used if not author­
ized within two months previous to the 
meeting. This is to prevent the use of 
old proxies, as is now the case. The 
commission recommended standard pol­
icies. The bill provides for standard 
provisions: If a company wants other 
provisions it must get the approval of 
the superintendent.

Respecting fraternal societies, it pro­
vides that in all new business the na­
tional congress table of mortality must 
apply. New premiums must not be 
used to pay off old business.

As to investments, they include all 
standard government securities, and 
bonds, stocks and debentures of list 
companies, in which there has been no 
default for five years, no default for 
seven years in case of bonds, and no 
defaults of seven years in case of pre­
ferred stock and debentures. In the 
case of common stock which has paid 
five per cent, dividend for ten years 
companies are given five years to dis­
pose of stock now held, and not of 
classes indicated in the new bill. Very 
special cases can be brought to the 
attention of the department and they 
will be given six years.

The settlers’ rights case, which has 
been proceeding for the past few days 
in the Supreme Court, was adjourned 
this morning until January 6th.

Magistrate Jay Decides to Allow Ad*

While

Magistrate Jay this morning gave his 
ruling on the Patterson case, In which 
William and Mrs. Patterson, of the 
Dallas hotel, are charged with selling 
liquor to William Lang on Sunday. 
The prosecution, understanding that 
the ownership of the license had been 
admitted by the defence, did not put 
in any proof of the same.

The court held that, after hearing the 
authorities cited by counsel, if a con­
viction had been secured the said con­
viction might have been quashed on 
these grounds, but as the case was not 
concluded, and the chief of police had 
apparently been laboring under a mis­
apprehension, he had decided to allow 
the re-opening of the case for the 
prosecution, since it needed only the 
presence of an officer of the city to 
prove the point. The court understood 
that Mr. Moresby did not admit Mr. 
and Mrs. Patterson to be the licensees 
of the hotel, but as the notes of the 
court stenographer did not include the 
conversation In question he ruled that 
the case should go on and that the 
defendants should be put upon their 
defence.

Mr. Moresby recorded his objection 
to the case for the prosecution being re­
opened just for the purpose of bolster­
ing up evidence after their case was 
closed. ^ He stated that the evidence 
now proposed to be admitted was not 
such as to be a rebuttal o# evidence 
brought forward by the defence, as the 
defence had as yet given no evidence.

FOUGHT TO-DAY.

Pugilists Engaged in Battle to1 Finish 
Early This Morning—Police 

Arrived Late.

(From Wednësd&y’s Dally.)
A fight is reported to have taken 

place at an early hocr this morning at 
Colwood, on the Goldstream road, be­
tween Jimmie Barnswell, a colored man 
of Victoria, and a German, named 
Fischer.

The bobbie was too 
late however, as the fight was all over 
before he arrived on the scene. There 
were present a number who went out 
in automobiles and hacks as well as 
other rigs.

If reports be true, it seems that the 
contestants have been training for 
weeks in preparation for the event, the 
negro being coached by Bob Foster, the 
celebrated local trainer. It is also said 
that the fight was with bare knuckles 
and to a finish. At the end of six min­
utes’ hard pummeling Fischer landed 
Barnswell a hard one on the jaw, 
knocking him down. Hig second threw 
up the sponge and a few minutes later 
the police were seen coming in an auto­
mobile. The party at once broke up, 
spreading in different directions.

HON. J. ISRAEL TARIE
DIES AT MONTREAL

Most Prominent Canadian frenchman 

Who Espoused Imperial fed­

eration Cause.

Montreal, Dec. 19.—Hon. J. Israel 
Tarte died at 2.35 p.m. this afternoon 
at the residence of his son-in-law, Dr. 
Demartigny, in this city. He had been 
ill for some time.

The late Mr. Joseph Tarte, who was 
well known as a journalist and states­
man, was born In Lanoraie, P. Q. He 
was educated at L’Assomption college, 
and was first admitted to the Notorial 
profession. Soon afterwards he drifted 
into journalism, and became editor of 
Les Laurentides. He successfully oc­
cupied similar positions on Le Can­
adien and L’Evenement. He was first 
returned for the House of Commons for 
Bonaventure in 1887. He was subse­
quently oîîe of the chief organizers of 
the Conservative party in the district 
of Quebec. In later years he changed 
his politics and became a follower of 
Mr. Wilfrid Laurier, ajid in 1896 he 
was appointed as Minister of Public 
Works, which post he held for several 
years.

Mr. Tarte was one of the promoters 
of the Temiscouta railway, 
further be remembered as the only 
leading politician of the French-Can- 
adian race who openly espoused the 
Imperial federation cause. He was in 
favor of the total abolition of the 
liquor traffic, and was a member of the 
Roman Catholic church.

MANITOBA GRAIN CROP.

Interesting Figures Jssued by Depart­
ment of Agriculture.

Winnipeg, Dec. 17.—The annual re­
port of the department of agriculture 
shows the total grain crop for the pro­
vince was 99,102,679 bushels. The total 
wheat yield wag 30,688,266 bushels, with 
an average of 14.22 per acre; oats, 42,- 
233,140 bushels, with an average of 
34.08 per acre; barley, 16,752,724 bushels, 
with an average of 25.7 per acre; pota­
toes, 5,092,161 bushels, with an average 
of 157.2 per acre; roots, 2,514.291 bushels, 
with an average of 263.6 per acre. The 
total area under grain crop was 4,707,- 
483 acres, and the total area under all 
crops was 4,834,817 acres. The averages 
of grasses were: Brome, 1.03 tons per 
acre; rye, 1.41 per acre, and timothy 1.3. 
The value of new farm buildings erect­
ed was $1,733,825, as compared with 
$4,515,085 last year.

humane, to strike the happy medium.
Rabbits should be kept in pairs, that 

is to say, one should not be kept alone, 
for it is natural that they should want 
their own sort for companions, and if 
not provided with mates will become dull 
and uninteresting. In keeping pét animals 
always have the welfare and happiness of 
the little captives at heart. A large grassy 
yard should be convenient for them to 
frolic in, and it is advisable to have the 
hutch kept in such a place during the 
summer months so that the bunnies may 
frolic about at will. They must be guard­
ed against yate and dogs.

m
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Pet rabbits should always have clean 
hutches which should be built for com­
fort, dryness and warmth. These hutches 
should also be well-ventilated and con­
structed with two rooms, or compart­
ments, one for the sleeping room and the 
other for remaining in during waking 
hours when the weather does not permit 
of going out. If the rabbits are of the rar­
er species the hutches should be placed in­
side an outhouse or barn where security 
from draughts is to be had. The floor of 
the hutch should be five inches above 
ground, and there should be double doors 
leading into the outer room, the inside 
door being but a hinged wire-frapae. to pre­
vent cats from getting inside tjjtie hutch 
and the rabbit from getting out at night. 
The second and outside door, which 
should swing over the inner one, should 
be of strong lumber ventilated with small 
upward slanting holes bored through its 
lower and upper ends. This door is for 
the purpose of closing the hutch when it 
is raining or cold. Sut when the hutch 
is kept within another building or rab- 
bitery, there is no need of the second

The hutch should be well-cleaned every 
morning and about once a month white­
washing should be done on its inside 
walls and roof. This is to prevent the 
breeding of insects and to sweeten the in­
terior of Bunny’s abode. After cleaning 
the floor a little sand should be sprinkled 
over it.

The pet rabbit may be fed three times 
a day. A gentleman who has had much 
experience in raising rabbits gives the fol­
lowing menu, suggesting that the owners 
of rabbits study their pets’ appetites and 
feed them in quantity accordingly vary­
ing the diet slightly from day to day.

For breakfast feed Bunny a handful of 
sweet, fresh hay and a large spoonful of 
scalded meal. The latter dish may be al­
ternated with cooked wheat or barley. 
For dinner (at noon) Bunny will relish 
raw carrots and a quarter of a pint of 
warm sweet milk. For his supper (five 
o’clock) give him a handful of grain, 
Wheat, oats or barley. Occasionally some 
green food should be supplied him, such 
as lettuce, cabbage, beet-tops, radish tops 
and peas. But never allow him too much 
green food at a time. A little boiled po­
tato may serve him for dinner on some 
occasions. Put a little sulphur in his food 
about once a week. This prevents scurvy 
and dry rot. Half a pint of pure water 
should be his portion for the day. Too 
much liquid is not good for rabbits, and 
many persons who are authority on the 
subject of feeding them give much lees 
than that when any green food is given. 
But I am inclined to think that half a 
pint of pure water and the fourth of a 
pint of sweet milk—the former to be serv­
ed in the evening and the latter at noon 
after the carrots—is not too much. Bun­
ny should be watched closely and pre­
vented from eating too much. Learn from 
observation just how much he will eat 
at a meal and leave no food' standing for 
him to munch on between times. An 
derfed animal will prove healthier than 
on overfed one. But it is better, and more

This strip is cut into four widths, 
making four blankets of convenient 
size.

Money-changing, as a profession, 
would not, at first sight, çonnote ro­
mance. But, as one of the brothers 
who keep the bureau in Wardour 
street, Soho, London, said:

"If you spent a year behind my coun­
ter you could write a book that would 
be full, of the pathos and humor of 
humanity. You could write a novel 
which no one would believe to be based 
on truth!"

The little shop at the Leicester 
square end of Wardour street, with its 
barred windows full of strange paper 
currency and coins and trays of preci­
ous metal, was established in 1798, dur­
ing the reign of George III. The great- 
great-grandfather of the present own­
ers was an enameiler. He extended 
his business and became a changer of 
foreign* moneys—the first since the 
Lombards were trading in Lombard 
street. Up to sixty years ago the house 
had leaded panes and the shutters were 
put up at dusk. The business was car­
ried on by candle light and the antique 
candlesticks are treasured possessions. 
The concern has been handed -down 
from father to son in direct line since 
1798.

Sit with me in this dark corner of the 
shop. Through a glass door you will 
see the red glow of the refinery—one of 
the three or four gold and silver re­
fineries in London.

Watch the men and women wishing 
to exchange money or to sell precious 
metal for its weight value.

The Stock Market.

Stocks opened one to two points up, 
on the Roosevelt news, and then de­
clined. Wall street explained the de­
cline in two ways: one, that the elim­
ination of Mr. Roosevelt induced fear 
of a more successful Bryan campaign— 
the other, that after all, Mr. Roosevelt 
might not be sincere, “in London^’ the 
Evening Post says, “American stocks 
were strong up to the close of the Lon­
don market.

money by banks in the interior. This 
is probably unjust. When the waves of 
panic, receding from New York, surged 
through the country, the banks outside 
of the large cities had no method of 
combining for mutual protection. Each 
practically stood alone. What wonder 
then that each should quickly seek to 
protect itself against the ofleoming 
storm, closing up tight every opening 
and standing in defence to meet dan­
ger. Self-preservation was absolutely 
necessary, failure meant disaster to the 
whole community. It is the fault of 
our money and banking system that 
these isolated banking concerns had no 
recourse to elasticity, no great central 
bank to look to for relief. They were 
compelled to depend absolutely upon 
themselves, and that they have so well 
withstood disaster and so few banking 
failures have followed is greatly to the 
credit-^ of American bankers every­
where.

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WEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.

«Victoria Meteorological Office,
7 December 11th to 17th, 1907.

At the close of last week the storm 
area had passed into Alberta and de­
veloped Into a trough of low pressure ex­
tending southward through Montana to 
Arizona; the precipitation was general 
on the Pacific slope with snowfall on the 
higher plateau lands. By nightfall an­
other and severe storm had made its ap­
pearance off the mouth of the Columbia 
river and moved rapidly northeastward 
to British Columbia, causing strong gales 
on the Straits and Sound districts, and 
accompanied with heavy rainfall. The 
pressure then began to rise on the Cali­
fornian coast, and throughout the re- 
rrainder of the week- a vast area of high 
barometric pressure has covered the 
greater part of the North Pacific slope 
and the middle west provinces and states. 
On Monday the pressure began to give 
way in the north along the immediate 
coast to the straits, though remaining 
high in Cariboo and the Kqotenays. 
These conditions caused an overflow of 
colder and heavier air towards Vancou­
ver Island and the American coast, 
where the temperature was higher and 
resulted in the firfet snowfall of the sea­
son Covering the hills, but in this dis­
trict melting almost as it fell. This was 
succeeded by cloudy and cold weather. 
The precipitation has been heavier both 
on this Island and the lower Mainland, 
but in the upper country the snowfall 
has been light and with normal tempera­
tures. In the Yukon a cold wave has 
held possession during the last four days,, 
the highest temperatures- ranging from 6 
to 10 below zero, and the lowest reaching 
2(r fceloXv. In the prairie provinces the 
weather has been chiefly fair with tem­
peratures much above normal during the 
first half of the week, but- becoming 
colder toward the close, when tempera­
tures fell to 12 below zero. The snowfall 
was light and in scattered places.

At Victoria there were recorded 11 hours 
and 12 minutes of bright sunshine; high­
est temperature, 47.1, on 11th; lowest, 30.4 
on 16th; rain and melting snow, 2.10 
inches.

Presented to National Liberal 

Club in London. THE HEART

The portrait of the prime minister 
which has been painted by J. Colin 
Forbes, R. C. A., was presented to the 
National Liberal Club by Alexander 
Ritchie, and accepted on behalf of the 
members by Earl Carrington, president 
of the club. Sir Henry Campbell-Ban­
nerman, of whom the artist has obtain­
ed an excellent likeness, is represented 
standing at a table in the banqueting 
room of 10, Downing street, with two 
fingers of the right hand resting lightly 
on a parliamentary paper.

The presentation took,-place in the 
smoking room of the club, which was 
crowded with- members. Mr. Ritchie, 
who was greeted with much cordiality, 
unveiled the portrait, and asked Lord 
Carrington’s acceptance of it as the 
picture of “one of .the most genial, 
kindly and good-natured men who ever 
adorned the House of Commons, and 
one of the most worthy and popular 
prime ministers this country had ever 
seen.”

Lord Carrington said it was with 
great pride and pleasure that he ac­
cepted, in the name of the members of 
the club, this magnificent picture of 
their great leader. He had not seen 
the picture until the moment of its un­
veiling, but he thought it would be 
agreed that it was a splendid portrait— 
worthy of the man, of the artist and 
of the club in which it would hang, he 
hoped, for ever. It was also a worthy 
addition to the portraits of the dis­
tinguished Liberal statesmen which al­
ready adorned the walls of the club— 
those of Gladstone, Bright, Cobden, 
Granville and Harcourt. He agreed 
with Mr. Ritchie, the generous donor 
of the picture, that no more worthy or 
popular prime minister than Sir Henry 
Campbell-Bannerman had ever served 
his King or country. He would go a 
little further and say that, though 
many of his predecessors had inspired 
as much public confidence as Sir Henry 
Campbell-Bannerman, none of them 
had inspired the same personal affec­
tion. In Sir H. Campbell-Bannerman 
they had a representative of the high­
est and best type of British statesman 
and one of the finest examples of the 
true Scottish gentleman. Long might 
he live to lead them, and long might 
the party remain united and deter­
mined to keep him in his great office. 
Mr. Buxton Morrish, chairman of the 
art committee of the club, conveyed to 
Mr. Ritchie the thanks of the mem­
bers for his generous gift, and compli­
mented Colin Forbes on his successful 
achievement.

Representatives Frem Many Branches 
of Human Endeavor Attend 

Civic Federation Session

Counsel for Defence Denounces 
Robert C. Caldwell as a “Most 

Noxious Perjurer.”

TEEDAANCHARGES AGAINST COUNCIL,
London, Dec. 16.—The dramatic dis­

appearance from London of Robert C. 
Caldwell, the American witness ir the 
Druce case, served to revive interest 
In the proceedings, and when the hear­
ing was resumed to-day the courtroom 
was crowded.

Replying to Magistrate Plowden, Mr. 
Jones declared to-day that he regarded 
the testimony of Caldwell as having 
been discredited on certain points, and 
that therefore all his evidence should 
be obliterated. He intimated his belief 
that Horace Avery, counsel for the de­
fence, had established his contention 
that Caldw'ell and his alleged brother 
were the same person. '

Mr. Avery, in opening for the de­
fence, denounced Caldwell as a “most 
noxious perjurer.” A warrant for the 
extradition of Caldwell was issued at 
the Bow street police court this after­
noon, and the police of New York were 
wired to arrest him on arrival in that 
city.

Mr. Avery announced that if neces­
sary in the interest of justice, Herbert 
Druce would consent to the reopening 
of the grave of his father, T. C. Druce.

The only witness for the defence call­
ed to-day was a nurse named Bailey, 
who testified that she had held the 
hand of T. C. Druce when he died on 
December 28, 1864, that she had seen 
the body placed in its coffin and that 
she had been present at the funeral.

The evidence given at previous trials 
by two doctors, who have since died, 
was then read. Both physicians had 
sworn that they attended T. C. Druce 
in his last illness.

The case was adjourned until Jan­
uary 1st.

Winnipeg, Dec. 16.—The municipat 
campaign in St. Boniface is drawing 
to an interesting close. J. A. Bleu, 
candidate for mayor, has issued a cir­
cular to the electors, in which he 
makes a strong charge of irregulari­
ties in the administration of civic af­
fairs during the past year and offers 
to back up his statements with proofs, 
occupation and the non-registry of the 
grant.

The court adjourned until this morn­
ing.

New York, Dec. 16.—Peaceful -rela­
tions between labor and capital, was 
the theme to-night at the eighth an­
nual banquet of the National 
Federation, whose members, compris­
ing widely known financiers, employers, 
labor leaders, publicists and other 
prominent citizens, gathered in con­
ference here to-day to discuss remedies 
and legislation for various questions 
now affecting the body politic.

Leaders of labor and finance, mingled 
with representatives from all branches 
of human endeavor, to the number of 
seven hundred, sat down together at 
the Federation banquet to-night, at 
which George W. Perkins, the banker, 
General Frederick Grant and John 
Mitchell, president of the Mine Work­
ers, spoke. M. E. Ingalls, of Cincin­
nati, acted as toastmaster.

General Grant, speaking for the army 
canteen, said that while he himself was 
a total abstainer, he regarded the con- 
teen as the lessor of two evils, and un­
less the government closed vicious re­
sorts near the military reservàtions he 
would be an advocate of the canteen in 
the army.

John Mitchell, the labor leader, in 
<l speech said, in part: “So far as I have 
been able to control the affairs of my 
organization it has been toward the 
cause of peace. Happy would be the 
day if strikes, lockouts and attendant 
evils werë no more. I am not sure that 
the time will come in our lives, but is 
it not better that we sit down and rea­
son it out and see if reason cannot take 
the place of force?”

Mr. Perkins discussed in detail the 
profit-sharing plan of the Steel Cor­
poration.

August Belmont, the president of the 
Civic Federation, who unexpectedly re­
turned from Chicago, was able to be 
present at the dinner and called the 
big gathering to order before he in­
troduced Mr. Ingalls as toastmaster.

President Eliot, of Harvard Univers­
ity, said that individuals could not, but 
the federal government must, control 
the vast commercial associations which 
seek each a monopoly. In commercial 
associations he meant both trusts and 
labor unions.

Samuel Gompers, who followed, took 
exception to President Eliot’s classifi­
cation of union laboring men as a com­
mercial organization. He thought that 
the term, so far as labor was concern­
ed, was misapplied. Mr. Gompers de­
clared that the workingman realized 
that the financial situation is not any 
fault of his. Speaking of the threaten­
ed decrease of wages for labor, he 
said: “Twenty times in the last 12 hours 
since I have been in New York men 
have come to me and whispered in my 
ear and told me that the workingmen 
must come down in wages, but let the 
employers of labor remember that if 
they attempt to cut down the wages of 
labor they will not have the easy sail­
ing they had years ago.”

John Mitchell to-night said he would 
resign from the presidency of the 
United Mine Works next March. His 
successor, he said, had already been 
decided upon, but his name was with­
held.

Negotiations to a Head

Winnipeg, Dec. 18.—A lengthy and 

important conference was held to-day 
at the Government buildings, when C. 
F. Sise, president of the Bell Telephone 
Company of Canada, was closeted with 
the entire cabinet discussing the tele­
phone situation. When the conference 
was closed neither Mr. Sise nor the 
government had any statement to make 
as to the result of their deliberations.

The consultation is significant from 
the fact that last spring, befôre the 
government started work on the public 
telephone system, they made an at­
tempt to get into negotiations with the 
Bell company as to what might be 
done to have but one telephone system 
in the province of Manitoba. No reply 
was secured to their suggestions at the 
time. It is understood, however, that 
the Bell company has been laying off a 
goodly number of employees, and that 
it has not prosecuted work in the pro­
vince the last year as it has usually 
done. If such a condition of affairs 
prevails, then it may possibly throw 
some light on the meeting to-day.

It is understood that if the govern­
ment of Manitoba could make an ar­
rangement with the Bell company to 
take over their system in the province, 
they would gladly do so, providing that 
Saskatchewan and Alberta did like­
wise. In case, however, Manitoba and 
Alberta should purchase and the Bell 
system still remain in Saskatchewan, 
it would act as a buffer between the 
two public systems, and might mili­
tate to a certain extent against the 
efficiency of both systems.

Manitoba has, up to the present time, 
expended more than $200,000 in surveys 
and in construction work, and Is mak­
ing plana for the vigorous prosecution 
of the work in the spring. The new 
exchange is already started, and a 
iarge extent of conduits has been laid 
in the city streets. The government 
has done this much work, and is now 
committed to go on with a public sys­
tem which shall be within reach of all 
residents of the province. It will entail 
a great deal of expense, and if it takes 
over the Bell system a great deal less 
work will be needed. A new exchange 
had already been plasned in the city 
for the extension of the Bell system 
from the increase in the number of 
subscribers, and thus the new ex­
change which the government is at 
present building would be large enough 
and would be available in a short time 
as an auxiliary. The new conduits 
which have been constructed would al­
so be very useful In further extension.

The strongest opposition which has 
been made against the Bell system has 
been In Western Canada, where both 
Alberta and Manitoba have taken up 
public systems, and the Alberta gov­
ernment has its system now in opera­
tion. With these two provinces going 
ahead with public systems it is ex­
pected that Saskatchewan will follow 
suit, and it is supposed that the Bell 
company has now opened the negotia­
tions which they were asked for last 
spring.
