THE WORLD'S CROPS

The Austrian Minister «f Agriculture
Issues H#s Anpual Report on
the Sitnation.

Canada and the U. 8. the Only Fa-
vored Countries—Former’s Big
Crop of Wheat.

Buda Pesth, Aug. 30.—The minister of
agriculture has issued his annual estimate
of the crops, in which he describes the
world’'s harvest as extraordinarily light.
The total yield of wheat is placed at 573,~
760,000 metric hundred weight, while the
present annual requirements are estimated
! at 655,150,000 metric hundred weight. It
is calculated that for 1897 and 1898 there
will be a shortage of 50,800,000 hundred
weight. . The stocks remaining on hand
from 1896 are approximately estimated at
| somewhere between 38,000,000 and 4&,000,~
' 000, The total supply for the year, reckom-

ing both the present stocks and Barvest, is
| estimated at from 610,000,000 to 651,000,000
| metric hundred weight.

!  The world's deficits are estimated as fol-
lows: Rice, 69,000,000 hectolitres; barley,
'38,000,000; oats, 58,000,000; aud‘coru. 59,-

000,000. The report states that many ex-

porting countries, such as European Tur-

key, BEgypt, Australia, and Apstra-Hun-
! gary, will either be unable to export grain
or be compelled to import, while -others,
including British India, Argentina and
~ Chili, will have their wheat export consid-
erably reduced.

,  The favored countries are Canada and
the United States, the former of which
will soon. be one of the most impertant
exporting countries, its excess' over last
| year's production belng 7,000,000 bushels
of wheat and 20,000,000 oats. Its optput
of all sorts of grain will be 210,000,000
bushels. n P

The yield of wheat in Great Britain this
season will be 50,000,000 bushels, agminst
63,000,000 bushels last year. The wheat
area in British India.is reduced from 28,-
000,000 acres to 16,000,000 acres, and the
wheat yleld. from 234,000,000 bushels to
| 202,000,000 bushels.

The United States, which has reduced s
area sown in oats by 2,000,000 acres, that
sown In comn by a million acres, while in
other grains it remains nearly unchanged,
will, nevertheless, dispose of 534.000,000
bushels of wheat against 434,000,000 bush-
els last year, allowing for exportation 160,~
000,000 bushels of wheat, while the exporte
of corn will possibly be 50,000,000 greater
than those of last year. The prospects
for oats and barley are less favorable
than in 1896. The price of bread in Aus-
tria has already risen 80 per cent.

They were courteous and
most anxious to accommodate the re-
porters, but they would not state their
opinions on seal life or indicate in the
slightest degree the tenor of the report
they intended to make to their govern-
ment. >

Which method 1§ most to be admired?
Which: is most in keeping with the pro-
prieties. The commissioners were
sent out by théir two governments to
<collect.evidence to be used in court to
strengthen or sustain the contentions of
their respective claims. But before the
tribunal sits the witness for the Ameri-
can government gives his evidence to the
public, while the British com‘missioners
decline to say anything.. THe object of
the American expert in publishing an
ex parte statement may have been to
create a. public opinion in faver of the
American eontentions which would have
a favorable efféct on the ultimate decis-
ion.  That Wwould be “smart,” but it
would not be ¢omsidered honorable or
in keeping with diplomatic usages.

An improvement is visible this year in
the mode of packing, but in spite of that
hundreds of cases arrive in a cbndition
quite unfit for market, and have to be
given or thrown away. It may be that
the moist climate in which this fruit is:
grown affects its keeping qualities, or
it may be that the time and mode of
Dicking and packing have something to
«do with it.. But no time should be lost
by British Columbia growers in study-
ing these questions thoroughly and meet-
ing all ‘the conditions necessary to secure
a market. The oppertunity is ripe and
will not bear much waiting. The same
zemarks apply in a less degree to On-
tario fruit.. Improvement is noted in the
packing, but the fruit is net received in
satisfactory .condition. The secret of
success in export trade is not alome in
the quality of the article as it is harvest-
ed by the grower. It lies principally in
its condition as it reaches the.consumer.
It is to him all must cater, no matter
what his fancies may be. Successful
farming nowadays needs the ’éﬁ}”rcise of
intelligence and judgment. The success-
ful farmers are those who exercise these
qualities.”

1OLD WORLD AFFAIRS

London Visited by -a Severe Gale—
Much Damage Done—Vensels
‘ Delayed.

Irade Relations Between France and
Russia— Awful Accident to
Alpine Tourists.

London, 'Sept. 2.—The thunder storms
and heavy rain which prevailed all the 1
week throughout Great Britain and the!
continent culminated yesterday evening
in a severe gale which did much damage
to trees and crops, resulted in many
minor shipping disasters in the English
Channel, and flooded many parts of the
Thames valley. The royal yacht Osborne,.
having on board Princesses Victoria
and Maude of Wales (Princess Charles
of Denmark), who intended to start for
Denmark yesterday, is weather-bound at
Sheerness. \

Many yvessels sought shelter from the
storm in the waters of the Solent, and
the sailing for Halifax of the British
battleship Renown, which is to become
the flagship of the North Atlantic squad-
ron, has been'delayed by severe weather,
- Berne, Sept. 2.—News of &, terrible ac-
cident’ to a party of tourists near Las-
.celle has just reached here. Eight per-
sons, it appears, started from Scion, the
capital of the ecanton of Valais, with
the intention of ascending Mount Pleu-
reus. The latter is 12,155 feet high, and
not very difficalt of ascent from Mau-
voisin, by Cietfox, eight hours being
generally occupied. The tourists were
“led by Pastor Geonin, of Scion, and
made the ascent divided into two par-
ties, four each.. The first of these par-
ties reached. the summit, and the second
was only a short distance behind, when

MARTIN MAKES ANOTHER BLUN-
DER.

Houn. G. B. Martin was in Grand
Forks.last week, when he talked over
railway matters with the people of that
town. The Miner publishes an account
of the ‘commissjoner’s remarks, and un-
less G. B. Martin takes it into his head
to deny that he made any such remarks,
considerable interest wil attach to them.
According to the Miner, *he said:

“Regarding the railway policy of the
government, he would say that it was
doing everything in its power to hasten
the construction of the line through
this district. Dwuring the last gession
of the legislature Mr. Turner and the
members of his cabinet had prepared
measures the main object of which was
to aid the construction of a road be-
tween .the Columbia river and Pentic-
ton.

The bill had been prac-
tically killed by  an  amendment tacked
on by Mr. Graham; the member from
this constituency. The amendment pro-
vided that in the event that Mr. Heinze
agcepted the $4,000 a mile, he would
foggeit the land grant. To the sur-
prise of everybody, this amendment was
carried.” y

A

History of Mining on the Yukon River
/ —His Views on the Alaskan

Boundary Question.

An Authoritative Statement from the
‘  Dominion Surveyor on the ,
Placer Deposits.

(From the Seattle Post-Intell'gancer ) &

William Ogilvie, the Dominion survey-
or, will be a passenger on the Excel-
sior, from St. Michaels to San: Francis-
co. He is returning from a two years’
stay on the Yukon, this being his seécond

trip to 'that country. \
Mr. Ogilvie has been an important per-
sonage during the past two years on the
_ Yukon, and particularly on the Cloa-
dyke. His word has been almost law,
and he has straightened out many a con- T
troversy over claims. As surveyor he
has surveyed gll the claims near Da.\y-
son and on the Clondykefi and there is
no better posted man than he is on the
Yukon gold fields. }
wasgfbl(}' by miners who have known
Mr. Ogilviel that fit" was’ very “doubtful
if any interview could be secured vath
him, but that if one could be obtmqed
it would be the best possible authority |
that could be quoted.

When I visted him at $t. Michaels
I found”a sturdy man, upwards of 45
years of age, weighing 200 pounds, and
locking as strong and sturdy as an oak.
He is quiet in manner, positive in
speech, and slow to make any statement
that might lead to misapprehension or
create false impressions reganding the
gold diggings.

“Mr. Ogilvie,”” I said, “the Post-In-
telligencer desires to secure from you an
interview on the Clondyke gold fields,
their extent, what prospectors must ex-
pect to endure, and, in fact, an aunthori-
tative statement which can be given to
the world from a person who can-speak
with authority.” :

Two days later he gave me the sub-
joined interview. For four hours I took
it down word for word as he gave it.

This is the first:and -most complete in-
terviewm given by Mr. Ogilvie on the
Yukon, and.each and every statement
is exactly as& he made it

“A. few historical remarks of mining
in the Yukon basin -will be a fitting pre-
face to the general account of the min-
ing interests: of the present time. The
Cassiar distriet, in the province of Brit-
ish Columbia, was discovered and de-
veloped in 8 mining sense in the early
seventies. Some enterprising spirits who
had not been successful in that region
wandered mnorthward in search of the
precdious metal, one or two = of them
reaching the head of Teslin lake, which
is drained by the Teslin river. This is
the Inidian name. Schwatka, in his trip
down the Yukon in 1883, named it the
Newberry. The miners call it the Hoo-
talinqua, by which name it is generally
known on the western coast, and, al-
though it is marked on all official Can-
adian maps as the Teslin, and on the
Schwatka: official ¥hap #s”the Neéwberry, |
the Hootalinqua, will, in all probability, :

surface mining was all that was thought
of, and if the' Troan-tfk and its af-
fiuents, more. especially  Bonanza /-and.
Tldorado creeks, were to be depended on
for their reputation upon surface dig-
gings, they would have absolutely none.
In the early eighties some /miners came
in over the coast range by the Dyea
pass,  prospecting as they came down

! stream umtil they reached the mouth of

Stewart river, where exceptionally rich
bar diggings were found, A few hardy,
venturesome spirits made their way in
with a year’s ovtfii and located on that
stream.

This induced Harper and McQuestion
to’ establish a trading post there, which
was occupied during 1885 and 1886. Up
to' this time all the gold found in' this
country was, in miners’ parlanc¢e, known
a8 fine gold, requiring the use of mer-
ehcy  for its collection,  In 1886
coarser” granular or * nugget gold was
found on Forty Mile. I may state that
this river was named Forty Mile be-
canse it was estimated to be 40 miles
below Fort Reliance. In the same way
Sixty Mile was ramed, it being estimat-
ed to be 60 miles above, This coarser
gold was found fabout 24 miles above
the mouth of Forty Mile creck, and -only
a few rods above the international
boundary line, the 141st meridian, The
news of the discovery soon spread, and
all the miners in the country resbrted to
the coarse gold diggings. In 1887 Har-
per and MecQuestion built a post on the
point at the confluence of Forty Mile
and the Yukon, the nneleus of Forty
Mile, which was the business and min-
ing centre of the couniry for  several
rears, until Circle City, a few years

.ago, krocked it out, and both were last

In 1896, Ribert Henderson,” 4 native
of Prince Edward Island, with some
others, ascended this stream some forty-
five or fifty miles. He ascended an af-
fluent, prospecting ag he went, and cross-
ed a divide to @ stream, an affluent to
the Troan-dik, now known as Gold Bot-
tom. Here he and his comrades pros-
pected for some time, finding on the sur-
face good pay. Provisions running out,
he returned by the way he went in. and
visited Sixty Mile post' in the hopes of
finding supplies there, but failed. i
He then started down stream to Forty
Mile.. On his way he visited George
\Vxhingt\on Carmack, a native of Cali-
foMMa, who was camped at the mouth
of the TMroaun-dik, engaged in salmon
fishing. Henderson. and Carmack had
been - acquainted for several years, so
Carmack was informed of the good pros-
pects on Gold Bottom, which was sup-
posed to be a tributary of the Troan-
dik, and to joint that stream some forty-
five or -fifty miles above its mouth, As’
the Troan-dik is a swift mountain
gtream, with innumerable riffles on it,
its ascent was deemed impossible. So
Carmack learned from the local In-
dians the nature of the country and
the condition of the varisus creeks. Car-
mack’'s wife is a native of the country, !
and associated with him in his salmon
fishing were his wife’s brothers, known
as Tagish, Jim;, or Skookum Jim, and
Tagish Charley, both members of thei

This done, he
joined his family at the mouth of the
Troan-dik river, and as soon after us
possible went to Forty Mile, where he
spread the news of the discovery and ex-
hibited his $12, which he bromght down
in a 'Winchepter cartridge shell in proof
of his assertiofis. At first his informa-
tion was<received very coolly, and, al-
though ' no one openly #sserted that it
was false, a great many shrogged their
shoulders and remarked:’ ‘Oh, who the
— would believe Siwash George,” (us he
is' commonly ‘known in this country) ‘he
is the damnedest liar that ever was
known.’ The $12 in dust, however,
proved a stuborn fact.

“It did not resemble the gold found on
Forty Mile, and must havé been found
sommewhere, that was plain.  So it wus
determined to test his assertion. Four or
five started up in a boat from Forty
Mile to the month of ' the Troan-dik,
about fifty miles up stream, which means
two and.one-half days’ hard work, ac-
cording.to the height of the water and
kind of boat used. The ice was broken,
and in a few hours it seemad as though
#ll Forty Mile nouted itself into the rent.
Some who were obviously drank - for
weeks and physically dead, were carried
by their’ comrades, dumped into boats
and taken wup withont ‘their consent ok
knowledg2.  One of the thoroughly lucky®
ones, it is said, was fairly into the Troan-
dik before he realized that he had left
Forty Mile, The news spread to the
creeks on theghead of Forty Mile and
Sixty Mile creeks and the miners there
crossed and located. In this way Bon-
anza and Eldorado were all located be-
fore September had passed. Thase svho
came afterwards had to take  side
streams, too numerous to mention. Al-
though these creeks had been located and
recorded, no great faith .was placed in
any of them. The result was that many
claims were sold in October and Novem-
ber, 1896, for as many dollars as they
would now command thousands.

“For instance, one claim on the Eldora-
do was located by a young man who sold
it a few days later for $85. The pur-
chaser gever put & pick into it and sold
it ‘at the beginning of April, 1897, for
$31,000 lawful money of Canada, which,
in“dust, taken at $17 an ounce, the cor-
réct value would be equivalent to at
least $35,000. Again a French Cana-
dian, while intoxicated,, sold:his claim in
Eildorado for $500. "When sober hé re-
gretted. . Being informed by .those who
he thought knew that 4 contract made
with ‘a person intoxicated was void, he
threatened proceedings to break the
sale. There is no doubt that all the
parties were more or less infoxicated at
the time the contract was made, fut
rather than hazard a law suit the pur-
chaser of the claim offered him what
was in effect about one-tenth of the ori-
ginal claim to°surrender all right and
title real or imaginary which he might
have. He accepted this #about the mid-
dle of March last, and in April sold:his
interest in this small part of the claim
for $15,000 and went out on the last
trip of the Portland with a homestakg,
fixed for life if he has a little sense. Gen-
erally it may be stated that few other
parts of the world have, in such a short
interval, afforded as many homestakes
as these two creeks.

“When we consider the unseasonable
weather, the unfavorable conditions for
mining, and the still more unfavorable
conditions regarding food, utensils ahd
labor, it may be, without hazard, as%ert-
ed to be unique in the history of mining.
During a visit to Eldorado the last of
June I traced up the output of some
twenty-four y claims on that creek and
found that it aggregated at the rate of
$17 per ounce, Troy weight, $826,000,
which was the result of little more than
mere ‘scratching on each of the claims. !
Still, four, if not five of these claims ex-
ceeded not less than $100,000 each. One
claim in Eldorado was so'd for $45,000,
$5,000 down on April 13, the day of sale,
$15,000 on May 15 (failing this payment
on that date forfeit of clajm and money
to follow), the balance of $25,000 on
July 1, failing which, all title €o previous
payments and claim to be forfeited.
This was thought to be an extremely
hazardous deal, and unless the purchaser
kad good substantisl friends it.swas be-
lieved that he was likely to lose a good
deal of money in the transaction. He,
however, knew his.ground and told me,
when the necessary documents of trans-
fer “were completqd, that he never felt,
surer of a homestake in his life, although
he had been mining nearly twenty years.

‘“‘Bonanza creek is about twenty miles
in length. “As a claim is 500 feet long,
measured on a straight line in the gen-
eral direction of,the valley where it is,
and s in width the full width of the
bottom, we have on this creek upwards
of 200 claims, of which we know up-
wards - of 100 to be good, many. rich,
some very rich. The other hundred are
probably no more than good, but enough
prospeeting has not been done to warrant
any definite statement, p

“Upwards of seventy claims have been
located on Hldorado creek. Of this num-
ber upwards of forty are known to be
rich. I am nof avaricious, but I will
select thirty -claims on Eldorado creek;
and I will allow the owners $1,000,000
each and take what is over for myself
and- - consider I have got an A No. 1
homestake.

“Sidehill claims are being located on
these creeks, and when I left there July
12 ‘rome of them were prospecting very
well, as high as $6 to $8 to the pan
being found in some instances. Now
a pan of dirt is called two shovelfuls,
and, as the merit of all claims is given in
pans, let us see how it applies. ' All mip-
ers concede that 10-cent dirt, (that is dirt
with five cents in every shovelful), when
it is three feet and upwards deep, is rich,
but on Bonanza and Eldorado when a
man found only cents he was some-
what indignant. Unless he found $1 in
ever pan, at least, he was dissatisfied,

“I objected, but said I 'would go down
and pick a pan and wash it, but not for
myself, as I wished to wash a rich pan
just to say I had done so, and asked
what he thought I was likely to get in a
pan. :

“I went down, poked around in the rich
streak that I 'was shown, but for the life
of me could not say that I was picking
any gold, filled the pan pretty well, some-
thing more than the usual two shovel-
fuls; took it up, washed it, dried and
cleaned it. At the rate of $17 to the
ource, I found $595 in that pan, or a half
vear's salary for many a good clerk.

Below will be found a list of the differs
ent salmon canneries operating oumw the
Fraser river, together with an appoximate
estimate of the result of their' individual
‘efforts this year. It is well pigh impos-
sible to get a perfectly accurate list, as
many canners are extremely reticent om
the subject, some seeming desirous to
minimize ‘the figures, while iothers have
shown a disposition to exaggerate. Consid-
erable care has been exercised in obtaining
the following figures, and it may be, there-
fore, assumed that they are approximately
correct. \

It will be seen that the total pack of
the city canneries. is 85,000 cases, those on
the North Arm are credited with 130,000,
and the main river and Canoe Pass with
625,000; The grand 'total of 840,000~ cases
répresents the sockeye harvest for 1897,
which thus eclipses, by a large majority,
that of any preylous year.

NEWS FROM SIBERIA

A  Holland .Engineer Tells of the
Increasing Trafic on
the Amoor.

Domville,

R.M.S. Empress of China was ‘F. G.
Wente,‘ an engineer in. the service of the
~Amsterdam. firm of Werf, Conrad & Co.
He is on his return to the land of his

birth after two years’ work on behalf
of the Czar on the Amoor river. This
river, which is in Siberia, quite close to
the northern boundary of China, in fact
a portion of it, makes a boundary line
between the province of Manchuria and
the domains of the Czar, is becoming a.
very busy place; merchants are traffick-
ing largely on'its banks and as a conse-
quence there ‘is much travel on the
river, The military authorities also re-
quire a great deal of transportation, for
every day contingents of Russian sol-
diers are'to be seen moving up and down
the Amoor.:” My’ Wente while there
superintended: the building of five smail,
light dravght, river steamers, stern
wheelers, capable of carrying about three
hundred bassengers, -and several small
_yet powerful tugs and a number of
parges. Hig laborers were for the most
part convicts and Chinese. His workshop
was on the Amoor's banks opposite the
conviet station on Saghalien Island, and
every mmo-ning his contingent of “exiles”
were brought over and sent to work. Of
their. prison life he knew nothing, for
visitors are not: allowed in Russian pris-
ons. Of the Russian prison, however,
he says that as far as_he counld see they
were not so bad as they were painted.
They were bad, it was true, but tainly
improvements had been made Of late
years. Perhaps the “exiles” deserved
their punishment, but then he said he
could not know whether they did or not,
for of their crimes they dare not speak,
not even to their fellow prisoners.

" ing Question—Oatecltes of the

" Ope of the vessels of ‘H. M. fleet that
has been patrolling the waters of Behr-
ing Sea, H. M. 8. Amphion, arrived
back ‘in Bsquimalt harbor yesterday af-
ternoon. - She brought down as passen-
gers Prof. D'Arcy Thompson, of Dun-
dee, the sealing conunissioner appointed’
by ' the Imperial Government to study
seal life on the Japan- coast, the Cop-
per Islands. and .on the islands of Behr-
ing. Nea, and Prof. Macoun, of Ottawa,
the ‘Canadian commissiontr sent to the
Belhring Sea for the same purpose. Both
of these gentlemen, who have establish-
ed for themselyes a world-wide reputa-
tion as ‘experts on. seal life, wave pre-
‘| pared reports which they will snbmit

#o.ihe mature of the reports neither
wilk *talk. " The' reports, they say, al-
though not mecessarily secret, canmot be
made public until they have been pre-
sented to. their gevernments. -

Prof. D’Arcy Thompson, the commis-
sioner of the British Governmént, ig' the
guest of Rear-Admiral Palliser during
his stay in town.

Prof. Thompson has spent consider-
able time on the Jdifferent islands fre-
quented by the: seals and made a very
:cloge study of all maters concerning their
life, and in faet evervthing pertaining to
the valuable fur-bearing animals. After
leaving here hé went across the Pacific
to £he Japanese coast and after spending
ahont two weeks on the islands in the
'|‘OkRtosk Sea, situated in. the maritime
province of ‘Rus<ia, a strip of territory
oxtending along the Siberian coast of
the Pacific from Corea to the Arctic
Ocean, he went to the: Copper Islands,
“where another two weeks was put in
gathering data and making observances
of  the ‘Rabits of the seals. From the
Copper Islands the Professor went to
the' Pribyloffs, and a similar time was
spent there in .adding to hix every in-
<reasing fund'of information. He visited
every ‘one of the islands of the Priby-
| loff group.

While :there he' saw the electrical
branding apparatus with. which Dr.
Starr Jordan . proposes to brand the
séals. frequenting the islands, so that
their skins will be rendered useless tb
the sealing men who capture them in
the Behring Sea. The apparatus is now
Iying on the. islands, but nothing has
‘been done as yet, and as Prof. Thomp-
son understood, nothing would be done
until the close of the season, so that
whatever is done by the American ex-
perts and their branding machine it will
not affect the catch taken by the Vie-
toria sealers this year in any way, It
is a: very simple electric apparatus and
the plan of campdign is to,.brand the
seals'swith some eimple ‘mark—the object
as previously stated being to destroy the
fur. ' As to the utility f.of the scheme
Prof. Thompson would not put forward
an-opinjon. “That remains to be geen,”
he said. $ gt
