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Frank, Alberta, April 30.—(Special.)—
The night passed without any unusual
disturbances, save for one or tiwvo extra
heavy shots from the mountain.

This morning as soon as they coulld
be got together a meeting of the board
of trade and citizens was ealled to fur-
ther carry on the work of relief. Dom-
inion Superintendent of Mines Pearce,
of Calgary, arrived at an early
hour this morning, and before the meet-
ing was called had men at work takink
levels with the idea of arresting _sawm,
“chance: of « Howd, which - is me‘ﬁgxr"
threatening danger to the town. How-
evaer, Mr. Pearce stated that there was
no immediate danger from that seurce.

Should -rains set in, however, the pro-
blem might become a serious one as the
river channel is piled high with rock for
a great distance.

Old Man’s river and Gold: creek, are
now emptying their waters considerably
above the lower tunnel, and the water |

A pack train road is being constructed
from here to the terminus of the C. P.

The Premier in the Commons to-day
read the following telegram received
from Mr. Pearce at Frank:

“Bighty-three killed, of whom fiftetn
were women and fifteen children. There
will be no trouble by the dynming of
the river., A rock slide, about four thou-
sand feet long and extending from the
top of Turtle Mountain westerly, ex-
tends across the valley and on the op-
posite bank for one and one-quarter of a
mile from the front of Turtle Mountain,
and is spread out fan-like so that at
the extreme end it is nearly two miles
wide. There is no trace of the river for
one mile, but the water is now going
through the rock as fast as it came
down. It is thought there will not be
any further slide. There was no earth-
quake or volcano. All working in the
mine except two escaped.”

Sir Thos. Shaughnessy is in the ‘city
this morning. He had a telegram from
Frank stating that it was now regarded
that an carthquake followed by a
landslide caused the catastrophe at
Frank. Rock was still falling and an-
other landslide was feared. Engineer
Jeffry, of the Canadian Jacific, had ar-
rived there this morning, and will re-
port to him at once. The telegram ex-
plains that a cloud of dust was taken
at first for smoke, and the minor slides
coming down were taken for inside ex-

plosions.

SIXTY-TWO KILLED,

“The following is probably nearer the
correct estimate of the loss than any
yet: Thirty-four men, eight women and
twenty children killed, eleven injured,
probably only two or three dangerously.

would reach the surface. I found, how-
ever, that gas was aecumulating ‘when
we reached the mainway, and knew es-
cape by that route was impossible. We,
therefore, returned and attempted the
lower entry. That we found to be rapid-
Iy filling with water. Sticking my knife
into one of the timbers to enable me to
judge as to the rapidity of the rise, we
went back to the main entry. Some of
the men were greatiy excited and talked
in the irriational way men will in such
cases, but others with myself calmed
them by telling them there was no
danger. It wis an oceasion when a lie
was justifiable, for had they been allow-
ed to realize the danger they were in,

! there-is no telling what might have hap-

pened.

“After a time I went down to the
lower entry again to see how the water
was rising. I found it qyite alarming,
and figured that at the rate it was com-
ing up, we might expect it to flood the
mine to-day at about 4 o’clock p. m. As
we had nothing to eat, but the five horses
being worked in the mine, which were
still alive, I proposed killing one of them
when we should need food, and in the
meantime we should endeavor to dig our
way out.. We selected a place near the
mouth of the main entry and stagted to
work. We timbered as best we could,+
as' we went toward the surface. We
had worked, changing hands, for some-
thing more than five hours, when I went
in personally to-do my furn. : 1 was
punching with a bar when suddenly it
went through and there was a breath of
air greeted me. 1 gave a few more
punches and a rock big enough to have
killed us all fell in. I ducked back to
save myself, and looking up saw we had
reached the surface. I called back to the
others, and they literally went mad with
delight. We were not long in getting
to the outside.”

When the miners came from the tun-
nel, scores of men were at work en-
deavoring to rescue them from the tun-
nel. They were trying to open up the
entry. They were speedily conveyed
across the river on a raft to safety.

Little less extraordinary was the es-
cape of the family of Samuel Ennis,
who occupied one of the houses destroy-
ed. The home of Mr. Ennis was -the
second to be struck by the slide. Me.
and Mrs. Ennis, their four children and
James Warrington were all in bed in
the house. The building was destroyed
and scarcely a trace of it could be found
the next morning, yet every one of the
occupants escaped with their lives, and
although Warrington was terribly in-
jured, all will live. Mr. Ennis remem-
bers very little with regard to what hap-
pened, but Mrs. Ennis has a vivid recol-
lection: “I chanced to be awake,” said
she, “when I heard a strange rumbling
sound which seemed to come from the
mountain. I shook my husband and ask-
ed him what it was.® He replied that-it
was the wind, and went back to sleep.
I heard a still louder sound, which
frightened me, and once more asked my
hushband, but he said it was a storm.
Then I felt something strike the house,
and remember nothing more until T was
carried out of the ruins of our home.”

All of the Ennis family were injured,
but no one in the house suffered serious-
ly except Warrington, who will in all
probability be a eripple the rest of his
life.

President Chambers, of the board of
trade, was of the opinion that in view
cf the disaster which had already taken
piace and as a means of public safety,
action should be taken.

Dr. Malcoms deemed the opinion of
these gentlemen worthy of serious
consideration, and that the matter
should receive very careful thought. He
himself was compelled to stay to look
after patients in hig hospital, as to move
them meant sure death.

It was ultimately deeided te have the
police notify everybody cnd give those
who wished 'a chance to°go. This is now
‘being . done, and doubtless wany will
avail themselves of the opportunity. The
police will pafrol the outskKirts of ‘the
town, if it is abandoned for the night,
ond see that no depredations are com-
mitted, and will guard all avenues of
access and egress, Premier Hautlain
speaks of remaining in town himself.

The C. P, R. are removing all their
men engaged in construction work to a
place of safety, and likewise Contractors
Breckenridge and Lund. The telegraph 4
office is also removed to the sanitarium
for the time being. "The railway com-
pany are also removing their rolling stock
at this place to a place of safety.
Everything is being done to avert if
possible another calamity.

TERRIBLE EXPLOSION.

Twelve People Kille@d and Over Fifty In-
jured—Factory. Demolished,
Cleveland, Ohio, May 2.—The Kohl
torpedo factory at the corner of Cass
avenue and Orange street blew up
shortly after noon fo-day. At least a
dozen persons, and probably more, were
killed, and from fifty to seventy-five in-

jured.
There is said to have been fully thirty

employees at work in the factory at the
fime of the explosion, nearly all of whom
were girls.

Scores of firemen and policemen were
injured while looking for the dead and
injured. Twenty-five to fifty houses in
the vicinity of the factory were ruined.
The factory was completely demoiished.

BEEN EVACUATED

Turtle Mountain Is Still Crun{bling---
Loose Portion Will Probably Be
Blown Up With Dynamite.

Frank, N. W. T., May 3.—(Special.)—
After the order of evacuation was is-
sued yesterday afternoon by Premier
Haultain, in accordance with the deci-
sion of the meeting acting on the report
of the party of experts whoexamined the
mountain, the work of ‘moving was
quickly ‘carried out. It was all done in
a few hours, for by 9.3 o'clock last
evening nearly all household stuff and
all the people had been removed to
places of safety. Along the line of the
C. P. R. Superintendent Taylor, of the
C. P. R, had made most perfect arrange-
ments for handling all the effects, and
placed all available cars in front of the
station and household goods were imme-
diately placed in them, The streets were
crowded in a most confused . manner
with men, teams and furniture of every
description.

Althougn the work was done on such
short notice, only a few hours, yet the
evacuation was carried out in the most
orderly manner possible. At 9.30 p.m.
the special arrived for the people and
everybody left.the town.

Premier Haultain had - arrangements
made for free transportatien to points
west of the line as far as Moyie, and too
much praise cannot be given Premier
Haultain, the C. P. R. and the Mounted
Police, who did most efficient service.

‘FThe - railroad crews at, work on re-

censtraction were all ordered to quit
work and assist in taking the effects to
the train, and as there were some 250
men engaged it will be seen that they
rendered very valuable service and very
great credit is due to the  officials .in
‘chifsege Fors the perfect way in which ar-
rangements were carried out..

At the time of the exodus yesterday
merchants were not permitted to load
their stocks until the people had an op-
portunity to get their household effects
away, and to-day an engine and train
crew has been:kept between Frank and
Blairmore hauling to the latter place
chattels of every description as fast as
loaded. Most of the merchants had de-
cided yesterday not to move their stocks,
but all have now’ decided to do so.

H, L. Frank, majority owner of the
coal mining property, arrived to-day with
General Manager Gebo, but had -no-.
statement to make as to his intentions
regarding the property.

The Canadian Pacific, particulariy
Supt.

KING AT REVIEW,

His Majesty To-Day Watched the Man-
oeuvres of French Troops—
3rilliant Sceune,

Paris, May 2.—It was a martial pan-
orama of imposing proporticn, resem-
bling as near as possible the conditions
of warfare, the troops being uniformed
and accoutered for actual warfare, which
King Edward witnessed at Vincennes
to-day.

The King drove to Vincennes in an
open state coach accompanied by Presi-
dnt Loubet, the cabinet ministers and
the Lheads of the army and navy. The
escort consisted of a regiment of Cuir-
assiers. The streets were densely packed
and the’pecple continuously acclaimed
the King. Even the woods of Vincennes
were swarming with sightseers.

As the equipage entered the field of
Manoe, batteries of field guns, in a
deafening maunner, fired a salute. King
Edward drove along the line. of troops
while fanfare of trumpets were sounded,
standards were dipped and bands played
“God Save the King.”

His Majesty,- who wore the uniform
of a British field marshal, with a gray
military cloak thrown over his shoulder,
surveyed the- scene seriously and ecriti-
cally fqr it was.a sight to interest even
a King.

On ascending to the tribune, which
had a canopyi df flowers. surrounded by
the chiefs of sfate. the King witnessed
the review. The spectators furiously ac-
claimed, the women crying “Bravo Ed-
ward.” :

General Faure Biguet, military gover-
nor of Paris, who commanded the troops,
formed them in.two divisions. The first
was made up of regular infantry,
Zouaves and colonial troops. The sec-
ond included the mounted forces, regi-
ments of Hussars, Dragoons and Cuir-
assiers and battgries of light field pieces
and ponderous guns, forming a vast ex-
panse of moving. color and glittering
steel. toqt

The troops then drilled before the
King, who rosg and saluted each French
flag. A dramatjc climax in the review
was a furious charge of the whole brig-
ade of cavalry.. It was a blood—stirring
sight as the splid mass of horses swept
straight towarhds, the King’s tribune, the
cavalrymen  yelling and brandishing
their swords coming to an abrupt halt
in an unbroken column immediately in
front of the tribune. The King rose
and bowed ackngwledgements to the sa-
lutes of the commanders and addressed
words of copgratulation to President
Toubet on the splendid discipline and
appearance of the troops.

Later King Edward was driven to the
Hotel Deville, where he was welcomed
as the guest of the municipality. The
crowds evervwhere continued their.
friendly manifestations.

Shipping Men Refuse to Make Conces-
sions — Militia Still on Duty at
Montreal Wharves.

Montreal, May 4.—An attempt to set-
tle the ’longshoremen-s strike was made
this afternoon, a conference being heid
between representatives of the stevedores
and shipping agents and the officers of
the International Union. As far as
wages, hours, ete., an arrangement was
quickly effected, but when it came to
recognifion of the union, defined in this
case that none but union men should be
employed upon the wharves, the shipping
men flatly refused to make the conces-
sion. On the other hand, union officials
stated that they considered this the only
point of importance in the fight. The
ccnference broke up on the union officials
being notified that if the men were not
back to work by 3 o'clock in the after-
noon the steamship men would at once
cable to England instructions to send
forward the first batch of one thousand
men, with a second thousand to follow
the next week. Some of these men have
already sailed, and some are now at
work in the harbor. The union officials
were notified that these men had ‘bHeen
engaged” for the season, and that even
if the union did return to work these
men would not be discharged to make
room for union men. The militia are
still doing duty on the wharves, but an
attempt is to be made to secure their
release by substituting the men attach-
ed to the Canadian regular forces,

WILL RECOMMEND
NO AMENDMENTS

MINING COMMITTEE
' WANT THEM DELAYED

Decision in * Favor of ‘Leaving Placer
Act As It Is for This
Session.

Monday the mining committee ' of
the legiglature met and listemed to the
representations made to it by John
Keen and .D. W. Higgins, president and
vice-president of the Provimcial Niming
Association. The question’ of crown
granting placer claims was freely -dis-
cussed. Séveral of the members of the
committée showed a disposition in f,avor
of crown granting claims.

It was finaily decided te necommend
to the government that they do not take
any action in the way of amending the
placer mining act this yeat, ¥hstead the
proposed amendments should be eirculat-
ed in the placer mining distriets and that
the views of those interested should then
be obtained before the next sessiom of
the legislature.

In opposing the crown granting of
placer claims Jos. Hunter said he mever
knew an instance of money being with-
held on aecount of the lack of title. He
believed thve people of 'Cariboo would
back him in this. Some men wanted a
¢rown grant so that they could sit down
for all etermity and look at the tamd and
keep it locked up.

They weould have to pay taxes, said
Mr. Clifford:

Mr. Hunter contended that there was,
no necessity for there being a tax. The
legislature might take this off.

Other members of the committee com-
batted the'logie of taxes being removed
by théd legislature!"
said” the ‘government would remove taxes
from lands.

Mr. Hunter further contended . that
they should not make laws for the
“grafters” and speculators.

Mr. Dunsmuir said that the “grafters”
could get in under the crown grants just
as well as under the lease system,

THE LOCAL TEAM

AND SO SIGNALLIZED
OPENING OF SEASON

Nine From Mt. Angel College Could Not
Hold Their Qwn—0Qiher Sports
on Saturday.

An almost erroriess maich resuiting in a
well earned victory for ihe heme team
marked the opening of the baseball season
for 1903 in Victeria on Sarurday. The
local nine acquitted themselyves in a highly

:through by both' teams in as scientifi¢' a
matper as could be desired by the most
exacting.

The trouble at present is wtlmti
nobody knows where the govorumenti
stands in iUs relations to the tariff, so it,‘l
is said by people who pretend to know |
all that is possible to be known about
the science of government or anything
else on the earth or in the heavens. And
Fet, when one comes to think of it, the
present fiscal system of Canada has been
in effect for a goodly number of years,
with the exception of the change in the
duties affecting the importation of Ger-
man goods, which change every opposi-
fion newspaper aprd public man in the
country appears ‘to ‘approve of. Mr.:
Rorden says he would impose upon the
country, if he had the chance, a policy
of “adequate protection.” In point of
coemparison in defimiteness it seems to us
the policy of the government has a mani-
fest advanlage here, On the one side
we have a “nepulous proposition,” which
may mean anything; om the other we
have a “concrete fact,” tne meaning of
which cannot be mistaken. The position
of the leader of the opposition is under-
standable only in the light of an explana-
tion he made in a speech at a banquet in

Tontreal—that the West does mot under-
stand cr appreciate what he would do
for it, and that therefore it is expedient
to approach the matter cautiously. The
West is becoming:yearly a more im-
_portant factor in the politics of the coun-
try, tuerefore it behooves all public to
treat its opinions with deference. It»
laughs in scorn at the promises of Tory
politicians that. if it will but submit to
some increases of taxation and support
the Conservative party it will wake up
some fine frosty mor.ing and find the
prairies dotted with tall chimneys, de-
noting the presence of great manufactur-
ing industries, with such incidentals as
teeming -multitudes of operatives. But
the hard-headed men of the West are not
easily carried away by such promises.
Raw material and fuel cannot be pro-
duced by a wave of the magic wand of
a politician, There is doubt as to the
sincerity of Mr. Borden. He is not far
wrong when he says he is misunderstood
by the West.

Then as to the precision of the designs
of the opposition we also have our
doubts. They did not deal with fiscal
matters ‘so scientifically when they had
the opportunity. The manufacturers in-
terested - prepared the schedules of du-
ties and submitted them to the Finance
Minister, with instructions to bring
them into force and to vary them at his
political peril. On one occasion when
the Premier, Sir John Thompson, dis-
coveriag that there were what he termed
“mouldering branches” on the tariff tree,
and ordered Mr. Foster to cut them away,
evidence was speedily forthcoming as to
the power which adjusted the “‘scientific”

oriff of the Conservative government.
After the changes were announced a de-
putation of manufacturers descended
upon the capital and compelled the Min-
ister to rise in his place and tell the
House thaf the announced reductions in
duties were all “cldfical errors”’ As a
mark of the sincerity of the government’s
repentance we believe at that time there
was a general increase in the rates of
gaxation. But we must admit that Mr.
" Foster was subject to what he termed
“moments of weakness.” He is out of
the House and has left no successor.
‘Who the scientific tariff adjuster is at
present is a mystery. Mr. Osler posed
for the position last year. He must
have been a most disms]l failure, as he
has not been heard from at all this sea-
son. Perhaps, like a great majority of
his brethren, he is too busy in these pip-
ing times of prosperity to bother with
the Pariiamentary duties he was elected
to perfoerm. Mr. Clancy is ambitious
to don the robes of the financial prophet,
but we cannot believe his pretensions are
reganded seriously by his political
friends. Besides, Mr., Clancy will prob-
ably, like Mr. Foster, be without a con-
stituency under the new redistribution
bill. 'Pothwell was specially constructed
to mect the exigencies of the gerry-
mander act. It is not within the boun-
dariés of any county, but is made up of
fragments. It is one of the seats which
will disappear from the political map of
Ontario.

As to the capacity of the Conservative
party to deal in a scientific way with
transportation matters we may also be !
pardoned in'the light of the history of
that party for having our doubts. - It
was no. as vacillating in this particular
as in the case of the tariff, simply be-
czuse it ‘was necessary to do something
with the tariff when the manufacturers
demanded a change.

THE RIVAL YACHTS.

When the first descriptions of the new
America Cup defender Reliance were
published the Times ventured the ‘opin-
ion that Herreshoff had ventured upon
an experiment and that only aectual tests
against recognised types such as Colum-
bia and Constitution would demonstrate
the wisdom of the departure from
proved standards. The American design-
er vvidently agrees in opinion with the
experts who claim that there is no room
for further improvement along the lines
exemplified in Celumbia, the boat which
has twice defended.the coveted trophy—
that that craft is a perfect thing -of her
kind, and that in order to insure a vie-
tory this year. there must be a radical
departure from existing models. We
expressed the view that the Bristol
builder had gathered inspiration from

the work of Independence, the Boston
boat which in the trials of 1901 had

shown extraordinary bursts of speed
under eertain conditions, but which in
others developed weaknesses which ren-
dered her an unreliable champion. From
descriptions of Reliance which have ap-
peared in the New York Scientific Ameri-
can it is evident that the idea of Her-
reshoff in designing the new boat was to
produce a yacht in which all the weak-
nesses of Independence were eliminated,
and, if possible, her strong points re-
tained. Our New York contemporary,
one of the most reliable authorities in
the world on the subject, says the events
of the yachting season of 1901 and 1902
rendered it pretty certain in the judg-
ment of the yachting sharps that when
the folding doors of the Herreshoff
building sheds were opened there would
pass out through them a vessel of very
extreme type. Consequently the exag-
gerated proportions of the forward and
after overhangs of the new boat causell
no surprise, even though they are the
work of such cautious and conservative
builders as the Bristol firm. ‘“In view of
the rather demonstrative merriment
which greeted the appearance of Inde-
pendence, with her hard turned bilges,
her blunt forward and after waterline,
each some
twenty-five feet in length, it must have
been something of a shock to the crities
to witness, sliding down the ways on
which the wholesome models of Colunr-
bia and Constitution made their first
bow to the public, a boat which so far
out-Heroded Herod that her overhangs
divide up ncarly sixty feet of the overall
length of the yacht between them.”

The Scientific American, while hope-
ful that the experiment will be justified
by results when an actual test of speed
takes place, practically admits that the
issue as between the old type and the
new is extremely doubtful. It says the
great beam of Reliance and the fact that
her waterline is full proves that her wet-
ted surface will be very large. She wilk
have great “initial stability,” ‘but it will
be a very difficult matter to get her. to
heel to her true sailing lines in a light
breeze. That means, we take it, that
Reliance is not what may be termed
a light weather boat. - The prevailing
breezes in the neighborhood of Sandy
Hook in. the early autumn are
light. The British designers have been
laboring for years to produce a ecraft
that would fit into such conditions. It
took some years of experience tq drive
the facts of the case home, and the tests
of Shamrock III. indicate that Designer
Fife has at last succeeded in evolving
the correct type. The British boat is
fast in any wind and in any point of
sailing, and is extremely fast in light
winds. In her case the test has been
applied, and it is that fact that lends so
much interest to the coming experimenfs
with Reliance. If the Herreshoff boat
should not prove the complete success
that is anticipated there will be oceans
of excitement in the neighborhood of
Sandy Hook on the 20th of August. We
fancy the Scientific American prints ex-
pert opinion when it says many yach#®s-
men will wonder why the bow was not
made shorter relatively to the stern, for
in a low, long stern such as that of Re-
liance every foot of length can be utis
lized. The craft, however, even by her
designer, is regarded as something of an
experiment, and only the actual test in
a jump of sea off Sandy Hook or New-
port can determine the value of such an
extreme bow. “Unquestionably the new
cup defender is the most interesting
ninety foot racing yacht that Herreshoff
has built. She is certain to be fast, and
under certain conditions extremely fast.
Judged on her lines, power and sail plan,
she should beat Shamrock IIL.; but the
latter boat, up to the hour of her dis-
aster, was certainly doing wonderful
work against Sharock I. herself a
greatly improved boat.”

Speaking of the performances of Sham-

rock IIT., the Scientific American says:

“There is no denying that these per-
formances on the part of a comparatively
untried boat indicate that the defend-

ing American yacht will have a worthy

competitor when they meet outside Sandy
Hook. Of course their value depends en-

Canadians do not as-a rule pay a
great deal! eof attention to the enact-
ments of congress. -We have #ur own
federal and affairs to attend to,
and they are of a sufficient volume and
sufficiently complicated to occupy all our
attention; The Seattle Post-Intelligencer
informs the great army of veterans who
think they have earned the right to live
during the course of their natural lives
upon the bounty of the state that a bill
was passed for their benefit during the
last session of cohgress and that it be-
came law on March 2. The new law
provides a pension of $40 per month for
the loss of a hand or foot; $46 for an
arm off at or below the elbow or leg
at or above the knee, $55 where the arm
or leg is entirely lost, $60.for loss of
one hand and ene foot, and $100. for the
loss of both feet. This is fixing values
with an exactitude and precision which
should meet with the approbation of all
who believe in the application of “fixed
principles” to legislative enactments, But
the thought of the possible effects of
such legislative may be somewhat dis-
quieting to men who love industry and
peace and hate war with a deadly
hatred. TUnder democratic governments
it is a remarkable fact that masses of
the people are eager to place their
great talents in the service of the state.
On the average the rate of remuneration
is possibly not so high as may be gained
in private employment, But there is a
something in such service that is very
attractive, and multitudes there be
striving to gain a ledgment where there
is room for only a comparative few.
Possibly the attraction may lie in the
thought of escape from the mad whirl
and struggle for subsistence. It must
be as soothing as a day’s fishing by
peaceful waters or a quiet afternoon on
the golf links for a jaded man to sink
into a comfortable chair with the feel-
ing that henceforth whate’er betide, in
good times or hard, his provender is sure
and his end peace. Surely it Is wortl
while to part with an arm or a leg, or
any member not absolutely mecessary to
existence, to attain such a position.
Even a war with its accompanying hor-
rors and possible obliteratlon may be
worth while if the end should be eleva-
tion to the haven of peace and rest.

TORONTO AND THE CHINESE.

The dexth and burial of a ¢hinunan
in Toronto, with the attendant proceed-
ings and ceremonies, has excited consid-
erable comment and seems to have fairly
divided attention with the sensational
proceedings in connection with the
Gamey bribery charges. Lee Yung was
a regular worshirper at the Metropolitan
Methodist church, the largest and most
fashionable place of worship of the ad-
herents of that denomination in the
boasted city of churches. Religious ser-
vices in accordance with Christian belief
were conducted at the rooms of the un-
dertaker. The sacred ceremonies over,
the Chinese residents of the ecity took
charge of the departed, and, after the
manner of their kind, conducted
LEim to the tomb, The funeral might have
taken .place in Victoria,without exciting
much comment, but the sight of flying
pieces of paper, crackling fireworks,
burning joss-sticks, and other incidental
ceremonies of pagan belief, shocked be-
yond measure those pcople of the good
city of the East who thought Lee Yung
end his friends had in reality and in very
truth abjured their ancient faith and be-
come converts to the Christian religion.
The authorities of Mount Pleasant ceme-
tery would not tolerate the idea of the
erection of an altar within the precincts
of the city of the dead on which sacri-
fices could be offered up and the evil
spirits of the riotous Chinese imagination
propitiated; but Lee’s friends did the
best they could under such adverse con-
ditions for the departed. They lighted
o borfire to keep his spirit warm and
left roast chicken, raisins, tea, cigarettes,
and other Chinese luxuries beside his
grave to sustain and comfort him on the
long journey to the spirit land.

One Toronto paper, in describing the
affair, intimates that the show would
have been conducted on a much more
picturesque and elaborate scale but for
the fact that the police during the previ.

THE JAMES BAY MYs’I‘ERY.

In his eviden¢e ' before the com-
mittee of the legislature appointed for
the purpose of attempting to clear up
the mystery in:counection with the Brit-
ish Columbia Southern and Columbia
& Western land grant, Hon. Mr. Pren-
tice stated the Premier of the day did
not: appear to understand the conditions
proposed at that time. It is also Mr.
Prentice’s opinion that Mr. Dunsmuir
fdoes not thoroughly comprehend the
terms of the mysterious agreement at
the present time. We have no difficulty
in: believing that statement. Nor is Mr.
Dunsmuir a solitary figure in that re-
épect. There are many men of exceed-
ingly penetrative intellect who cannot
comprehend the mystery. All has not
been revealed pertaining to the extraor-
dinary deal, and it is extremely probable
that much in connection with it will re-
main dark. Enough is known, however,
to indicate that the positlon of the ex-
Premier was entirely to his credit, and
that but for his intervention after he
had-been posted as to the state of affairs
by the Chief Commissioner of Lands and
Works a deal would have been consum-
mated that would not have been in the
true interests of the province.

It has been made quite plain that one
section of the cabinet was intriguing in
opposition 4o the plans of another sec-
tion. Under circumstances in which per-
fect harmony was necessary for the con-
sérvation of the interests of the prov-
ince the cabinet was divided against
itself. Fortunately .for British Colum-
bia, discord and division prevented -a
consummation which would never have
been suggested had all the members of
the government been mindful of the obli-
gations' they assumed when they were
called to office. It may be impossible to
get at all the facts of the case or to ar-
rive at a thorough understanding of the
purposes of the warring factions, but the
public know enough, we believe, to con-
vince them there are untrustworthy ele-
ments in the government. The present
Premier may not be strong enough to
administer a purgative. After the legis-
lature wakes up from its siesta perhaps
it will take an early opportunity of ex-
pressing its opinion and bringing the
matter within the sphere of the Lieut.-
Governor.

It will at once occur to any person
who reads the evidence we publish to-
day that the investigation has got be-
yond the capacity of a committee of the
House. TLe matter should be placed in
the care of men skilled in the art of
probing such scandalous affairs to the
bottom and wresting the truth from the
lips of those who are determined to sup-
press it. We are convinced that noth-
ing less than the appointment of a Royal
Commission will be satisfactory to the
electorate or to the Legislature. The
reputations of some of the members are
at stake. ‘Aspersions have been cast
upon their characters which can only
be removed by the light of a full and
complete investigation. They cannot af-
ford to rest under a cloud of suspicion.
It has been charged that certain of the
members were to personally profit by the
transfer of the lands in question to the

C.P.R. We take it that the House will
with one voice insist upon that charge
being proven or refuted. The Premier
as the leader of the House should be
the first to move in the matter after the
facts have been called to his attentiopgin
a régilar way. ¥

The whole matter then seemed to have
remained in abeyance until the summer.
The same company, then under the name
of the Columbia & Western, came to the
government and asked that these two
biocks, 4,593 and 4,594. should be-given
as the Columbia & Western subsidy.
This proposition was not mada in writ-
ing. It was 'made by G. McL. Brown.
He remembered one interview particular-
ly which he had himself. There were
cthers he beliéved, but he. remembered
this one. He proposed that this propasi-
tion should be made to the government.

“Mr. Brown’s reply,”’ said Hon. Mr.
Wells, “was that he did not wont it to
come as emamnating from ‘hi® company,
but as if emanating from the govern-
ment. I cannot remember the exact
date of it. This, I believe, was the last
interview I had with him. I do not re-
member of anyone being with MF.

An Interview With Lord Lyveden Re-
garding IForthcoming I’arliamen-
tary Visit,

Lord Lyveden, whose name has been
brought prominently before the public in
connection with the parliament v visit
to Canada, which he and Mr. Cuwn. ning
Macdona, M.P., are organizing, &.7
which has a.."sed such interest, is the
third baron of t.. mame. He was ed-
ucated at Eton colleg., °nd was form-
erly captain of the Thira . -~ttalion. of
the Highland Light Infantry.

An interviewer in London asked wv.’
Lyveden if he had ever visited Ameri-
ca. He said he had travelled extensive-
ly for some years, having before his
succession to the peerage made an ex-
periment of fruit farming in North Car-
olina, and when that experiment did not
succced he went cn a journey through
the States with his father, the Honor-
able and Rev. Courtenay John Vernon,
and visited Canada, going up the St,
Lawrence . river to Montreal. ;

Asked as to his political views, he re-
plied: “I am a Liberal, both by descent
and by the conviction based on experi-
ence. I have knocked about .the world
too much to believe in old-fashioned
Toryism. My grapdfather  was the
friend and political celieague of the.Lib-
eral party .in the House of Lords,. and
on my suecession to the peerage, Lord
Spencer wrote a letter to me, which let-
ter is one of my most valued possessions,
welcoming me to his side of the House
and expressing the pleasure with which
he looked back, to his early -association

ON STRIKE,

Carpenters Refuse to Consider Witima-
tum Bubmitted by Builders’
Asseciation.

As a' result of the uitimatum drawn up
at a meeting of the Builders’ Association
held on Saturday evening and submitted
to tli¢ Carpenters’ Union a strike' has
been declared by the uniom.

Oné of the members of the Builders’
Assoeintion - said Monday - that’ un-
doubitédly tke principal sufferers would be’
the union men. On account ef the stand
taken by the association, dlready mnon-
union men, on whom the umion counted
for co-operation, were coming back te
work. He pointed out, hewever, that if
the men showed a disposition to come te
an amicable agreement the association
. might see its way clear to modify the
‘eonditions upon the request of the union.

The principal prewision: of the associa-
tion’s ultimatum te which the’' union
takes ‘exception is that demanding the
exclusion from among their members or
union contraectors. It is pointed out that
under certain clauses in the constitution
niepibers of long standing are entitled
téo beénefit fees and privileges it would be
a hardship to surrender.

| Mr. Cuthbert in his lectures expatiates
{ upon the points of irterest to be found
along the Great Northern and Northern
Pacific routes, as well as on the line
| of the Canadian Pacificc. In Chicagad
i he distributed 10,000 circulars, urging
the people to escape the summer heaf
by taking a tour through western
| America to Victoria. He cites Butte,
Helena, Spokane and Seattle, besides
the Yellowstone park, as places wor-
thy of a visit,

“A description of Mr. Cutlbert’s lec
ture contains the following: ‘Leaving the
Mainland the lecturer took his audience
across the Gulf of Georgia to the beauti-
ful city of Victoria and exhibited a
large number of views of that city. He
described it as the Venice of Canada.

Vancouver to Victoria, he reminded his
audience that one of the British editors
had thus desenibed it: “The passage from
Vancouver to Victoria was a soofhing,
restful sequel to our long journey.
Through a perfect maze of well-wooded
islands, the steamer threaded her way
over the placid and almost glassy waters
of the Gulf of Georgia. As we sped
along we felt as if we were sailing to
the Isle of the Blest.” . . . . ‘See
Naples and die!’ I would rather say,
‘See the Gulf of Georgia and the Straits

‘“Herbert Cuthbert, secretary of the
Tourist Association of Victoria, B. C., is
in Butte on his retfurn from a six
months’ trip through the East in the
interest of his association and the city
0f Victoria. Many merchants of Vie-
toria have for several years maintained
an association, the objects of which are
to call the attention of tourists and
Dpleasure seckers to the beauties and at-
tractions of Viectoria, and to pay the
expense of maintaining the association
and keeping a lecturer in the field six
months in the year, the members assess
the¢mselves. Their enterprise and pride
in their city might appeal for emulation
to the people of other progressive cities
in the West.

TO DISCUSS TERMS

The Committee Appointcd by the Car-
penters’ Union Fails to Effect
a Settlement.

The three months' notice given by the !

union carpenters to the master builders
expired on Thursday. They demand a

a strike will follow. As stated several
t:mes before, they ask $3.50 per day of
hours, working five days in the
week at this rate and four hours on
Saturday. In other words they want
$19.25 a week for 44 hours. This re-
quest was presented to the master build-
ers last February, but it was decided to
remain on the old scale for three months

to permit of the.completion of contracts |

then existing.

4. mass meeting of union and non-union
carpenters was held at Labor hall last
night to discuss the situation. It was
unanimously decided to stand by the re-
quest urged last February, and in the
event of this being refused they would
cease work., A committee was appoint-
ed from the union and another to rcpre-
sent the non-union men to look after ne-
gotiations with the master builders in
the matter. This committee is em-
pewered to discuss the different aspects
of the situation.

There seems to be a musunderstand-
ing regarding the request of the master
builders for names of the members of
the union, which it is claimed was ignor-
ed by the latter.” It is understood the
committee appeintéd by the union is em-
powered to consider this question in com-
mon with others. In fact a union official
explained to a Times representative this
morning that such was the case, and
that a letter would be sent to the build-
ers at their meeting to-morrow explana-
tory of the committee’s powers in this
respect. ‘

A prominent members of the Carpen-
ters’ Union, discussing the situation, con-
tended ‘that what was asked for was
very reasonable. It was not often that
the men worked over eight or nine
months each year, and those who made
an average wf $50 a month the whole
year round were considered to be doing
well. This wage was very poor, especi-
ally for those who had large families.
The union had dealt most justly with
the contracfors. Over three months’ no-
tice was given, jand during that time
every endeavor was made to bring about
& meeting of committees representing
the Builders’ Association and the union
to discuss the situation, and, if possible,
reach some settiement. The union, he
pointed out, did not objeet ta members
taking contracts, but if assistance was
required to carry out the work they
must employ union labor at the standard
wage. The Builders’ Asso@ation, hav-
ing had ample notification, could not say
that the union had seized the opportunity
o’ a rusk of work to strike. There was
little doing. now, and it was the best
time to fight it out.

The committee appointed at last night's
meeting, composed of union and non-
union men, for the purpose of interview-
itig the masters and etmpling to effect
a settlement, endeavored to discuss the
question with members of the Builders’
Association, but their efforts were fruif-
less. The masters refused to recognize
the union or to discuss the matter at all
until after their regular meeting on
Saturday night,

One of the members of the assoeiation,
speaking to a Times.representative this
morning, said that if the carpenters
deny that union contractors do not hire
inferior  workmen at less than the stan-
dard wage they could not be acquainted
with the workings of their own union.
In support of this statement he quoted
the last (paragraph of a letter written
by the secretary of the Carpenfers’
Union to the secretary of the Builders’
Association, which follows: “In reference
to some jof our. members; who- as eon-
tractors” employ non-union and inferior
workmen at less than the ‘standard’ rate
of wage, I am requested to say that the
society -is ‘devising- means to” deal with
our members locally,. whereby- such -prae-
tices jwill be in future be rigidly dealt
with." ' This, it was pointed ‘out, prac-
tically. acknowledges that thére have
'been such practices, (while at last night’s
meeting it was reported that this was
cmphatically denied. Under any circum-
stands it was ridiculous for a union to
allow contractors among their members.

Continuing, the same contractor said:
“It is reporfed that a (lelegation is go-
ing around reporting that a number. of
contractors have agreed to the union’s
terms. Looking into this matter we find
that the bosses, especially the members
of the Builders’ Associafion, are a unit
in not giving in, or even meeting the dele-
gation until after Saturday night. Fur-
ther, the builders consider it a most in-
opportune time fo strike, business in the
building line being exceedingly dull «n
account of the recent rise in all building
material, and also owing to the shorten-
ing of the hours of the workmen from 9
to 8 hours per day.”

Altogether the present indications are

that the fight will be severe, both the]

Builders’ Association and the Carpenters’
Union having taken a decided stand. No
strike has "been formally declared, biut
a large number of union and non-union
men have stopped work.
