By an iniquitous measure it has concen-
trated in afew districts large numbers of
Liberal voters, in order to weaken the
effective Reform strength in many ridings,
to impair the prospects of election of lead-
ing Liberals, aud, if possible, to tarn a
minority of the people into a majority in
Parliament. j

For these purposes it has disregarded
the county bounds, disturbed the electoral
districts, and violated long standing asso-
ciations of friendship, business, and con.
venience throughout the greater part of
Ontario.

But even this was not enough.

Repealing the law which makes sheriffs
and registrars the returning-officers, it has
taken power to appoint where it pleases
its own neminees to do its work, and so
to re-enact the scenes of ten years ago,
when men defeated at the polls in Musko-
ka and West Peterboro’ were made into
members of Parliament by the will of
these officials. :

Such acts are subversive of those prin®
ciples of justice, equality, and fair play
on which our constitution rests, and
which give a moral sanction to the laws.

They show that Governmen$, notwith-
standing all its boasts, feels itself beaten

ﬁzin a fair fight ; and so attempts foul play. | ment of his foreign trade.

Ve are appealing to all good men, with-
out distinction of party, to rebuke this
gross abuse of power; and to show its
authors that, though they may cxchange
townships and cut up counties as they
like, the votes of the clectors on whom
they count cannot be transferred to the
supporters of iniquities like these.

We are calling not only for an enthu-
siastic, vigorous, and.organized effort on
the part of Reformers, but also for the
supnort of many, heretofore indifferent or
hostile, who will yet decline to become
accomplices in this transaction. And our
call is answered !

But you
kaow also that I have fully recognized the
fact that we are obliged to raise yearly a
great sum, made greater by the ob' rations
imposed on us by this Government ; and
that we must continue to provide this
yearly sum mainly by import duties, laid
to a large extent on goods similar to those
which can be manufactured here; and
that it results as a necessary incident (f
our settled fiscal system that there must
be a large, and, as I believe, in the view
of moderate protectionists, an ample
advantage to the home manufacturer.
Our adversaries wish to present to you,
an issue as between the present tariff and
absolute free trade.

That is not the true issue.

Free trade is, as I have repeatedly ex-
plained, for us impossible ; and the issue
is whether the present tariff is perfect or
defective and unjust. :

I believe it to be in some important
respects defective and unjust.

We expressed our views last session in
four motions, which declare that articles
of such prime necessity as fuel and bread-
stuffs should be free; that the sugar
duties\should be so adjusted as to relieve
the cohsumer from some part of the enor-
mousg extra price he is now liable to pay
to a few refiners; that the exorbitant and
unequal duties on the lower grades of
cottons and woollens should be so changed
as to make them fair to the masses, who
now pay on the cheapest goods taxes
about twice as great in proportion as those
which the rich pay on the finest goods ;
and that the duties on such an article as
iron, which is in universal use, should be
reduced, so as to enable the home manu-
facturer, to whom it is a raw material, to
produce cheaper goods, for the benefit of
his home consumer, and the encourage-
1 believe that by changes of the charac-
ter I have indicated, monopoly and extra-
vagant prices would be checked, a greater
measure of fair play and justicetoallclasses
would be secured, and the burden of
taxation could be better adjusted to the
capacity of the people who are to pay.
Depend upen it, a day will come when
by sharp and bitter experience we shall
learn the truth ; and many who even now
applaud will then condemn these particu-
lar incidents of the tariff,

They have greatly
added to that charge; and have, as far
as in them lay, ensured the recurrence of
a period of severe financial ditficulty and
distress.

products at home, and high prices abroad.
They pride themselves on their Pacific
Railway contract. I condemn that bar-
gain as improper, being made in secret,
without public tender, contrary to the ex-
isting policy of the people and of Parlia-
ment, and opposed to the provisions of the
law. Igondemn it as extravagant, since
the enterprise will cost us sixty million
dollars and twenty-five million acres of
the choicest lands, while the road is to
belong to the company, which will realize
the cost of its part of the work out of 1ts
land and money subsidies.

1 condemn it as outrageous, in confer-
ring on the company a practical monopoly
for twenty years, of the trade of our
North West Territories, and large privi-
leges and exemptions, very valuable to
them and still more detrimental to the
public.

I condemn it as indefensible, being con-
summated in the face of a tender to per-
form the same obligations for three mil-
lion dollars less money, for three million
acres less land, without the monopoly of
trade, without the exemptions from taxa-
tion, and on other conditions much more
favorable than those of the contract.

I condemn it as premature, since the
true policy was to provide for the rapid
completion of the line from Thunder Bay
and for the immediate construction of rail-
ways through the prairie, and, by securing
the early development and settlement of
the North-West, to give added value to
our lands and a prospect of traffic for the
road before contracting for completion of
| the eastern and western ends.

The progress of the North.West is due
to the work we did and proposed to do.

The difficulties and drawbacks which
exist, very serious now and far more seri-
ous in the future, are due to the obnoxious
terms of the contract.

One short year has vindicated our
policy. Who can doubt that had it been
adopted, we could to-day make a bargain
for the undertaking under \ﬁ‘lich it would
be completed as soon, and on terrﬁs infin-
itely better than those to which We are
| now committed. The (}overnmené" and
| Parliament declined to give you an oppor-

tunity of deciding on the question. We
have now to ask the popular judgment on
the men who refused that opportunity and
consummated that contract.
;; You know well that I do not approve of
| needless restrictions on our liberty of ex-

changing what we have for what we want,
and do not seethat any substantial appli-
cation of the restrictive principle has
been, or can be, made in favor of the

great interests of the mechanic, the
laborer, the farmer, the lumberman, the

the discouragement of many deserving
men, and great injury to the public. It
shows that the true remedy is the abolition
of political patronage, the substitution of
appointment by merit, and the reorgani-
zation of the system.

Agreeing in the main with these views,
I believe that the new Act, which proceeds
on other lines, will not remedy the admit-
ted evils.

Provision is needed to prevent improper
practices in connexion with tenders and
contracts for public works ; but the Gov-
ernment has thwarted such legislation.
Those who have not forgotten the events
of 1872 will know the reason why.

The Local Hlection.

It is really a fact that certain gen-
tlemen who desire to maintain the
existing state of things in regard to
local politics, have been industrious-
ly endeavoring to create the impres-
sion that the people of Northumber-
land are so satisfied with the record
of the present Government, that they
are not in humor to do their duty
by an earnest endeavor to vote it out
of power. Such, however, is not the
fact, as the election cards in the pre-
sent issue of the ADVANCE bear wit-
ness. Messrs. Hutchison and Gilles-
pie, whose record of the past four
years is a guarantee of their determi-
nation to secure a better Govern-
ment for the Province, appeal to the
electors on that record and, in com-
pliance with the request of a large
number of their fellow-electors,
Messrs. Thomas Troy, of Douglas-
town and John Burchill, of Nelson,
have consented to allow themselves
to be placed in nomination with these
gentlemen on a square four ticket,
pledged to their nominors and each
other to use every effort, if elected,
to oust the present Government and
substitute therefor a body of men
who will more honestly and earnestly
endeavor to introduce reforms of
administration which are so urgently
pressing themselves upon the atten-
tion of every thinking man in the
Province. These gentlemen recog-
nise the fact that the Government
now in power is but the rump and
disorganised fragments of that which
was left to us at Confederation, and
a8 it has utterly failed to reorganise
the system of Provincial management
and make it conformable with the
limited means and altered circum-
stances of the Province, the time is
ripe for wiping-it out of existence.
Of the i

by the cry then raised and Mr. Turgeon

received a large vote. But the plot

failed.

Those same partiesiow show how

insincere was thejr pretended zeal for

French representation, They now cool-

ly put Mr. Turgeon and his friends

aside—as far as that is in their power—

and have formed an alliance with Mr.

Burns, between whom and the Messrs.

Young, leaders of the clique in the

lower part of the County, there was, for

years, a most bitter fend. Those who

know how Mr. Burns, during those

years, talked of the Messrs. Young and

how they talked of Mr. Burns, are now

surprised to see them working together

as cordially as if the past had all been
absolutely forgotten, and see, in this
remarkable combination, another proof
of the wonderful effect self-interest fre-
quently has on poor human nature.

The cliques hope that this new combi-
nation will be successful, but to gite it
any ch of it is 1 ry to
conceal that it exists,—so abhorrent is
it to the large majority of the electors.
Both parties, it is said, deny that there
is any compact or agreement or under-
standing of any kind between Mr.
Burns and the Hon. R. Young. They
say that Mr.Young supports Mr. Burns,
now, merely because they agree in
Dominion politics. Their efforts at
concealment deceive nobody. The
whole people see that they have come
o0 an understanding and that they are
trampling at once on personal feelings
and public considerations in order to
promote their personal interests.

How far will they succeed? In
Bathurst, Mr. Burns will poll a large
vote, although by no means so large as
he expects. ‘ In Tracadie, if the Young
influence is still as powerful as in 1877
—and some say it is not—he may have
a majority, but in all the other parishes
it is probable he will be larzely in the
minority. Mr. Turgeon, should he go
to the poll, will poll a much larger vote
than Mr. Burns in Beresford and will,
probably, get a larger vote in some
other districts. The great majority of
Mr. Anglin’s old supporters in all the
parishes are prepared to declare once
more their confidence in him and their
approval of his principles. It is whisp-
ered that Mr. Turgeon is to be induced
to retire and that this will be arranged
when Sir Leonard Tilley visits the Nor-
thern Counties this week, but his retire-
ment would not, in most districts, in-
crease the relative strength of the sur-
viving Tory candidate. From this,
which is a candid view of the sitnation,
as presented by the most reliable infor-
mation we have been able to obtain, it
will be seen how unfounded are the
statements published in the Tory papers
and how foolish are the boastings in
which the Tory party love to indulge.

Mr. Snowball's Retirement.

As was to be expected, the Tories have
made the most of the fact of Mr. Snow-
ball’s retirement and some of the Liberal
papers have taken a course that has assist-
ed their opponents, to a considerable

Were his position before the consti-
tuency thatof a Tory candidate, as the
organs of that party endeavor to make the
country believe, were there apythingin
his card to the electors to justify the
belief that he does not mean
what he has said and what we
have indicated above, he would
have been at once opposed by an out and
out Liberal—an avowed supporter of Hon.
Edward Blake and the party led by him
in the country. We are free to confess
that, in our opinion, it would be difficult,
if not impossible to beat Mr. Mitchell,
now that Mr. Snowball has retired and
the Liberals have largely acceptea Mr.
Mitchell’'s well-known independence of
Sir Leonard Tilley, his tariff ideas, so
different from that gentleman’s, and his
admissions of his errors in certain local
matters. We say, however, with equal
sincerity and a knowledge of the political
sentiments pervading the County, that if
Mr. Mitchell were, even now, to follow
the suggestions of the Tory press and fall
into line with Sir Leonard and his policy,
were to proclaim himself a Conservative,
and come forward under such local
auspices as he did in 1878, he would be
opposed and though, perhaps, not beaten,
come so uear to it as to fully
convince the Tory managers how
silly and unfounded  have been the
comments on the political situation
in Northumbefland by their press.
If these party managers understand any-
thing of the situation here, they know
that Northumberland is as strong in the
Liberal cause as ever she wag, and that
she will only accept as her representative
ome who is fairly inaccord with her politi-
cal traditions.

The Moncton Transcript remarks ,
There is one thing that will greatly help
Mr. Mitchell to popular favour in
Northumberland, and that is his well-
known and outspoken opposition to Sir
Leonard Tilley. The latter, as is well
known, would very much prefer to
have Mr. Snowball in Parliament rather
than Mr. Mitchell. Under such cir-
cumstances, we wish our Conservative
friends joy over the matter. But it
should be stated that where one Liberal
member of the late house has declined
to run again there are three times that
number of supporters of the Govern-
ment who have taken the same course.”

Gloucester Politics.

The Tory papers strive very persist-
ently, through their correspondents, to
persuade the rest of the Dominion that
a great revolution has taken place in
the County of Gloucester, that the ma-
Jjority of the electors there have become
converts to the doctrine of heavy taxes
and monster monopolies and that Mr.
Anglin, who has served the County so
long and so faithfully, hasno chance of
being re-elected, and they pretend to
find evidence to maintain their reckless
assertions in the fact that Mr. Anglin
went into the County in his usual quiet,
unostentatious way, and that he is prose-
cuting his canvass without noisy demon-
strations of any kind, while,on the part
of one of his opponents, much is done
to make a show of strength very much
after the fashion of those theatrical
managers who strive to represent mighty
armies by marching the same men across
the stage many times.

There is no change™of poliiical opin-
ion in Gloucester, but there is a change
of place on the part of Mr. Anghn’s
opponents and a new set of combina-
tions has been formed, through which’
—as through previous combinations—
they hope to win success.

In 1877 they conceived the idea that
by working up what they called the
French national feeling Mr. Anglin
could be defeated, and they selected
Mr. Turgeon as their candidates These
men, who all their lives had treated the
French people with iusolence and con-
tumely, who had wronged and oppress-
ed them, and who were seeking to re-
turn to the old state of things which
placed the patronage of the County in
the hands of two cliques—one in
Bathurst and another in the lower part
of the County—and which put in the
tills of a few men all the money appro-
priated by the Legislature for County
purposes, were heard to declare, wher-
ever they went, that the French people
should elect one of themselves. The

chief cause of this hatred of Mr. Anglin
was that he had endeavored to do even
handed justice to all classes and nation-
alities in the County and their real
object in raising the French cry was,”|
by means of it, to reduce the French
people to their former condition of

the statement we made in reference to
the matter last week and stated we said
what was furthest from our thoughts and
could not be inferred from a reading of
our words. We might have said, last
week, had we thought the Liberal, as
well as the Tory papers, would have con-
tributed to a general misunderstanding of
the matter, that Mr. Snowball, months
ago, positively made up his mind that he
could not, in the next Parliament, be
the representative of Northumberland.
Whether he might be returned by accla-
mation or a majority of the electors’ votes
could not alter this decision in the least.

This induced him not to announce
his proposed retirement, for two principa]
reasons. One was that such announce-
meut might change Mr. Mitchell’s sup-
posed intention not to offer, and the

porter of the Tory Government to offer,
which would lead to a contest that might
be avoided. If Mr. Mitchell hag®remain-
ed out of the field and it had=been gener.
ally believed that Mr. Snowball intended
to again offer, opposition to him looked
very improbable. With matters in this
position on nomination day, Mr. Snowball
and some other Liberal or independent
candidate could have been nominated and
Mr. Snowball’s retirement, then and
there, would have saved a contest. The
only thing that could interfere with this
plan was the determination of Mr, Mit-
chell to seek re election. This determina-
tion was not believed in by Mr. Snow-
ball until Wednesday of last week and
hardly then, although Mr. Mitchell had
been canvassing some of the electors. In
that canvass he declared himself to be in
accord with neither of the two great
parties in the House of Commons, and
while he did not, so far as we can ascer-
tain, state what his objections were to the
principles and policy of the Liberal Party,
as laid down by Mr. Blake, he gave no
uncertain sound in reference to his deter-
mination, should he be elected, of oppos-
ing the Tilley Tariff. As we understand,
both from what we have heard of his de-

the subject, of which, we have personal
and direct knowledge, he pledged himself
to a determined effort to secure such alter-
ations and 1eadjustments, of the present
tariff as to relieve the main industries of
the Maritime Provinces, of burdens which
that tariff now imposes on them. Mr.
Mitchell made no secret also of his convic-

In Spite of Senator Boyd.

Mr. Costigan, M. P. for Victoria,
New Brunswick, has been taken into
the Dominion Cabinet as Minister of
Inland' Revenue. Mr. Costigan has
long been looked upon as booked for a
Ministerial position, although Sir
Leonard Tilley has seemed to keep him
out until further resistance of his just
claims threatened to endanger his own
 chances of re-election. Sir iLeonard
has been mcre than content as the sole
Ministerial representative of this Pro-
vince at Ottawa, being evidently so
jealcus of his own prestige and position
as to ignore Mr. Costigan and his
friendw ever since his own last accession
to power, and it is doubtful if this tardy
act of justiee to a faithful and promi
nent member of the Conservative party
—a man who ‘“‘went down with the
ship” in 1873, instead of going up into
an important ofice—will have the de-
sired effect in saving the political neck
of either the Government or the selfish
Finance Minister. Tt is an open secret
that Sir Leonard Tilley has been, of
late, to a greater extent than ever, un-
der the influence of Senator Boyd of
St. John ; and there are not a few who
believe it has been at the instigation of
that gentleman, that Mr. Costigan was
kept out of the Cabiuvet long after the
time when almost everyone else believed
he would have been taken in. If Mr.
Costigan were a fellow-Minister with
Sir Leonard, Mr.

and

Boyd’s importance
influence with the Government
would be lessemed. It is, therefore,
something to be thankful for that the
exigencies of the political campaign—if
not his sense of justice—has relaxed
Ir. Boyd’s grip upon Sir Leonard’s
liberty and mind in this matter. Mr.
Costigan is a decided improvefient on
the gentleman whose vacated position
he takes.

Restigouche FPolitics.

There is trouble among the political
hybrids in Restigzouche. They want to
beat Mr. Haddow and don’t know how
to go about it. He is mow on his regu-
lar canvassing tour and meeting with
unexpected success. It must be most
gratifying to him to find that the great
mass of the electors are staunch in their
adherence to the principles of the
Liberal party und that they repudiate
the new political olla podrida calling
itself the Liberal-Conservative Party.
The gentlemen composing that combi-
nation are trying a number of namnes
with & view of ascertaining how they
will charm the electoral ear, but, so far,
‘have succeeded very indifferently. They
have almost concluded that Mr. Robert
Moffat ought to .command more votes
than any other of the half dozen aspir.
ants among them, but realize that he is
personally distrusted by their more
honest and independent men. They
have,‘iin their perplexity, determined

o

fix it,and the good Tories and turncoats

of that constituency must do as they

are told by the great political prophet.

It is understood that“Sir Leonard

favors Mr. Moffat and will decide in

his favor. He is, however, to pretend

that he is in Restigouche only to en-

lighton its electors in reterence to the

N. P.—to prove to them that they have

a ‘““hum,” and he made it for them.

He may venture to tell them that it
was he who insisted that the Intercolo-

nial should pass thro’ Campbellton, that
it was he who told New Brunswickers
the truth about what our tariff would
be under Confederation, he who blamed
the Grits for spending $24,000,000 and
yet, himself, spends 30,000,000, he who
is a pure patriot and does not believe
in public men putting their relatives in
oftice, he who helped Sir Charles throw
over $200,000 into the lap of his friend
Onderdonk, he who assisted in gerry-
manderfng Ontario,and he who pocketed
a governor’s commission when his party
sunk under the Pacific scandal and yet
proclaimed that he would *‘go down
with the ship.” Of course only the
knowing ones are in the secret of Sir
Leonard’s real mission to Campbellton.
He may fully explain to the electors
how be came to settle the Moffat Rail-
way claim and to Mr. Moffat, himself,
on the quiet, that a good deal of that
nioncy must be spent in rescuing Resti-
gouche from the Grits. In fact, Sir
Leonard has quite a contract before
him in Campbellton,and will have to be
in his most promising mcod. He will
have to do with Mr. McA llister, as Mr.
Turgeon says he did with him—promise
him a fat office for backing down in
Mr. Moffat’s favor, and Mr. David
Ritchie must be whipped into line. As
the latter,however, is of the real Simon
Puare Tory stripe, he will at once bow
to the will of the proghet.

Sir Leonard will, doubtless, instruct
the faithful that they are not to attack
Mr. Haddow, personally, because, as
he is a most popular man, of high prin-
ciple and integrity, it will not do to out-
rage public sentiment by any such mis-
take. He will rather impress upon
them the importance of the expediency
argument. He will tell them it isin-
expedient for a small constituency to
send a man to Parliament who is op-
posed to the Government. He will ad-
mit to the clergy and his other pious
friends that this is a mean doctrine and
one to which "he once professed to be
opposed, but that it is the only one by
which the effect of the N. P. can prop-
erly be made manifest through the bal-
lot box. He will not refer to the fact
that Mr. Hadduw did a great deal for the
County until Sir Leonard returned to
power and that the probabilities of his
own election in St. Jubn ave very slim.
He will not tell them that he keeps out
of St. John as much as possible to
avoid having to answer awkward
questions put by formér supporters who
have been deceived by him, and that he
has little hope of remaining in power
long after the 20th June, even should
his last majority of seven not be con-

| verted into a minority of seven hundred
It is certain that he will not point to

the fact that Mr. Haddow has no axes
of his own to grind and that although
he was in opposition he did quite as
much for Restigouche as his predeces-
sor. He will also avoid telling the
electors to stick to principle, because
he knows, if they did, that they wonld
tell him to go back to St. Jobn and
redeem his own broken pledges there
and repent of the sins he has committed
in betraying a whole province that once
trusted, but now repudiates him.

Politics in Eent.

Geo. V. McInerney, Esq., is out
squarely in Kent County as a Liberal
and against Mr. G. A. Girouard, whose
representation of Kent at Ottawa has
been distinguished only by the success
with which he prosecuted his sleeper
claim and the silent, tame machine-
like uniformity of his votes on the
Government side. Mr. Gironard was
one of those back-bench’members,whose
voice was never heard in the many
debates on either Dominion or Provin-
cial questions, while no one would
ever think  of asking what
County he represented, save to sneer
at the political status it must
possess to send such a representative to
the Federal Parliament. Surely Kent
will not so far forget what is due to
herself as to miss the opportunity pre-
sented in Mr. McInerncy’s candidature
for securing a representative of culture
and ability—one who by education and
the associations of life is calculated to
make an efficient representative. If
Kent is true to herself she will take a
move forward from the back benches,
where she has remained in silence, so
far as her real interests are concerned,
for the last four years; she will have a
representative in the next_ Parliament
who will not be a mere votihg machine,
of whom men are constantly d'aying,—
““he must do it, for he has received his
$2,600.”

Senator Boyd’s references to the retire-
ment of Mr. Snowball, as given in the
St. John Surn, are characteristic
of him. His antecedents, as given by
himself in the Parliamentary Companion,
show that there is nothing of the bragdgart
about him, while the language he emgloys
aud the taste he displays are a fitting
reflection of the kind of person Sir Leonard
Tilley chooses to be his chief and confiden-
tial adviser.

That Ballast Wharf Business. |

The Chatham organ of the Canada
Ballast Wharf, seems, after all, to have
abandoned the idea that the £3,000
grant for a ballast wharf in Chatham
was intended to be expended in clear-
ing obstructions from the channel of the
Miramichi. It dare not accuse Mr.
Anglin of falsehood and is, therefore,
obliged to admit that what he states
Sir Hector said in reply to his question
across the floor of the House of Com-
mons, is correct. It practically aban-
dons the “‘obstruction” statement goes
back on Sir Hector’s alleged telegram
to M/Call, and says :—

The only fair inference from it [Sir
Hector’s statement to Mr. Anglin] would
be that the Government intended to build
a ballast wharf so as to have one “‘properly
‘constructed.” The statement that the
money was to buy a wharf from Senator
Muirhead’s son-in-law was manufactured
in Chatham out of whole cloth, and Mr.
Anglin’s name ungenerously used as the
author. Mr. Anglin’s version of his con-
versation with Sir Hector, whether his
recollectiorn be accurate or not, makes no
mention and contains no intimation of
any purpose of buying the Canada
Wharf property. We knew that Mr.
Anglin’'s name had been privately usel
as authority for the falsehood which we
exposed so effectually, but we did not be-
lieve him to be the author of it and made
no usewfhis name. The publication by
the Advance of Mr. Anglin’s letter shows
that we were right when we declived to
believe him the author of the slander
about Senator Muirhead and Mr. Sadler.

In the above, the World repudiates
the idea that the Government intended
to purchase the Canada Whart, but it
plainly adwnits that the fair inference
to be drawn from what Mr. Anglin was
told by Sir Hector is that ‘‘the Govern-
ment intended to build a ballast wharf,
80 as to have one properly constructed.”
Strip the matter of the World’s conjec-
tures—which must be prejudiced ones
to screen one of its proprietors—and we
have the admission of this Government
organ that it was the intention to estab-
lish a Government Ballast Wharf.—
This, then, is what the World now ad-
mits the grant of $3.000 was for. But,
in an editorial of 20th ult. the World
contained a highly imaginative account
of obstructions in theriver. It said,—

In the fall of 1879 a slab wharf
owned by Mr. Snowball, with two or three
hundred tons of ballast upon it, went
adrift and grounded upon Gordon Flats,
just below Middle Island. The aext
spring the ice lifted the top of it off, ballast
and all, and scattered it all along the
river, the rest of the structure remaining
on the flats. Last fall an engineer of the
Public Works Department was here,
made soundings, discovered the block em-
bedded in the mud, and reported the fact

to theMinister. In consequence of this
report, and of representations respecting
other impediments to navigation, the §3,-
000 was appropriated, and will be used
for the removal of the remains of Mr.
Snowball’s slab ballast wharf and other
nuisances from the river.

Which of the World’s beliefs are we
to accept, that of 20th ult. or that of
last Saturday ?

The World now says that J. Edward
Duyd, eugtneertn charge of Harbors,
&c., Maritime Provinces, reported as
follows to Henry F. Perley, Esq.;
Chief Engineer,Public Works,Ottawa: —

About three miles below Chatham there
is an obstruction in the channel which is
said to be a portion of Mr, Snowball’s
wharf which went adrift about two years
ago with 200 or 300 tons of ballast in it.
It lies directly in the channel, and has
only 16 feet water on it, while ou either
side the water is from 25 to 30 feet deep.
No time should be lost in removing this
obstruction, as a loaded vessel caught on
it could hardly fail to receive serious in-
jury. Sand and mud are accnmulating
round the sides, which will make it more
difficult to take out the longer it is allow-
ed to remain. It will no doubt in time
form a dargerous bar.

The above does not bear out the
statement of the World that Mr. Boyd
discovered the wharf in question, or
that he personally made soundings. In
fact his report must be based on hear-
say evidence, because it is incorrect.—
It is known that he was here and was
driven along the highway on both sides
of the river by the managing owner of
the Canada Wharf. He, no doubt, be-
lieved the reports that were told him,
on authority apparently good.

When Mr. Boyd was here he said he
could not report anythingin the channel,
so far as he had found, and we did not
think he would base a report on hear-
say testimony. The ADVANCE referred
last week to an official report on the
subject of this Snowball wharf business.
A copy of that report was forwarded on
10th inst. by the Deputy Minister of
Marine, Wm. Smith, Esq., to Mr.
Snowball, M. P. It is as follows :—

(Copy.) HARBOR MASTER'S OFFICE.
CHaTtHAM, N. B., May lst, 1882,

Sir,—In reply to your letter of 26th
ultimo making enquiry in reference to the
Snowball block or wharf which went adrift
in 1879, 1 have the honor toreportasfollows:
I found that in the spring of 1§80 the
action of the heavy ice, running in -the
river had broken said -wharf or block up,
and that one portion of it had been arried
in upon the flats about a mile and a half
below Middle Island, while the other por-
tions had disappeared and have not been
seen since by myself or any other person,
80 far as I have learned. I placed a picket
buoy on the portion which grounded on
the flats in 1880 and it remained there
during the whole season of navigation that
ear.

In the spring of 1881 I found that the
ice had carried away the portion of the
bleck or wharf which had been on the
flats the previous season, and although I
searched diligently for it, both by souud-
ing in the channel and along the flats, I
could not find any indication of it, save
portions of what might have been that
wharf or some of the blocks of the South-
west Boom Company’s which had been
carried from their position miles up the
river above my district. During the
spring of 1880 two of our Licensed Pilots,
Allin McEachran and George Savoy told
me that a portion of the wharf referred to
was in the chaunel, and I at once engaged
them to take me to the spot indicated,
promising them a reward if they would
show me that their statement was correet.
I accompanied them in their pilot boat to
the place where they said the wharf was,
but although we used every effort to find
it we were unsuccessful in doing so.
Feeling the responsibiliy that would
attach to me should a vessel strike such
an obstruction, I employed Angus Mec-
Eachran, one of our oldest and best pilots,
to assist me in searching for this wharf
and could find no traces of it at or any-
where in the vicinity of the spot where it
grounded in 1879. I am certain from the
efforts I have made to find this block that
it is not now in existence, but has been
broken up and carried out into the Straits,
or been strewed in the form of wharf
logs along the shore. My convictions are
borne out, I think, by the fact that hun-
dreds of vessels have entered and left the
port, passing over the spot where the
wharf originally grounded, finding every-
thing clear. ~

The above Report and Pilots’ certifi-
cate were before Sir Hector Langevin
when the Ballast Wharf grant of $3,000
was made. Is it not absurd, therefore,
to believe that he would ask for money
to be expended on an obstruction, the
existence of which was clearly dis-
proved ?

Respecting Sir Hector’s alleged tele-
gram to Mr. Call it will be remembered
that it was as follows :—

The Three Thonsand Dollars named in
the Estimates for Ballast Wharves in the
Miramichi River is not for subsidizing,
building, or purchasing any wharf or
wharves on the Miramichi River, but
solely for removing slabs and edging
wharves which have goneor been sentadrift
aod have lodged in the Miramichi River,
and are now obstructing navigation. Also
for removing any other obstructions to
navigation in the riwer.

The item as it appears in the esti-
mates [see Supplementary Estimates,
submitted by Sir Leonard Tilley, p. 5
No. 37] is ** Miramichi River— Ballast
Wharves,” not *‘ Ballast Wharves in
the Miramichi River,” as Sir Hector's
alleged telegram says. Sir Hector’s ex-
planation of the item to Mr. Anglin, in
his place in the Commons, is likely to
be more truthful than a telegram put
forth in a party paper in a country town,
under the auspices and authority of a
not over-scrupulous local party man-
ager. In the one case it is Sir Hector
making an official statement, as a re-
sponsible Minister to a member of the
House of Commous of the highest
character and standing ;--in the other
it is an alleged statement of Sir Hector,
made out of the House, as filtered
through Mr. R. R. Call in the New-
castle Advocate. Let our readers bear
this in mind when reading : hat Sir
Hector gave to Mr. Anglin in explana-
tion of the grant in question. Mr.
Anglin’s statement of the matter is—

*‘I asked what the appropriation meant,
and if the money was to be expegded on

private property, such property” having
for some time been used as a place of de-
posit for ballast ?*

“Sir Hector replied that it would not
be used on private property; that the
private wharf or wharves used for the de-
posit of ballast were not kept in proper
repair, and the ballast made its way into
the harbor, doing it much injury. For
this reason it was thought desirable to have
a public ballast wharf, properly constructed
and the appropriation was asbed for that
purpose,”

According to this reply and also to
the World’s admissions of Saturday last,
it was the intention of the Government
to have a ballast wharf in Chatham.
That point being settled, we leave it to
our readers to judge what wharf it
would be that the Government would
“‘establish,”—not ““build,” as the World
says? What wharf is it that its owners
have, again and again, alieged was the
only * properly constructed” wharf on
the river? What wharf was it that the
Government has been asked and the
Harbor Master almost forced to declare
thé only ‘ properly constructed ” wharf
on the river? And, as the ballast
wharf-owning proprietor of the World
has taken the liberty of introducing the
name of his father-in-law into the con-
troversy, who was it, but Senator Muir-
head who induced Sir Leonard Tilley
to put that $3,000 in the estimates?

They are willing that
those whose political faith might be
made weak by their admnission of what
they know, should believe the money
was to be used to clear these imaginary
obstructions from the river. We ask
the friends of the Government here,
however, to show their loyalty to the
public interest by preventing the expen-
diture of a cent of the $3,000, even
upon the alleged obstructions. It is
desirable that as much employment as
possible should be given to our people
on public works and public improve-
ments, but we submit that it would be
a sinful waste and misappropriation to
spend money on obstructions which are
only such in name. Let the $3,000 be
devoted to a work which all are agreed
should be built, viz., the Escuminac
Breakwater. Those who are acquaint-
ed with the locality and know how im-
portant it is to the fishermen of North-
umberland, Gloucester, Kent and parts
of Prince Edward Island, that a refuge
for fishing craft in easterly storms
should be established at Escuminac,
will thank the Government should it
divert this grant from its intended un-
necessary purpose and make it the first
instalment for the erection of a public
work long needed and prayed for, but
unnecessarily and unjustly witheld.

We have devoted more space to this
matter than we intended, but it has
seemed necessary, in view of the vulgar-
ly-expressed charges of falsehood made
against us in connection with it by both
the World and Advocate. The personal

We re-
spectfully suggest to both the World and
Advocate that they refrain from these
little bickerings between them as long as
possible. It is not to be expected that two
such brilliant stars should long continue
to evenly blend their light in the same
orbit. It is inevitable that there sheould
be both contact and collision at some
time. The great law of ‘‘the survival of

Hon. Mr. Relly's Seat.

The Fredericton Herald raises the point
that the Honorable Willam M, Kelly,
who hasbeen retired from the Legislative
Council, because he ‘‘ceased to be a resi-
dent of the Province,” eannot be so retired.
It is true, indeed, that non-residence will
vacate a seat, but the Consolidated Stat.
utes, chapter 3, section 6, provide *“When
a question arises respecting ths qualifica-
tion of a Legislative Councillor or a vacan-
cy in the Legislative Council, the same
shall be heard and dctermined by the
Legislative Council in such mode or man-
ner as the House may order or prescribe.’
It would certainly appear, therefore, that
until Mr. Kelly is retired by the body of
which he is a member—the Council itself
has 10 power to doiit. Our contemporary
asks :

When Mr. Kelly comes to the Council
and claims his seat what can prevent him
from taking it ; and of what worth is Mr.
Davidson’s appointment to a position
which the Council never has and never
may, in pursuance of its constitutional
powers, declare to have been vacant ?

What indeed ? A few years ago there
was a tremendous fuss in the Council over
the twoclerks. The Government dismiss.
ed the clerk and appointed another ; both
claimed the seats and there was quitea
spectacle ; are we to have the same thing,
or something similar, repeated ?

Tur OPINION grows among legal gentle-
men that the Government has committed
a grave error ip regard to the dismissal of
Mr. Kelly. The law, as quoted in the
GLOBE last evening, is directly against
them. The high-handed manner in which
the reconstruction business is carried out
may, perhaps, be justified. But clearly
the Local Government cannot take by the
throat oue of the independent branches of
the Legislature, and dismiss its members
without authority of law.—Qlobe of 30th.

Ingersoll’'s Mistakes of Moses.

Synopsis oF LEecrure BY Rev.

Warrs, B. A.

Last Wednesday evening, (May 24th)
the Rev. E. Wallace Waits delivered a
lecture on the ‘‘Mistakes of Ingersoll, on
the Mistakes of Moses,” to a pretty good
audience, in the Hall of St. Andrew’s
Church. The §Chair was occupied by
Daniel Ferguson Esq. The following is a
mere epitome of the lecture. The lecturer
commenced by defining a Free Thinker,
—for Robert G. Ingersoll was aunounced
recently as '“‘a Minister of the Gospel of
Free Thought. “Can I commit a sin
against God by thinking,” Ingersoll asks?
No, it is not for thinking, but for wrong
thinking. As a matter of fact, men have
to endure penalties for wrong thinking.
Suppose I thought the midnight train
going South started at six in the morning,
and I required to be in Halifax at noon
on very important business ; the thought
would be attended by consequences. I
might suffer seriously for the error in
thought. God gave thinking péwer, but
He did not intend you to abuse the pow-
er ot thought. God gave you fect, but He
did not intend you to walk over a preci-
pice. God meant you to help yonrself
or He would never bave given hands but
He did not mean you to help yourself to
poison. The lecture under review though
nominally on the errors of a particular
character, was virtually an assault upon
all revealed religion. He contended that
whoever attacks the sacred Looks of the
Christian world should treat the subject
fairly. He regretted to say that the lec-

80 ; but on the contrary was a'conspicuous
illustration of prejudice and unfairness.
Prof. Goldwin Smith says: “Col. Inger.
soll’s mode of dealing with the writings of
Moses seems to us passionate, unscientitic
and misleading, to say nothing about the
question of taste.

He holds 'that ‘a’book written
in the days of the ‘‘ox-cart” and the “‘dug-
out” could not act as a law in these days
of steam-ploughs, steamboats and locomo.
tives. An immutable God cannot provide
one code of laws for the people of the
days of the ‘‘dug-out” and another code
for those in the days of mechanical pro-
gress.

In this heis
guilty of the same offence which he con-
demns in others who can see nothing good
in the services of the distinguished Infidels
of history. Where are the monuments of
this free thought? Has it nothing to
show in its behalf but slanderous asser-
tions? And has its most distinguished
advocate degenerated into a jesting scoff-
er? Prominent mention is made in the
lecture of polygamy in connection with
the Jews, and one would infer from what
Ingersoll says, that the custom originated
with them, and that it was a custom pe-
culiar to them. Now, while the law of
Mocses did not directly forbid this, it did
contain many provisions against its worst
abuses’and such as were intended to re-
strict it within very narrow limits; and
a3 the spirit of the Hebrew religion ad-
vanced, the practice more and more fell
into disuse, until it finally died out ; and
in the glimpses of Jewish life which the
New Testament gives us, there are no
traces of it discernable. Polygamy is no
part of the Jewish system else why does
not the Jewish Rabbi teach it in these
days? Real Judaism is not the Old Testa-
ment, but that which has come out of it—
the result of its growth and the expansion
of its inherent forces. If any man, in an
address before this community, should
treat the writings of Voltaire as shabbily
as Mr. Ingersoll has treated the writings
of Moses, he would be styled a bigot and
a falsifier.

“ Advance ” Scientific Miscellany.

Prof. H. E. Roscoe has obtained evi-
dence disproving the existence of the
supposed new metal phillippium.

An Antarctic expedition to Cape
Horn is being fitted eut by the French
Government. It will be furnished sup-
plies for eighteen months.

In several instances, the last in Febru-
ary of the present year, an extraordin-
ary high death-rate has been recorded
in London during periods of exception-
ally dense fog.

The number of ﬁoﬁ\nu\gh:mmen
killed in Algeria is dimindhing very

rapidly every year, and these animals
will probably soon disappear entirely
from that country.

In some interesting experiments Dr.
Liebenberg has shown that the presence
of lime in the soil is absolutely necess-
ary for the germination of many plants,
while many others do not seem to re:
quire it at all.

An English gentleman has exhibited
a hyacinth which, in consequence of
being under a stone, had blossomed six
inches below the surface of the ground.
The leaves were white, but the flowers
were a deep purple. .

The French physiologists Perrier and
Poirier have found that, properly
speaking,star-fishes have no blood circu-
lation at all, as what has hitherto been
supposed to be the heart in these ani-
mals is simply a gland.

A large fortune of several million
francs was. left by M. Henry Giffard,
the eminent engineer, who recently
died at his home in Paris, to the French
Government for use in promoting the
progress of scientific discovery.

It has been noticed that wines, especi-
ally when hard and acid, are improved
in flavor by the passage of an electric
current through them. The electricity
is claimed to have the same effect as age,
mellowing the wines by the decomposi-
tion of the bitartrate of potash.

The electric light was used in a re-
cent search for three persons who had
lost their way in an attempt %o ascend
apeak of the Alps. The use of the
light was not successful, but the idea
seems to have been a good one, and in
many similar cases might serve to direct
the wanderers.

The wrecks of vessels on British coasts
have shown a steady reduvction in num-
ber from 1805 for the year ending with
June, 1877, to 891 for the year ending
with June 1880. A large share of this
gratifying result is believed to be due to
a gradual improvement in weather-fore-
casting and to a more intelligent atten-
tion to storm indications.

The tensile strength of glass has been
shown to be between 2,000 and 9,000
pounds per square inch, and the crush-
ing strength between 6,000 and 10,000
pounds per square inch. By-trialsa
short time ago, M. Traulionie found
that flooring-glass, one inch square and
one foot between the end supports,
breaks under a load of 170 pounds.

An examination of dogs after the ad-
ministration of arsenic showed Dr. E.
Ludwig seventeen times as much of the
poison in the liver as in the brain. He
has concluded that in all cases the liver
absorbs more of the poison than any
other organ, frum which it would appear
that the liver is the best part to ex-
amine in cases of criminal poisoning.

The Central Bureau of the weather
service of France receives daily ninety-
seven telegrams from foreign parts, and
fifty-two from France. From these
telegraphic reports the weather proba-
bilities are calculated for eight agricul-
tural and four maritime districts, to
which warnings are telegraphed.—
Eighty-two per cent of the predictions
thus sent out have been justified

Dr. Luys is credited with the state-
ment that Brown-Sequard once inject-
ed the head of a dog, after being sep-
arated from the body, with defibrinated
and oxygenated blood, and at the mo-
ment when the injection of this blood
had recalled manifestations of life he
spoke the dog’s name. The eyes of the
head thuscut from the trunk turned
toward him, as if the master’s voice had
still been heard and recognised.

Two microscopes—called the ‘“‘Jum-
bo” and the “Midget’—formed an in-
teresting exhibit at a recent meeting
of a London society. The former in-
strument, probably made about half a
century ago, was four feet and a half
high and weighed 125 pounds ; while
the ““Midget,” fully equipped for work,
had a total’height of only four inches,
anc weighed but a few ounces. Six of
such microscopes as the smaller one
could be enclosed in the eye-piece of the
larger.

In his tribute to the memory of Dar-
win, Huxley says:—‘“Acute as were
his reasoning powers, vast as was his
knowledge, marvellous as was his tena-
cious industry which would have con-
verted nine men out of every ten into
aimless invalide ; it was not these quali-
ties, great as they were, which impress-
ed those who were admitted to his in-
timacy with involuntary veneration,
but a certain intense and almost passion-
ate honesty by which all his thoughts
and actions were irradiated, as bya
central fire.”

The question of the existence of earth-
tides, or oscillations of the earth’s crust
corresponding to those produced in the
sea by the attraction of the moon, is
being investigated by a British Com-
mission.. A pendulum is so suspended
that its slightest motion turns a mirror
and causes the point of light reflected
by it upon a distant screen to move
very perceptibly. The pendulum is
proved to be in continual change of
position, for the motion of the reflected
light is incessant, and so irregular that
it is hardly possible to determine its
mean position on the screen within five
or six inches.

It is proposed to try a novel experi-
ment at Paris by producing a series of
scientific dramas at one of the theatres,
with the object of combining amuse-
ment with instruction. Three plays
have already been provided, and their
titles clearly indicate the direction in
which the audience is to be instructed.
The titles are : ‘‘Denis Pepin, or the
Invention of Steam” ; ‘“‘Kepler, or As- |
tronomy and the Astrologer” ; and!
‘“ Gutenberg, or the Inventionof, Print-
ing.” The Photographic News suggests |

vention of Photography.” The number
of such themes capable of furnishing
rare material for the dramatist’s art
would seem to be almost unlimited.
The result of this new dramatic venture
will be awaited with interest. Its suc-
cess may be the inauguration of a new
era in science-teaching.

From Broca’s tables, including a
large number of cranial measurements,
the average weight of the brain is about
47 ounces in men and 40 ounces in wo-
men. The greatest weight is attained
between the ages of thirty and thirty-
five among men and a little earlier
among women. After the age of fifty-
five the weight rapidly diminishes, and
at the age of eighty the average
decrease has amounted to three and

one-half ounces, although the loss some-
times amounts to as much as nine

ounces. Broca considered form to be
of more importance than weight in esti-
mating the comparative intellectual
capacity of individuals.

Dreams may be more capable of con-
trol than is usually supposed. It is-
known that brain- action causes a rise
of cranial temperature, and, reciprocal-
ly, M. Delaunay finds that an increase
of heat in the head stimulates the
action of the brain. Dreams are gener-
ally illogical and absurd, but by cover-
ing his forehead with a layer of wadding
M. Delaunay gets sane, intelligent
dreams. He has also experimented on
modes of lying in bed which favor the
flow of blood to certain parts, increasing
the activity of those portions of the
brain. He has observed that dreams
while lying on the back are sensorial,
variegated, luxurious; those experi-
enced when on the right side, are mo-
bile, exaggerated, absurd, and refer to
old matter; while those which occur
when on the left side are reasonable
and intelligent, and pertain to recent
matters ;—in which dreams one often
speaks. It is claimed that these obser-
vations confirm the accepted ideas of
the functions of the different parts of
the brain.

For a number of years Prof. Milne
has made a systematic study of the
earthquakes of Japan. By a plan of
distributing postal cards to important
cities for weekly reports of shocks, he
has obtained a record of a large number
of earthquakes for a very considerable
extent of territory. These reports are
of great value in enabling him to com-
pute the source and extent of earth-
quakes. His catalogue for Hakodate,
in Yezo, shows forty-two earthjuakes
in the period from 1876 to 1880. Com-
parison with the catalogue for another
place, showed that ten at least of the
Hakodate shocks were felt at Sapora,
eighty miles to the mnortheast in the
same island ; and it wassimilarly shown
that seven of the shocks were felt at
Takio five hundred miles to the south.
One interesting result of these observa-
tiors is the discovery that earthquakes
seldom pass the barrier of mountain
ranges. M. Milne has estimated that
a distribution of instruments of ordin-
ary sensitiveness throughout Japan
would record at least 1,200 shocks per
year, or about three per day, which is
a number greater than that obtained by
Prof. Hein for the whole world.

Camels live from 40 to 50 years;
horses average from 25 to 30; oxen,
abous, 20 ; sheep, 8 or 9 ; and dogs, 12
to 14. Concerning the ages attained
by non-domesticated animals only a few
islolated facts are known. The East
Indians believe that the life-period of
the elepbant is about 300 years,instances
being recorded of these animals having
lived 130 years in confinement after cap-
ture at an unknown age. Whales are
estimated to reach the age of 400 years.
Some reptiles are very long-lived, an
indtance being furnished by a tortoise
which was confined in 1638 and existed
until 1763, when it perished by an acci-
dent. Birds sometimes reach a great
age, the eagle and the swan having been
known to live 100 years. The longevity
of fishes is often remarkable. The carp
has been known to live 200 yesrs s¢om-
mon river trout, 50 years; and the
pike, 90 years, while Gesner—a Swiss
naturalist—relates that a pike caught
in 1497 bore a ring recording the cap-
ture of the same fish 267 years before.
Insects gre very short-lived, usually
completing the term of their existence
in a few weeks or months. Some even
perish within a few hours after emerging
from a grub state, and die on the very
day of entering upon their new life.
As a general rule, not to be applied too
closely, larger types of animals live
longer than smaller.
