Wood Fiber for Paper.

The extent of the manufasture of ground
and chemical wood fiber for paper makers’
use is not appreciated by those who have
not investigated this industry. Certainly
the Democratic members of the waya and
means committee who have put this
manufactured product on the free list, in
the face of the fact that the duty now is
only 10 per cent—less than it ought to he
to protect the industry from Canadisn
sad Norwegian competition—could not
have fully understood the justice of such
a step.

From a statement presented to the
House by Congressman Dingloy,it appears
that wood fiber is manufactured in 21
States. The capital ewployed is about
$20,000,000, number of men employed

22,000, tons of fiber made 225,000 groudn
wood and 112,500 chemical wood value
812,375,000, cost of wood én- the stumnp
$1,235,000, and the remainder of the cost
largely labor.

In Maine alone there are 84,000 pounds
of ground fiber made daily. The ground

The production and nse of mechanical
wood fiber began about 1868, and wathin
a few years has rapidly increased, All
the patents have expired except those on
& recent process known as sulphite. The
fiber has been greatly reduced in value
ground wood now bringing only 1} cents
per pound, and chemical 3} cents. The
cost of paper has been reduced from nine
eentl before the war to about 44 cents, in

quence of the de ¢ of the
manufactare of wood fiber.

Before 1883, the duty on imported wood
fiber, which is made in Canada, Norway,
Sweden, and Finland, as wellas in this
country, was 20 per cent,, In 1883 the
duty was redaced to 10 per cent.,, and
since that date foreign competition haa
inoreased. 1In 1886 there were impbrted
18,000 tons, in 1887 the importations were
382,000 tons, and this year about 53,000
tens will be imported. If wood fiber
should be placed on the free list, as pro.
posed by the Mills bil!, our wood pulp
mills would be speedily swamped by Can-
adian and Norwegian competition, as the
labor costs only half as much in those
countries,—Lewiston Josrnal.

It was anticipated that the Na-
tional Democratic convention of the
United States would uominate Cleve-
land for President and Thurman for
vice-President, but it was hardly ex-
pected that the important business
it had to do would be disposed of
without some of the delays which us-
ually attend the proceedings of such
great assemblages—made up, as they
are, of men who, although they be-
long toa great party, represent sec-
tions separated by thousands of miles
and interests. as widely different.
The tact that Cleveland was the uni-
ted choice as the party’s candidate
for President; by acclamation, and
that Thurman was chosen on the
ticket for the vice-Presidency, on the
first ballot, and that the choice was
then made unanimous, indicates how
little of friction there is in the party,
and justifies the belief that there
will be no change at the VXE&OJ
Honse for the next four years.

The prospect of the Democrats re
taining the direction of the United
States Government in their haads
for a further term must be satistac-
tory to the majority of Canadians,
who are more interested in American
politics than any other outside peo-
ple, for the policy of Cleveland’s ad-
ministration has been more friendly
towards Canada than that of his
predecessors, while it is the Republi-
cans who are laboring to perpetuate
the commercial isolation of the two
peoples and to thwart the Demoorats
in their efforts toincrease reciprocity
of trade and general intercourse be-
tween them.

The Republican party’s convention
meets at Chicago on Saturday, and
the prospects indicate a protracted
session, There are no men of na
tional reputativn from whom to
choose, save Sherman, and it is alto-
some “dark
and Garfield
capturing the

horse,” such as Hayes
were, will succeed in
nomination.

Cleveland’s advantage is that he
has been President in fact, as well as
in name. He has emphasised the
policy and strengthened the position
of the Democratic party by stamping
upon the former the impress of his
personality. Haying demonstrated
his claim to the ppsition of a national
ruler, the peopl¢’s good sense may
be trusted to afe that he is retained
at the head of\their affairs.

An Important Matter for Oattle
Owaers

‘We publish, in another column the
text of abulletin issued from theOnta.
rio Agricultural College in reference
to a trial of the respective values of
roots and grains in feedingmilch cowa..
It appears that the test was a
thorough one and the results must
be accepted as of far greater value
than if they were made under ordin-
ary or hap-hazard circamstances. It
shows that roots are more economi-
cal than grain, and the matter is
moss important to North Shore farm-
ers, inasmuch as the roots used i
the Ontario test are more easily
and cheaply produced here than
grain. Althongh we have not as
good soil and chimate for grain-rais-
ing and stock wintering as our west-
ern neighbors, yet such tests as that
recorded in the bulletin suggest the
idea that as we can raise root crops
very successfully, we ought to com-
pete with Manitoba and other West-
ern provinces in cattie-raising and
dairy-farming for the English mar
ket, because oyr advantsges in the
matter of freight would compensate
for che other drawbacks. At all
events, we might raise enough beef
and butter for home consumption.

The Timber-Ship. :
Advices from Nova Scotia state that
the second loz raft which Jumes D.
Leary, of New York is having enn-
structed st Finger Board in the Bay of
Fundy, is rapidly nearing completion,
and will be lannched within two or
threv weeks. This new structure is en-
tirely different from the last one; which’
went adrift on the Atluntic while being
towed to New York by the stasmer
Miranda. The new raft is not cigar
shaped like the last. The various’
pieces of timber are all put togethor in
such a way as to form the perfect model
of a ship, being cut away sharp forward,
full in the centre, and decreasing as the
spars work aft. In all, 31,000 logs are
being used in the construction, the
spars ranging io size from twenty-five
feet o 200 feet. The raft from point.
to point measures 700 feet, or nearly
150 feet larger than the former onme.
It will be sixty-five feet broad and
thirty-five feet deep. The huge steam-
boat M. B. Mure will be used to aasist
the raft to New York, but as a sort of
auxiliary six masts will be erected.
fThese willbe given yards, like ona
sailing vessel, aud an enormous spread
of canvas will be put on the spars to aid
the safe navigation of the raft, A
large house will he epected on the upper
part of the raft to shelter -fifteen
sailors.

Aa Ohio court has just given & de-
cision that will be felt as a' great relief
by the loeal press of‘that “staterin the’
coming hot time™ of the - presidential
eslection. | A new” aspiraiit’ to ~ leader-
ship in politicy "has” been somewhat
hardly dealt with by a journalistic” op-
ponent. He had, in fact, heen called
a variety of names, in which *“political
traitor,” ‘‘official recalcitrant,” ‘‘non-
descript,” “nincompoop” asnd ‘liar”
were prominent. For this he brought
action, but the very learned . codrt,
after due consideration and - enquiry
into the exact meaning of the terms
set forth, held that they. did not eon-
stitute a libel on the pleintiff :and he
must be non-suited: This might be
accepted as right enough except as to
the word “liar,” which is certainly a
sttong expression ouly justified under
very aggrevating . ciroumstances. But
the Ohio judge drew a distinction be-
tween an ordinary every-day perverter
of the truth and the man, who fabri-
cates for politics. ‘It may be eon-
ceded,” he said, ‘‘that if defendant
meant that plaintiff was & liar, in jis
worse - sense—that he is. a commeon,
gvery-day, all-the-time, wilfal and mal-
icious liar, that he deliberately and q,-,
signedly falsides in = material matiars
in all the relations of life, in his bupi- -
ness, social, religious and political ve- -
lations—the charge is, per se; a libsl.
But if he meant that Ire was unceliable
in a political sense, or in a partionlar
personal matter, or that he advocated
false doctrines in theology or polities,
it would not be 80.” 8o that, in Ohio,
henceforth, the legalized vocabulsry
of political abuse will have one more
safe and strong term. The Ohio

Mr. Morgau, with apparent indifterence
to the ruling, proceeded with his reading
of the printed alips of his speech in sezret
session. One of the sentences of the
speech was : ““The Senate may make war
necessary, as I am very much afraid we
are doing here to-day.” In an allusion to
Republican senators, Mr. Morgau said the
only preparation which they were making
for war was an attempt to enlist the
sympathies of disaffected subjects of Her
Majesty, Their action, he said, wae
doubtless with a view of exciting the
antagonism of Irish voters to the Presi-
dent, because of his alleged subserviency
to British influences. Congress, he said,
had given to the Piesident power, which
all the Presidonts had possessed since
1850, to wage paper war on British com.
merce, and had then stood by to see
whether the President would push that
paper war into the category of real war.
If he had done so the country would have
cried out for hisimpeachment, but, having
failed to do so, he was charged iu the re-
port of the majority of the Committee on
Foreign Relations with usurpation and
with the abuse of constitutional power,
because he hud sought to find & peaceable
way to get the rights claimed by the Uni.
ted States, and a threat had been made by
the committee of future dealing with the
President, held in reserve for the time
being.

Acting
on his advice they left the unfortunate
man in the perilous position, and when
the jam broke they were horror.strizken
tosee their comrade carried down the
stream amid a rolling and pitching mass
of timber lashed to fury by the foaming
water.

The Death Penalty by Electzicity.

ALBANY, N. Y., June 7.- Governor
Hilton Monday signed the biil abolishing
hanging for all murders committed after
Jenuary 1, 1889, The bill consiets of
elaborate and carefully drawn amendments
to the code of criminal procedure, provi-
ding that the prisoner sentenced to death
shall be immediately conveyed to one of
the State prisons and'there kept in solitary
confinement until the day of exeoution,“
to be visited only by officers, or by hisi|
relatives, physician, o'ergyman orcounsel. ||
The Court imposing sentence shall name '
merely the week within which the execu-
tion is to take place, -the particular day
within such week being left to the discre-
tion of the principal officers of the prison.
The execution is required to be practically
private, only officers. clergymen, physi-
cians and & limited number of citizens
being allowed to be present. After the
execution funeral services may be held
within the prison walls and the body
shall be delivered into the custody of
relatives if so reyunested; otherwise it shall
be decently interred within the prison
grounds,

Bost Milk Production.

ROOTS BETTER THAN GRAIN Is PROFESSOR -
v BROWN'S VERDICT.

The following is the text of bulletin
XXX., issued from the Oatario Agricul
tural College, at Gulph, by Mr. Wm.
Brown, Professor of Agricultare:—

We have made tests with roots agsinet
grain for milk production within the last
five years, but never so thoroughly as
duriug the past winter. Our objects
were: (1) Cheaper production of winter
milk: (2) to get milk equal at least to the 77
average Ontario summer records; (3) the
use of a large quantity of roots without
tasting, and (4) to maintain milk and con-

| dition of cows without grain.

The plan adopted was to feed one week
on each ration previous to exact testing
during the second week, and thus chan
ing every two weeks through Mavrch l}
‘April. Ordinary Shorthorn grades were
Bandled, milkiug twice a day. What are
the facts so far?

The root ration daily consisted of 12 Ib.
cut hay, timothy and clover, 33 '1b. man-
gels, 33 1b. Swede turnipe and 151b. white
Belgian carrots, all sliced and mixed with
the hay. The grain ration was 12 lb. of
similar cut hay, 7 lb, oats, 7 lb, peas and
71b. barley, all ground and mixed dry
with the hay. Hgeding at 6 a. m., 11.30
a. m. anc 3.30 p. m.

The nutritive ratio of the root diet is
1.7-4, and of the grain 1.5-4, thus 27 per
cent, higher for the grain ration.

Thedaily milk per head from roots
averaged 20.9 lb. over the whole period,
and 224 1b, from grain.

The daily cost of food per head was 10}
cents for the root and 31 cents for thg
graio ration, thus being 93 mills for the
oncand 13.9 mills for the other per
pound on the milk produced. or 9} cents
and 14 cents per gallon respectively,
charges the average prices of the Province
during the last twelve years.

On roots the animal weight was reduc.
ed 14 lb., and on the grain, 12} 1b. over
the period—prictically nothing in the
scalingof cows; nor had we to carry any
left food after each feeding; neither was
milk spoiled by root taste.

Now, what are the practioal and scien.
tific deductions from these simple facta?

1. That 81 lb. of a mixture of roots, an
anusually large quantity per head, with
12 Ib, hay, gave almost as much milk as
did the unusually large quautity of 21 1b,
of a mixtare of grain and 12 lb. hay,

2. That this result was accomplished:
(1) witbout spoiling the milk; (2) withont
reducinganimal weight; (3) at 30 per cent.
less cost, and (4) even though. the root
ration was scientifically 37 per cent. lower
in nutritive value,

3. Thaus, food of & succulent characler,
four times more bulky and muoh less
value proportionately than dry grain, de-
mands a very high place in winter dairy-
ing,

4. The root ration was pitted against
an unusually large quantity of ground
grain, enough to tatten two store ocattle,
which also represents with hay the ac-
knowledged scientific and practical stan-
dard (1:5.4) of a ration for the best re-
sults in animal growth and their produe-
tions, Baut, even though the roots were
four times more in bulk, the cow had
nearly twice as much digeatible materials
per day from grain.

The large relative percentage of water
in rocts seem to possess an influence in
the production of milk, which, if not exe
actly understood, yet seems to depend
for its effect uponthe faot that the mnatu-
ral food of milch cows contains a larger
proportion of water than is found in the
more highly nutritions grains.
