TION WORRIES
NESE SITUATION

Says It Has Reached an Acute

Stage—United Stafes Naval Policy Was Setfled Long
Ago—Japan Advised fo Strike First

o)

LONDON, July 10—The correspond-
ent of the Daily Telegraph at The
Hague sends in a column despatch
whi¢h purgyorts to reflect the views
prevailing there on the Japanese-
American situation, which he declares
to be more absorbing than the confer-
erice itself.

The correspondent says that as a re-
sult of his inquiries he learns the sit-
uation is really strained, although
both governments are trying to con-
ceal the fact. :

He asserts that since June 20 the
question has entered upon an acute
phase. Japan has been sending the
United States extremely categorical
notes stating - without bitterness, but
in the clearest terms, the dilemma
that unless Washington is able to con-
trol California, Japan will consider
herself free to act directly against
California. Nothing, however, yet has
been exchanged precluding a pacific
settlement but many of the Japanese
at The Hague are of the opinion that
the Japanese Government ought to
act without delay and not give Amer-
ica time to utilize her vast resources
and economic potentiality, a hundred
fold greater than Japan’s, fo perfect
warlike preparations.

In an editorial article the Telegraph
says it does not identify itself with the
statements of its correspondent at The
Hague, believing them to be charged
with undue despondency. At the same
time, the paper continues, they are
made upon a notable authority and
they cannot be read without profound
uneasiness. The Telegraph is convinec-
ed, however, that the statesmanships
of both countries will be strong enough
to hold mad chauvinism in leash.

“Nevertheless,”” the paper declares,
it is impossible to deny the danger of
the situation.

The present peace con-

ference has created disagreement and
friction tending to worse instead of
improved relations of the powers.
The last assembly at the Hague was
followed by great conflicts; we can
only pray that the present one may not
be succeeded by more terrible calami-
ties.”?

In conclusion after a full discussion
of the ‘points of difference, the Tele-
graph declares it is not a color ques-
tion, but fundamern=aiy an economic
one. It says fuftther: ‘“We trust our
allies will take it at that and realize
that the point of mational honor has
been accidentally caught up with the
problem but is not permanently in-
volved in it. Any attempt to settle
the question by arms, whatever the
immediate issue, would mean, soner
or later, a hundred years conflict.”

PHILADELPHIA, July 10.—The exe-
cutive committee of the Universal Peace
Union at a meeting here today adopted
the following resolution:—

“In view of the feeling existing in
the international relations between
Japan and the Government of the Unit-
¢d States, we regarded the proposition
as represented of sending a fleet of
battleships to the Pacific border as un+
wise, inopportune and irritating, and
especially &s the second Peace Confer-
ence is now in session at the Hague.

“Believing that such a condition is

the anticipated result of the said con-
ference and lead more to war than to
peace, we appeal to President Roosevelt
to withhold any such demonstration.”

AMSTERDAM, July 9.—The Handel-
blad published an, interview with one of
the delegates of the Hague conference
who suggested that instead of boycot-
ting all American ‘goods Japan might
restrict the boycott to the San Francis-
co trade.

WOODSTOCK, N. B., July 10.—Mrs.
David, the Assyrian woman wounded
at McAdam and- brought here for
treatment yesterday, developed alarm-
ing symptoms and last night the hos-
pital staff doctors performed an oper-
ation in the effort to save her life. Her
condition today is critical.

FREDERICTON, July 10.—With his
wife lying between life and death, Tom
Davidd is in a cell at the county jail
feigning madness.

When anyone goes to the door of
his cell he pretends that his memory
is gone and tries his best to act fool-
ish, except in cases where it is to his
own benefit to be sensible. It is a
shallow game that he is trying to play.
When the little partition of the door
of the man’s cell was opened he was
in bed with his underwear on and a
blanket pulled over him. He came to
the door and looked at the reporter
and asked:

“Where am I?”

“In the jail,” was the reply.

“What am I here for?” asked Davidd
in a foolish way.

“For shooting vour wife.”

“When did I do that ?”

That was enough to show that Da-
vidd was trying to play insanity, but

calculated to imgair, if not to destroy ;

it was all over in a minute when the
reporter asked Davidd for his street
address in Lowell. He became inter-
ested and said that his father lived at
92 Suffolk street and that was where
he lived when his wife was home, but
he had intended going to his cousin,
Mike Cassing, who keeps a store at
187 and 139 Lincoln street, Lewiston,
Me.

Davidd enquired whether the “‘ad-
dresses were being sought to send
word to his friends.

As the reporter was going away, the
prisoner asked him to tell the Roman
Catholic priest that he wanted to see
him:

Yesterday afternooon a number of
Assyrians from the Assyrian colony
across the river called at the jail and
wanted to see Davidd. "Fhey were
denied admission, and nobody is allow-
e to see him unless with the npermis-
sion of the sheriff.

The doctors who operated on Mrs.
Davidd at the hospital for peritonitis
found six perforations in the bowels.
She is in a very critical state. One
medical man says she will almost cer-
tainly die within a few hours.

a Letter Galling Moran

Miillin, representing Mr. Moran, con-
tinued his address this morning.

Mr. Mullin stated that the plaintiff
was not aware that he should return
to work on Dominion Day. He had
been paid off on Friday and had con-
sidercd that as Saturday was a pub-
lic holiday, he was not ezxpected to re-
turn to work. Mr. Mullin went on to
say that Mr. O’Regan might think he
could make his employes work on
holidays and Sundays because he is
wealthy, but the law says that he
can’t. In proceeding, Mr. Mullin said:
“Mr. O’'Regan cannot recover the $1.16
from Moran because he didn't work
on Saturday, and nobody knows that
better than Mr. O'Regan’s counsel.”

Mr. Teed.—“I advised my client that
he could recover. the $1.16.”

Mr. Mullin.—*You must have been
pretty hard pressed if you gave him
that advice.” Mr. Mullin said that Mr.
O’Regan had ordered his stenographer
to write a letter To Moran which was &
foul libel. The defendant did not cau-
tion his stenographer about not repeat-
ing the contents of the letter to anyone
else. The stenographer did tell several
people, and Mr. Moran’s character was

severzly injured, and Mr. O’Regan must
be to blame for it. Mr. Mullin then
read the letter which Mr. O'Regan sefit
to Moran and stated that foul libel was
contained in it. ‘“The defendant is not
only libel to a civil suit but he is liable
to criminal action,” said Mr. Mullin.

In concluding his address Mr. Mullin
stated that he was not asking for ex-
travagdnt damages.

Judge McLeod addressed the jury,
stating that a statement made to in-
jure a person is libel and unless that
statement can be provéd to be true, it
is actionable. His honor thought that
the letter sent by Mr. O'regan was cap=
able of being construed as a libel. The
action of Moran in getting his full
week’s pay was not under the circume
stances theft, and, therefore, the state-
mwents contained in the lttter made the
’wrlter liable.

Referring to the assessing-of damages
Judge McLeod said that the jury would
be guided in that matter by the cir=
cumstances of the case. The behavior
of the defendant can be considered.

The defendant has not made an ap=
ology for his statements to Moran and’
in court stated that Moran had coms=-
mitted a felonious act.

At 11.15 the jury retired and returned
at 12.15, The foreman Wm. Magee an-
"nounced that a verdict had been reach-
ed in favor of the plaintiff for §$400
damages.

IN PENOBSGOT BAY

Sloop in Which They Were Enjoying a
Sail Was Upset in a Squall.

BANGOR, Me., July 9.—By the cap-
sizing ‘of the sloop Ruth E. Cumnock,
of Brooksville in Penobscot Bay this
afternoon, six young men of her party
of seven were drowned. Laurent D.
Hall, of Bangor, being the only’ survi-
vor,

Six of the party werc Bangor young
men, summering at the Hersey Retreat
at Sandy Point, and they had been in-
vited by their friend, Willlam Vague,
of South Brooksville, to take a sail in
his boat to Islesboro and back. The
sloop had reached a point off Castine
when she was struck by a flerce squall
and instantly capsized, her ballast and
lead keel carrying her down 1like a
rock.

Hall, who is a strong swimmer, man-
aged to keep afloat for forty-five min-
utes and was picked up by the tug
Bismarck, which landed him at Sandy
Point: The others sank one by one,
and none of the bodies have as yet
been recovered.

GOBALT DURING STRIKE

Officlals Take Action 1o Prevent the
Handling and Sale of Intoxicanis—
Tom Longhoat IS Drunk.

TORONTO, July 9—In view f .ne
possibility of servious developments -of
the situation at Cobalt the govern-
ment-chave promptly taken measures
to prevent the supply of liquor to the
miners while the strike lasts. In re:
sponse to a requisition signed by
Mayor Forlin of Cobalt, Hon. W. J.
Hanna at once took up the matter
with the T. and N. O. Railway Com-
pany and express companies operating
in the district, and has issued orders
that no express packages containing
liquor be forwarded' to Cobalt pending
settlement of the strike, The govern-
ment has also given instructions to
license commissioners in the district
to see to it that hotels at New Lisk-
eard, Haileybury and Latchford do
not sell any packages of liquor and to
report any hotel keepers wwho are
found to be contributing to drunken-
ness. In such cases licenses will be
either suspended or cancelled. A tele-
gram received by Hanna from the
mayor and chairman of the commis-
sioners was in the following terms:
“About 2500 men on strike. Can you
prevent express companies carrying
liquor to this station until strike be
settled? Hotel keeper at Haleybury
and Latchford promise not to sell any
liquor in packages.” The' struggle is
likely to be a sévere one.

THE GRYSTAL STREAM
INQUEST CONGLUDED

e

Jury Unahle to Find ~Any Evidence as to
the Origin of the Fire,

COLE'S ISLAND, N. B, July 9.
The inquest into the death of the four
men who lost their lives in the burn-
ing of the - riverr 'steamer Crystal
Stream here on June 21, was closed to-
night and the verdict handed Coroner
Earle by the jury was that Willlam
Logan, Allan Logan, Fred. Smith and
Edward Baxter came to their death by
burning in the Crystal Stream on the
night of June 21; cause of fire un-
known. .

Herbert McCleery, thate of the Cry-
stal Stream, onle of the survivors of
the fire, gave evideénce. It was his
Guty, he said, t6 look after the stowing
of freight and look after the lights
after the boat was tied up. Heé 'made
his rounds as usual the night of the
fire and saw nothing unususl. There
was no sign of fire. He had no reason
for suspecting the Crystal Stream
would be burned.

He told of his remarkable escape as
before recorded, and saw the two Lo~
gan boys get out of bed when he dif,
and William Logan helped him to
force up the trap into the cabin.

He told of the cargo of hay, hoop
poles and general freight. Planks lay
from the boat to the shore, and the
forward gangway wag open as custo-
mary.

Mate McCleery said he had no idea of
the reason why the four men did not
follow him when he got out through
the trap.. He thought they were fol-
lowing him. - He was sure that Willlam
Logan hed leaped behind him.

In answer to a question as to wheth-
er he considered the men’s quarters
safe, he said that he thought frequent-
ly that they would be dangerous in
case of fire.

Mrs. G. H. Perry, wife of Captain
Perry, of the Aberdeen, gave evidence
as follows:—“On the night of the. fire
we were awakened by & crackling
noize. We lay down again, but the
noise continued and we got up ang
gave the alarm, that something was
‘wrong:’’

To Mr. Trueman she said she knew
Mrs. Chase, but never heard her hus-
band use the words which Mrs. Chase
laid to him, nor were they on the Cry-
gtal Btream four years &ago.

John Johnson, engineer of the Aber-
deen, told of being aroused by the call
of fire. He ran out and saw the Cry-
stal Stream afire. He at once ordered
the fireinen to get up steam which was
done in about ten minutes, by using
two gallons of paraffine and birch bark:

Wilfred Akerly, mate of the Aber-
deen, said he was arpused by the call
of fire. He described getting the scow
out of range of the fire.

e added that he saw Captain Perry
on the deck of the Abérdeen and on
the wharf.

Captain  Perry, on being recalled,
gave a direct contradiction of the state-
ments .of Mrs. Chase that he made
threat to have vengeance on the Cry-
stal Stream.

Stream; A. A. Wilsomr appeared for
Captain Perry, of the Aberdeen; and
W. H. Trueman was looking after the

PROFESSOR ANDREWS
AND OARSH LANDS

-

An Interesting Lecture Before
- Summer School of Science

Results of Practical Tests Given and
- Valuable Advice to the Farmer In
Regard to Future Crops

+-4

(Special Correspondence of The Sun.)

RIVERSIDE, N. B., July 9.—Profes-
sor W. W. Andrews, of Mount Allison,
president of the summer school of sci-
ence, lectured in the Consolidated
school building last evening on the
very interesting topic of the reclaiming
of marsh lands. In order to have the
use of blackboards for illustration, one
of the large class rooms was used for
the meeting, which was certainly a
mistake if it could have been avoided,
for the room was filled to overflowing,
numbers being unable to get in at all.
The magic title—“Three tons of hay
per acre,” was an alluring one to the
residents of this marsh land .section,
where the average yield of late years
does not reach one ton per year, and
consequently many marsh owners,inore
or less discouraged with the prospect,
attended last evening to hear Dr. And-
rews’ discourse on this very important
subject. Dr. Andrews is not only a
man of scholarly attainments, but.is &
gpeaker of exceptional force and
fluency, and withal has had extensive
practical experience in agricultural
matters, so that his utterances along
the lines of last night’s discourse might
well have good weight with all who
had the pleasure of listening to him.
His treatment of the subject was scien-
tific, but not in’any.sense abstruse, and

was practical and full of the qual-;
jties which a lecturer displays who
knows what he is talking about.

Principal Trueman introduced the’
speaker, who said he did not wish his
talk to be considered a lecture, but
rather that the meeting might take the
form of a round table conference,|
wherein others might take part, and a!
general discussion be held. He asked]
if anyone present knew of a yleld of:
three tons of hay per acre, a few gen-
tlemen replying that they did, the acre-|
age, of course, being comparatively
small. No matter, however, if it were
the exception, Prof. Andrews said, this'
showed that it was a possibility—that
certain conditions would produce this
desirable result, and it was the duty|
of the farmer to experiment so &s to
produce these copditions. Also, it is,
told the marsh “used to’” produce in
this way. If marsh ever gave such a
vield, said the speaker, it could be made
to do so again, There was not a farm
in Canada worn out, the average soil
having sufficient fertility to warrant
continuous cropping for 200 years, the
trouble being the fertility was locked
up in the grains of soil, which must be
set free. Every soil might be describ-
ed as a mass of very small rocks of the
gsame general composition as the ori-
ginal rock from which they were form-
ed, and is not really exhausted until it
is worn “completely away, for each lit-
tle rocklet contained the same percent-
age of fertilizing elements .as the ori-
ginal rock. When a soil seemed ex-
hausted, there was either a deficiency
of the elements of plant food in the so-
luble state, a deficiency which most
frequently arises from a destruction of
the humus or vegetable mould, which
is the chief maisture-holding and bac-
teria-feeding element in the soil, or
from a poisoning of the soil, due to an
excess of acids and other hurtful ex-
cretions, left in the soil by plant
growth and plant decay.

The problem of treating the soil,
therefore, reduced itself to two heads:
First, preventing poisonous conditions
by means of drainage, cultivation and
liming, and second, producing a large
amount of plant food. Drainage and
cultivation had a well known result in
sweetening a soil, and the speaker ad-
vised under-draining rather than the
open drains.

The most important element in the
soil was humus, and if this is burnt
up, it must be replaced in order that the
soil may become black and rich again.
It could be supplied to the soil by the
addition of barnyard manure, swamp
muck, or by plowing under green crops,
such as clovers, rape, peas, vetches,
ete.

The essential elements of plant food
were: 1st. Phosphates, supplied by
Pasic slag, bone meal and superphos-
phate; 2nd, Nitrates; 3rd, Potash. All
these were necessary:—the phosphates
made grain head up well; the nitrates
caused a .rapid growth, while the pot-
ash made heavy, sturdy plants.

Prof. Andrews dealt particularty with
marsh lands, which were a peculiar
goil. There were three remedies for
poor marsh: 1st, The applying of slag
and muriate of potash; 2nd, Flowing
with the tide; 3rd, Hauling marsh mud,{

|

Flowing would, of course, he a perfect!
cure. and would last a hundred yvears,!
but it would cost $70 an acre, and thc
was also great difficulty in getting

unity among the owners—so it was

i
ra

really not practical. Hauling mud
would cost from $30 to $40 an acre, and
the application of fertilizers about $15
to $.0. The latter appeared to be, there-
fore, the cheapest and the most feas-
ible. The marsh should be properly
cultivated, drained and the proper fer-
tilizers used. This latter could be de-
termined by experiment, and the speak-
er strongly urged the farmers to ex-
periment with small portions at a time.
One law would not apply to all kinds of
marsh. The speaker himself had tried
one acre of marsh with 400 1bs of basic
slag and 3 casks of lime, and had
doubled his crop. Soil done in this way

would last six years, and it was not}

necessary for the farmers to buy the
proprietary fertilizer, they could get
the ingredients and mix them them-
selves.

Prof. Andrews explained that there
were two kinis of marsh lands, the
red and the blue, aud showed that gyp-
sum was not gcod for the soil. As
there was sure to be a sutficiency of
sulphatss in the soil no sulphate ma-
nures should be used. Good results,
however, hsve been obtained by the
use of lime, soluble potash salts, basic
slag, phosphate and bone meal,
these are com paratively cheap. He be-
lieved that proper underdraining, sub-
soil cultivation and the use of proper
fertilizers 1rould ‘bring about the
change 0 much desired. He felt that
the matter was of‘tremendous import-
ance, when-it is realized that bank
managers at tiie present time were re-
porting that the credit in the Bay of
Fundy marsh land section was de-
preciating on account of the declining
value of marsh lands. He Loped th®
farmers would erperimeat along the
lines suggested and the best of results
might obtain. He even would be glad
to hear of failures, for it would mean
that they were doing something to cor-
rect the present evils.

Tha lecturer reported results as ob-
tained by experimenters along the
above lines, those of Geo. Thomp-
son of Wolfville being very interesting.
Mr. Thompson said that in 1894 he
dressed a four acre lot with five casks
of lime per acre, and sowed it down to
grass with oats, and late: in-the fall
sowed one-half a ton of basic slag
phosphate per acre. Previous to plow-
ing the lot it was nearly covered with
oxeye daisy and light at thet. The
oat crop was good, and last year the
grass vut three tons to the acre, the
clover a irand gro-wth, and the tim-
othy over five feet high. Mr. Thomp-
#on’s conclusions were that lime and
basic slag were the best for the blue
dyRe, and for red dyke, bone meal,
muriate of potash and basic slag. This
lasted for six years.

Mr. Thompson was also an enthusi-
astic advocate of underdraining.

At the zonclusion of his address Dr.
Andrews -vas presented with a vote of
thanks, moved by Alex. Rogers and
seconded by Mr. McKittrick in c¢om-
plimentary speaches.

SAYS TREASURY BOARD ACTED
WISELY ON SGHOOL QUESTION

A Correspondent Is of the]

Opinion That the Cost of
the Proposed Building Is
Too Great — Facts and
Figures Worth Nofing

To the Editor of the Star:

Sir:—There are times when the

Common Council has an awakening as
to its real duties. SBuch an event took
place at the meeting of the treasury
board yesterday when that body unani-
mously refused to endorse the applica-
tion of the school trustees to authorize
a further issue of bonds for $60,000 to
construct a new school building on the
Weldon lot, Lower Cove. This lot was
purchased by the school trustees over
thirty years ago and the buildings on
it were used for school purposes prior
to the fire of 1877, but were not rebuilt,
although the board has since then made
a number of investments in real estate
for school sites and increased the bond-
ed indebtedness of the city a quarter
of a million or so for the erection of
school buildings, only one of which is
creditable to the city from an archi-
tectural standpoint.

Public sentiment +will strongly en-
dorse the action of the council in limit-
ing the expenditure on the Weldon lot
for the reason that the situation is not
so desirable as others might be, and
also for preventing the adoption of a
plan which adds enormously to the cost
of construction without any correspond-
ing benefits.

crease, We have since made good the
loss and the growth of poulation which
commenced about fifteen years ago, is
continuing as is evidenced by the con-

payers and by the school attendance as
well. The increased attendance at the
schools makes further accommodations
necessary and renders a new building
inperative, but the wisdom of spending
$60,000 for a building in the southern|
section of the school is questionable—
a smaller building will do.

The High School building cost com-
pleted, according to the report of the
trustees $53,724,21 and has twelve school
rayoms; the Centennial building which
has 11 school rooms cost $34,175.11 in-
cluding land; the cost of the Alexandra
building is put down at $34,563.04. It has
ten rooms, With these figures before
them it is little wonder that the mem-
bers of the treasury board balked and
refused to give consent to issue bonds
to the extent asked for hy the trustees.

Everyone knows that the cost of con-
struction has increased to a consider-
able extent since the bujldings named
were erected, but not to the extent
shown by the tenders for the new
building. In explanation we are told
that the building proposed is up-to-date
in every respect and modern in con-
struction. Trustee Maxwell was dis-
creetly silent on the juestion of the up-
to-dateness of the building, and this
silence is not hard to acount .for. The
plans and specifications of the building
plans and specifications unquestionably
cal for an expensive building, but the
object of much of the expense is diffi-
cult to understand. ‘For instance, the
floors are supported by steel girders
and wooden joists. On top of the joists
there is a piece of 2x3 scantiing on
which a matched floor is laid, the floor
in turn being covered with Cahot’s

sound deadener which is nothing more |

or less than dried sea-wood sewed be-
tween paper covering. Strapping is laid
over this and the birch flooring of the
room is nailed on the strapping. Then
the under parts of the joists are strap-
ped, lathed and plastered, and then
covered with steel sheathing for the
ceilings. This may be up-to-date con-
struction-but there are many persons
who would be reckless enough to de-
scribe it as nothing short of a fire trap
and a useless expenditure of money.
It is doubtful if concrete between the
floors would cost any more than the
method performed, and if the Ilatter
were used there would be some possi-
bility of confining a fire to the floor in
which it originated, which would hard-
1y be the case with the method of con-
struction proposed.

From the figures I have quoted it
can be readily seen that by adopting
the usual method of construction em-
ployed in other school buildings in this
city, the trustees can get all the ac-
comodation they require at the present
for $40,000. It is true that the plans
and specifications will have to be modi-
filed and some of ithe unnecessary

EMPLOYERS' LIABILITY IN GREAT
BRITAIN.

(Manitoba Free Press:)

Compensation Act which is one of the
radical pieces of legislation by the
present parliament, came into opera-
tion in Great Britain. An infteresting
feature of the Act is that its provi-
sions apply not only to business estab-
lishgpents of all sorts, but to all em- |
poyments in which one pcrson serves
another for hire, including domestic
service. Every houscholder in Great
Britain, who employs another person
in service bscomes an employer with=-
in “the meaning of the law, and is
liable to pay compensation in case of
accident to any person in his or her
servica. The accident must, how-
ever, arise “out of and in the course
“of the employment.” That is to say,
the accident must be sustained as the |
result of some cause incidental to the
character of the occupation.

The discussion of the extension of
the Act to include domestic servants
has brought out in the Engiish news-

causual servants. A pamphlet entitled
“Householders and Servants,” by a
barrister, who has studied out the
bearings of the Act in this connection
is having a large sale.

OVERNMENT TAKES ACTION
AGAINST TOBACCO TRUST

NEW YORK, July 10.—The govern-
ment today filed in the United States|
Ciicuit Court in this city, a petition
against the American Tobacco Co., the
Imperial Tobacco Co., the British-Am-
erican Tobacco Co., the American Snuff
Co., the American Cigap Co., The Un-
ited Cigar Stores Company, the Mec-
Andrews and Forbes Co., the Conley
Foil Co., and 56 other corporations and
the petition directed against them sets
29 individuals connected with the nam-
ed companies. These individu-
constitute what is gener-
ally known as the “obacco Trust” and
forth the purpose of the government to
dissolve this trust by breaking up the
agreements under which the consoli-
dated firms are working. In showing
the growth of the “trust’ since its or-
ganization in 1840, the conclusion Is|
reached that at an early day, unless|
prevented it would complétely monnp-\
olize the entire tobacco industry.

JOHN CHINAMAN AND

SOME

Superstition Rampant in the Celestial Empire—A Multitude of
Little Gods Appealed fo—=8uddhism as Viewed

at Close

Wily Chinese have said in English |
speech and print that, all in all, Con- |
fucianism is quite as good as Chris- |
tianity, if not better, and they have,
more than implied that it is an im-i
pertinence for Christian nations to send |
missionaries to their country. This
matter is fundamentally important;
any investigation of missions must
deal with the native religions of the
mission field. Moreover, as I am study-
ing mission work at first hand, and
not from the books written about it

my conclusions of China’s religion by
observation of the life of the people,
especially with respect to their relig-
ious practices.

Broadly speaking, and apart from
the Christian adherents, the Chinese
are less religious than the Japanese,
and more so than the Coreans. One
looks in vain for the multitude of idois
and shrines which are to be met on
every side in Japan. The idolatry of
the Chinese may- almost be said to
have been exaggerated. While every
house has its “kitchen god,” there Is
lacking the god shelf that is found in
most Japafiese homes, and the public
idols are few, except in temples.

A word about this kitchen god. He
is a paper image, before whom are
placed candles and incense, generally
unlighted. As all family affairs, even
in the greatest households, find their
way to the kitchen, the kitchen god is
supposed to hear everything. Accord-
ingly, on New Year's Day, before send-
ing him up to the realm of divinities in
smoke and flame, his lips are smeared
with sweets. Then, when he is in-
quired of concerning the family’s be-
havior, he can orly mumble “m-m-m,”’
which is esteemed. good report.

THE SUPERSTITIOUS CHINESE.

John Chinaman seems to care more
for the little gods than for the big
gods. Ocasionally one is met who re-
gards the favor of heaven or worships
the important figures in the national
pantheon, but ninety-nine Chinese out
of a hundred are chiefly solicitous con-
cerning the evil spirits of the air.

Confucianism, which is more a code
of ethics than a religion, is the nation-
al creed, and Buddhism is supposedly
the dominant faith, but "faoism, which
makes room for an innumerable varie-
ty of spirits, holds the greatest sway,
if any one of these three blended re-
ligions may be said to dominate. The
ordinary Chinese is not a Confucianist,
or a Buddhist, or a Taoist; he is all
three. In a Buddhist or Taoist tem-
ple, he worships in exactly the same
way — as, indeed, he does also before
his ancestral tablets—and it is difficult
for an uninitiated person to distin-
guish between the two temples. None
of them, as a matter of fact, is over-
rushed with business.

On New Year’s Day there is consid-
erable patronage of the temples, with
the burning of unmeasured incense and
bushels of paper money and the offer-
ing of innumerable candles, which lz_is_t
the thrifty priests quickly extinguisn
and melt down, to be sold over again.

| There seems to be no moral idea con-

nected with Chinese worship, and gam-
bling games run in full blast in the
temple court. The priests are a des-
pised lot.

FOOLING THE FRIESTS.

But the geomancer, the fortune tell-
er and the writer of charms does 2
thriving business. John has all the 'in-
veterate gambler’s belief in “good
luck.” And he is superstitious to the
last degree. Charles M. Alexander,
the famous evangelistic singer, fell
with his horse a few weeks ago in the
course of a visit to Southern China.
He lay unconscious, but none of the
coolies accompanying the party would .
help. pick him up. "They thought they
would displease some of the spirits!
who wanted Mr. Alexander’s life. AS
it was, he lay helpless and unassisted !
until a missionary and a native Chris-
tian came along to pick him up, and
he was in a semi-conscious condition
for several days subsequently. Simi-
larly, one Chinese will watch another
drown without stretching forth a hand
to help him. :

Every imposing residence in China
has pasted on its doors hideous images
to scare off the evil spirits. Streets do
not run straight in order to baffle the
spirits. Inns and large residences have
stone screens in front of the principal
entrances, so that evil spirits may not
find their way in. Charms hang over
almost every doorway. Graves can be
located only after the dispositions of
the spirits of wind and -water have
been consulted—and, in the case of
wealthy persons, it Tequires a deal of |
time and money to find out what the |
spirits wish. Much of the native reli-‘
gion is associated with the dead. The
Chinese are fearful lest their dear de-
parted should return to trouble them.
Therefore, the massive coflins, the of-
fering of food at the grave, and the
burning of paper images of money,
houses, clothes, servants, and even—in
one case 1 witnessed—paper jinrik-
shas.

The nearest approach to street idols
seen in China is the oven wherein is |
burned every scrap of paper that floats
about the streets lest it contain a sa-
cred character, and also paper prayers.
The Chinese believe in the fire rcute to
the spivit world. In Canton every
household has its little sanctuary in
front, before which a light is kept |
pburning. In that part of the country
it is also the custom to burn incense
daily outside the doorway.

CHINESE AND GRANLCFATHRS.

Of all the relisious tenets of the
Chinese that of ancestor worship is the
stronzest, although it can hardly be
dissociated from spirit worship: It is|
probably less a ma‘ter of love for an-

'which lies at the bottom of the Chinese
regard for the departed. The great |
occasion for doing reverence to ances-
tors is the New Year; elaborate offer-
ings are made before the ancestral ta-|
blets, and afterwdrd there is feasting
and music.

So inwrought is ancestral worship
with the social, civil and political life
of the Chinese that it is difficult for a
Christian convert to separate himself
from it all, especially on the occasion
of funerals and the New Year. Certain
veteran misionaries assume the posi-
tion that the venerations of ancestors
should not be regarded as idolatry; |
they prefer to look upon it merely as |
filial respect. Were all missionaries to |
take this ground serious _obstacles |
would be removed from the paths of |
many natives who want to enter the
Church.

Among the Chinese it is commonly |
reported that Europeans have no re-
spect for their  ancestors. An inter-
esting concession to this feeling is to |
be noted in the practice of many mis-'
sionaries, who prominently display
family and ancestral portraits where
native guests will see them.

DEGRADATION OF BUDDHISTS.

One needs a strong stomach to travel|
in the East, but the famous Llama tem-|
ple in Pekin is enough to turn the|
strongest. This is supposed to be;
Buddhism at its best, Buddhism
straight from Lhasa, the home of the|
great Llama. In its prime the build-
ing was no doubt splendid and it has|
many interesting carvings and bronzes;
but as a whole it is in a state of mis-|
erable decay. Its dirt and griminess!
and squalor, however, are nothing as|
compared with the filth and odiousness |
of the priests. They are the most re-
pulsive lot of mortals it has ever .been|
my ‘bad fortune’to meet. Their un-
washed, unkept external appearance
is less hideous than- their manifest
moral rottenness. One does not need
to hear the tales with which the com=/
munity abounds to learn that here is
depravity remarkable even for China.

There are some eight hundred of]|
these yellow-robed priests, wmen and|
boys. They are famous for the deep|
tcnes in which they chant their ritual|
daily, recording, it is said, a lower re-|
gister than the human voice has been|
known to attain elsewhere. Nothing!
manly 1s to be associated with these|
deep voices, however. They are a lot|
of degenerate mendicants, whom no|
Chinese is so low to respect. There|
are few visitors to the temple except}
tourists. At every doorway—and one:

Of all the faiths in China except|
Christianity, one is bound to admit,
that they have deteriorated greatly|
from their original character and are,|
in practice, little more than supersti-|
tions with scarcely any corrective in-|
fluence upon character.

WILL CHINA BECOME CHRISTIAN?

Is that new religion to be Christian-
ity? Have thousands of missionaries|
now at work made such an impression!
upon this nation of 400,000,000 that|
tne ultimate conversion of the whole|
is to be predicted? TFaith, rather th:m?
facts, would have to underlie such an!
assumption. The missionaries have,
only begun to made an impression|
upon China. Vast as has been the|
energy expanded upon the Christian-|
ization of this inconceivably immense
empire, the visible return has been out |
of all proportion to this expenditure,‘
there being today only about a hun-|
dred thousand enrolled church. mem-|
bers, not all of whom it .is to he fear-
Not until
within recent years has there been
anything approximating an organized
effoft to administer Christian missions
nationally, or as a unit; an effort in
this direction will- be one of the not-,
able characteristics of the Shanghai |
centennial. w

A greater degree of relatedness, unity
and co-operation has been one of the
manifest needs of the Christian pro-
paganda in China. Lack of this has
been the cause of a great waste of work
and money and of no little duplication
of effort and mission rivaly. All
this being true, it yet remains unde-
niable—and this is the most sweeping
criticism I have to make upon Chi-
nese misions—that the enterprise is
conducted on too small a scale for the
If missions are to be
operated at all, they should be main-
tained in @ manner commensurate with
the object. There has been a deal
of burying of Gospel leaven in China in
a hundred years past and by no meansj
without result. But it strikes an ob-|
server forcibly that if this generation
or the next is to see China as a whole
reckoning seriously with Christianity,i
there must be some bigger, bro:\dm',i
more aggressive and more comprehen-
tive campaigning done.

ALL ABOUT THE DERBY.

The Derby, as everyone knows, is a
race for three-years-olds, but non-
racing people are sometimes rather
vague as to what a three-year-old im-
plies. The age of a horse is reckoned
in this way: No matter when he is
foaled, his age is reckoned from Jan-
uary 1st of the year in which he is
born. Thus, a colt born last June was
a “foal” until January 1st, 1907, when |
he became, although really only six |
months old, a yearling. On January |
1st, 1808, will become a two-year-:
old.

It was a long time before the Derby
attained its present enormous popular-
ity. Up to 1813 the number of sub-
scribers never exceded fifty, and it was
not until 1831 that the number exceed-
ed one hundred. Then it increased
rapidly, and in 1848 there were 215 sub-
scribers. In those days there were
usually many more starters than there
are today. In 1851, when Sir J. Haw-
ley’s Teddington romped fn, there were
thirty-horses at the starting-point, and
in 1862, the record number of thirty-
four appeared. Nowadays the aver-
age number of starters is about a doz-
en. The smallest number of starters
for the Derby was seen in 1794. Only
four horses ran.

The first foreign horse to win the
great race was Gladiateur, who be-
lorged to- the French Count de Le-
grange. He was a splendid animal,
being one of the very few who could
boast of having secured the “Triple
Crown.” A horse that wins the Two
Thousand Derby and St. Leger is said
to have gained the ‘“Triple Croswn,’”
and in the past century only ten horses
have accomplished the feat.

Probably the best animal that did
not win the Derby was Sceptre. She
carried off all the classic races except
the Derby—namely, the Oaks, the Two
Thousand, the One Thousand, and the
St. Leger.

Hon. Mr. Templeman, acting minis-
ter of marine, denies the charge of the

Marconi comnany that the contract
rights of that company with the gov-
ernment are being violated or infring-
ed. The company claim that their con-
tract, made with the government in
1902, gives them a monopoly of the
wireless business in Canada to the
exclusion of all other companies and
all other wireless systems. The gov-
ernment is not willing to admit such
a swee ping monopoly.

The dispute has been brought to a
head by two things which the govern-
ment has done recently. One of these
ifs the installation on the Pacific coast
of wireless stations by the government
and the avowed intention of the gov-
ernment to operate these stations it-
self. The Marconi company contend
that they should have been given the
right to erect and equip th=se stations
and to operate them for all time. The
Marconi company erected and operated
the stations on the Atlantic coast.

The other action of the government
against which there is complaint by
the Marconi company is the issuing of
a license without which no ship or
station can do a commercial wireless
business in Canada. The license speci-
fies that the ship or company which
receives it shall exchange business
with any other wireless company
which offers it to them. Recently the
Marconi company arranged to equip
three of the C. P. R. steamers on the
Pacific coast with wireless apparatus,
and applied for licenses (o operate
them. These were the first licensey for
wireless issued after the government
had decided upon the licensing sys-
tem. After receiving the license the
company claimed that its rights were
infringed, and deciined to pay the li-
cense fee, They e¢bject to the nrovis-
fon that there shall be an exchange of
business-with any other company. The
government believes that it is within
its rights under the contract and that
its action is in the public interest.

STORM N YEAS

Considerable Damage in
Moncton and Fredericton

House Struck by Lightning on Salisbury
Road and Burned to the Ground
Little Girl's Narrow Escape

-+

MONCTON, July 9.—One of the
worst thunder storms in recent years
swept over Moncton this afternoon be- |
tween four and five o'clock. The |
storm’s duration was about half an
but in that time much damage
was accomplished, including the burn-
ing down of one house and the damage
to several others. ‘The thunder was
very heavy and the lightning particul-
arly vivid, the electiric display being
accompanied by a tremendous down
pour of rain. The house burned down
was owned and occupied by William
Jones, being located a few miles from
Monéton on the Salisbury Road. The
bolt struck the roof of the house pass-
ing through the rooms, Jones’ little |
daughter being slightly shocked and
having a narrow escape The house af-
terwards took fire and was razed to
the ground, a heavy loss being entail-
ed. In the city the residence of J. J.
Wallace, I. C. R. general freight agent
was struck and a number of shingles
torn from the roof tower at the cor-
ner of the house. The residence of
John Burns, a well known bridge con-
tractor at Lewisville was struck and
slightly damaged, and also the house
of John Seamans at Humphrey’'s Mills.
During the downpour of rain water
leaked through the roof of the I. C. R.
mechanical accountants’ otfices loosen-
ing a large section of plaster which
fell simultaneously with a loud clap
of thunder. Two clerks were struck by
the fallinz plaster, Bert Watson and
N. Cormier, the latter sustaining slight |
cuts on the head and hands, while the
other was dazed by the shock. Minor
damages are reported around the city. |
