OTTAWA, Jan. 7—Judge Gwynne of 

tie supreme court died early this 
morning at his residence on Metcalf 
street. He waa fh his 88th year.

Hon. John Wellington Gwynne, 
judge and jurist, was the eldest son 
of the late Rev. William Gwynne, D. 
D., of Castleknock, County Dublin, 
Ireland, by Eliza, his wife, daughter 
of the Rev. Hugh Nelson of Dim- 
sh&ughlln. County Meath, and was 
born at Castleknock, March 30th, 1814. 
He was educated there and at Trin­
ity College, Dublin. He came to Can­
ada in 1832; was called to the Ontario 
bar to 1837 and practiced his profes­
sion to Toronto, where he was for 

•some years to partnership with the 
late Robert J. Turner and the late 
William V. Bacon. Returning to Eng­
land, he studied at Lincoln’s Inn, 1844- 
46, In the chambers of the late Rt. 
Hon. Sir John Rolt. He was elected 
a bencher of the Law Society of 
Upper Canada to 1849, and was 
created a Q. C., by "the Earl 
of Elgin in 1850. In 1847 he 
unsuccessfully contested the county of 
Huron for the Canadian assembly. Mr. 
Gwynne was appointed a puisne judge, 
of the Court of Common Pleas Novem­
ber 12, 1868, and a puisne judge of the 
'Supreme Court of Canada January 14, 
1879. His lordship was a member of 
the Church; of England. He married 
in 1852, Julia; youngest daughter of 
the late Dr. William Durie, K. H.

Gwynne was elected president of the 
Ottawa Humane Society in 1897. He 
leaves a family of three daughters and 
one son.

The Russians, 
however, by ’mistake, broke into a reading 
room where a party of the Vicksburg’s men 
were seated and tried to arrest them. The 
Americans resisted, using chairs in so doing, 
but they were overpowered,, after a sharp 
fight, and handed over to the United States 
consul, who sent them on board the Vicks- ■ —
burg. The bad feeling which arose 
this incident resulted in sevetpl fights' 
ever the American and British sailors net 
Russian soldiers, anfl the latter, not being 
accustomed to fist fights, were usually badly 
worsted. This state of affairs culminated on 
New Year’s day in a more serious affray, and 
the Russian minister here, M. Paul Lesser, 
complained to the United States minister at 
this capital, Edwin H. Conger, that two 
members of the Vicksburg’s crew had fired 
a revolver at an unoffending Russian sol- 4 
dier, wounding him in the arm.

The relations between the American and 
British consuls and naval commanders and’ 
the1 Russian administrator St New Chwang 
are strained, which makes a friendly settle­
ment of the affair difficult. The adminis­
trator attempted to enforce a social code 
which the foreign officials refused to recog­
nise and, consequently, the relations have 
been limited to strictly official interviews, 
which have, not been amiable, consisting 
mostly in protests against the action ef the 
administrator, and protests of the adminis­
trator against the cohduct of the sailors.

The memorandum presented by the Russian 
minister to the 'United States minister here 
relates to various alleged assaults commit­
ted by Americans. On one occasion three 
sailors attacked a sentry ahd owe their lives 
to the sentry's forbearance in not exercis­
ing his right to shoot. The administrator 
demanded that the United States consul try 
the offenders, but the commander of the 
Vicksburg. E B. Barry, 
fusai.

Mr. Conger is endeavoring to restore 
friendly relations at New Chwang. He is 
urging the United States consul there, Henry 
B. Miller, to co-operate with the Russian au­
thorities in suppressing and punishing viol­
ence. The steps taken, however, are seri­
ously handicapped by the action of the Rus­
sians, who refuse to allow foreigners to use 
the telegraph line. <

CHATHAM, Jan, 6.—Travelling all 
over the county Is simply first class, as 
your correspondent can testify, and 
If all other conditions were ae favor­

A strong stream was thrown to 
the top of the tower and to within a 
few feet of the top of the flag pole, but 
just at that moment our Jonah it- 
peared on the scene and the stream 
diminished in strength and finally sub­
sided altogether. it is to be feared 
that if the water is to cost the 
sumer proportionately to the present 
cost of electric light, the majority of 
our householders will be very much 
averse to having it installed.
