Washington, July 10.~The Canadian
reciproeity bill emerges unscathed
touight from the most serious ordeal
ft has yet experienced in the Senate.
The series of amendments 0 offered by
Senator Cummius, of lowa, and the
two offered by Senator Simmons, of
North Carolina, all seeking to increase
the number of Canadian manufactur-
ed” articles that shall be admitted
free of duty to the United States, were
voted down by large majorities. The
vote in favor of the amendments was
€0 small that Senator Cummins asked
for only five roll calls, although he
had previously aunnounced his inten-
tion of asking for at least ten. The
maximum vote for his tariff amend-
ments was 14, compared to a maxl-
mum vote of 63 agalnst. The defeat
of the Cummins' amendments clear-
€d the situation in the senate and
leaves the reciprocity bill much near-
er final passage. Senator Balley to-
day offered au ' amendment to the
héuse woollen tarift bill, imposing a
duty of 26 per centon raw wool.

He will ask for consideration of this
amendment ant of his farmers' free
list' amendment in the near future.
Senator Lafollette has not yet intro-
duced his amendments, of which there
probably are a considerable number,
but these are expected within a short
time.

On the proposal to put flour and
cereal products on the list of articles
which the United States will admit
free from Canuda, Senator Cummins
was defeated 52 to 14; on the proposal
to put agricultural implements on this
list, he was deféated 53 to 12; on the
proposal to put lumber on the list,
he was defeatéd 51 to 12, Other
amendments yvoted down proposed to
admit free from Canada, without de-
manding like treatment of American
products, automobiles, won ore, pig
iron, coal, rubber, cotton, woollen,
leather and silk goods.

The amendment that secured the
heaviest favorable vote was one sep-
arate from the tariff features of the
agreement. It gave the president
power to terminate thils country’s part
of the pact if Canada abrogated her
part. Senator Cummins, Senator Hey-
burn and others said as the bill came
before congress Canada could termin-
ate her part of the agreement while
this country would be compelled to
continue the reciprocity rates on Can-
adlan goods, until congress could re
peal the law. Senator Lodge and
Senator Bacon insisted that Canada's
regard for the “good’ faith” of the
agreement would prevent any such
contingency. Senators Clapp and Dix-
on, (Rep.) and Senator Simmons,
(Dem.) opposed the general recipro-
city measure In speeches during the
afternoon. Senator Dixon sald the
agreement was due to the pressure of
the mewspaper interests, and Senator
Clapp declared the president had
vielded to tRe demands of the cities
for lower living and the needs of the
press for free papor

Today a dozen victims were added
to the toll and scores of prostrations
were reported.

Seven Dead In Toronto.

Toronto, July 10.~—Seven
deaths from the heat were registered
at the city clerk's office this morn-
ing. This makes a total of 67 deaths
from the heat gnce July 1, and there
seems to be no prospect of a cessa-
tion of these sad events to which To-
ronto has becomeé accugtotned dur-
ing the past week.

While thunderstorms and = heavy
downpours of rain were general in
the vicinity of Toronto today, up to 3
o'clock there had been practically no
rain in the ecity.

Montreal, July 10.—The heat wave
continues to linger over Montreal with
unabated energy. Tod the thermo-
meter reached a maximum of 93 de-
grees, at the McGill observatory mak-
ing the fifth day Iu little more than
a week that a maximum of over 90
degrees has been recorded. This fis
the more remarkable as the McGill
records show that not once before in
the pgst years had a maximum of %
degrees been registered. At 11 c¢'clock
the mercury still remained over 80
degrees and no relief is promised,

The long continued heat is begin-
ning to have itg effect, and very many
prostrations are being reported. The
toll among the children is especially
heavy. Figures compiled for last week
shew that over 70 per cent. of the
deaths were among children under §
vears of age, no less than 304 little

This is what was said a month ago
and what the Laurier organs denied
in chorus, They are now coming to
their milk.

It can be, definitely stated that there
will be no backdown by the opposi
tion. R. L. Borden comes back from
his straight talk to the grain grow-
ers, more than ever convinced of the
righteousness of his course. This pro
mise to fight the reeiprocity surren-
der “to the bitter” will be carried
out.

The present posifion of the govern-
ment is of Sir Wilfrid Laurier's mak-
ing. He will go to the country be-
cause he cannot force his pact
through parliament. An appeal to the
electorate on the reéciprocity issue is
what the opposition insisted upon,
just as they insisted that the prime
minister, sorely against his will,
should go to England.

The election will come, if the gov-
ernment finds no other way out, ei-
ther before the tenth of August or
late in September. This will give the
West time for the harvest. The ap-
peal can hardly be put off till Octo-
ber, as the government is likely to be
without supplies.

The Borden offer of quick passage
of a reasonable redistribution bill wilt
not be accepted. In the first place a
reasonable redistribution is the next
thing to a political hnpumlbml\ un-
der existing conditions, and in the
second, the ceusus is a hopeless mess.

What benefits the single individual
will also benefit the community; and
what benefits the community will also
be of advautage to the nation. What
is of advantage to any particular na.
tion will in some way or another, di-
rectly or indirectly, be of some ad.
vantage to the whole universe,

l.et me also point out to you that
even in the very home of free trade,
Great Britain—for years past there
has been a re-action against the policy
of free trade, Only this last week
you have the seamen's strike. What
are they striking against? Their
main contention is, that there shall
be no free trade in labor! They rep-
resent in their union the policy of
protection. The men combine for
protection of their interests.

Now, if they had farmers
growing crops !u proportion to popu-
lation, the danger of national collapse
would not be so great,

I have also alluded to the fact that
Great Britaln has been in great dan-
ger, and will be more 80 in the future,
as the art of flying progresses. She
can no longer place 8o much depend-
ence on her mavy. Aerial fleets can
harass her shipping and we have
an objeet lesson right now of the
effect of tying up the shipping.

As a matter of self-preservation,
each sell-governing colony must seek
to place themselves in an independent
position, ‘and seek to build up their
nation, while they have the opportun-
fty, so that when the Mother Coun-
try Is in a tight place, they can 8O
to her help

In conclusion, I would say that we
cannot do so by throwing open our
markets to competition, or exporting
our raw material, We need many lines
of raflway, and docks, and waterways,
All these things are necessary before
we can bring in population from the
outside. We must have the popula-
tion to work the land, and man the
factories, and we must haye the facil-
ities of transportation to carry this
extra population where we need them.
All these things mean money, If we
have a revenue tariff the monéy does
not all come out of our pm.k«-ta It
we have no tariff for revenue,
the money must come from
taxation,

Are we prepared to foot the bill of
many, many millions, by direct taxa-
tion, straight from the pocket. I am

‘New York, July 10—The whole
Haltlen navy lies aground off Gonal-
ves, about 30 miles from Port Au
Prince, and had it not been for the
good ship Allemania, of the Hamburg-
Ametican line, which came into New
York today the whole Haltlen &rmy
would be languishing on board the
navy: President Antgine Stmon, of
the republic decided he ought to have
a navy, #b he bought, not long ago,
the Italian cruiser Umbria. She was
fixed up and named Antoine Simon.

©On June 30 President Simon decid-
ed to take his army out for a spin in
the navy. There were no big guns
with which to salute the chlef execu-
tive, but a soldler was detalled to fire
21 rifle shots and the embarkation
was made with proper dignity.

Perhaps the president had a premo-
nition of trouble, for he ordered his
yaoht to tollow the navy. The admir-
al bad been a tug boat captain and
the chief engineer was a bar tender,
s0 they could not be expected to know
all the finé points of being a navy.

A leak was reported, and though
the pumps were put to work, it was
not long before the engine room was
flooded. The yachte came up with
difficulty, rescued President Simon
and his staff, including the admiral.
The army stood on the sinking deck
and cried loudly for help. The yacht
was (oo small to take the army off.
The president and his staff Jandéd at
Gonaives and made thelr way with as
much haste as possible back to Port
Au Prince. The Allemania heard
about the sinking army and went to
the rescue. The Antoine Simon was
found hard and fast aground with
her eugine room flooded. The ravk
and file were taken off and sated for
future parades and revolutions,

Washington Has Sensation
Growing Out of Investiga-
tion of Guggenheim Activi-
ties in Alaska.

Washington, July 10.—The story of
a vanishing letter, both addressed and
sighed “Dick” from Richard S. Ryan,
of New York, to Richard A. Ballinger,
then secretary of the interior, purport-
iug to show that Charles P, Taft had
influenced his brother, President Taft,
to forward the alleged attempt of the
Guggenheim Interests to acquire con-
troller Bay, the only obutlet for large
coal flelds in Southern Alaska, figured
.u & congressional inquiry today.

The testimony before the house
committee on expenditures in the in-
terior department, and statements
from the White House, and from Chas.
P. Taft’s offices failed to lift the mys-
tery enshrouding the alleged letter.
Commissioner Dennett, of the general
land office, the ouly witness today,
testified that he knew nothing of it,
and that he would not mnecessarily
know of {ts existence, and such a let-
ter was not recalled in any other
quarter. The letter was not to be
found in files, though Miss Abbott, a
newspaper writer, who will testify
later, says she copied such a docu-
ment from the official files. President
Taft has expressed confidence that
his brother hever communicated with
him on the subject, either verbally
or In writing.

Miss Abbott, already subpoenaed as
a witness probably will appear before
the committee Wednesday. Ccmmis-
sloner Dennett testified today that
some time between the framing of
the first draft and that of the final or-
der opening the Controller Bay lands
to entry, the usual provision was el
minated wlhich would have required
60 days’ notice from anyone intending
to file on the lands. He did not know
who struck it out, and did not attach
much importance or mystery to that
pcint. but replying to questions sald
the effect of the omission would be
to give advantage to those on the
ground who happened to know of the
order. It was explained later that this
order was given to the press at the
time.

French-Canadian Colleagues

from his labors at the Imperial Con.
ference and the Coronation festivities,
whieh. took place here this evening,
was an | i affair, Th d
of people thronged the terrace, whered
the demonstration took place, and the
veteran Liberal leader was given an
enthusiastic reception.

The 'scene was a remarkable ore,
the decorations, flags and strings of
vari-colored lights, with the masses
of .people, being most plcturesque,
Several bands were in attendance,
and rendered patriotic airs at inter.
vals. Mayor Drouin presided, and
seated on the platform with 8ir Wil
frid were a number of members of
his cabinet, members of the local
cablinet, aldermen and other people of
note,

The address from the city which
was read by Mayor Drouin, congratu-
lated Sir Wilfrid on his return, and
expressed admiration to the brilliant
manuper in which he had represented
Canada at the Coronation festivities,
and the important part which he took
in the Imperial Conference. Nowhere
in Canada was this admiration great-
er than In the old city of Quebec, of
which he, was one of its. representa-
tives,

The address then went on to refer
to the action of the conference in re-
gard to the treaties of commerce, due
to Sir Wilfrid’s perseverance. The
address stated that Sir Wilfrid’s pro-
position at the conference to institute
@ thorough investigation into econom-
fe conditions throughout the Empire
had been heartily applauded.

After the reading of the clvic ad-
dress Mr. Lachance, M. P. for Quebec
West, read an address from the Lib-
eral club of the city, The bands
then played “O Canada,” and Sir Wil
frid rose to reply, He was greeted
with applause.

8ir Wilfrid began by remarking that
in no place did he feel the enthusiasm
of a reception ag in the old city of
Champlain, To this ecity was due his
political existence, and he was pleas-
ed to see the friends who 34 years ago
had elected him, He had left Canada
last May not only to attend the Im-
perial Conference, but also the Corona-
tion of King George, which had not
been an ordinary affair, but would
bear fruits in the future, The English
pecple did not change the constitu-
tlon, but preserved it preciously, and

King George commences his reign in
the same manner as did the Norman
kings 1,000 years ago. For the first
time in the history of nations, the
laboring ‘class took part in the cere
menies, “We are British subjects and
we are free and prosperous and de
mocracy is more acknowledged under
the British flag than under many re-
publice.”

8ir Wilfrid said he had represented
Canada at four Imperial conferences
and on each occasion he was pleased
to see that his policy had been ap-
proved by the gréat majority of his
fellow citizens, On the last occasion
he had met with a double laurel, He
had fought for the autonomy of Cau-
adians, notwithstanding the talk of
Nationalist jingoes, who, with their
Imperialistic  allles had attacked
him. The real cause was that both
parties agreed upon one point, that
Laurier must be destroyed. He was,
however, pleased and he felt sure that
true Canadians would be pleased at
the success which had attended his
eflorts.

prisoners.
