An enthusiastic meeting of the mem-
bers of the local branch of the Coal
Handlers and Trimmers' Union No.
810, was held yesterday morning in
the Germain street quarters, #nd was
addressed by Mr. Blizzard,of the Con-
sumers Co., UJ. Firth , of the
Colwell Coal Co., and F. P Starr, of
R. P. & W. F. Starr Company, Ltd.

Frank Freestone, president of the
local union, addressed the meeting
to a great extent on th® result of his
trip to Montreal, and conoluded hy
adding that the demand of the men in
asking for the increase was not ex-
orbitant by any means, as figuring
on the former wage schedule the men
averaged only about 16 to 18 dollars
weekly, due to the unmsteady condi-
tions attached to this sort of labor,
and as a proof for his statements he
referred any of the doubtfu! ones to
the sheets. The delegates to the
union from the varfous coal companies
assured the men that their respective
companies were willing to give any
“reasonable wage” schedule which
might be agreed upon by the men and
the company.

The executive then met in commit-
tee to consider the situation, and lat-
er advised the men to re-assembie in
the afternoon to further consider
plans for an immediate settlement.
Nothine funther developed regarding
the request for the increase, and a
‘meeting was called again last even
ing.

Several citizens visited the meeting
in the evening as well as the repre-
sentatives, of the coal companies of
the city. President Freestone called
tne meeting to order and placed the
propesition before the men again, and
an open discussion followed.

The resource that a Board of Con-
ciliation be resorted to in order o
settle the exicting differences, came
up for discussion, and the majority
of the men were of the opinion that
this seurce should not be resorted to
whatever, and further that the various
coal and fuel companies of the city
be asked to name the nearest wage
which they belleved they might offer,
and as a result of a warm discussion,
passed a motion that the Board of
Conciliation be not resorted to, and
further that the men ask the flat rate
of seventy cents hourly, and that the
Dominion (Coal Company, Montreal, be
notified of this decision at once, with
the request that an answer be given
to the men at their meeting today.

Several of the visitors were called
upon for a few remarks, and J. A.
Barry, legal adviser of the campaign
committee in the recall proceedings
for Commissioner McLellan, and Com-
missioner Hilyard, addressed the men
at length, giving them sound advice in
respect to the process of a conciliation
board. His remarks were greeted with
applause, and the unanimous thanks
of the men was accorded the speaker,
who replied in fitting terms.

Peter Sharkey addressed the meet-
ing on the results to be obtained by
the process of unionizing at the pres-
eént time, and exhorted the men to act
together in the present differences,
and hoped that they might be success
ful eir efforts. -

J. Kemp, of the Trades and Labor
Council gave a few words of timely
advice and wished the men success.

After further discussior of some
minor clauses the meeting adjourned
tc meet again this morning at nine
o'clock, at 62 Germzin Street.

It is expected that before the set-
ting sun tonight, the trouble will have
reached a successful issue, and the
meeting this morning may bear
results.

INFLUENZA HAS
LATER DANGERS

Particular Care Needed When
Patient is Convalescent,

Says Expert.

The influenza convalescent Who
has apparently recevered from the dis-
ease and is yetin strangely weak and
depressed condition should be the ob-
ject of particular care, according 0
Dr. Lois I, Harris, director of the
Jurean of Preventable Diseases of the
New York Health Department. In
the opinion of Dr. Harris the after
care of the inflienza patient is most
important, ‘The co-operation of the
patient, coupled with the willingness
to see that the weakness and depres-
sion are a part of the illness, though
coming after the disease itself has
spent its force, 1is a big factor in
effecting a complete return to full
health. On the other hand, the deter-
mination to ignore the debilitated con
dition and to fight against it, will, Dr.
Harris says, frequently bring serious
consequences upon the patient.

After Effects Bad.

“The subject of the after effécts of
influenza,” said Dr. iarris, “is one of
particular interest to the scientist at
the present time.

“First, and perhaps the most mo-
mentous condition to-be considered is
the striking depression, mental, nerv-
ous, and phygical, céomplained of by
most patients. Those attacked by the
disease with moderate severity are al-
most always afflicted with this de-
presgion, which chould be recognized
and dealt with. Those who have had
mild cases of the epidemic are little
affected by depression, and their quick
return to health and strength givea
rise to the bdelief that influenza |is
trivial. On the contrary, influenza in
fts after effects is anything but triv
fal, and calls for the application of
rules of common semse and sanitation
which are the fruit- of years of ex.
perience.

“Tonic treatment, well chosen diet,
and great care in mot becoming over
tired or allowing the body to be chilled
are necessary.  Figgs may be eaten,
but not more than two a day, for the
average adult. Of course it must be
remembered that in many cased this
disease tends to direct ' its force
agaimst the kidneys, and therefore we
instruct patients to avoid eating a
great amount of meat, ezgs, or beef
extracts. Fres, soft boiled, poached,
or beaten, raw, are advisable in lim-
ited number. The raw esgs should
always be well agitated before taking.

When Good Food is Bad.

“With milk and eggs as a founda-
tion the patient should eat good nour-
ishing food, including meat, fish, and
vegetables, simply prepared. Frying,
for instance, i1s out of the question.
Good food prepared fn an unassimil-
able manner becomes bad food; espec-
fally is this to be moted In cases of
conval from infl for the
disease often manifests itself in
vemiting, and in intestinal and gas-
tric disturbances, and it #s important
not to weaken the digestive function
by the eating of poorly prepared food.
or even the hest of food In illadvised
quantities. The quantitative distribu-
tion of foodstuffs should be so ad-
Justed" as not to.overtax the stomach,
but the patient should eat generously
and frequently.”

SIMPLY DETESTABLE.

!Io cheese-paring policy of the De-
l‘hnt of Bducation is making itsell
detestable not only in St. John and
Monoton, but also in Campbellton.
“In the City of St. John the chief super-
fatendent of Education, who at Ottawa
professes to be very strongly in favor
of technical education, has refused a
grent of two hundred dollars for the
technical night school conducted here.
He has also refused to pay the govern-
ment proportion of teachers’ salaries
for the few days elapsing between the
¢ime ordered by him for the opening
of the public schools and the day on
which they actually opened. In
Wencton, because of conditions in the
@y schools which necessitated the
suspension of a number of teachers
for a short time, during which time
the City of Moncton paid their salar
jes, the government refused to con-
tribute its share.

Now the whole County of Resti
gouche s up In arms - against this
contemptibly mean policy, for durlng
the influenza epldemic the schools
were closed and teachers have not
been paid the proportion due them by
the government. These schools were
closed for thirty-five days on the o01-
der of the Minister of Public Health,
and in the County some twenty-seven
schools were affected. In Campbell-
ton alone there were eighteen teachers
out of work and those teachers, being
vnable to follow their own occupations,
took the lead in fighting the epidemic.
Although Dr. Roberts had appointed a
deputy health officer for that digtrict
ke was, according to statements of
various people, of no value whatever
in the community, and was out f
gight most of the time.

BIRTHS SHOW A DROP;
DEATHS INCREASE

Germany's Vital Statistics
Show a Decrease in Popula-
tion Apart Altogether from
Deaths Due to the War.

Berlin, Nov. 37—The vital statistics
of Berlin, the publication of which
heretofore has been prohibited are
now available. They disclose the al-
most catastrophic effect of the war’s
privations on ‘the people of Berlin.

The excess of births over deaths in
1918 was 12,7 6. In 1916, there was an
excess of deaths over births of 4,440
and there were 15,397 more deaths
than births in 1917. The figures do
not include the soldiers who dled st
the front or in hospitals. The total
number of deaths in 1917 was seven
thousand more than the previous
year, despite the fact that Berlin's
population had decreased 70,000.

The Hague, Nov, 28—A special
correspondent sent to western Ger
wany immediately aftér the outbreak
of the revolution, sends a remarkable
story of scenes in Aix-la-Chapelle:

have not been sufficiently anticipated
and provided for., Where the work
of that department meeded the co-
operation and assistance of other de-
partments, he believes, there has been
inzufficient co-Ordination.

The Parliamentary Committee’s re-
port on Pensions, for instance, has
not been heard of since it was pre-
sented to Parliament in May last, and
“I doubt,” said Mr. MoCurdy, “if my
colleagues on that committee will con-
sider such inaction on the part of the
government as justified or in the best
public interest. In. resigning and re-
glstering my objections, I have feit
that this view might be “emphasized
to the ultimate advdhtage of invalld-
ed and returning soldiers, and the pud-
lic generally.”

Mr. McCurdy gays that he fully rec-
ognized the ve difficulties and prob-
lems with which all departments were
faced, and that, in retiring, he had no
recriminations or criticisms of a per-
sonal character to offer. He felt, how-
ever, that greater and more satisfac-
tory results could be had by facing
and promptly solving our problems
with courage and despatch, and by an.
ticipating the future more than has
been the habit in some departments.

“One of the lessons of the war,”
Mr. McCurdy said, “has been the need
of preparation in all public matters,
but we now find that the problems
of demobilization and reconstruction
have come, after all, with embarras-
sing surprise to many departments, as
will be evident shortly if our battal-
fons are not to be kept unnecessarily
long in public service and pay.

“Theegeneral preparation for peach
conditions,” Mr. McCurdy added, “has
not in my opinion, received sufficient-
ly earnest attention_at the hands of
the government and this fact must
be disturbing to busipess men and la-
bor, besides being embarrassing ,to
the aoting prime minister. In Ottawa
it s freely stated that the cabinet
committee formed for the express pur-
pase of trade development or recon:
struction on a peace basis has not
made progress. Now, taken by sur-
prise, trade commissions are being
hurried to Lofidom, and other com-
muercial centres, but it must be dis-
turbing to Canadian industries and
business men generally, that so much
valuable time has been lost. As Dr.
Cutten, of Acadia College so well stat-
od recently: ‘In time of war prepare
for peace.’”

FIRST CASE DEALT

Helen Lobb Fined Thousand

Dollars for Communicating
Disease to Soldier—Two
Other Women Are on Trial,

In the Fairville police court before
Magistrate Allingham yesterday after-
noon, Helen Lobb, a girl who resided
in Fairvile was fined one thousand
dollars, or in default of payment to
spend one year in prison, having
been found guilty of communicating
venereal disease to a soldier.
