‘Large White Loaf Cake.
One cup butter, % cup milk, 2 cups 

sugar, 4 teaspoon baking powder, 3'/a 
cups flour, whites of 7 eggs, 1 teaspoon 
vanilla or rose, or % teaspoon almond
flavoring.

Cream the butter and sugar. Mix and 
sift together the flour and baking pow­
der, and measure the milk. If one is 4ft 
mixing the cake alone, beat the egg 
whites to a stiff froth; then combine 
the flour and milk with the sugar and W 
butter mixture. Add first a little milk, 
then a little flour. Repeat until the 
flour' and milk are all used. This method 
prevents curdling. Some pat all the 
baking powder into the last one-half cup 
of flour. If one has everything meas­
ured, the pan ready and the fire right 
before beginning to combine the dry 
with the wet mixtures, it need be only 
a very short time before'the cake is in 
the oven.

' ft. making cake where the whites are \X 
le: ten separately it is desirable to have 
a second person beating the whites while ;,
the other ingredients are being com­
bined. Cut and fold the stiffly beaten 
whites into the cake, mixture. Blend the 1 
two carefully, and put at once into a 
pan lined with paper and well buttered.
Smooth the mixture toward the edges 
and away from the centre of the pan.

This with careful measuring, will in­
sure a cake even over the top. It may 
be iced, with any desired icing. This 
cake may also be baked in layers and 
filled as desired.

For receptions, weddings, or any func­
tion where twp kinds of cake is desired, 
a large golden cake may be made with 
the egg yolks left from the white cake.
Bake in the same sized dripping pan 
and put in squares.—Heart of the House, 
in Woman’s World for January.

j AS—embroidered counterpane is not 
shch on undertaking as one would sup­
pose, for the squares may be stamped 
and used for pick-up work. In a short 
time the squares will be ready to put 
together.

The most effective way to arrange the 
squares is in the form of a border 
around the spread, placed so that it will 
lie on the bed, within a few inches of 
the edge. The squares are inset and 
joined with lace insertion. The edge 
may be either buttonhtod in large scal­
lops or hemstitched. A -large embroid­
ered monogram placed in the center of 
the spread would add very much to its 
beauty, says the Detroit Free Press.

Another attractive way to make an 
embroidered spread is. in long strips, 
joined with lace, each alternate strip 
embroidered. The medallions can be 
used with good effect by repeating the 
motifs down the length of the strip to 
be worked.

SUCCESSFUL CHICKEN FARMING.
After deciding where I wished to 

live, I wrote a local agent, telling him 
that I wanted to rent a small farm with 
the option of buying it. His reply was, 
that, unless I had five hundred dollars 
to put down on a place, and three hun­
dred for stock, there was nothing for 
me. This was discouraging, bnt I made 
the trip' myself, as well as my lame con­
dition would permit, and succeeded in 
finding- à five-acre farm to rent,' at ten 
dollars a month. The house was very 
much out of repair, but I was willing to 
put up with anything in the way of a 
shelter.

When I finally took possesion of my 
“farm” I was anxious to lose no mole 
time, ip stocking it, ordered some day- 
old chicks, to be delivered from a hatch­
ery in a neighboring town. There 
neither bam nor chicken coop on the 
place, so when they arrived (two hun­
dred, and four for good luck) I put 
them in eighteen-inch-square brooder 
boxes. These I bought of a neighbor, 
disinfected, and placed in a comer of 
the kitchen, which was to be plastered 
and papered later. Against these boxes 
I laid boards to keep the chicks nea^ 
the feed when I let them ont.

The last day of 191» clbsed a year of 

great prosperity for St John. It has 
been a year of financial stringency, but 
the hand of fortune has probably dealt 
more gently with the maritime prov­
inces generally and New Brunswick in 
particular than with the rest of Canada.

While work has been hard to find, 
comparatively speaking! in the west and 
many have left there to seek better 
things near their old eastern homes, Im­
migrants in large numbers have settled 
in New Brunswick, and work has been 
found for all and old deserted farms 
have known the plough again.

In St. John itself, with its rapidly in­
creasing population, the extensive pub­
lic and private works now under way 
and tfie spirit of enthusiasm and pro­
gressiveness which seems lately to have 
been injected into the business com­
munity, the prosperity of the past year 
has been almost unparalleled.

This to evidenced by the exception­
ally large number of building permits 
issued during the year, the fact that em­
ployment has been found in the city in 
construction work undertaken on a very 
large scale, including the sugar refinery, 
the new post office, wharf construction 
at Sand Point, the new Bank of B. N. 
A. building, the new armory, to say 
nothing of other buildings, and heavy 
retail buying that surpassed all previous

years around Christmas time. These are 
not the only indications of prosperity, 
for proof that people are not stinting 
themselves of the necessaries and luxur­
ies of the table is embodied in the fact 
that the wholesale grocers of the city 
have done a consistently good business 
throughout the year.

That speculation has been carried on 
oa a very limited scale in St John re­
cently is said to indicate that while 
money is none too free here, as else­
where, no presentiment of panic has 
overtaken the citizens. The real estate 
trade has been marked by steady buy­
ing of property in St John by those who 
have been able to afford better resi­
dences and others who foresee a great 
future for the port. *

The city has gone ahead with and 
completed numerous improvements at 
considerable cost and has shown little 
reluctance in issuing debentures. It is 
believed by business men that the popu­
lation of the city has, since the last 
census in 1911, . increased by several 
thousands. Still better things are look­
ed for in the coming year.

The hope is general throughout Am­
erica that the money stringency which 
has recently resulted in a series at fail­
ures and rumors of failures, especially 
in the west, is merely the harbinger of 
far greater prosperity in the new year 
than has been known within the last 
decade.
