The flowery days of the Tigre had already 
passed away. This is an utilitarian age.
A practical gentleman some years ago, cast 
his eyes upon the favoured spot, and seeing 
all the necessary appliances for his trade, 
planted himself there, and, from that date, 
we may say, the history of the Tigre com­
menced. Sheds eooihsprung up, followed 
by others of greater extent ; dwellings ap­
peared on all sides, and although at first 
they were but workmen’s cottages, never­
theless they were an earnest of what was 
coming. Other enterprising men followed 
this pioneer of civilization, and in a few 
short years the Tigre became what we now 
see it. To turn out these men from the 
spot, when so much time and money has 
been expended, on such excuses, is unpar­
donable ; and to tell them that they must 
forthwith remove so much higher up or 
lower down the river, because their pre­

The sale of licenses generally adopted

of liquor. The Company, as may readily 
be imagined, met with much opposition 
from those formerly accustomed to hold 
licenses and from the “ old burgher” deal­
ers, but being composed of wealthy mem­
bers, who were undoubtedly influenced by 
the most disinterested and philanthropic 
motives, they were enabled annually to

To prevent the managers from imposing 
bad or inferior liquor upon the public, in. 
spectors are employed by the Company,and 
the fact that a visit may bo made upon his 
establishment at any moment, by one who 
may overhaul and test his entire stock of 
wet goods, has a decided tendency to cor­
rect any dishonest leanings on the part of 
the seller. He is al» instructed to supply 
no liquor to tho» who are “ overloaded” 
or, as we should say, “the worse lor grog, 
and is held responsible, until full explana­
tion is given, for all persons leaving his 
premises in an “ overloaded” condition.

Apart from the prohibition of all credit 
from the seller to the purchaser, a 
prohibition which has long been in exist­
ence in this Province, the Swedish system 
presents the marvellous advantage which 
must recommend it to practical reformers, 
that while it permits the use of liquor to 
all, it entirely removes the temptation to 
retail rollers of forcing liquor upon too 
weak and willing customers. The advan­
tage is seoured, first, by the clauro in the 
Company’s charter preventing the subscri­
bers from receiving any profit, and, second­
ly, from the fact that the manager of each 
tavern makes no profit from the sale of 
liquor and is thereby induced from self 
interested motives, to act as an advocate 
for temperance, for the sake of selling his 
temperance liquids on which he makes 
profit. We may mention that malt liquor 
is included among these, bccauro the 
Swedish ale is only slightly intoxicating

Hon. Mr, Anglin is entitled to high cre­
dit for his consistency on tbe School ques­
tion. As a rule, indeed, there is very little 
shuffling or dodging in hi» public course. 
He generally means what be says, and is 
not reserved in giving expression to bis 
views. If be espouses a cause be adheres 
to it with unflinching pertinacity, and 
deems no labor lost that , tends to advance 
It towards a successful ending. We differ 
from Mr. Anglin on the School question ; 
we could have wished that his.great talents 
been cast upon the side of Free, Non-sec­
tarian Schools. But while differing, we 
must credit him with ably advocating bis 
side of the question ; with continued per­
severance in the face of repeated .defeats ; 
with devoting to the discussion an- amount 
of labor and enthusiasm that rarely pro­
ceed from unpaid advocates. The reason 
for all this is found in the foot . that Air. 
Anglin believes in bis side of -the question ; 
he has not “ accepted the situation” and 
will not accept it—his convictions on the 
subject are too strong for that Tbe Free­
man will rontinue to attack’tbe law ; it will 
oppose its working in every possible shape. 
This is tbe one great subject uppermost in 
its thoughts and its policy ; and the cir­
cumstance should be kept in mind in ieter 
preting the Freeman's recommendations in 
regard to our Civic Elections and all other 
Provincial Elections on wbieh it may pro­
nounce j udgment.

The Queen after O’Connor’s Attack.

The London papers teem with double- 
leaded accounts of the recent attack on the 
Queen, and draw many excellent moral de­
ductions from the crazy affair. All the 
articles are commendably temperate in 
tone, and are disposed to great leniency to 
the unfortunate lad who attested his 
courage, sincerity and idiocy by one and 
the same act. That the attack has strength­
ened the Queen in the affection*» ol her 
subjects is plainly evident. On the day 
after the alarming occurrence Her Mnjes 
ty’s departure from Buckingham Palace 
for Windsor was witnessed by a crowd of 
about 2000 persons Groups had also col­
lected at various points along the route to 
the railway station at Paddington, espe­
cially at Hyde Park and Victoria Gates, 
and the footpaths in Westbourne Terrace 
and on by Sussex Gardens were likewise^ 
crowded witli spectators. Spring street 
was decorated with flags, and was almost 
as closely packed as the Strand on Thanks­
giving Day, while the pavement directly 
opposite the Great Western station was 
covered w ith an assemblage as enthusiastic 
as that which crowded the streets near 
Temple Bar on the preceding Tuesday. At 
Windsor Station, too, there were many 
spectators, who were admitted to the plat­
form, and by whom Her Majesty was most 
enthusiastically received.

The Freeman remarks : —
* * * Nor do we thinki that even the 

most ardent advocates of a.system desig 
to oppress and plunder .Catholics will be 
willing to add two or three dollars to their 
own taxes in order that they may take one 
dollar out of the pooRqts of their Catholic 
neighbors.

This is a very harsh way to put it.. Two- 
thirds of the people.pf this Provinceyfavor 
tbe School Law, but neither m intention 
nor in act have they proposed to “ plunder 
and oppress" any living soul. They open 
Schools similar .to those whicli tbe majority 
of the Catholic .children of the Province 
have been attending for the last twenty 
years without .complaint or pretence of 
grievance ; the only difference between the 
old and new systems being that under the 
new law these schools are free. Where is 
the “plander” in that? As before.no 
denominational tests are applied where 
is the“ oppression” in this? All classes, 
all creeds, all conditions—rich and poor, 
high or low,—are invited to attend with­
out obstruction, or price, or interference 
with any religious scruple or belief. W by 
should this be termed a system of robbery 
and spoliation,—-especially when tbe ma­
jority pay far more than their proportion 
of the expenditure required to sustain 
these Free, undenominational Schools?

It seems a pity that the Freeman should 
make such statements in artioles intended 
to influence the Civic Elections. It should 
realize that its friends, who are applying 
for the suffrages of the Electors, might be 
confronted with Mr. Anglin’s inflammatory 
articles, especially as he bas advirod the 
electors to interrogate the candidates in 
reference to tbeir position on the School 
question.

The Freeman, alluding to tbe objections 
raised in tbe other newspapers to its die 
turn to the Common Council, remarks

“ Tbe Tribune first piped a note of 
alarm.
