EIGHT HEADLESS HUMAN TRUNKS.
Eight of the bodies of our comrades w:re
without heads, which some of the pirates
had most likely taken with them wherr
they jumped overboard. However, they
can hardly have got far with them, as the
boats of thé steamer and also some sharks
followed the sWwimmers and finished them
off rapidly.

The bodies of the piratés were horrid to

look at, as most of themi had their skulls

broken.

THE BRITISH ENSIGN ON BOARD A MAN-OF-
WAR:

The steamer (which turnéd out to be an
English gunboat carrying six guos) bad
overran the boat lying under our bow; the
same having been leit unguarded,and then
went alongside the otherone, the occupants
of . which were also mostly on board of our
ship. The few that were left in: charge
tried to row off with the boat, but a few
well aimed shots from the steamer soon

| despatched them.

TEN DEAD MEN.:

The surgeon from the steamer- attended
to our wounds; as all of us, with the ex-
ception of the captain, were wounded,
and ten dead—among the latter the first
Mate.

After we had rested a little "We threw
the dead bodies of the pirates overboard.
The prisoners were all condemned by a
court martial to be hanged, and the crew
of the steamer made the necessary prepa-
fations to earry out the sentence. Ropes
were attached to the yards of the .steamor
and vur ship, the nooses put round the
necks of the prisoners—one pull, and ten
bodies were hanging high in theair! Cur
captain engaged twelve sailors from the
steamer, as wo were ail disabled, and at
about six o'clock, 8 breeze springing up,
we left the battle spot behind us.

Invisible Vegetation.

An ordinary microscope reyeals the fact
that green mould in cheese, or that which
gathers on a pot of preserves when ox-
posed to air, is a vegetable growth as
much as a field of sweet potatoes.

HORACE GREELEY.

‘His Tliness and Death—Dying Words
—His Life and Character as Viewed
by Leading Journals.

The Tribune says: The melancholy an-
nouncement-of the death of the editor and
founder of the Tribune, though fora few
days it had been expected by his family and
intimate friends, falls upon us with all the
shock of suddet ¢alamity He had reached,
indeed, a ripe oid age, hut time had not
1aid 1 withiering touchapon g His:
splendid constitution easily bore the strain
of-enofmous lubor. - His mind 'was as fresh
and strong and suggestiye as in the prime
of life.  His generous impnlses wére un-:
chilled : by the - disheartening. experience
‘through the trying campaign which has
just closed. His physical vigor, his tact,
his intellechyal activity, surprised even
those_who. knew.him_best and segmed 'to
promise many years of usefulness. It is
certain that no history of the most critical
period in our national life can ever be
written in which Horace Greeley shall not
be'a conspréugus figare ; but thé noblest
eareer in his eyes was that which is given
np to others’ wants. The succesfal life
was that which is worn out in conflict with
wrong and ‘woe. . The ouly ambition worth
following was the ambition to alleviate
homan-misery and leave the world a little
batter than he lound it. That he haddone
this wasithe consolation which brightened
his last.days and assured him tbat he had:
pot lived in vain. 1t is not for us, in the
first hour of our loss, to paint his charuc-er
‘or catalogue his virtues, although for sev
er | months wé have missed the 1nspiratisn
of his presence and the guidance ot his
wise counsel. His spirit has never ceased

He was emphatic in his likes and dislikes,:
énd trank even to bluntness in his expres-
sionof them. “He'lived and worked in the
eye of jthe pablic, and all his peculiaritics
and eccentricities were maft:rs of ecommon
report. Scarcely a newspaper was pub-
lished in.the country for years which did
uot contain his name.

He was always: in the vanof
every true work of reform, but net so far
ahead as to lose the support of the main
army, He seems to have beena man of
excellent common sense, not seeking the
glory or the notoriety of martyrdom,taking
the best attainable advantage with equani-

mity, and pever lising his confidence in
his eause or in humanity, He was eqoally
disliked by the fossil eonservatives, whe
are always holding back the progress
of the age, and the one-ides radieals,
who are never satisfied without tear-
ing down that which Is established,

The (Garrisonian Abolitionists were always

complaining of him, thaugh he did more
to abolish slavery in this country than any
of them. The slaveholders abused him,
but his was the wisest conservatism ; and

recent events have shown that he enter-
tiined the broadest views of the groat is-

sue which divided the couatry so long and

to which he contributed the larger part of
his public life. Had Mr. Greeley been a
mere money-getter he might have become
immensely rich. 'Had he been a mere
partisan he might have enjayed the highest
political honors. He cared little for money
and nothing for office except ppon his own
terms. lle was too generous to hoard
wealth and too independent ty rest easy in
the shackles of a party. Ile bad faalts of/
