The South Ontario Election.

Considerable interest was felt here in
the South Ontario election, but, of
course, we did not experience the fever-
ish excitement that prevailed in Ontario.
“The prediction of our correspondent that
Mr. Gibbs would be successful by a
slightly increased majority, and the in-
timation of the Freeman that Archbishop
Lynch had accepted the proposals of the
Government for his influence, made
people feel assured of the new Minister’s
success. Some, however, were deceived
by a report falsely asserting that Holden
was forty ahead at noon and that bets of
five Lo one were freely offered on his re-
turn by & majority of one hundred. It
is difficult to comprehendthe motive for
80 baseless an assertion. To show that
it was baseless, and to give what neither
of the morning papers give—accuratc
returns from the election, we give the
different despatches received from THE
TRIBUNE's Ottawa correspondent, beg-
ging our readers to remember that it
takes a telegram longer to travel be-
tween Ottawa and St. John than be-
tween any other two telegraphic points
on the earth’s surface. The following
are despatches received by the editor of
THE TRIBUNE:

At the end of the first hour’s polling in
South Ontario Holden, Opposition, was
‘93 ahead. [Receivedat 2.30 p. m., Mon-
day, and published in our first edi-
tion.

In the Parishes of South Ontario heard
from at noon Gibbs was one hundred
ahead. [Receivedat 4 p» m., ‘Monday,
and published in our second edition.]

At 2.80 Gibbs’s majority was 255. His
election is safe. The parishes to be
heard from will reduce his majority.
[Received at 6 p. m., on Monday.]

There is great rejoicing throughout
Ontario over Gibbg’s victory. His major-
ty is 248. The Globe says it is 235. [Re-
ceived at 2 p. m., Tuesday.]

The above dispatches, compared with
the meagre information given iu the
other papers, shows how much better
Tae TrRIBUNE has been served with
news than the others.

Gibbs is a good man, has been 2 good
representative, will make a good Min-
ister, and deserved his re-election. The
strong opposition to his return merely
illustrates the madness of party spirit.

As a specimen of the Toronto Globe's
predictions, and to show how severe a
defeat has been inflicted on the Grits
by Mr. Gibbs’s greatly increased ma-
jority, we give the following from the
Globe’s editorial of Saturday :

In no conflict have the Reform party

. shewn themselves to be more energetic,

» united, more determined to win if
any effort of theirs can achieve success.
On the other hand, their opponents
have barely concealed their discourage-
ment. To tell the truth, the Riding is
a little tired of Mr. Gibbs. The system
by which he won and held the seat is re’
acting against himself. The enthusiasm
of 1867 and 1872 was the enthusiasm of
the dollar; and the demoralization of a
candidate’s own party has, after one or
two elections, its grave inconveniences.
Nor has Mr. Gibbs received any respect-
able amount of suppor.. Whilst his op-
ponent has been well supported at every
meeting, the heaviest artillery Mr. Gibbs
could bring to bear were an ancient ar-
quebus in the person of Matthew C., and
a bundle of sky-rockets represented by
the speeches of Charley Rykert. It is
u nored that even a rather plaintive ap-
ajpeal to Sir John A. Macdonald from
his sorely pressed colleague brought. lit-
tle encc u-agement.

Tie Select Committee of the House of
Commons appointed to enquire into the
charges made against the Government,
by Mr. Huntington, in connection with
the Pacific Railway Charter, meets in
Montreal to-day. A reporter of THE
TrRIBUNE is already in Montreal to re-
port the trial. Our Ottawa letter gives
a full resume of the case up to the pre-
gent time. . Our readers may depend on
getting the important facts, no matter
whether they clear or condemn the Gov-
crnment.

The duties collected at the port of St,
John during the month of June, 1873,
were $71,13474. During the same
month of 1872 the duties werc $80,-
842.96.

The value of exports from the Port
of St. John for the month ending June
30th, 1873, amounted to $418,559,
against $153,523 in the same month of
year 1872.

Prince Edward Island was formally
admitted into the Canadian Confeder-
ation yesterday, to the general joy of
the people of all classes. They have
been granted good terms and they know
it. Newfoundland will come next.

The Eastern Wesleyan Methodist
Conference now in session at Frederic-
ton, has adopted the terms of Methodist
Union agreed on by the Canada Confer-
ence.

THE WALWORTH TRIAL.

[ Continued.from Fourth Page.]
THE WITNESS.

I heard only one witness, but that was
the most important witness of al. When
I entered I saw a lady seated on a ralsed
platform, near Judge Davis, and facing
the barand the andience. Shewas dressed
in the deepest mourning. At first a heavy
black veil covered her face, which was
farther concealed by the fan which she

held to it. Presently, however, she lifted
her vell and discovered features which,
Bow bearing most palpably the marks of
the most poignant sorrow, must at one
time have been of unusual comeliness.
Mrs. Walworth—it was she, the widow
of the murdeted, the mother of the maur-
derer—seems to be in the vicinity of
forty-five; her complexion is still very
fair, axid her hair dark brown, while her
face is a long oval. One noticed first of
all, however, the settled ‘expression of
profoundest care and melancholy which
her countenance wore. There was not
the least sign of trepidation, ncrvousness
or excitement; the lady sat with perfect
calmness, and answered the questions
which Mr. O'Connor put to her with sin-
gular delicacy and tact in a low but un-
broken voice. - Once or twice she faintly
very faintly—smiled, and when she went
on to describe, with touching simplicity,
the cruel treatment to which she had been
subjected by her husband, she told it
almost as unmoved as if it were the tale
of some other and indifferent existence.

THE READING OF THE LETTERS.

In the course of the day (Friday) it be-
came clear that Mr. O'Conor proposed to
rest his case on the defence of insanity;
and, in order todo this, it was necessary
for him to show what provocations,
threats and violence on the father’s part
to the mothet had driven the young man
to what .he claims was frenzy. More

than this, Mr. O’Conor aimed to show,
by -the father’s letters, that Mansfleld
Walworth was himself insane, and that
the ‘son had ¢vidently inkerited it. After
an obstinate straggle, he sacceedeéd in
getting the letters addressed by Wal-
worth to his wife during the  last two
years, .admitted in evidence, and the
dramatic interest of the day culminated
when O’Conor rose, with the original
epistles in his_hand, to read them to the
jury. Mrs. Walworth, who. was sitting,
as always, near the judge on his left
hand, seemed visibly to shrink from the
ordeal of listening again to these horrible
ravings_and { dénanciations; the _pris-
oner pressed his hands to his forehead,
and for the first time during the day mani-
fested some indication of feeling; cven
the judge and jury seemed to anticipate
an event destined to sorely try their
perves. Every one in the room seémed
to hold his breath; the tipstaves stood
still, and forgot to resist the encroach-
ments of the crowd; theonly cool person
in Court seemed Mr. O’Conor, whose
task was to be far from an agreeable or
easy one. Commencing in a clear,
strong, deliberate voice, he read
sentence after sentence of the poor,
miserable, and, I doubt not, thoroughly
crazed man, who was so suddenly de-
prived of ltfe, full of hatred, not only of
his wife and eldest son, but of his dead
father, of his brothers and sisters; and
as he procceeded, Mrs. ‘Walworth was so
overcome that she was led from the room,
while the prisoner, in a fainting state,
begged for a glass of water. The scene
was an impressive one. The letters
seemed voices from the dead, replete
now by a more than ghostly horror,
while the stricken mother and blocd-
stained son were forced again to suffer
the tortures which had brought to pass-a
deed dark even in thé annals of crime,
and never to be recalled.

It may well be termed a struggle—with
the natural prejudices of capitalists to
invest in such a gigantic undertaking in
a young and comparatively unknown
land; a struggle against the machina-
tions of rival interests, such as the Grand
Trunk, the agents of the Northern Pacifi¢
Railway Company; and last, a struggle
with the meanest and most mendacious
of all, the agents of the ‘‘great Liberal
party of Ontario” who have steadily ad-
ministered allopathic doses of the Hun-
tington slanders to the British public.
Some have pondered why the Toronto
Globe has so persistently ¢ written up”
those charges, and pronounced upon the
guilt of the Government before a witness
against them has opened his mouth; but
the wonder ceases when it is remembered
that those articles were written chiefly
for the ¢foreign market,” and that
through' the agents thousands of copies
of the Globe containing the articles in
question, have been circulated in all the
hotels, club rooms, and commercial hou-
ses of London.

Sir John A. Macdonald to obstruct the
Huntingten enquiry, and defeat the ends
of justice! -The obedient “organs” of
the ¢ pairty” grind out the same melan-
choly musi¢, and from every town and
village in Ontario comes the cry ¢ the
Government sre guilty—they are deter-
mined to burke the enquiry, and have in-
cived the Home Government to veto the
-« Oaths Bill,’ so that witnesses cannot be
sworn.” . g

Let me very briefly review the history
of this painful subject, and show just
what the Opposition asked for, and what
the Government gfanted. + When Mr.
Huntington bronght his charges against
the Government, all he asked for, all he
moved for, was simply

A COMMITTEE OF ENQUIRY,

a Parliamentery Committee that can only
summon before it persons and papers,
but has no power to examine witnesses
under oath. He never mentioned that hie
desired more than this committee—he ne-
ver asked that the witnesses should be
stworn. Neither (at that time) did any
one of the Opposition ask that the Com-
mittee should be vested with more than
ordinary powers. The motion, being
made confessedly as a want of confidence
one, was immediately voted down. Sir
John, having thus received an assurance
that he had the confidence of the Parlia-
ment, on the next day, of his own ac-
cord, moved for the committee asked for
by Mr. Huntington. He did more. He
«‘Gesired that the investigation should be
of the most searching nature; that
it should have all the solemnity of a
Court of Justice, and the evidence should
be given on oath.” In order to have this
done, he offered to securethe issue to the
Committee of a Royal Commission, which
would enable them to compel the attend-
ance of witnesses, and administer the
oath. To this Blake objected, alleging
that the issuing of a Commission, would,
in a measure, make the Committee the
officers of the Government—an objection

which is pretty sentimental. It was then
suggested that a
empowering a Committee to examine wit-
nesses under oath. Sir John then gave
his opinion that the passage of such an
act was beyond the jurisdiction of the
Canadian Parliament. Blake said he was
wrong; John Hillyard Cameron said he
was wrong; and ‘the ¢ eclioists” of the
opposition said he was wilfully and mali-
ciously wrong. But the highest legal au-
thorities In the Empire say that Sir John
was right; and it so appears that the
man whom the Globe designates as 8
« trickster” a ‘‘second rate lawyer, fit
only tobrow-beat a witnesses, is a le-
gal ‘Gamiel, at whose feet even the
brilliant ¢ Chancery lawyer” might well
sit and learn. . Though Sir John was
confident that the ¢ Qaths Rill” was .
unconstitutional, he could uot oppose ;
its passage, as had. he done so it i
wo.ld have becn lookelupcn as an at-
tempt to thwart the enquiry.

So the matter stands at present. Let
your readers compare what Huntington
asked for in the first place, with what the
Government granted, and still offer, and a
just conclusion upon the whole subject
can be easily arrived at.

now asks, and nobody answers. Several

cept & Royal Commission giving them
power to examine witnesses under oath.
1n doing this they become nominally the
officers of the Government, and the re-
port of their proceedings is made to the
Government, who in turn lay it before
Parliament. Practically the Government
cannot in any way influence their ac-
tions. The proceedings are to be held
with open doors and all the world
may listen and judge. In every re-
spect the committee will have just as
much liberty and just as extensive powers
when acting under a Royal Commission,
&s if under the mere authority of Parlia-
ment. Next they can go on with the en-
quiry as & Parliamentary Committee with-
out swearing the witness, and lastly they
can adjourn to rccive further instruc-
tions from Parlia t.

Hilliard Cameron has written to the
members of thé committee, renewing the
ofter of the Government to issue a Royal
Commission. If this be accepted, the
trial will go on. But Blake and Dorion
_will hardly consent to the proposition,
neither will they go on with the investi-
gation -as a Parliamentary committee;
and just now the probabilities seem to be
that the committee will meet, have a
lengthy discussion as to whether they
have any power to act in any other way
than Parliasment directed them, and then
adjourn till the August session. It is
confidently stated that Huntington will
make an excuse of the Queen’s veto of
the oaths’ bill, to withdfaw from the pro-
secution.

LET THERE BE NO DELAY.
{tis eara:ssly t) b: hoped that such
will not be the case. Delay is not desir-
able. The Government have certainly
not shown a desire to flinch from the
scrutiny so far—they do not now flinch;
and their friends all over the land hope
that Messrs. Blake and Dorion will yield
their frivolous objections to a Royal Com-
mission, that Huntington will go on with
his case, and that without delay this dark
storm cloud overhanging the Govern-
ment may either be dispelled, or spend
its fary upon the guilty ones, whether
they be the accusers or accused.

It so happened that just as I entered
and pressed myself as near to-the bar as
possible, Charles Q'Connor had got upon
his fest to argue upon an objection raised
by District Attorney Phelps,as to whether
the personal violéence of Walworth to hls}
wife was admissible as evidence. - It was
the first time I had ever seen or heard
speak the great advocate whose fame,
though he confines his eloquence to the
New Yoik couris, has become gepera
throughout the country. Both O’Conor’s
person and manners are impbsing and at-
tractive. Tall and rather ga
snowy-white, thinnish hair and sligh
white whiskers;a most expressive, mobil
countenance, large, fine, bright eyes and
clear, deliberate, engaging tones of voice
he is a man who would at once strike any
oue who saw or heard him as a person o
no common character and powers. Youn,
Walworth was most fortunate in secu
ing an advocate at once so powerful an(
redoubtable at the bar, and one whost
reputation is that of a lawyer too lofty
minded to descend to trickery, and to
dignified to indulge in abuse. An ex

ample of his influence was immediately |

afforded to me ; for, although Judge Davi:
at first ruled against him, after farthe
argument the evidence of personal viol
ence was admitted. Standing on tip-to:
I could just see the youthful prisoner sit:
ting among the lawyers, with a lady rela
tive in deep mourning on his left
and beyond her his little brothers an
sisters. Walworth looks, as he is, abou
twenty. Of rather slight and grace
build, with soft curly brown hsir an
slight brown adolescent whiskers o
either cheek, a longish nose and obsti
nate mouth, ’his face would be a prepos:
sessing one, were it not rather heavy.
He was dressed in black, with a whity
waistcoat, and seemed, in general appear
ance, a quiet young man of good family
unrecognizable for anything peculiar o3
outre whatever. I was astonished, in the
early part of the day, at his utter cool
ness and self-possession. He sat befe
a lawyer’s table and slowly fanned him
self, every now and then resting his fore
head on the fan, making anote on a piec;
of paper béfore him, or turning to ad
diess a few words to the lady at his side
When any especially importafit testimon,
was being given, he would lean slightly
forward, and when it was done wo
quietly lean back agairy I do not thi
hat any one would have been able tq
pick him out as the prisoner at the bar,
charged with the murder of his father,
unless he were pointed out especially.’
He certainly does not look vicious or
brutal, although he has an expression
whlch one might easily imagine to indi-
cate obstindacy and reckless courage. :
