Poor Rochefort.
Henri Rochefort is o.ne of the recent 

arrivals at New Caledonia, whither he 
was exiled some time since, and a corres­
pondent from Sydney describes some of 
the humiliations that the wretched man 
has to undergo. His spirit was broken 
by four months' close confinement on the 
convict ship, where he shared the degra­
dation of the lowest, besides having to 
bear the scorn and jeers of his compan­
ions In misery, notwithstanding those 
who railed at him were themselves hardly 
a degree above the brutes. Upon his ar­
rival at the penal station also, his first 
experience was a sentence of eight day’s 
solitary confinement for a violation of 
some of the police rules, so that hls enp 
of bitterness was hardly sweetened by an 
escape from the horrors of the convict 
vessel. It is difficult to decide in what 
light to regard such a man, either to be 
just or generous. Many who clearly see 
the value of fixed and stable government, 
looking upon his crimes will regard him as 
without the pale of pity, and yet his pre 
sent place is a difficult one for free huma­
nity to imagine itself occupying or judg­
ing. He was a man ot culture and be­
longed to an honorable profession,though 
he was no credit to it. He had enjoyed 
the society of people of position, and the 
difference between that picture and the 
one presented by Ms surroundings now is 
enough to make even the most unrelent 
ing doubt whether any offences can justify 
this constant torture, the most intense 
that a man like Rochefort can undergo 
and live. He must endure the hate of his

The Great Freshet—Railway Wash-outs— 
Trains Suspended — Bridge Carried 
Away—Fifteen Miles of Bead Impass­
able.

It rained incessantly yesterday after­
noon and evening. All the snow is,taken 
off and the streams are nearly all free of 
ice. On the XVestern line of railway the 
freshet in all the streams is very high, so 
much so that in several places wash-outs 
have occurred. The trains, since yester­
day afternoon, are suspended. ' In the 
almost numberleëS streams of the Nerepls 
Valley masses of ice and togs have filled 
the culverts and caused the water to flow 
over the track in many places, doing seri­
ous damage. The train which left for 
Fredericton yesterday afternoon, when 
between Welsford and Westfield, was 
stopped by a wash-out. The train was 
backed, bnt the water, rising all the time, 
had piled Ice land togs on the track in the 
rear, so that it was impossible to get 
back to the station they had left.

The time allowed to rate-payers to hand 
in a sworn statement ot property or in­
come caused considerable discussion, and 
Mr. Beckwith cited a case in which he 
allowed the Assessors to rale him, when, 
i lie had given ids own stalcmvnt, he 
would have had to pay more. It made 
little difference how long the notipp was 
given to rnte-p.qyers.

Mr. Malier said Mr. BecKwltji's state, 
ment showed that the law should compel 
pyery map to glye the Assessors a sfnto- 
fgpnt pf his property and income. He 
feferred to the fact that in St. John pro­
perty and some incomes were much un­
der-rated, while clerks' incomes are gen­
erally rated at the toll value.

Mr. Beckwith said he valued his pro­
perty higher than the Assessors did, 
though, if it were sold, it might not bring 
so much ns it was rated at.

Hon. Mr. Tibbetts moved that the time 
for giving notice should be thirty days, 
and Mr. Hanington moved it be fourteen.

Mr. Hibbard thought the time would 
com<t when the Government would scud 
Commissioners through " the different 
counties to put a valuation on property. 
The generality of assessors undervalue 
property, which is why people do not go 
forward and make their own statements. 
There are niggards who study to got 
clear of their fair, share of taxation. A 
man who neglects to come forward and 
make his own statement should not after­
wards come forward and grumble.

Hon. Mr. Fraser favored thirty days 
notice being given, as he said it would 
not delay the business of making assess­
ments.

Mr. McPherson said he had never ap­
pealed, even though he had been over- 
assessed often. He believed in plenty of 
time being given in which to make a 
statement.

Mr. Landry thought this provision of 
the bill unnecessary, as the rating was 
generally under tho actual value of the 
property?
