It is well known
that this fish furnishes the chief food

of the salmon in the early part of
the season, and the opinion is rapid-

ly gaining ground that the alarming
decrease in the salmon fishery is
to a great extent due to the falling
off in the food supply hitherto found
in such immense quantities in our
bays and rivers, the result of the
enormous amount of smelt fishing
carried on of late. There is sound
reason in the argrment alvanced,
and as we are all interested in the
success of the salmon fishery, :he
question of its preservation and de-
velopment .is one of absorljng in-
terest. Last season no fishing was
allowed at ove Middle Island, which
had a good effect, preventing the des-
truction of tens of thousands of
young bass and salmon. Another
wise regulation was the extension of
the close season until the 1st Decem-
ber, which enabled the younger fry
to reach winter quarters before opera
tions commenced. Ii is reported
that a majority,of the gentlemen en-
gaged in the business of exporting
have sent in a requisition to the Gov-
ernment, praying that the seasoo
- shall close on the 1st instead of the
15th of February. They do not ask
for this without good and sufficient
* reasons. Early February the
smelt fry are leaving the deep waters
and- making their way to the fresh
water streams. As the fishing has
hitherto been allowed until the 15th
of the month, this accounts for the
extraordinary fishing done during the
first two weeks of February. Ithas
been said that in the Miramichi
District alone from two to three hun-
dred tons per tide have been deposit-
ed on the ice ; and this too at a time
when soft westher generally prevails
in the American markets, and when
large quaatities of fish can only be
sent in at great risk and sometimes
heavy loss. Take for instance the
operatious in February last, and the
wonder is that some of the shippers
were not bankrupt. In addition to
the curtailment of the season at a
time when operations cannot be pro-
fitably conducted, and which: we be
lieve will be eventually a great aad
lasting gain to the salmon fishermen,
the smelt dealers themselves can do
mach to build ap their business by
forming themselves into an Associa-
tion, with rules and regulations for
their government. Tre benefit of
thus forming themselves into a Co-
operative Association can be seen at
a glance—the losses resulting from
excessive exportation can be avoided,
and the various markets supplied
with quantities sufficient for the de-
mand and no moye, so that fair prices
may be maintained. Whay these
quantities should be the dealers them-
seives will be tke best able to deter-
mine, but we should think thai no
more than one car load per day
should be sent 10 any one market;
say one each to Boston, New York,
Philadelphia, Chicago and Montreal.
We feel assured that such an Associ-
ation will be of immense benefit to
the trade generally ; over exporta-
tion. waste of fish and heavy losses
will be avoided. By thus associating
themselves together for mutual bene-
fit, «bey can act in concert with re-

ference to the daily requirements of
the cities to which consignments are
sent, and in this way build up a busi-

ness which bas frequently been
jeopardized by reckless exportation,
the resuit ot a want of co-operation.

Then, when tke 1st February or ¢lose
season cowes round, the Association
will in all probability bave ample
stock on hand to supply tue various
markets until tie hot spring weather

sels in.

We do not of course expect that
everybody will endorse the views

herein set forth, bul we believe 'hey

will receive the spproval of all who

RESTIGOUCHE MATTERS.

The exportation of lumber from the
various ports in Restigouche during the
present season have been considerably

excess of those of the previous sum-

mer.

Mgessrs. Geo. Morrar & Co. have
handled 19 vessels. The first arrival

was on the 237th of May, the brig Camil

la. The names of the other vessels in

! the County of Bonaventure) was not run
continuously during the season, owing
! to the scarcity of water. Cut two and &
fhalr millions; will hold over about a
| quarter of a million of logs. There
were loaded at this mill seven vessels,
principally with timber for Mr. John
Farrer and Mr. J. P. Mowat, Camp-
bellton.

MR. Jorx McNaIr, Nash's Creek, had
loaded during the season up to the time
of our visit, the following vessels:—
Barks Sophia, Alliance, Skulda, Age-
noria, brigt. Essex, barkentine Maggie.
These vessels carried 1,752,556 sup. ft.
deals. The last named vessel carried as
part cargo, 105,563 sup. ft. birch plank.
The Wincitore, 583 tons was then loading
at the mill. Her cargo was to consist of
150 tons timber, balance in deals.

MR. ALex. MorTON, Benjamin River,
loaded the following vessels for Messrs.
R. A. & J. Stewart :—Barks Reformer,
Alina, and Richard, carrying 1,783,452
sup. ft. degls &c.
the cargo of the bark Sofala, for the
same firm, viz., 163,871 sup. ft. deals.
In addition to these figures, Mr. Morton
sent round to Bathurst 300,000 sup. ft.
deals for a vessel loading at that port.

MR. J. P. MowaT, Campbeliten, loaded
the barks Dagmar and Montague with
178 toms timber, and 540,180 sup. ft.
deals, and alse supplied part of the cargo
of the bark Patriot Queen, which took
away for Mr. John Farrerand Mr. Mowat
a cargo consisting ef 653 tons timber,
86,123 sup. ft. deals. Mr. Mowat was
expecting another vessel to receive cargo,
the Summer Cloud, of 334 tons.

MR. JoHN FARRER, of Campbeliton,
has loaded the bark Seflia, and part of
the barks Protector and Scylla, theunited
cargoes consisting of 394 tons of timber,
and 481,304 sup. ft. deals’&c. As above
stated, Mr. F. also sha in supplying
the cargo of the anof Queen.

Mr. Geo. DutcH, New Mills, loaded
the bark Arnonand the brigt. Mina, with
145 tons of timber, 382,956 sup. ft. deals.
The bark Cleveland was then daily ex-
pected to load with 183000 ft. hardwo
plank.

MRr. Gro. J. WriGHT, of P. E. Island,
shipped from Port of Dalhousie 737,000
cedar shingles to Barbadoes.

PoraToxns, &C.

When in Jacquet River and New Mills
some business was being done in the 2x-
portation of potatoes, principally to St.
John. The price paid was 45c. per barrel
for picked potatoes, which was the best
that could be offered, owing to the dull-
ness of the market abroad, the crops be-
ing almost universally good. Up to
about a fortnight ago Mr. S. DesBrisay
had shipped from Jacquet River and
Belledune in all 9 car loads. Mr. Wm.
Barclay had shipped from Jacquet River
2 car loads, and Mr. R. Connacher, 3 car
loads. Mr. Jos. T. Windsor, of New
Mills, also made some shipments, but we
cannot say to what extent.

Restigouche furnishes annually a good-
ly number of cattle for the Chatham
market. Last week Mr. S. DesBrisay
sent down six head to Mr. Buckley, and
expects to supply the same party with
a number of cattle before the close of
the present year.

SaLMON, &cC.

All along the Restigouche, as else-
where, salmon fishing during the season
recently closed has been but little more
than one fourth of last year’s catch,
which has been a great disappointment
and loss to those engaged in the fishery,
as well as a heavy loss to the people gen-
erally, as this industry is the means of
circulating a good deal of money. Many
of those who obtained fish¥ag supplies
during the winter and spring with the
expectation of paying for the same out
of the season’s catch, have been unable
to do so, and we fear very much that not
a few have had to give security on their
properties to those who furnished the
supplies.

The contract for finishing the
Nxw PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH

at Dalhousie, will in & few days be fully
completed, leaving nothing more to be
done on the exterior of the building.
The congregation will next have to turn
their attention to finishing the inside,.
which cannot be done too sool;-As the
old church is getting very much oat of
repair, and is very uncomfortable. They
have already taxed themselves so ‘fully
in their desire to erect a church free of
debt, that it will be a hard task for them
to complete the new building immediate-
ly. As yet they have received little or
no outside aid, and the work thus far is
all paid for. Two or three kind friends
at a distance have promised some help,
and it is hoped that ethers will be found
willing to give of their abundance to aid
a congregation, which, though few in
numbers, is setting an example, particu-
larly worthy of imisation in all our
churches at present, by striving to open
their new church free of encumbrances.

The building occupies a very fine site,
and lnoks remarkably well, being quite
an ornament to the town, and from what
we know of the spirit of the people we feel
satisfied that they will make every effort
to haveit fully completed by next autumn.

R. Mor¥raT, E8qQ., Dalhousie, has erect-
ed a neat and comfortable residence on
rising ground in the vicinity of the Ma-
sonic Hall, which makes a good appear-
ance.

Josgrr WINDSOR, EsQ. returned to
Dalhousie from Little Shippegan recent-
ly, where he carries on the business of
canning lobsters, to what extent we may
be in a position to state in a future issue.

GLOUCESTER.

The exportation of smelts, which com-
menced this season about the 1st of Sept.,
has averaged from 600 to 1000 Ibs. daily.
The persons engaged in the business are
Messrs. J. E. Baldwin, John Miller,
Miller & Gatain, John Ellis, James Gam-
mon, Angus McLean. About ten days
ago the price paid to the flshermen was
5 cents per lb., but it had been run up as
high as 8 cents, a price which could not
be maintained with profit, it being sim--
ply a little game of bluff.

The only frozen salmon in Bathurst is
said to be held by Mr. Robert Armstrong,
at Youghal. At Petit Rocher, a quantity
is held by Miller & Gatain, A. W. Y.
DesBrisay and John Windsor.

Mgzssrs. MILLER & GaTaIN, Who con-
duct an extensive fishery business in
the County, are enlarging and adding to
their building at Bathurst, its present di-
mensions being 70x20. Inthe lower part
of the building, which projects over the
water of the harbour, they intend to put
in & large freezer next spring, of the
Thomas Armstrong patent, They have
now a freezer at Petit Rocher, where
salmon and other varieties of fish are
kept frozen for exportation. They have
in stock there about 20,000 Ibs. of salmon.
During the season they shipped a quantity
in ice. At Green Point, Pokemouche
they have a lebster packing establish-
ment. The catch this season amounted
to about 12,000 boxes.

Within about a quarter of a mile is the
lobster factory of Mr. Rebt. Bain, of
Chatham, who does a somewhat larger
business in lebster packing than the firm
just mentioned, having some 900 traps
set during the season.

Election hﬁhw York.

New York, Nov. 4, 1880,
No fairer day ever graced an important
event than that which greeted the voter last
Tuesday as he went forth to exercise the
privileges of & free American citizen. The
campaign was over. It had been oneof the
fiercest, most important, and most degrading
perhaps in Americsn politics. It began
in the ealm discussion of national issues, but

an extensive business at Campbellton,
has done but little business in the expor-
tation of salmon this season, preferring
to hold over the greater portion of the
stock in anticipation of high prices.
The shipments have amounted to about
3000 1bs. of frozen salmon. Mr. M. has
in his large freezer at Campbellton about
55,000 1bs. of frozen salmon for exporta-
tion during the coming winter, and which
will doubtless be a good venture. Mr.
Thos. Mowat, who conducts a branch
business at Gaspe, Bonaventure, has
packed 200 barrels of mackerel for the
American market, as a trial speculation.
Mr. Mowat had a quantity of frozen sal-
mon at Gaspe, which, together with
about 15,000 lbs. of frozen mackerel have
doubtless by this time jbeen removed to
the freezer at Campbellcon.

MR. StMoN MCGREGOR, Who lately re-
moved from Dalhousie to River Charlo,
has a large freezer at the latter place.
Mr. McGregor’s operations have not been
upon 3s large a scaie as was anticipated,
owing to the scarcity of salmom, but
from outside sources we are pleased to
learn that he has done a good and pro-
fitable business during the season. He
has erected a handsome residence on the
property now occupied by him, and with-
in a short distance of the freezer.

MR. FARWELL, an American gentleman,
is also engaged in the fish business at
Charlo, and is said to be conducting
operations on an extensive scale.

The quantity of Lobsters packed on
this side of the Bay above Gloucester
Co. has become very small. This, it is
alleged, is owing to the unsuitableness
of the close season as at present es-
tablished, and the knowing ones are in-
clined to the belief that unless a chan,
is made, the closing up of the establish-
ments in that quarter, which have fur-
nished considerable employmeat in the
past will be the result. Fishermen ask
no more time than is allowed them at
present, say four months, but would pre-
fer to have from the middle of May till
the middle of July, and from the middie
of August till that date in October, leav-
ing all the rest for the close season. We
hope the Department having this matter
under its control will look into it, and
endeavor to make any reasonable conces-
sions asked for, if thoy can be granted
without injury to this important and
valuable fishery.

Gro. Happow, Esq., M. P., is engaged
in the packing business, although not to
80 large an extent as formerly. The firm
doing the largest business in this line in
Restig ouche County is that of

Mzssrs. D. W. Hoxee & Co,,
whose head quarters are at New Mills,

Though the mob ele-
ment was always predominant, as it must be
where democratic sentiment is in excess, the
voting was singularly peaceful for New
York. As early as six in the morning long
lines of eager patriots filed up to the ballot
bexes. In some of the down town wards a
survey of the polls would not have greatly
impressed a stranger with thedignity of New
York politics. The principle of elective
franchise here is universal suffrage, and this
draws to the polls a large amount of human
dirt, It was a strange sight to see a long
line of national promiscuity, civilized ana
otherwise, of various tongues and color, jost-
ling and shuffling each other in their zeal to
give expression, through the same channel,
of their opinion in ma‘ters of government.
True it does not add to the purity of Ameri-
can politics to thus pour the sewer of other
nations into her ballot boxes, but every lover
of liberty must rejoice in a system' that pro-
duces such a startling metamorphosis when
it receives a being from the crawling servi.
tude of other climes, where he is dumb and

But when il was
known that Pennsylvania, another of the
same, had rolled up a republican majority of
30,000, and Connecticut had followed suit,
the air was full of republican rsjoicings,
while the settled sullenness of the demo-
crats had increased almost todespair. But
still there was doubt. New York was the
pivotal state, and her returns were not all
ir. As district after district went up on the
board it hecame evident that the great Em-
pire State was slowly swinging into the line
of the “ Solid North,” and when her name
went up with 40,000 republican majority
the scene was indidcribable. Republican
lungs were placed on exhibition and no one
would doubt their capacity. Theshout was
taken up along the line and echoed from
bulletin board to bulletin board, till the air
was thick with tongues, and it would seem
the very cobble stones had taken voice and
sext up their greeting * tiger.” The crowd
slowly dispersed. The result was reached.
The fierce campaign was over, and the coun-
try was again “ saved.”

The campaign just over will be ever mem-
orable for the intenmty of its party animosi-
ties. To the republican party belong all the
honor, not only in the completeness of its
victory in the final result but in the wisdom
of its campaign organization and strategy.
Their conduct of the canvass showed an
electioneering tact that surprised and dis-
mayed their opponents. Their course from
the first was up hill. They had accepted a
candidate flanked on all sides with congres-
sional reports, and those are dangerous
things to a canaidate of such a long, active
political life as General Garfield. Ne man
could pass through such a life as his without
a suspicion or & blemish. There was one
sere spot in Garfield’s record—the denial of
ever holding stock or receiving dividends in
the credit mobiler scheme. This was many
years ago, and 4 committee formed from his
own party brougbt in a report'damaging to
his testimony. Around this sore the demo-
cratic flies have gathered, and it has been
held up before the country in the most ex-
aggerated forms. This forced the republi-
cans at the outset into an attitude apologetic
and explanatory. Hawcock, the democratic
candidate began boomingly but ended bum,
ingly. His career was spotless, and as a
man was admired everywhere. But his
“ boom'’ burst, as booms will, and Hancock
appeared only as & nice man, with no acts
argumentative of the politician or statesman,
and that sort of a man won’t do for the
Amnerican mind. Then came into the ean-
vass the discussion of free trade and protec-
tion, which was handled very dexterously
and advantageously by the republicans.
Then the country was startled by the Indi-
ana and Ohio electivns, and everything since
that has been on a republican rush. Near
the close of the campaign the Chinese letter
appeared. It was seized upon with avidity
by the democrats and scattered all over the
country accompanied with the most disgrace-
ful villification of General Garfield. But the
country has been promounced in its con-
demnation of such a canvass, and the spuri«
eus demnocracy has received such a blow that
it will take a long time to recuperate. The
republican victory is ll.u;:u'i-ing.e They have
received 210 electoral votes, being 25 of a
majority ever that necessary to a choice.
Hayes, it will' be remembered, received only
oune majority in theelectoral college. There
is much speculation as to the cause of such
a great change. But it can be accounted
for in no other way than that the people at
large are happy and contented with the gov-
erning regime, for in the prosperous condi-
tion of & country the conservative element
will always predominate. To borrow s
simile from Tennyson, a government under

grooves of no change. The republicans have
now a majority in both Houses of Congress
and perhaps also in the Senate. Into their
hands again is remanded the destiny of th-
country. May the benefits of their wise ade
ministration continue.

And now it is all over and business for &
while stagnated by suspense will resume,
and the season just opening will be one of
brisk acti vity.

These Presidential elections have been de-
nounced as injurious to the business of the
country and stifling to enterprise. Butthey
are necessary te the growth and develop-
ment of a country. They break in to take
routine of things and present to the popular
mind the di ion of ic and social
questions that broaden and educate the com-
men intelligence. Otherwise the public
mind would run along a dollar and cents
line of thought and become selfish and jew-
ish. * All social reforms are the progeny of
such agitation.

The campaign has been productive of many
amusing incidents, but nome perhaps so
strikingly peculiar as the occasion that
brought Beecher and Bob Ingersoll together
on the same platferm. It was on a political
platiorm they met and the renowned chris-
tian preacher introduced the famous atheist
to the gudience. The wildest enthusiasm
greeted theapnouncement. Beecher said he
was the greatest orator om the globe, and
turning to the great infidel grasped him by
the hand and said he admired him for his
honesty to his convictions and his patriotism
to his country, They stood before thenudi-
ence for some moments holding each other
by the hand. It was a grand sight to see
two men so opposed in their opinioms and
beliefs and yet se bound in the recognition
of each other’s manhood. For however pes-
simists might rage, it shows there is a point
in human development, where men however
divergent in their simple greeds and objec-
tive beliefs can meet and harmonize and ap-
preciate one ancther as men. Though no
men could be more opposed in their views
than these two, yet when they met on a pub-
lic platform creeds vanished into the air, and
manhood recognised and admired manhood.
It was not a victory of any belief but rather
a victory of the soul over all beliefs. If
what [ learn from the last ‘ Advocate’ be
true it would perhaps be well if some of this
sentiment were infused intothe educational
system of Newcastle, - But “alas for the
rarity of christian charity.”

Frozen Meat for the English Mar-
ket.

The following extract from our London
Letter, dated Oct. 11th, shows that the
Australians are awake to the advantage
of shipping frozen meat to the English
Markets. If the meat can be landed in
England in large quantities in good order
at low prices this country will prove a
{formidable rival to the dead meat trade
from Canada and the U. 8.

The London directors of the Austra-
lian Frozen Meat Export Company are
actively employed in securing a large
share of Australia’s meat export trade
for Melbourne. The company’s refrig-
erating machine for land use arrived in
the steamship Garonne. Arrangements
to have the slaughtering of stock done
at the works of the Melbourne Meat pre-
serving Company, where the refrigerating
machine (Giffard's patent) will also be
erected, have been made, and the direc-
tors are having the refrigerating cham-
bers completed with as little delay as
possible. A freezing house is now being
built at the Melbourne Meat.preserving
Company's works. The refrigerating
machine imported is of moderate capa-
city, and a second will probably be re-
quired. A practical engineer has been
sent out by the Orient Steamship Com-
pany to take charge of the machinery.
Another phase of the movement is that
efforts are being made in Deniliquin to
establish a depot from which meat may
be supplied to Melboyrne. At a meeting
held recently in Deniliquin it was con-
sidered advisable to start an export com-
pany with a capital of £10,000. In
Queensland the scheme for exporting
frozen meat, which has been talked of for
a long while, taken up and allowed to
fall, and assumed various shapes, has so
far been matured that the articles of the
Queensland Freeziog and Food Expert
Company (Limited) have been published.
The proposed plan of operations is to
carry on the business of dealers in and
exporters of every description of food
suitable for human consumption which
may require to be frozem or otherwise
preservid, prior to or whilst in course of
transit.

The Intercolonial, &c.

The Intercolonial Railway receipts keep
on increasing at the rate of about $30,000
per month. The réceipts from passen-
gers, etc., in September were $73,440;
freight, 875,153—total $148,598 ; increase
over same month last year, $22,996. The
increase for the past three months over
the corresponding period last year,
amounts to §98,017.— Times.

It is now currently reported that the
receipts for some time past have been
fully equal to the expenditure. Notonly
as regards the Intercolonial Railway, but
also in all other departments of the pub-
lic service, the Government will be in a
position to report most favorably upon
the general condition of the country’s
finances. The largeincrease in the busi-
ness of the Intercolonial alone is suM-
cient to teach all unprejudiced persons
that the country is rapidly reviving from
the depreasion which marked the years
when the Mackenzie party held the reins
of power.

The total receipts of the Finance De-
partment at Ottawa for the four months
of the present flscal year ending 3lst
Qct. show an increase as compared with
the same period last year of two millions,
five hundred and seventy nine thousand,
three hundred and sixty ome dollars.
The increase in the consumption of home
made goods has also very largely in-
creased, and this tégether with tio very
gratifying increase in the Customs re-
ceipts shows that the country is rapidly
coming up toeenjoy more prosperous
times under the administration of Sir
John A. Macdonald.

A Warning, {

"Eventhough fish might in some
cases be obtained without the knowledge
of the officers, shipments could not be
made without being detected, as all kinds

of fish exported must be entered at the
Customs, otherwise & fine of $200 can be:

Should they
sell to & second party the purchaser is
also liable. There is also the risk of los-
ing nets if caught fishing, and this may
necessitate the loss of the winter’s work,
48 a net is a very valuable portion of a
fisherman’s outfit, and in many instances
could not easily be replaced.

JAntigonish Exhibilion.

ApprESs DELIVERED BY Mr. C. C.
GREGORY AT THE OPENING OF THE
ANTIGONISH AGRICULTURAL Ex-
HIBITION ON THE 13TH OcT.

GENTLEMEN,—

We have met together for the plea-
sant purpose of exhibiting and view-
ing the agricaltural prodaucts of our
county. 2

It is hoped that this may be the in-
a0, ion of a long series of similar
annual exhibitions, each one of which
may excel its predecessor in the
the quality and variety of the exhibits
nnd‘gn the public interest manifested.

The number of farmers who can af-
ford to attend the Provincial Exhibi-
tiens at Halifax, Truro or Kentville is
comparatively small, and hence the
advantage derivable from suchexhibi-
tions is slow to reach the greal masses
in the outlying districts. Every farm-
er, however, can attend his countyex-
hibition at no greater expense than is
usually involved in an ordinary heli-
day.

%he productions seen at a provincial
exhibition are apt to be looked upon as
coming from some locality specially
favored and adapted to them; but at a
county exhibition each farmer sees
what has been accomplished by his
neighbors; who have the same climate

the same advantages and difficul-
ties as himself, and he is more likely
te make an effort to excel them.

Were county exhibitions held annu-
ally by each county, and onlyone gen-
eral exhibition for the Maritime Prov-
inces held apnaally, by tarns, in each
of the Provinces of Nova Scotia, New
Brunswick and Prince Edward Island,
and arrangements made for the for-
warding, at the public expense, the
prize exhibits from each conni}. show
to the general exhibition at Halifax,
St. John or Charlottetown, or wher-
ever held, a great saving in money
would be made, both to the public
treasuries and to individuals; while,
at the same time, the utility would be
vastly increased, since, under such a
system, every farmer would, ata mini-
mum charge, virtoally have a compari-
son of his own productiens with those
of his neighbor’s, and also with those
of the whole Marilime Provinces.

To the farmer every occasion which
brings him into commanication with
his fellow farmer is of value and
should be fostered and encouraged.
His occupation is one that does not
naturally lead to much intercourse,
but is for the most, part solitary. The
effect of this isolation is seen in the
small amount of influence wielded by
the agricnltural class as compared te
its numbers. Every other profession,
trade or calling has its societies or
unions, by which combination is effect-
ed and united action secured for de-
fensive and often for aggressive pur-
poses. Doctors bave their Medical
Societies, lawyers their Barristers’
Societies, merchants their Boards ot
Trade and Chambers of Commerce,
carpenters and wasons have their res-
pective societies, working men have
their anions, and howewer the mem
bers may wrangle among themselves,
yet they unite as one man to advance
the welfare and standing of their class
aud calling.

What steps do the farmers take to
advance or maintain their position or
welfare? It may be said, none what
ever. And vet have they less stake in
the country, orare thev less interested
than others in the gre «t gquestions and
contests of the day? Sarel not’
They possess the imperishable real
estate of the country, and they there-
fere hold the most permaneunt inter-
ests in the country. In Great Britain
and in most other countries of Europe
and of the world which have steod
the test of ages, the classes possessing
this permanency of interest have spe-
cial fanctions in the government of
the country, which afford a sateguard
againstextravagant or reckless experi-
ments in statesmanship, which the
classes possessing less permanent in-
terests might attempt in order to se-
cure some femporary prosperity or
avert some temporary evil, at the ex-

of fatare burden and iojury,
which would cling to the land and be
a yoke upon all who possess it forever.

Although it appears to be contrary
to the genius of the people and insti-
tutions of the continent of North
America that the landed or permanent
interests should have any distinct and
exclnsive functions in the government,
yet it is snrely open to them to fally
avail themselves of the rights which
they enjoy, in common with others, to
do: which they must do as other classes
do, that is to meet and confer among
themselves and decide how their inter-
ests are to be maintained and advanced,
and how they are to be affected by any
unasual proposition or emergency.
No country is safe where the owners
of the soil do not take the trouble to

study and to understand how their in- | P,

terests are being dealt with, and hence
every measure tending to bring the
farmers of this country together and
to foster sn esprit de corps among them,
will not only benefit them and strength-
en their position as a class, but will
render more stable the society and in-
stitutions of the country. As things
now are it is only the fact that the
farmers are the originators of the
wealth of the country and the indis-
peusable foundstions of the very exist-
ence of the commanity that has main-
tained for them even their present rela-
tive position.

Iobject of their association. A step,
however, in the right direction will be
taken by every farmer who becomes a
member of an agricultaral society.
Every farmer in the country shonjg#be
a member of some.such society®#and
he should strive to be an active, work-
ing member. He should respect his
| society and himself as a member of it,
|and he should thoroughly appreciate
that his calling is the most ancient and
indepfndent, and that there is none
| more honorable un.er the sun ; that he
it is who ie the first receiver of the
blessings sent by God upon the earth,
and who distribates them to his fellow
creatures; that he and his fellow-farm-
ors are directly or indirectly the source
from which employment and the means
of living for all other classes is derived.
The meetings of the societies should
be frequent, and subjects of intcrest ‘o
the farmer should be discussed in a
friendly and intelligent manner, and
experience and ideas interchanged.
In this way much pleasurs and bene-
fit would be gained.

Next {o the fertility of his land the
most important matter to the farmer
is his market. The larger this is the
more uniform are the prices, and gen-
erally the better the returns, but a
higher and more uniform quality in
the goods is exacted. If farmers have
only a home market and no fereign
market, they are obliged to raise a
great variety of products, the demand
for each being so limited. But when
one has his attention divided among
too many things he excels in nothing,
and countries and classes are in this
respect like individualse. No one ever
saw a man who was a jack of alltrades
get to be rich. Andso withcommuni-
ties—the people of a county ora town
will never attain to wealth or commer-
cial standing as a body if they are
dabbling in a little of everything and
have nogreat-staple prodaction. Look
at Great Britain. There we find one
town noted for its catlery, another for
its cotton goods, another for its pot-
tery, another for its woollens, and so
on. And when there is this division
and specialty of production uniformity
is secured, so that the wares mav be
officially inspected and classified so as
to be known, and quoted, and bonght
and sold inall the markets of the world
by brand alone, for actual .inspection
of each lot by the purechaser is impos-
sible in foreign trade.

No country has a fair position in the
commercial business of the werld un-
til it is neted for some staple produet
which may be safely dealt in and trans-
ferred upon the faith of its brand and
reputation alone. If, then, a country
has the ambition to take its proper
position, the first question to be asked
is, ¢ For which one of the great staple
productions required by the world is
the soil and climate and its other cir-
cumstances specially adapted?” That
question is seldom difficult to be
answered. Itappearstohave been the
design of Providence so to distribute
its blessings that every clime and
quarter of the globe should have some
special advantages for something, so
that the mutoal interchange thus ren-
dered necessary should draw and knit
together the whole human family.
That question, applied to our own
country, would receive the amswer that
the abnndance of land, its great fertili-
ty and especial adaptation for meadow
and pasture, the moist summer climate
also favoring 'he meadows and pastur-
age, plainly point out that cattle and
sheep and their products shonld be our
contribution to the markets of the
world. And the best proof that cattle
and sheep raising and export is our
proper industry lies in the fact that in
times past this county built np for it-
self a flourishing trade insuch sxports
to Newfoundland—a trade which has
brought millions of dollars into the
country, and is substantial evidence of
the industry, resources and enterprise
of the people. And very few places
in the Dominion ef Canada would -be
pointed out where the same number bf
people have been engaged in advanc-
ing the material prospect of the coun-
try to the extént that the people of (his
country have in building up and main-
taining this Newfoundland trade.
Cape Breton and other ports bave
lately been following your example,
and you now find that vour Newfound-
land market is toe small for all—it is
too liable to be overstocked. 1t is
fortunate that just when our old mar-
ket fails us a new and a better one is
thrown open to us and to all who will
send productions of a sufficiently high
standard of quality.

The peeple of this county have only
to seize their present and future op-
portunities, as thev and their fathers
sajzed those of the time past, in order
to participate in the tull benefit of this
new trade and market— the export of
cattle and sheew {0 Great Britain. Tt
is not a trade that has been growing
on for vears, and one that required an
gffort bevond your powers to share
in. Rat it is a new trade, a new op-
portunity, the posiibility of which
has jnst been direnvered, and which is
onlv fow being opened.

Twenty vears ago such a trade was
an imnoscibility. Steamc<hips then
bnrned 74 The, of coal for every horse
power of their engines everv honr.
The consumption has been graduallv
lessened by improvements in their en-
gines and propelling apparatas, and
now instead of 74 1bs. they only con-
snme 2}, and some sven less. The
result is, thal where 1,000 tons of coal
were required 20 years ago, 300 tons
will now suffice, allowing 700 tons
more cargo to be carried, while the
cost for fuel for the voyage is only
one-third. This wonderfal reduction
in the cost of steam navigation has
cagsed the Atlantic trade to be done
by steamships instead of sailing ves-
sels. These steamers, daily leaving
American ports for England with car-
go in the hold, but plenty of space on
deck and between decks, gave oppor-
tanity for some enterprising party to
send a few cattle to England as an ex-
periment. The experiment succ-ed-
ed, and at once a vigorous trade began
to spring up, which, although still in
its infancy, has been doabling or trip-
ling itself in volume every year. It
is destined to assume gigantic propor-
tions, and will continue to increase
antil beef and mutton become, as they
should be, the daily food of the work-
ing man in Great Britain, Ireland,
France, and throughout Europe, and
that at a cost only exceeding the cost
in this country by the expense of car-
rying it across. Some idea of the
rapid development which has taken
lace in this trade may be gained by
the following figures:—

! ly required by English dealers is that |
| every 100 1bs. live weight shonld make |
at least 55 1bs. of salable butchers’ beef,

the higher the breed of the animal the

greater being the proportion of beef.

For convenience of reckoning we will

take the proportion of beef to the live

weight as only one half, or 50 Ibs. te

the 100 lbs. Then this cost of trans-

portation of ore to two cents per Ib.

live weight ameunts to from two to

four cents per 1b. for butchers’ beef.

And if we allow three cents per 1b.

more for commissions, insurance and

profit, we have from five to seven cents

as the difference of cost of beef upon

a dinner table in England and upon

a dioner table on this side. And so it

it sells here at $6.00 per cwt., or 6
cents per 1b., it should cost there not
more than 13 cents perlb.; orif it
brings there 21 cents, or 104 pence
sterling per 1b., a not unusual price,
it wonld pay the shippers to give 14
cents per lb., or $14 per cwt., for it
here.

The prices in England and in Ameri-
ca near the Atlantic Coast must as-
similate 8o as to leave no greater dif-
ference than this seven cents perlb. of
beef or 83 cents per 1b. of live weight.
Any greater difference would afford
unwsarrantable profit to the middle-
men. The assimilation will take place
at a point between the two extremes
instanced, and at such figures as,
while giving it to the English con-
sumer at much diminished cost, will
allow a vast increase of price to be
paid to the farmeron this side. There
is a difference of at least eight cents
per 1b., to be shared between the con-
sumer in England and the farmer here;
and if we divide it equally between
them it will bring the beef to $10 per
cwt., or 10 cents per Ib. to the farmer
on this side, and to 17 cents or 84 pence
sterling per 1b. to the British con-
rumer. But there can be very little
donbt that for many vears to come the
farmer on this side who raises snitable
animals will get more than half of the
difference, for the demand on the other
side will vastly increase at every cent
"of reduction in price, and it must be
remem ered that not onlv Great Brit-
ain requires to import, but France al-
#0, which now derives its foreign sup-
ply from Italy. And when the export
from this continent assumes its proper
and distinct proportions all Western
Europe will vastly increase its con-
sur ption of animal food and will af-
ford an unlimited market. Atnresent
the difficulty which those who are en-
gaged in shipping cattle have to en-
counter is the scarcity of animals sait-
able for the English market. The or-
dinary breeds of the countrv are too
rough and thereis too much weight of
waste in proportiom to the weight of
beet. Cattle require to have a con-
siderable proportion of the Durham
or Hereford or other choice heavy
breeds in them in order to come up te
the shipping standard proportion of 55
Ibs. of beef to the 100 1bs. live weight.

The pnblishéd reports ot the state of
the Montreal market on the 12th of
Augpst last show that while local
butcgan paid only from 8 to 84 cents,
shippers paid 5 cents per 1b., live
weight, for caitle suitable for shipping.
So that an ox of 1,500 lbs. weight
would only bring $45 to $52 50 if sold
for use of Montreal butchers, but if it
were same weight, but of breed fit for
shipping, it would bring $75, belng an
increase of $22.50 or $30 on one ani-
msl. And the prices quoted for the
Chicage marke: at the same date
were :—

Live Weight
Export cattle, indemand at  $4.80 to $5.00
Butcher’s cattle dull, at $2.20 to $3.30

The higher prices obtained for eattle
suitable for shipping has caused a great
demand, even in the Western States,
for thoroughbred stock frem which to
obtsin snitable stock forshipping. At
a sale last Spring of thoroughbred
short-horns, in Chicago, 43 animals of
the Cochrane and Cannon herds, from
Canada, brought $38,525—32 cows
averaging $995 each,and 11 bnlls $622
each.

If the farmers in Ontario and the
Western States are so eager to improve
their stock and to engage in this trade,
notwithstanding that they have heavy
expenses to meet in conveying their
animals by railway to point of ship-
ment, how much mere earnest shounld
the farmers of the Maritime Provinces,
who are right at the seaboard, be to
begin at once to improve their stock
and to engage in thetrade. And what
applies in this respect to the Maritime
Provincas generally, applies more es-
pecially to this county. We have
every advantage and adaptation for
raising the cattle and for shipping
them without expense for land car-
riage. This county is destined to take
an active part in this trade. It is for
us to decide whether it will be tweunty
vears hence or seven years hence.
This is a favorable time to begin in
earnest. The success ‘of the wheat
crop mus* annnally save thousands of
dollars which used to go out df the
country to purchase flonr. Ona-tenth
of the amount thue saved in flour if
invested in improving the cattle would
in seven vears bring the stock ot the
county up to as high astandard as that
of any other county in the Dominien.
In other counties where, throngh the
agricultural societies, the improved
stock hasbecome numerous, companies
are being formed and shipments made.

The quéstion may be asked, ‘* How
can the farmer who is without surplias
means 8o rapidly improve his stock?”
The reply is, ‘ Through the agricaltar-
al societies.” If he is not already a
member, he should become one at
once, and he will then have the benefit
of the combined capital contributed
by the members and from the Provin-
cial Treasury. Annual county exhi-
bitions under the auspices of the ag-
ricultural societies will be the surest
means of stimulating and making gen-
eral the improvements necessary. I
believe tha. a prosperous fature is
opening for the agricultural interests
of the Maritine Provinces, and that if
we go to work at once and in exrnest
ten years from now cattle and sheep
will be sent from this connty snd ship-
ped at Pictou and the Strait of Canso,
and perhaps from Bayfield, for Eng-
land in as great numbers as they are
now sent to Newfoundland, and thas
the time will be’ hastened or delayed
according to the interest or apathy at-
tending the agricultural societies and
the county exhibitions.
