THE CHEAT YACHT RACE.

New York, Sept. 7.—The Defender 
defeated the Valkyrie liy eight minutes 
9 seconds, in the first of the races fur liie 
American cup ro-day. There was a scene 
of hilarious joy when the Defender 
crossed the line fully two miles ahead of 
Lord Dunraven’s boat. The Valkyrie 
gained on her opponent shortly after 
starting but was soon overhauled by the 
Defender. The Defender was unques­
tionably better handled than the Val­
kyrie; she outpoints her in the wind and 
she seems better before the wind. It ap­
pears that the Defender foots faster thau 
the Valkyrie iu stiff weather, besides 
beating her to windward. The English 
boat is undeniably faster in a light breeze 
such as the race began with, but even 
then she cannot sail so close to the wind­
ward. Another point in her favor is her 
superior sails. There seems to be no 
difference between their water work un­
der a light breeze but in a fresh wind the 
Valkyrie makes a great fuss, raising great 
waves under her bow and tilling up more 
under her quarters. When tBe Defender 
sailed proudly over the finish line she 
was given a tremendous ovation. Whis­
tles looted long and loud and cannon 
boomed and many thousands of excursion­
ists shouted themselves hoarse in exulta­
tion of joy over the gallant American 
boat’s big victory.

New York, Sept. 10.—The second race 
of the series for the American Cup was 
sailed to-day off Sandy Hook, over a 
triangular course of ten miles to a leg. 
Toe challenging boat, Lord Dun raven’s 
Valkyrie III., was fust over the line and 
first home again, leading throughout in 
a smart wind. An accident at the start 
gave the Defender’s supporters a chance 
to claim that the American yacht would 
havo.won had not the Valkyrie carried 
away the Defender’s top-mast backstay 
just before crossing. The boats, in 
jockeying for the line, had shown some 
of the prettiest work that has been seen 
here, which resulted in the Valkyrie ob­
taining the windward position. As the 
two boats headed for the line there were 
murmurs of disappointment in the crowdi 
when it was discovered thrt the Valkyrie 
had the advantage. Both finally ap­
proached the starling line, with the 
Valkyrie leading. Had both held their 
courses there would have been no tioublc, 
but the anxiety of the British skipper to 

■gel his coat over the line first and to the 
windward of the enemy made it a ques­
tion if he would not cross before the 
slatting gun sounded. To prevent such 
a prwliiMiueu', ilia Valkyrie broke away 
a trifle, an l eased off her sheets. The 
main l oom of the Britisher swept over 
the deck of the Definder, carrying away 
the topmast shiouds ou the starboard 
side and tearing out the jaws of ihe 
spreader. The topmast c.aeked, and was 
badly sprung. Just as the crash came 
the starting signal was given, and Val­
kyrie sped away like a rocket. Defender 
was luffed, the jittopsail lowered, and 
the wreckage removed, and Mr. Iselin 
decided to continue the race. Probably 
a couple of minutes were wasted making 
repairs before the boat continued on her 
course. A protest flag was displayed, 
ana the committee boat showel an 
answering pennant. Then thé Defender 
went in pursuit of the British cutter.

But for the accident the race to-day 
would probably have been one of the 
finest in the history cf America’s Cup 
contests. .Nothing « as lacking to make 
it a memorable affair. The crowds ot 
spectators and the fleet of excursion craft 
and private yachts were present to lend 
animation to the scene, and annoy and 
inlet fere with the racers. There was a 
good sailing breeze ; the sky was clear 
after the mist of the morning had been 
dispelled, and the ocean was compaia- 
tively smooth.

It was a good day for Valkyrie, but it 
would have been a better one for Defen­
der had she not met with an accident. 
The weakened topmast of Defender pre­
vented her from carrying the sail that 
Valkyrie carried, and she could net keep 
the pace set by the Dunraven boat. Iu 
the beat of ten miles to windward of the 
first lure the Val Kyrie gained an advan­
tage of , 2 minutes and 52 seconds. At 
one time she led by fully a mile, but, as 
the wind freshened from the six knots at 
the start to fifteen at the first turn, and 
eighteen shottly afterwards, the Defender, 
crippled though she was. began to gain. 
The second leg of the race was a broad 
reach, and Valkyrie used a balloon jifc 
topsail, while the people on the Defender 
had to be content with a baby jib top­
sail. In spite of her handicap, the De­
fender gained seventeen seconds on the 
second leg. On the run home the De­
fender continued her good work, paining 
one miuute and seventeen seconds. The 
time allowance of Valkyrie to Defender 
is 29 seconds, and, allowing for this, the 
difference between her time over the 
course and the Defender’s time was only 
47 seconds.

After the fiuish and when the Defen­
der had gone to her anchorage at Biy 
Ridge Mr. Iselin made a verbal protest 
in regard to the fouling. Mr. Bush, the 
club representative on the British boat, 
was asKed by the committee to present 
his version i f the affair. At-10.30 p. m. 
the following notice was posted ou the 
bulletin hoard of the New York Yacht 
Club :—‘The Defender pretests the 
Valkyrie -on the. ground that she bore

down c,n her just before reach il g the 
| «tailing line, "thereby enuring a foul, 
which ic—lilted in the carrying away of 
her -pleader ami the -priiigiug of her top 
mast. The Regatta Committee.’

New York, Sept, 11.—The Regatta 
; Committee of the New York Yacht Club 
rendered a decision late this afternoon, 
sustaining Mr. Isclin’s protest against 
the ‘ Valkyrie’ and awarding yesterday’s 
race to the ‘ Defender.’ The result was 
reached after deliberations and conferen­
ces lasting practically all day.

Strong efforts were made by the Com­
mittee to bring about a mutual agreement 
to resail the race, but Lord Dunraven 
and Mr. Iselin insisted upon judgment 
on the protest. This left the committee 
one of two things to do,—to decide that 
the ‘ Valkyrie’ fouled the ‘ lX-ftnde:’ or 
that the ‘Defender’ fouled the ‘Valkyrie.’ 
As the occurrence was directly under 
their eyes and was also witnessed by 
thousands of spectators, there was only 
one decision possible. Every one conver­
sant with the sailing of yachts and of the 
road at sea agree that the British yacht 
was at fault. Lord Dunraven and his 
friends held, however, that his boat was 
crowded by the 1 Defended and that the 
accident was unavoidable.

Scotland Lightship—The Defender 
having stood out to sea was reaching back 
to the lightship at 10.50, where the 
Valkyrie awaited her.

11.15—The fog is settling down badly, 
obscuring the view from Navesink High­
lands.

11.19.25—The gnu has been fired. The 
Defender immediately set her huge spin­
naker. The Valkyrie approached the 
line with no additional sail.

The trou­
ble stems to be that pilot boat No. 19 
was directly in the way. The pilot boat 
was Faunie R. Williams. The Defen­
der kept on her course and was evidently 
going to make the trip alone.

Liquor Vendors-

We are informed that efforts are being 
made by several individuals of this town to 
secure to himself the appointment by 
the local government as vendors of 
liquor, and it is even said that petitions 
are being carried round asking for signa­
tures for that purpose.

So far as we are aware the public of 
this town are not suffering because there 
is but one vendor, one being, considered 
quite sufficient to deal out all that is 
called for on the certificates of medical 
men and probably much more, and this is, 
the generally expressed opinion of temper­
ance men.
• Whatever course the local government 

follow in this matter, and, judging from 
the past, it is hardly likely it will pay any 
more attention to the wishes of temperance 
people now than heretofore, yet the 
time will come when a better govern­
ment will be in power and a regulation 
made and enforced that when a vendor 
violates the law by selling liquor illegally 
lie shall upon conviction be dismissed 
from the olliuc and another appointed in 
his place, and to this end all temperance 
friends should use their influence. When 
that time comes, and come it will, then 
the recommendations of law abiding 
citizens will have more weight with the 
government than they seem to have at the 
present time.

Recently the local government made an 
appointment as vendor at Hampton in 
Kings county, which is being freely cri­
ticised in the press of the province both 
edjtorially and by correspondents, so much 
so that Solicitor General White has felt it 
necessary, through the Sussex Record to 
give an explanation of the reasons for 
such appointment. The St John Sim of 
Monday last thus discusses the question­
able and outragous appointment ;—

“ Solicitor General White has given 
through the Sussex Record a rather lengthy 
explanation of his course in the appoint­
ment of the liquor vendor at Hampton. 
It is not disputed that the vendor for 
whose appointment Mr. White is respon­
sible has been a persistent violator of the 
Canada Temperance act, that he has been 
more than once punished and that convic­
tions are now standing against him. Mr. 
White begins with the rather astonishing 
statement that he would not have made 
the appointment if he* had not supposed 
that it would be “ in the best interests of 
the temperance cause.” The surprise 

eh one naturally feels on learning that 
MR .really a temperance appointment 
y be flutigated when it is learned that 
Whn had been informed by the new 

bdorrtnft he “was sick of the business 
f illegal liquor selling And had gone out 

of it. The sickness may perhaps be 
accounted for by a fact which Mr. White 
states, namely, that.Mr. Weyman has now 
oue or more convictions standing against 
Mr. Scribner. So far as can be made out 
from Mr. White’s account, the officers 
have made the illegal trade so unattractive 
for Mr. Scribner that he prefers a legal 
business, and so Mr. White has supplied 
him with one. To quote Mr. White’s own 
words Mr. Scribner said “ that if he could 
secure the appointment of Scott act vendor 
all the doctors would have him to fill their 
prescriptions, and while the sale thus 
made would not be as large, the profits on 
each would be larger than in ordinary 
liquor selling, and that part of the loaf was 
better than no bread.” Unfortunately, 
the solicitor general has not implicit faith 
in the repentance of Mr. Scribner, for he 
remarks : “I have done something to 
make it more certain than it would other­
wise be that Mr. Scribner will not violate 
the law.” In fairness to the solicitor 
general, it should be mentioned that he 
claims to have received a petition for the 
appointment of Mr Scribner, signed by 
every medical man in town.

“ Mr. White’s explanations are not suffi­
cient. It is well known that the Scott 
act vendors are subject to strong tempta­
tions to make illegal sales, and that in 
order to guarantee the good faith of the 
vendor it is necessary to appoint to that 
position men whose regard for law and 
order is beyond doubt. Mr. White has 
on his own admission selected a person who 
has shown as long as he could a disregard 
for law. He has even made that disre­
gard a reason for the appointment. The 
solicitor general’s conduct and reasoning 
are not calculated to give the public a 
deep respect for the law of the country. 
They teach that a man ought to break the 

r law often, and be thought likely to break 
it more in order to obtain recognition as a 
lit and proper person to hold a delicate 
position of public trust. They show that 
in order to qualify for some offices in the 
gift of some governments it is necessary to 
avoid obedience to the statutes. This 
caimot be good teaching. Nor can it be a 
help to the teriiperanee cause to honor with 
government sanction and approval the 
man whose record is such as Mr. White 
describes Mr. Scribner’s to be. It is re­
ported, perhaps not correctly, that the 
Hampton appointment is part of Mr. 
White’s geneial policy. A Sussex corres­
pondent writes that two other appoint­
ments of the same kind, one in Norton and 
one in Sussex, had been recommended by 
Mr. White, but that public opinion had 
expressed itself with such force that he was 
compelled to cancel them. The names of 
the proposed vendors need not now be 
given. They are both well known in 
records of Scott act convictions, and one of 
them perhaps has been convicted moie of- 
ten than any other for illicit liquor dealing 
in the province. The recommendation of 
two or three doctors cannot vindicate such 
appointments as these. The responsibility 
cannot be shifted to the medical men. It 
must be borne by the ministers who made 
the appointment and the member who 
recommended it.”

the question as to probable candidates is 
i>eing discussed.

which favored the American boat. The 
second race was given to the same boat 
after being won by the Valkyrie by 47 
seconds, on the ground that the Valkyrie 
fouled the Defender, although it is a ques­
tion whether the latter was not equally to 
blame, both yachts being manoeuvred for 
advantageous positions to windward with 
the Valkyrie leading, it is hard to under­
stand how she could run into the Defender. 
The foul however occurred right under the 
eyes of the. committee and then the 
starting gun was fired and the Valkyrie 
darted across the line. The Defender rais­
ed a flag of protest which was acknowled­
ged from the committee’s boat and then the 
Defender crossed the line in pursuit of her 
rival, having partially repaired the dama­
ges caused by the foul. Why were not 
the yachts recalled and the second race 
postponed until effective repairs were made 
is a question at once suggested. But the 
committee did not see it in that light, evi­
dently preferring to make the second race 
sure for the American yacht by declaring 
her the victor although the race was won 
by the Valkyrie.

The third race was not run by the 
Valkyrie because of an insult to her owner 
in not receiving a reply to a letter sent by 
him to the committee in regard to the 
obstruction of the course by other vessels, 
and hence the three races and the America’s 
Cup was awarded to the American yacht 
Defender.

The Chatham World, whose editor is 
considered a yachting expert, asserts that 
the Defender won the race by three straight 
flukes, and that patriotism decided the day 
in favor of the American craft.

We think the result of such an awarding 
of the prize will be the means of prevent­
ing another international yacht race for 
many years to come, and never again will 
any British yacht compete in waters ad­
jacent to the city of New York or any other 
large city.

The following is an account of the last 
day’s start and statements of Lord Dun- 
raven why he did not compete :

The starting gun was followed by a 
scene that was novel in International 
racing. The American yacht, a pyramid 
of canvas, bore down upon the line. The 
British boat, on the other hand, sailed 
calmly down to the line under lower can­
vas only and crossed after the “ Defender.” 
The British boat then turned on her heel 
and pointed for home.

After the race Lord Dunraven sought 
the seclusion of his stateroom on the 
“ City of Bridgeport.” He refused to 
talk.

After reaching Bay Ridge Mr. Arthur 
Glennie, acting as spokesman for His 
Lordship, said:—“It was not our intention 
to race today. Lord Dunraven handed a 
sealed letter to Mr. \ Cass Canfield, 
Secretary of the “ America’s” Cup Com­
mittee yesterday. It was not to be opened 
until after the decision of the “ Defender’s” 
protest, in order that the decision of the 
Regatta Committee might not be influenced 
by it.

“ The substance of the letter was that 
Lord Dunraven lid not think a fair course 
could be obtained off New York and 
asked the Committee to provide a course 
that could be clear of boats.

The pro­
test filed and insisted upon must be ad­
judged. and a decision once rendered, the 
event is closed. As regards the re-sailing 
of the third race, the Regatta Committee 
has no latitude, since the new conditions 
demanded by Lord Dunraven had been 
declined by the Cup Committee and, 
therefore, the race had to be sailed under 
the original terms.

One factor that will 
probably cause a reduction of the cam­
paign season ’before a new century is 
reached is the tremendous and ever- 
growing expense, which is furnishing too 
much of a factor for corrupt practises and 
too great a menace to the purity of 
American politics. Mutual agreement by 
the great political parties to hold the 
conventions in September would be of 
more practical value to the country at 
large than the fulfilment of all the cam­
paign promises ever made by aspiring 
candidates.

So far as it lies in the po\ver of a sub­
ordinate officer of the Treasury to say 
what Congress and the Pre sident may do 
with the people’s money, Hon. R. B. 
Bowler, Comptroller of the Treasury, 
has spoken. The decision was forecasted, 
and will astonish no one who has given 
serious thought to the matter. The 
incident has presented some astonishing 
features ; such, for instance, as the 
spectacle of Mr. Bowler, a mere bureau 
officer, resolving himself into a "high 
court, sitting upon the legality of an act 
of Congress, and having before him 
an array of distinguished counsel pleading 
as though he were a tribunal of last appeal. 
But there is nothing wonderful in finding 
Mr. Bowler of the same mind now as when 
he first held up t^e appropriation. That 
was to have been expected with almost ab­
solute confidence. Most people are daring 
enough, however, to resemble Mr. Bowler, 
and to adhere to the opinion that the 
Comptroller of the Treasury has no more 
right to pronounce upon the constitution­
ality of an act of Congress than his own 
messenger has. It can be seen, without 
the slightest effort, that the exercise of 
such a prerogative by a ministerial officer 
of the department w'oilM divest the three 
constitutional branches okthe government 
of all their most important functions. If 
Mr. Bowler can do this thing, then he has 
more power than Congress, the President, 
and the .Supreme Court put together. 
Even the people who are adverse to the 
bounty principle in general and to the 
sugar bounty in particules, feel that a 
rather dangerous precedent is established 
in the Bowler idea of one-man control over 
all the fiscal acts of Congress. But, for 
the time being, Mr. Bowler has set at 
naught the executive and legislative 
branches of the government and usurped 
the prerogatives of the judicial. For a 
brief period at least Mr. Bowler is a very 
mighty and overshadowing personage.

A well informed friend of mine, speaking 
the other evening of Thomas B. Reed, said 
“ It would be found on a little investiga­
tion that the big Maine man has a vast 
deal of masked strength lying around. In 
under-the-cover discussions the silver Re­
publicans make no great bones of the ad­
mission of Reed’s availability. They talkit 
openly and freely. They don’t believe in 
Allison, Teller is too far West, and they 
don’t want Harrison, John Sherman, or 
McKinley at any price. “ Cameron first ; 
then Reed,” is the cry. And, as they’ve 
no towering hopes of a Cameron sort, they 
are practically Reed men. ” The truth is 
Reed is exceptionally popular with the 
rank and file of the people among the Re­
publicans. Last fall, while politics bub­
bled and the fires ci added merrily under 
divers and sundry kettles of fish, Reed, 
Harrison and McKinley were all abroad in 
the land making speeches. Each morning 
it was shown in the despatches published 
that the tumult and enthusiasm for Reed 
out-hurrahed the other candidates two to 
one. Reed lies much in the shade this 
summer, and beyond driving away the flies 
does nothing. This is due to his well- 
founded notion that success or failure in 
the June convention is to be melted and 
moulded in the smelting pot of the next 
House. Reed is to be speaker ; he knows 
that now ; and by what he does and fails to 
do—by the record of the House he will pre- 
ail over ; Reed is to be made or undone in 

the coining convention. This being true it 
is the part of wisdom for Reed to make 
no stir until December, and he’s making 
pone.

The Navy Department is having unex­
pected difficulty in getting enough men to 
properly man the new ships reported to be 
ready for active service. Secretary Her­
bert will make a strong appeal to Congress 
for a further increase of the enlisted 
strength of the navy, sufficient to utilize 
the new vessels now nearing completion. 
In his last annual report he pointed out 
that 2,000 more men were needed, but Con­
gress considered the number excessive, and 
provided for but one thousand. Several 
arge war ships >.:H he completed before 

the close of the next fiscal year, and in 
naval circles it is questioned whether even 
3,000 extra men will meet the requirements 
of the service.

Vanity Fair, and the great army of the 
socio-political world, are returning to the 
Capital in a great rush. The city is be­
ginning to put on its best attire once more. 
The great wooden doors and windows oil 
the fashionable homes are coining down, 
the government and private houses are be­
ing put in order, and the numerous stylish 
turnouts of the fashionable world arc be­
ginning again to be familiar sights, giving 
evidence that the majority of well-inform­
ed persons of Washington regard the early 
September days quite as champing at the 
Capital as elsewhere.

Scott Act Law, and after a lengthy trial, 
j that gentleman gave his decision which 
was to the effect that the Club was guilty 
of the charges that had been laid against 
it. The ease was then carried by the mem­
bers of the Club to a higher Court, but 
Mr. McCulley’s decision was sustained and 
the result was the Chatham Social Club 
was closed as a liquor vending institution. 
Some of the members of the Club, were 
highly indignant with Mr. McCulley for 
the part he had taken -in having it closed 
and two of them, who happened to be 
lawyers, assisted by another lawyer who 
considered he had a grievance against Mr. 
McCulley, drew up the present charges 
against him and got two men to sign the 
document who had been tried and con­
victed liefore him as violators of the Scott 
Act. The evidence against him has lieen 
published and is now before the public. 
His defence, as yet, has not been given as 
the court has been adjourned until the 8th 
Oct. when, I presume, he will lie able to 
give a satisfactory reason for-his official 
acts.

Let the law abiding citiz.ens of the coun­
try watch this investigation closely, as they 
are deeply interested in its decision. If 
Mr. McCulley’s opponents gain their point 
by having that gentleman removed and a 
new Police Magistrate appointed it will 
uamistakably prove that the petition of 
two convicted violators of the Canada Tem­
perance Act have more influence with the 
Local Government of this province than the 
whole of the temperance body throughout 
this county. With this fact before him as 
well as the fate of his predecessor, who 
was sacrificed to» satisfy the demands of 
the all-powerful liquor party of the coun­
ty, it is reasonable to suppose that the 
new Police Magistrate will be very careful 
how he decides when violators of the 
Canada Temper^hcc Act are brought be­
fore him to be tried.

It is a wAknnwn fact throughout this 
county thATtlie members of the Social 
Club, ’ wlu*5re so bitterly hostile to the 
Police -Magistrate of Chatham for the part 
he took in- making that institution con­
form to the laW are a few Dominion 
Officials and a member of the Local Govern­
ment of this Province. These gentlemen 
may consider that they are strong, and 
powerfuPand able to mould public opinion 
upon all questions, whether they be of a 
political, or social nature ; but friends of 
law and order here have their doubts that 
the crusade they are at present embarked 
in will increase either their popularity or 
influence among the respectable and law 
abiding inhabitants of this County.

Ths Marvellous Speed of Klsetrlcltf 

Along a Wire-Causes of Dsstfi. 
bj a Shock.

The speed of electricity under the 
most favorable conditions is now estab­
lished to be 180,009 miles a second. What 
this enormous speed Implies Is some­
what dimly suggested by an Illustra- 
Hon recently used by the eminent sclen- 
tist, Sir Robert Bell. Suppose that a 
row of telegraph poles 25,000 miles long 
were erected around the earth at the 
equator. Suppose that a wire were 
stretched upon these posts for this cir­
cuit of 25,000 miles, and that then an­
other complete circuit was taken by 
the same wire around the same posts, 
and then another, and yet another. In 
fact, let the wire be wound no fewer 
than seven times completely about this 
great globe. We should then find that 
an electrical signal sent Into the wire

Cut of the engrossing and 
exhaustive diecusssion of this subjeci 
which has lately been in progress the 
public is, at length, beginning to torn 
a definite Id. a of the outlook. The prob­
lem for which a solution has been de­
sired is ‘Steam or Electric ty.” The so­
lution reached is "Steam ana Electric­
ity." As Frank J. Sprague puts it, the 
question narrows itself down to the 
number of tra n units operated between 
terminal points. Make that number 
sufficiently large and the electric mo­
tor is the b tst means of propulsion, 
whether for high or low speed. De­
crease this number and you must rely 
on steam. In other words, ele -trinity 
will but partially take the place of 
steam locomotive for railway set vice, 
and then only when the number of 
units ope. ated between te minai point» 
is so large that the i esulllng economy 
will pay a reasonable interest on- the 
combined c:st of a central station sys­
tem of conductors and the metor equip­
ment, and the traffic existing Is com­
mensurate with the needs of such a 
system. Mr. Sprague urgts the putting 
aside of "some of the visionary pro­
phecies concerning electric railways." 
The future of the electrical railway is 
not in the wholesale destruction of ex­
isting great systems. It is In the de­
velopment of a field of Its own, with 
recognized limitations, but of vast pos­
sibilités. It will re; lace the locomotive 
on many suburban and branch lines; 
it will operate a’mo-t all street railway 
systems and elevated and underground 
roads; it will prove a valuable auxiliary 
to trunk systems; but It has not sound­
ed the death knell of the locomotive, 
any more than the dynamo has sound­
ed that of the stationary steam engine. 
Each has its own legitimate field In the 
traction work of the future.
