THE PRESS EXCURSION.

The members of the press excursion 
returned to their several homes last 
night, and it is safe to say that they were 
thoroughly pleased with what they have 
seen. They passed through nine coun­
ties of the province, and although their 
observations of the lower portion of their 
route were necessarily very limitéd, they 
have had an opportunity to see and learn 
much of those sections of the province, 
upon the development of which the 
future of New Brunswick largely de­
pends. It would, of course, take many 
weeks and much travelling by all manner 
of methods to thoroughly search out all 
the promising features of the up river 
country, but at the several points visited, 
intelligent gentlemen, well informed as 
to their several neighborhoods, and 
ethers with wider extended knowledge, 
were ready to supplement the actual ob­
servations made by the party. Thus 
every one brought a good general idea of 
the present condition and future possibi­
lities of the country visited, and it is a 
subject of public congratulation that the 
«consensus of opinion is of a character to 
satisfy the most earnest believer in the 
Capabilities of the province. It is no small 
gain that the attention of the people of 
the maritime provinces has for a week 
been concentrated upon the valley of the 
St. John^md that all the principal journals 
in New Brunswick, and several of the 
leading papers of Nova Scotia, have been 
speaking in most hopeful and encour­
aging terms of this part of the country. 
That great good will result from this is 
certain. The manager of the New 
Brunswick railway was quick to perceive 
the advantages which must accrue to the 
country, and hence to the road under his 
control, from the visit of such a party of 
observation, and he seconded the sugges­
tion of the secretary of the board of 
agriculture in such a manner that the 
road itself has gained the whole press of 
the country for its friend and champion. 
The railway officials of all grades were 
the embodiment of kindness and con­
sideration. In anticipating the wants and 
the pleasure of the party, Mr Cram and 
Messrs Stewart and McLeod far exceed­
ed not only all that any one expected, 
but all that the most exacting could 
expect. In pointing out the progress of 
the country and the lines in which de­
velopment was to be looked for, Mr 
Cram was indefatigable. He seems per­
suaded that a great future is before the 
St. John valley, and he impressed all 
with the solidity of the foundation upon 
which his conviction rests, and his own 
intelligent comprehension of the whole 
situation. Of the management of the 
railway, as shown in the handling of the 
excursion, of its capacity of its work­
shops, and the mechanical ingenuity and 
thoroughness of Mr Haggerty, the 
mechanical superintendent, as shown in 
the beautiful train which carried the 
party; of the kindness of the people along 
the route, and their many demonstra 
tiorrs of appreciation, it is not possible to 
speak at length. Neither can more than 
a passing reference be made to St 
Andrews and the thoughtfulness shown 
by Sir Leonard and Lady Tilley. The 
future of this little town seems assured, 
but more ol this by and bye. The press 
men and those who were with them are 
home again after four enjoyable days, 
which have done much to enlarge the 
scope of the journalists’ observation, and 
will serve to promote what this province 
most needs—a firm faith in its capabili-

CORONERS' INQUESTS.

The St. John Globe recently directed 
attention to a subject which seems to 
.require some attention at the hands of 
the legislature, namely, the holding of 
Coroners’ inquests. In St. John these 
are quite a burden upon the taxpayers, 
the charge upon the county having been 
about $800, and it is not very easy to see 
what good purpose they serve in the 
majority of cases. The original intention 
of such enquiries was praiseworthy 
enough. In less civilised times than the 
present it was no doubt a very great 
safeguard to life that officers were

charged with the duty of enquiring into 
the cause of any sudden death ; but 
that seems to be neither necessary nor 
valuable at present. The great difficulty 
which will be met in any attempt to 
deal with this question is to lay down any 
hard and fast rule. A certain discretion 
must be allowed the coroners, and we do 
know that outside of St. John the man­
ner in which this discretion is exercised 
has called for much unfavorable criticism, 
the reason doubtless being that in less 
densely populated district ssudden or vio­
lent deaths are of less frequent occur­
rence than where a large number of peo­
ple are gathered together. Perhaps St. 
John could gfct some special remedial leg­
islation,and we would suggest that instead 
of limiting the limits within which they 
should exercise their discretion,the pay of 
the coroners should be fixed at a certain 
sum for the year, and the exercise of 
their official duties should be left to the 
control of public opinion. Under such 
an arrangement there would be no in­
ducement for a coroner to hold an in­
quest for the sake of the fees, while he 
would not be likely to outrage public 
opinion by failing to hold such enquiries 
as were in point of fact necessary. We 
feel persuaded that to attempt to define 
what class of sudden or violent deaths 
should, and what class should not be en 
quired into by a coroner, would end in 
failure. The moat that the legislature 
can do is to remove any inducement 
which may lead the officer, who has con­
trol of the matter, to hold needless in­
vestigations.

Imperial Parliament.
London, Aug. 19.—The Queen’s speech 

t the reassembling of parliament, to-day, 
-as short and unimportant. Parliament 

is notified that it is reassembled simply 
for the purpose of transacting only such 
business as is essential to the conduct of 
the public service.

At the hour that parliament met a de­
pressing and persistent rain was falling, 
and the crowd gathered about Westmin 
ster buildings was small. Some enthu­
siasm was displayed on the arrival of 
various parliamentary leaders, but it was 
generally faint. The attendance in the 
house of commons was large. Many 
members arrived before they had break 
fast in order to secure good seats.

The address in reply to the Queen’s 
speech was agreed to.

The commissioner of customs has wired 
the collector at Port Hawkesbury tore- 
lease the schooner Howard Holbrook on 
payment of a fine of $200.

The government have issued a writ for 
the election of a member of the Dominion 
parliament for Haldimand. Nomination 
will take place on the 1st of September 
and the election on the 8th. The gov­
ernment refused to issue the writ until 
the names of 125 Indian voters had been 
placed on the lists. The candidates are 
C. W. Coulter, Liberal, and W. H. Mer­
ritt, Conservative.
A telegram from New York Friday morn­

ing announces the death of John Dougall, 
proprietor of the Witness, aged 78.

The late 
Daniel O’Connel once likened the clum­
sy efforts of a certain statesman to the 
attempt of a cow to plait the frill of a 
shirt. But trying as this may have been 
to the cow, that it was not beyond its 
powers may be judged from what other 
animals are capable of doing, according 
to a writer in one of Mr. Parnell’s organs, 
who has taken most of his illustrations 
of English political characters from natu­
ral histofy. Lord Randolph is described 
as “ a mackerel penning facetious notes, 
but finding no sympathy with his wit 
amongst his depressed colleagues;” lord 
Harrington is mentioned as “a gorged 
Python ruminantly chewing his thumb­
nail;'’ and Mr. Goschen is pictured as 
“ an Egyptian skeleton flapping his damp 
wings with a raven’s croak and a wolf’s 
death rattle.”

Threw tens to Expose Neerels
Springfield Republican, Aug. 10.

The Masonic fraternity in North 
Adams are interested in the antics of 
one E. Spaulding, who threatens to ex­
pose their secrets and also to confer the 
degree in his house for $2, unless his 
appeals for help are heeded. Spaulding 
came to North Adams from Watertown 
some time ago, and has one son who is a 
peddler. The local lodges have helped 
him, Lafayette to the amount of $78 and 
Grey lock $5, to neither of which he 
belongs. His further demands being re­
fused, he has issued recently a hand bill 
offering to expose the order, and he re­
cently offered an advertisement to the 
same effect to the local newspapers. 
These hand bills he has sent Masons in 
the locality; threatening to distribute 
them if he is not aided, and his demand 
is in the nature of blackmail. The lodges 
have investigated him and find that he 
is not entitled to assistance, and some of 
his letters to individual members have 
in them a sm&ck of threat similar to the 
Morgan exposure. The lodges will offer 
no opposition to his cour&e, and it is un­
derstood that lie is getting ready tor 
conferring degrees surreptitiously at his 
house.

HAKUED HIM TO A%AI,MIT TREE.

A Itiirglnr Hill* the Men he Kobhed nnd 
Does Not Long Survive Him.

Huron, Ind., Aug. 17.—At 2 o’clock 
this morning a burglar entered the 
dwelling of Mr. J. T. Davis of this little 
village an«l was discovered, pursued, and 
caught by Mr. Davis, who shouted for 
help. The burglar stabbed Davis with a 
large knife during the struggle. The 
village was aroused, and several mpn 
rushed to the rescue of Mr. Davis just in 
time to see the burgular trying to hide 
and to hear Mr. Davis’s brief story. He 
died a few minutes later. This was out 
on the street not far from the house. 
The burglar was captured and hanged 
within an hour after the murder.

Mrs. Davis tells this story.; “We were 
sleeping in our cottage, and, owing to 
the extreme hot weather, our door stood 
open. I was first awakened by the pres­
ence of a man in my room. I saw him 
take my husband's clothes and leave the 
room. I screamed and aroused Mr. 
Davis, who pursued the man without a 
weapon out of the house and down the 
street, hallooing at intervals for him to 
halt. When they were near the store of 
J. H. Grim the burglar struck him in the 
forehead with a stone. He pursued him 
further, when he turned upon my hus­
band with a knife in his hand and stab­
bed him.”

The murderer was traced to the stock 
yards, where he was caught in the act of 
concealing the stolen articles. With a 
kick he was aroused from his stooping 
position, and was asked if he knew any­
thing about the murder. His reply was 
in the negative, but the blood-stained 
shirt and rent garments told the story 
that he was a murderer. The crowd then 
marched to the scene of the tragedy. 
The murderer was then taken to the 
bedside of the newly made widow, who 
identified him as the man who had rob 
bed and killed her husband.

A rope was quickly adjusted around 
the man’s neck, and he was taken to a 
small walnut tree near where the victim 
still lay. He was asked many questions, 
but only gave his name, William Dunn, 
and saidh e was from Cincinnati and was 
54 years of age- The rope was drawn 
over a projecting limb, and his dangling 
form hung swinging in the moonlight. A 
magistrate held an inquest and rendered 
this verdict :

Hanged by a mob. Found in his 
pocket a two-cent coin, a burglar's 
chisel, and two beer checks.

Davis was one of the oldest station 
agents on the road. Everybody knew 
him and liked him, and everybody justi­
fies the lynching.

MURDERED HI# CHILD.

Dayton, Ohio, Aug. 17—The village of 
Franklin, near here, was thrown into in­
tense excitement again to-day over the 
arrest of a German named Chris. Holwe- 
ger, charged with the murder of his thir- 
teen-year-old daughter Mamie. A num­
ber of persons had previously been ar­
rested on the charge of assaulting and 
murdering the little girl Holweger had 
been zealous in collecting evidence in 
each case, and was anxious that some­
body should be lynched. The detectives 
say they have evidence to show that 
Holweger sent Mamie a mile to town at 
5 p m on July 22 for groceries, and her 
return being delayed, he became im 
patient, started to town about dusk, met 
her, and in his passion picked up a club, 
struck her on the temple, and crushed 
her nose by a second blow. Appalled at 
the result of his passion, while his child 
lay at his feet, llolweger tore and cut 
her clothes open to give her the appear­
ance of having been assaulted, and 
dragged the body some distance from 
where the murder was committed to a 
point on the pike, where two young 
farmers found it a few minutes later.

Detective Kunta induced Holweger to 
go to town this morning, and then 
arrested him. ■ He was indignant and 
noisy at first, and pretested his inno­
cence. It is said the evidence against 
him is conclusive.

Geo. Cooper, the hoy thief, who stole the 

money from Roht. Donaldson on Wednesday 
last, was captured by a brnkeman on Thurs­
day afternoon, who found him hiding in the 
bushes near the railway track at north 
branch Oromocto. Detective Roberts, hav­
ing learned on Thursday afternoon that the 
young fellow had gone out towards Freder­
icton Junction, gave instructions to the 
railway employes to keep a close watch for 
him along the track, while he took a team 
and drove out towards the junction. Before 
he reached the junction he learned that the 
youth had been caught. The boy was 
brought to town on the evening train and 
handed over to the policemen, who placed 
him in the lock-up. In the evening after he 
committed the theft he went to T. G. 
O'Connor's store and purchased a suit of 
clothes for which he paid $7. lie acknow­
ledged the theft ns soon ns he was caught 
and wept bitterly. Ho had $27.90 on his 
person when captured. The amount of 
money taken was believed to be about $40, 
which amount was intended to have been 
stated in the last issue.

He was taught before the police court 
yesterday^brning, and when the police 
magistrate read the charge which stood 
against him and asked him whether 
pleaded guilty or not guilty, he unhesitat­
ingly replied guilty. After a little, in reply 
to the police magistrate, he stated that hé 
was from England and that lie had been 
sent out to Quebec under Lady Strafford’s 
directions. The reason, he said, he came to 
St. John was for the purpose of looking up 
a woman named McKenzie, his mother’s 
sister, whom he bad learned was living in 
St. John gnth a family by the name of Ha 
He is a intelligent lad, and basa very
frank and pleasant countenance, and e9ery 
one in the crowded court room seemed to 
have compassion on the little fellow. It 
was patent to every one's mind that if the 
boy had had any care or training bestowed 
on him in his earlier days he would not so 
soon have been convicted of such a bad deed. 
The police magistrate seemed for a time 
he in a quandary to know what to do with 
the boy, and finally he told him that he 
would commit him until Monday next, when 
he would give him his sentence.

ArrcMted for Bigamy.
J. W. Bennett, an employe of the Singer 

Sewing Machine Agency in St. John, was 
arrested there yesterday on the charge of 
bigamy upon the information laid by Mary 
Jane Bennett. About seven years ago, says 
the Globe, she was united in marriage with 
the prisoner and they lived together for three 
years, hut not on the most pleasant terms. 
The result was, Ben nett deserted his wife and 
took up his abode in Fredericton. Ho was 
here only a few months when he began pay­
ing attention to Elizabeth Mead, whom he 
afterwards married within a year from the 
time of his desertion of his first wife. Wife 
No. J, learning of the unfaithlessness of lier 
husband, instituted proceedings against him 
with the result that lie was arrested, tried 
and convicted for bigamy,and was sentenced 
to the Dorchester penitentiary for a term of 
three years. After gaining his liberty lie 
seemed to be as unfaithful ns before, and 
soon became the husband of another woman 
named Mary Ann Mahoney. When Mrs 
Bennett was asked why she had Bennett ar­
rested on this occasion, she said that it was 
in consequence of threats he had made to 
take her life for securing his conviction and 
imprisonment in Dorchester.

THE PRES» EXCURSION.
The End wf Hie Pilgrimage—TIm* Parting 

Tonrtai* Tender I* Mr. Lngrln Resolu­
tion# orTkanliw—Addre##e#ln Reply.
The press excursionists completed their 

journey last evening, the Fredericton con­
tingent arriving home about half-past nine 
o’clock. A very pleasant time was bad in 
their tour over the southern division of the 
road. At McAdam, on their way to St. 
Andrews, a stop was made of about an hour 
and a half for the purpose of visiting the 
railway works there. A quick run was 
made to St. Andrews, the Saratoga of New 
Brunswick, and the entire party took dinner 
in the spacious dining hall of the Argyle 
hotel. After dinner carriages conveyed the 
party to Chamcook mountain, from which a 
most magnificent view was had of the Passa- 
maquoddy bay and its numerous islands. 
Leaving St. Andrews at 4 o'clock the party 
reached McAdam at 6 p. m. and made a short 
stop. A hasty meeting was convened in the 
waiting, when Mayor Fenety mo/ed the 
following

Resolution of Thank*.

"The present company at parting cannot 
allow the present opportunity to pass with­
out tendering to C. H. Lugrin their hearty 
thanks for the very pleasant and harmonious 
excursion which they have enjoyed from the 
hour of starting up to the present moment. 
Without an exception it may be fairly stated 
that every lady and gentleman who has 
participated will long remember this trip, 
which has occupied four days—days of 
brightness, not as regards the weather, but 
the sunny memories which these days, it is 
hoped, will :ec>ll iu the future.

"It is therefore resolved that a vote be
Êiven and it is the hope of the company that 

r. Lugrin and his estimable lady will long 
be spared to Fredericton, St. John and the 
province, and that the great public spirit 
manifested on this occasion by Mr. Lugrin, 
so kindly aided by the New Brunswick Rail­
way Company management, for which we 
are also deeply indebted, will be the prelude 
to other social gatherings of a similar kind 
on future occasions.”

Hr. Slocklon, H. P. F., 
in seconding the resolution, said he was 
sure every member of the party would 
heartily endorse the sentiments contained in 
the resolution. He was personally under obli­
gations to Mr. Lugrin for conceiving and car­
rying out an excursion of this kind, which 
must be of great benefit to this province. 
The members of this excursion party had 
travelled through nine counties in this pro­
vince from the mouth of the river St. John, 
250 miles up to Edmundston. We had seen 
the river St. John in all its beauty, and in 
some instances in all its grandeur, from the 
reversible cataract at the month of the river 
to the waters of the Madawaska. We had 
witnessed the great agricultural capabilities 
of some places. He thought they were under 
obligations to Mr. Lugrin in the endeavor to 
bring before the men who form the public 
opinion of this country, the newspaper men, 
the great agricultural resources of our 
province. If some of onr young men who 
leave this province to go elsewhere would 
put the same amount of toil and labor and 
care upon the agricultural lands of this 
province as they do in other countries, they 
would be more successful than they are. He 
could not close his remarks without making 
some allusions with regard to the manage­
ment of the N. B. R. They were under very 
special obligation to Mr. Cram, Mr. McLeod, 
Mr. Haggerty, Mr. Stewart, in fact the entire 
management of the railway from the time 
they started from the city of St. John to the 
present time, and the energy and enterprise 
and courtesy shown by that railway in this 
instance and in all instances must not only 
rebound to the material interests of. this 
section of the province but also aid materi­
ally to advance the interests of that railway. 
Mayor Fenety made some further remarks in 
putting the resolution, which was carried
unanimously.

Mr. Lugrlu

in replying, said that when he thought of 
the representative character of the men who 
had spoken to and. so heartily passed this 
resolution, this event seems something like 
a culminating point to 17 years of work. It 
was about 17 years ago that he began to 
endeavor to direct the attention of the 
people of New Brunswick to the value of the 
lands in the upper St. John and on this 
occasion he felt for the reason he had stated, 
as if all the work he had ever done had been 
amply repaid. So far as this was concerned 
he had done very much. He asked Mr. 
Cram to let him have accommodation for 
taking a few friends up river and he very 
generously offered the train. Without the 
co-operation of Mr. Cram and the N. B. R. 
officials he could have done nothing. If the 
party had enjoyed themselves as he had, all 
he had tv say was that the trip had 
been a perfect success. For Mrs. Lugrin he 
said that the memories of this trip will be 
among the happiest in her life. A more con­
genial company of people it had never been 
their pleasure to meet. Before saying in his 
official capacity“all aboard” for the last time 
he wished to express the hope that this trip 
would teach ue all to have faith in our 
country.

POLICE COURT.

Doing* at Hie Coart Ve*ler«lajr-llew
Romper the Meolt Act I mw are Dr.

The police court session was a very pretty 
lengthy one yesterday and was continued in 
the afternoon. The case of Grace for an 
sault on Policeman Phillips was taken up 
first, but Mr. Jas. T. Sharkey, counsel for the 
defence, was not ready to go on with the 
trial, and the P. M., at the counsel’s request, 
postponed the hearing of the case again un­
til Wednesday next.

A Scott act case was brought on next. 
This was a charge laid by Sergt. Vandine 
against Wm. Leonard for selling liquor in 
Colin Campbell’s place in Lower Kingsclear. 
Wesley Vanwart appeared for prosecution 
and J. Douglas Hazen for defence. The 
counsel for defence raised the following ob­
jections on which he based the defendant's 
innocence :—

1st. The Canada Temperance Act is not in 
fcrce in the county.

2nd. That the police magistrate has no 
jurisdiction to try an offence committed 
against the second part of the C. T. Act when 
such offence is committed outside of the city 
of Fredericton.

3rd. If he has such jurisdiction the trial 
should take place in the county of York out­
side of the city of Fredericton.

Mr. Hazen stated that these were now 
being considered hr the supreme court. 
The P. M. in referring to the objections 
stated that he did not care about dealing 
with cases outside of the city, but if men 
would persist in selling liquor to our citizens 
in these outside places and send them home 
drunk on Sunday and every other day, he 
would assuredly use every means in his 
power to prevent it when the citizens ap­
plied to him for protection. Several wit­
nesses were called who swore that they 
obtained liquor from Leonard at different 
times at his place of business. At the close 
of the evidence, Mr. Hazen moved for a dis­
charge on the ground that there was no 
proof that Lower Kingsclear was in York 
County, which His Honor overruled. The 
defendant was convicted and fined $50 and 
costs, and ia default of payment two months 
imprisonment.

After young Cooper pleaded guilty, a case 
of assault preferred by Wm. Smith against 
John Hoyt and his wife Hannah, colored 
people who live near him on the Brick-Kiln 
road, was next taken up and continued in 
the afternoon. Smith gave evidence that 
he was constantly annoyed by these people, 
and stated that the other night he and his 
son while building a fence got into an alter­
cation with them, and were forced to retreat 
amid a shower of stones that was thrown at 
them. The evidence on both sides proved 
conclusively that one party was as much to 
blame as the other. The case against John 
Hoyt was dismissed and Hannah Hoyt was 
fined $3 which she deposited. Mr. Smith 
has undoubtedly troublesome neighbors, but 
it is the opinion of most people that he takes 
a wrong way to get along with them.
