Taxes of three and four
years standing are not to be collected at
will, particularly in such trying seasons
of depression as we are now going
through.

Our citizens will be at aloss to know
just what bas brought about this state of
sffairs, The year was not one calling for
exceptional expenditure. Nothing more
than the ordinary services, and the
assessment was ample for all needed and
legitimate purposes. A thorough ex-
planation of last year's operations would |
seem to be in order.
