Delicate Operation Is Without 
Precedent in Annals of 

Canadian Surgery.

Ed. Struthers Elected as Presi­
dent and Boosting for 1926 

Starts at Once.

A meeting of the Old Boys, held 
Tuesday, for the purpose of reorgan- 
izing the International London Old 
Boys’ Association, was declared null 
and void at a gathering of represent­
atives from cities all over the con­
tinent this morning. In its stead a 
new international executive was 
chosen.

Apparently, notice of the meeting 
on Tuesday at which a slate of local 
officers, headed by Mayor George 
Wenige. was selected, did not reach 
many of the Old Boys. This, in ad­
dition to the election of London offi­
cers, said to be contrary to the pro­
visions of the constitution, prompted 
the Old Boys to call another meeting 
today.

Enthusiastic former citizens 
thronged headquarters for the occa­
sion. It was the first gathering of the 
International association in nine 
years, and the only "original" present 
was Thomas Weston of Chicago.

Past President W. H. Can-others 
of Chicago explained the purpose of 
the meeting. The London Old Boys’ 
executive evidently did not know 
when they called the Tuesday con- 
ference that an international organ- 
ization already existed. With best 
intentions they had elected a local 
executive which the constitution ex- 
plicitly guarded against. Conse- 
quently their deliberations were de- 

clared illegal.
T Ed, Struthers, New Head.
■ His worship, however, had numer- 
• ous ardent supporters at the meet- 
"ing, and they challenged Mr. Car- 

rothers to produce the constitution. 
The Chicago old boy said it had been 

i destroyed, but he was sure it con- 
I tained the provision referred to. An 

amicable agreement was finally 
reached, when Ed. Struthers of De­
troit was nominated and elected to 
the presidency of the new association.

Mayor Wenige acknowledged he 
and the local officials had acted in 
ignorance. The main object, in his 

I opinion, was not so much the forma- 
Ition of an international organization. 

It was the success of the centennial 
of 1926 that really counted.

The new president, Mr. Struthers, 
stated outside representatives ’only 
were eligible for positions on the 
executive. Local men could hold 
honorary appointments, but no active 
participation was permitted. He 
illustrated the difference between the 
international London Old Boys' Asso­
ciation and the home guard.

Frank Chittick of Winnipeg an­
nounced there was no money in the 
treasury. It had mysteriously disap­
peared owing to alleged failure of 
Col. Duff of Toronto to keep books. 
The secretary was therefore directed 
to write Col. Duff and secure the 

amount with interest contained in 
the treasury nine years ago.

Edward Wilson, Detroit, told of the 
benefits of forming special Old Boys' 
Associations in the large cities of the 
continent. Close tab could be kept 
on the addresses of former London­
ers in this way.

Urges Paid Secretary.
Mayor George Wenige outlined a 

plan, whereby a paid secretary and 
stenographer would be maintained by 
the local executive. This would in­
sure the success of the 1926 carnival. 
London aldermen, he added, were de­
lighted with the prospect of a gigan­
tic reunion three years from now. and 
the Old Boys could be assured that 
each new council would vote a sub­
stantial sum toward the festival.

"We’re going to make the 1926 cen­
tennial the biggest thing ever seen 
in this country." said his worship. 
"Let us all concentrate and work 
with that object in view. Our slo­
gan should be "50,000 Old Boys for 
1926."

From start to finish the meeting 
was extraordinarily lively. Attending 
old girls contributed no small por- 

| tion of the frolicsome spirit. Thomas

and drew a picture of the association’s 
activities and growth since its found-

Carnival Approaching Final 
Hours Already Voted Best 

Ever Held Here.
Canadian Press Despatch.

Sudbury, Aug. 9.—Physicians in at­
tendance on passengers injured in 
the harvesters' train, wrecked near 
Warren late yesterday afternoon, 
stated early this morning that all are 
expected to recover. A. Shaw, who 
sold out his home in Montreal and 
was on his way to Calgary to take 
up farming, is probably the most 
serious case. His injuries are severe 
contusions on shoulders, arms and 
head, and internal injuries. His two 
little sons. John and Richard, aged 
six and eight, are also in the hospital 
with him. having been severely 
bruised, but suffering no broken 
bones. Mrs. Shaw had an almost 
miraculous escape, and is uninjured 
beyond shock. Mrs. Mary Cross, 
bound for Winnipeg from Quebec city, 
has internal injuries.

Others injured in the hospital here 
are: Mrs. C. S. Adams, Notre Dame 
de Grace. Montreal, broken leg and 
sprained back; W. Walker, Montreal. 
°mall bone in hand broken; Louis 
Briere. Montreal, nose broken and 
bruises on body.

Escape Serious Injuries.
Sixteen other casualties were taken 

to Sudbury hotels, but beyond bruises 
and some minor cuts they are not 
serious.

What caused the wreck is still a 
mystery. The train consisted of 
twenty cars in. all and was hauled 
by one of the largest locomotives in 
the Canadian Pacific service. It was 
making 35 miles an hour, when En­
gineer Kitchen felt the bump of the 
ties and knew it had jumped the 
track. He applied the emergency 
brake, and for a moment believed 
the train would stay on the ties, but 
the engine suddenly shot Into the 
ditch and upset. Neither fireman 
nor engineer was injured.

Baggage Car Demolished.
Directly behind the engine was a 

through baggage car. This served as 
a buffer for the rest of the train. 
It was smashed to kindling, and the 
baggage scattered. The next three 
cars contained family parties, and 
it was in these cars that all the 
casualties occurred. One overturned 
and another, taking the opposite side 
of the track, went clear over the 
right-of-way into the Sudbury-North 
Bay highway.

The fact that the cars were all of 
the steel type prevented more serious 
casualties.

Dead for three miputes whlie under 
anaesthetic at St. Joseph's Hospital 
a week ago, a Londoner. 55 years old. 
is alive today and may yet completely 
recover, thanks to an injection of 
adrenalin, and the prompt work of his 
surgeon.

The patient came to Dr. Percy 
Banghart suffering from an ob­
struction of the stomach. No food 
had passed for fifteen days, and the 
patient consequently was in a very 
weakened condition. Another ten 
days would have meant death by 
starvation. His clinical history show­
ed him to be suffering from cancer 
of the stomach.

He agreed to an operation. The 
only hope of an operation was to 
preserve life six or eight months. The 
risk was great, but the patient agreed 
to assume it.

A portion of the stomach was taken 
away. However, the patient, was in 
such a weakened condition that he 
could not stand the shock of the 
operation He practically died on the 
table and pulsation had practically 
ceased. There had not been a heart 
beat for three minutes.

Brought Back to Life.
Dr. Banghart resorted to adrenalin 

injecting it directly into the heart 
in order to complete the operation. 
The operation was completed under 
adrenalin, the abdomen being closed 
and the patient removed to his room, 
after he had been brought back from 
death.

The operation was performed at 9 
o'clock last Thursday morning. A 
week has elapsed and the patient is 
now taking food by the stomach and 
relishing it.

Hospital officials and purgeons re­
gard the case as a most remarkable 
one. The longest period a patient 
has lived in a local hospital after an 
injection of adrenalin had restored life 
is two hours. Cases of patients liv­
ing an hour have been recorded.

Caused by Shock.
Death in the case of Dr. Banghart's 

patient was not directly due to the 
operation, but to shock, the patient 
being in such a weakened condition 
that he could not stand the an- 
easthetic. Following the injection of 
adrenalin the operation had to be com­
pleted without an anaesthetic. How­
ever. the operation was almost com­
plete at that time, only a few stitches 
being required to close the abdomen.

Mrs. H. Fryer s Home Visited by Delegation of Visitors. Who 
More Than Made Up to Her For Sum of Money Lost 

Yesterday in Street Car.
Wenige Declares Council Must 

Make Choice of 
Negotiator.

George King, Arraigned On 
Murder Charge, Shows But 

Little Nervousness. Sorrow yesterday, happiness today.
That is the effect the Old Boys’ 

reunion has had on one family in this 
city.

Old Boys and Girls from Detroit 
and the Border Cities can go home 
at the end of the week with the rea­
lization that, outside of all the joy 
and fun they had. they also made the 
world a little brighter for their visit.

This morning, in six motor cars 
filled to overflowing, the visitors 
from the border drove to the home of 
Mrs. H. Fryer, 586 Princess avenue, 
and presented her with a sum of 
money collected by them after they 
read in The Advertiser that she had 
lost all she had in the world on a 
street car yesterday afternoon.

Alfred J. Craplin, Detroit, touched 
the right chord in the hearts of these 
old citizens last night when, prepara­
tory to their merrymaking and jol­
lity. he suggested that they might 
take up a subscription for the woman. 
Within ten minutes a goodly sum had 
been raised, augmented this morn­
ing by further contributions.

This morning shortly after 3 
o'clock, the party met in front of the 
Tecumseh Hous.e, and with horns and 
bells made their way to 74 Rectory 
street, the address given as the resi­
dence of Mrs. Fryer. Arriving there 
they found she had moved, but noth­
ing daunted, they searched around 
until they found someone who knew 
where she could be located.

Off they went again,, this time to 
586 Princess avenue", where, after 
hearing the motors drive up. Mrs. 
Fryer appeared on the veranda. As 
the party started to walk towards the 
house, some inkling of what was to 
happen must have struck her. because 
her eyes filled and she refused to 
come out into the open.

After a minute or’ two, however, 
Mrs. Fryer walked down the walk

and was surrounded by the good 
Samaritans. In a few words. Mr. 
Chaplin, expressing the regret of the 
visitors at her loss, made the pre­
sentation on behalf of the others.

After it was all finished, Mrs. 
Fryer burst Into tears and. With 
shoulders shaking from her sobs, 
marched into the house to tell her 
invalid husband of the kindness there 
was in the world. Accompanying her 
were two or three of the women of 
the party, and with words of sympa­
thy from them. Mrs. Fryer, who had 
been unable to say a word before, 
thanked them for their gift.

Giving three cheers, the party drove 
away again, with the little woman on 
the steps waving them a good-bye.

Seen after the presentation. Mrs. 
Fryer stated that "she did not know 
there were such unselfish people in 
the world.”

"You don't know what it means to 
us to receive this money.. Without it 
we would have starved or have had 
to get along on very little. My hus­
band’s pension comes on the first of 
the month, and having lost this I 
would have had nothing until the be­
ginning of September. It is too good 
to be true, and I want to cry when 
I think of these people, all strangers 
to me. doing this for someone whom 
they don’t know and have neves 
seen."

Mrs. Fryer lost the money in an 
Ottaway street car yesterday, and 
although she stopped the car on Its 
next round could not find it. Her 
husband is unable to work, owing to 
a lingering illness, which he con­
tracted after returning from over- 
seas, and with small children to feed 
and look after, the loss of the money 
was a serious catastrophe.

However, all is now well in her 
home, and the sun is shining brightly 
on her and her benefactors.

Let Council Decide.
•I am not prepared to say whether 

Sir Adam is qualified to act as rep­
resentative of the council in this 
instance,” his worship stated. “I 
don't know what his capabilities are."

Dwelling upon the assurance from 
Charles Currie, president of the 
street railway company, that they 
would be only too willing to confer 
with Sir Adam, the mayor questions 
whether the company would not be 
willing to act in the same manner in 
conjunction with the members of the 
council themselves.

“It is for the council to decide,” 
Mayor Wenige concluded. "I am not 
prepared to say today whether Sir 
Adam would be the best choice."

Tilbury. Aug. 9.—William A. Shaw, 
editor of the Tilbury Times, who has 
been missing from here since Tues­
day afternoon, was last seen in Chat- 
ham the same night by Luther Shaw, 
leader of the local band, and Thomas 
Egan, a former Tilbury resident, both 
of whom are personal friends of Mr. 
Shaw, and are positive that the man 
to whom they spoke was Mr. Shaw.

They say he was walking toward 
the Canadian National depot at the 
time, but they did not stop to con- 
verse, not attaching any significance 
to the fact that he was in the city.

His friends are of the opinion that 
Mr. Shaw has been affected by the 
heat, as he complained of the torrid

weather a great deal Tuesday after­
noon- before he left for Chatham.

About 4:30 Tuesday afternoon he 
entered the grocery store of Henri 
Chauvin and asked for a pen. This 
was given him and he then took from 
his pocket what appeared to be a 
check form and wrote something on 
it, according to Mr. Chauvin.

After this he was seen walking 
along the provincial highway, in the 
general direction of Chatham, but 
this action was not thought strange 
by his friends who met him, as he 
often went for walks along this road.

The missing editor is 60 years old, 
about five feet eight inches tall, has 
light hair, partly bald, is smooth 
shaven and was wearing a light suit 
when last seen.

New York, Aug. 9.—The dis­

covery of a new diabetes serum 
called "Intarvin," hailed by some 
as greater than Dr. F. C. Banting’s 
insulin, has started a controversy 
here both as to its value and as 
to the distribution of credit for its 
invention.

Twenty physicians, it is stated, 
are now using "Intarvin," and 
nearly all of them are said to have 
commented favorably upon it. On 
the other hand, one well-known 
specialist in the treatment of 
diabetes is of the opinion that 
the new serum would have slight 
value in comparison with the 
Toronto doctor’s discovery.

as being correct. In short, the de- 
tail’ is generally left to the under- 
officials.

The reverse is true when city work 
Is undertaken, it is explained. More 
detail must be always available, it is 
explained. No person knows but 
what minute a member of the coun­
cil may rise up and demand to know 
just how much has been expended for 
certain purposes for a given period, 
and in a specific section of the city.

It is imperative, for obvious reas­
ons that all possible data be avail­
able at a moment's notice, in order 
that all possible queries from the 
city council or from citizens at large, 
or private individuals, may be ans­
wered as speedily as possible. Any 
taxpayer has a right to know at any 
reasonable period, and may in fact 
demand such information, without 
notice, and this information must be 
at hand. It is entirely different with 
private corporations, others point 
out.

For two days his friends and neigh­
bors will accord the .ate president 
the customary funeral rites ot the 
small towns of the middle west, and 
then with strict simplicity, will ac­
company Mrs. Harding and the body 
to the cemetery where it will be 
entombed tomorrow afternoon.

The only funeral services here will 
be at the cemetery, and they will be 
extremely brief and simple in accord- 
ance with the wishes of Mrs. Hard- 
ing..Only relatives and intimate friends 
will make up the small party going 
to the cemetery.

Taken to Father's Home.
When the funeral train arrives here 

the coffin will be taken immediately 
to the home of the dead president’s 
father Dr. George T. Harding, Sen., 
in East Center street. The trip from 
the station to the father’s home will 
be made in a hearse, not on a military 
caisson as yesterday in Washington.

At his father's home, the body will 
lie in private for an hour or two. 
From then until 10 o’clock tonight the 
public will be permitted to gaze upon 
the kindly face of the former Marlon 
newspaper publisher, who became 
chief executive of his country.
- Again tomorrow from 9 a.m until 1 
p.m., the public will have a last op­
portunity to pass by the bier of Mr. 
Harding. At 2 o'clock the funeral 
procession will form for the journey 
to the cemetery, and at 3 o'clock the 
body of Warren G. Harding will be 
laid at rest.

The work of the expedition will be 
of great importance to modern astro­
nomical and physical science for ob­
servations and studies, equalling in 
every way those of Dr. C. A. Chant 
of the University of Toronto, made 
a year ago on the western coast of 
Australia.

It is to be hoped that much will be 
discovered relating to the sun's cor­
ona, which appears during a total 
eclipse as a halo of soft light sur­
rounding the sun, but which under a 
powerful telescope is revealed as a 
mass of leaping gases extending a 
million miles in every direction from 
the sun.

Considerable is already known 
about the corona, but there is much 
still to be learned The component 
gases, some of which have their coun­
terpart on earth, and some of whcih 
are strange substance, are to be 
studied, as well as the movement of 
the corona as a whole.

Will Tess Relativity.
Prof. Einstein's theory of relativity 

will be put so the test once again in 
an effort to prove it a fact. Much in 
favor ot the theory has already been 
learned throth the study ot the 
total eclipse. Other problems which 
have long puzzled scientists will also 
be investigated.

A total eclipse is a comparatively 
rare event. The coming one will be 
followed by two others in America 
in the near future, and then there 
will be no more for a space of 70 
or perhaps 80 years. They will oc­
cur in other parts of the world in 
that time, however.

They are caused by the shadow 
of the moon as it passes between the 
sun and the earth. As the earth 
passes through the very tip of the 
shadow-gone the pathway of the 
total eclipse will be only about 100 
miles in width, though it will vary in 
different places.

The pathway of this particular 
eclipse will be confined to the Pa­
cific Ocean for the most part. From 
a point somewhere south and west of 
the Aleutian Islands, off the coast of 
Alaska it will follow the water to 
Southern California, where it will 
cross Mexico and pass" near Cuba. 
Catalina Island, where the observa­
tions will be made, is located three 
hours from San Francisco. The total 
eclipse will not be visible from either 
of these places.

Lasts Only Three Minutes.
As it will last only a total of three 

minutes, much accurate work must 
be accomplished during that time. 
Elaborate preparations must be made 
weeks in advance, and before the day 
arrives, the work must be rehearsed 
again and again.

The growers claim 
they display nothing but vegetables 
and fruits grown by themselves, 
while the huckster purchases his ex­
hibit outright from various sources.

Consequently When Mr. Youlton re­
ceived first prize they did not think 
it fair, and today they told him so. 
Eli Davis, Lucan Bros., Dave Sander­
son. K. Whitlow and Mrs. E. M. Nel­
son. all growers, informed their com­
petitor they considered his vegetable 
and fruit entry unjust and illegiti- 
mate.

The ensuing argument promsied to 
injure the market’s reputation for 
orderliness, when Charles Maker, 
market clerk, arrived. He succeeded 
in restoring a semblance of peace, but 
an undercurrent of denunciation 
against Mr. Youlton continued for 
some time.

Ald. J. T. May was particularly 
emphatic in his version of the situa­
tion. Vendors who do not grow their 
own produce should not be allowed 
to take part in a competition sup­
posedly open only to growers, he de­
clared. Mr. Youlton, however, vig­
orously denied intentions attributed 
to him, and all in all, it was a rather 
neat little row.

GUNS BID FAREWELL MIRACULOUS CHANCE NO OFFICIAL WORD JOE GRATTON WINS

Guelph, Aug. 8.—John Cosgrave: the 

escaped lunatic, slayer of Rev. Father 
Clohecy at Proton in August. 1922. 
who got away from the Ontario Re­
formatory here last Saturday morn­
ing. was captured at 7:25 tonight in 
an oat field about six miles north of 
Guelph.

Word from Mrs. Peart, wife of A. 
Peart, general storekeeper at Four 
Corners, to Superintendent Neelands 
of the reformatory, to the effect that 
the fugitive had passed that settle­
ment just before 7 o’clock, quickly re-: 
suited in three motor carloads of re­
formatory officials and guards, with 
Superintendent Neelands in charge, 
speeding away to the source of the 
information, and half an hour later 
the fugitive was on his way back to 
the reformatory under close guard.

The man hunt, which culminated 
early tonight in the capture of the 
man who is regarded as a dangerous 
insane criminal, had been carried over 
a wide section of territory between 
Guelph and Proton. 60 miles to the 
north in Grey County, since Satur­
day at noon, shortly after Cosgrave 
got away from the institution, and 
as a result of his apprehension there 
is general relief over the entire coun­
tryside.

Deserves Credit.
To the alertness of Mrs. Peart 

much credit is due for the capture 
of the lunatic. Shortly before 
7 o’clock this evening. William 
Lawson, a farmer who resides on 
the third line of Eramosa, driving a 
horse and buggy, and another man 
with him, stopped at Mr. Peart's 
store on his way home from Guelph. 
When he pulled up his horse, the 
man with him got out and started, 
up the Eramosa road in a northerly 
direction. Mrs. Peart was sitting in 
front of her husbands store at the 
time, and she asked Mr. Lawson 
who his passenger was. Mr. Lawson 
in reply stated that he had picked 
up the man near Samuel Mooney's 
barn on the Eramosa road about a 
mile north of the city limits of 
Guelph.

"I believe that is the man who 
escaped from the Ontario Reforma- 
tory," said Mrs. Peart, as she noticed 
that the man walking away was 
dressed in what she considered was 
prison garb, blue cap. blue smock, 
with khaki-colored shirt and dark 
trousers. Mr. Lawson apparently did

Harding left Washington tonight— 
forever. His short, eventful moment 
of power and care was ended. His 
eternity of rest begun.

Grim-voiced, distant guns spoke 
the nation's farewell1 as the funeral 
train drew out. A legion of armed 
men stood with rifles and skbres at 
salute. Great folk and small in their 
thousands stood silent and with heads 
bared, and the dead president was 
gone.

But behind lingered memories 
such as he would be proud to know 
filled men's minds as they thought 
of him.

From the dim east room and its 
heavy-scented flowers the dead pres­
ident was borne into a day vivid 
with sunshine. The clear pealing of 
a trumpet sent long lines of steel 
flashing to salute. A moment later it 
marshalled the ordered array of 
soldiers, sailors and marines down 
the long avenue to the Capitol, with 
General Pershing riding ahead in 
command.

Along the way. banked motionless 
and in silence, were thousands upon 
thousands who had stood waiting 
since daylight to add to the great 
tribute to the dead.

Gallery of Sorrow.
Down through that long gallery 

of sorrow the cortege wound to the 
Capitol, with that other living pres­
ident, up-thrust overnight to high 
responsibility, first amongst the na­
tion's mourners, after the family of 
the dead. Chief Justice Taft followed 
President Coolidge, then Woodrow 
Wilson. All the great folks of Wash­
ington followed after.

Coming thus to Capitol Hill the 
bands ceased for the climb to the 
wide plaza on the east front where 
new presidents take oath. The muf­
fled drums took up the tale as the 
column climbed by the winding, tree- 
shaded way.

Mr. Miller waited for the southbound 
to pass, and then started across the 
tracks, not noticing the northbound 
bearing down on him on the east 
tracks. The car was struck full in 
the middle and by a miraculous 
chance was shoved from the trade 
but failed to upset. Mr. Miller was 
not on the side which was struck and 
stove in.

Mr. Miller was taken to his home 
and a physician was called immediate­
ly. No bones were broken, nor was 
there any serious internal injury. Mr. 
Miller will be confined to bed for 
some time, suffering from nervous 
snock and from bruises all over his 
body.

The car was badly damaged, one 
side being bent out of shape, and all 
wheels broken.

Canadian Press Despatch.
Sudbury, Aug. 8.—A special harvest 

train running over the Canadian 
Pacific main line was derailed near 
Warren, about 40 miles east of Sud­
bury. tonight about 6 o'clock. The 
engine and seven cars left the rails, 
five of the cars being passenger cars. 
Early reports from the wreck state 
that there are no fatalities, but be­
tween 15 and 20 have been injured. 
No official report has been issued, 
and the cause of the derailment is 
as yet unknown. The injured are 
being brought to Sudbury. The har­
vester special derailed at Warren to- 
night left Montreal on Tuesday.even­
ing, and carried between four hun­
dred and five hundred excursionists 
bound for the Western wheat fields, 
recruited it is thought, mainly from 
the province of Quebec.

Immediately the wreck was re- 
ported, a special train was rushed 
from Sudbury carrying a number of 
medical men and train officials. 
Eastbound traffic is being trans­
ferred at Sudbury tonight to the 
Canadian National lines, trains No. 
18 and 2 being routed to North Bav 
via Capreol.

Latest reports are that only two 
have been severely injured and ten 
or twelve more or less injured. As 
yet no ,official word had come from 
the scene of the wreck, and the list 
of the injured is not yet available.

Seriously Injured.
There are seven seriously injured 

all from Montreal, and 21 minor in­
juries.

Seriously injured—Mrs. C. S. 

116 Madison avenue, Notre 
Dame de Grace, Montreal, broken 
leg; W. Walker, same address, broken 
right hand; Mrs. Mary Lacrosse, 
Quebec city, probably internally in­
jured and the most serious case;

Hon. Mr. Martin prescribed On­
tario’s greatest immigration needs as 
farm help and domestics, and stren­
uous efforts would be made, he said, 
to direct this class of emigration from 
the British Isles into Ontario.

It hardly seemed 
that the spirit could have fled, that 
the lids would not lift presently to 
show the kindly, thoughtful eyes be­
neath. There was very little of death 
about him and much of peace and 
rest.

The eastern doors were • thrown 
open again and waiting at the foot of 
the long stairways, between ranks 
of soldiers, a mile-long column of 
people stretched. They had been 
ranked four abreast, and at the word 
came trooping slowly up to pass 
down the flower-strewn corridor that 
had been made for them. The hushed 
human tide flowed by on both sides 
of the casket and each gazed down 
just a moment before moving on to 
the west door and thus to the streets.

Mrs. Harding reached the station 
soon after the casket had been placed 
back on the funeral car.

Other 
members of the party who traveled 
with the dead president on his last 
journey were already aboard the train 
by Mrs. Harding’s personal request, 
to be with the dead to the last in 
Marion.,

The group of mourners stood bare- 
headed on the station platform. A 
hand waved in silent signal. Without 
sound of bell or whistle, the train 
began to move slowly down the track.

Calls Officials.
Mrs. Peart lost no time in com­

municating with the Guelph police, 
and as a result of her message, Supt. 
Neelands men were soon on their 
way.

Guards piled into three motor cars 
with Supt. Neelands driving one, and 
Sergt. McGuire and Supt. McCallum 
in charge of the other machines. The 
cars were soon speeding over the back 
concessions taking every short cut to 
Four Corners, which place was reach­
ed at 7:20. At the Eramosa store a 
brief stop was made while Mrs. Peart 
gave further directions as to the 
direction the suspect had taken. She 
also informed Mr. Neelands, who was 
the first to reach there, that Mr. 
Peart had started off in his car to 
trail the man. and she stated that 
the searchers could not help but soon 
overtake them. The storekeeper’s 
wife also said that a Mr. Hall of 
Guelph, who had stopped at the store 
for gasoline a few moments before, 
had said too that he would join Mr.

When captured Cosgrave had a 
thick, stubby beard and looked care- 
worn and sickly. The Advertiser was 
only three minutes behind Superin­
tendent Neeland’s car when the man 
was caught, and when the lunatic was 
back in his cell Sergeant McGuire, at 
the suggestion of The Advertiser 
representative, wrote on a piece of 
paper a query asking the fugitive 
where he had spent his time since 
Saturday.

Outlines Escape.
Cosgrave wearily wrote that he had 

hidden in a window area at the exer- 
cise grounds until the other prisoners 
had been taken inside, and then had 
made a dash for the swampy lands 
southeast of the institution. He said 
he had stayed in the swamps until 
this morning, and all he had had to 
eat since Saturday were some berries, 
while today after he had come out 
into the open country he had par- 
taken of some greens.

The only things found in his pos­
session when taken was a small scab­
by apple and three pods of peas. On 
instructions from Supt. Neelands a 
substantial meal was given the cap­
tured man soon after he was placed 
in his cell, and he ate ravenously.

Although a widespread search for 
Cosgrave has been carried on since

Not Satisfied.
It was contended by Mr. McCarthy

To the Editor of The Advertiser:
Sir—As the Presbyterian Assem­

bly's recent action affects not only 
the thing mis-called “union," but the 
wider question of religious liberty in 
Canada, will you kindly permit a 
word, first to all the churches and 
then to Presbyterians.

First—to all the churches. A ma­
jority of that assembly resolved on 
asking parliament as follows: To 
create by civil law a new church: to 
coerce into that new church by civil 
law the unwilling Presbyterians; to 
confiscate and transfer to that new 
church by civil law all trust funds 
given to the Presbyterian Church fur 
her work: and. by civil law, to blot 
out forever the present Presbyterian 
Church, so that none of those thus 
driven out of her could ever again 
return to her as a church home.

There is an indication, possibly more 
than that, that the thought in the mind of the German 
financial ministers is the repudiation of a liability 
largely domestic in order that they may be in a better 
position to meet pressing international obligations, and 
thus in time restore something like order out of the 
existing chaos. But it is bad policy to repudiate the 
account of one neighbor who may have quick means of 
collection..

(1) It is illegal, contrary to the : 
assembly’s own constitution and 
laws. The assembly, as a church 
court, is appointed solely and only 
to carry on the work of the Presby­
terian Church for the Kingdom of 
God. and is pledged to "maintain and 
defend the same, and to follow no 
divisive course from the present or­
der established therein." The as­
sembly has no shadow of right to 
attempt to transfer, alienate, close 
up, blot out the Presbyterian Church, 
as an organization. In making that 
attempt the assembly breaks Its own 
laws and is faithless to the trust 
committed to its care.

(2) That action of the assembly 
is immoral. It disregards all agree- 
ments as to the only conditions upon; 
which “union" would be attempted. 
At the outset, in 1905, there was 
unanimous agreement that union 
"must carry the consent of the en- 
tire membership." Again, in 1912. 
when the first vote of the people 
gave more than fifty thousand against I 
it, there was unanimous agreement 
that the movement be halted for 
“practically unanimous action."

Harold Noice, lieutenant of -VUjhamur Stefansson, celebrated explorer, 
has outfitted the la-foot motor ship Donaldson at Nome for a dash to 
Wrangel Island, off Siberia, where four white men and an Eskimo seam­
stress, under Stefansson’s orders, established a colony in 1921 and ran 
up the British flag. Whether they are still alive is not known; their 
supplies were scanty. Wrangel Island is accessible only three weeks of 
the year because of ice, and the rescue expedition of a year ago was driven 
back.

Relief. Expediion.
Nome, Alaska, Aug. 8.—In 1921 

Viljhamur Stefansson, recognized the 
value of Wrangel Island, an unin­
habited island 76 miles long and 30 
miles wide, lying 90 miles north of 
Siberia, in the Arctic Ocean, as a 
base tor aeroplane and radio work as 
well as tor,trapping of furs, sent a 
party of four white men to establish 
a colony upon it and thereby rein­
state British claims of ownership. 
This colony, sent out under the 
British flag, was commanded by 
Allan Crawford of Toronto. The other 
men, Loren Knight, Frederick Maurer 
and Milton Gall were Americans.

The leader, Crawford, scarcely 21 
years of age, was given command, 
chiefly because he was a Canadian 
subject, but it was understood that 
he was to be guided by Knight and 
Maurer, who were both of consider­
able experience in polar exploration. 
Knight, in fact, was one of many 
train mates on the Canadian Arctic 
expedition in 1916 and was well

expected to hunt together during the 
fall and spring months, it was their 
intention to separate during the win­
ter for more advantageous trapping 
and so they purposed building several 
different cabins along the beach at 
intervals of ten miles. During their 
stay they explored the unknown in­
terior of the island and to correct 
the present charts.

This is all we know about them for, 
due to financial difficulties and to the 
slowness of the Canadian government 
in extending support, Mr. Stefansson 
was unable to outfit a supply vessel 
until August 18. 1922, and as the ice 
conditions were very bad that year 
this date proved too late, and the sup­
ply ship, meeting massed ice floes 
about 100 miles from Wrangel, re­
turned to Nome. Now another year 
has passed and we have no news from 
Wrangel.

No Sign of Party.
We thought for a while that if the 

panty had found it impossible to 
secure a living on the island they 
would have crossed the 90 miles to 
Siberia during the winter, where they 
could have found shelter with the 
natives. Captain Hammer of the Sil­
ver Wave, managed to get out and 
return to Nome a few days ago. He 
reports that he has heard nothing 
from the natives of Siberia to indi­
cate anyone had crossed over from 
Wrangel during the winter.

There is possibility that the 
Wrangel party made the attempt to 
cross and failed, for according to 
Captain Bartlett, the only white man 
who ever made this trip, the crossing 

lis an exceedingly dangerous one, due 
to the rapid motion of the ice floes 
even in midwinter. But I am opti­
mistic enough to expect to find that 
nothing serious has happened to the 
Wrangel Island party. I believe they 
have been able to make their living 
off the country, but after carefully 
checking over their invoices I am 
convinced that they will have little 
or no ammunition left by the end of 
the present season of navigation. 
Therefore I have spared no effort to 
insure the present relief expedition 
against any possible failure.

Upon arrival at Nome, on July 14. 
I found but two ships with hulls of 
sufficient strength to buck through 
the ice packs. One of these, the 
Gladiator, was hauled up on the 
beach, and after a thorough examina­
tion it was found she could not be 

I repaired in time. The other one. the 
Donaldson, a very staunch craft of 74 
tons burden, had only a 4 horsepower 
engine, which would not furnish suf­
ficient power, so I had one engine 
replaced by a new 65 Acme engine.

Eskimos Fear Venture.
Testerday, after the engineers had 

finished tuning up the engines, the 
Donaldson, on a trial trip, made a 
speed of ten knots per hour. I have 
engaged Ludwin Hanson, who has 
sailed the Arctic seas for the last 40 
years, as captain, and Hans Olsen, 
pioneer Arctic whaler, as mate; C. H. 
Wells of Nome, second mate, and 
Joseph Earl and Jack Williams, ex­
perienced mechanics, for engineers. 1 
have had considerable difficulty in 
securing a crew of Eskimos, as men 
fear that we will be caught or crushed 
in the ice and carried off by the pack, 
and to make matters worse. that 
night, while loading cargo from the 
lighter to the Donaldson, two of mv 
Eskimos were disabled, one with a 
smashed foot, the other with a 
sprained wrist. Whereupon the entire 
Eskimo crew refused to sail. How­
ever, as I had already made arrange­
ments with others to cover such a 
contingency, this has not seriously af­
fected my plans.

iWe sail today at 3 o’clock with a 
complete outfit, sufficient for one year. 
Our first port of call will be Kotzebue, 
where we will pick up a crack team 
of dogs and a supply of reindeer 
meat, which the Lomen Reindeer

while Maurer as one-of the crew of 
the wrecked Stefansson steamer Kar­
luk, had spent six months on Wran­
gel Island itself in 1914.

Landed On Wrangel.
The Crawford party arrived in 

1921, where they purchased their sup­
plies, and it is evident from the in­
voice that they intended to secure a 
considerable portion of their food by 
hunting, for they took with them 
only enough provisions for one year's 
sojourn and ammunition for two 
years' hunting. Upon arrival in Nome 
they secured a dog team and after 
engaging an Eskimo woman. Ada 
Blackjack, as seamstress, chartered 
the power schooner Silver Wave, in 
command of Captain Hammer, to 
land them on Wrangel Isalnd.

Will Cross Ice.
In case we cannot reach Wrangel 

by ship, I shall take four Eskimos 
and make a dash across the ice pack 
to Wrangel Island. For this purpose 
we have a special sled designed for 
carrying a walrus hide boat, which 
will be lashed on top. so that when 
we encounter open leads between the 
ice floes it will be necessary only to 
unharness our dogs, put them into 
the boat and paddle across to the 
next ice floes. As this boat has a 
carrying capacity of fifteen people, 
it will be large enough for the trans­
portation of the Wrangel Island party 
from the island back to the Donald- 
son. Provided, of course, the inter­
vening distance is not so great as to 
make it impossible to locate the posi­
tion of the ship.

In the event of my making this 
trip I shall intrust Capt. Hansen to 
continue to try to reach Wrangel 
with the Donaldson until the close of 
navigation, when he shall steam 
south towards the Siberian coast, 
landing supplies for us at specified 
places. After that he will endeavor 
to reach Nome before the final freeze- 
up. The reasons for the above in­

structions are that upon leaving the

1 had first planned that instead CL 
bringing the Donaldson back to 
Nome I would have her wait for us 
near the north coast of Siberia, 
closest to Wrangel. This would save 
us the long and arduous sled trip 
back to civilization. My reasons for 
not so instructing the Donaldson are 
as follows: Qn July 31 I received 
from Capt. Cockran of the United 
States coastguard cutter Bear, who 
had just returned from Anadyr, 
Siberia, an official document from the 
Russian soviet government, which 
was intrusted to his care for delivery 
to me. This document advised that 
1 wire the Russian government at 
Petrovaloski for permission to go to 
Wrangel. and that in case I was un­
able to communicate with Petro- 
valoski was to proceed directly to 
Whalen, Siberia, for permission to 
sail, but only on condition that I 
first take on board two Russian gov­
ernment agents for the purpose of

Disregards Russia.
1 immediately cabled Stefansson 

and stated that unless I received in­
structions to file contrary I would 
disregard Russia and keep as far 
away from the Siberian coast as pos­
sible. and only in ease of my being 
absolutely compelled by ice condi­
tions to travel along that coast would 
I bring the Donaldson inside Siberian 
waters. In making this decision 1 
have been governed entirely by my 
desire to safeguard the interests of 
the people on Wrangel for I have no 
real assurance that the Siberian gov­
ernment would not break its word 
and seize the Donaldson and prevent 
her from completing the trip. This, 
in my opinion, would endanger the 
lives of the party on Wrangel Island, 
as their supply of ammunition, by 
now their only remaining source of 
food, is doubtless nearly exhausted.

Stefansson’s reply to the above in- 
formation orders that the colony on 
Wrangel must not be withdrawn, and 
that I am to discharge my cargo on 
Wrangel. Of course, if the people 
now on Wrangel desire to return to 
civilization I shall offer them pas­
sage. As to the international compli­
cations which would doubtless arise 
from this Wrangel Island expedition 
I have no predictions to make, and I

Claims a Majority.
Probably Ald. Douglass’ most im­

portant assertion is that, while Mayor 
Wenige had a majority of the council 
with him a few weeks ago. he has 
since lost that support.

Ald. Douglass is prepared to cite 
those members of the council who 
will support his motion to halt all 
new city hall overtures and send the 
issue to the people.

They are as follows: Finance com­
mittee—Ald. Albert Judd (chairman), 
Ald. W. A. Wilson. Ald. John Greer 
and Ald. Gordon Drake; board of 
works — Ald. Leonaro Douglass 
(chairman), Ald. John May, Ald. 
Ernest Shaw and Ald. Edmund Hay­
den.

The new city hall project is reach­
ing the critical stage. Within the 
next two or three weeks it will be 
decided whether a new administra­
tion building will be started in 1923, 
as urged by Mayor Wenige.

In a public announcement to The 
Advertiser today, however, Ald. 
Leonard Douglass, chairman of the 
board of works, and one of the 
mayor’s chief opponents in this in­
stance, predicts inevitable disaster 
for the project.

Mayor Wenige no longer has a 
majority of the council behind him 
in this move.

Urges Vote of People.
This is the frank challenge today 

from the chairman of the works com­

AND THIS IS “MAGGIE."
The London Times of England, 

known in newspaper tradition as the 
mos. influential journal in the world, 
had. In 1848, a Canadian namesake 
that measured close to the high 
standard of journalism set by the 
great British daily.

It was the London (Ont.) Times of 
1848. Few citizens can remember it. 
and no old boy is so old that he can 
conjure up a vision of the ancient 
pioneer newspaper of this city. For 
the London Tinies blazed the jour­
nalistic trail to London long before 
her present citizens were on the 
earth.

A copy of the quaint sheet came 
into The Advertiser office today. It 
is dated Friday. December 15, 1848. 
Its proprietor was J. Cowley and it 
sold at 15 shillings a year.

In those days the same social and 
political problems that confront the 
present generation existed. Critics 
who deplore the amount of verbiage 
expended in the Canadian houses of 
parliament will be aggrieved to learn 
that one of the big questions of 1848 
was in connection with the "long- 
windedness” of Canadian statesmen. 
A two-column editorial adorns the 
front page of the Times denouncing 
vigorously the practice of making 
exhaustive, speeches.

Wars and Worries.
Wars and worries of every variety 

assailed the people of the earth at 
that time. Germany was in a state 
of siege in 1848; the Mormon Church 
was the subject of bitter controversy:

London, Aug. 9.—Chancellor Cuno's 

speech in the Reichstag yesterday 
seemingly has had little effect in 
Great Britain, where the dominant 
opinion expressed by those in author­
ity is that the importance of German 
government utterances is approach­
ing the vanishing point so far as the 
actual effects are concerned. The 
most welcome part of the speech was 
the chancellor's admission that the 
German government had nothing to 
expect from Great Britain in the way 
of sympathy or assistance. It is 
hoped this will mollify the French, 
who have been insisting that the 
present British policy is serving only 
to strengthen Germany's resistance in 
the Ruhr and elsewhere.

The cabinet met again this morn­
ing and continued its efforts to for­
mulate an answer to the French and 
Belgian notes, which continued a vir­
tual rejection of the. British draft 
note to Germany Great Britain will 
not as yet admit the impossibility 
of bringing the Allies into accord for 
a joint reply to Germany's latest 
reparations offer, it appears from 
current utterances in political quar­
ters.

No definite announcement, of Brit­
ish policy is expected until after the 
government has had an opportunity 
to gauge public opinion after the 
publication of the documents apper­
taining to the recent allied negotia­
tions. The making public of these 
documents will probably be delayed 
until next week.

Toronto, Aug. 9.—Extracts from

the annua! report of the commis­
sioner of finance upon the city's 
funded debt and sinking fund for the 
year ending December 31. 1922, which 
is now in the hands of the printer, 
show that 54 per cent of the $145,- 
000.000 of borrowed capital has been 
invested in services that reimbursei 
the city for all principal and interest 
outlay. Invested in public utilities 
is $64.000.000, while the city has 
pledged Its credit to the extent of 
$14.000.000 for the ratepayers' share 
of local improvements. The balance 
of the debt, $67.000,000, has been in­
curred for the general operating ex­
penses of the municipality.

The report allows that although 
every citizen has outstanding against 
him obligations totaling $275. lie will 
actually pay in taxes only $125. In 
the period from 1913 to 1916 the gen­
eral debt was almost doubled, but 
since 1916 the amount that the in­
dividual citizen must pay has been 
materially the same, the increase in 
the total indebtedness being mainly 
due to expenditures on public utili­
ties.

Indeed, it is appropriate to 
recall to foreigners in France that 
they are expected to forget their 
prejudices here and respect the prin­
ciple of race equality, guaranteed by 
French laws."

Toronto, Aug. 9.—With standing 

orders for 2,000 laborers from con­
struction and lumber companies, 
Superintendent William Meath of the 
government employment service is 
now prepared to predict that there 
will be less suffering in Toronto this 
fall and winter than since the armi­
stice.

Upon the 
inquiries which were received at the 
office during the last fortnight, he 
said that he believed a large number 
of farm laborers would go to the 
western harvest fields this year 
Among them there would be a num­
ber of immigrants recently arrived 
from the British Isles. Wages being 
paid by Ontario farmers are now 
ranging between $50 and $75 a month, 
he stated.

Londoners and Their Hobbies

E. E. Reid’s Tennis Courts 
Have Fostered the Game Revels In the Fascinating Shops of the Rue de Rivoli and the 

Rue de La Paix.

This interesting letter comes from 
Dorothy Thomas of Ingersoll, Ont., 
who is at present touring Europe 
with a party of friends. Miss 
Thomas gives her impressions of 
Paris fashions and foibles.

Paris, France, Aug. 1.—Oh. the 
thrill of being in Paris, with its gay 
boulevards and sidewalk cafes, and 
the queer, high-pitched motor horns 
on the scurrying taxis! It is as much 
as one’s life is worth to ride in one. 
Nevertheless, riding around in Paris 
for an hour for 60 cents appeals to 
all of us. and we taxi everywhere, in­
stead of hiring the dignified car­
riages with sleighbells, so foreign to 
us. It seems one continual thrill, as 
there is no night or rest for the tour­
ists who try to see Paris in ten days.

The fascinating restaurants simply 
impel you to go in and eat their 
French pastry—crisp, dainty little 
confections—very different from those 
in America.

Of course, the fashions interested 
us most. The shops from the outside

admitted are those who fairly jingle 
with francs, as it cost about 100 to 
drive up to the place! I went once. 
It was worth it to feel a part of that 
radiant fairyland where rose-colored 
lights glowed through the trees, and 
radiant spotlights cast a very dan. 
gerous light over the more aval 
ceptible.

Constructed Ten Years Ago, They Have Been the Rendezvous 
of Lovers of the Game Ever Since.

E. E. Reid’s home stands at the top 
of Talbot street overlooking the river 
in the direction of the setting sun. 
Mr. Held is a hospitable citizen and - 
his home knows many a guest. But - 
the guests who go to Mr. Reid’s house 
are few, compared with the guests 
who invade his tennis courts, down 
below on the flats. For Mr. Reid has • 
made tennis his hobby.

Not only has he two splendid cinder 
and clay courts located here, but near 
them at the river’s edge is the finest 
little brown shingle tennis house, 
equipped with showers and dressing 
accommodation.

The property, of course, is private, 
but so generous has Mr. Reid been 
that during the past ten years his 
courts have been the rendezvous of 
many of the best tennis players in 
the city, not to mention numbers of 
beginners, who received their first 
lessons in the game there. Indeed, 
some of London’s finest tennis play­
ers of today were educated in the 
game on Mr. Reid's courts, which 
have also been the scene of many a 
championship game during the last 
ten years.

Scene of Matches.
When visiting teams played in Lon­

don they played on Mr. Reid’s courts, 
and the public gathered down at the 
foot of his garden to see. Now that 
the London Tennis Club has been or­
ganized, the matches are played on 
its courts located on the flats next 
to the courts of Mr. Reid. But when- 

1 ever there Is an overflow Mr. Reid’s 
courts again come into requisition.

Mr. Reid is very modest as to the 
influence which he has had upon the 
tennis life of the city. He says that 
if it hadn’t been for John Puddi- 
combe nothing would have been done. 
It was Mr. Puddicombe who enthused 
him and helped him build his courts.

And they, actually built them by 
their own physical effort. They had 
teams and scrapers to do the heaviest 
work, of course, but when it came to 
shoveling and leveling, both Mr. 
Reid and Mr. Puddicombe figured 
prominently with shovels and picks.

It was while they were erecting the 
wire end-nets and building the fence 
about the courts that Mr. Reid con- 
ceived the idea of having the top pip­
ing made to hold water so that the 
courts and his garden might be 
watered from taps placed at Intervals. 
It subsequently turned out that this 
piping formed an excellent hot water 
system and that as a result hot 
showers could be. had in the tennis 
house from water heated in the sun.

Advocates Showers.
Mr. _: of a

shower after a game. He believes 
that the way to get most enjoyment 
out of a game of tennis is to follow 
it up with a shower and change of 
clothing. Before he began to play 
tennis ten years ago, Mr. Reid admits 
that he used to complain about the 
heat of the summer. Now that he 
plays tennis he no longer feels the 
heat, and he has become a believer in 
the saying—the hotter the day the 
better the tennis.

Mr. Reid • advocates tennis for the 
young people of today, because it 
affords discipline as well as pleasure 
to the player. And he has not advo­
cated it merely by word of mouth, 
but he has actually got the people 
there on his courts and started them 
playing.

"Tennis gives all-round develop- 
ment," he says. "It not only exer­
cises the body, but exercises the mind 
as well, and teaches manners and 
generosity. To my mind, it is the 
finest game of all."

Mr. Reid’s courts have an historical 
interest, as they stand on the old 
exhibition grounds. Sloping down to 
them are his gardens, beautiful just 
now in their summer luxuriance. And 
far to the west, gleaming through the 
trees, just above the water, is the 
setting sun.

And sunset is so often tennis time.

Study Their Type.
The evening gowns outshone every­

thing I have ever seen. One woman, 
who to me typified the real 
Parisienne, was a tall slender figure, 
whose dark hair was a striking con­
trast to her fair skin. All I have read 
and heard about the way the French 
girls study their type seemed ex­
emplified in this artistic creature, 
who held everyone's attention as she 
entered. As I think of her now I can 
hardly tell what it was about her 
particularly—whether her grace or 
carriage or individuality—but I know 
that she had that indefinable some­
thing which I have been looking for 
in every woman since I arrived.

Her almond-shaped eyes were ex­
aggerated by penciling. Her hair 
was done in the prevailing Parisian 
mode, which is tight over the ears 
and a knot low at the back No one 
here wears her hair puffed out, but 
parted and drawn simply back. In the 
evening all wear gorgeous bandeaus. 
The newest is a band of pleated 
tulle with rhinestones in different 
patterns on it.

Embroidered silk shawls are worn 
as capes with long silk fringe. The 
slippers are very elaborate, brocaded 
silver with rhinestone heels. Pearls 
are also used for trimming, not only 
for buckles, but sewn over the slipper 
for decorations. Feather fans are 
still in vogue, as are also white lace 
fans. Little beaded bags of gold and 
silver, which draw together, are 
popular in the evening for perfume 
and powder.

Packers are bidding $9.60 fed and 
watered, and are taking what hogs 
they can get at that price, so it is not

There was a splendid display of farm 
and garden produce on the local mar­
ket this morning, and under a some­
what slower trade prices were inclined 
to yield slightly. As the season ad­
vances the cuality and size of vege-- 
tables show improvement, potatoes and 
tomatoes leading in this regard.

Tomatoes are slowly becoming lower 
in price, sales being made at $1.25 to 
$1.50 per basket.

Potatoes are another staple product 
showing a recession. By the bushel 
$1.25 to $1.40 was the usual price, $2 a 
bag, and 35e a peck.

Other prices were: Apples, 35c per 
peck or $1 to $1.25 per bushel; beets.
