An Ordioance to prescribe and regulate the election and
sppaintment of ceértain Officers, in the several Parishes
and Towaships in this Provioce, and to make other pro«
vistons for the Jocal interests of the Inhabitants of theee
Divisions of tbe Province.

HEREAS it is expedient and necessary, for the
attaioment of the ends of good government, and

for the due execution of the laws, that certain Officers,
-charged with tocal daties, shonld be elected and sppoisted,
in and for the several Parishes and Townships in this Pro.
viace, and that other provisions should Ve mude for the beta
ter protection, care, and management of the local interests of
the inliabitants of these minor divisions of the Province
Be it therefore enacted, &c., That it shail and may be law.
ful for each and every of the Wardens to be appointed in the

several Districts in this Province, by Warrant under bis hand
and seal, to anthorize and require oneof the Jastices of the

Peace, orsome other discreet and competent personin the said
Districts respectively, sfter eight days® notice in this
hehalf, to assemble and canse to be assembled, the In.
habitant flcuse-holders of the several Parishes and
Townships, and reputed Parishes and Townships, in
the said Districts respectively, who shall and may have
the qualifications herein after mentioned, on & certaia
day, and at somne convenient place, within such local divi.
sious respectively, for the purpose of electing the officers
herein after meotioned, 1o serve in ‘the sald Parishes and
Towaships, and reputed Parishes and Towoships, respec.
tively, till the sccond Monday in the month of January
which will be in the year one thousand eight huodred and
forty-two, and until othér officers ahall have heen elected,
appuinted, and sworn, in their piaces.

Ef. And be it furtlier ordained and enacted, That the
Warden of each and every of the said Districts shall uid may,
in like manner, from time to time, hy Warrant uader
his and and aeal, sutborize and require, one of the Justices
of the Peace, or some - other discreet and competent
person, io  the -said Districts respectively, oo the se-

. cond Monday in the month of Jauuary, which will be.
ia the year one thousand eight hundred and fortytwo,
and on the ssme day in ench succeeding year, to as-
semble, and cause to be assembled, the Inbabitant House.
holders of the Parishes and Towaships, and reputed Pa.
rishes and Towoships, in such districts respectively, who
sliall and may bave the qualifications herein after ‘meati-
oned, at some convenicnt place, within the local divisions
aforesaid, respectively, for the purpose of electing the offi-
cers’ herein after mentioned, to serve in the suid local divi.
siuns respectively, till the second Monday, in the month of
Janunry, io the aext succeeding year, and until other offi-
c;:rs shall have beca clected, appointed, aod sworn iy their

HI. And be further ordained and chacted, that the Inhae
bitant House-holders, 10 be -assembled as nﬁn‘auid, shall be
severally seized and possessed to their own use, in free-hold, or
under a certificate, or location ticket, derived from the authority
of the Governor and Council of this Province, of lands and tene~
ments within sach Parish or Township, or reputed Parish or
Township, of the yearly value: of forty shillings, sterting, or
upwards, over and above all rents and charges payable out of
or in respect of the sume; of shall have become and be seve-
rally possessed, aslessecs, for o term not less than years,
of lands and tenements within such local divisions, respectively,
at and for an annual rent or consideration not less than

pounds, sterling, of which one year’s rent or consideration. shall -

Lavebeen paid before the holding of such clection ; and ihe said

. Inhabitant Houscholders, 10 be assembled as aforesaid, shall
also have been resident within such local divisions respectively,
during one year next before such clection.

IV, Provided always, and be it further ordained and enact-
ed, that when and so soon as any rate or rates, asscssment or
ussessments, shall be laid, by competent authority, within any
such Parish -or Township, or reputed Parish or Township,
no such Inhabitant Householder, as- aforesaid, shall be cn-
tit'ed to.vote, atthe election of any of the officers hereinafter
mentioned, or of any other officor, within such Parish or* Town-
ship, or reputed Parish or Township, unless he shall have been
rated to and in respect of the rates orassessments, to be laid as
aforesaid, and unless he shall have paid the amount of all such
rates and assessments, as may have become due and payable by
him, before the holding of any suchelection.

V. Provided also, and be it - further ordained and enacted,
that no Ecraon_shnll be capable of voting, or of being elected, at
any such election as aforesaid, who shall not be of the full age of
twenty-one years, and a natural born subject of Her Majesty,
or a subject of Her Majesty, naturalized by act of the Parlio.
ment of the United Kingdom of Greut Britain and Ireland, ov

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by aet of the Legisiatyre of Lower Canada, or of the Prosince
of Canada. ‘ ‘

V1. Provided ulso, and be it further ordained and ‘enacted,
that no person being in Holy Otders, or being a Minister or
Teacher of any ' dissenting or religious sect or congregation,
or gy Judge or Clerk of any Court of Justice, or any Military,
Naval, or Maritic Officer, in Her Majesty’s service on full pay,
shall be elected 1o or for any of the offices aforesuid ; nor

. shall any Beensed School Master, or practising’ Physician, or
any Miller, when the only Miller in any Mill, ner any
person of sixty fire years of age, or upwards, nor any person

" who shall have served any of the offices aforesaid, or paid a
. fine for not accepting tbe same, within the period of five years
immediatrly preceeding any such election, be held or bound,
without his consent, {0 accept or execute any of the said
offices. ‘

VII. Provided also, and be it further ordained and enscted,
that no person shall be capable of voting atany such election,
to be held as aforesaid, or of being elected at the seme, who
shall have been attainted for Treason or Felony, inany Court
of Law, within any of Her Majesty’s dominions.

VIII, And be #t [urther ordained apd enscted, that the .
Justice of the Peace, or otber person, by whoin the Inbabitant
House.bolders shall be assembled as aforesaid, shall preside
at the meeting of the said Inbabitant Housesliolders, to be
held as aforesald, sod sball have the like authority, to
ptiserve order, enforce ohedience, administer oaths, 8nd com- .
mit for a contempt of his authority, as belongs, or sball or may
telong, to any Returning Officer, at an election of & Member
0 serve in the Legitlstive Assembly of this Province, or in
which this Province may be represented. :

FX. And be it fartber ordained and enacted, that it shail

- be lawful for the aaid Ithabitant House.holders, or the
greater part of them, so astembled acd qualified as afore.

choose one 8t and proper person, from among the Inhabtitants
of such Divisions respectively, to be Clerk of the Parish, o

three fit and proper persons, to servc the office of Assessors, for
such local divisions respectively, who shall nssess all such
rates and taxes, asshall be imposed by any act or acts of the
Legislature of this Province, or by other competent authority,
and be payable by the inhabitants thereof: and in like manner
to choose one fit and proper person, to be Collector for the
Parish or Township, or reputed Parish or Township, in whith
the said Inhabitant House-holders shall be assembled as afore-
said ; and it shall be the duty of sich Collector, to demand and
receive, from the Inhabitant House-holders of the local division
for which he shull have been elected Collettor as aforesaid, all
public assessments and rates, due and payable within such divi-
sion ; ‘and he shail account for, and pay over, the monies so
received by him, i such manner as shall be direcled by law :
and it shall be lawful for the xaid Inhabitant Houscholders, in:
Iike manner, to choose one or more fit and proper pérsons, to be

" Surreyor or Surveyors of Highways and Bridges, two or more
Overseers of Highways, one or more fit and proper persons, {o be
Oversoers: of. the Poor, two or more Fence-viewers and Inspec-
tors of Drains, and one or more Pound-keeper or Pound-
keepers, within the said local divisions , respectively. Provided
always, that it shall be lawful to elect the same person or per-
sons, to fill one or more of the said offices of Overseer of the
Poor, Overseer of Highways, and Fence-vicwer and Inspector
of Drains, at the same time, us to the majority of the said
Hmeholden, assembled and qualified as aforesaid, shall seem
expedient. : .

XI. And be it further ordained and enacted, that it shall be
Yawful for the Justice of the Peace, or other person, presiding at
any such meeting of the Inhabitant Householders, as aforesaid,
at which the officers aforesaid shall have been elected, and such
Justice or other person is hereby authorized and required, to ad-
minister an Oath of Office, to each of the persons 5o clected as

- aforesaid, to the effect following, to wit :—* You, A. B., do pro-
¢ mise and swear, that you will faithfully, diligently, and justly
“ werve and perflorm the office and duties of s, fOF wmmme,
¢¢ gecording to the best of your ability.—8o help you (fod.*?
And every person, who shall be elected to one of the offices
"aforesald, shall, after having taken the said Oath, be held to
mlegplly appointed to such office, and subject to the duties

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XII. And be it further ordained and cmacled, that every
person who shall be electod to any of the offices aforésaid,
shill, within five days after his election, ateept such office,
and tike the Oath afhoms&:i’l I;d‘m pg:;;ﬁm of c;he Peace,
. or other person, w sve i st such merting

as afortsaid, or before the Clesk of the Parish or Town-
" ship, “or reputed Parish ot Township, in which such eleetion

shefl have been had, each and every of whom are herehy
anthorized to administer the same, and in defaudt thereof
shall forfeit and pay the sum_ of two pounds, current
money of this Provinee, to be levied by distress and sale of
his goods and chattels, in virtve of & warrant undetr the
hand and seal of any Justice of the Peace for the
Disttict, within which such clection shall have ftaken
place ; which warrant such Justice is hereby empowered to
grant, upon complaint or information before him, and - after
conviction of the person so miking default, by confession, or on
the oath of ome or more credibie witness or witnesses, other
than e informer ; and the said sum so forfeited shall be paid, -
one half to the infortner, and the other halfinto the hands of {he
Treasurer of the District, in which the said eleetion shall have
been had, towards the public stock of the said *District.

XII1. And be it further ordained and enacted, that it shall be
lawful for any two or more of the Justices of the Peace, for the
District in which any pefson so elected to office shafl refise of
neglect {0 accept the same, and take the Oath of Office 4s afore«
said, at 8 Special Session to be held for that %n , to appoint -
a fit and proper person or persons, to serve in the place of the
person of persons, who shall have so refused or neglected ; and
If the person or persons so appointed by such Justices shall not,
within five days afler notice of his or their appointment
as aforesaid, actept the office or offices to whichhe or they shall
have been 8o appointed, and take the Qath aforeszid, each and
€rery of stich persons severally shull forfeit the sum oftwo pounds
current inoney of this Province, to be levied, paid, and upplied;
in the manner herein- before provided, in the cuse of the person
clected 10 one of the offices aforesaid refusing or neglecting as
aforesaid.  And inall cases where the person or persons; s0 ap-
pointed. by such Justices, shall refuse or neglect to accept the
office or offices, to which he or they shall bave been soap«
pointed, and take the oath aforesaid, it shall be lawful for the
suid Justices, to appoint another person or persons, in his or their
place, and repeat such appointments, until such office or offices
shall be cccepted, and the oath aforesaid taken 3 and to enforce
their authority in"this respect; by the imposition of the Penalty
aforesaid, to be Yevied as aforesald, in case of each successive
refusal or neglect to accept such office or offices; and take the
oath aforesaid.

X1IV. And be it further ordsined and enacted, that if any Parish
or Township, or r:‘puted Parish or Township, shall neglect or
omit, at the meeting to be held for that purpose us aforesaid,
to choose the said officers, to be chosen as aforesaid, or any of
them, it shall be Yawful for any two or more of the Justices of
the Peace for the District, in which such neglect or omission
shall have occtirred, at a Specisl Scssion to held for that -
purpose, to appoint the said officers, or such of them asthe said
Parish or Township, or reputed Parish or Township, shall have
neglected or omitted to elect + and such officers so appointed
shall hold their offices, until others ave - chosen or nppointed in
their places, and shall have the same powers, and be - subject to
the . same duties and penaltics, as If they had been duly chosen
by the Inhabitant Houseliolders, Andif any of the persons; so
appointed by thesnid Justices aslast aforesaid; shall refuse or
neglect to accept the offices, to which they shall hayve been
uppointed as last aforesald, they shall severally incur the same
penaltics, as are herein before provided, in the case of persons
elected s aforesaid refusing or neglecting to accept the offices
Lo which they bave been clected, to belevied, paid, and applied
in manner aforesaid ; and it shall be lawful for the said Justices to
make successive appointments, in like manner os herein before
provided, until such offices shall have been accepted,and the
oath aforesaid taken. : S

XV. And be it further ordained and enacted, that-if* any of
the said officers, to be elected or appointed as aforesaid, shall,
after having accepted the said offices, or any * of -them, die, or
remove from the Parish or ‘Township, or repited Parish
or Township, for which they have been ‘clectod or
appointed, ‘or .become incapable of discharging the duaties |
of the said offices, it shall be lawful for any:two or more
of the Justices of the. Peace for the Distriet, in which such va~
cancy, removal, or incapacity shall oecur, at & Special Session:
to be held for that purpose, to supply the place or places of such
officers, respectively, in the sime manner as is herein before
provided, in the case of a neglect oromission to elect such
officers, and under and subject to the same provisions, -

XVI. Provided always, and be it further ordained and ente«
ted, that it shall not be lawful to hold any meeling, for-the slec-
tion of any of the officers aforesaid, in any Parish or T'ownship,
or reputed Parish or Township, “in which the populstion
shall mot exceed the riumber of three hupdred souls; ‘and
that the inhabitants of every such: local division, in which' the
population shall not efceed that number, shiall be-joined
to, and be reputed and taken to be “inhabitants of the
Parish or Township adjacent theréto, whieh shatl comtan the -
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smsllest number of inhabitants : and, in like mgnner, the inhy -
bitants of any tract of country or place, notincluded in any
Parish or ‘Township, or reputed Parish or Township, shall be
Joimed to, and Ve reputed and taken to be inhabitants of
Tie Parish or Township, or reputed Parish or Township
adjacent thereto, which shall contain the smallest number of
inbebitants, ‘

XVIi- And be it further ordained and enacted, tiat every
person, Who shail be elected or appointed to the office of Collec~
tor ofa Parish, or Township, as aforesaid, shall, within eight -
days after his eléction or appointment to that office, and before
he enters on the datjes thereof, make and execute, to and in
favour ofthe Treasurer of the District, within which such Parish
or Township shall be situated, for the time heing, a Bond, joint-
1y and severally with two surcties, o be approved by such
Treasurer, in the sum of £200 current moncey of this Pro-
-vince, the condition of which Bond shall be, that such Col-
lector shiall duly pay and account for all monics, thatshall come.

officer, or whereof be was in any manner possessed, in his offi-
cial capacity. i )

XXV. And be it further ordained and cnacted that if any per-
son going out of officc as aforesaid, or his heirs, esecutors, or
curators, shall refuse or neglect, on demand as aforesaid, to
deliver up all such books, muniments, accounts, doctiments and
papers as aforesaid, he or they shall forfeit to the Parish or
Township in which such refusal or neglect 'shall have occurred,
the sum of fifty pounds, current money of this Province,
to be recovered at the suit of such Parish or Township, in its
corporate name, or at the suit ofthe Clerk of the said Parish or
Township, in tle name and on the behalf, and to the usc of such
Parish or Township, in any Court of Record in this Province,

XXVI. And be it further ordained and enacted, t:hat the suc~
ccssor of any person, so going out of office as aforesaid, who shall
refuse or neglect,or the heirs, executors, or curators of whom
shall neglect, to deliver up all sich books, muniments, accounts,
documents, and papers, on demand, as aforesaid, shall and may
be ¢ntitled to, and have Process of Atlachment, or Saisie Re-
teadication, in an action of Revemlication, for the recovery
thereof, in like manner as this remedy may be had and used, in
this Province, in ordinary cascs; by the proprietor or alleged
proprietor of goods and chattels, for the recovery thereof, and
shall and may recover damages in the said action, for the
wrongful detention of the said books, muniments, accounts, do-
cuments, and papers, or any of them, which damages, when re-
ceived by the plaintiff in any such action, shall by himi be paid
over to the Trenaurer of the District, in’ which such wrongful
detention shall have taken place, to make part of the public
stock of the snid distriet. .~ - o

XXVII. And be it further ordained snd enacted, thatfrom
and afler the first election and appointment of Parish and Town«
ship Officers, to be had and made as aforesaid, in pursuance of this
Ordinance, so much of ah Act of the Legislature of this Pro-
vince, passed in the thirty-sixth'year of the Reign of His late
Mujesty King George the Third, intituled *An Act for making,
¢ repairing, and altering’ the Highways and Bridges withiu this
¢ Province, and for other purposes,’’ and so much of a certain
Ordinance of the Legisiature of this Province, passed in the
second year of Her Majesty’s Reign, intituled, ““An Ordinance
¢ to amend the Act passed in the thirty-sixth year of the Reign
¢ of King George the Third, chapter mine, commonly calied
f the Road Act,” as yprovide for the appointment, by the
Grnd Voyer, of a Surveyor and Surveyors of . Highways and
Bridges in cach Parish, Seigniory and Township within his
District, and for the election of Overseers of Highieays, in the
Parishes, Seigniories, and Townships, in this Provitice, in the
month of October in cach year, and also so much of another
Act of the Legislature of this Province, passed in the sixth year
of the Reign of His late Majesty King William the Fourth,
intituled, “ AnActto repeal a certain Act therein mentioned
 and ' more effectually to remedy divers abuses prejudicial
‘¢ to agriculture,” asprovides for the election of Fence-viewers,
and Ingpectors of Drains, in the Parishes, Scigniorics and
Townships in his Province, and for the =:I;‘)(i)mutnu:nt of Pound-
keepers in the town of Three Rivers, inthe Borough of
William Henry, and in certain Villages in this Province, and in
the Divisions of the several Parishes, Scigniories and Townships
in this Province, shall be and the same are hereby repealed ; nné
all and every the Fowcrs, authorities and duties which, in and by
the said three last mentioned Lows, have been and are
vested in the Surveyor and Surveyors of Highways and
Bridges, Overscers of Highways, Fence-viewers, Inspectors
of Drains, and Pound-keepers, rcspectively . appointed and
elected, or tobe appointed and elected, under and in pursuance
of the said three Laws, shall from and afier the first election
or appointment of Parish and Township Officers, {0 be had
and tode in pursvance of this Ordinance, become and be
vested in, and imposed on, the Surveyor or Surveyors of Highways
and Bridges, the Overscers of Highways, Fence-viewers, In-
spectors of Drains, and Pound-keepers, to be elected or
appointed in pursuance of the provisions in this Ordinance

contained, to be by them respectively exercised and fulfilled
according to law. .

XXVIII. Provided always and be it further ordained and enact~
ed, that nothing in this Ordinance contained shall extend, or be
construed to extend, to these parts of the parishes of Quebee, St.
Roch and Montresl, which are comprehended within the Cities
of Quebec and Montreal, respectively. ‘

XXIX. Aund be it further orduined and enacted, that the
words ** Governor of tlis Provioce,”” wherever they octur
in the foregoiop Enactments, areto be nnderstood as meaning -
and comprehending the Governor, or the person suthorized
to execute the Commission of Governor, within this Pro-
vince, for the time being. ‘ ‘

XXX, And be it further ordained and enacted, that this
Ordinance, and the provisions herein contained, shall not cease
or expire, on the first day of November, which will be in the

_ year of our Lord one thousand cight hundred and forty-two, but
shall be and remain a permanent Law, and in full foree, until
the same shall be repesled, or altered, by competent Legislative
authority.
