An Act, to amend Articles lf)03 and 22S1 of
the Revised Statutes of the Province of Que-
bec, respecting Public Instraction.

(Assented to 21st March, 188!».)

Her Ma.iestv, by and with the advice and
consent of the Legislature of Quebec,
enacts as follows:—

1. Article 1903 of the Reviaed Statutes of
the Province of Quebec is amended by adding
the following after the word " labors " in the
third line thereof, " and the Provincial Asso-
ciation of Prptestant Teachers may, each
year, at their annual meeting, elect one of
their members to bo also an associate member
of the Protestant Committee."

2. Article 2281 of the said Eevised Statutes
is amended by replacing the words " Conven-
tion of Protestant Teachers " in the sixth and
seventh lines thereof, by the words " Provin-
cial Association of Protestant Teachers.

8. This Act shall come into force on the
day of its sanction.

1. This Asaociation shall be called th.3 Pro-
vincial Association of the Protestant Teach-
ers of Qaebec.

MEMBERSHIP.

and Secretaries of School Boards and all teach-
ers shall be eligible for election as ordinary
members of the Provincial Association. "
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The Superintendent of Public Instruction,
Mombera of the Council of Public Instruction,
the Protestant Secretary of the Department of
Public Instructio'i, Members of the Central
Examining Boar «, and Ministers of the Gos-
pel, phall be ex officio Honorary Members of
the Provincial Association.

Residents of the place where the Convention
is held may be elected Associates of the Pro-
vincial Association during such Convention.

4. All Officers of the Provincial Associa-
tion shall be chopen from the enregistered
Ordinary or Honcjrary Members of the As3o-
ciation.

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BY-LAWS

1. The Officers of the Association, the
fifteen members of the Executive Committee
and two members of Administi ive Commit-
tee, under the Pension Act, shall be elected
by ballot, a plurality of vote constituting an
election

;
it being provided, however, that

from the members of Convention, who do not
reside in the City of Montreal, the eight who
receive the highest number of v;.tes shall con-
stitute the first eight members of the Execu-
tive Committee, and that the seven members
from the remaining nominees who receive
the highest number of votes shall constitute
the remainder of the Executive Committee.

2. All members of the Provincial Associa-
tion shall enregister their names and addresses
at each Convention, in a book to be kept for
that purpose, and Ordinary Members shall
thereupon pay the annual fee.

Teachers and other eligible persons may be
nominated for membel-ship at any session of
the Convention by the Executive Committee.
Members who enregister in accordance with
the above shall be furnished with certificates
of membership sigoed by the Gorresnondi no-

Secretary and Treasurer."'

No fee shall be required of Honorary Mem-
bers or Associates.
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All persons elected as Associates of any
Convention shall have been nominated by the
Executive Committee.

No person shall exercise the rights of
membership at any meeting of the Associa-
tion until he has obtained his certificate for
the current year signed by the Corresponding
Secretary and Treasurer. A member may
withdraw from the Association at any time
by sending his resignation in writing to the
Corresponding Secretary.

Ordinary Meml ars shall have the right of
speaking and voting, Honorary Members and
Associates the right of speaking only.

8. The Executive Committee shall be sum-
moned to meet for despatch of business stated
in the notices of meeting by the Secretary, on
the requisition of the President or any three
members of the Committee ; shall have in
charge the general interests of the Association
in the intervals of it^^ Convenuons ; shall
supervise all arrangements for its meetings

;

shall have power to summon emergent Con-
ventions of the Association when deemed
desirable ; shall fill all vacancies in its own
body occurring during the official year ; and
shall report its proceedings for confirmation
at the Convention next ensuing.

\. The Executive Committee shall be held
to be in continual session during Convention^
to enregister and nominate Members and

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Associates, and to prepare and arrange the
business of each Session.

5. It shall be the duty of the President to
preside at all Conventions of the Assijciation

and meetings of the Executive Committee, to
appoint Scrutineers of Ballots and Auditors of
Accounts, and to conduct the bnsines^ of the
Association in accordance with the By Laws.
In the absence of the President, one of the
Vice-Presidents shall b^ appointed by the
meeting to preside

; and in the absence of all
the Vice-Presidents, a Chairman pro tempore
shall be elected on nomination of the meeting,
the Secretary, or Acting Secretary, putting
the question.

6. The Recording Secretary shall keep a
full and just record of the proceeding? of the
Association and Executive Cooamittee. The
Corresponding Secretary shall conduct all cor-
respondence not assigned by the Expcutive
Committee to other hands, and shall give
notice of Conventions and meetings of the
Executive Committee.

The Secretaries shall have their records of
business transacted present at all Conventions
and meetings of the Executive Committee,
and shall make such reports as may be asked
by the Convention or Committee, as the case
may be.

In the absence of either Secretary, an Act-
ing Secretary shall be apprioted by vote of
the Association or Executive Committee.
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7. The Treasurer shall he the custodian of
all moneys of the Convention, shall expend
the same in accordance with the votes of the
Association, or of the Executive Committee,
shall keep an exact account of the receipts
and disbursements of the Association, with
vouchers for money paid out, shall deposit
all funds of the Association in a chartered
Bank, shall make all payments by cheques
signed by the Corresponding Secretary and
Treasurer, shall prepni^e annually, or as often
as may be demanded by the Executive Com-
mittee, and Association, a Financial Abstract,
and shall give such bond for the faithful dis-
charge of his duties as may be reqiiredby the
Executive Committee.

8. The members of the Administrative
Commission under the I^ension Act, the Ke-
presentative to the Protestant Committee on
the Council of Public In=«truction, the Curator
and Librarian and all Committees appointed
to act during the intervals of Conventions,
shall report to the Convention following their
appointment.

Members of the Executive Committee who
attend meetings of the Committee held at
places distant from their homes shall be en-
titled to the reimbursement of their railway
and steamboat feres.
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RULES OF ordp:r of
CONVENTIONS.

1. Without the permission of the Chair
man, no member shall speak when there is no
motion before the Association, except in Com-
mittee of the Whole, or when a subject has
teen submitted for discussion.

2. Except to adjourn, to resolve into Com-
mittee of the Whole, to lay on the table, or
the previous question, no motion shall be put
from the chair until it has been delivered to
the Chairman in writing, with the names of
the mover and seconder attached.

3. The mover of a motion may speak to it
twice, but no other member more than once
nor any member more than fifteen minutes!
without the permission of the Chairman.

4. Should more than one member rise to
speak at the same time, the Chairman shall
decide who is entitled to the floor, and this
decision shall be without appeal.

5. On a point of order being raised while a
member is speaking, he shall at once take his
jeatj^ the point of order shall th^n be stated by
the momber objecting, and the Uhairman shall
then, without farther discussion, decide there-
on, stating the rule applicable to the case,
without comment.
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fj. If any member feel aggrieved by the de-
cision of the Chair, he may, except as provided
in Rule d, appeal to the Association. The
Chairman shall thereupon put the question
thus :

" Shall the decision of the Chair be sus-
tained?"

; The following^ motions shall not be de-

bateable: "To adjourn;" "To resolve into
Committee of the Whole;" "To lay on the
table ;" and " The previous question."

8. A motion to adjourn or to resolve into
Committee of the Whole shall always be in
order excei)t when a member is in possession
of the floor, when members are voting, when
an adjournment or to resolve into Committee
was the last motion, or when it has been de-
cided to put the main question.

9. Motions shall take precedence in the fol-

lowing order:

—

1. To adjourn.
2. To resolve into Committee.
3. To lay on the table.
4. The previous question.
5. Other motions and amendments in the

reverse order of motion except as m
the subjoined rule.

10. The previous question shall be put in
this form :

" Shall the main question be now
put ? " If this be affirmed, no further motions
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of debates shall be |)ermitted, but the maia
question shall be put without delay.

11. No amendment to a motion can be re-
ceived after an amendment to an amendment,
nor any motion except to adjourn, to resolve
into Committee, the previous question, or to
lay on the table.

12. The yeas and nays upon any question
shall be recorded in the minutes when called
for by five members.

18. When the Convention is resolved into
Committee, no motion can be entertained ex-
cept, " That this Committee rise," which shall
be voted on without debate, but cannot be
again put without permission of the Chair-
man.

14. After adoption, the minutes shall be
signed by the President, and countersigned by
the Secretary.
