I. Victoria, chap. 36, sec. 9.

“ And be it further enacted, That no will shall be valid unless it shall be in 
writing, and executed in manner hereinafter mentioned (that is to say), it shall be 
signed at the foot or end thereof by the Testator, or by some other person in his 
presence and by his direction ; and such signature shall be made or acknowledged 
by the Testator in the presence of two or more Witnesses present at the same time; 
and such Witnesses shall attest and shall subscribe the Will in the presence of the 
Testator ; but no form of attestation shall be net^ssary.”

N. B.—Wills executed prior to the first of January, 1838, are not affected by 
the new Act ; but any alteration therein, or Codicil thereto, must be executed in the 
manner before mentioned.

FORM OF A BEQUEST TO THE SOCIETY.

I give and bequeath to the "British American Book and Tract 
Society," instituted in Halifax, Nova Scotia, in the year 1867, the sum

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FOURTEENTH ANNUAL MEETING
OF THE

The Fourteenth Annual Meeting of the British American Book 
and Tract Society was held in the Y. M. C. A. Hall on Thursday, 
February 9th, 1882, at 8 o'clock, P. M. The President, Thomas A. 
Brown, Esq., occupied the chair.

After singing “ Stand up, Stand np for Jesus,” the Rev. Thomas 
Duncan offered prayer.

An abstract of the Annual Report was read by the Secretary.
The Hon. S. L. Shannon, in moving the adoption of the Report, 

congratulated the Society on the good attendance at its annual 
meeting. He spoke of the great value of both branches of the 
Colportage work—the sale of books in the homes of the people, and 
the personal effort to do good. He referred to a period in the history 
of Halifax when there was only one book-store, and libraries were 
exceedingly small ; also, to the great scarcity of books in country 
sections, where the Bible, “ Fourfold State,” “ Crook in the Lot,” 
“ Saints’ Rest,” “ Pilgrim’s Progress," and “ Cowper's Poems " 
constituted the beat libraries. A book added each year was consid­
ered a very valuable acquisition. Many families were only supplied 
with reading from the minister's saddle-bags, as he made the tour of 
his extensive circuits. This Society had done much to scatter good 
books, at a low rate, in sparsely settled sections in these Provinces. 
People often purchase books when taken to their doors, who would 
not go to book-stores for them. The persistent efforts of the Satanic 
press in circulating pernicious literature by sending catalogues to the 
pupils in public schools and inducing them surreptitiously to purchase 
and read books which corrupt their minds and hearts, and the groat

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necessity of using every effort possible to counteract this evil influence 
were pointed out.

fiev. Allan Simpson, in seconding the adoption of the Report, 
gratulatcd the Society upon the hopeful state of its work in . 
branch, as indicated by the Iteport just read, which he thought 
one of the best yet presented for adoption. He referred ° to the 
energetic and successful labors of the Secretary during the half of the 
last year,-and expressed confidence in the continued success of the 
Society’s operations. In urging the “ Special claims of the Society 
upon the public," Mr. Simpson enlarged upon the following heads

(1.) It is occupying a field that is not occupied by any other 
agency. Its work is home mission work, but home mission work 
outside that done by the several churches. Our agents go where 
there are no churches, no ministers, no lay readers and no local 
preachers. They go to the spiritually destitute, wherever they are, 
ami to whatever denomination they belong. The Society has a field 
all its own.
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(2.) Its field of work is the neediest JUd—a field that tea» not 
reached by the Churches before thin Society tea» organised, and that i» 
not being reached by them toalay, as the demand for our colporteur work 
testifies. It is to the bye-ways and back settlements of these Pro­
vinces that our agents go. It is the destitute they seek, ami 
wherever they fiud them they provide them with leaves from the 
Tree of Life.

(•1.) The Society it doing it» work economically. Every dollar 
given to it goes as far in doing good as a dollar can lie made to go. 
Our colporteur agency is the cheapest form of homo mission work, 
and at the same time very eff ctive,

(4.) The Society aim» at the mural ami spiritual well-being of the 
of the people, regardless of the interests of any sect or imrly. 

It is undenominational. It is Christian, but not sectarian, a heljier 
to all churches because a worker for the glory of Ood and the good of 
men. Christian people who pray together should lisve enterprises at 
which they can work together. This is such an enterprise. Here all 
evangelical Christians can meet In this work they can all unite 
their efforts. There is room for all and need of all.

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Thit work hew a claim on all patriot», for it it for the good of the 
country. It lias a claim on all Christians, for its one great purpose is 
to give the simple, pure, living Gospel to every creature in these 
Lower Provinces. These considerations should commend it to 
hearts and to our benevolent efforts.

After singing “ Our Blessed Bond of Union,” the Bov. Dr. Hill 
spoke upon “ Union in Christian work a characteristic of this Society." 
He said that “ U nion is strength" is fur from being a dreary platitude. 
The expressions respecting the sunrise and the tide, with its ebb and 
flow, are not dreary platitudes. The sunrise illuminates and cheers 
the world ; the tide bears to the broad Atlantic that which would 
cause disease and death and brings back health and life. These 
important truths and this maxim, “ Union is strength," is a truth that 
should be repeated until all feel its power. He was nyoiced that 
there was a platform upon which all could meet and work for 
mon object He pointed out the grand essentials ol 
faith as set forth in the Apostle’s Creed, and these were the truths 
most surely believed among us. It is possible to have differences of 
opinion as to Church government and many minor points, and yet bo 
fully in accord in circulating books which present the doctrines to 
which ho had adverted. He paid a high tribute to the work of the 
Bible Society, and said that the work of this Society came next in 
rank and importance. The Bible is God's mind, the photograph of 
His heart All other religious books are side lights and simply an 
effort to bring Bible truths within the comprehension of those not 
ablo to grasp them. He spoke highly of the Society’s work because 
it was carried on where churches could not overtake it, and of the 
great blessings it confers upon jieraons in out-ofthe-wny places. Ho 
referred to the self-denial and toil of the colporteurs in their work, 
and uiged upon Christians the doty of preying for them as well os 
giving of their means for their support In closing ho spoke of life’s 
brevity and the great need of prompt, energetic effort in Christian 
work. Hie best wislies wore with the Society in all its efforts to 
glorify God and benefit our fellow-countrymen.

After singing " Sowing the Seed," Bov. Dr. Bums a, ko upon 
Colportage as a means of projiagating the Gospel.* He spoke of

he early history of colportage in France and elsewhere, and quoted 

the opinions of D’Aubigne, Baxter, Cotton Mather, Dr. Duff and 
others, as to the inestimable value of good books, and of colportage as 
a means of distributing them. Baxter said “I would rather be° the

Dr. Burns then sketched the great need of colportage among the 

millions of the United States many years ago, and the wonderful 
work accomplished by Rev. R. Cook and the American Tract Society. 
He referred briefly to tne work in Scotland and England. Spurgeon, who 
employs over 40 colporteurs, says of the colportage system, “ We know 
of no way of doing good so cheap, so necessary, so useful, as colportage.
t h°!’eSt 0nd r’ieapett miHlet 0/ •^aelizaiion yet discovered"
Dr. Duff also declared «Colportage to be one of the noblest and worthiest 
of e^sUng enterprises." Rev. Mr. Gillies, the Scottish delegate to the 
American Tract Society’s Jubilee, told of from 400 to 500 colporteurs 
in the United Kingdom, and gave it as his matured judgment that 

I here is no agency or rather combination of two kinds of 
the living voice of earnest Christian agency,

is doing much to counteract the poison of the press, to counterwork 
those vultures of the mind that swoop down on the carrion of humanity, 
and to drive off those literary vampires that are sucking the life blood 
of the young. No stronger argument can be found for the continuance 
ami extension of such a work as ours, than the huge and hideous dimen­
sions attained by the Satanic press with its graduating scale of » bad 
worse worst," in the form of Periodicals, Pe|iere, Pictures, and Dime 
- ovels, crammed with blood and thunder adventures, and silly, sensual 
stones and songs that empty their fetid moral cesspools into so many 
homes, often unknown to parents and guardians, familiarizing our 
youth with doings of burglars, murderers, gambling hells, and dance 
houses ; making virtue ludicrous and vice attractive, converting 
highwaymen into heroes and harlots into heroines. The flood of this

scnsitional tmsh is at onr doors threatening to sap the foundation of 
religion and morality amongst us and bear away on its filthy bosom 
the scattered fragments of our most cherished institutions. Our 
special engine in opposing this is colportage.

Anthony Comstock is doing a noble work in seizing tons of vile 
literature ; but prevention is better than cure. We can best fight 
dark no* with light, foul air with fresh, and an impure literature 
by the cheap and easy supply of its opposite. This is what 
colportage system is most calculated to do. By it the Society seeks 
to place in the homes the “ Leisure Hour," “ Sunday at Home," and 
the « Boys and Girls’ Own Paper,” instead of those vile, voluptuous 
sheets filled with police reports, divorce court proceedings, social 
wrongs and obscene pictures. The nets of the enemy are everywhere ; 
too many are snared and taken. We would have the network of col-’ 
portage Bpread over our land. The speaker here briefly sketched the 
work already accomplished by the British American Book and Tract 
Society. One hundred and thirty years’ colportage work had been 
performed. Books sold worth 8128,000, and almost $10,000 worth 
given away. Protestant families found without the Bible numbered 
1.120, and 2303 househelds without any other religious books. He 
then referred to the great and pressing demand for our work in all 
the Provinces, especially Newfoundland, with its 1200 miles of coast 
and its hundreds of islands, and Labrador with its long stretch of const 
and numerous fishing harbors. Never was there a field fitter for 
colportage than ours or Deeding it more. Had we the means we could 
employ treble the number of men we have had for the past year. In 
bye-gone years wo have had liberal friends who guaranteed the extra 
cost of a colporteur. How can $330 be more profitably employed ?

TIMELY HELP.

Feeling keenly the vast wants of the Provinces in which our Col­
portage o|)erations are carried on, we brought the facts to the notice 
of the Committee of the Religious Tract Society of London. The 
Society, with that liberality which has ever distinguished its dealings 
with us, granted terms for the supply of stock for this branch of the 
work which will most materially assist in future operations.

Encouraged by this concession, and strong in the belief that increased 
donations will be forthcoming for the ensuing year, we have resolved 
to increase the number of Colporteurs employed so that during 1882, 
ten years of labor may be performed. It is expected that them home 
missionaries will circulate by sale, books worth $10,000, and by grants 
to the needy, publications valued at $1000.

1 rotestant families to the number of 1320 have been found destitute 
of the Bible and 2303 households destitute of all religious books 
except the Bible. Those in want were in all instances supplied. We 
may add that in the item of bad debts there has been practically 
distributed $600.00 worth of books for which the Society was never 
paid ; but it is hoped that the books thus circulated will do none the 
less good on that account. It is proof of prudent management

REV. C. H. SPUBGEON’S “COLPORTAGE ASSOCIATION."

In his history of the Metropolitan Tabernacle, Spurgeon says :__
Although in order of time Colportage was our third work, 

very far from considering it to bo of third-rate importance ; on the 
contrary, «re believe it to be one of the must efficient and economical 
agencies in existence, and, as education increases, it will be more and 
more so. The sale of vicious literature can only bo met by the 
distribution of good books : these can only be scattered in rund dis­
tricts by carrying the good books to the doors. Scotland lias long 
had a grand staff of colporteurs."

“The work was forced upon us in 1866, by tho earnestness of a 
generous friend at the Tabernacle. Six
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that year and the next, and it was not easy to find the means for 
their support ; this enterprise seemed one plant too many in our 
garden, and had it not been for the persevering entreaties of the 
principal promoter of the work, we should have allowed it to die out. 
In 1872 the work began to grow, and God’s good hand was with it, 
so that thirteen men were employed. In 1874, thirty-five 
employed, and the sales reached £3,000 ; and in 1876, forty-fine 
were employed.

“ The Society is unsectarian in principle, after the 
the 1-melon City Mission. Each man costs £80 per annum, but on 
the receipt of £40 a year from any lovers of a fnll and free salvation, 
a colporteur will be appointed to the district which the donor 
select Many churches find such a man to he the best and cheapest 
worker imutjinublc.

“ I’he colporteur not only endeavors to sell books, but he visits 
from door to door, and in doing so converses with the people alxmt 
their souls, prays with the sick, and leaves a tract at each cottage. 
He is frequently able to hold prayer meetings, open air services and 
Bible-readings. He gets a room, if possible, and preaches, founds 
Hands of Hope, and makes himself generally useful in the cause of 
religion and tenqier.ince; Ho is in fact at first a missionary, then a 
preacher, and hy-and-by in the truest sense a pastor. We have 
noble men.

“ lhe book-hawker stands upon a vantage ground ns a house to 
house iniseionnry. His pack is a |mssport to every d*or, the attempt 
to sell is an opportunity for declaring the Gospel, and the book itself 
is a ready text When we think of 300,000 visits paid in 
among a priest-ridden peasantry, we are encouraged, and give God the 
glory. But we cannot restrain the sigh, ' O that some rich steward* 
of the Lord would look on this work and help ns to increase it’

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EXTRACTS FROM COLPORTEURS’ REPORTS.

M. writes : “ In C. I had a very refreshing season in speaking to 
the people of things pertaining to Godliness I had a meeting every 
night I was there. They had no minister, and the people seemed to 
hunger for the bread of life. In S. I could not sell many books, 
owing to the scarcity of money; but we had some very good meetings. 
It was with difficulty I got away from the people so soon. I found 
the people in both places very anxious to buy books. In B. I found 
the people anxious both to purchase books and attend meetings. I 
came to a house one evening about dark, and was asked by my host 
after tea, if I would address a meeting if he would call in the neigh- 
liors. I hesitated, as the night was dark and it was difficult to get the 
people together; but very soon we had a r6om full of attentive hearers, 
and God was present to bless. In the same place was a young man 
who was converted in a meeting we had previously held there. At 
■ I addressed the Gaelic people, and found it good to speak to 
them of Jesus, in their mother tongue. I have addressed a large 
number of meetings, all of which (weather permitting) were well 
attended. The tears shod and hearts mode glad bear witness to the 
power of the simple story of a crucified Saviour. If we hod not many 
conversions, we are sure that God’s people were refreshed and n\ude 
joyful in the house of prayer. 1 hope that when the good Shepherd, 
who said * Feed my lambs,’ shall appear, many will lift up their 
hands and bless the Lord for the Society's work of faith and labor of 
love.”

“I find the people of C—d more anxious to buy books than before. 
I find where I have previously sold books, the people are unxions for 
more now. A woman said, • I saw some of your books in such a 
house, ami they are splendid. I must buy some from you this time.’ 
Another said, ‘That little book you left with me lust full is the best 
book I ever saw, I kept it out ever since ; and now I am awaiting 
its return to give it to n sceptic in the neighbourhood.’ The people 
ls-gin to appreciate good books for Sunday reading ; for as a general 
thing the Lord's day is taken for reading their newspa|>ers. 
people are so anxious to buy in some cases, that they will search the 
cupboards, drawers, and the children's boxes for cents, to buy a good 
bonk. I meet with some discouragements. Not long since a woman 
told me she did not read anything but novels ; and she threw a tract 
I hail given her, at my feet in great anger. Many, both old and young, 
are demoralized by reading trashy novels Wherever I went the 
|>coplo received mo gladly and treated me kindly. They always look 
upon the colporteur as a messenger of |>eaoe, carrying his load of the 
leaves of the 1 tree of life,’ which are for the ' healing of the nations.’

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Many a wounded soul is thus reached through the efforts of the 
Society, soothed, comforted, and refreshed by a tract, book, or word 
spoken in season, which otherwise would have to feed on his own 
sorrow,—‘ eating ashes like bread, and mingling his drink with 
weeping.’ "

H. 8., writing from P. E. I., says : “In my work I am looked for, 
and the people seem glad to welcome me with books, and to have me 
oiler prayer with them. I often meet with the siok and dying, who 
prize very highly a visit and the tracts distributed. I pray night and 
day for God s blessing upon the good books sold and given away. 
It seems that I am every day in the way of doing good, by leading 
sinners to Christ, rejoicing the hearts of the aged and poor, and 
strengthening Christians. Books are often treasured up for years, and 
prized highly. I was shown a good hook not long since that was 
bought 18 years ago. “Doddridge’s Rise and Progress” was made 
the means of the conversion of a young man in E. A lady testified 
that a few words spoken to her at her father’s house, eight years 
before, were the means of her conversion. Now she is training up 
her children for God. One tells me of a book being the mean's of 
the conversion of several now living good lives. Thus good influences 
expand and become infinite."

M. reports : “ This month I am trying to visit the back settlements 
and mountains, and find it very difficult on account of the snow. On 
the mountains it is constantly drifting, so that I cannot make out tlm 
track between the houses. I called a meeting, and the people from 
the neighbouring hills and comers came together, so I had a chance 
of giving tracts to all. Those of them who were able to do so, bought 
books. The jieople are very kind, and willing to buy if they have 
money. In the house where I held the meeting, a young man is 
dying of consumption. I left “Gleaning for invalids,” “Christ is 
all,” and a number of tmots with him.”

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Last week I visited------ Mountain, On the side of the mountain
are two families that cannot he reached easily by lmrse uivl sleigh. 
1 took a friend and went on foot through the woods. The first of 
these I visited was very poor. The father and mother were not home. 
I asked the children il they had a Bible. They shewed me the only 
one in the house—a small pocket Bible sewed up with strings, and 
so black and finger worn that I could not read much of it. Tasked 
them if there was any other good book in the house. They said 
‘There was one which they called my mother’s book.’ It was 
McLean's song-book. I left them a Bible, “ Follow Jesus," and a good 
many tracts. The next one I visited was a little better off. When 
1 asked for a Bible to have worship with them, two got up to search 
for it. At last they found it on the top of a door. When it

l
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removed from its quiet resting place, I saw a cloud of dust, and I had 
to remove a coating of dust before using it. I rebuked the father for 
not reading his llible, but he excused himself by saving ‘I have no 
talents for that.’ ”

F. writes from Newfoundland : “ After a few months’ experience I 
xvas in a position to judge of the value of the woik, having during 
that time travelled over a large stretch of the southern shore of 
Newfoundland. In most of the small communities there 
dearth of books. I found the people (with few exceptions) anxious 
to buy books. Parents appeared grateful for the opportunity afforded 
of buying books for themselves aud children ; spoke of the loneliness 
they felt during the fall and winter months, when the wind was high, 
or when the bays were packed with drift ice, and they were thus 
prevented from receiving a visit from their missionary, or any of their 
relatives or friends. Would say to one another 1 what a treat it will 
lie to hearken to the mailing those ere strange books, xvhen the boy 
and maidens be at home.’ ”

A missionary's field of labor often extends for fifty, sixty or eighty 
miles along the coast, his flock being widely scattered, and frequently 
txvo or three families dxvelling in a cove, eight or ten miles from 
another small settlement. I have been told by men that the parson 
could not manage to visit them oftener once in three or four 
months, and then only have time to preach one sermon.”

“ It is impossible to ascertain the amount of good that families and 
thereby communities have received by the introduction, into house­
holds, of such works as your Society furnishes to the Colporteur. 
This branch of Christian enterprise being like all others, the casting 
of bread upon the waters, which xvill be found after many days.”

“The head of a household was brought to see his need of pardon for 
sin and peace with God, through listening to the reading of Bonar’s 
“ God’s Way of Peace.” Mon hardened in sin and old in years, have 
had their hearts softened and been led to trust in a crucified Redeemer, 
by hcaripg read, sermons preached by D. L. Moody. Mothers in 
Israel who had grown xveary with the burthen and heat of the day, 
have had their spiritual strength renewed by meditating on some of 
the passages in “ Baxter’s Saints' Rest,” getting glimpses of the glory 
land and the rest that remaineth for the people of God. Streaks of 
spiritual and moral light have entered the humble cabin of the fisher­
man, situated in some wild cove on the storm-swept shores of New­

Many persons in------ bought books because my visit last year proved"
a blessing to them ; others bought them on account of iheir love for 
the Society and its benevolent work. I have to thank the ministers 
for their kind support in my work. Rev. J. A. encouraged me to 
address a meeting appointed on a week evening. Brethren were 
present to assist, and we had n good time. I have taken part in 73 
religious meetings during the year, and hope that much good has 
been done, for which I give God all the glory. During the year I 
found 20 families without Bibles, and 35 without any other religious 
books. Many manifest utter indifference to personal religion, and 

have prayer in their families, although they have a place in the
church. On the east of------ Island I found 6 families without Bibles,
and 16 families without any other religious books. I visited a family 
lately in which quarrelling was very common. The husband had just 
been beating his wife. I talked with him, gave him “Come to Jesus.” 
and some suitable tracts, and prayed with the family. Hope that 

good was effected. Such books as “ Come to Jesus,” and " Line 
upon Line, have given the people a desire for good books. They 
are fond of books with large print Scores of them can barely read, 
and the large type books are eagerly seized by them.”

lruit."
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J. T. writes from New Brunswick : “ Wherever I have sold books 
during the past few years, I notice an increased desire for good reading. 
Instead of having supplied tho people with all the books they wish, I 
find that reading one book gives the desire for another, so that as 
long as the country is inhabited, there will be an increasing demand 
for good literature. During the year I have visited most of the 
settlements on the eastern shore, irom Richibucto to Campbelltown, 
and a number in the Province of Quebec. I also visited many places 
in the County of York, at the first of the year. In all I have sold 
#1631 worth of books, and made grants to the needy to the value of 
8123 93, and addressed 10 meetings. Although I have not many 
thrilling incidents to report, yet I hope that the tens of thousands of 
good books circulated, and the family visits made, will do very much 
for the glory of God. Some hardships and much self-denial have been 
undergone in my work, but these are counted as nothing in the good 
work to \i hich I have devoted so considerable a portion of my life, 
Sometimes I cross a river with my waggon in two canoes, and again 
I ford the stream. Now and then I find difficulty in securing a place 
to lodge for the night, but as a ruin I am kindly treated. Some fail 
to appreciate the Society’s benevolent work, and say, ‘The Society 
would not bother sending men out unless it paid it tc do so,’ 
entirely forgetting that no pecuniary dividends ever .accrue to the 
members of the Society, and that the chief object of its existence is 
to supply the poor with the Bible and good books.

ing, and am sure that if the Secretary repeats his visits to the chief 
places in New Brunswick there will be increased donations."
