In Protestant countries, as Catholic
journals are continually explaining, the
sacramentality of Christian marriages
does not even depend upon the presence
of the Catholic pastor. Catholies who
marry without this, require repentance
and absolution before re-approaching
the Commumion, and then, as Arch-
bishop Heiss instructs us, their mar-
riages may be blessed, but they are not
to be repeated. A valid conjugal con-
sent, even though given in mortal sin,
unites them sacramentally, and no sub-
sequent nuptial rites can have any
sacramental eflicacy.
