Spain enjoys the services of Dona Moria
del Pilar Besenguela, This maiden was
born in 1861, and is the king’s sister.

Her husband,
the Duke, is one of the richest men in Eu-
rope, and so Spain pays his wife the beg-
ﬁ:rly salary of $50,000 a year. Queen Isa-
1la has a husband who does not live on the
Rue Roi de Rome, bnt on the Champs Ely-
sees. 1 used to see him pottering about
under the trees of the avenue, a dapper little
man, whom I was wont to fancy a teacher of
dance music until I learned that he was an
illustrious Prince and king consort of Spain.
