WHO WILL GET THE LION’S SHARE?

Lord Charles Beresford’s prediction as
to the outcome of the Chinese war, which
appears 1n another column, is a most
sensible one. In substance, he says that
the war will be military rather than mari-
time and that the nation which puts the
most troops in the field will win supre-
macy in the Oriental empire. England
has 600,000 troops in India, most of whom
can be quickly transferred to the seat of

cupy the southern and western provinces.
Soon some of the 200,000 troops in South
Africa could be sent to China. In addi-
tion to this, reserves could be called upon
from the British Isles, with contingents
from Canada, Australia and New Zealand.
Within a very short time Great Britain
could have a grand army in the field in
China that would outnumber those of any
other nation. Russia can only come 1n
from the north, and as the trans-Siberian
railway is not yet completed, the force
which she could muster would not be
large. Hadl the trouble in China been de-
layed for a few years the situation might
have been different, as then the trans-
Siberian ‘railway would have then beén
completed to the Pacific seaboard, and
Russia could pour an immense army into
China and thus have taken much of its
territory. As the situation now is, Great
Britain will get by far the larger and
more «desirable portion of the Chinese
empire, or the greater sphere of influence
if  she wants it, and by
the time - the Russian railway
is finished the British, will be as
firmly established in China as they are in
1ndia. From .the present appearance of
affairs in China, the end of the war will
find Ruseia largely out in the cold, when
it comes to the partition of the territory
of the Chinese empire. 4

PRODUCTION OF COPPER.

There has been a wonderful increage in
the production of copper in' the past 100
years, but as great as it is, the consumy-
tion is far greater. According to the 1e-
port prepared by the bureau of statistics
of the treasury department of the Umt-
od States, the world’s production at the
beginning of the century amounted 10
about 9,000 tons per annum. Lasi year
it reached 463,000 tons. It has doubled
since 1885, when it amounted to 225009
tons, and trebled since 1880, when tie
output was 154,000 tons. During the Iust
decade the production has shown every
year an increase of 5 to 10 per cent over
the previous year. At the same time tle
visible supply bhas decreased, which goes
to show that the consumption has made
even more rapid progress than the pro-
duction. During the present decade
North America has produced more .han
half of all the copper of the world, or
1,963,000 tons out of a total of 3,643,000

The accommodation for the fire depart-
ment is fair. The chief and the assistant
chief have each separate rooms, and there
is a general dormitory 30x30 feet. There
is a sitting room of 27x19 feet, and be-
sides there are well appointed lavatories.
The plans are labeled, “Plans for a bric:
fire hall for Rossland, B, C.” The specifi-
cations, however, describes them as plans
for a fire hall and a public library. The
firemen: should, of course, have a gymna-
sium, if one can be provided.

The least accommodation necessary for
a public library should be a large public
reading room of the gize she«n an the
plans, and a smaller room for ladies alone.
There should be a good sized room in
which could be arranged papers and peri-
odicals. There should be an office for the
librarian, from which he could issue and
receive books and make the entries on the
borrowers’ cards and upon his own books,
so that run may be kept of the volumes
in and out of the library. The shelving
should be so arranged that the books for
borrowers could be kept in one place and
the books of reference, which are not to
be loaned, in another. In addition to
this, there should be a small room for the
repair of books that have been injured
by usage.

It has been suggested that in order to
give the proper library room needed, in
the space shown in the plans, that an
additional half story be added to the
builing. Instead of the unsighily flat
roof, one that is pitched. could be made,
and in this.another floor could be laid,
and this would cost but little, and would
provide the necessary accommodation for
the library, until the time comes when
the city can afford a separate library
building.

- There is a great need for a library in
this city. Books are few and hard to
get at. There are nearly 1,000 children
in this city, and their number is constant-
ly growing. The public owes it to itself
that these youngsters should be given a
‘thance to read goddi books. In addition
to this there are hundreds of young men
md ‘women’ as well a8 the n‘uddle aged

and old, who will appreciate and find the

library both useful and entertaining. The
library is the public’s university. Out-
side of its mere utility it will make Ross-
land a pleasanter place to live in. Pub-
lic libraries are coming to be recognized
as necessities and noY luxuries all over
the eivilized world, and Rossland must
not be behind the rest of the world in
this respect. {

It is sincerely hoped, therefore, that
the attempt to make a side issue of the
public library will only meet with de-
feat, and that the wishes of. the ratepa
ers, as expressed at the ballot box, will
1be carried out. The fire hall, the equip-
ment of the fire department and the 1i-
brary, should each be given their share
of the $25,000, but one should not be fav-
ored at a loss to the other.

LON FRENOH MEETS A HORRIBLE
DEATH SUNDAY.

A Strap Broke on a Windlas Hope and
He Plunged to Death in the Green
Mountain Mine.

Lon French, a miner doing contract
work in the Green Mountain mine, came
to a horrible death by falling ~down the
shaft early Sunday morning. He leaves a
wife and two children, who reside in this
city. Deceased was a member of the
Miners’ Union, and was about 33 years
of age.

Deceased had been in the habit of be-
ing lowered down the shaft by attaching
a strap to the windlass rope, in which~ he
put his foot. Last night he was abcut to
go to the 150-foot level, inteading to in-
struct two new men about some wors. He
attached the foot-strap as usual, snd step-
ping off from the collar of the shaft, put
his foot into the sling. Somehow the
strap snapped when his whole weight was
resting on it, and before he had time to
grip the rope to support himself he was
dasted down the shaft, death being in-
stajtaneous. A messenger was 1mmedi-
ately despatched to town and Undertaker
Beatty went out to the mine and brought
in the body.

' NEWS IN CHINATOWN.

Celestials Do Not Believe Report of the
Emperor’s Death.

Chinatown was all agog last night, as
well it might be, as a weekly Chinese pup-
lication at. San Francisco, which numbers
a large circle of subscribers in this city,
had been received, and among its news
items it contained ine unconfirmed re-
port of the assassination of the youthful
Emperor of the Flowery Kingdom, Kwang
Hsu. The news soon spread around the
city, and it was not long' before quite a
number of the late Emperor’s subjects had
gathered in the store of Wong Wo Chong, |
a wealthy merchant of Chinatown, whose
place of business is in the row of stores
opposite the old C. P. R. depot.

Attracted by the gathering, a Miner re-
presentative entered the store. Now,
your wily Celestial is no fool, and before
the scribe could gain the information he
wanted, he had to use much persuasive
language to get those present to talk.
Chong, the proprietor, refused to be in-
terrogated, but finally an almond eyed
Chinaman, who, when he so desired, spoke
the Queen’s language fluently consented
to act as interpreter. Asked if the re- |
ports contained in the paper were cor- |
rect he indignantly replied in the nega-

As 1o
the death of Emperor Kwang Hsu, who
it is reported was forced to take poison,
they do not believe it—or they wiil not.
Of the Empress Dowager, Tze Hsi luan
Yu, said to be the author of the terrible
edict, “tu fan kwei,” which means, “kill
the foreign devils,” the local Celestials ap-
pear to know little. But what they do
know is that there is mo one in China
wio has any power over them in
country to make them return home, and
with this knowledge they remain perfect-
ly contented.

IS STILL IN FORCE.

Dr. Sinclair Says There Is Smallpox on
the Other Side.

Chief Quarantine Officer Dr. Sinclair,
was seen Lhursday afternoon at his oftice
by a Miner representative regarding thz
quarantine situation and {he necessity
of keeping it in force. The doctor has
sole charge of all officers along the inter-
pational boundary line in British QOlm-
bia, and from his subordinates is in re:
ceipt of reports which keep him in touch
with the situation at all times. He re-
ports that there is not a g‘mgle case of
smallpox within his jurisdiction at the
present time. Speaking of the removal
of the quarantine, in answer to a ques-
tion, he said: “I am acting under instruc-
tions irom the Dominion authorities to
keep it in force, and until the Ottawa au-
thorities, in their wisdom, decide to with-
draw it, it will be maintained.”

“he Dominion government (has had
this matter in hand for the past two
months, and the work has been done
without friction or - annoyance. Let me
show you the difference between the Do-
minion authorities and their predecessors,
the provincial authorities. The provin-
cial officers used to charge $1 for vaccina-
tion or for issuance of a certificate. This
was against the law, and also against good
judgmenit. The Dominion officials issue
certicates free of charge l‘l,ld also vacci-
“But doctor,” .asked the scribe, “is" there
any real necessity for continuing the quar
antine? Are there any cases reported to
you from the other side?”

“There are certdinly a number of cases,
as I wili prove to you,” he replied. “sut
let me say in advance that people here
do not see any mention of it in the
American papers. They fear to publish
these facts, else it might injure the busi-
ness of the town. Recently I sent out a
circular letter fo the principal towns of

Washington, Oregon, Idaho and Western
Montana, requesting information regard-

ing the extent, if any, of smallpox, and
the number of cases. The health officers
kindly replied, giving me such informa-
tion as was in their possession. The re-
port from Seattle said that at that time
there were 15. cases. A small town in
Washington along % “line of one of the
railroads, had 15 cases, and closed up the
public schools.”

“What was the name of the town, doc-
tor?” was asked.

“I cannot recall .it just at present, but
it was one of the smaller places,” he re-
plied. Continuing, he said: “There is
still a number of isolated cases in Spo-
kane. These are principally quarantined
at their homes. Not long since in Butte
I had a report of 180 cases and as far as
I know the quarantine there has not yet
been lifted, though I understand that
the disease is dying out. People who
think the quarantine should be raised are
disappointed politicians or those who were
unable to obtain a job. I want to say
that the inspectors use every kindness
and give as little annoyance as possible in
examining incoming passengers on the
train. Ail they want is a certificate prov-
ing vaccination, or an examination of the
arm showing marks of recent vaccination.
Otherwise they must undergo vaccination,
or stand the consequences—arrest.”

A NEW PLACER FIELD

An Old River_ Bed Filled With Aurifer=
‘ ous Gravel.

WAS ONCE A LARGE WATERWAY

The Prospectors whe Discovered it Found Con-
siderable Gold in the Gravel but Water Pre-
vented them From Reaching Bedrock.

Mr. Thomas Keelar and Cornelius Mec-
Kinnon are in the city from a hitherto
unexplored section, which lies north of
Burnt Basin and east of Franklin camp.
They have spent the past five weeks in
exploring it. It is a very mountainous
country, witn heavy timber and large
creeks. Omne of the largest waterfalls was
found there that exists in this portion of
British Columbia. Five hundred inches

of water falls perpendicularly for a dis-
tance of 115 feet. These talls are on wnat
is known as'the east fork of Sander creek
which flows into Christina lake. The
most important discovery was a new
placer field. Mr. Kellar in speaking about
the mines of that section yesterday, said:
“There are a number of promising leads
in that section, and some of them are of
enormous size. We measured ome with
a tape line and found 1t to be 150 feet
in width, and could be traced for a
length of several claims. We think that
these big ledges are free milling from the
fact that we found free gold in the wash
in the creeks near them. The ore is a
white quartz carrying oxides of iron. The
most trustworthy sign uvout these big
ledges is that the quartz is more or less
decomposed. The country rock is birds-
eye porphyry and lime shale. Messrs.
McKinnon and Menz have staked three
claims there. I intend to make another
trip in there. .
“What I consider the most valuable find
in there was made on the return trip,
when coming back to the Burnt Basin by
a different route from what we had tak-
en when going out. We found in the
bed of an old river valuable placer ground.
The river bed rung at right angles with
the creeks of the country and cuts the
formation. We traced the river bed for
a distance of two and a half miles,-and in
some places 1v is over 200 feet wide. It
must have been a very big waterway,,
about as large as the Columbia river for
several miles above Trail. We sunk on
it at the most promising points and got
most satisfactory results in coarse gold.

ROSSLAND CAPITAL.IS DEVELOP-
ING THE CHRISTINA.

A Splendid Strike of Six Feet of Quartz
Has Just Been Made—News oi Other
Claims Being Worked.

Bannock City, B. C., July 1.—(Special.)
Situated 14 miles up the north fork of the
Kettle river from Grand Forks on ﬂl‘
main wagon road, which goes 40 m“le’
further mnorth to Franklin camp, t::'

lace is gradually becoming known to the
gnning world. Tt lies at the base of Path-
finder mountain, ip what is known as
Brown’s camp. The place boasts of an
excellent stopping house, known as the
Headquarters Hotel, which is run by J.
W. Shaw, a former Rossla:lt}e‘!'. hThe're
are also half a dozen dwelling houses.
AS,-oi,m., the townsite and surrounding
it in every direction, from the bank of
the river to the summit of Pathfinder
mountain, are mineral locations. At the
time of the visit of the correspondent of
the Miner there was much activity 1n
camp. He had occasion to visit many of
the nearby mineral claims, and though
Lo large amount of development had been
performed or any great depth gained,
there was sufficint to prove the existence
of many mineral bearing ledges, mainly of
quartz, and measuring from a few inches
up to six and 10 feet in width. These
ledges have a general trend north and
south and dipped invariably east into ine
mountain at about 45 degreees. The veivs

»v. He was informed, when enquiring re-
garding the values that the quartz runs
from a trace to as high as $130 in gold
and silver, On the surface the ore ap-
pears to be free milling. This may or
may not be the case with deptin

At the present time the property at-
tracting the attention of those in camp,
on account of a truly remarkable find of
quartz, was the Christina. It is owned
by the Kettle River Mines, Limited, a
company promoted by 8. Thornton Lang-
ley, a- wellkknown mining operator of
Rossland. At the time of the correspon-
dent’s visit, the men had uncovered, just
immediately across Hornet creek, in =a
steep bank, what is believed to be the
extension of the 98 lead, known as the
Christina east or No. 3 lead. . The ledge
as opened up. was fully six feet in width
of well mineralized quartz, It was the
intention to run an adit tunnel, as the
steepness of the mountain at that point
gave every facility for mining at depth.
and !there was about 600 feet of ground to
run through.

The main development of the.Chrisiina
has been confined to the west or No. 1
vein, next to the river, but it had to be
abandoned on account of the water flood-
ing the. workings. Here a crosscut tun-
ne! was run 25 feet, it cuf through a six
foot vein of quartz, in place, which was
dipping into the hill. At the end of the
tunne] it was decided to sink a winze
and thus follow the ore down on its dip.
A winze was started but work was sus-
pended on account of the water coming
in. Captain Frank D. Howe, a promin
ent mining engineer of Spokane, who ex-
amined the property for the company,
sampled this ledge with. the following re-
sults: Four feet of clear quartz with lit-
tle iron, $10.50 in gold; two feet of quartz
with iron, $26.80 in gold; grab of dump
sample from winze, $6.95, and a picked
sample gave $96 in gold per ton. Other
development of this ledge is a prospecting
shaft 12 feet deep, apparently on the
east wall of the ledge.

East again.is the
Richmond, owned by F. MecGuire, a
pioneer of the camp. Mr. McGuire has
developed his claim by four tunnels, with
over 300 feet of work. He has opened up
the ledge on each side of Hornet creek.
Each tunnel has been driven on the vein,
and he reports values in gold from $2 to
$32.40. - North of the Christina is the
Derby, owned by Pringle and Cedargreen
They have opened up ledges by running
crosscut tunnels and at present are driv-
ing on what is known as the centre lead.

. North again of the Derby is the-Arling-
ton fraction. The owners, Stonechest
brothers, are sinking a shaft om the
ledge. To the east of camp is the Mam-
moth and Diamond Hitch claims, ‘owned
by a Grand Forks company. The claims
have an immense ironcap ledge, which
has been exploited by two shafts and a
series of open cuts. North of this grour
is the Little Bertha, also‘owned by a
company., The ledge Is of quartz and is
developed by a 180-foot tunnel run to
connect with a 45-foot shiaft. Good values
are said to be found in the quartz. The
Pay Ore is developed by a 200-foob tun-
nel. It was not visited as work had been
suspended for some time. The ledge is
also of quartz. On the summit of Path-
finder mountain is the Pathfinder mine,
equipped with a compressor plant. -The
correspondent was informed that it had
a splendid showing, and was developed
at depth by 2 dhaft. Time did not allow
him to visit it.
