Lines About Lamps,

To prevent oil from oozing over the top
of the burner, turn the wick down afteid he
light is- out.

Rub the wicke, do not cut them. A new
wick must be started right. Loose threads
must be clipped off to start with ; but when
once in shape, the necessity for clipping
must be very rare.

Be sure that mo bit of charred wick or
burned fly or moth is left in the lower part
of the burner. There is danger of these
ignitiffg and setting fire to the oil in the
reservoir. A clean, unbroken lamp is not
dangerous.

If a lamp has been left standing with a
little oil in, it-should not be lighted until
filled and the burner carefully wiped. It is
possible that gas may have formed andmade
the lamp, as it stande, unsafe if lighted
before refilling.

When a lamp is first lighted, leave the
flame low until the metal of the burner is
heated, then turn as high as possible, with-
out smoking. ~ This secures a clear, steady
flame,

To clean burners,boil in water inwhich sal
soda has been dissolved. Put onc teaspoon-
ful to every quart of water.

To prevent chimneys from cracking, put
them before using into a large pan and
cover them with cold water. Bring the
water slowly toa boil. Take the pan off of
the fire and let the chimneys cool slowly in
the water. A

If the brass catches of a burner are too
tight, the chimney will break as it expands
with the heat, These catches are easily
loosened without injuring the lamp.

Mr. Haggart presented the resolutions in
favor of railway subsidies of which notice
had Alrudg been given, and which have
been published.

Mr. Laurier prolested Ime‘y against
bringing down resolutions involving such &
large sum and upon o important a question
at such a late hour of the session. The
resolutions numbered sixty, and called for
the expenditure of several millions. Now
that so many members were absent, and so
many others were preparing to go, it was
quite i ible that these questions should
be fairl

ussed.

Mr. McMillan (Huron) drew attention to
the report of John McQueen, British farm
delegate to the Maritime Provinces. He
said this report was suppressed by the Gov-
ernment, and only brought to light when
the Opposition insisted upon its production

Mr. Colter followed 'in & plea for free
trade relations for his province with the
United States.

Mr. Mills (Bothwell) drew attention to
the administzation of the Department of
Indian Affairs, which he claimed, demanded
investigation by the House. He complained
of the large amount expended on salaries,
no less than $560,000 being paid out in this
way, out of all proportion to the services
rendered. He was confident that the
efficiency of the service could be increased
and $100,000 wiped off the salaries. The
service had no other purpose than to pen-
sion off party followers on the public
treasury. In one agency the amount dis-
tributed among the Indians was less than
half that paid the white men for salaries.

Mr. Miﬂa concluded his address on the
Indian Department management, criticizing
the payment of salaries to unncecessary
officiale.

Mr. Dewdney, replying, said he was dis-
appointed in the hon. gentleman’s speech,
a8 he usually profited by his criticism, but
he feared he could not upon this occasion.
He contended that the expenditures alleged
to be extravagant were in fact necessary to
the strict supervision of the Indians, with-
out which the Indians would retrograde.
It must not be forgotten that the agencies
were spread over a vast area.

On the item, commercial agencies $5,0C0,

Mr. Paterson asked for an explanation,
for, as he understcod, the expenditures
under ‘this head were not all upon com-
mercial agencies.

Mr. Foster said that already the com-
mercial agency system had been establish.d
in France.

or the purpose of honoring the memory of

putlic men who had passed away, he could
not fairly object to this item. -But Canada
had lately lost a great man, one of her
ablest statesmen, one who in his (Mr. Lau-
rier’s) estimation, stood as high as the late
Premier. Lf this policy was to be pursued,
the liberality of the Governmnent and the
House shauld not be confined to one side of
politics.

Mr. Foster said he agreed with the view
taken of the late Mr. Mackenzie. The
Government had considered the subject of a
monument in his memory, and would con-
sider it further, but they did not reach such
a conclusion a8 would justify a vote being
asked at this time.

Mr. McMullen eaid that though Sir John
Macdonald had ruled the destinics of the
country for a quarter of a century, thi¢ was
not regarded by all the people of this coun-
try as & good thing, but many regarded it
rather as a misfortune.

Mr. Landerkin asked if the trade with
the West Indies was growing in a manner
satisfactory to the Minister of Finance.

Mr. Foster replied that it was improv-

ing.

%vl r. Landerkinquoted the tradeand naviga-
tion returns to show that from 1875 to 1877
inclusive the trade with the West Indies
was 811,409,684, while from 1885 to 1887
inclusive it was $6,582,269, a falling off of
over four millions. . This did not seem to
him a satisfactory state of affairs.

Mr. Mills contended that the prime diffi-
culty as to exports was that Canada put
barriers in. the-way of imports from the
West Indies. The experience of the world
proved that goods could not be sold by one
nation to another unless it was prepared to
take in return what that other had to sell.
1t was because she recognized this principle
that Britain’s foreign trade had grown to
such enormous proportions.

After further discussion the item passed.

Two Epliaphs.

Remarkable are two epitaphs, the first of
which is said to be upon a tombstone in the

PATENT MEDICINE PROFITS,

The Manufacturer's Fricnd is the Fellow
who Buys the Second Bottle.

“ A patent medicine that is retailed at
$1 a bottle must not cost the manufacturer
more than 10 cents a bottie,” declared the
inventor of a medicine at & secret meeting
of the druggists the other day.

“If it does,” he addcd, ** the manufac-
turer won’t make enough to maintain his
family on. The druggist pays G) cents for
the preparation. That leaves an apparent
margin of 50 cents a bottle to the producer.
But at the start the advertieing will cost
him 75 eents a bottle, leaving a deficit of 25
cents. In other words, it costs about 75
cents to induce one man to buy his first
bottle of patent medicine.

 The profit lies in the fact that the man
doesn’t stop at the first bottle, but keeps on
buying it and advising his friends to buy it.
A ‘medicine has to turn the corner, as it
were, before producing it pays. Some of
the concerna collapse while they’re waiting
for the citizen to buy his second bottle.—
New York Herald.

The End of a Long Sult.

The Supreme Court of Canada on Tues-
day gave judgment in the case of Brond-
head -vs., The Penman Manufacturing
Company, of Paris, an action to compel the
defendants to pay royalties on a patent.
The plaintiff is an American and he com-
menced this action over three years ago,
Mr. F. C. Moffatt, of Toronto, being ﬁis
golicitor and Messrs. Crerar, Crerar &
Bankier, of this city, solicitors for the de-
fendants. The action was tried befere
Street, J. at Toronto Assizes in 1889, and
judgment was given for the plaintiff, order-
ing the defendants to pay royalties as long
as the patent should live. From this
judgment appeals weretaken succeseively to
th ©h neay  Divisional  Court and
to the Court of Appesl, and both appeals
were dismissed with costs by the unanimous
judgments of the courts appealed to. The
defendants’ solicitors then took the case to
the Supreme Court, where it was argued
last February, Mr. Crerar, Q. C., being
counsel for the appellants, and Messrs.
Moffat and Masten for the respondent. The
judgment of the Supreme Court allows the
appeal, reverses the judgments of Street J.,
the Chancery Divisional Court and the
Court of Appeal, and orders the plaintiff’s
action to be dismissed with costs, both in
the Supreme courts and in the courta below.

CHOLERA AND TY¥PHUS.

Ravages of the Twin Plagues in Famines
Stricken Russia.

A Bt. Petersburg cable says : The num-
ber of victims in cholera-stricken Baku is
steadily increasing. On Menday 55 fresh
‘cadls of the disease were reported at that
place, and on the same day 57 deaths hap-
pened. A q tine has been established
at Ouzanada for the purpose of preventing
contagion through the transportation of
Asiatic merchandise. Travellers are for-
bidden to pass. between the Caucasus an
trans-Caspian Provinces. The Austrian
Lloyd’s Las suspended its steamship service
between Batoum and Trebizond.

The cholera is spreadingin Tiflis, Petrovsk
and Astrakhan, despite the stringent regu-
lations to prevent it.

The Odessa correspondent of the Daily
News says : *“ It is reported at a foreign
consulate here that there have been fifty
fatal cases of oholera at Tiflis in four days.
It is feared the authorities are suppressing
the truth,”

Standard’s Berlin_ correspondent
says : * Private telegrams from Constanti-
nople represent that the whole southern
shore of the Caspian Sea is infected with
cholera. Quarantine has been established
at Port Said against arrivals from all Black
Sea ports and all ports on the Red Sea ex-
cept Aden and Perim.”

'he Vienna correspondent of the 7'imes
says : *‘Reports from the Russian frontier
indicate & recurrence of typhus fever in
Samara. There were 3,300 cases at Novu-
zensk at the beginning of June, 550 of which
proved fatal owing to the scarcity of doc
tors.”

A Paris cablesays : The newspapers an-
nounce that the number of cases of cholera
inthe outskirts of this city is increasing.
The Director of Public Aid admits that the
disease has existed in the vicinity of Paris
for the last three months, but insists that it
has appeared in only a mild form. He says
that the presence of the malady is due to
the people drinking water taken from the
Seine without having the ‘liquid beiled be-
fore beingused. He declares that no true
case of India cholera has yet been reported.

After Decem-
ber 318t next any agent or promoter of any
concern not registered may be fined $200
and costs and imprisoved a year on & second
convigtion if he undertakes or offors to do
business in this line for such a concern.

There will have to be further legislation
before any new society or company can
bpsiness in the Province as the act makes
nv provieion for any corporation that may
come into existence in the future. It only
refers to those existing. .

“IN DARKEST AFRICA,

How Rev, Dr. Johnston is Being Led Across
the Continent,

‘*From Dr. Johnston’s last letter (we
were nearly eight months with no tidings),
written April  4th, at Bymanguato,
Bechuanaland, I judge that he will reach
Blantyre, if all be well, by the end of July,
#0 that some time in the fall he rhould
on his way to Jamaica. Owing to reports
of a hostile tribe, the Matambela, to be
encountered on the route from the Zambesi,
sll the Barotse carriers, nearly 200 all tol
deserted Dr. Johnston one night, .an
returned to the Barotse valley, without
giving him any warning. This necessitated
an entire change in bis route, and there
being no other way, he returned, crossed the
Zambesi, And procured an ox waggon and
traversed ghe Kalbari desert, 31 days’
journey, sufidking much for want of water,
but reached Bymanguato safely, though
weak from lack of ordinary necessaries of
life—only to find why God had permitted
him to be deserted, and render the neces-
sity of taking this very trying journey, The
King Bhgyami, wife and child, with hun
dreds of their tribe, all down with fever.
The doetor wrote that the empty huts told
what @ harvest death. was having.
