Jerusalem.—Neh. 4: 1-23.

Commentary.—I. Enemues scoff at {ie
Jews (vs 1-6). 1-8. There ave enemies to
oppose every mood work. Jerusalem had
lwin in ruins for nearly a onturs and a
haif and had been a prey o siyrcanlding
nations.  When the people aroun.i ahout
saw an effort being made to rebuild the
walls they ridiculed the attempt, declar-
ing that the Jews were too feeble for so
great an undertaking. The words of
Sanballat and Tobiah in vs. 3, 4 express
the estimate which they placed upon the
Jews’ ability to restore Jerusalem and
the nation. They flattered themselves
inot believing that the thing which they
did not want done was impossible of ac-

lishment. \s zn offset to this
izion Nchemiah betook himseli again
1o prayer, committing the entire case to
Jdehovah, yet used his utmost diligence
to carry forward the work already be-
gun . 6. So built we the wall--The en-
tire wall was apportioned to fortv-foar

—Nehemiah was a man of prayef; his
prayers had thus far brought success in
nmis 1mportant undertaking, and he be-
lieved the Lord woald uot fail rim ot
this critical moment . Anl sct a watch—
The strongest confidence in the pictec-
tion and favor of God doecs not p.eclude
the use of all or any of the means of
self-preservation and defence, which HHis
providence has put in omr power—
Clarke, Watching and prayer are
brought together in their proper rela-
tion. On the part of the enemies of the
Jews there were ridicule, hatred and
conspiracy; but on the part of the Jews,
prayer, watching, and concentration of
purpoge to carry out the divinely-ap-
pointed plan.

10. Judah said .... we are not able—
Nehemiah met opposition, not only
from without, but even from his cwn
people, who harbored a spirit of discour-
agement. There was a great amount of
rubbish, which must be removed to find
a foundation and to secure building ma-
terial, and it was reat height to
which stones must be rfised to build the
walls. This formidable task had dis-
couraged the workers, and their strength
was giving way.

11. Our adversaries  said, ete.—The
plan of the enemy was to make a sudden
and secret attack upon the Jews, with
the purpose of utterly routing them and
permanently hindering the work of re-
pairing the walls. 12. The Jews which
dwelt by them-—The Jews in scattered
communities, dwelling among the Sa-
maritans and other cnemies. Said unto
us ten times ....ye must return (R. V.)
—These scattered Jews felt that their
enemies wer so hostile that their lives
were in danger, therefore they sent “ten
times,” again and again, for the mem-
bers of their families in Jerusalem to
return to them to protect them. Thus
another difticulty presented itself to
Nehemial,

II1. Nehemiali's defense (vs. 13-18.) 13.
In the lowest parts .... in the open
places (R. V.)—Nehemiah placed guards
behind the workers in the exposed places
where the walls were not yet raised high
enough for protection. After their fami-
lies—Probably defending the portion of
the wall upon which they were at work.
-—Cam. Bible. Both the tlefenders and
those working upon the walls at any
given place belonged to the same family.

14, Be not ye afraid of them—It was
Known that an atiack was likely to be
made by the Jews’ enemies. Nehemiah
kad one his best in organizing the work-
ers amd the defenders. he had prayed
earnestly to the Lord, and with confi-
dence he could encourage his people to
be brave and strong. Fight for vour
brethrne, ete.—The strougest incentives
weer placed before them. “To the Jews
the contest must be for their very ex-
istence as a people.”

15.' When our enemies heard-="The ene-
mies expected Lo keep secret the plans
of their attack, but it became known
to the Jews, and God “brought their
counsel to nought.” 16. The half of
my servants—Reference  is probably
made  to Nehemiah's band of personal
servants,  They were divided into two
companies, one-half working at rebuill-
ing walls and the other guarding agamnst
the enemies. Habergeons—Coats of
mail, protectionsgfor the body, made of
metal or IFather.  Rulers were
beltind- They took their position behind
the workers to direet the work of build-
ing, and to direct the defense in case an
attack should he’ made. 17, Bare bur-
dens The burden-bearers necded but
one hawd for their work, so they were
free® to nse the other for defense. 18.
Mis sword The builders carried their
awords in their girdles, where they could
be grasped quickly, if needed.

ilance anticipated every difficulty while
his prudent measures defeated _every
obstruction. He was conecious of the
powers arrayed against him. lle knew
the magnitude of his undertaking. lie
felt the pressure of having his brith-
ren complain. Yet he resorted to pray
er in much confidence that Gyl -.ou'd
give him wisdom and skill. He had Ioft
his position and the luxuries of court
life 1o face ridicule, slander and con-
spiracy and was therefore deterinined
to be invincible before his enenues, who
made every cffort to cause the Jews to
feel the power and discomfort of op-
position. He knew that in the positive
process of achieving good there would
be hindrances to meet. He regarded inis-
representations and misconceptions of
his work as a part of the pathos of
life, and set about to make his life and
his work the real answer to all criti-
cism, He recognized his duty ahd privi-
lege in his appointed work and felt
an earnest sympathy in the cause and
a longing for the best results. Nehe-
miah not only embodied, but created the
spirit of his age and led it on to vic-
tory. Having set his mind to accomplish
his work he judiciously employed ev-
ery means calenlated to promote it.
His spirit of courage was his best ex-
ample of resistance. Nehemial’s pray-
erful, watchful, cheerful, couragenus
spirit combined with industry. made him
a2 bold director in his work. He demon-
strated his faith in keeping wide awake
to all his daties and performing every
task faithinlly. There was a reason why
his work was surrounded by Jdanzer
and that was because it was in oppo
tion to the enemies of God’s people. Ne-
hemiah could better overcome the at-
tacks of other men "than the murmur-
ing of the fearful ones among his own
people. A deserter was more demoral-
izing than a dozen foes, a more jprows=
ing peril. Yet that feature of oppo-i-
tion was overcome so that the folizita-
tions of Triends made no halt in  his
divinely direeted conrse.

J1. Exhibited in anited perseveranes
God’s work did not stop for enenies,
but encmies had to give way when God's
work moved on. Nehemiah had not pre-
vailed in prayer for nanght, He bad
not received authority from the King
to let his opportunity slip. IHe had not
believed in God's  promises “to doubt
them under test. e had  not reseived
assurance from God to dishelieve in the
conflict, Nothing but complete vicoory
would sati Nehemiah, He arraned
everything ready for war and tros:«d
implicitly for peace.

Commenting up on these statistice, the
invegtigators say: ‘Increasing cost of
matntainance per year from 1905 to 1809
is clearly shown on all routes—the result
of increasing cost of food, labor ,and so
ferth. In sections near imgortant mar-
kets and centres of population thec ost
of maintainance is enormously increased
over that in Minnesota. With roughage
averaging 8 a ton or less, and grain
feeds less thau one cent a pound, the
farmers in the rural districts of the
Central West have a decided advantage
over those localities where grains are
one and one-half to two cents a pound,
and roughage $15 to $% a ton. In the
latter case a cow cannot be maintained
on less than $75 to $160 a year. From
the figures it is safe to say that the av-
in. Minnesota under good conditions ap-
erage annual cost of maintaining a cow
proximates $60. The cost can be kept at
2 mirimum through economy in teedinﬁ
and care and judgment in marketing an
handling the product.”
WHAT A COW IS WORTH

It is noteworthy that these figures agree
closely with estimates that have been
given out by cloge students of dairy con-
ditions. The same investigation showed
that when everything is charged to the
animals the cost of producing milk has
been greater than the price received.In
some instances the cost per pound of
butter fat was as high as 31 cents, while
the price received was only 18 cents. This
investigation, Ilke others that have been
recently conducted, discloses the fact
that only recourse for the dalryman Is
to weed out the unpreductive animals
and tc keep ‘only such as will produce
ercugh milk to pay the cost of mainten-
ance and give a reasonable profit. On
this basis the farmer cannot afford to
pay $8 to $100 for a cow unless she pro-
duces 5500 to 6000 pounds of milk. The
protlem resolves liself primarily into one
of securing only high-yielding cows either
by breeding or purchase. A further de-
tailed study of this investigation will be
presented later.—The Country Gentleman

THUNDERSTORMS. '

They Kill Over 300 Persons a Year In
Madagascan

Thunderstorms never occur in the
arctic regions, and even the north of
Scotland very seldom suffers from
such a visitation. The nearer you get
to the equator the more frequent and
severe are the electric manifestations.

In parts of Central Africa the average

of thunderous days rises to the aston-
ishing total of 250 per annum.

Yet there are curious exceptions. In

Java and Sumatra, both intensely hot
climates, there are but ninety-two
storms yearly, and in Bormeo only
fifty.
The Gold coast of Africa has only
sixty a year, which is less than occur
in Florida, though the latter country
is outside the tropics.

In Jamaica there is a thunderstorm
every day during the rainy season,
which lasts for five months. These
storms almost always occur between
midday and 8 in the afternoon.

Perhaps the most astonishing fact
with regard to thunderstorms is that
the island of Mauritius, which is only
550 miles east of Madagascar, has. on
an average, only one thunderstorm in
eighty years. Yet in Madagascar the

lightning is more destructive than any- '

where else in the world, the annual
death roll being over 3800.—Pearson’s
Weekly.

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COUNTIES COUNCIL NOTES -

The November session of the coun-

ties council opened on Tueeday last|

with nearly all members present.

The report of the House of Industry
committee as usual showed everything
to be satisfectory in connection wi h
that institution They had accepted
the tenders of Joseph Thompson for
rolled oats at $285 per sack of 90
pounds and the tender of N. G. Soott
for bread at 16 centa per pan.

The report of the Good Roads Com-
missioners says: The yearly t to
the Department of Public Works will
show approximately 55 miles metaled,
of which 38 miles bave been rolled,
and also that eleven new bridges have
been constrncted and three others im-
proved throughout the counties. The
estimate of the cost of the roads and
bridges built throughout the counties
is now being made by the county
engineer in his report to the Depart-
ment of Public Works and will be
ready in a short time.

From the first, this Good Roads
undertaking has been strongly opposed
by a large section of the council and
the exvenditures in connection there-
with are closely watched- An in-
teresting discussion followed the pre-
sentation of the following motion :

Moved by Mr Ferguson seconded by
Mr Stevens, that the majority of the
members of this conncil are of the
opinion that the present system of
construction re country roads is cost
ing more than the original estimate
and that unless some change is made
at once the appropriation will be ex
hausted b>fore our allotted mileage is
completed, and we are also of the
opinion that the cost of procuring
material can be macerially lessened
by letting all contracts by tender.

In support of his motion, Mr Fer-
guson, maintained that the cost ot the
road constructed in Rear Yonge and
Escott was excessive and quoted fig-
ures to substantiate his assertion He
said the 1} mile of road running north
from Athens had cost $2,667, a rate
per mile of $1,750.- Lyndburst road,
21 wile, had cost $5,150.  Neithe: of
these roads had yet been rolled. He
wanted to know if a ratepayer has not
a right to tender for any county work.
He deprecated that any commissioner
should take the work hiwmself. He
feltjthat tenders should have been
called for and the public where stone
supplies are svailable should have a
chance to tender for the work. If
tenders were called he believed that it
would lesser the cost of coxzstruction.

Dr. Preston said that while the cost
was above vhe estimate, it ought to be
considered that labor is very high.
He thought that the Commissioners
should be allowed to uss discretion.
He cited cases to uphold his contention.

With printed copies of the Ccunty
Engineer’s report in their possession,
the councillors will next session be
able to deal with this matter in a more
tangible and conclusive manuner.

A complsint was made by Mr R.
J. Campo that the stream passing his
will was polluted with sewerage from
the House of Industry. This matter
is to be iovestigated and whatever
nuisance exists will be abated.

OPENING MEETING.

Several newpapers have been referr-
ing to the lack of interest manifested
in this political campaign, and some
argue that this is due to the people
being satisfied with the governwent’s
rocord. Assuming this conclusion to
be correct, then Mr Donovan’s meeting
in the town hall on Monday evening
goes to show that this neck of the
wools is a otable exception. The
enthusiasm (iJu’s reach the cheering
stage, however, and an attempt to
greet the candidate with “Hpg's a jolly
good fellow” was hardly a melodious
success.

Mr Thos. Bernev presided and the
speakers were Mr H. Stewart, K. C.
the candidate, Mr A. E. Donovan, and
Rey. 8. J. Robins. With a trio of
such excellent speakers, it followed as
a natural consequence that the record
of the government was presented in
the best possible light.

Two subjects of vital interest to the
people of the province, and particularly
to this community, were presented by
the speakers, viz.: Education and
Temperance Legislation. As to the
faumous three-fifths clanse, Mr Donovan
declared it to be ahe salvation of the
Tewmperance party, so there is no doubt
as to where he stands on that issue,
In attempting to explain just how the
present educational policy was going
to work out to the benefit of the people
the speakers were not particularly
successful.

This was the opening meeting of Mr
Donovan’s campaign and he and his
asgociate speakers have every reason to
be satisfied with the respectful, attent-
ive hearing they received.

THE EARTH'S CHANGES.

What the Fossil Remains of Plants
and Animals Tell Us.

The fossil remains of these ancient
forms preserved in the bosom of the
rocks carry us back perhaps millions
of years in the earth’s history and
show clearly what wonderful revolu-
tions the surface of the globe has un-
dergone since the first plants and the
first animals appeared upon fit.

Who would think of meeting a rhi-
noceros nowadays on the prairies of
northwestern Canada unless perhaps a
traveling menagerie should pass that
way? Yet at one time, as discoveries
of recent years prove, a creature close-
ly resembling the rhinoceros of India
and Africa dwelt in that now compar-
atively cold, snowy and barren region.

Remains of these extinct ancestors
of an animal that in our day thrives
bnly in the tangled tropical forests and
onder the hot equatorial sun have been

Line
lie sides of a pan with a rich biscuit
dough a quarter of an inch thick, then
fiil with the chicken and a thick gravy
w<il seasoned with salt, pepper and but-
ter.

CHICKh v N CASSEROLE.—Wipe a
four-and-vne-hzlf tender fowl and cut in
pieces for serving.

Add one cup-
fu! of bouiling water, place on cover and
bake vntil chicken is tender; then add
one cupful of cream, two cupfulls of resh
mishrooms cut in pieces and one-half
cupiull of cooked pieces. Again cover,
aisl cook fifteen minutes. Chicken sauce
wiin one tablespoonful of flour diluted
with cold water to pour easily.

CHICKEN MOUSSE—The day before
the mousse is to be served, cook one cup-
fu} ot rich chicken stock with the beaten
yolks og two eggs one minute; season to
taste with salt and pepper, and if the
flavor is llked, a little celery-salt; all
one cupful of the pounded white meat of
cold boiled chicken, one tablespoonful of
selatin dissolved in a littye cold water.
Stir all together well, then press through
a sieve. Add a cupful of whipped cream
and the dry whipped whites of three
eggn,  Beat well with an egg-beater until
nearly cold and then turn into a wetted
mold and stand on ice until firm.

REJOICE, YE LANDSMEN!
Of curses and preventatives for sea-
sickness there nave been no end. Many

attempts have alsu been made to di-
minish the rolling of ships, the most
sucessful of which, perhaps, has been
the application of the gyroscope. A
German engineer named Frahm
claims to have solved the ridle - by
placing a tank on eaeh side of the ves-
sel. The two tanks are connocted by
o pipe provided with any suitable de-
vice by varying its effective  cross-
section and the frictional resistance
urposcd to the flow of water. In
this way the oscillation of the mass
of water from sile to side can be re-
gulated in period and phase so that it
counteracts the rolling tendency  of
the ship. The Yrahm apparatus has
given more successful ‘results during
a trial of two of the Hamburg-Am-
erica Company steamers — the Ypir-
anga and the Concorada—and is to be
installed on their ecolossal new liner,
the Europa.

TRAWLING FOR OPD.

Method by Which Millions of Pounds
' Are Taken Yearly.

" Trawling is the most common way of
taking codfigh, says the Edison Montlly.
Two men put out in a dory and anchor
o pair of bueys-a short distance apart.
A little further o they set a second pair.
w4 line or trawl is stretched between
each pair; hooks are attached at dis.
tances of about a foot and each hook is
baited with a herring.

There is no bigger fool than a herring,
is a common saying among the fisher-
men. ' They ar the prey for every fish,
particularly the cod, and for this reason
as well as for the ease with which they
are caught, herrings are user as bait,

A ring of slender saplings, known as a
herxing weir, is built in one of the num-
berless little bays along the coast of
Maine . The saplings are set about six
inches apart with a funnel shaped en-
trance at one side. A straight line of
saplings ‘running through the mouth of
the funel turns the fish into the weir,
where they swim r¢and and round in
circles, until the tide falls.

Then fishermen go out after them . in
boats and take them up by the netful.
No net encircles the weir and nothing
but the herring’s stupidjty prevents it
turning to one side and swimmnig to lib-
erty. Instead of turning, though, it goes
around in a circle,

From three to five million pounds of
cod are shipped annually to New York,
to be shredded and packed in boxes and
sent to every part of the country.

COOPLRAGE PROLUCTION, 1910,
(Forestry Press, Builetin No. 37.) .

The amouut of cooperage produced in
Canada du’rmg 1910 has been compiled
by the Dominion forestry branch at
Ottawa. Reports were received from
onc hundred and thirty-three firms, of
which ninety-four were in Ontario, show-
ing that the slack and tight cooperage
was produced in Canada to the value of
one million seven hundred and forty
thousand dollars. As the hardwood for-
ests of Canada are already greatly de-
pleted, and as the Canadian products

transported in barrels are chiefly flour |

and apples, requiring only slack cooper-
age, the tight cooperage stock manu-
factured in 1910 amounts to only one-
fifth of the total value. Barrels made
from tight stock are used as containers
of oils, alcoholic liquors and other liq-
uids, and as Canada has practically no
wood of sufficiently clear quality for
such stock, the most of it has to be
imported as staves or stave bolts from
the United States. Of the total, slack
cooperage made up one million three
hundred and ninety-five thousand dol-
lars, which is two hundred thousand
dollars less than the 1909 value. Not-
withstanding the decrease in value of
slack cooperage for 1910, the number of
pieces produced was five hundred thou-
sand more than in 1909. Practically no
cooperage is manufactured in Canada
for export, and whatever quantity is
shipped out is the cooperage left on the
menufacturers’ hands after the domes-
tic market has been satisfied. In the
middle of the last decade the export
trade was quite an important branch
of the cooperage industry, but in 1910,
export of staves, heading and barrels
amounted to only one hundred and fif-

teen thousand dollars.

BOTH  AGQUITTED

J.R. Strattonand J. J. War-
~ren in Court.

Farmers Bank SuitDismiss-
sed by Judge.

Toronto despatch: Messrs. J. R. Strat-
ton and J. J. Warren are not guilty of
conspiring, together with others, to rep-
resent to the treasury board that a sum
not less than $250,000 had been bona
fide paid by subscribers to the capital
stock of the Farmers Bank, with intent
to unlawfully obtain a certificate per-
mitting them to do business.

This is the finding of Judge Win-
chester, in his judgment handed out
resterday, following the trial of

fessrs. Stratton and Warren before him
last week. There is still an indictment
against these two men in the High
Court, which will be dispesed of at the
next «itting of the criminal assizes, when
the presicing judga will have to decide
whether this zcquittar by Judge Win-
chester is equivalent t. an acquittal on
the standing indictment.

Summing up the case, Judge Win-
chester says in his judgment:

“The crown produced evidence in
support of this charge, the ma:u wit-
ness being W. R. Travers, formerly
manager of the Farmers Bank. In his
evidence he stated that he applicd to
Mr. Warren, then manager of the Trusts
& Guarantee Company, for a personal
loan of $80,000, and, with the authority
of the provisional directors of the
Farmers Bank, who endorsed withount
recourse, certain promissory notes given
by subscribers for shares in the bank,
he offered a number of these notes as
sccurity for such advance. Subsequent!y
he found that he required $20,000 more,
and he offered Mr. Warren additional
security for such a loan; that these
were personal loans; that, upon the
cheques being made out for the amounts
thus borrowed, he, Travers, dirceted the
same to be paid to the Bank of Mont-
real, o that they could be utilized for
the purpose of depositing it with the
Finance Minister i, a«sist in making
up. the deposit “of $250,000 required by
the Bank Act.

“He stated that there was no agree-
ment  with Mr. Warren or with Mr.
Stratton as to any unlawful act, or had
they anv knowledge of any wrong-
doing in conneetion with these deposits;
that so far as they were concerned .t
was a pure matler of bhusiness wilh
them, for which they recsived interest
and a bonus. This bonus apparently was
divided up with the Manufacturers’ Lije
Association, who advanced 355,000 of the
#80,000, and received 535-830ths of the in-
terest and bonus. TIe stated that M.
Warren and Mr. Stratton had acted in
the utmost good faith in the transac-
tion and had no knowledge of the im-
proper use that was made sthsequently
by him with the moneys received from
the Trusts & Guarantee Company, and
with the subseription list. i

Nov. Bulletin by Depart-
ment of Agriculture.

Barley was
not as. plunp se usual but was free
from discoloration, Oats, on account of
the drouth, were relatively  the poor-
est crop, both in yield and quality.

Buckwheat was an indiffer-
ent crop, and beans were very uneven,
Corn suffered a little from Irost, but
Wits an average crop,
