MR. BANKS' SCHEME OF CONFEDERA-
TION.

The following is the plas of Confederation sub-
mitted to the United States House of Representatives
by M¢. Bauks. 'We flod it in the Now York Herald.
In making the General Government assume the Pro-
vincial debts; Mr. Banks has followed very closely
the Quebec plan. The bribe thrown out to New-
foundland and Prince Edward Island is a big one :—

“Mr. Banks, of Massachusetts, Chairman of the
Committee on Foreign Affairs, has introduced into
the House of Representatives a bill of more than
ordinary importance and significance. It provides
that the ““States” of Nova Scotia, New Bruaswick,
Canada East and Canada West, and the Territories
ot Selkirk, Saskatchewan and Columbia, shall be
constituted and admitted States and territories of
the Union whenever notice shall be deposited in the
Department of State that the Governments of Great
Britain and the Provinces have accepted the propo-
sitions made by this Government in relation thereto,
aad the President shall issue his ptoclamation ac-
cordingly. It is proposed that the United States
shall assume the provincial debt at a rate not exceed-
ing five per cent interest, as follows :—Canada West,
thirty-six millions five hundred thousand dollars;
Canada East, twenty-sine millions ; Nova Scotia,
eight millions ; New Brunswick, seven millions ;
Newfoundiand, three millions two hundred and fift

houvand ; Privce Edwnrd Istand two millions, It

also proposed that the United States shall pay ten

the sum amounts to one hundred and three quarter
millions. We confess this is rather a cool proposi-
tion for this warm weather ; but we perceive in it
the outlines if not the reality of a project long en-
tertained by the dorminant political power. The re-
storation of the Soutbern States and theit representa-
tion fu Congress the republicans are aware cannot
be much longer delayed. In that event the balance
of power they fear will be against them, and to
remedy that difficulty they promise to annex Canada
and carve it ap into whatever oumber of States may
be necessary to enable them to retain the political
preponderance. This is s good seheme and may be
the reason for Mr. Seward’s harsh aad summary
proceediugs agaivst the Fenians. He wants that
Cansdisn pear, when fully ripe, to drop into the lap
of bis owo pasty.”

The bill was ordered to be printed. In the House
on the day this was introduced, a resolution of Mr.
Clark, of Ohio, favoring the proposition to grant
belligerent rights to the Fenian organization, was
rejected without diseussion.
