THE RICHMOND MURDER,

Loxpew, July 29.—Catherine Webster
was executed at Wardsworth gael to-day
for the murder of her mistress, Mrs,
Thomas, at Richmond. Wardsworth gaol
is on the Surrey side of the Thames, five
miles south-west of London. The murder
of Mrs. Thomas was one of the most re-
markable crimes-on record. Mrs. Thomas
was a widow lady in comfortable circum-
stances, residing at Richmond, quite-alone,
save for the company of her servant.
The latter became infatnated with a
married man named Church, and‘ con-
ceived the idea of murdering her
mistress, possessing berself of her property,
and after disposing of it to go o America
with the proceeds, accompanied by %his
sman.; She carrigd eut her purpose with
great deliberation’and murdered her mis-
tress by strangling her to death on Sunday
afternoon early in: the month of March.
She dragged the body of her victim to the
cellar of the house;, where she disrobed it,
and by the aid of a- saw and axe cutit in
two pieces. She wrapped some of the
fragments in paper: and placed them ina
wooden box, which she managed to
convey to the river and throw over the
bridge. These fragments were found and
identified some time after the murder had
been committed. Meanwhile Webster, in
connection with her pasamour Church, had
sold much of the property of the murdered
woman, and were on the point of removing
the remainder of the furniture, when the
su?icions of the neighbours were excited,
and Webster became alarmed. She went
to Ireland. Soon after she was arrested.
Upon her arrest, she declared she was not
the murderer, bat that Church, during her
absence from the house, had entered it and
killed Mrs. Thomas, and, upon her return,
had terrified her into aiding him in muti-
lating and disposing of the body.
This story, upon investigation, proved
false. Church was discharged from cus-
tody and the woman was tried and con-
victed before Chief Justice Denman.

THE EXECUTION
was conducted with the utmost privacy,
no one being allowed to be present save
the sheriff, the surgeon, chaplain, a few
officers of the prison, and Mar-
wood, the executioner. No reporters
of the press were allowed to wit-

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A NOTED CRACKSMAN,

Confessions of the King of
Thieves.

An Interview with the Daring Thief—In
a Dying Condition, but Still Able te
Joke—What he Knows about Profes-
sional Basiness.

Wedneaday's Buffalo Courier contained a
statement to the effect that James McCaf-
fery, alias Jimmy Papes, who was noted as
one of the most expert and successful bank
thieves and pickpockets in the country,
had died in this city from asthma and

bronchitis.
A VISIT TO THE THIEF.

On Thursday a Mail reporter visited
Papes’ np.rtmyantn to ascertain if he
had really passed over to the ma-
jority. His attendant carried up the
reporter’s name, and returned  after
a short interval with the request to
“ please step upstairs.” Papes was
found reclining om 'a bed, one-half of
which was taken up with a collection of
magazines, and ), with which
the invali i : of his
w days. His disease has made a
v;e“:{ of him, but it can easily be seen
that he was once a fine-looking man. He
is easy in his manner, animated in conver-
sation, and occasionally his fine eyes glow
with intelligence as he recites some start-
ling adventure, or twinkle with merriment
a8 he gets ina joke. His life, which has
evidently been a stormy one, now numbers
about forty-five years, but even in his pre-
sent emaciated state he does not look more
than thirty. His hair is white as
snow, his face pale and intellectual look-
ing, and he has a fascinatiug way of tell-
ing his exploits, which at once csptivates
his hearers. - Heis a printer by trade but
has not worked at it for years. He has
been very il but his unusual good spirits
prove half the victory over disease, Like
all invalids he is anxious to be “traVelling.
He *“ babbles o’ green fields” and the dry
atmosphere of Colorada, which he thinks
will give bim a renewal of life. Since his
liberation from Kingston Penitentiary he
has conducted himself most creditably, and
his friends take pride in saying that he is
starting life over again on the right track.
There is one thing certain and that is if he
had turned his energies and business talents
into the proper channel, his life would have
been happier to-day.

READING HIS OBITUARY,

Thereporter handed him the clipping from
the Buffalo Courier.

The greatest result of the
conference he thought was the unity
it ‘gave for Christian work. Before
that meeting no intercourse between
the associations of the two continents had
taken place, now they are all connected as
one body of istian workers. He con-
cluded by expressing his belief that though
our progress in Evangelical work had been
great, that of the Old World was
not less t instancing the case of
Switzer which though a small
coun had 286 associations doing
faithful work, and that notwithstanding
the fact that only one-third of the popula-
tion is of the reformed faith,

The third part of the pi e oon-
sisted of addresses by Mr, Ingersoll, Ohio,
and Mr, Marsh, on the main features of
the Baltimore conference, which met in
May last.

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REMOVA BN BIRUT. - VA'ERNOR
"“EETBLLIER," ' feiim
By the unanimous advice of his Ex-
cellency’s Ministers Lieut.-Governor
LETEILIER has been removed, and Dr.
Rosrraiie, M. P. for Bonaventure,
has been appointed his successor.
We are not disposed to express any
surprise at the result which we bn.v_e
long expected. From the begin-
ing of the agitation to the present
moment, we have maintained thhfaut
reserve the same opinion on this im-
portant question. In Opposition we
held that Governor LETELLIER had com-
mitted so grave a malfeasance of duty,
that his usefulness as a public officer
was gone. In support of the pre-
sent Administration, we have main-
tained the same position, and support-
ed the demand for his removal
We felt that but one result could arise no
matter to what tribunal the case might
be carried, and that result after a year
and more of agitation has at length
.arisen. The public mind has been pre-
pared for that result and no other ; and
that result will, we are sure, be accepted
by the people as the only possible end-
ing consistent with our system of Federal
constitutional government. We do not
think that the question should ever
have been referred to England for
the opinion of the Impenj authori-
ties ; but since it was so referred
by his Excellency , with the con-
sent at least of his Ministers, we are
disposed now to more cordially view the
proceeding which has added mew
strength and solemnity to a decision
which had been come to by the present
Government during the past session.
Into the particulars of the LETELLIER
case we do not need now to enter. Few
questions have ever been more fully
discussed in Parliament or in the press,
and there is no aspect of it which
has not been placed before the people.
We are now concerned with the results
only.
The decision of this case has
added a new chapter to our constitu-
tional history, a chapter which possesses
unusual interest. We believe that the
results may be summarized as follows :
First, we have seen the last of partizan-
ship in the holders of the position of
Lieut.-Governor in any of the Provinces.
The proceedings of Governor LEeTEL-
LiER were indefensible upon any
ground tenable under our system
of government. His fate will be a warn-
ing for all time to like officials. Second-
ly, we have had settled for us with
clearness and precision, the relative
positions of a Lieut.-Governor and his
advisers ; and while the proper preroga-
tives of the former have been in no way
curtailed, the position of the latter as
the responsible advisers of the Crown’s
representative has been settled beyond
question. The right of the people
of a Province to be represented by
Ministers supported in the Legislature
by a majority of the people’s represent-
atives has been asserted ; and the peo-
ple will in future be saved from the
expense and turmoil of an election at
the mere whim of a Lieut.-Governor,
who may fancy that he interprets better
than his advisers the public feeling.
Thirdly, we have seen it made olear
that the Imperial Government recog-
nizes the true intent and meaning of
representative government in the colo-
nies, and the true powers of the Minis-
ters supported by Parliament in
all questions concerning internal ad-
ministration on whi their ad-
vice may be or has been tendered to
the Crown’s representative. We shall
not hereafter witness the reference of
any question of sucha character to Eng-
land, and this result will be operative
not only in this but in the other similar-
ly governed  colonies of the Empire.
Fourthly, we have seen affirmed the
true conservative view of constitutional
government in Canada, a view
which we have steadily put forth
Pn  support of Ministers supported
by a majority im  Parliament
in any case in which their advice has
been given to the Executive, Fifthly,
we have witnessed the almost direct re-
buke administered to those who have, in
opposition to the whole history of their
party, put forward a new and foreign
theory of government in Canada which
would make the responsible Ministers
subservient to an Executive not suffi-
ciently informed of the temper of our
people and the practice of our politics,
and which could only supply as a solvent
for the difficulties arising from difference
of opinion between the Crown and its
advisers, the troublesome, costly, and
uncertain remedy of frequent general
elections.

We are disposed, in conclusion, to
eongratulate the Administration on the
patience, the dignity, and the consist-
ency with which they have pursued their
eourse of action, undeterred by the
<lamours of faction, and unconfused by
the clouds of misrepresentation. If we
venture to offer our con-
gratulations to the Kxeeutive on
the result of its deliberations
in council with the Cabinet, we do so
without any reservation, and without
the expression of any fear that we ever
entertained as to the final decision of
his Excellency. If we have expressed
ourselves 8o strongly on the question of
Executive prerogative in Canada, we
did so mat because we imagined for a
moment that his Excellency entertained
any over-sirained notion of his powers,
but because the organs of the Liberal
party had put forward a restrieted
theory of constitutional goverament,
ineonsistent with their own party’s past,
ineonsistent with history, and oppesed
to the true genius and meaning of our
governmental system. We refleet with
pride that we have not one word of
ours during the whole discussion to re-
gret or reeall, and that our course has
been pursued in the interests of the
<country and under the final sunetion of
the Government of the Empire.

OUR RELATIONS WITH ENG-
LAND.

So much has been ssid in England
and in Canada with regard to our rels-
tions with the Mother Country that it
would not be surprising if at some time
not far distant some changes should
take place which would be not without
benefit to both. Let us see in what
direction it is possible for such changes
to take place. In the first place, the
legislation of the Mother Country ‘in

Minister has personally to visit
England whenever a loan has to be
raised, and sometimes at a season when
it is not convenient fer him to do so.
Our legislation, too, may occasionally
be made the means of misrepresenting
us in England, and trouble has to be
taken to put before the British people
the true state of the case, as in the case
of our recent tariff legislation. Then
we have the whole business of our im-
migration system to direct, a system
which has been netoriously expensive
and inefficient for several years past.
It appears to us that those who
in England and in Canada are
anxious for the consolidation of the
empire might wish that the British
Government would ina te for us
some system which would give us closer
approach to Imperial Councils, and
more influence in the direction of affairs
which directly involve our interests.
Whether the British Government will
do s0 or not is a question which in view
of their many difficulties, they may de-
sire to postpone. Nevertheless it would
be a happy result of the visit of our
Ministers to England if some favourable
change could be effected that would
give us what we evidently lack, and
what we have suggested in these re-
marks.

OUR NEW ENGLISH REPRESEN-
"TATIVE.

Ix the preceding article we have dis-
cussed briefly the relations of Canada
to the Empire, and pointed out some
cases in which a change was possible in
the interests of both the Colony and the
Mother Country.  With this reflection
in view Sir ALEXANDER GALT has accom-
panied Sir JoEN MacpoNaLD to England.
The fact of Sir A. T. GarLr's late

active interest in apparently important
and confidential matters was taken
advantage of to spread a report that
he was to be the successor ef Governor
LETELLIER, but that was not true. But
the public mind will probably have
leaped at once to the conclusion that if
Sir ALEX. GALT’S services are obtainable
in a public position, he is just the man
to be our agent, our representative, our
ambassador in England. No other
public man could bring to the per-
formance of the duties pertaining to such
a position, so many and such unques-
tioned faculties as Sir ALex. Gavrr. High
in the confidence of a large portion of
our people, experienced in all our pub-
lic affairs, tried in various capacities by
tests the severest, and honoured by the
favour of his Sovereign for services
rendered to Canada and to England, Sir
A. T. Gaur will represent Canada in
England in a manner that will be satis-
factory to all parties and beneficial to our
whole people. His experience as a states-
man will render him invaluable as our
representative and most useful as an
adviser of the British Government. His
commercial knowledge will be avail-
able for the perfection of the commer-
cial legislation of England and Canada.
His financial knowledge will save this
country in all probability many thou-
sands of pounds on every occasion on
which we have to avail ourselves of the
English money market. His past ac-
ceptance as a representative man of
the first order by both the
political parties in this country,
will give him greater weight in any

the public will be gratified and will con-
sider it an additional evidence of Sir
JoN MacpoNALD'S determination to
secure for Canada all the available talent
which the country for her
government, and representation at home
and abroad.

BRIGHT PROSPECTS FOR THE
FARMERS.

To the bucolic mind, whose bent is the
accumulation of a handsome sum from
the ensuing harvest, crop reports from
Europe will prove more interesting than
hair-splitting contentions over a consti-
tutional question, even though the
dismissal of a Quebec Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor may be therein involved. No
better barometer than the daily market
reports can be watched by our farmers,
and the steady rise of the mercury,
which they cannot fail to have recently
observed, should place them in excellent
spirits. The advance in the prices of
cereals indicates the failure of the crops
in Europe, whither Canada sends a
large portion of its grain and produce.
The extent to which that disaster has
prevailed regulates the
price  which our farmer  will
receive for his . wheat; always
pre-supposing that the promised abun-
dant harvest in Ontario will not be seri-
vusly injured by rain or any unforeseen
catastrophe. As the United Kingdom
affords the principal market for the sur-
plus breadstuffs of America and Euro-
pean countries, the abundance or fail.
ure of its crops is of primary import-
ance. Its crops, aecording to the latest
reports, have been almost entirely de-
stroyed by unprecedented rain storms,
which have reduced many of the leading
agricultural counties to the condition of
swamps. The hay harvest has not been
saved in many sections, and it is appal-
ling to think of the condition of the
flat lands of Lincolnshire, which, even
in ordinary weather, need good drain-
age facilities, and of the vast
extent of wheat crops destroyed
in that section. But the same
report of disaster and distress
reaches us from every section. Another
bad harvest ha: filled the cup of sorrow
which English farmers, paying exorbitant
rents to landlords, have been compelled
to drink. Relief cannot, however, be
obtained from the continental nations,
for they aze in a position almost equally
unfortungte. Large wheat importations
are ususlly received at English ports
from Southern Russia and Poland, but
these will be materially reduced during the
present year, if not wholly extinguished.
The bountiful erops of the Black Sea
provinces are being destroyed by the
ravages of beetles, which are proving
even more destructive than the grass-
hoppers of Manitoba. The crops of
Spain are being eaten by a whole army
of caterpillars, whose predilection is
chiefly for maize crops, but also for
vetches and many kinds of vegetables.
A similar pest is exciting serious appre-
hensions in France, and although learn-
ed professors have prescribed various
auntidotes, there appears to be little hope
of exterminating the insects, and in
many sections dry stalks stand as a

Enﬁmdwill require increased bread-
stuffs from abroad, and as Russia and
Pd.nrill will not bol .&le to contribute
materially to su e deficiency, the
aid of America wglg necessary to feed
the petl)plehof the Mother Country. For-
tunately her greatest colony, Canada,
will be able to materiall ooztributo to-
wards providing the additional bread-
stuffs required for British markets.
This result means good prices to our
farmers for the abundant crops which
they will doubtless reap in harvest-time.
The steady demand for Canadian beef
and other produce will also be main-
tained in the United Kingdom. This
fact should engender a feeling of pride
and satisfaction at the prominent posi-
tion the Dominion is assuming in the
eyes of the Empire and of other nations,
and lead our farmers to put forth in-
creased energy in the land cultivation
and stock raising. It, moreover, cannof
fail to promote the immigration of Eng-
lish tenant farmers to our rich Ontario
lands, and thus the vacancies created by
young Canadians migrating to Manitoba
and the North-West, to act as ﬁ;ﬂlonm
in that vast country, will be filled by
tenant farmers from the Mother Coun-
try, who in their turn will reap ample
returns from exporting their grain to
feed their fellowmen in the old world.

THE TORONTO EXHIBITION.

As the date approaches for the hold-
ing of the exhibition of the Industrial
Exhibition Association, the interest
which it is arousing throughout the
Province is steadily increasing. Manu-
facturers especially are showing that
they are not slow to realize the benefits
which they will derive by exhibiting
their manufactures at the forth-
coming exhibition, the wusual time
for continuation of similar exibi-
tions being extended in the pre-
sent case to three weeks. The accom-
modation which the new buildings and
grounds of the Toronto Association
afford to manufacturers of all kinds of
machinery, implements, woollen goods,
&c., far exceeds that provided at other
shows, not even excepting the forth-
coming Provincial Exhibition at Ottawa.
Our manufacturers have therefore an ex-
cellent opportunity of showing what they
can do under a protective tariff ; and
indeed the largest and finest display of
all - kinds of agricultural imple-
ments, machinery, cabinetware, car-
riages and woollen goods, &ec.,
ever held in the Dominion is al-
ready assured. The large machinery
hall, erected last year, was designed
for the exhibition of heavy machinery
in operation, and the Association is now
erecting a large building specially for
the display of agricultural implements
in motion. Several firms have already
applied for from fifty to one hundred
feet frontage in this building, and from
the expressed intentions of other manu-
facturers who ha%e not yet applied for
space it is evident that all the accommo-
dation which this building can afford
will be required.

The Exhibition will have somewhat
of an international character. In addi-
tien to the exhibit which will be
made by the Dominion, several applica-
tions for space have been made by

and by English manufacturers doing
business in Canada. The Government
of Manitoba have also informed the
Association that they intend to make an
exhibit of the products of the North-

Rame of the Asociation is “ Industrial,”
more than one half of the money offered
in prizes is allotted to live stock and
agricultural and horticultural products.
The buildings provided for the display
of cattle afford every accommodation re-
quired by the farmer ; and as Toronto
has now become a great centre for the
purchase and shipment of cattle to Eu-
rope, breeders will doubtless find it to
their interest to exhibit their stock
here. The prize list of the Association
has been judiciously arranged, and
special care has been taken to
secure the appointment of com-
petent judges in all the classes. The
money value of the awards exceeds that
previously offered at any exhibition in
the Dominion, and the contributions re-
quired for the object have been fully
collected. The time during which the
exhibition will remain open, namel

three weeks, has been thus spport.ioned?
The display ef all live stock is limited to
the third or last week; the show of
horticultural, icultural and dairy
roducts to the:gecnond and third weeks.
g‘he display of machinery, agricultural
implements, and all descriptions of manu-
factures, in fact ew i which is
not perishable, will be on view
during the whole three weeks. The ex-
hibition will open on 1st September,
but the formal openingby the Governor-
General and Princess Louise will not
take place until Wednesday, the 3rd
September.

The programme includes many inter-
esting features not usvally found at
similar exhibitions, including a band
competition for military and amateur
bam.?:, a bagpipe competition, arti-
ficial incubation of poultry, compe-
tition in horseback riding by ladies, and
pony riding by boys, and hurdle leaping ;
a dog show ; an exhibition of singing
birds ; a display of all kinds of fish
found in our own lakes, &ec. Several
manufacturers have expressed their in-
tention to erect machinery on the
ground and manufacture sample goods,
which will, no doubt, prove an
interesting feature to visitors. The
railway and steamboat companies
having made liberal arrangements for
the conveyance of visitors and articles
to the exhibition from all parts of
Canada and the United States, the at-
tendance of visitors is expected to be
exceeding} . The facilities for
reaching the Exhibition grounds will,
moreover, be much improved during the
present exhibition, the railway and
street car services will be supplemented
by a continuous line of steamers
plying between the city and the Exhibi-
tion grounds. The Board of Directors
of the Association hold meetings almost
daily in order that the arrangements
may be perfected at an early date. In
addition to the new implement building,
a restaurant and dining rooms, together
with a large amphitheatre, are being
erected on the grounds for the accom-
modation of visitors. We trust the
manufacturers of this city will not be
behind those from other parts of the
Province in the several competitions.

Our country exchanges report that an in-
creased number of mechanics and others
who have felt the pressure of the hard
times are settling themselves on the land.

THE WIMBLEDON MEETING.

It must be flattering to Canadians to
learn that no body of marksmen march-
ing to Wimbledon Common to take part
in the international matches, is more wel-
come than the Canadian Team. This
assurance was reiterated a few days ago
by the English officials, and the hope
expressed that a larger representation of
our marksmen would compete next year.
The Canadian camp is again visited by
istinguished es and its neat
ent and beautiful floral decora-
tions find admirers even among prosaic
journalists. The team as u:iole has
upheld the prestige won by its pre-
decessors. Although the shooting all
round has been much superior to
that of previous years, our repre-
sentatives dhav%t:l:rried away several
rizes, and obtained good itions
fn almost all the oog ﬁtigz:.l Of
Lieut.-Col. Gimsow, of gmﬂbu, it
may fairly be said that his record equals
that of any rivals, prominent among
whom were American riflemen. The
success achieved this year should prove
an incentive to still further efforts. The
capaeity of Canadians to capture the
highest honours of the meeting has been
fully demonstrated. If the annual
gathering of the Dominion Association
could be converted into a miniature
Wimbledon at which representatives
fromall the provinces would compete,
an important step would be taken to-
wards securing victory. The selection
of the team to visit England could then
be more efficiently made, and if the
members could practice together for
a few days before sailing, and be ef-
ficiently coached, the chances of general
success would be still further increased.
Meanwhile, let all suggestions emanating
from this year's team be carefully hus-
banded for future guidance, so that our
representatives may be better educated
each year in Wimbledon matters. Col.
BraxoHET and his associates deserve the
warmest congratulations of the Canadian
people on their admirable achievements,
and on the highly creditable example
they have presented to the Imperial
authorities of the skill and stamina® f
Colonial riflemen.

PROTECTION IN THE COLONIES.

THE facts contained in an English
Parliamentary return respecting colo-
nial and foreign tariffs, which has been
recently issued, cannot fail to lead the
people of the United Kingdom to ques-
tion the soundness of their Free Trade
policy. They will perceive that, while
England adheres closely to the worn-
out theories of CospEN and BriaHT,

every other country has cast them to
the winds and advanced in the direc-
tion of protective legislation. During
the last twenty years the duties have
been seriously increased in almost every
instance. A pregnant faoct is, that in
the van of the protectionist movement
stand the whole colonial . possessions of
ed a tariff of a .p ionist
character, which has undoubt-
edly given confidence to the com-
mercial and manufacturing community,
stimulated industry and afforded in-
creased employment to the working
classes. Within the past few weeks the
country has made a very decided ad-
vance towards prosperity, although man-
ufactures and trade have only begun
to feel the beneficial results of the tariff,
owing to the heavy importations which
took place immediately preceding its
adoption. A steady improvement may
now be confidently expected, the direct
result of the protectionist policy. The
Australian colonies have likewise fulul-{
accepted protectionist principles. Si
tissues, which twenty years ago were
admitted free into Victoria, are now
charged with an ad valorem duty of
twenty per cent. ; woollen and worsted
goods, which were also duty free, are
now charged with ten per cent.; coal
has been placed on the twenty per cent.
list. According to the testimony of
Mr. MirsH, who recently arrived m
Canada from the antipodes, this policy has
worked admirably. The colony, accord-
ing to his statement, has had enough of
Free Trade, and the people now intend to
foster native industries and manufacture
their own goods. As it is in Canada, so
it is in Victoria—already the effect of
this policy is notably felt in a number of
new factories being built. Western
Australia, which formerly was satisfied
with a tax of seven per cent, has raised
it all round to ten per cent. uth
Australia has abandoned its free trade
policy, and now levies duties of ten per
cent on most manufactured goods ; and
even New Zealand is reported to have
materially augmented its customs tariff.
The same news comes from the Cape of
Good Hope, Natal, and in a less pro-
nounced form from the West Indies.
The only exception to the rule of in-
creased duties is that of India, where
there has been an abatement of the
tariff; but this result, it is ad-
mitted, is due rather to the pressure
of the home Government than the vol-
untary concession of Indian administra-
tors. Itis natural that the imposition
by the colonies of tariffs hostile to Eng-
lish manufactures should excite con-
siderable comment in Old Country jour-
nals. Itis conceded that the colonies
the right to choose their own
m‘ licy, but it is pleaded that they
should not exercise their freedom to the
detriment of the mother land. This re-
sult can, however, only be adopted by
initiating a system of reci&mcity be-
tween different portions of the empire.
Yet this is what Free Traders, who com-
plain of the colonial tariffs, steadfastly
oppose the moment measures in that
direction are pro L
In discussing the tariff question seve-
ral English journals have indulged
in somewhat bitter criticisms of
the tariff carried through Parlia-
ment by the Dominion vernment.
While these are harmless, the false
representations which are being ecir-
cu?nted, notably by the Glasgow Herald,
may tend to injure our credit, and they
are therefore deserving of brief notice.
The statement that the national policy,
‘“ instead of building up and extending
‘“ Canadian commerce, is rapidly
‘¢ paralyzing it,” is entirely untrue. The
daily financial reports conciusively
prove that the very reverse is the fact.

The importation of
American sugar must be encouraged in
order to manifest the beauties of free
trade, even though every Clyde refinery
should be closed! The people of the
colonies fail to understand the force of
such an argument, and their unanimous
adoption of protectionist principles con-
stitutes a significant fact'deserving the at-
tention of students of political economy.

A SKELETON ARMY.

Tee Zulu war has not closed a
moment too soon. The news of the
capture of CETEWAYO's kraal conveyed
a deeper meaning to the authorities at
the Horse Guards than to the ordinary
British taxpayer. To the latter it meant
the early curtailment of a war expendi-
ture which cannot fail to touch his
pocket in a palpable manner ; but tothe
former it meant salvation. If Sir Gar-
NET WoLsELEY had telegraphed for five
thousand more troops, how would they
have been furnished ? To meet such a
call, the entire home army of the Empire
would have been required for foreign
service. For the defence of the United

Kingdom, the militia, pensioners and
volunteers must have been called upon
to perform active duty ; unless, indeed,
a few Canadian regiments were called
into requisition. Let us, then, congratu-
late ourselves on the opportune defeat
of the dusky warrior of South Africa.
The so-called army reforms carried out
by the late Liberal Government have
redueed the British army to a shadow.
The long service of WELLINGTON’s day
was incompatible with a reserve ; the
short service of CARDWELL'S time has
converted the army into nothing but a
reserve. Battalions of slim youths,
weak in number as well as in physique,
represent the strength, compact solidity
and numbers which characterized the
old regiments which built up British re-
nown. Neither in physical qualities,
nor in discipline, are the battalions of
to-day on a level with their prede-
cessors. The use of the lash,
and the small pay received by
soldiers as compared with mechanics,
are adduced by Liberal journals as
causes which have brought about this
serious decadence of military strength.
But the responsibility must be shoul-
dered by the Liberals, who introduced
the short service system, under which
sickly youths are rapidly passed through
the ranks, their places being taken b
immature boys. The numerical stre
of the home army has declined in pro-
portion to the degeneracy apparent in
the rank and file. According to the
London Times, whose military corre-
spondent has carefully investigated the
subject, the fifty-six battalions, popu-
larly supposed to represent 56,000 men,
o'I?:e.{d not place 20,000 men in the éi:}d.
Enﬁ:hu’m E:ohmll ,in Zulu-
land. rdk’o? _bbth regiment
show 122 men fit for duty ; the real
strength of the 69th is 118 men. The
second battalion of the 5th Fusiliers,
which is the first regiment on the roster
for foreign service, could not embark
400 men ; while the 95th could not
muster more than 250 men. The home
army has declined from 39,200 in 1873
to 27,000, and more than one-half of
these are boys with less than two years
service. The discipline of the rank and
file is also represented as having become
seriously lax, and difficulty is experi-
enced in obtaining efficient non-com-
missioned officers. Under these con-
ditions, the shadow of conscription is
constantly hovering over the British
people. It is admitted that an army of
only 11,000 trained re troops is
inadequate for the defence of the United
Kingdom. How that force can be
strengthened and its character improved
is a problem, the solution of which has
been entrusted to a military commision,
at whose councils General Sir PaTrick
Miepovearrtiolds a prominent position.

The distress among the tenant farmers
and farm labourers in the grazing districts
of Ireland is increasing. The cattle trade
from this side of the Atlantic is ruining the
Irish trade. The Freeman's Journal says
prices were unprecedentedly low at the big
fairs of Balla and Ballinasloe. Some of
the wealthier landlords have reduced their
rents, but the majority demand the old
figure, and the tenants say they cannot pay
it when they have to compete with Ameri-
can butter at eightpence, bacon, hams and
beef at sixpence, and cheese at fourpence.

¢« The trade was first opened in 1875,
when a party of gentlemen got together a
cargo of cattle and sent it to ghnd
merely as an experiment. The venture
proved remunerative beyond expectations,
Of course, we met with a great deal of op-
position from cattle dealers on the other
side of the Atlantic, but we succeeded in
living the prejudices down, and mow we see
the resuits, twenty-seven cattle export
firms in this Province alone, and all of them
in a flourishing condition, too. There are
$1,500,000 involved in their transactions,
with the accommodation given by the
banks. The banks came nobly to the as-
sistance of the trade, and dealers owe a
great portion of successto their generosity. ”
"~ ““ What was the value of the Canadian
exports of cattle last year ?”

““I can’t tell just at present. In 1878
Great Britain paid $17,000,000 to foreign
countries for beef and mutton. We secured
s gratifying portion of this trade, and at
present we are trying to place ourselves in
such a position that we can secure and con-
trol at least ome-half of it; and in a few
years, progressing a8 we have done since
these trade relations were entered into, you
will find that Canada will hold an enviable

ition as one of the sustainers of the
3ritish people.”

" There 18 considerable complaint among
shippers as to the scarcity of animals. Is
this complaint well grounded ?”

“ At this moment we could find pur-

“chasers at good prices for 50,000 sheep.

The demand is far in excess of
the supply, and has been for some
time. This will continue so long as farm-
ers are blind to the fact that it would pay
theu:ifn better to Breed stock than to
spend their patient toil in produci in,

‘“How does it ha Mﬁhﬂﬁw
many sheep here awaiting shipment 1"

‘Simply because there is not sufficient
ship accommodation. waiting to be
sccommodated énhthis mnfnnor,dg:nhn are at
the expense and labour of providing pasture
for their flocks; but after a while, when
the trade assumes ter proportions, as
it surely will, this cﬂ'ﬂicnltyl:viﬁobe remov-
ed. Dealers are making a specialty of
sheep now, as there are few cattle offering,
while there is a great demand for mutton
io the English market.”

“Is Toronto the headquarters of this
business ?”

“ The cattle dealing firms are scattered
throughout the Province, but Toronto is
becoming the great selecting centre, Of
course, all that are bought are not of suf-
ficient quality to warrant us in sending
them across the water ; therefore, as nearly
all the sorting is done here, dealers must
come to the city. Besides, the market
Lere being central, it is the best to select
in. All English buyers and representa-
fives of the great cattle dealing houses in
Europe visiting America for the past two
years have made Toronto the objective
point of their journey, and they ars always
suited here.”

‘“Have many engagements been made
for fall delivery ?”

‘ A Toronto firm has entered into an
igreement to deliver 10,000 head of
lean or store cattle at Liverpool
aad  Belfast before the 1st of
November, That Igoks like busi-
ness, does it not? With prospects of
low freight rates for lean or store cattle to
Enghn?, Ireland, and Scotland, there
promises to be a tremendous trade within
the next six or nine months. Lean cattle
are sold to grazers, across the water, who
fatten them for market, The shipments
heretofore have been of prime cattle, and
this exportation of store cattle is a new
venture. This will bring us into close
competition with farmers in the old land,
ad goodness knows what they will do,
With their high rents and expenses, for we
can undersell them at a profit in their own
markets. The only hope I can see for the
tenant farmers in Great Britain is America,
If they transplant themselves and their
capital to Canada they will find that
they can make money at stock-
raising, with the additional advantage of
becoming owners of farm lands. This is
the kind of emi ts we want. We do
not want doctors, lawyers, clerks, or me-
thanics, Our own country can provide all
these in abundance. What we want are
0ld Country farmers, and there are none
better in the world, and we promise them
areturn for their capital which they can
tever hope for ‘at home.’ Why, there
are farms within easy distance of this city
which could be bought for a trifie. True,
many of them are ‘cro out,” but
What better or more profitable method
could be adopted of restoring them

THE PORT HOPE FORGER.

Investigation of the Charges Against
James A. Montigomery.

Porr Hor, July 29.—Jas. A. Mont-
gomery was brought up this morning for
examination befure Mr. R. H. Holland,
Police Magistrate. - The prisoner arrived
by carriage about 8 a.m. in charge of Mr,
C. Culver, governor of Cobourg gaol, and
on the arrival of the train from Toronto
about 10 o’clock there appeared Detective
Reburn, Mr. Jas. B. Boustead, who was
present on behalf of the creditors, and his
counsel from Toronto. A long delay oc-
curred, during which the time was occu-
pied with consaltations between the vari-
ous parties concerned, examinations of the
forged signatures, the writing out of the
informations, and other preparatory mat-
ters,
At last, about 11.20, his Worship took
his seat on the bench, and having called
James A. Montgomery, the prisoner stood
up. The first charge against him was of
forging the endorsement of C: Quinlan to a
certain promissory note for $600, made by
himself on the 2nd December, 1878, and
payable one year from date, and to this he
pleaded ‘¢ guilty.”

The next charge was that he had within
thirty days before the issue of a writ of
attachment against him under the Insolvent
Act embezzled, concealed and removed
from his place of business eleven gentle-
men’s gold watches to the value of
$1,262 52, and that he withheld the pro-
duction of a certain passbook containing a
list of articles taken away.

SHIPPING DISASTERS.

Collision Between a Steamer and a
Schooner at Halifax,

Havrrax, N.8., July 29, —The steamer
Alhambra arrived early this morning from
New York. In coming up the harbour,
between George’s and McNab’s islands,
she came into collision with the schoener
Hero, Capt. Peter Mason, of and for
Tangier, wgﬁch, in company with two other
schooners, was lying ed with all
sails set. , The steamer’s people say they did
not observe any lights on the schooner and,
did not see her until too late to prevent a
collision. The schooner was struck amid-
shipe and cut down below the water’s edge.
Had the steamer been going at full speed
she would problbliihavo gone right over
the vessel. Capt. Mason and one of the
crew named Ferguson were on the deck of
the schooner at the time she was struck.
The captain’s three sons (boys) and two of
the crew were asleep in the forecastle, and
two passengers, named Mrs. Preston and
Mrs. Glawson, each with an infant, and
Miss Annie James, were in the cabin. On
feeling the shock of tic c.llsioa all jumped
from their berths in terror and rushed
on deck undressed, and the screams of the
women added to the confusion. A ladder
was let down to the steamer, and with the
assistance of her officers and crew the wo-
men and children were got on deck from
the schooner. The crew of tne latter
scrambled up over the bow. The steamer
backed off and the schooner filled and cap-
sized, falling with the broken side down,
the compressed air in the almost empty
hold keeping her afloat. The steamer laid
hold of her and towed her into the wharf,
where she now lies. The narrow escape of
those on the schooner may be judged by
the fact that, when those in the forecastle
jumped out of their bunks at the first shock,
there was a foot of water in the forecastle,
and the vessel had filled and capsized ten
minutes later.

Great Trial of Mowing Machines.

A trial of mowing machines took place,
under the auspices of the North Tipper-
ary Agricultural Society, at Inane, Kf):
crea, on Tuesday Iast, the 15th July.
Owing to the importance of these m‘.ﬂ,
in which the farmers have an opportunity
of seeing a large number of the leading
makers’ mowers at work side by side,
and, therefore, of judging for themselves
as to their m?otive merits ; a very
number was brou h:h f:ogether fr;l:dn all
parts, making one of the lsrgest gatheringy
ever herotofgre witnessed at a mowing
match, notwithstanding the uncertainty of
the weather. Inane is the charming seat
of H. V. Jackson, Esq., who farms v
largely under the able management of his
agent, Mr, Ireland. The trial was in a
very large field of about 40 acres of heavy
meadowing, which had what is commonly
called ““ an old bog at the bottom,” we
suppose it is from the richness of the
ground, and it was considered a t test
to the mowers, along with all the wet of
the previous day and night. At about
noon a gun was fired, and the makers and
their representatives got mnotice to meet
the committee and draw for the allotted
positions in. the manufacturer’s class to
compete for the first prize—a silver medal
—six makers came forward, namely, Messrs,
Howard, Alexander, Jack & Sons, Picksley
Sims, Toronto Reaper and Mower Com-

y ; P. Pierce & Co., B & Keyes,
my then got their directions to take up
their several positions, having each por-
tioned out to them one acretocut.

BROOK TROUT.

Wash and drain in & colander a few
minutes, #plit nearly to the tail, flour
nicely, salt, and put in pan, which should
be hot but not burning ; throw in a little
salt to prevent sticking, and do not turn
until brown enough for the table. Trout
are nice fried with slices of salt pork.

CODFISH BALLS,
Soak codfish,cut in pieces, about an hour
in lukewarm water, ren:lo;;kniln tlomlito bones,
ick to small pieces, an ve in
cold water. pAl soon a8 it beginl'to qul,
change the water, and bring to a boil again.
Have ready potatoes boiled tender, well
mashed, and seasoned with butter. Mix
thoroughly with the potatoes half the
uantity of codfish while both are still hot,
form into flat, thick cakes or round balls,
frv in hot lard or dripp or dip in hot
iat, like doughnuts. The additiom of a
beaten egg before making into balls renders
them lighter. Cold potatoes may be used,
by reheating, adding a little cream and
butter, and mixing while hot.
CANNED SALMON,

The California canned salmon is nice
gerved cold with any qf the fish-sauces.
For a breakfast dish, it may be heated,
seasoned with salt and pepper, and served
on slices of toast, with milk thickened
with flour and butter poured over it.

CROQUETTES OF FISH,

Separate dressed fish of any kind from
the bones, mince with a little seasoming,
add on egg beaten with a teaspoon of flour
and one of milk, and make into balls;
brush the outside with eg%' dredge well
with bread or cracker crumbs, and fry toa
nice brown. The bones, heads, tails, an
onion, and an anchovy, with a pin$ of
water, will make the ‘gravy.

FISH CHOWDER.

The best fish for chowder are haddock
and striped bass, although any kind of fresh
fish may be used. Cut in pieces over an
inch thigk smd ¢We ifiches “Syuare ; place
eight good-sized slices ‘of salt pork “in the
bottom of an iron pot and fry till crisp ;
remove the pork, leaving the fat, chop fine,
put in the pot a layer of fish, a layer of
split crackers, and some of the chopped
perk with black and red pepper and
cho onions, then another layer of fish,
anox.::'iof crackers and seasoning, and so
on. Cover with water, and stew slowly
until the fish is perfectly done; remove
from the pot, put in dish in which you
serve it and keep hot ; thicken the gravy
with rolled or flour, boil it up once
and pour over thechowder. Some add a
little catsup, port wine and lemon juice to
the gravy just before taking up, but I think
it nicer without them.

FRIED FISH.

Clean thoroughly, cut oft the head, and»
if large, cut out the backbone, and slice th®
body crosswise into five or six pieces ; dip
in Indian meal or wheat flour, or in a beaten
egg, and then in bread crumbs (trout and
perch should never be di%)ed in meal), put
mto a thick-bottomed skillet, lkx.n side up-
permost, with hot lard or drippings (never
in butter, as it takes out the sweetness and
gives abad colour), frly slowly, and turn
when a light brown. The roe and the back-
bone, if previously removed may be cut up,
and fried with the other pieces. A better
way is to dredge the pieces in the flour,
brush with beaten roll in bread
crumbs, and fry in hot lard or drippings
enough to completely cover them. If the
fat is very hot, the fish will not absorb it,
and will be delicately cooked. When
brown on one side, turn over in the fat and
brown the other, and when done let them
drain. Slices of large fish may be cooked
in the same way. Serve with tomato
sauce or slices of lemon.

KATY'S CODFISH.

Soak pieces of codfish several hours in
cold water, pick fine, and place in skillet
with water ; boil a few minutes, pour oft
water and add fresh, boil in and drain
off as before ; then add plenty of sweet
milk, a good-sized fpiwe of butter, and a
thickening made of little flour (or corn
starch) mixed with cold milk until smooth
like cream. Stir well, and when done take
from the fige, and add the yolks of three
well-beaten eggs ; stir quickly and serve.

BAKED HERRING.

Soak salt herrings over night, roll in flour
and flutter, and place in a dripping pan
with a very little water over them ; sea-
son with pepper.

POTTED FRESH FISH.

Let the fish lie in salt water for several
hours ; then for five pounds fish take three
ounces salt, two of ground black gep r,
two of cinnamon, one of allspice, and a half
ounce cloves ; cut fish in slices, and place
in the jar in which it is to be
cooked; first a layer of fish, themn the
spices, flour and bits of butter sprinkled
on, repeating till done. Fill the jar with
equal parts vinegar and water, cover closely
with a cloth well-floured on top so that no
steam can escape, and bake six hours. Let
it remain in jar until cold, cut in slices,
and serve for tea.

PAN-FISH.

Place in pan with heads together, and
fill spaces with smaller fish; when ready
to turn, put a plate over, drain off fat, in-
vert pan, and the fish will be left unbroken
on the plate. Put the lard back in the
pan, and when hot, slip back the fish, and
when the other side is brown, in, turn
on plate as before, and slide them on the
platter to go to the table. This improves
the appearance, if not the flavour. The
heads should be left on, and the shape
preserved as fully as possible,

STEWED FISH,

Cut afish across in slices an inch and a
half thick, and sprinkle with salt ; boil two
sliced onion until dome, pour off water,
season with pepper, add two teacups hot
water and a little parsley, and in this sim-
mer the fish until thoroughly done. Serve

The comb of all Polish fowls is like pecu-
liar, being of whatis called the two-horned
character, This formation is most plainly
seen in the Crévecceurs, where the two
horns are very conspicuous, In the breeds
more ifically known as Polish, the
comb should be almost invisible, but wha#
there is of it will always show the bifar-
cated formation.

WHITE-CRESTED BLACK.—This is the

The advaatages of self-feeding are briefl
these : More milk is locnms with th{
same amount of food. Cows that are com-
pelled to wander about for a living must
spend more or less vital energy in locomo-
tion. In many cases they must be driven
into quite a di.m:l:o tomputnre, t&:d if the
grazing is meagre mping that a cow
s oommhd to do each day in order to
repair waste of her body is too mach
like work to leave much material for the
‘manufacture of milk. Every farmer knows
that his cows give most milk when they
can fill their stomachs quickly and then
lie down in the shade and quictly rumin-
ate. Much work and much milk are in-
compatible. A hard-worked ox isnot ex-
pected to secrete much musc'e or fat.

The second advantage of soiling is the
increase of the quantity and quality of the
manure. Cow droppings scattered around
the pasture are valuable, but there is
a great waste of fertilizing material in such
a situation. The little piles lose much
:)g evaporation, destroy vegetation where

ey fall, and produce a rank growth just
around them that cattle will not eat, ~ If
the cows are fed in the barn. and are well
bedde@ with sand or =oil, the amount of
manure made and saved is doubled, if not
qlndm‘pled. The quality is also superior,
as the feed is richer, and less of the rich
food goes to replace the wastes of the ani-
mal. One of the most successful farmers
in Massachusetts in fine grass brought up
a reduced farm to a highly productive con-
dition, without extra expense for ferti-
lizers, and mainly by the use of green
fodder for his cows, aided by a parcel of
hogs to work over the manure. He be-

to his testimony. As manure is the first
want of a farm, this increase of it by
soil-feeding is a great recommendation of
the practice.

More
frequently one cow requires five acres, and
the average in the best dairy districts is
estimated at three acres.

lish farmer who has long practised this
mode says 30 acres, rightly managed, will
furnish food for 40 cows, including the hay
for winter. Mr. A. McKinstry, of Hamp-
den county, Mass., gives, in the Report of
the Massachusetts Board of Agriculture for
1876, his method of soiling stock, by
which he made six acres to summer 12
cattle, viz., 10 cows, one 3-.year-old bull
and a yearling calf, We give his mode,
though we think it can be improved.
‘‘ May 25 commenced mowing’and feedin,
green rye, and so continued till one an
three-quarter acres had been fed, or till
June 15, when, it being too tough to be
relished, the balance was hayed. June 15
the cattle were turned imto a 10-acre pas-
ture next the barn, and this was for
a pasture through the summer. June 24
to July 7 mowed and fed three-fourths of
an acre of green oats, when they became
hard, and the balance—one-fourth of an
acre—was hayed. From July 7 to 14 green
was mown and fed. mmenced on
foddor corn July 6, and this, with the help
of an acre of clover, mown from the oat
stubble, lasted till Oct. 5. From this last
date till they went into winter quarters,
rowen hay, cabbage leaves, and turnip tops
were given them,” Mr, McKinstry con-
cludes his statement by saying : ‘ We
would advise every farmer, no matter
how extensive his pastures, to provide some
forage crops, which will supply what the
pastures lack during the months of August
and September. ubtless the farmer of
the future, when population shall have in.
creased and land risen in value, will find
loilinlg not only an economy but a neces-
sity,’

Would it rot be wisdom on their part to
appoint one or two of their leading men to
visit our country, see for themselves, and
report? Cleared farms can be had at rea-
sonable prices in fee simple, with taxes very
moderate, and when cattle raising can be

carried on so profitably, there never were

such inducements offered to the intending
emigrant of this class before. Canada is
free from epidemics of any kind and over-
flowing with abundance of every
thing. The increased production of fruit
is another t inducement to the farming
oclass. Only the other day I a farm
of 100 acres all planted with fruit trees,
fifty acres in peaches, the remainder n
apples, and nearly all in full bearing, I
am told that some 400 tons of strawberries
have been grown along the shores of Lake
Ontario this season, and the quantity of
grapes is equally large.

At Pesth, however
prices Were firm. At St. Petersburg the previous
agtivity in the grain trade bad been succeeded by a
calmer tone, and the export demand had diminished
At the same time prices were firmly maintained in
consequence, of unfavourable harvests prospects
in many districts on the shores of the Volga. The
stores which were destroyed by fire at the cloge of
June, in the gov: t of S y d con-
siderable quantities of grain, and this was causing
holders to show more reserve.

Dulness and inactivity have been the salient
features of the market since our last. This has
been due partly to small offerings, rendering any

jderable busi impossible ; to an advance in
ocean freights at Montreal which has checked the
export demand, and to weakness in outside mar-
kets, which has caused buyers to look for conces-
sions.
