should get together as soon as possi­
ble and arrange for the removal of 
a huge natural rock or boulder—the 
bigger the better—to say the district 
school grounds or nearby cross-roads 
(or the church or grave-yard l’f easy 
of access.)

On Arbor Day (about May 7) the 
children of the vicinity should plant 
a maple tree, assisted by the teacher 
and school commissioners, with ap­
propriate ceremonies, near the rock 
or boulder, —hereafter the cenotaph 
of the soldier whose memory the com 
munity desires to perpetuate. At 
the roots of each tree thus planted, 
place a sealed bottled or crockery- 
wyre vessel containing a brief record 
or each soldier honored, signed by 
the mayor, school commi'ssinners, 
councillors, teachers, neighbors and 
other interested persons.. Such a 
record should give the parentage of 
the soldier, tiie place of death, etc. 
Current (joins and newspapers In a 
glass or crockery ware containei. 
should also be placed beneath the 
cenotaph.

And in the schoolhouse (church 
or lodge room) on the same day, an 
official Roll of Honor surmounted 
by a small silken Union Jack should 
be unveiled, and the whole-cenotaph, 
maple trees, roll of honor and flag 
entrusted to the children for sate 
keeping, it being impressed upon 
them that it is at once a duty and 
a privilege to cherish the memory of 
our country's heroes, 70,000 having 
died in the cause, of humanity and 
right.

It may be added that the rock or 
boulder used as a cenotaph should be 
large enouvh end of such sort as 
would- allow- of the soldier's name etc 
being cut upon it at the time if the 
services of a capable mason arc avail 
able; if not, this could be done later 
by a modern Oil Mortality who rever 
ences the glorious memory of Can­
ada's noble dead. One word of cau­
tion. Care shoulr be t$ken that the 
rock selected for the cenotaph should 
be of a titoe-defying, element—with 
standing sort—not a rock that reed 

ily splits or crumbles. There are 
competent men in every locality who 
w-ould advise wisely as to the choice 
of a suitable boulder.

20, and Mrs. Georgiana Di'agle. aged 
36, according to the form tendered 
the city clerk, but the father, of the 
boy said emphatically that the woman 
his former wife, is 48 years old.

In the application for license the 
boy gave his father's residence as 
Newcastle, N. B.. while the father 
claims a residence in Bangor—Daily 
Mail.

St, John, Feb. 23—Frederick 
Brooks, of Bangos, Maine, whose at­
tempts to marry his step-mother had 
attracted considerable attention suc­
ceeded in hi's purpose when the pair 
eloped to Mc Adam, N. B., yesterday.

“The world as we know it is at con­
stant war, not so much a war be­
tween nation and nation as a war 
cf man against nature. The world 
is getting to be more populous, and 
its peoples must be clothed and fed. 
Incidentally, the nations into which 
r-ankird hss grouped itself may war 
upon each other in the desire to con­
trol for their own needs new or old 
sources of merchandise and of pro* 
c ction, but the dynamic spirit un- 
cerlying human activities is the de- 
fc.re to preserve the human race.

The Pioneer Spirit 
“In this New Wor’d of North 

^America, the struggle of man 
against nature is more obvious, per­
haps, than in an Old World, where 
income sufficient for food, clothing 
and considerable comfort is consid 
cred by so many as their undisputed 
heritage. We, over here, live among 
pioneers and the sons of pioneers 
who have homesteaded, cleared their 
own farms, prospected for and dU 
covered mines, started business in a 
wilderness and seen the wilderness 
become a city. We realize, perhaps 
more readily than the philosophers 
of the more complex Old World how 
much we owe to individual energy 
in this war against nature. The con­
tinent of North America has been 
civilized and adapted to the need-* 
of man by the enterprise of sturdy 
individuals and not by state officials.
The Personal Element in Business 

“With the struggle for existence 
disguised under the polite forms of 
Fettled and organized communities, 
it is still to men of vision and ima­
gination that we owe our progress. 
The history of Cam.ia and the 
Lnit-d St* Les is full of instances of 
triv.t wt.o have risen to commanding 
positions in the world of affairs by 
tt\e force of personal merit. Mount 
Stephen, Carnegie and Edison are 
typical of the spirit of leadership 
which has made the civilization of 
our continent what it is. In all 
fields of business life we owe much 
to the indomitable energy of lead­
ers, who, with a fair field and un­
hampered by tradition, have won 
tarir way to the front. In new 
countries the individual seems to 
have opportunities denied him in 
older nations. C *

“In the largest company or in the 
most complex corporation the driv­
ing power of the individual is 
the keynote of jtlQKiess.

Dangers of Individualism 
“There is, however, a danger to 

the human race in unrestricted in­
dividualism. ‘‘Every man for him­
self” is not only a selfish policy; it 
may imperil the harmony/ indeed, 
the safety, of the community. Man 
as a social animal has a duty, not 
only to himself, but also to his 
neighbors. The business man or 
business company' in a. complex com­
munity or state has a similar duty 
to the public. The work of that man 
or company is ultimately for the 
preservation and benefit of his com­
munity, and while thfct work is most 
energetically prosecuted, if done in 
the spirit of- the individual, it fails 
of its purpose if it is prosecuted 
to the detriment of the community 
or race as a whole. *
State Socialism as a Remedy for 

< the Ills of Business 
How many an illness is due to self­

ish excess! How <^ten the decay of a 
once powerful company is due to 
its abuse of privilege and disregard 

vof the interests and opinion of the 
)community it ought to serve! The 
company or business enterprise that 
live» for itself and is not conducted 
ultimately with an eye to it* useful- 
r»ss to the community is an un­
healthy business and a source of in­
stability. It incorporates a wrong 

-ideal of conduct, and, sooner or later, 
is bound to come in conflict with 
public opinion, to its own ultimate 
ruin. That business Which desires 
a good old age myst.be conducted in 
« spirit of service—service to. the 
community, and service to the pub­
lic, r It will be conducted all the 
better if It Is virile and progressive, 
full of initiative and new Ideas, freé 
froir red tape, official rules, cast- 
tror^preeedents and regulations, but 
ft ought always to be conducted in 
tb« spirit of good citizenship.

The tendency toward state owner­

ship and control, which is now hap­
pily passing away, was the after- 
math of a too reckless and selfish 
individualism, both in the Old World 
and the New, during the first stages 
of industrial growth. The so-called

anenester School policy of “laissez 
faire” or “devil take the hin'most*’ 
was carried to excess and resulted 
in hardship to large masses of the 
people, and so in an unhealthy situa­
tion in the body politic. —

Can a Government iJndertaking 
Be a Business Success?

The test of a private enterprise 
is the making of profits under 
competitive conditions. That test 
cannot be applied to government 
operations. A government rarelf 
feels that it is under the obligation 
to make a profit from the conduct 
of any of its enterprises.

A private enterprise, even when 
operating a public utility like a rail­
road, has the stimulus of profit to 
spur it to a fruitful activity, but ff 
profits fail and losses occur through 
misfortune or mismafhagement it 
must bear its own burdens. It is 
generally believed by business men 
that no undertaking run by govern­
ment can stand the full test of pro­
fit making and proper conservation 
of the plant. Reports of profits 
from operations generally overlook 
depreciation, reserves, interest on 
capita! and an allowance frr the 
equivalent of the taxes paid by pri­
vate undertakings. From a strier 
accounting view, most, if not al! 
government business undertakings 
operate at a loss and would be wiped 
out were it not for the direct and 
indirect support of the public treas­
ury. There may be circumstances 
in which such operation at a loss is 
justified by public interests, but it 
is hard for a business man to con­
ceive of such a system being gen­
eralized without being reminded 
that the inhabitants of a certain is­
land made a living by taking in one 
another’s washing.

Government Interference Should 
Be Limited

The business man must always 
bear in mind that it is himself and 
his fellow taxpayers who bear the 
burden of experimentation in the 
field of government industry. If th^ 
assumption of government control 
were to take place progressively, as 
some enthusiasts desire, the time 
might come when, with only a part 
of the nation’s industries national­
ized, staggering burdens of taxation 
would crush the profit out of all the 
rest. *
War’s Effect on Business Structure

For a time the necessities of gov­
ernments during the Great War 
seemed to' upset all precedents. The 
governments of the belligerent pow­
ers believed it to be necessary to 
take a large part in directing the 
economic activity of the people in 
the production and distribution of 
goods and in many cases to assume 
complete control of it. Those who 
in earlier years had argued for ex­
tension of government intervention 
in business affairs found in these 
events a vindication of their posi­
tion. Those who had steadfastly in­
sisted upon the inefficiency of gov­
ernment agencies in practical busi­
ness affairs harbored the fear that 
so many steps had been taken to­
ward government intervention that 
it might not be possible to retrace 
them.

Neither hope nor fear was justi­
fied by the outcome. Both sides for­
got that these were emergency 
measures likely to be abandoned 
when the needs from which they 
were bom ceased to exist. They 
overlooked the fact that this govern­
ment action, thmigh intended to en­
hance econpmic^fficiency, gave that 
idea a very limited scope and con­
centrated on the singl^purpose of 
winning the war, brushing aside all 
other considerations. They failed to 
perceive that when peace came the 
public would no longer be impressed 
by the mere fact mat the govern­
ment had done certain things, but 
would begin to inquire how well it 
had accomplished them.
War Measures Tested by Business 

Standards
The fact is that these war meas­

ures never were judged by ordinary 
business standards and ourht not to 
have been so measured. Into these 
standards the element of' cost al­
ways entbrs as a . vital factor. In 
the throes of war wc did not al­
ways have time to count the costs. 
The thing of importance was the 
result attained, whatever success 
these measure# might have had was 
due to the spirit In which they were 
received by the people, who silenced 
every other demand than national 
needs and accepted any inconveni­
ence to trade or Industry as a patri­
otic duty, . i

As soon as peace came, murmurs 
of criticism began to be heard. Cus­
tomary standards of criticism began 
to be applied and government ad­
ministration no longer appeared in 
a rosy light. The net result was 
that the state as an economic agent 
was tried and found wanting. We 
had had a practical demonstration 
of government operation on a large 
scale and the conviction of*its weak­
ness became widespread. There has 
been a complete reaction in public 
opinion as to the merits of govern­
ment action in business affairs. , 

Service the Keynote ef Sound
Business <

The moral of all these considera­
tions is that SERVICE should be 
the cardinal policy of good business. 
If vfe keen in mind that we are, 
above all, servants of the public, we 
cannot go far wrong. .Our object is 
to supply the needs and contribute 
to the well-being of the people, our 
clients. .We may be as enterprising, 
as full of initiative, as inventive in 
ideas and methods as possible, and 
this initiative is best fostered if we 
can count on a reasonable reward, 
but if we keep SERVICE as our 
watchword, our individuality will 
always be guided in the right direc­
tion. Such a spirit will conduce 
more than anything else td success, 
but the success will not be achieved 
at the cost of the public welfare, and 
it will obviate all likelihood ef the 
public wasting time, energy and 
money in attempting to run your 
business for you.

If I may be permitted to give an 
instance from the history of the 
company which I have the honor to 
serve, 1 should like to illustrate my 
argument from the case of the Can­
adian Pacific Railway. That rail­
way holds the unique record of be­
ing the only large private railway 
enterprise in the world that escaped 
the fate of being taken over by its 
government even temporarily as a 
result of the Great War. My firm 
belief is that its immunity was due 
to the impregnable position it held 
in the confidence of the people of 
Canada through its record of ser­
vice ever since its construction as a 
transcontinental railway. One of 
the startling and at the time much 
criticized posters with which Van 
Horne placarded the country in the 
early days read:

“Parisian Politeness on the 
C. P. R.”

This was merely a vivid expression 
of the cardinal policy of the men 
who established the company that 
courtesy and consideration for the 
people of Canada were to be the 
watchwords of this private enter­
prise. These men were all imbued 
with an intense patriotism and be­
lief in Canada, and considered that 
in building up their railway they 
were building up their country. 
SERVICE was the very breath of 
their nostrils. The result was that 
they established not only a success­
ful railway, able to weather severe 
financial .storms, but they also 
established- a popular railway in 
which the people of Canada had 
confidence. Its profits have never 
been excessive, and its prosperity is 
generally taken as reflecting the 
general prosperity of the Canadian 
people as a whole.
Productive Activity Beet Stimulated 

By Individual Initiative.
One of the principal lessons of 

the Great War was the importance 
of production. We had listened so 
long to the complaint of would-be 
reformers that the chief evil of our 
present social order was inequality 
m the distribution of property and 
income, that we half believed it to 
be true. We were more concerned 
with the principle of division than 
the amount to be divided. But the 
war showed us that, in spite of the 
elaborate mechanism which had 
been b“ilt upon for supplying hu-i 
man needs, we were not vety far! 
removed from a hmd-to-mouth 
existence. When we had to draw 
upon our resources we found them 
to be largely imaginary. This ex­
perience will not soon be forgotten 
and the gospel of hard work must 
be put into practice if human pro­
gress is to continue.

Production and yet more produc­
tion is the necessity of our age. 
Bor increased production the wcuMd 
has not yet found any better 'in­
centive than the hope of individual 
profit As an actual producer the 
state machine is notoriously ineffi­
cient. Where production is acceler­
ated by those who at the same time 
are inspired by ideals of service, 
you have the healthiest condition 
under which business may be pur 
sued, and the nearest apr’r"''h to an 
ideal world that the business man 
can imagine.

FRANCE CANNOT 
PAY AMERICA

MADE SURE THAT 
HE WOULD NOT BE 

BURIED ALIVE
London,• Feb. 20—William Hough­

ton, a Ramsgate builder, who died re 
cently of influenza had a dread of be 
ing buried ah've and his will left in­
structions that his body should be 
placed in a heated room for three 
days so that in the event of there be­
ing any life left signs of animation 
nn'ght be discovered.

He also directed that a main artery 
pbould be cut and that his body 
should be burled at sea without a 
coffin. These wishes were carried 
out, the body being secured to an oak 
tray with lead and covered simply 
with a black cloth. A motor boat 
conveyed the remains out to sea 
where they were committed to the 
deep..

PARIS, Feb. 21—Louis P. Louch- 
eur, former ^Minister of Liberated 
Regions declared last night it was 
his beli'ef that France never would 
be able to pay a sou of her debt to 
the United States. This statement 
was made at Lyons at a banquet of 
the Industrial Commercial and Agri­
cultural Associations .

“I say plafnly, that I believe we 
never will be able to pay a sou to 
America.. I say it because there are 
Americans here who, I hope, will 
cable my words across the sea. We 
never can pay the fifteen billion franc 
we' owe America with the added inter 
est.

‘America has all the gold and we 
never could pay in goods on account 
of the customs barrier raised by the 
U. S. itself,” he said.

He added that Davi'd Lloyd George, 
the British premier, had agreed in 
principle to cancel France’s debt to 
Great Britain on the condition that 
the U. S. cancel Great Britain’s debt 
of twenty billion marks.. Referring 
to the quéstion of reparations, M. 
Loucheur said France was determined 
to make Germany pay to the utmost.

NEW YORK, Feb. 12—Tables re­
cently compiled by fiscal agents of 
the British and French governments, 
in which reference i's made to the 
steady improvement of the foreign 
♦rade balances of those countries, 
had given pronounced impetus to the 
recovery of international credits.

Exchange on London yesterday rose 
to 4.39 for lemand bills, the highest 
quotation for this remittance since 
August 1919.

The French rate for the seme ac­
commodation rose ’7 points to 9..15% 
this representing the highest quota­
tion for more than nominal dealings 
in almost three years.

Latest commerce reports frfom 
France show a steady gain in quan­
tity exports, for 1921, these increas 
ed 3,146,000 tons, imports for the 
same period decreasing 12,558,000 
tons.

My dear Sir:

Ou account of the very great im­
posante that efficient fire fighting 
and fire prevention is to our cities, 
may I ask your valuable assistance 
in urging upon your local governing 
body the importance of sending the 
Chief of your ffre department to the 
Fiftieth Anniversary and Annuaf 
Congress of Fire Chiefs and Fire En­
gineers, to be held in this city, Aug­
ust 9th—18th, 1922.

Fire losses in this country last year 
totaled over $365.000,000 with an at­
tendant loss of 20,000 lives. The fires 
are never out, and are consuming a 
million dollars a day of the created 
resources of the country. With all 
the improvement of motor apparatus 
over the horse drawn, the 
fire loss to property value has not 
been reduced, but on the contrary, 
is constantly increasing. This loss 
is an enormous tax which comes dir­
ectly from the pockets of the people.

Too often, unfortunately, the send 
ing of a Chief to such a convention 
is considered in the light of a junket 
Personally, I can say, that I immed­
iately adopted several devices which 
T first saw practically demonstrated 
at last year's convention at Atlanta, 
Ga. and which I believe, will be o' 
incalculable benefit to my city.

No Chief can come to the Interna­
tional Convention, for. which we are 
now preparing, without going away 
with ideas that will be of great value. 
San Francisco has suffered from fires 
as no other efty in the country, and 
we have taken precautions to prevent 
the recurrence of such a catastrophe 
by the installation of the most elab­
orate high pressure fire fighting sys­
tem in the world. This, together 
with the most comprehensive exhibit 
ef modern apparatus and equipment 
for the prevention and extinguish 
ment of fires ever assembled, will be 
available to all. We purpose making 
this year's meeting one grand clear­
ing house for the best information <>( 
fire matters obtainable.

In asking your ai'd it is in tfie be­
lief that you can do no more Import 
ant public service to your community 
than by urging the necessity of the 
attendance of the- Chief of your city 
on this important educational con­
gress.

The girls 
claim they can only make 72 cents 
a day and they cant live decently on 
it, especially those of their number 
who have to refund $2 a week, in 
payment of fares from the Mother 
Land. Some of the girls claim, they 
make less than $4- a week. Certain­
ly this should be looked into. Can­
adian fair play demands it.

Away at the East end of Nova 
Scotia, among the miners everything 
seems to be upside down, and now a 
lot of them, have to face the courts, 
as law breakers, and criminals. They 
exercised the “rough house" system, 
in the advocacy of theft* cause; riot 
ing, smashing up premises, looting; 
and other devilish tricks. These are 
the gentlemen, who threaten the 
tacti'cs of Bolschevism, if, their de­
mands are not submitted to.

| eral growl, not from the poor alone; 

•against the unreasonably high rents 
asked by some landlords, and truth 

i to tell, some of the houses would be 
well paid for; at half the rent now 
asked. Of course the landlords dont 
think so. they are out for their pound 
of flesh, even if it takes nfore than 
half a mans wages to pay it, or there 
abouts, as actually occurs sometimes. 
Again “no doubt this same story 
could be told of other places," but 
the fact remaihs, that high rents ag­
gravate the unemployment position, 
and add much to labor unrest.

The wide world over there is labor 
unrest. Reasonable people of sound 
mind, face it bravely, and reason, 
with sacrifice, will win in the end. 
It is really no doubt, the aftermath of 
the late Great War. Germany sowed 
to the wind, and she is reaping the 
whirlwind, and its rush and whirl, 
has struck the other nations in the 
struggle. Yet after it all, Germany» 
labor and capital have joined hand in 
hand again in the march for Indust­
rial. supremacy.. They are hi'tting 
hard against the industries of other 
nations already, and the intense love 
which Germany have for the father- 
land, leads her workers to toil in a 
spirit of sacrifice for the good of their 
country, and its commercial advance 
ment, more than Vne idea of strikes 
and high wages. The more tliç wor­
kers of ether countries, go out on 
strike, the better for Germany, and 
the better will German labor flourish.

THE EMPRESS OF SCOTLAND
The Canadian Pacific Steamships 

lix.st “Empress of Scotland" has 
been chartered by Frank C. Clark, 
Now York, {or a cruise of fid days 
to the Mediterranean, calling at the 
VR-i»,Uj- European ports. She left 

York on February 4th. with 
evt— berth booked.

This sprlne the “Empress of 
Scotland" will carry on a regular 
service between Quebec, Cherbourg. 
Southampton and Hamburg. She Is 
scheduled to leave Quebec on her 
first outward joi’rtiey from Canada 
early in May.

Tha “Empress of Scotland" is the 
largest vessel in the Atlantic fleet 
of the Canadian Pacific, and one of 
the most luxurious ve«se!s in the 
service. This steamship has re­
cently undergone a very cot.iore 
h"is:ve overhaul and has been 
aaipted for burning oil fuel instead 
of coal. Her Second Class pas­
senger accommodation has been in 
creased and imnroved. Her Third 
Class accommodation has al«o been 
greatly improved, a new Third Class 
Dinir^ Saloon having been arranged 
it the forward end of the ship, to­
gether with a Lounge and Smoke 
Room, and an additional Third Class 
Dining Saloon arranged aft. The 
boating capacity has been brought 
up to the most modern standard 
new davits having been fitted 
throughout, and new boats of the 
latest eo’lansiblp type fitted under
each existing lifeboat, these life 
boats lIso having been completel) 
overhauled and made good.

The principal dimensions of the 
“Empress of Scotland” are as fol

The vessel is of the Shade Deck 

type, with a Bridge Deck over, ex­
tending fully half length, and with 
a long Forecastle Deck. Above the 
Bridge Deck there are Lower and 
Upper Promenade Decks extending 
the full length of the Bridge Deck 
and above the Upper Promenade 
Deck there is a Boat Deck. There 
are two complete ’Tween Decks, and 
a Lower and Orlop ‘Tween Decks at 
the forward and after ends of the 
ship. The vessel has a straight 
stem, elliptical stern, two funnels 
and four masts, and presents a most 
imoosing appearance.

The “Empress of Scotland" h 
classed at Lloyd’s, has a full Board 
of Trçde certificate as a Passenger 
Ship, and is well sub-divided by 
watertight bulkheads.

CARIBOU TRACKS 
SEEN IN DOUGLAS

The new Canadian Pacific Stcrfn- 
ehip “Montcalm,” which sails be 
tween St. John and Liverpool, ia 
equipped with motion pictures. The 
showing of motion pictures on board 
ship has proven a big success ever 
since its inauguration last summei 
and has ‘met with the same popu­
larity ar.d anpr.ciatioTi by pas­
sengers as ether Canadian Pacific 
tea turcs. The films are distinctly 
and characteristically Canadian ir, 
subject and treatment.

It is beginning to look as if the 
caribou were returning to this pro­
vince. They pulled up stakes and quit 
about the year 1915, and most of the 
guides and trappers had made up their 
minds that they had gone for ever.. 
There i’s now evidence to Indicate 
that they are coming back. During 
the present week people living on 
the road which leads from the Village 
of Nashwaaksi's to Killamey Lakh 
claim to have discovered a trail which 
they are positive was made by a good 
sized herd of caribou.

A report to this effect has been 
made to Chief Game Warden Gagnon 
and he has been asked to seb to it 
tjiat precautions are taken to prevent 
them from being attacked by poach­
ers. Those who saw the trail fn the 
snow say that there is not the slight 
est doubt but that it was the works 
of the woodland caribou. The cari­
bou has big flat feet and there is no 
other animal that can make tracks 
like it. They say that there must 
have been at least a dozen animals 
in the herd and they were evidently 
travelling northward, feeding as they 
went. -x

The caribou is conceded by sports­
men to be the best of all big game, 
animals and ft is to be sincerely hop 
ed that they are making their way 
back to tli?s province.
