Pork.—Great care must be taken in 
selecting pork. If ill-fed or diseased, 
no meat is more injurious to the health. 
The lean must be finely grained, and 
both fat and lean very white. The rind 
should be smooth and cool to the touch. 
If clammy, be sure the pork is stale, and 
reject it. If the fat is full of small ken­
nels, it is indicative of disease.

Poultry.—The skin of fowls and tur­
keys ought to be white and of fine grain. 
See that the breast is broad and full 
fleshed. Examine if the legs are smooth, 
toes supple, and easily broken when 
bent back. If these signs are not found, 
the poultry is t«»o old or stale. The 
same rule applies equally to geese or 
ducks. When the .feet are red and 
hard, the skin coarse and full of hairs, 
all poultry may be pronounced too old 
for comfort.

When found necessary to keep meat 
poultry longer than was expected, 

sprinkle pepper, either black or red, 
over it. It can be washed off easily 
when ready for cooking. Powdered 
charcoal is recommended to prevent 
meat from tainting, and some assert that 
“when fowls havo been kept so long as 
to turn greenish, they can be made as 
sweet and fresh as ever by sprinkling 
with powdered charcoal an hour before 
cooking.” It may be that the charcoal 
can make meat or fowl swreet again ; but 
after the taint has gone so far as to dis­
color it, we do not believe it ever can be 
even brought back to a healthy state, 
and certainly should not advise the ex­
periment. A greenish tint is a sure in­
dication of decay, but that charcoal, 
either in lump or pow’dered, will arrest 
as well as prevent this change, is doubt­
less true. In hot weather it is always 
advisable to keep a jar of charcoal in 
the store-closet ready for use if need­
ed.

Darwin. One class of people praise hi 
as the discoverer of great laws in the" 
world of science; by another class hi y 
name is held as synonymous with all that 
is atheistic and irreligious.

unvarying industry. Few students of 
nature have watched her phenomena 
with such an attentive eye. and noted so 
carefully the most minute movements of 
the animated world. 11is last work is a 
striking illustruion of this. It is a hook ull 
the formation of vegetable mold, through 

TIIE ACTION OF WORMS, 
and is the result of near tifty years' ob­
servation. In 1837 lie first presented a 
paper on vegetable mold to the ideologi­
cal Society of London, and ever since lie 
has kept up his investigation into the 
life and movements and habits of those 
little duck worms that the boys find so 
useful for fishing purposes. In flower 
pots in his room, in his garden, m the 
field, in meadow and mountain lands, in 
cultivatied places, and in ‘ woods, Mr. 
Darwin has been watching the work of 
the worm; and in his last book he tells j 
us what lie has seen. The earth worm j 
is an insignificant looking creature, and 
nobody would suppose that its move­
ments could have much effect on the sur­
face of the globe, and yet it is seen that 
it performs a most important work in 
transforming the hard, cohi earth into 
soft, fruitful soil.

THE LVM3RIVI S
is the name of the best known genus 
of worms, with a large number of spe­
cies, only some of which, however, are 
engaged in the work of forming mold. 
They are found wherever there is moist 
earth containing vegetable matter. 
During the summer, when the*pS>uml is 
dry, and during the winter, when the 
ground is frozen,. they penetrate to a 
considerable depth and cease working. 
They are nocturnal in their habits, and 
may often be seen at night crawling 
about on the surface, or moving their 
heads and bodies around while their 
tails still remain in their burrows. 
Only sickly worms, as a rule, *ot those 
afflicted by the parasitical larva* of dies, 
are seen on the surface of the ground in 
the day-time.

growth of fibrous rooted plants and seed-
ingSt__The hones of dead animals, the
harder parts of insects, shells, leaves, 
twigs, etc., are soon buried beneath the 
accumulating castings ot worms, and are 
thus brought in a more or less decayed 
state within reach of the roots of plants. 
Leaves are digested and converted into 
humus. The burrow of the worm, pene­
trating to a depth sometimes of several 
feet, aid in the drainage and ventilation 
«•t the ground. They also facilitate the 
downward passage of small roots, which 
are nourished by the worms with which 
the burrows are lined. Many seeds owe 
their germination to being covered by 
Castings, while others, more deéply bur­
ied, lie dormant till they ate brought 
under conditions favorable to germin­
ation! Thus the tiny earth-worm is 
our best gardener, and is in itself a strik- 
ing proof that great results often follow 

' apparently insignificant causes, and that 
no object is so minute that it can be de­
spised.

THE REEVES QUALIFICATION.
We are in receipt of a letter from the 

solicitors of Mr. F. W. Johnston, asking 
us to furnish the name of the writer of 
the communication which appeared in 
the last issue <f The Signal, over the 
signature “Qutery." It is stated by Mr. 
•Johnston’s solicitors that that gentleman 
wishes V prosecute the writer for libel. 
Henr e the request made for the name of 
sa' writer. Our own opinion is that 
“•Query’s” communication was not libel 
<me. Had we deemed it so, we 
would never have allowed it to appear 
in the columns of The Signal. True, 
some pertinent questions were asked, 
and if Mr. Johnston cculd answer them 
satisfactorily, he would best set himself 
right by giving publi .ty to his state­
ment in the columns of this journal. 
Such a course would be the prudent one 
to take under the circumstances, and 
would be far cheaper in the long run. 
The writer of the communication, as 
well as ourselves, did not wish in any 
way to injure Mr. Johnston's fair fame 
as a private citizen, but if Mr. Johnston 
aims to become a public man lie must 
not lose his temper and fly off at a tan­
gent if relevant quet ms are asked. 
If Mr. Johnston possess», i the necessary 
qualification to sit at the Council 
Board, it was not wrong that the public 
should know it. If he did not possess 
the qualification required by law, he had 
no right to take his seat. And if a 
ratepayer’of the town asked for informa­
tion and invited Mr. Johnston to set the 
matter right by a public statement in re­
ference thereto, we fail to see why the 
ratepayer in question should be hounded 
down for so doing. For these reasons, 
we respectfully but firmly decline to 
furnish Mr. Johnston with the name 
of the author of the communication sig­
ned “Query.’’

Since the above was in type we have 
examined the records of the Registry 
office for the County of Huron, and find 
that Mr. Johnston is credited .with the 
the ownership of lot No. 71*8, Bruce 
StreetandlotNo. 10;*, Lighthouse st. The 
date of each of the deeds is March 0, 
1874, but no registration was made until 
Friday last, after the letter com­
plained of had appeared in the Signal. 
Each of the lots are assessed at £400, 
giving the necessary qualification to Mr. 
Johnston. We make this statement in 
justice-to Mr. Johnston, ami have no 
doubt that it was owing to the registra­
tion not having been made previous to 
last Friday, that the question of the 
Reeye’s qualification, was raised in 
the past.

In the Ottawa district 
the Tory managers have arranged that 
the township of Fitzroy, which is strong­
ly Tory, shall bo detached from Carle- 
ton and attached to North Lanark, with 
a view to overpowering the Liberal ma­
jority in that riding. With this arrange­
ment in view the Tory candidate pros­
pective for North Lanaak has already 
been paying some attentions to the elec­
tors of Fitzroy.

We call the special attention of poat- 
m:utera anil subscribers to the following 
synopsis of the newspaper laws :

1. A postmaster is required to give 
notice by letter (returning a paper does 
not answer the law) when a subscriber 
does not take his paper out of the office, 
and state the reaaons for its not being 
taken. Any neglect to do so makes the 
postmaster responsible to the publishers 
for payment.

2. If any person orders his paper dis­
continued, he must pay all arrearages, 
or the publisher may continue to send it 
until payment is made, and collect t he 
whole amount, whether it be taken from 
the office or not. There can be no legal 
discontinuance until the jiayment is 
made.

3. Any person who takes a paper from 
the post-office, whether directed to bis 
name or another, or whether he has sub­
scribed or not, is resjmnsible for the pay.

4. If a subscriber orders his paper to 
be stopped at a certain time, and the 
publisher continues to send, the suh. 
scriber is bound to pay for it if he t ike* 
it out of the post-office. This proceeds 
U|K>n the ground that a man must pay for 
what he usés.

5. The courts have decided that refus­
ing to take a newsriajier and periodicals 
from .the post-office, or removing and 
leaving them uncalled for, il prima f.uia 
evidence of intentional fraud.
