: (From the ‘Yorodyu Choho.)

Every item of our everyday life is
as costly in Japan as in Europe or
America. A respectable-looking three
story house can be rented in London
for thirty pounds, while the same
money can rent only a wretched cot-
tage' in Tokio. Bread, milk, meat,
electricity, gas perhaps with the ex-
ception of eggs, nothing is cheaper in
Japan. It costs far Ihore to run a
house in Tokio than in London. Thén
why are the wages and salaries low-
er in our country? Because of mis-
use of labor and over-abundance of
labor. What the Europeans move
with the derrick we let men and wo-
men carry on their shoulders; so
necessarily a great number of them
must be paid for.

Coleridge as a Soldier.

In the young days the poet Coler-
idge had a little love which
in disaster, for the lady re-

fused him. In despair he enlisted in
a cavalry regiment, which he hoped
would be ordered on foreign service,
that he might end his blighted career
on the tented field. - For family rea-
sons he dropped his correct name, but
from a feeling of sentiment, retain-
ed his initials; so Samuel Taylor
Coleridge became Private Silas Tomp-
kins Camberbatch. , The regiment did
not leave the country, and it was not
long before his soul wearied of bar-
rack life and its utter absence of ro-

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mance. His military life ended in a
curious fashion.

One day while Coleridge was do-
ing a weary sentry-go two officers
strolled past. One of them made use
of a Greek quotation, which the
other corrected. The first insisted
on his correctness, while the other
was just as positive he was wrong.
While they disputed, the sentry sud-
denly presented arms and respectful-
ly informed them that they were both
in error. He gave the exact quota-
tion, name of the author, and other
circumstances. If his musket had
spoken, the hearers could not have
been more astonished. This incident
led to an inquiry, and the poet was
restored to the bosom of his family.

Naval Engagement.

NEW YORK, Noon.
