More Delay
Probable.

According to the Evening Chronicle 
of yesterday, letters have been receiv­
ed from the Prime Minister, Sir Ed­
ward Morris, conveying the intelli­
gence that he intends to leave for 
Newfoundland by the S. S. Pomerani­
an, which should sail from Liverpool, 
according to schedule, on Saturday 
next, but the sailing of which may be 
delayed a day or two. She is not 
likely to reach this port before the 
25th or 26th of the month. According 
to the Daily News of this morning the 
sailing of the cruiser Fiona with His 
Excellency the Governor and suite is 
set down for the 20th inst. According 
to these statements, the Governor will 
leave the city some days before the 
Prime Minister arrives in the city. It 
follows, therefore, that His Excellency 
will not have an opportunity of future 
personal discussion with the Premier 
on the Morison Memorials, on the in­
vitation of his Prime Minister to out­
side investor to seek information as 
to the opportunities of investments 
directly from the Ministerial heads of 
Government departments in St. John s, 
on the direct conflict between the 
statement made by the Premier that 
he never had an interest in timber 
wealth with the record filed in the 
Registry of Companies, and on the 
hearing of these matters on one an­
other, for some considerable time.

If. as is sâid His Excellency will be 
away cruising in the S. S. Fiona for 
some six weeks, such an opportunity 
as we have mentioned, hiay not occur 
until the beginning of August. It 
would appear therefore that there is a 
probability that the decision of His 
Excellency in regard to the Memorials 
may not be available for publication 
until some time in August. If our 
surmise is right, the time which will 
have elapsed between the publication 
of the decision and the presentation of 
the Memorial will be remarkable for 
duration, which will be In marked 
contrast to the promptness with which 
the Morine decision was given.

Cabot Loses Mast

Almost Drowned
i l-ast evening the 4 year old son of 
Mr. Geo. Whitten, of the South Side, 
came within an ace of being drowned. 
Unknown to anyone and unobserved, 
the boy wandered down on his fath­
er's wharf and in some manner got 
overboard. He made no outcry for a 
long while but feebly moaned, when 
he became so exhausted that he could 
hardly struggle any longer. Fortu­
nately Mrs. Garrett was then passing 
near the wharf, heard the cry, and 
lushing out to the head of the pier 
saw the little fellow on the surface. 
She bravely clambered down the 
shwes. reached for him and got him. 
andby superhuman efforts succeeded 
in getting the boy up on the wharf, 
where he lay in a state of collapse. 
The woman does not .know how she 
performed the risky feat and she was. 
overcome with fright when her brave 
act was accomplished. The boy was 
revived after some time. A few min­
utes more and he would have been 
drowned. Some few years, ago anoth­
er little boy of Mr. Whitten's was 
drowned over the same wharf.

This (Jay last week the whaler 
Cabot, Capt. Bull, met with a serious 
mishap. The Cabot had just captur­
ed a large sulphur bottom whale and 
was towing it to Balena when her 
mast sprung near the deck and broke 
off completely, falling against the bul­
warks of the 'ship. No other damage 
was done, but had the heavy spar 
struck any of the crew In its descent 
they would have been killed. The 
cause of the mast breaking was due 
to the whale struggling so hard. The 
Cabot in her dismasted condition went 
to Grand Bank, where she is now hav­
ing repairs effected.

Serious Charge 
Against a

Constable.
ELI SHEP?ARD ARRESTED AT 

BAY ROBERTS—RELEASED YES- 
TERDAY ,6> BAIL OF TWO 
THOUSAND DOLLARS.

From people who arrived by to­
day’s train we obtain Information of 
charges of a most serious character 
against the policeman stationed at 
Bay Roberts. The purport of it Is 
that a young man some time ago mar­
ried the adopted daughter of Const. 
Eli Sheppard, of that place, and that 
as their home was not ready to oc­
cupy she continued to live at her 
adopted father’s house. The woman is 
in a délicate state of health, her hus­
band became suspicious that all was 
not right and interviewing his wife 
got from her a confession which badly 
compromised her former guardian.

In an article in our lât issye on the 
subject (4 Balance of Trade, we. show-, 
cd that our excess of imports over our 
exports was a danger signal that we 
were buying more than we. could pay 
for, that we were consuming more 
than we produced and that we were 
paying the balance by running into 
debt. We doubt, however, if our 
people as a whole realize the enorm­
ous disadvantage whjch a large public 
debt entaifs Upon a community. They 
are so obsessed or overpowered with 
the present advantage of unstinted 
Government expenditure, of abundant 
and highly paid labor that they^io not 
reason as to how such expenditure is 
going to effect the life and comfort of 
the people of the future. It is not the 
habit of the sly politician to explain to 
the voters how they will have to pay 
bock every farthing of debt by in- 
ci eased taxation and by diminished 
food .and clothing, it is his low down 
trick to appeal to their ignorance^ of 
natural economic- laws, _by showing 
the glittering tinsel of present abund­
ance. What does our readers think 
would have been the result of an ap­
peal to the people for senseless 
Branch Railway lines, if their ad­
vocates went into each settlement and 
house in the. Colony and told the in­
mates that as a result of the adoption 
of the Railway policy a tax collector 
would call round every year to each 
house to collect $5.00 from every fam­
ily. Would not the proposition have 
been received with scorn and the pro­
posers buried in ridicule! But this is 
what is happening. These Railways 
are going to cost $8.000.000 and every 
year after the people, will have to 
pay $280.000 merely by way of inter­
est. that is one dollar per hFad of 
population or five dollars per family, 
till the debt is paid off. if it ever is.

But the debt for the Branch Rail­
ways, immense and burdensome as it 
is. is not a quarter of the load of debt 
the people of this Colony are called 
upon to bear. We stated in our last 
issue that it was front $550 to $600 for 
every family but on the completion of 
the Branch lines the total debt will be 
near $32.000.000, a sum almost too 
yast to grasp or comprehend, and this 
works out at $660 for every family, 
which means that every family also 
pays by way of interest about $25 
every year, and pays it just as com­
pletely as if the tax collector called 
round every year and forced its pay­
ment in cast). Now consider what 
that $25 would mean in increased com­
fort to* every family ip the Island. 
Suppose that in the fall of the year 
when every housewife and her good 
man are‘counting; up the dollars that 
they have available for supplying 
their season's wants, they were to 
have an additional sum of $25 put into 
their hands, what prospects of in­
creased comfort and better food sup­
plies^ would it not bring. Would it not 
be largely instrumental in lifting up 
the standard of living throughout the 
whole Island, and removing altogether 
that monotonous and spare diet which 
Dr|^Wakefield, who is doing such un­
selfish and splendid work for the 
health of the people of this Colony, 
says is such a large factor in creat­
ing a tendency to that fatal disease.— 
consumption. As we said it is not in 
the interest of the politician to ex­
plain these matters to the people from 
whom he is looking for votes. He 
propounds glittering schemes of em­
ployment which fascinate the people 
by their splendor, and he obtains the 
votes he requires. The result comes 
just as surely as the clap of thunder 
after the flash of the lightning. You 
have spent money which you have not 
earned an^ you must pay it back with 
interest, even though yoti pay it 
through much suffering.

We say unhesitatingly that under a 
Government conducted solely in the 
interest of the whole Colony, and on 
thorough business principles, the Rev­
enues of Newfoundland would have 
been abundant for all necessary pur­
poses and that no public debt to speak 
of would ever have been created. It 
is only owing to the exigencies of 
party warfare, the presure of the outs 
against the ins and the ins againt the 
outs that the tremendous burden op 
debt has been piled on the unresisting, 
shoulders of poor old Newfoundland, 
and she has to bear it. But even now 
under an economical and business 
Government muq£i_ could be done 
through reform in the Civil Service 
and a more careful and economic ex­
penditure of public monies to lessen 
the outrageous taxation ^.wltich the 
people Of this Colony are now carry­
ing. The reduction of the tariff is the 
one imperative, nay, indispensable, 
thing for the well-being of the people 
and any party which will, come-out 
boldly and honestly and make Re­
form df expenditure and Reduction of 
taxation ' the leading . planks in its 
platfohm should receive the whole­
hearted support of every thinking-man 
in the community.—The People.
