Agricultural Vote.

Yesterday we dealt with the 
extras under the Branch Rail­
ways and showed that Mr. Kent 
was right in likening it to Kip­
ling’s Commissariat Camel, the 
appetite of which was all devour­
ing. It will be seen from the 
conclusion at which Mr. Kent ar­
rives, everything which will be 
put on the Trepassey Branch, 
Heart’s Content Branch and 
Bonne Bay Branch will have to 
be paid for as extras, for the 
Bona vista Branch will itself eat 
up everything in the class of 
rolling stock, etc., which the Con­
tractor is called upon to provide 
under his contract price.

It follows from this that all 
the rolling stock, &c., which 
these four branches will require 
in order to be “completely and 
effectively equipped” will have to 
be paid for as extras. And of 
course, in addition, all the sta­
tions, piers, wharves, fences and 
snow fences along the Trepas­
sey Branch, the Heart’s Content 
Branch, the Fortune Bay Branch 
and the Bonne Bay Branch will 
have to be paid for as extras. It 
follows trom this that not only 
will the two loans raised by Sir 
Edward Morris be eaten up, but 
a third loan will be required.

The statements of Sir Edward 
Morris as to the cost . of the 
Branch Railways was a cruel 
piece of deception. He led the 
House of Assembly and the peo­
ple throughout the country to be­
lieve that $4,000,000 would build 
and completely and effectively 
equip them, and that the only 
burden on the country would be 
3V-» per cent, interest on this 
loan. We know he has denied 
this, but the proof is to be found
in the speeches he delivered in the
House when he argued that when
all the branches were completed 
the only burden oh the country 
only burden on the' country

would be the interest at 31/2 per 
cent, on $4,000,000, or $140,000 
a year. Yet he has already bor­
rowed $6,000,000, and the inter­
est on this will be $210,000 a 
year, and it is well recognized 
that a third loan will be neces­
sary to pay the Contractor for 
the obligations cast upon the 
Colony by the Morris Railway 
Contract.

The same deception was ex­
perienced in the matter of the 
reduction of duties. In his Mani­
festo five years ago Sir Edward 
Morris said that a reduction on 
the heavy taxes then imposed 
could be easily accomplished. 
Yet he let the sessions of 1909, 
1910, 1911 and 1912 go by with­
out making an attempt to deal 
with the situation. Indeed, his 
Minister of Finance in 1912 de­
clared against the course, and 
said that when the reduction 
came it must be made gradually. 
This was the only statesmanlike 
way of going about it, and could 
have been commenced in 1909, 
and as the experiment justified 
it, could have been carried on 
gradually year by year without 
upsetting the finances of thecoun- 
try or dislocating its trade. But 
Morris did not do so. Suddenly 
in the election year he made a 
general reduction. Everybody 
regarded this action as election 
bait, and the sealers in the spring 
declared the bait was stale and 
would not be taken by the Elec­
torate. If it had been gradually 
enterprised from 1909, it would 
have been a preventive of the 
gross extravagance which has 
been practised since then, and 
would have saved the Colony 
hundreds of thousands of dollars 
of expenditure which has been

WASHINGTON, To-day.

Mr. Goodison M.H.l 
Sues a Constituent 

For Slader.
SO JUDGMENT ‘«IVES.

The slander case which Mr. Good­
ison brought against one of Ills con­
stituents, named Stephen Brlcn at­
tracted very considerable interest in 
Ccrbonear and elsewhere.

J. R. Goodison, M. H. A., took out a 
summons before Judge Penny, for $100 
damages against Brien alleging that 
the following words were slander: — 
“Goodison has arranged with the 
"Government to pay to Leonard Ash 
“$35 a day for the time the road is 
“being graded in front of his shop.”

This was a new shop Ash built after 
the Government had taken down the 
old one to widen the street. It is 
said that Goodison’s witnéss, Quinn, a 
mail courier, said he heard Brien 
say:—"What do you think of the 
“Government now down there to pay 
“Leonard Ash $35 or $40 a day. He 
“barred up his shop and their digging 
“out In front of his door and he’s 
"gone to St. John's.” That’s all he 
said, quoth Quinn, but I understood 
he referred to Mr. Goodison because 
lie represented the Government here.”

And another witness Joshua Ash. 
related liow “There was talk of L. 
vAsh’s windows being barred up and 
“Brien said he was getting “well paid 
“for It”

Brien himself says that what tie 
said was “That the mtiney would be 
“better spent on the Harbour Grace 
“road or some other roads that wanted 
“repairs.”

Quinn said this happened oh Tues­
day, Sept. 16th, somewhere between 
two and three o'clock, and that 
Charles Legge and H. Soper were 
present, but the latter two said they 
did not hear Brien say the words and 
in fact that none of them, not even 
Quinn himself—and he is a mail car­
rier under the Morris Government— 
were talking politics at the time. 
These men including Quinn all said 
that Brien was sober.

The evidence was listened to by a 
large and attentive audience and af­
forded much merriment, particularly 
some of the questions and answers 
when Mr. Goodison was in the box.

Counsel for Brien urged that Magis­
trates have no jurisdiction In slander 
cases, but Judge Penney thought '.he 
case should proceed as he had already 
tried several cases of slander and no 
objection was made by other lawyers. 
Counsel for Goodison also agreed that 
the case proceed as there was no­
thing in the contention. After all the 
evidence was in, however, Mr. Goodi­
son suggested that thy point about 
the Magistrate's jurisdiction should be 
decided by the Supreme Court before 
any judgment oil the evidence be giv­
en in the case. Brlen's counsel 
thought that judgment should be given 
an the evidence first. But Judge 
Penney said it would be better to get 
the Supreme Court's decision first cn 
that other knotty point.

W. J. Higgins was counsel for the 
plaintiff and F. A. Mews was counsel 
for the defendant, Stephen Brien.

VERY INTERESTING.
An intensely interesting question 

was raised by Mr. Goodison as to 
whether Brien was drunk on Tuesday, 
September 16th, around two or three 
o’clock, and he got permission of the 
Judge to go in the box the second 
time. He stated on oath formally and 
with mnch Impressiveness that Brien 
was drunk on that Tuesday at four 
o'clock because he said he met Brim 
that day at the station and gave him
a cheque for $2 which had come from 
Mr. Noel. It was suggested also that
if Brien was really in that condition
at four o'clock he might have been
worse at say half-past two and per­
haps did not know what he said.

Mr. Soper, Mr. Legge and even 
Quinn said that Brien was sober be­
tween two and three o'clock ; and it 
is leaking out now that what they 
said was correct, and that Mr. Brien 
has some very interesting information 
to give with regard to the matter 
which will be of extremely intense In­
terest to Mr. John R. Goodison—later.
