Army Praised by
Servia’s Prince.

Alexander Says Austrians Hare Been 
Driven Out—tyar Booty targe.

Paris, Jan. 2.—An address deliver­
ed by Crown Prinpe Alexander of Ser­
via, commander-in-chief of the Ser­
vian army, to hiç troops Is given in 
a Havaç agency despatch from Nish.

“Five months have passed since the 
enemy attacked wit beloved country,” 
said the Crown : Prince. “Although 
we had been tried by two glorious and 
difficult wars, wq awaited the attack 
manfully and heroically. After hav­
ing defeated the enemy once at Tser 
and Jadar, we Save by bloody and 
glorious combat^ delivered a blow 
harder than any they have inflicted on 
us up to the present. Thousands of 
prisoners, hundreds of cannon and im­
mense amounts pf booty which we 
have captured bepr witness to tfie en­
emy’s defeat and jour glory.

“Soldiers, I am proud to announce 
that not one of (he enemy is now on 
Servian territory! We have expelled 
him and put him to flight. In this 
solemn moment, fFhen upon our proud 
Belgrade the flag of victorious Servia 
flies, I desire befpre all to give recog­
nition to your valor.”

The prince then eulogized his men, 
comparing them ,with the ancient he­
roes who brought glory to Servian 
arms. .

“The end of (his gigantic combat 
now is in sight, although not yet 
achieved,” he continued. “Then will 
come a peace • worthily crowned with 
victories for our grand Servia. Our 
country will be greater, more power­
ful and happier than ever. For that, 
my heroes, Servip will be grateful to 
you.”

“The Servians I will not march on 
Sarajevo,” said Dr. M. R. Vesnitch, the 
Servian Minister* to France, accord­
ing to a statemept by him published 
here. “They will penetrate either to 
Syrmia, the eastermost county of 
Slavonia, Hungary, by way of Sem- 
lin, or Banat, a region of Southern 
Hungary, by way of Pancsova.

“The invasion <4f Bosnia and Herze­
govina, populated by Slavs and which 
are destined to become Servian, would 
leave the Hungarians indifferent. An 
invasion of Hungary, however, espe­
cially if made b| way of the region 
north of the Danube, would greatly 
increase the apprehension now reign­
ing in that codâtry.

“The Servian tj-oops are now amply 
provided with ammunition and sup­
plies.”

BRITISH GOVERNMENT REGARDS 
RECRUITING AS SATISFACTORY.

LONDON, To-day.
The Lords adjourned until Feb. 2nd 

when Parliament will re-assemble. 
The Opposition was not very success­
ful In securing from the Government 
information on the growth of the 
army or on the operations of the 
navy, regarding which its members 
persistently questioned the Ministers, 
but generally speaking the Govern­
ment expressed satisfaction at the 
rate at which recruiting was proceed­
ing, and Viscount Haldane declared 
that the necessity for compulsory 
service had not arisen. The Lord 
Chancellor also announced that ex­
perts in England were producing a 
gun which at least was the equal of 
the German 42 centimeter guns. The 
Unionist Peers who criticized Ire­
land’s reply to the call to arms were 
told that Ireland was doing her full 
share in the war. "I am glad there 
has been an appreciation of the obli­
gation the Allies are under to the 
Navy, for establishing that remark­
able control of the sea, which with 
comparative little loss to our com­
merce and supplies, has enabled us 
to use the Navy to carry on the oper­
ations which otherwise would have 
been impossible.” The Marquise of 
Crewe, Governrfient Leader In the 
Lords, replying to criticism, with re­
gard to recruiting in Ireland and the 
statement by Lord Middleton that 
desertions and discharges in Ireland 
were quite phenomenal, said recruit­
ing there was going on to the satis­
faction of the War Office. In addition 
to this the fact that regular drafts 
had been supplied for Irish regiments 
and every Irish infantry regiment in 
the army was now at the front. A 
division in political opinion in Ire­
land, the Marquis said, admittedly had 
made the recruiting problem a diffi­
cult one. There was in Ireland, he 
added, a number of revolutionary 
Irishmen who were vocal, out of all 
proportion to their Influence. The 
Marquis declared that he had receiv­
ed no particular inforation concern­
ing the movements of Sir Roger Case­
ment, who was reported to have pro­
posed an alliance bettveen Gerfffany, 
Ireland and America to the Berlin 
Government, but if Sir Roger had 
done what he was reported to have 
done the' Marquis said his conduct 
ought to be followed by severe pen­
alties.

It is pleasing to learn that the Brit­
ish Govei nment is satisfied with the 
pace at which recruiting is going on 
at home, and that recruits are coming 
as fast as they can be equipped. This 
assurance should be satisfactory to 
all. If Lord Kitchener is satisfied, 
there is little room for others to be 
dissatisfied. He is a man to say what 
he wants, regradless of any political 
consequences. In the past he has 
not been identified with the political 
tenets of any party, nor has he iden­
tified himself with any propaganda 
for conscription or any campaign 
against it. In Australia, where the 
people were prepared for conscrip­
tion, he drafted the scheme under 
which the Australian War Depart­
ment is working. If the needs of the 
war make conscription ever essen­
tial, Lord Kitchener will say so and 
make a demand for it, and we have no 
doubt the nation will back him up 
and the Government will arrange It. 
Until that time arrives, the nation 
will not abandon the voluntary sys­
tem, which seems to be doing as much 
towards building up a big army as 
can be done for the present, with or 
without conscription. The mere en­
rolment of a million or more men by 
conscription, if these cannot be sup­
plied with clothing, rifles, ammuni­
tion, machine guns, commissariat de­
partments, medical units, artillery 
trains, instructors and regular staff» 
of trained officers, commissioned and 
non-commissioned, for sections, pla­
toons, cam panics, battalions, regi­
ments, brigades, divisions, corps and 
armies would be of little use. A na­
tion with the machinery for a few 
army corps cannot create a nation In 
arms, organized in the above units 
and properly equipped by the mere 
pronouncement of conscription in the 
words of an Act of Parliament. It is 
a matter of time, of instructors for 
officers and men, of the output of fac­
tories and gun foundries, and these 
cannot be conjured up in a moment

-An official communication given out 
by the General Staff last night says: 
On the left bank of the Vistula front 
at the villages of Soukha, Metarie and 
Mogsley, fighting has assumed a char­
acter more and more desperate.

On a Linerin War Time
Rev. Dr. J. D. Jones, of Bourne­

mouth, has an interesting description 
in the British Weekly of his five 
•weeks’ journey home from Australia 
in the Moldavia, and of the incidents 
on “a liner in war time.” They had 
no desire to meet the Emden (then 
busy) so they “stole along through 
the night, shrouded and veiled.”

“I am quite sure the Moldavia never 
carried a company like the present 
one. With some half a dozen excep­
tions, all. the passengers are either 
soldiers or would-be soldiers, or con­
nections of soldiers.

Splendid Young Australians.
“Many of the men w"ere young 

Australians coming home to volun­
teer. It speaks volumes for the loy­
alty of Australia that these young fel­
lows, hailing from the ranks of the 
well-to-do, should rush home at Eng­
land’s call to risk limb and life for 
her, as privates in the ranks. For 
obviously rich though they were, they 
were not going to wait for commis­
sions. They were willing to face all 
the rough-and-tumble of campaign­
ing.

“At Colombo we took on a couple 
of distinguished officers and about 
sixty young Englishmen—tea planters, 
engineers, timber merchants—all of 
them bound for the war. I confess to 
feeling a thrill of pride as I looked at 
these clean-limbed, open-faced young 
Englishmen. They are the pioneers 
of our' civilisation in the Far East; 
they are building up our Empire; they 
are driving the road and bridging the 
ford. Many of them occupy lucrative 
positions. But at the old home’s call 
they give up everything that they may 
hurry.to her help.

camp. Every morning before break- 
last they are up doing gymnastic ex­
ercises and getting themselves fit. In 
the course of the mornirig there has 
been regular military drill. At all 
hours of the day groups have been 
busy seeking to master the mysteries 
of signalling. Lectures, too, have been 
given by Major McHardy, a distin­
guished artillery officer, on various as­
pects of military operations, and by 
Lieutenant-Colonel Irwin, of the Army 
Medical Corps, on first aid, etc. Al­
together, instead of being on a peace­
ful mail steamer, it has felt sometimes 
as if we were in the camp on Salis­
bury Plain.

“Perhaps the most pathetic remind­
er of what war means came - to us at 
Aden. At Aden we took on board 
nearly 200 people. They were the 
wives and children of Indian officers 
who had proceeded to the war. I 
should think there never was a ship’s 
company in which the women so com­
pletely outnumbered the men. I 
fancy, as I look round the dining sa­
loon. there must be at least five wo­
men to every man. And the children 
—tiny tots most of them—number 
sixty. The P. and O. people appar­
ently do not care very «much about 
having children as passengers. They 
don’t encourage them, and make no 
special provision for them. But this 
time the children have fairly taken 
possession of the ship. They have 
commandeered the one sitting-room 
there is on board, and from early 
morning till after five at night it is 
practically a nursery and nothing 
else. But no one is disposed to 
grumble-. We realise why these wo­
men and children are here.

Some Brave Englishwomen.

“In fact, far from feeling disposed 
to' grumble, I have been filled with 
admiration for the high courage of 
these officers’ wives and the brave 
face they put on things. Their hus­
bands are going out to face wounds 
and death. Some of these women be­
fore many weeks are passed are 
bound to be widows, some of these 
children to be fatherless. But If any 
such dark forebodings cross their 
minds they banish them. They put a 
‘cheerful courage on.’ They can even 
find It in their hearts to dance. Mt 
Isn’t that they are hopelessly shal­
low and frivolous—but they are splen­
didly brave.

“I am a good bit of.the Puritan my­
self, and dancing does not appeal to 
me. But I confess to admiring the gay 
courage of these Englishwomen. All 
the brave women did not live in 
Sparta. Their hearts could not fail 
to be racked, with anxiety, and pet- 
haps in- secret they may have given 
way to tears, but in public they held 
their heads high. They were the kind 
of women who would send their hus­
bands off to the war with a cheer.”

INSTRUCTIONS TO BRITISH

H the Allies Win- 
11 Germany Wins.

Prof. Franklin H. Giddings, of Col­
umbia University, one of the greatest 
authorities in Sociology and Political 
Science in answer to the. above two 
questions, says :

“If the Allies win there will be a 
settlement of some sort, a pretty poor 
settlement perhaps, but a settlement 
by negotiation in which the United 
States as a great neutral and disin­
terested nation will be sure to play 
an important part.

“But if Germany wins, if the 
dreams of the military party come 
true, if the doctrines of Trietsehke 
aiid Bernhard! prevail, then there 
will be no negotiation. There will be' 
only submission. Germany will say 
to the world powers: ‘Youk-e licked. 
Take your medicine, and we will 
take the rest.’

“The world will be Prussianized. 
Everywhere except in America the 
triumph of absolutism will be com­
plete. The spirit of democracy and 
all liberal thought will be utterly 
crushed. World-power such as has 
never been known in history will be 
wielded by a nation that has develop­
ed along materialistic lines, that is 
steeped in the teachings of Nietzsche, 
that believes weakness the essential 
evil and might the essential right­
eousness and compassion the only 
sin—a nation that denies the right of 
sovereign peoples to both create and 
enjoy constitutional liberty.

AMERICA’S TURN NEXT.
“Now, discarding all the bosh about 

what should be and facing the things 
as they are. this one great fact stands 
out: Thoughtful men are saying: 
‘If Germany wins it will be our turn 
next. Now whether they are right or 
wrong as to that, there can be no 
question as to what it means.

“It means that if Germany wins 
we become a militaristic nation. W«e 
have no choice. Democracy must 
arm to defend itself against auto­
cracy; must arm to preserve liberty 
and all the things this country stands 
for. We have a population of 100,- 
000,000 which is growing faster by 
immigration than that of any other 
country, and will grow still faster 
after the war. We have a stupendous 
amount of natural wealth. For every 
dollar that Germany puts up as an 
ante in the great game of armament, 
the United States will have to put up 
two.

“Of course this win give pain to 
many good people, and great num­
bers of us will be sad and not ap­
prove of it; but that is not the issue. 
It is not what we want to do but 
what we shall have to do. The fact 
we have to face is that if Germany 
wins, rightly or wrongly, and whether 
we like it or not, the United States 
will become one of the greatest mili­
taristic nations on the face of the 
earth. Not because any one wants it, 
but because it would be our only sal­
vation.”

Clothing the Army.
Some idea of the needs of -an army 

such as Britain now has at jhe front 
and at home may be gathered from 
the following statements and figures 
published in the ‘Times.’ In peace 
times the issue of boots for one year 
amounts to 245,000 pairs, but at pre­
sent there are, delivered or on order, 
6,500,000 pairs for first outfit and up­
keep for six months only, and 'it may 
be imagined that the bootmakers in 
these islands are busily employed. 
Similarly, we usually issue 114,000 
pairs of woollen drawers a year, and 
have now 7,000,000 pairs on order for 
half a year.

Instead of 43,000 greatcoats, we 
now need 1,500,000 in hand; 250,000 
service dress jackets has increased to 
5.250,000. not to speak of 5,000,000 
pairs of trousers, 4,500,000 pairs of 
puttees, 11.000,000 shirts, 11,000,000 
pairs of socks, besides caps, pants, 
Highland shoes, cardigans, towels, 
field dressings, and so on in the same 
relative proportions.

Since the beginning of the war, 
apart from the Issues made locally by 
Territorial Associations. 1.000,000 
pairs of Hoots, over 2,000,000 pairs of 
socks. 1,000,000 shirts, and 500,000 
caps have been delivered to the army.

The result of this huge demand for 
necessities for our troops has been 
that the price of ‘wool and other ma­
terials has gone up very considerably. 
It is pointed out by the newspaper al­
ready referred to that there Ms been 
a large amount of speculation in all 
military supplies, and thpt middlemen 
have been at work to make a profit 
out of the national emergency. And 
some very smart deals have appar­
ently been made, judging by qne case 
cited. One middleman bought 5,000 
jerseys at 38. lid., offered them to 
the War Office at 4s. 5d. and was re­
fused, then planted them upon a Ter­
ritorial Association at 6s. lid., thus 
making a profit on this oMe deal of 
£760.

There is no country in the world 
where women occupy a more dignified 
or honoured position in the home than 
Servia.

There are two women doctors prac­
tising in Belgrade, and women teach­
ers galore. But public opinion on the 
whole is rather against women en­
tering the labour market.

How Many Words Do Ton1 Use!
The vocabulary of the average man 

has been estimated at about 509 
words; the uneducated uses three 
hundred or less, Shakespc-ape used 
15,000. That shows what the human 
mind is callable of. Compare that 
with the 500 that you or I, 1 as the 
average man, use and let ns think- 
shame to ourselves that we are con­
tent to be so poverty stricken'.

Just think, there must be at least 
100,000 words in the dictionary (I am 
computing roughly from my! diction­
ary, as I have no exact information 
at hand), and you and I, witti all this 
wealth at our command. gét along 
with a miserable 500. less-than a hun-

whole resources. 
What misers we are, to be sure.

Of course you understand that 50t) 
words represents a man's speaking 
and hot his reading vocabulary. We 
meet words in books- day after d ty 
and understand them perfectly and 
yet never think of introducing them 
into our conversation, Why should 
we, you ask, when we have familiar, 
simple words that express our mean­
ing just as well.

Because these words do not express 
our meaning just as well. In a broad 
way they serve our purpose, but they 
do not express c-xact shades of mean­
ing. They make it possible for us to 
be articulate, but not to be accurate.

The breadth and accuracy of a 
man s speaking vocabulary is the 
surest hall mark of his culture. Don't 
be afraid to use the words you find in 
books. If you can’t prdnounce them 
or fully understand their meaning, 
look them up in your dictionary.

And have the dictionary handy. 
Don't stow it away in the bookcase 
where it is a painful task to consult it. 
Make it part of your family life; a 
member of the family circle. Make a 
friend of it and -teach your children 
to do the same and it will surely be a 
good friend to you and yours.

RECRUITING SATISFACTORY.
LONDON, Jan. 8.

“We have every reason t° be satis­
fied with the rate at which men are 
coming into the army, but nothing 
v/lil be drawn from me as to the num­
bers recruited, for the reason that the 
velue of such figures to the enemy 
would he enormous,” said Baron Lu­
ces, Under Secretary of State for 
War, speaking for the Government in 
the House of Lords, to-day. “We 
know Germany is raising a large 
number of new troops outside the 
usual military organizations, from a 
part of her population not usually 
trained to arms. No information 
could be of greater value to us than to 
have the details concerning the pro­
gress of that work and how many 
men they are getting and training.

Baron Lucas added that Earl Kitch­
ener, Secretary for War, was satisfied 
with the rate at which recruiting was 
p oceedihg. because lie was able to 
supply equipment at a rate commen­
surate therewith. No troops fit to go 
to the front were being kept back 
owing to lack of equipment.

Dealing with Viscount Moddleton's 
charge concerning the inequality of 
the burden on different parts of the 
country, resulting from the present 
system of recruiting, Lucas said he 
thought this was inevitable, but he 
pointed out that under the voluntary 
system the country was avoiding the 
enormous dislocation of industry 
which followed the mobilization of the 

,great conscript armies of the Contin­
ent.

Earl Selborne said he doubted if 
the Government had impressed the 
nation with the task the country is 
feeing. The first object of the Brit­
ish Army was to turn the Germans 
out of Belgium, and if the full signifi­
cance of this task were realized, it 
would have a powerful effect on re­
cruiting.

Viscount Haldane, High Chancel­
lor, replied on behalf of the Govern­
ment.

WILL ACT SIMULTANEOUSLY.
LONDON, Jan. 8.

ROUMANIA MOBILIZING.
LONDON, Jan. 8.

The Morning Post’s Bucharest cor­
respondent says: “Roumania Is mo­
bilizing 750,000 men. of which number 
half a million forms its field army. 
Roumania will strike, even shoud It­
aly decide not to enter the war.”

A BUDGET FROM LONDON.
LONDON, Jan. 8.

The winter storms and floods, while 
they have put an end to any military 
operations of a large scale, has not 
been able to prevent the armies east 
and west from pursuing the offensive 
at isaolated points along the two ex­
tended fronts. In the snow covered 
hills of Caucasus the hardy Siberi­
ans are searching out the routed 
Tur.ks, who are reported to be sur­
rendering by thousands, while in 
Flanders, which is virtually all un­
der water, the Allies assert that they 
have found it possible to make some 
headway. Only in Poland, where 
Field Marshal von Hindenberg's of­
fensive Is held up on the banks of the 
rivers which flow in between him and 
Warsaw, and Galicia, where the Rus­
sians have been compelled to call a 
halt to their advance, do there seem 
to be almost an entire lull in the 
fighting. The Russians continue their 
forward movement in the Carpathians 
and in Bukowina, while in France in­
fantry attacks have been made at 
many points, followed by artillery en­
gagements and sapping and mining 
operations. The French have advanc­
ed a few yards in the vicinity of 
Rheims, but were compelled to give 
ground in the Argonne as a result of 
the Germans having mined some of 
their first line of trenches. With the 
reports of progress by the French in 
Alsace, which is being strenuously 
opposed by the Germans, the names 
of some German places are beginning 
to appear. Official communications 
which would indicate that the ad­
vance, although slow is still being 
made. Viscount Haldane, the British 
Lord High Chancellor, in the House 
of Lords made the interesting an­
nouncement that British experts are 
busy producing satisfactory equiva­
lents to the German 42 centimeter 
gun, which did such execution against 
the Belgian fortresses'* at the begin­
ning of the war. The reported arrest 
of Cardinal Mercier, .primate of Bel­
gium, continues to attract widespread - 
attention. The Germans explain that 
he was not arrested, but that he was 
requested to refrain from inciting the 
populace in Belgium. The Dutch 
newspaper which first published the 
report of the Cardinals arrest, in­
sists, however, on the correctness of 
its correspondent’s statement, and 
says that even now the Cardinal is 
not permitted to leave Malines.

MARINERS AT FAULT.
YARMOUTH, N.S., Jan. 8.

The Court of Enquiry into the 
stranding' of the British steamer Na- 
vara, completed its work this after­
noon. The Court suspended the cer­
tificate of the master, Robert Milli- 
ken, for ten months; 2nd officer 
Alexander, a mate’s - certificate, for 
six months; Chief Officer Miller, a 
master’s certificate, for three months.

GIVE IT A TRIAL.
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Starving Germany Out.
SOME VERY STARTLING FACTS.
In view of the conjejctures as to 

whether, should the war be greatly 
prolonged, Germany must of necess­
ity “give in” because her food sup­
plies will be exhausted, the statement 
made by Professor James Long, are 
not without interest. He points out 
that, although Germany’s population 
is only about forty per cent, more 
than our own, sAe possesses three 
times the corn-growing area and an 
enormous, agricultural .population 
comprising 5,000,000 occupiers, who 
are the chief owners of land.

Perhaps one gets a better idea of 
the agricultural resources of Ger­
many from the fact that, omitting the 
three most important countries from 
which we obtain wheat and flour— 
America, Argentina, and Russia— 
Germany stands at the head of the 
list of foreign nations which fexport 
to us. She has also been sending us 
huge quantities of barley, rye, beans, 
peas, malt and potatoes. Last year 
we imported from Germany green 
foods and potatoes alone equal to 19 
lb. per head of our entire population; 
and, although the quantity of milk, 
butter, and cheese reaching us from 
German sources is but small, we re­
ceived last year pi,000,000 eggs, and 
16,000 cwt. of meat. This will now be 
consumed in Germany instead of be­
ing sent to us.

ANOTHER VIEW.
Referring again to wheat and rye, 

from which bread is produced, it is In­
teresting to note that whereas the 
average consumption per head per 
annum is reckoned at 4% bushels, 
Germany’s crop I of wheat and rye is 
such that it reaches eight bushels per 
head, instead of the requisite 4 Vz - On 
the other hand, |t is pointed out by a 
'Times’ expert that there is a shortage 
of about 2,000,000 tons of wheat and 
about 3,000,000 tons of barley in the 
German harvest of the present year.

It is, however, stated that, taking 
into account the. stocks existing in 
Germany !ast July, and allowing for 
the damage donp to the harvest in 
East Prussia and Alsace Lorraine, 
there is enough rye for all require­
ments up to the-beginnlng of Septem­
ber, 1915, and enough wheat for all 
requirements up to the beginning of 
August, 1915.

Which would seem to be£r out Pro­
fessor Long’s statement that so far 
as rye and wheat are concerned, at 
any rate, Germany cannot be starved 
out. Naturally the question arises, 
however,’ who isi to sow and reap the 
fresh crops, and on this point, Pro­
fessor Long remarks that “German 
farms are chiefly small holdings, and 
the women take their part with the 
men. They are q#ite capable in an 
emergency of conducting the whole of 
the work.”

OTHER RESOURCES.
In regard to other food resources, 

there is tittle danger of Germany be­
ing starved out of potatoes, for the 
average German crop is 42,590,000 
tons, or ‘ 4 lb. pqr head per day for the 
entire population. Again, in regard 
to the supply of inllk foods, it is e re­
markable fact thiat in 1912 ’the num­
ber qf cows in Germany was 10,994,- 
0C0, and whereas in this country we 
have only one cqw per sixteen per­
sons, our enemy owns one per 6.9 
persons, providing for an ample al­
lowance of milk; butter, and cheese, 
to which may be added the produce of 
the goat, which is not inconsiderable.

In regard to the production of 
mutton and beef, Germany is at a dis­
advantage as compared with ue; but, 
on the other hand, pig meat is very 
largely produced1 and can be enor­
mously anti rapidly increased from 
the average stock of nearly 22,000,000 
—or nearly seven times as many aa 
exist in the United Kingdom.—Tit 
Bits.

All Ordered to
Join the Colors.

Every Able Bodied Man in St. Pierre, 
Miq-» CaUed up for Military Service.
Every able bodied man between the 

ages of eighteen and forty-two years 
on the Islands of St. Pierre et Mique­
lon has been ordered to hold himself 
in readiness for military service in 
France, according to advices received 
in Halifax by M. Legasse, a gentle­
man from those islands. None of 
these men have had any military 
training hut when called upon they 
will be taken to France and there in­
structed in the art of war. The men 
of the fishing fleet which makes its 
annual visit from France to the 
grounds off St. Pierre were called 
back early in the war. They were all 
reservists and expected the call. The 
natives of the islands remained, how­
ever, and continued the shore fishing. 
Now that the order for them to be in 
readiness has come they will have to 
be prepared to abandon this, the sole 
industry of the islands. It Is esti­
mated that out of a population of 
5,000 on the islands there are at least 
1,200 men who will be included in 
this order and that when they depart 
for France about 500 families in St. 
Pierre et Miquelon will be left with­
out support.

It is suggested that there has been 
some misinterpretation at St. Pierre 
of the order received frotn France. 
According to the advices from the 
islands the order also includes men 
of St- Pierre who are now residents 
of Canada. That the order should 
apply to these only is considered more 
likely. The departure of all the able 
bodied men of the islands would mean, 
the cessation of the inhabitants’ only 
means of livelihood. It is understood 
that, if there has been no mistake in 
the interpretation of the order, re­
presentations will be made to the 
French Colonial Minister to have it 
ameliorated. According to the ad­
vices received by M. Legasse mobili­
zation of the men of St. Pierre et 
Miquelon will commnce shortly.
