AFTER THE BATTLE.

LONDON, To-day.
Reuter’s Ottawa Agency Corres-
pondent at British Headquarters in
Flanders telegraphs to-day: Heavy
rain continues with pitiless insistence,
the ground over which the main fight-
ing is taking place is not good at the
best, but at present under a weeping
sky with a visibility shrouded at about
1,000 yards it is all but impracticable
for opén campaigning. The Ger-
mans are attempting some counter=at-
tacks, particularly in the neighbour-
hood of I;abassee Ville, where the
position at the moment is indefinite.
Last night there was an outburst of
shelling from the position in the line
further north. In the growing dusk
the enemy was seen massing forces for
an attack. Our batteries opened up on
them and the field of grey melted
away. The wind and heavy atmos-
phere being suitable, we loosed large
instalments of gas near Flourmain
with good results. Our casualties yes-
terday were light considering the mag-
nitude of the fight. What we pray now
is an improvement in the weather,
the rain has all but ceased, the sky is
growing lighter and the guns begin-
ning to bark in greater volume. At
five o'clock this afternoon Reuter’s
Correspondent telegraphed that a
period of quiet has succeeded yester-
day’s Anglo-French advance against
long prepared enemy positions. Even

our tremendous bombardment still left

in many places formidable cbstacles.
We retired a few men from some ex-
treme points, creating a wide no-man'’s
land.

HOSPITAL SHIP ASHORE AT
HALIFAX.

HALIFAX, To-day.

Ten days out from an English port
and 10 miles from St. George’s Island
in the centre of Halifax harbour a big
liner, which early in the war was con-
verted inta hospital ship, ran ashore at
half past one o’clock this morning.
She lies just inside Chebucto Head,
not far from Portuguese Cove. It was
foggy. The hospital ship carried 546
returned soldiers, many of them sur-
gical cases. There were more really
serious cases aboard than have yet
come on any steamer from overseas.
All were saved and brought to Halifax.
Attempts to pull the stranded ship off
have so far failed. The bow of the
steamer is resting on boulders which
have penetrated her bottom. Her stern
is in 256 to 30 feet of water. No. 2
hold has 28 feet of water and there is
much water in No. 1 hold. The ship
may be saved, but much depends on
the weather.

Prisonefs_ of War.

AGREEMENT BETWEEN GREAT
BRITAIN AND GERMANY.

The following summary of the prin-
cipal provisions of an agreement re-
specting prisoners of war accepted by
H. M. Government and the Govern-
ment of Germany was received on Sat-
urday by His Excellency the Governor
from the Secretary of State for the
Colonies:—

Governor, St. John’s:

Summary follows of the principal
provisions of the new prisoners of
war agreement with Germany.

1. All existing agreements for direct
repatriation shall be resumed.

2. The qualifications on medical
grounds both for repatriation and in-
ternment in a neutral country of com-
batant prisoners shall be made more
lenient and shall be based for the
time being on the arrangements al-
ready in force between France and
Germany.

3. The more severely wouunded and
seriously ill among the prisoners in
Switzerland shall be sent back to their
own countries in order to make room
for others who may become Gualified.
4. In addition to the last named and
such further number as the Swiss
Government may be able to accom-
modate, there shall be selected in all
for internment in Holland 7,500 sick
or wounded combatant prisoners of all
ranks. The figure of 7,500 is the
total number of places available for
British and German prisoners. There
are not 7,600 places available for each.
5. All officers and non-commission-
ed officers, whether in health or not,
who have been in captivity for eigh-
teen months or more shall he eligible
for interment in a neutral country and
shall be so interned so far as accom-

modation can be provided. Precedence
shall be according to length of cap-
tivity. The Dutch Government will
provide places for 6.500 of this class.
6. The Dutch Government will fur-
ther provide for 2,000 civilian prison-
ers, invalids being given preference.

7. If the number of combatant pri-
soners eligible for internment (whe-
ther on grounds of health or time) out-
runs the accommodation, a division
shall be made between the British and
German prisoners of each class in
proportion to the number of eligible
men of the two nationalities. In the
case of certain prisoners, however,
where a strict proportion might give
the Germans seven or eight prisoners
to one British, it has been agreed that
the internment shall proceed on a
basis of four to one.

8: The punishment for attempting
to escape in both countries shall be
reduced to fourteen days’ special con-
finement for a simple offence or two
months if aggravated by an offence
against property. All combatant pri-
soners undergoing punishment for
such attempts shall be released to or-
dinary captivity at the latest by 1st
August.

9. All reprisals against
shall be at once cancelled. No future
reprisals shall take place except on
four weeks’ notice, and the execution
of all sentries for offences committed
by combatants or civilians between
the date of capture and Aug. 1st shall
stand over till the conclusion of peace.

Butcher Fined for
Selling Rotten Beef.

A cooper visited the store of an East
End butcher on Saturday night last
and purchased a roast of beef which
was found to be “walking” with mag-
gots the following morning when it
was to be prepared for cooking. The
purchaser brought it back Monday 4
morning to the butcher, who said he
could do nothing in the matter. The
cooper retorted that he could, and
forthwith tcok it to the Public Health
Office where it was examined by Dr.
Brehm, who found the beef to be bad-
ly decompesed, and on hearing the
eircumstances said it_was unfit for
food at the time it Was sold. The
butcher, who was summoned to court
to-day, said that if the beef had been
kept on ice after it was brought home
it would not be in bad condition the
next day. The court contended that
every man in this town who buys a
piece of beef is not supposed to have
refrigerating facilities for it and a fine
of $5 or 14 days was imposed on the
defendant, against whom a civil ac-
tion has since been taken for the re-
covery of the amount paid by the
plaintiff for. the rotten beef.

Most
of the men, who -were married and
with families here, chose the alter-
native of quitting work and returned
home by rail and steamer within the
past couple of days; a few donned the
khaki and several were retained in
the factory because they wore badges,
showing that they had offered them-
selves to fight, but had been rejected.

It will be remembered that last win-
ter a Canadian representative visited
this city and engaged these men, hold-
ing out big inducements to them in the
way of wages and in addition they
were guaranteed constant employ-
ment, we understand, in this munition
factory. What makes the men who re-
turned home feel keenly about the
way they were turned down in the
land of the Maple Leaf is that the au-
thorities there seemingly forget—
whether purposely or not—to look
closer at home for conscript recruits.

Profits Tax Bill

DEFERRED FOR MODIFICATION.

Tuesday afternoon’s session of the
House of Assembly was brief and a
small amount of business was done.

The Judidature, Court Jurisdiction
and Cold Storage Bills received their
various readings and were sent to the
Upper House for concurrence.

The Revenue Bill, in which is em-
bodied the Business Profits Tax Bill,
was deferred, the alleged reason for
the postponement being to modify
some of the unfair clauses contained
in the taxation measure before it
comes up for discussion.

The Prime Minister was granted
leave to introduce a Bill extending
the period of the Newfoundland Pro-
ducts’ Contract until the war is over.

The House then adjourned until this
afternoon when the Business Profits
Tax will be aired. This is practically
the only matter to occupy the atten-
tion of the Lower House and it is un-
derstood that the Legislature will be
prorogued on Saturday next.

Guarding the Barrier
Against Submarines.

British Constantly Patrol Channel’s
Eastern Entrance, Barred by Sunk-
en Obstructions,

A British Port on the Southeast
Coast, June 30 (Correspondence of
The Associated Press.)—Across the
eastern entrance to the English Chan-
nel there still stretches the Great Bar-
rier, which is one of the principal de-
fences of the Allies’ vital Channel
traffic against the visits of the Ger-
man submarine.

The “Barrage,” they call the bar-
rier in naval phrase. It consists, in
general terms, of a series of *“ob-
structions” stretched from huge steel
buoys, from shore to shore, twenty-
odd miles. Any craft which strikes
one of these obstructions straightway
explodes a group of mines which
spell “Finis” to the intruder.

A whole fleet of naval shipping is
constantly engaged in maintaining
and patrolling the Great Barrier. Its
existence is no secret to the Germans
for they are constantly sending over
airplanes to chart the buoys and
mark any changes that may have been
made siuc\c their last visit. And
changes are _(-;)nstantly being made.

Here and there along the line are
secret openings through which naval
pilots may guide craft on legitimate
errands, but these openings are fre-
quently altered, and not even the
German aviators can tell which buoy
marks safe passage and which marks
destruction. If mine-laying U-boats
wish to enter the Channel they must
take their chances. They must cross
submerged, for the patrol boats are
on constant duty, and if they escape
the trdps while submerged it can only
be said that anotiter miracle has hap-
pened.

Such miracles seldom happen.
Sometimes twice a week, sometimes
oftener, explosions are heard at
night from the Great Barrier, indica-
ting that “something” has touched off
a group of mines. Immediately the
patrols hurry off in the direction of
the explosion. What they find there

is a well kept secret.

| Last week thie Germans tried a new
‘plan to break the barrier. They sent
‘over three seaplanes with orders to

The Offensive
in Flanders.

August 2, 1917,

The fourth year of the

war is ushered in by

events which may herald

its not far distant end.

The statement could be
m#de with complete confidence if the
deplorable catastrophe to the Russian
western armies had not set the vie-
tory clock back again. Even that dis-
aster, great as it is and though
treachery and cowardice still threat-
en the ruin of the new Russia, will
not greatly avail Germany at the
present hour. She is menaced in the
weakest part of her far flung defen-
ces by the enormous weight of Brit-
ain and France, and tempting as the
prospect is of cutting the Russian line
in half, it is doubtful if she can now
spare thg men necessary to do so ef-
fectively from the support of her vital
right flank in Flanders.

The attack does not come as a sur-
prise. It is the continuation of the
great victories of Vimy and Messines ;
which opened the way for it. Both
Allied and enemy reports have pre-
pared us for it, and it is generally
recognised now that if Hindenburg is
to be driven out of France and Bel-
gium his hold on the Belgian coast
must first be loosed. Unless he can
retaliate at once and successfully that
has already been done to a great ex-
tent. 'The offensive, though expected.
contains one surprise, the presence of
the French in great force on the Brit-
ish left. What this means, or why
the troops were so shifted, it is not
easy to conjecture. Whatever the
reason, the French have done almost
as brilliant work as the British, more
than reaching their objectives and
safeguarding the important advance
further south. At the extreme south-
ern end of the attack the British are
pressing forward from Warneion {c-
wards Comines, threatening to cut off
the large German army in the angle
formed by the Lys River and the Cc-
mines Canal. The offensive extends
from this point all the way north to
Dixmude. There would seem to be no !
part of the line of outstanding strate-
gic importance comparable to that of
the whole line itself. The battle is
probably the beginning of a stupen-
dous effort to force back the end of’
the German defences, their right
flank. It is but the beginning, though
a most promising one, and we shall
no doubt see repeated in Flanders and
ocn a more prodigious scale the strug-
gle of the Somme and Ancre of last
year. Even if it lasts as long and
proves as bitter as did that campaign,
we shall be fortunate if it a(rhiow“
the same result. For while the G
man retreat on the Somme, \'a]u.nh.v
as it was, did little more than reform
the line, a similar retirement in
Flanders would be a hundred times
inore important. It would probably
be decisive. It would cripple the sub-
marine activities and quite possibly
permit a huge rolling up of the whole
German line. Such a retirement, at
any rate, is the aim the Allies have
before them, and there is nothing in
the situation to forbid 1t% attainment
sooner or later.

The Profits Tax.

It i3 encouraging to. note
that the protests against
this proposed legislation
(coming, be it noted, en-
tirely from outside the
House—not a. voice has been raised
against it in that home, of independ-
ence and intellect) have been effec-
tive at least to hold it in abeyance.
While its provisions are being recon-
gidered. we will take occasion to no-
fice a few points which the dispute
arising out of it has developed.

We observe that the Herald and
Advocate, utterly unable to defend the
Bill on its merits and economic prin-
ciples, endeavour to draw a very scar-
let herring across the trail by repre-
senting the whole matter as a ques-
tion between—of all things!—the rich
man and the poor man. The measure,
it appears, is a form of the “conscrip-
tion of wealth” (evidently Newfound-
land has its parrots like other places),
and hence the objections. And from
the Herald it seems that the poor man
has freely given his sons while the
rich man refuses to give his wealth.
As a matter of fact, which the Herald
knows perfectly well, there has been
absolutely no distinction between both
classes in respect of men; or if there
has been any at all it has been in
favour of the rich man. St. John’s,
easily the wealthiest part of the Is-
land. easily leads the lists of volun-
teers. As regards money, who have
given four fifths of it, me might say
nine tenths? The people of St
John’s, directly and indirectly, and
among them we have only to examine
the subscription lists to see what
class it is that constitutes the large
bulk of generous and ever responsive
donors. But of course the whole
comparison is invidious and contemp-
tible. 1t is only made by persons
who wish to stir up foolish and bitter
discords. It is the result of the stupid
and, it must be confessed, all too
prevalent habit of opposing and set-
ting in antagonism classes whose in-
terests are not counter but identical.
The wealthy man, the “big interests”
as the Advocate likes to call them,
buy their fish from the fishermen and

similar taxes are invariably graded
(in intelligent countries), the tax in-
creasing rapidly as the scale is mount-
ed. TIn this iniquitous Act the straight
25 per cent. is imposed directly and
maintained throughout. In this con-
nection the Star raises a point which
is most important. It considers us
in error when we state that the tax
takes effect gn the full net profit, be-
ginning at $2,000, so that the person
who makes $2,400 is worse off than
he who makes $2,000; its own opin-
jon is that it is only the surplus above
that amount that is taxed (in this case
$400). We think the Star is quite
wrong. The section says, “There shall
be paid a tax of 25 per centum
of the net profits earned pro-
vided that no tax shall be payable on
any business the net profits of which
during the accounting period do not
exceed the sum of two thousand dol-
lars.” There is no ambiguity about
that: it is quite clear. The $2,000 is
simply the starting point. If it was
first to be deducted from the profits
and the surplus only taxed, the-Act
would have said so. The result is
that an income of $2,000-pays nothing,
one of $2,100 pays $525. Can any-
thing be imagined more unjust?

The truth is, the Act has not been
studied widely or closely enough.
Anvone who will examine it careful-
ly will see the truth of what we have
contended and how disproportionately
the poor man is taxed by it Of the
thousands of dollars that it would
produce a very large portion (we
should say some eighty pér cent.)
would be paid directly or indirectly
by what are usually known as the
poorer classes. That should be a suf-
ficient answer to the hypocritical ex-
pressions of the Herald and Advocate
in" their behalf.

It does not “conscript wealth”: it
conscripts moderate, well earned in-
comes, every cent of which is needed.
The most cursory examination re-
veals this. In the first place, the
great class making less than $2,000
are, it is true, not directly affected,
but, as the I. W. A. were quick to |
perceive, they will be hit tremendous-
ly hard by the inevitable rise in the
cost of things, a rise they cannot pos-
sibly afford. Of those who are direct-
ly taxed, the smaller man suffers far
more in proportion than the bigger.
We will put this straight question to
the Herald and Advocate: which man
will feel the more the loss of one
quarter of his income, the man mak-
ing $2,500, leaving him $1,875, or the
man making $10,000, leaving him
$7,500? There is not the slightest
doubt that it is the former, and that

How the System is Worked—Blind-
feided Men Draw Lots,

Washington, July 20.—America to-
day drafted her youth for war against
Kaiserism. Starting at 9.30 o’clock in
this garish chamber, blindfolded men
drew the fated capsules bearing draft
numbers. Out through the country
each number notified a youth of the
order in which Uncle Sam wants him
to respond to the call to arms. Ten
thousand five hundred numbers will

Hour after hour the blinded men
worked. The black paper numbers
were drawn from capsules, and the
nuemrals inscribed on a blackboard
and on tally sheets, whilst clicking
wires outside flashed the tallies over
the nation.

How it Works.

Here is the way the lottery plan
used to-day works:

In each of the 4,557 districts in the
country, the men are numbered seri-
ally from one to the highest number
of cards in this district. A number
drawn from the glass globes here es-
tablishes the draft order of every
man holding that number in every
district in the nation. In case the
numbers higher than a district con-
tains are drawn, they are disregarded

For instance, if 567 were the first
capsule pulled out, the man holding
567 in every district Laving numbers
as high as that are drafted, and must
report first in their district. Then if
45 is next the men holding 45 in each
district would be the second men on
the lists. If a high number, such as
9.876 should come third, it would be
disregarded by the districts with low-
er numbers.

At dawn the force of clerks finish-
ed i .mbering 10,5600 slips of paper
for the new plan. They were careful-

recounted and checked several
times, and inserted into little gela-
tine capsules, and checked again. At
9 o'clock the globes were carried to
the Senate office building. A huge
blackboard with 1,000 squares were
erected on one side of the room.

As each tiny capsule was pulled out
by the blindfolded men, jt was hand-
ed to an officer. He announced the
number in a loud voice. Three check-
ers entered it upon immense tally
sheets. Another chalked it upon the
blackboard. As soon as the first
thousand numbers were chalked up
the blackhoard was taken outside and
photograhed “close wup.” Thousands
of copies of each picture are being
made. The indelible and unchange-
able records will constitute the lists
for the local exemption boards.

Two blindfolded men worked sim-
ultaneously drawing and handing to
two announcers. Officials estimated
it would take nearly twelve hours
to complete the drawing.

The first- 1,500 numbers drawn,
officials said, ought to indicate a good
proportion of the order in which the
drafted men will be called up for
examination in the smaller districts.
