From my dugout entrance I can see 
two crosses—crosses that hold out the 
promise of victory and peace to the 
Allies and that furnish a concrete ex­
ample of German infamy.

LONDON, Nov. 18.

torn to pre-war conditions by leaps 
and bounds. There must necessarily 
be a period during which methods 
must be devised for the purpose of 
restoration and reconstruction. Such 
methods have to be of the simplest 
yet most effective form. All that 
smacks of cumbersomeness and all 
that prevents facilitation will have to 
be abandoned for up-to-date and ex­
peditious measures. In the carrying 
out of these, which by adoption will 
have been proven to be the best, cau­
tion will have to be observed. Noth­
ing must be left to either chance or 
providence and those who arS respon­
sible for the work of readjustment 
will have no small load of responsi­
bility.

It is not to be expected that Condb- 
tions will materially change in a few 
months. The effect of war on nations 
has usually been of a nature to cause 
depression for a considerable time 
after the declaration of peace. Such 
depressions were of trade, commerce 
and labor. As earlier wars were not 
of the magnitude of the Great War, 
though many of them were prolonged 
over a far greater period, conditions 
adjusted themselves in time and the 
privations endured were forgotten. 
The scale on which the great conflict, 
now happily ceased, was waged 
throws into the shade other wars of 
history and the consequences will 
likely bd ot a much more serious na­
ture. The whole world was engaged 
in the struggle against the domination 
of the Teutonic powers and their Al­
lies, and therefore the readjustment of 
all matters affecting the nations, to 
normal, will cover a period much 
longer thap most of us imagine. After 
the WSi- of Secession in the United 
States it took five years to effect a 
generaVTeconstruction. The abolition 
struggle lasted from 1861 to 1865 and 
a complete settlement was not arrived 
at until 1870. This time of course, 
was taken up mainly in rearranging 
the pdlitical status of the Union and 
the admission of the conquered con­
federacy. Demobilization of the ar­
mies and disbandment of the volun­
teer militia had already taken place.

In Newfoundland our problems will 
be those of restoration and readjust­
ment The great political factors in 
the international conference discus­
sions, will not affect us, directly, as 
we have no boundaries to readjust or 
territory to claim from Germany, and 
whatever of moment to tjlis dominion, 
transpires, will be in the hands ot 
our representative. The restoration 
to their former places in commercial 
life of those who return with the regi­
ment will be a part of the work of 
local reconstruction, and the read­
justment of conditions which will have 
the effect of helping all who are un­
willing to return to their former call­
ings to find other positions.

the most wonderful thing that ever 
happened to an operator to have some 
employers do the séné I An editor 
has just two slogans for his operator 
—"speed" and accuracy," and then 
nine times out of ten falls down on 
the job himself.

To have the rural correspondence 
re-edited is beyond an operator's wild­
est dream! It is done In a few places, 
but not.in the average small-town 
daily shop. On comes the copy week 
after week, year after year, written 
with a hard lead-pencil on soft paper, 
and with a soft lead-pencil on hard- 
finished paper; written on the backs 
of printed advertising letters, crop 
reports, weather reports; on old led­
ger sheets with blue lines running 
across and red lines running up and 
down and the written items betwixt 
and between; written on big, little, 
long, and wide sheets—in fact one 
never knows just how many styles of 
paper there are until the rural notes 
arrive.

I worked in a shop once where 11.00 
a column was paid for "Bill Jones 
and family took dinner with the Hank­
ses Sunday noon," and I used to won­
der why the management did not sit 
up and take notice. In a string of 
items from one district I found the 
phrase "and they sure had a good 
time" occur on an average of six 
times each week, until I longed to at­
tend their parties and spoil their op»- 
timism.

But think of paying for a repetition 
like that of fifty-two weeks a year, 
and—oh well, figure it out for your­
self! Wouldn't it be “shop efficiency’* 
to furnish uniform-size paper, advise 
using a pen instead of lead-pencil, 
send each correspondent a printed 
slip with information of what real 
news is and a few hints on how to 
write it, and then manipulate the blue 
pencil generously until each corres­
pondent grasps the idea?

But the country correspondent Isn’t 
half as bad as the small-city news 
contributor! And right here is where 
the newspaper office policy could do 
some excellent missionary work, be­
sides cutting <fown on the expense ac­
count Copy reaches the operator's 
desk In every conceivable manner. 
Here’s a Ladles’ Aid notice written in 
such fine delicate lines you make a 
good guess at the date and hour, be­
cause they usually meet on Wednes­
day afternoon at 2.30, but the hostess' 
name is non-committal. The “r” 
looks like “s", the "u” like “v”, the 
“m” like “ni" and so on until you’ve 
created a name that looks and acts 
like a Bolshevik!. Next you pick up 
a lodge notice written or. an envelope. 
You don’t mind that so much, but it is 
written across and over an old ad»- 
dress until you see double. Then 
comes the rainbow parade—Alice 
blue, Helen pink, Irish green, and 
deep yellow paper, and it the news 
happens to be written wjth a purple 
typewriter ribbon the case of blind 
staggers is acute! I knew of an op­
tician who always brought In his lo­
cals on orange-colored paper, written 
with violet ink. Honest! The millin­
er brought in a five-line local .on the 
grand-opening date, written on a pa­
per hat-bag ; a merchant sent in bar­
gain-sale locals written on heavy 
wrapping-paper ; and, it’s a fact, I’ve 
had readers on some farm auction 
sale to set, and the copy came to me 
just as it had left the job room. How 
was I going to place a 24 x 18 sheet 
bill on an 8 x 7 copy pan and read the 
article without the sheet sticking 
either into the first elevator or the 
fricion wheel? I «imply solved the 
problem by putting it down on the 
floor like an oriental rug, where the 
72, 48, and 18 point lines could be 
easily read, and then proceeded with 
my work.

And all this gets by the copy-pusher 
in the front office, while one grows 
dissy watching the electric light meter 
go round and round. And then, just 
as a fellow gets ready to qttlt the job, 
along comes the city editor’s dope, 
double spaced, on paper Jnst the right 
sise, written on a 12-point face type­
writer, and the easy-reading Associa­
ted Press news, and the local report­
ers’ neatly typewritten copy, and first 
thing you know you’ve rolled up your 
sleeves, settled comfortably down la 
your chair, and turned ’em out seven 
lines every minute, besides dumping 
and feeding tBe pigs; and you think 
you've got a pretty good job after all!

Never in the world’s history has 
the sea held such horrors and un­
known dangers; never have there 
been such countless maritime dis­
asters and never has the "List of 
Missing” been so tragically over­
crowded. Ships sail from harbour, 
and are seen to go “over the edge. 
After that some of them pass beyond 
the edge of all things, for they are 
never heard of again. They leave no 
trace, no sign to show by what means 
they met their jfrte; no survivor 
comes home to tell the tale.

It is, with some disasters, as if the 
sea opened up its cavernous depth and 
sucked the ship and all aboard down 
under without time to appeal to any 
human aid. An Instance of these 
mysterious happenings at sea is re­
corded by the Secretary of the Unit­
ed States Navy, who recently ordered 
the collier Cyclops to be struck off the 
Navy register and the claims arising 
from the loss of the crew to be paid. 
The fate of the ship will always re­
main a mystery. She was last report­
ed at Barbados on April 4th last on 
her way from South America to the 
United States.

Only Supposions.

She was, 
moreover a three decker and was fit­
ted with wireless apparatus and had 
splendid passenger accommodation.

Big Shipment 
of Frozen Fish.

The s.s. Bayano commenced loading 
frozen fish yesterday at the Atlantic 
Fisheries premises. The work of load­
ing was continued up to 11 o’clock 
last evening, and laborers will work 
from 6 to 11 o’clock each day until 
the cargo is aboard. As the Bayano 
will take about 4,000,000 lbs. of froz­
en cod, etc., this will mean not only 
good wages to the men employed in 
loading but will also be the most 
valuable cargo of its kind ever ship­
ped from Newfoundland. It will prob­
ably be some time next week ere the 
ship is laden. The Bayano will pro­
ceed direct to England, as the cargo 
has already been sold to the British 
Government, and as this cargo could 
easily have been sold nearer home, 
in Canada and the United States— 
although none have been sold there 
this year by this company—the fact 
ought to be a stimulus in the advance­
ment of our Dominion’s industries, 
especially in this our staple products. 
Further, it shows what room there is 
for bigger development in this as well 
as in other resources.

The s.s. Bayano, E. W. Castle, cap­
tain, is a steel twin screw, three- 
masted steamer. She is 425 feet in 
length, 54 feet wide and 30 feet deep, 
and has a nett tonnafee of 6,788. She 
is' practically a new’ihip, having been 
built in 1917 by Stephen & Sons, 
Glasgow.

This may be a 
fact, as I have noticed when flying a 
dark-colored machine that It is more 
susceptible to air bumps and disturb­
ances than a light-colored one.

Parcel Post (or 
Nfld. Expeditionary Forces! Not Generally Known !

The attention of the public is drawn to the very 
urgent necessity of strictly observing the regulations 
published by this Department from time to time con- 

. cerning the despatch of parcels to members of the 
Regiment overseas and the following particulars should 
be strictly observed : '

(1) Parcels must not exceed eleven pounds.
(2) Parcels should be addressed with the Regi­

mental number, rank, name and surname of 
addressee, followed by the last known ad­
dress of the Unit with which the individual 
was serving ; for example :

No. 0978 Cpl. John J. Kent,
1 2nd Battalion

The Royal Newfoundland Regt., 
Hazeley Down Camp, 

Winchester,
ÿ Hant’s Camp, 1 

England.
(3) Parcels shouîc bear the name and address of 

a second addressee to whom the parcel may 
be delivered or forwarded, if it should prove 
impossible to deliver to the first. The Original 
address should be written on the FRONT of 
the parcel where the postage stamps and 
customs declaration are affixed, and the sec­
ond or alternative address should be written 
on the BACK of the parcel.

(4) If second address is not furnished at the time 
of posting and delivery cannot be effected, 
the contents of the parcel, unless of excep­
tional value or of a personal nature, will be 
turned over to the Military Authorities for 
distribution.

(5) Parcels containing articles of personal na­
ture or of special value will be returned if 
request for their return, in case of non-de­
livery, is made by the sender, such request 
to be written on the cover of the parcel at the 
time of posting.

(6) The procedure outlined in (4) and (5) is 
adopted* at the suggestion of the British Post 
Office, to prevent the waste of a large quan­
tity of perishable food stuffs which form the 
contents of 90 per cent, of parcels sent to 
soldiers.

\T) Parcels should be packed securely.
(8) Attention is drawn to the Notice concerning 

Christmas parcel» recently published by the 
Postmaster General. All Christmas mail for 
B. E. F. should be ported in time to arrive at 
the Pay and Record Office, London, not later 
than the end of November.
