mine preceding the pericope at a dis­
tance of about 20 feet, which was ap­
parently hung on by its moorings *o 
the port hydroplane.” Hydroplanes 
are the fins at the bow and stern 
which regulate a submarine’s diving. 
A mine weighs anything from hun­
dred-weights to half-tons. Sometimes 
it explodes if you merely think about 
it; at others you can batter it like an 
empty sardine tin and it submits 
meekly; but at no time is it meant to 
wear on a hydroplane. They dared 
pot come up to unhitch it, “owing to 
the batteries ashore,” so they pushed 
the dim shape ahead of them till they 
got outside Kum Kale. They then 
went full astern, and emptied the 
after-tanks, which brought the bows 
down, and in this posture rose to the 
surface, when “the rush of water from 
the screws together with the stern­
way gathered allowed the mine to fall 
clear of the vessel.” i

A subject, which appears to 
be fraught with much import­
ance, is being widely and exten­
sively discussed by the press of 
the world, and the discussion 
hinges upon the suggested trial 
of William Hohenzollern, ex- 
Kaiser of the German Empire, 
the man who is charged with 
the bloody responsibility of the 
late war. Opinions expressed 
on the bringing to trial of the 
European megalomaniac are di­
verse. Many claim that to ar­
raign him before the judicial 
bar, would but be to make of 
him a martyr in German eyes, 
and tend to cause an allegiance 
to his honor that might be a 
source of trouble in tlfe coming 
years. Others claim that he 
should be placed in the dock as 
a common felon, charged with 
his crimes, and dealt with ac­
cording to the evidence of the 
witnesses against him. William 
Hohenzollern, says one writer, 
is one of the world’s arch crim­
inals, and if he should be al­
lowed to escape trial for his 
crimes, what is the message 
that would be given to the fu­
ture? The message would be 
that the royal criminal who of­
fends against the world, does 
not suffer the punishment of 
any tribunal no matter how 
many his crimes or how bloody, 
and to hold no trial and inflict 
no punishment would be en­
couragement to future rulers in 
forcing another war in the hope 
of satisfying a vicious ambition.

There does not appear to be 
any parallel in history to the 
trial of the ex-Kaiser, nor does 
there appear to be any prece­
dent for a guide. The nearest 
is the semi-trial of King Char­
les I. of England, 270 years ago, 
though he was arraigned as an 
Englishman for acts of treason 
against the realm, and did not 
have a real trial, the remnants 
of the then House of Commons, 
upon Cromwell’s instructions, 
adjudging him guilty, and he 
was sentenced to death by Act 
of Parliament, the judges of the 
high court refusing to take any 
part in the proceedings. Should 
the ex-Kaiser be brought be­
fore a tribunal in Westminster 
Hail, the judicial form will be, 
in every case, scrupulously ob­
served, and an International 
Court of Justice will be special­
ly constituted by o the Peace 
Conference.

the Almighty, will be haled be­
fore the bar of an International 
fribunal and tried, without fear, 
favor, or affection for the 
crimes, which at his instiga­
tion were committed against all 
humanity.

He is not to be tried for his 
life, but as a warning to future 
offenders of his quality. His 
trial will also lay bare the root 
causes and main instrumentali­
ties of the war, and his sen­
tence will provide judicially and 
formally for his safe-keeping 
hereafter.

After Many Years.

In Saturday’s issue of the Telegram

Mr. Glendenning left Newfoundland 
in 1874. forty-five years ago, and has 
been employed in Montreal, and other 
cities of Canada and the United 
States, but more particularly in Mis­
souri, U.S.A., for many years past. 
Mr. Glendenning arrived on a visit to 
his brother Andrew, the farmer, on 
Thursday last, and saw the article in 
the Telegram on Saturday. Mr. Shor­
tis received a welcome surprise this 
morning when a knock came -to his 
door, and upon opening itxthere ap­
peared before him his old associate 
of forty-eight years ago, bale and 
hearty, and it is needless to say that 
the two old friends had much to talk 
over in connection with their early 
days, and the days when telegraphy 
was in its infancy in this country. 
We feel sure it would be of great in­
terest if the two old friends would 
give us some of their reminiscences. 
The early days of tlegraphy are brim­
ful of interesting anecdotes, adven­
tures and general historical events. 
The Telegram welcomes Mr. Glendin- 
ning back to his native city, after his 
absence of forty-five years.

Exalt 
Him also in the congregation of the 
people and praise Him in the seat of 
the Elders.”

Following the Induction Rev. Dr. 
Jones preached the sermon, the text 
being taken from Genesis 13 chap: 
verses 1-4.

In his introductory remarks the 
preacher said that every man of in­
telligence had a ruling passion. 
Abram’s ruling passion was the 
building of altars as a survey of his 
history will show. And the rebuild­
ing 'Of an altar meant to Abram a 
reconsecration of his life.

The subject of the Rector in his 
remarks to his congregation was 
4ben dwelt upon. And it was pointed 
out that there were two things that 
a congregation expected of a Rector 
and in turn two things that he ex­
pected of his people. They asked for 
leadership. And it was particularly 
true in the present instance. The 
Cathedral congregation should lead 
the country not only in matters 
Churchly- but in all things pertaining 
to"the social and moral welfare of 
the same. "What is the attitude of 
the Cathedral in this qquestton?" we 
ought to hear it asked. And it is not 

DR. F i enoueh that this Cathedral should be 
^ r * right on all moral qv-x^ons, the Ca­

thedral should lead. But if the con­
gregation ask for leadership,1 it 
is only fair that the Rec­
tor should demand loyalty. "What 
will you do,” asked the preacher 
“if your Rector should give a new 
emphasis to some truths, or should 

j introduce new methods of work, or 
! should change the routine of your 
; Church life? Will you be loyal to 
i him ? In- the’ next place the con- 
! gregation expects their Rector to be 
! a man with a message, one that 
’ would vitalize religion for them. He 
j asks in turn thqt his people give 
; him a consecrated support. “Re- 
i build your altar, then to-day,” said 
i the preacher. Reconsecrate your 
i lives and then pastor and people will 
i build up the kindgdom of God in this 
city.

The announcement that a return­
ed missionary from West China 
would speak at Wesley Church last 
evening drew a large congregation ;

sionary, and the hospital has been to 
China and Korea, all present felt that 
their offerings for maintenance of the 
several institutions, and the salaries 
of the men and women who devote 
their lives for the uplift, and heal­
ing of thousands who suffer and per­
ish among the dense populations of 
these Oriental countries, is money 
well spent.

Records are made and broken every 
day, and in these go-ahead times 
nothing seems more certain than un­
certainty.

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Campers—Take Notice.
During this very dry season there 

is extra need for observing the ut­
most vigilance and precautions again­
st the starting of forest fires. The 
following rules prepared by the United 
States Forest Service for the pre­
vention of fires are of timely value:

1. Matches.—Be sure your mat­
ch is out. Pinch it before you throw 
it away.

2. Tobacco.—Throw pipe ashes and 
cigar or cigarette stumps in the dust 
of the road and stamp or pinch out the 
fire before leaving them. Don’t throw 
them into brush, leaves or needles.

3. Making Camp.—Build a small 
campfire. Build it in the open, not 
against a tree or log or near brush. 
Scrape away the trash from, all around 
it.

4. Leaving Camp.—Never leave a 
campfire, even for a short time, with- 
out quenching it with water and then 
covering it with earth.

6. Bonfires.—Never build bonfires 
in windy weather or where there is 
the slighest danger of their escaping 
from control. Don’t make them lar­
ger than you need.

6. Fighting Fires.—If you find a 
fire, try to put it out. If you can’t, 
get a word of it to the nearest forest 
ranger at once.

Far too many forest fires are due 
to carelessness. If every man who 
went into the woods observed these 
simple rules, there would be a mar­
ked reduction in the annual waste of 
our forest wealth.

New York, July 17.—The most novel 
expedition ever started for the Arctic 
sailed from New York this week on 
the stanch Ketch-rigged auxiliary 
yacht Finback. It is not a hunting or 
whaling but a commercial expedition 
planned for the primary purpose of 
establishing trade!

The Finback, formerly a large 
yacht, has been stoutly re-rigged and 
sheathed outside with extra planking 
to protect her from injury by ice.

The head of the. expedition is 
Christian Leden, Arctic explorer and 
ethnologist, who has six assistants in 
his commercial and scientific work. 
The skipper is Capt. George Cromer 
a Canadian by birth but a naturalized 
citizen of this country, who has had 
much Arctic whaling experience. He 
has a crew of eight men, including the 
cook.

In addition to explorers and crew, 
the Finback carries four men, who are 
to remain in the Arctic belt to look 
out for the business interests of the 
enterprise, for it is planned to be aot 
an ephemeral but a permanent experi­
ment. The vessel will return to the 
United States next fall, only to go 
north again the following summer. 
The lumber with which she is loaded 
is intended to build houses for ac­
comodation of the men who will re­
main.

Money No Good In North.
Besides the lumber the hold is well 

stocked with goods for trading pur­
poses. The Eskimos with whom the 
expedition will have to deal are not 
much impressed with money, either 
coin or paper. Money, it is said by 
those who know them, is about the 
most useless thing one can offer 
them.

Mr. Leden has been into the Far 
North on four previous expeditions. 
Three of these have been to Greenland 
and one to the far north of Canada. 
On the last he discovered copper, iron 
and gold, which he now proposes to 
exploit for commercial purposes.

Scientific Purposes, Too..
There will be a scientific as well as 

commercial side to the expedition. 
For, ethnographical purposes, Mr. 
Leden will have an equipment of in­
struments for taking measurements 
for recording the music and language 
of the people. Their customs will be 
recorded and specimens of utensils, 
household objects, clothing etc., be 
brought back. Speaking of the trip, he 
said:

"We shall have little worry for 
food, for anybody with a gun and the 
energy to go out and hunt will not be 
in danger of starvation. For instance, 
on my last expedition the little sail­
ing boat I was using was wrecked and 
I lost nearly all of my supplies. For

Whale meat and 
walrus are very good eating and are 
extremely nourishing. Seals and 
bears exist in plenty, while splendid 
slamon can be caught all summer. 
The eggs from wild geese and duck 
and from the eider duck and sea gulls 
are palatable and nutritious. How­
ever, the birds themselves are not eat­
en unless big game becomes scarce.

Take Movie Outfit.
"I shall take with me a moving ; 

picture outfit with which I shall j 
show the Eskimos how the white man ! 
lives. The films will give him an idea | 
of city life and country life. He will 
see trains and motor cars and air­
planes. The only difficulty about 
some of these is that the Eskimo idea 
of an evil spirit is a sleigh with har­
ness but no dogs. He calls it the 
‘tornrak’ and he is very likely to think 
the motor car is a tornrak.”

Capt. Cromer has had many years 
experience voyaging along the north 
Canadian and Newfoundland coasts. 
He is a member of the Explorers’ 
Club and a long time acquaintance of 
“Old Doc” Cook. He is expected to 
bring the Finback home in the fall, 
while Leden and his commercial and 
scientific companions will make their 
way overland.

The sponsors of the expedition are 
said to be Boston capitalists and Am 
ericans of Norwegian extraction.

The warning which General Smuts 
addresses to the British people with 
reference to Ireland cannot but fail 
to impress all thoughtful men. The 
Irish question, as the distinguished 
South African says, has become a 
chronic wound, which is spreading 
its infection* throughout the whole 
Imperial system, and is beginning to 
poison our most vital foreign rela­
tions. The Irish situation is to-day 
more dangerous than it ever has been 
within the memory of man. Now that 
peace has been signed, it has become 
the most imperative of domestic prob­
lems for the government of the Unit­
ed Kingdom. The conclusion of 
peace itself makes it urgent since, 
within six months of the signing of 
the Peace Treaty, a decisioii one way 
or the other must be taken on the 
Home Rule Act, which, though in 
suspense, is nevertheless on the stat­
ute books. But there are to-day 
above all else international reasons 
why the Irish problems should be 
solved. Ireland in unrest, or as it 
threatens to be, in revolt, will be a 
sourc^ of grave international em­
barrassment as well as a sçrious do­
mestic handicap and burden. If the 
Irish administration is to be main­
tained only by military force, as it is 
to-day, bitterness will grow and vio­
lence is bound to increase. If ever 
there was a time when the Irish sit­
uation should be composed and set­
tled, now is the time. To delay is to
