THE SITUATION IN DETAIL.

Let us examine the situation more
in detail. First as to the Fisheries:-—
After several years of unprecedented

‘men and merchants, we met reverses.

i
———

The merchants paid too much for Fith
in 1920, and were forced by regulation
to ask too much from the foreign con-
sumer, who stopped buying, and we

lost first our customers and thefl our
‘money. Because the merchants had

made such heavy losses, and because
the cost of catching fish had been so
greatly increased by the increased
duties, the issue of fishery supplies in
the Spring of 1921 was greatly reduc-
ed. The Government again intervened,
and guaranteed supplies to the extent
of about $500,000, half of which, it is
said, has been lost. If the Government
repeats this mode of procedure in
1922, and again endeavours to pay its
losses by increasing taxation, the cost
of catching fish will again be increas-
ed, and nobody will be able to make a
living at it. I have asked a good many
people what they thought was the re-
sult of last season’s business, and the
replies are to the effect that the more
fortunate merchant may break even,
the less fortunate will make losses.
Only the most successful fisherman
has paid his account, and for all there
has been a very serious reduction in
the standard of living. Only the bare
necessities of life have been procur-
able while vessels, motor boats, houses
and clothing have all deteriorated.

DESTROYING SELF-RELIANCE.

As it is with the Fishery, so it is
with the Pulp Mills at Grand Falls,

| with the Bell Island Iron Mines, and

with practically every industry in the
Island. The value of the article pro-

! duced has declined, while the cost of

producing it has either not declined or
been advanced, because labour could
not decline, owing to the increasad
duties. The result of this general ces-
sation of employment is that the Gov-
ernment has been forced again to pro-
vide work, which is either flagrantly
uneconomical, such as snow shovel-
ling, or partially uneconomical, such {
as the making of roads-de-luxe, the
cutting of pit-props and pulp-wood,
upon which latter I have little doubt
that heavy losses will be made. There
is also the certainty that, as with every
undertaking of the sort by a govern-

ment, many are being given relief;
work who do not actually require it. |

But the crowning evil of this policy is
the effect upon the individual. Every
effort of the Government to find work,
every purchase of fish or pulp wood,
every guarantee of Fishery Supplies or
Humber Propositions, in short, every-
thing which causes the indlvldual to

troys his self-reliance, ur!p.!u his in-
itiative, and makes' him & ‘parasite up-
on the body 'politic. If the policy. of
supplying for the Fisheries and giving
unproductive labour to ﬁc unemploy-
| ed, continues, followed by an increase |
' of taxation to pay the losses inevit-

ably incurred, it follows as the might |

MUST BREAK THE VICIOUS CIRCLE |

We have got, ourselves imprisoned in
a vicious circle, and we must break
out of it. Evidently we cannot continue
a8 we have been doing the past two
years. Unless a miracle happens to us,
our whole industrial life will ' be
strangled. I can see only.one remedy
for our troubles. It is ome that will
take great courage on the part of our
legislators, and it will require the un-
jted efforts of both Government.and
Opposition to carry it out. The cost of
lving must be reduced until our Fish-
ermen-can afford to catch fish and sell
it at a low price; until our paper-
makers can reduce their wages, and
paper can be made in competition with
Scandinavian countries; until our min.
ers can work for a wage which will
permit ore to be sold, and:iron and
steel to be manufactured at a profits
and so onm through our ‘whole indus-
trial life. I therefore suggest that al
supertaxes and sales tax shall be re-
moved, leaving the tariff practically as
it was in 1915-16. I mention this date
because I find that the index number
of prices for Pecember 1921 was on
a parity with that of early 1916, and
also, as was to be expected, becam«sej
the price of our main staple was the
same in those years as it is now. The
wheels of our trade have been gradu-
ally rusting up and stopping. They
must be made to revolve again. People
talk of a Commission on Tariff Revi-
sion. I see no necessity for any Com-
mission, as the revision which is nee-
essary can be done with a stroke of
the pen.

GIVE BOTH A CHANCE.

But it will be said, how are we go-.
ing to meet our expenses? I am con-j
vinced that taxation has reached a,
point where it ceases to be remuner-
ative and that probably as large, if not ;
a larger revenue will be obtained from
a reduced tariff. Furtifer ,what avails

L

venue, if we have to spend a million
dollars to support our people? I have
said above that the price of Fisnery
Produce is approximately the same as
in 1916, and also that the price of com-
modities generally is the same as in
that year. It is presumably that our
fishermen were able to make a living
in- 1916, or in other words, were able
to exchange their fish for sufficient
goods to supply their needs and a lit-
tle over. It stands to reason that with
50% added to the taxes, they cannot
now make such an advantageous deal,
and must be dropping back. Give the

ook to the State for his support, des-

it to add a million dollars to our re-'

merchants a chance and give the peo-
ple a chance. Stop all guarantees and
unremunerative work at Governmeft
expense, and let us see if we cannot
work out,our own salvation.

CUT DOWN EXPENSES,

But the '‘Ggovernment has another
duty to perform. Expenses must be cut
down, and as Governments are notori-
ously weak when it comes to reducing
expenditure, I think a Commission
Fmight very well be appointed for th!sl
purpose. Such a Commission should
be composed equally of Government
and Opposition members, as both arei
to blame for wasting the country’s
monies, and both should share in the
responsibdlity for the reductions which
must be made. Mr. Harold Cox, the
well known economist, writing in the
“Times” January 28th, says:—

“It is notorious that the amount of
“fraud in connection with the anem-
"ployment dole is now immense. Yet |

as far as can be gathered there is no
“regular method followed by the Min-
“istry of Labour - for checking this
“fraud. Meanwhile, the dole notorious-
“ly has the effect of encouraging bcth
“men and women to refuse work that
“is offered them. This illustration ls
“typical of the mentality of a larg:

“governing the country. They are out
“to win votes at any cost, and they
“think they can better accomplish that
“object by bribing the less prosperous
“electors with the money of the tax-

Obvious
Discrimination.

According to a message re-
ceived from Dr. W. E. Jones,
‘Avondale, Member of the House
of Assembly for the District of
Harbor Main, and published "in
yesterday’s Telegram, desperate
conditions exist amongst the
unemployed in that section.
Lawlessness apparently is rife
and one store has been broken
into, presumably by a mob, and
provisions taken therefrom. It
is rather strange that no men-
tion of this. occurrence was
made by the authorities to any
newspaper in the city. Daily
the reporters visit the depart-
mental offices in their search
for news, but none bearing on
the looting at, or near, Avondale
was communicated. With Dr.
Jones’ own statements in sup-
port, we cannot for one moment
believe that either the Depart-
ment of the Colonial Secretary
or that of Justice was not noti-
fied officially by the Magistrate
or police officer doing duty in
the locality where the store was
entered. Yet not a word leaked
out. There is no ambiguity
about the charges made by Dr.
Jones. They are clear cut and
comprehensible to all. Condi-
tions of unemployed in parts of
Harbor Main District are be-
coming desperate. A stbre has
been broken into and provisions
taken. What a commentary on
the state of local affairs under
the present regime. Hungry
fathers break the law in order
that their hungry families may
have a little sustenance. No
work, no food. Is it any won-
der that the hardy men of Hr.
Main have taken the law into
their own hands. A starving
man does not stop to argue. A
hundred starving men without
food in their homes, or the
wherewithal to purchase it, are

not going to discuss the ethies!

of their action if they have made
up their minds to break into a
store in order to procure some-
thing to eat. That has been
done, and who can blame those
men driven to such an extreme
course by the pangs of hunger!
and the suffering, from the same
cause »of their wives and chil-
dren.

Rather blame the Govern-
ment under whose unwise and
injudicious administration such
occurrences have come to pass.
Aye blame them for discrimina-
ting against the district which
turned their candidates down in
1919 and again in 1921.

‘Sunshine to Order.
COST LITTLE MORE THAN OR-
DINARY LIGHTING.

(Daily Express.)

The millennium has dawned for!
mankind. Sunshine can be had at'
the touch of a switch, and London
can be flooded: with the sunlight of |
June on the dreariest December day.'
This is the latest achievement of
science, that makes it possible to
turn the seasons upside down, and;
for ever .arm mankind against the'
perils and perturbations of climatic |
vagaries, ;

Mr. Arthur. Francis Berry, of:
Tricity House, Oxford-street, is the|
flooded with the bright, life-giving '
rays of a June sun, explained to a
“Daily Express” representative the
secret of potted sunshine. - Outside in
Oxford-street Londoners were hurry-
ing along in the face of a chilly wet
wind, while a (Zrlzzly grey mist en-
veloped them.

' “It has taken me something like
ten years of research work to dis-
cover the process of suffusing the
pure sunlight that you are sitting in,”
said Mr. Berry:

“Electricity is the sun’s heat stored
up through the ages. I have evolved
the principle of extracting from that
energy the purest and the most
beneficent rays of the sun. This pro-
cess can operate in a house or in the
street. It can flood all London at the
touch of a switch.

THE “SUN” AT WORK.

“In this room,” explained the sun-
shine salesman, pointing to an elon-
gated electric bulb, throwing out the
dazzling sunlight, “you are watching
a practical demonstration of the prin-
ciple I have evolved.
through a filament of my own device
that is extracting from the electric
current all that brings life and joy to
the plant and animal world, and to
mankind, in the early summer days.

“The filament restricts the tem-
perature to a cosy warmth; and the
heliotropic and other harmful sun
rays do not filter through. This sun-
light is costing only one-tenth  of
what an ordinary electric fire would
cost to run.

“The imagination,” continued Mr.
Berry, “staggers at all the possibil-
ities that the sale of sunshine holds
for the future. It means the pro-
longation of human life. It means
the perpetual happiness of mankind.
It means, too, the end of those in-
numberable ills that arise from a
disordered nervous system.

CURES.

“The sunlight cures them
mediately and lastingly. It penetrates
and tones the whole nervous system.
Already my experiments show that
the cow yields more milk and the hen
more eggs under its rays, as surely
as it gives strength to the snowdrop
to stiffen its stem and oven out its
bud in full bloom.

“Life itself is evolved by this same
gunshine that man, directed by the
scientist, can switch on at will. Think
of London’s population immune frora
the climate vagaries of this island—
no more morbid moods, bad livers, or
bad tempers! Think of, for example,
on a day like this switching on the
summer sunshine or walking out in
the street under its rays! It is pos-
sible. I could flood Leicester-square
with sunshine at a cost little more
than twice that of lighting it.

“I fancy, however, that mankind
will be more sceptical of my sunshine
than this cat,” concluded the sun-
shine salesman sadly, pointing to a
handsome, purring Persian hasking
in the sunshine. “It may be as hard
to sell them sunshine at little more
than the cost of lighting as is was to
sell them pound Treasury notes for
a penny~—when, of course,. they have
the chance to buy it!”

World Steel Production.

Perhaps never again will the world’s
{ron and steel production sink to the
level of 1921. According to statistics
complied 'by The Iron Trade Review,
the world’s output of pig iron last year
was 35,810,000 gross tons and the pro-
duction of steel ingots was 40,731,000
gross tons. These figures compared
with 60,636,400 tons of pig iron and
68,321,000 tons of ingots in 1920. In
1913 the world produced almost twice
as much pig iron as it did last year
the figures for the pre-war year being
74,629,000 tons of ingots and 76,594,-
000 tons of the primary metal. Under
the whiplash of the war's insatiate
necesgities ateel output was pushed up
to 82,650,000 gross tons. Last year just
about half this amount was reached.
Similar comparisons could be made
with pig iron.

know that he can be healed. And the
fault is with the medical profession,
which has been unwilling to adver-
tise what it can do.

“Dr. Lorenz did not bring with him
any greater ability than 'at least
twenty surgeons in this city possess. ‘
It was because our doctors or our
methods did not bring home to the
people what can be done that we went
to the distinguished foreigner to hear
what he could tell us.

“Here we come to the problem of
advertising,” he said. “The medical
profession, thrqugh the ages, has
chosen to make itself a secret thing,
The doctor has been looked upon as a
sort of a miracle man. He has hidden
his wisdom behind a veil of silence.
An air of mystery has surrounded the
profession and we have developed a
code of ethics. This, I believe, is the
most antiquated, moss covered and
germ laden institution in the world!”

He said that if the public were given
more information about cancer the
disease would never reach the can-
cerous stage. A woman who has a
tumour, he said, usually keeps the
fact hidden until it develops into a
cancer, when it is too late. Any can-
cer, said Commissioner Copeland, is
curable in the beginning. The public
must be taught that, he said.

Commissioner Copeland in referring
to accident and health hazards in in-
dustry asserted that “a man who
works with his hands should have
just as much chance for long lite a®

An Analogy.

The Ontario Temperance Act from
a practical point of view is not worth
the paper it is printed on. At least
that has been the effect in our larger
centres of population, no matter what
can be said of results in the country
districts. Let us look around and
size up the situation. Crime is ram-
pant, and so is drunkenness. Our
court records prove that. Drug
“hounds” are everywhere, and’so are
bootleggers. Private stills and home
breweries have sprung up on every
side. A little experimenting has
proved that just as good beer can be
made at home as ever came out of a
brewery, and it has this in its favor, it |
is far cheaper. Bootleg whisky, large-
ly the product of the private still, and
a good deal of it raw deadly stuff, can
be had for the asking.

But there is worse to tell. Our
younger element, both girls and boys,
young men and young women in what
we call the higher walks of life are
fast becoming debauched. “Some-
thing on the hip,” of which both sexes
partake has become the regular thing
at both public and private social func-
tions. And girls, whose mothers never
dreamed of partaking of liquors of high
alcoholic content ,now carry their own
silver flasks and drink their whiskey
“neat.”

The administration of the Act so far
as the Board of License Commissioners
and the physicians’ prescriptions go
is a public scandal. The Board has
latterly ruled that the right to issue
prescriptions by doctors be limited to

Hfow great this pressure is fnay be
judged better by the fact that if a
ship’s hawser is sunk to a consider-
able length it is squeezed to less than
the diameter of one’s wrist, while if a
piece of wood is weighted and sunk
to the same depth it is so much com-
pressed that it will no longer float
when brought to the surface again.

Jp- to the nineteenth century com-
paratively nothing was known about
the ocean-bed. In 1850 Edward Forbes,
a great British naturalist, declared his
belief that there were no living ani-
mals below 300 fathoms—that is, 600
yards.

Since then it has been discovered
that there is life far deeper—life has
been found over three miles down!
The general reason why the pressure
is not felt hy deep-sea creatures is
that the bodies and tissues are perme-
ated by the water.

The discovery that there was life
was made as the result of an accident.
A submarine cable broke, and when
the ends were brought up they were
found encrusted with several differ-
ent kinds of creatures.

The sequel to this find was that an
expedition was sent out on the Chal-
lenger to investigate. This was done
during the year 1872 and 1876, and it
was by the records of that work that
many of the mysteries of the deepest
seas were solved,

Science now decl#res that there are
no depth-limits to life. There are
more animals at the more moderate
dcpths, but wherever the long arm of
the dredge has reached it has brought.
up living creatures.

But what is the sea-bed like? It
is probably the most motonous place
imaginable. There is no scenery, but
a succession of dreary undulations like
sand-dunes. There are no plants; what
the animals live on may be dead vege-
table matter washed from the coast
belts, or dead animal matter that has
sunk from the surface.

A MARINE PICTURE.

Less than twenty years ago we
could peep from our window in some
fishing port along these coasts and see
the fleets slipping quietly out of the
harbor for the fishing grounds just be-
fore the dawn. With sails bellying to
the fresh morning breeze, they glided
silently along with but the creak of &
straining boom and the rattle of sheet-
blocks to tell of their venturing forth.
Daily, weather permitting, the white-
sailed armada slipped out and in and
one was scarce aware of their comings
and goings. These were the days when
artists revelled in such sights; when
the galleries were full of “marines”
and the fishing fleets afforded rare ma-
terial for the play of shadows in calm
waters or the lift of white sails against
blue, cloud-flecked skies; when writers
told of skiffs and smacks plunging
home close-reefed or full-sailed with
clear-eyed fishing skippers twirling
their wheels and squinting to wind-
ward, or dilated upon the sudden
squalls which called for heroic efforts
to prevent being jammed down or cast
away on a dread lee shore. And around
the wharves of a summer’s afternoon
one entered an atmosphere of Norway
tar, of hemp and manila, of canvas, of
marline-spike seamanship, of needles
and palms, of blocks and booms, and
language full-bloodedly nautical in
“beating to wind'ard,” “giving her the
sheet” and “snugging her down.”

But in these modern dqs one may
sleep in the same old sea-port house
and be rudely awakened at an early
hours by the roaring of un-muffled ex-
hausts—a drum-fire of thunderous
sound magnified by the echoing whar-
ves and harbor buildings. A _glance
from the window will reveal the fleet
plunging-out to the grounds in the
teath of a “dead muzzler”—a flotilla
of lean rakish craft, mastless and
careering out to sea at speeds umob-
tainable under canvas. When the volley
of noise has subsided one slips under
the blankets with a sigh of regret for
for the sights of other days.

ODOROTUS OF OIL.

Afternoon comes with the intermuit-
tent exhaust roarings telling of the ar-
rival of the boats with their scaly
spoils. The confines of the wharves are
odorous of gasolene and crude oil; oil
drums and barrels are scattered where
once the sun-cracked booms and spars

Would this ever have occurred to
you? Fire insurance people know in
advance the lines of business in which
there are to be an excessive number
of failures. How? Their records
show that, when things are moving
towards disaster in any line of busi-
ness, the number of fires in that par-
ticular line increases inordinately. ‘A
Hartford fire insurance official tells
me that their records on this score
are tremendously interesting. They
watch most keenly daily records of
fires, classify and tabulate them care-
fully analyze them  thoroughly and
learn a lot from them.

Fire losses in New York last year
reached $40,000,000, against $25,000,-
000 in 1920 and a good deal less in
1919. .The losses are amounting to
new maximum figures every day. The
records clearly “reveal that when
prices of all merchandise were ad-
vancing, fires were few. Since prices
began to fall, fires, like failures, have
multiplied: .

Money is cheap in England, writes
the Financial Editor of the Montreal
Standard, and people are rushing to
invest in sound stocks, says a London
report.

All the fortunate niembers of
the Stock Exchange who shared in
the underwriting of these issues are
walking ‘about with pleased smiles on
their faces, for between them they
have shared more than £1650,000 for
doing nothing but take the ﬂlk of
having to subscribe for’ m stock they
underwrote.  The repott sdys that the
main cause of the heavy subseriptions
is the fact that monoy is cheap. Trade

Depends on Quality.

Charlottetown.—The fox ranches of
Prince Edward Island during 1921
sold live animals for breeding pur-
poses to the value of over $500,000
while the. pelts produced during the
year were worth $1,500,000, according
to the estimate of W. C. S, McLure,
one of the leaders in‘the ihdustry.

Before
definitely accepting Mr. De Valera in-

vited the representatives of the Un- |-

; fonists, including the Northern Pre-
mier to a preliminary conference in
Dublin. (This must not be confused
with the mysterious visit of Sir James
Craig to Dublin in June). Sir James
Craig said it was impossible for him
to arrange any meeting, adding that
he had already accepted the Prime
Minister’s invitation to London. How-
ever, Mr. De Valera met four Southern
Unionists—Lord Midleton, Sir Maurice
Dockrell, Sir Robert Woods, and Mr.
Andrew Jameson, and it was this con~
ference which eventually arranged the
truce, On July 8, Mr. De Valera wrote
Mr. Lloyd George that he was ready
“to meet and discuss with you on
{ what bases such a conference as that
proposed can reasonably hope to
achieve the object desired.”
