which could be devised of meeting the 
I situation was that of Increasing the 
■ taxes, and first 26% was added to the 

existing-duty, and than a Sales Tax of 
5% ad. val. The total effect of these 
additions was approximately an aver­
age increase of 60% in the duties. No 
reduction in expenditure was attempt­
ed except that of cutting the pay of 
civil servants 25%.

THE SITUATION IN DETAIL.
Let us examine the situation more 

in detail. First as to the Fisheries;— 
After several years of unprecedented 
prosperity, shared equally by fisher­
men and merchants, we met reverses. 
The merchants paid too much for Fish 
in 1920, and were forced by regulation 
to ask too much from the foreign con­
sumer, who stopped buying, and we 
lost first our customers and theâ our 
money. Because the merchants had 
made such heavy losses, and because 
the cost of catching fish had been so 
greatly increased by the Increased 
duties, the issue of fishery supplies in 
the Spring of 1921 was greatly reduc­
ed. The Government again intervened, 
and guaranteed supplies to the extent 
of about $600,000, half of which. It Is 
said, has been lost. If the Government 
repeats this mode of procedure in 
1922, and again endeavours to pay its 
losses by increasing taxation, the cost 
of catching fleh will again be increas­
ed, and nobody will be able to make a 
living at it. I have asked a good many 
people what they thought was the re­
sult of last season's business, and the 
replies are to the effect that the more 
fortunate merchant may break even, 
the less fortunate will make losses. 
Only the most successful fisherman 
has paid his account, and for all there 
has been a very serious reduction In 
the standard of living. Only the bare 
necessities of life have been procur­
able while vessels, motor boats, houses 
and clothing have all deteriorated.

makers can reduce their wages, and 
paper ean be made In competition with 
Scandinavian countries; until onr min- 
ere can work for a wage which will 
permit ‘ore to he sold, and Iron and 
steel to be manufactured at a profit; 
and so on" through our whole Indus­
trial life. I therefore suggest that all 
supertaxes and sales tax shall be re­
moved, leaving the tariff practically as 
It was in 1915-16. I mention this date 
because I find that the index number 
of prices for December 1921 was on 
a parity with that of early 1916, and 1 
also, as was to be expected, because ! 
the price of our main staple was the 
same in those years as it is now. The 
wheels of our trade have been gradu­
ally rusting up and stopping. They 
must be made to revolve again. People 
talk of a Commission on Tariff Revi­
sion. I see no necessity for any Com­
mission, as the revision which is nec­
essary can be done with a stroke of 
the pen.

GITE BOTH A CHANCE.
But it will be said, how are we go­

ing to meet our expenses? I am con­
vinced that taxation has reached a 
point where it ceases to be remuner- j ative and that probably as large, if not 
a larger revenue will be obtained from 
a reduced tariff. Further ,what avails 
it to add a million dollars to our re­
venue, if we have to spend a million 
dollars to support our people? I have 
said above that the price of Fisnery 
Produce is approximately the same as 
in 1916, and also that the price of com­
modities generally Is the same as In 
that year. It is presumably that our 
fishermen were able to make a living 
In 1916, or In other words, were able 
to exchange their fish for sufficient 
goods to supply their needs and a lit­
tle over. It stands to reason that with 
60% added to the taxes, they cannot 
now make such an advantageous deal, 
and must be dropping back. Give the 
merchants a chance and give the peo­
ple a chance. Stop all guarantees and 
unremunerative work at Government 
expense, and let us see If we cannot 
work out,our own salvation.

CUT DOWN EXPENSES.
But the Government has another 

duty to perform. Expenses must be cut 
down, and as Governments are notori­
ously weak when It comes to reducing 
expenditure, I think a Commission 

-might very well be appointed for this , 
purpose. Such a Commission should j 
be composed equally of Government 
and Opposition members, as both are 
to blame for wasting the country’s 
monies, and both should share in the 
responsibility for the reductions which 
must be made. Mr. Harold Cox, the 
well known economist, writing in the 
“Times" January 28th, says;—

“It is notorious that the amount of

BOYS’ WORK DISCUSSED. 

Rotarian Gerald Harvey was chair 
man and also the principal speaker 
at to-day’s luncheon of the Rotary 
Club.

Of the latter num­
ber, 11,210, or the extraordinary ratio 
of 91 per cent., claim to attend Sun­
day School. The Baptists lead, with 
95 per cent. ; Methodists, 92.6; Presby-

World Steel Production.
Perhaps never again will the world’s 

iron and steel production sink to the 
level of 1921. According to statistics 
complied by The Iron Trade Review 
the world's output of pig iron last year 
was 35,810,000 gross tons and the pro­
duction of steel ingots was 40,731,000 
gross tons. These figures compared 
with 60,635,400 tons of pig Iron and 
68,321,000 tons of ingots in 1920. In 
1913 the world produced almost twice 
as ipuch pig iron as it did last year 
the figures for the pre-war year being 
74,629,000 tons of ingots and 76,594,- 
000 tons of the primary metal. Under 
the whiplash of the war’s insatiate 
necessities ateel output was pushed up 
to 32,650,000 gross tons. Last year just 
about half this amount was reached. 
Similar comparisons could be made 
with pig iron.

The epic contest staged off Halifax 
last fall between the Gloucester fish­
ing schooner Elsie and the Lunenburg 
schooner Bluenose embodied some­
thing more than the friendly riva In­
for sailing supremacy between the 
fishing fleets of Canada and the Unit­
ed States.

them back I
square-rigged clippers reached v—,.
acme of perfection in speed and beau- j Oh, yes, the sail-boats was very nice 
ty in the vain effort to stem the tide
of steam. Viewing the racing fisher­
men, these old-timers sighed, for 
they felt it was the beginning of the 
end.

From the days of the Vikings to the 
ora of clipper ships—Lightning, Fly­
ing Cloud, Red Jacket, Thermopylae, 
and Cutty Sark—fastést of canvas- 
driven hulls—centuries have passed, 
but steam swept the wind-jammers off 
the seas in less than eighty years. The 
advance of steam power in the mer­
cantile marine was rapid and ir­
resistible; the adoption of motor pro­
pulsion in the fishing fleets is Just as 
sure.

A MARINE PICTURE.
Less than twenty years ago we 

could peep from our window in some 
fishing port along these coasts and see 
the fleets slipping quietly out of the 
harbor for the fishing grounds Just be­
fore the dawn. With sails bellying to 
the fresh morning breeze, they glided 
silently along with but the creak of a 
straining boom and the rattle of sheet- 
blocks to tell of their venturing forth. 
Daily, weather permitting, the white- 
sailed armada slipped out and in and 
one was scarce aware of their comings 
and goings. These were the days when 
artists revelled in such sights ; when 
the galleries were full of "marines" 
and the fishing fleets afforded rare ma­
terial for the play of shadows in calm 
waters or the lift of white sails against 
blue, cloud-flecked skies ; when writers 
told of skiffs and smacks plunging 
home close-reefed or full-sailed with 
clear-eyed fishing skippers twirling 
their wheels and squinting to wind­
ward, or dilated upon the sudden 
squalls which called for heroic efforts 
to prevent being Jammed down or east 
away on a dread lee shore. And around 
the wharves of a summer’s afternoon 
one entered an atmosphere of Norway 
tar, of hemp and manila. of canvas, of 
marline-spike seamanship, of needles 
and palms, of blocks and booms, and 
language tull-bloodedly nautical in 
“beating to wind’ard,” "giving her the 
sheet” and “snugging her down.

But in these modern days one may 
sleep in the same old sea-port house 
and be rudely awakened at an early 
hours by the roaring of un-muffled ex­
hausts—a drum-fire of thunderous 
sound magnified by the echoing whar­
ves and harbor buildings. A „ glance 
from the window will reveal the fleet 
plunging out to the grounds in the 
teeth of a “dead muzzier”—a flotilla 
of lean rakish craft, mastless and 
careering out to sea at speeds unob­
tainable under canvas. When the volley 
of noise has subsided one slips under 
the blankets with a sigh of regret for 
for the sights of other days.

ODOROUS OF OIL.
Afternoon comes with the intermit­

tent exhaust roarings telling of the ar­
rival of the boats with their scaly 
spoils. The confines of the wharves are 
odorous of gasolene and crude oil; oil 
drums and barrels are scattered where 
once the sun-cracked booms and spars 
of sailing craft were piled; the talk of 
the fishermen is mechanically flavored 
and Impregnated with “timers and 
magnetos,” “spark plugs and batter­
ies,” “revolutions and cup-grease,” 
“lubricants and piston rings.” Their 
very oilskins are stained with grease 
and oil and in their hands one sees 
the monkey-wrench and the squirt-gun 
rather than the marline-spike and 
palm of other days. “Good-bye, Ro­
mance!” one murmurs regretfully and 
to an old-timer, lazily smoking his pipe 
over a spile, we turn for sympathy. 
“The sailing days?" he grumbles be­
tween puffs. “They was alright in their 
way, but these here things----- ” he in­
dicates the mastless motor boats—“are 
a dang sight better’n any ol’ wind­
bag.” This heresy (lett us speechless. 
Had our man been one of the modern 
school his opinion would have been ac­
ceptable, tajit the very appearance pf 
him was trade-marked “raised in sail.” 
Those faded blue eyes encircled by a 
net-work of wrinkles.were of the man 
who habitually glanced to wind’ard for. 
weather and wind; his calloused hands 
were more fitted for hauling on hal­
liard and sheet and his fingers for 
booking into rebellious canvas. “Ye 
see, Mister," he vouchsafed kindly, “the 
motor enjlne has made .work a lot 
easier for us fisherman. We can make 
tor the grounds in calms and head 
Finds.

If it’s the big vessels, you need 
power for getting in and out of port 
for shunting around the wharves, for 
runnin’ around the coast lookin’ for 
bait, for pickin’ up dories in calms an” 
fogs, for runnin, down a pod o’ mack­
erel when they’re sighted, for sneakin' 
up on sword-fish. They are the 
handiest in the long run.”

And thus he talked, this convert to 
modernity. Wind and canvas he de­
nounced as having no place in these 
enlightened times. Ruthlessly he 
stripped the false romance from the 
subjects which artists painted and 
writers enhaloed. It was all a hard 
drag, in his opinion, the days of sail— 
hazardous, time-wasting, and calling 
for strenuous and unnecessary effort. 
Romance existed only in the eyes and 
imagination of the lookers-on, accord­
ing to him. There was none of it to 
the men who had to go through the 
mill. “You may talk of the way of a 
ship in the sea, Mister,” he observed 
finally, “but I cal’late there’s a dang 
sight more romance to be found in the 
way of a drop of gasoline or fuel oil 
Inside o’ one o’ them there iron 
cylinders." And so saying, he picked 
up hi* oil-skins and a can of gasoline 
and moved off.—New York Fishing 
Gazette.

Hard Times and Fires.
INSURANCE COMPANIES FIND 

THAT MORAL HAZARD IS SERI- 
0U8.
Would this ever have occurred to 

you? Fire insurance people know in 
advance the lines of business in which 
there are to be an excessive number 
of failures. How? Their records 
show that, when things are moving 
towards disaster in any line of busi­
ness, the number of fires in that par­
ticular line increases inordinately. A 
Hartford fire insurance official tells 
me that their records on this score 
are tremendously interesting. They 
watch most keenly daily records of 
fires, classify and tabulate them care­
fully analyze them thoroughly and 
learn a lot from them.

Fire losses in New York last year 
reached $40,000,000, against $25,000,- 
000 in 1920 and a good deal less in 
1919. The losses are amounting to 
new maximum figures every day. The 
records clearly reveal that when 
prices of all merchandise were ad­
vancing, fires were few. Since prices 
began to fall, fires, like failures, have 
multiplied:

“We sometimes boast of how far 
our business morals have been rais­
ed above. former standards,” com­
ments B. C. Forbes in Forbes maga­
zine, “but evidently the millenium is 
not yet with us.”

Opposes Medical Ethics.
(New York Times.)

Health Commissioner Royal S. 
Copeland, condemning the “code of 
ethics’’ of the medical profession, re­
cently said that publicity, If properly 
given, "would wipe disease off the 
face of the earth.”

Speaking- at the bi-weekly luncheon 
of the Advertising Club at 45 East 
Twentj*-flfth Street, Dr. Copeland , 
said that sometimes he “thanks God ' 
that he is not a member of the j 
Academy of Medicine,” inasmuch ns • 
he would then have to remain silent | 
about disease and its cure.

As soon as the public, through the 
newspapers, had learndd of Dr. Lor­
enz’s arrival and the fact that he 
could cure paralysis, 35,000 persons 
flocked to him, said Dr. Copeland, to 
receive his counsel and treatment 
There were other surgeons In . New 
York just as capable as the Viennese 
physican, but they never made known 
to the public that they could cure 
paralysis, and so the people remained 
in ignorance, the Health Commis­
sioner said.

“There is something wrong with 
the system that makes it impossible 
for the sick or crippled person to 
know that he can be healed. And the' 
fault is with the medical profession, 
which has been unwilling to adver­
tise what it can do.

“Dr. Lorenz did not bring with him 
any greater ability than at least 
twenty surgeons in this city possess.
It was because our doctors or ou; 
methods did not bring home to the 
people what can be done that we went 
to the distinguished foreigner to hear 
what he could tell us.

“Here we come to the problem of 
advertising,” he said. “The medical 
profession, thrqpgh the ages, has 
chosen to make itself a secret things 
The doctor has been looked upon as 
sort of a miracle man. He has hidden 
his wisdom behind a veil of silence. 
An air of mystery has surrounded the 
profession and we have developed 
code of ethics. This, I' believe, is the 
most antiquated, moss covered and 
germ laden institution in the world!"

An Analogy.

Let us look around and 
size up the situation. Crime is ram­
pant, and so is drunkenness. Our 
court records prove that. Drug 
“hounds” are everywhere, and'so are 
bootleggers. Private stills and home 
breweries have sprung up on every

Over a hundred millionjniles in ex­
tent, or more than half of the earth’s 
surface, the deep-sea bed is one of the 
places in the world which human life 
has never reached, for away down 
there it would be crushed out of ex­
istence.

The average depth of the ocean Is 
two and a half miles. In places -there 
are “deeps” which are over six miles 
below the surface,* and would com­
pletely swallow Mount Everest, the 
world’s highest mountain.

There is an enormous pressure from 
the weight of water at these depths. 
The deeper one goes the greater is the 
pressure. At 2,500 fathoms it is two 
and a half tons on the - square incli, 
oç twenty-five times greater than the 
pressure exerted by the steam on the 
piston of our best railway locomo­
tives.

Six Miles Down.r
How great this pressure is inay be 

judged better by the fact that if a 
ship’s hawser is sunk to a considér­
able length it is squeezed to less than 
the diameter of one’s wrist, while if a 
piece of wood is weighted and sunk 
to the same depth it is so much com­
pressed that it will no longer float 
when brought to the surface again.

Up to the nineteenth century com­
paratively nothing was known about 
the ocean-bed. In 18&0 Edward Forbes, 
a great British naturalist, declared his 
belief that there were no living ani­
mals below 300 fathoms—that is, 600 
yards. ^

Since then it has been discovered 
that there is life far deeper—life has 
been found over three miles down! 
The general reason why the pressure 
is not felt by deep-sea creatures is 
that the bodies and tissues are perme­
ated by the water.

The discovery that there was life 
was made as the result of an accident.
A submarine cable broke, and when 
the ends were brought up they were 
found encrusted with several differ­
ent kinds of creatures.

The sequel to this find was that an 
expedition was sent out on the Chal­
lenger to Investigate. This was done 
during the year 1872 and 1876, and It 
was by the records ot that work that 
many of the mysteries of the deepest 
seas were solved.

Science now declares that there are 
no depth-limits to life. There are 
more animals at the more moderate 
depths, but wherever the long arm of 
the dredge has reached it has brought 
up living creatures.

But what is the sea-bed like? It 
is probably the most motonoua place 
imaginable. There is no scenery, but

side. A little experimenting has 
proved that just as good beer can be 
made at home as ever came out of a 
brewery, and it has this in its favor, it 
is far cheaper. Bootleg whisky, large­
ly the product of the private still, and 
a good deal of it raw deadly stuff, can 
be had for the asking.

But there is worse to tell. Our 
younger element, both girls and boys, 
young men and young women In what 
we call the higher walks of life are 
fast becoming debauched. “Some­
thing on the hip,” of which both sexes 
partake has become the regular thing 
at both public and private social func­
tions.

Falling Upwards.

It is cold because the sun’s heat is 
practically lost at about 150 fathoms, 
and there is always cold water com­
ing from the Poles. Rays of light, 
reach a depth of 500 fathoms, but it 
is really dark at 250 fathoms. There 
are fitful gleams of phosphorescent 
light, but these are negligible, and 
only accentuate the gloom. It is said 
there is a deep-sea fish which has lu­
minous plates just under its eyes, one 
red and one green, and by turning 
these on it is aided in its search for 
prey!

Perhaps the greatest puzzle of the 
deeps is that, because of the pressure, 
deep-sea creatures are liable to an ac­
cident to which no other animal in the 
world is liable—thatof tumbling up! v

Money is cheap in England, writes 
the Financial Editor of the Montreal 
Standard, and people are rushing to 
invest in sound stocks, says a London 
report. The Lanarkshire County 
Council tried to borrow £ 2,500,000 at 
5% per cent., and in two hours it was 
offered £40,000,000. Bristol needed 
£1,000,000, and was offered £14,000,- 
000. Since the New Year opened 
there have been new issues of capi­
tal totalling nearly £12,000,000 in 
nominal value. Every issue was 
oversubscribed, and it is eAimated 
that at least £80,000,000 altogether 
was offered to the would-be borrow­
ers. All the fortunate members of 
the Stock Exchange who shared in 
the underwriting of these issues are 
walking about with plsesed smiles on 
their faces, for between them they 
have shared mpre than £160,000 for 
doing nothing but take the risk of 
having to subscribe for the stock they 
underwrote. The report says that the 
main cause of the heavy subscriptions 
is the fact that money is pheap. Trade 
and industry are not using their

share, while many wealthy people 
who were satisfied to leave their 
money on deposit when it was earn­
ing 4 and 5 per cent, are now that the 
rate is down to 3 per cent, invseting 
it in sound stocks.

Fox Farming Now 
Depends on Quality.

Charlottetown.—The fox ranches of 
Prince Edward Island during 1921 
sold live animals for breeding pur­
poses to the value of over $500,000 
while the- pelts produced during the 
year were worth $1,500,000, according 
to the estimate of W. C. S. McLure, 
one of the leaders in the industry. An 
interesting statement made by Mr. 
McLure is that the quantity produc­
tion of fox furs on the island last 
year would have been worth $6,000,- 
000, If the quality had been what it 
ought to have been. In order to im­
prove the quality of the fur produc­
tion of the ielbnd, Mr. McLure says 
that fox farming should be brought 
under the Department of Agriculture, 
Instead of under the Tax Depart­
ment.

The Passion Play
at Oberammergau.

The Passion Play of 1922, in com­
mon with its nearer predecessors, will * 
be seen to follow many, well-known 
paintings of the scenes portrayed ; 
some of the episodes, indeed, are but 

"momentary pictures. The action is in 
eighteen scenes from the New Testa­
ment narrative, interspersed and ill­
ustrated with some twenty-five table- j 
aux from the Old Testament; thus, 
Cain is the prototype for Judas, Isaac ;

his brethren for Jesus betrayed for j 
thirty pieces of silver, the feeding of 
Israel with manna from heaven for the , 
Last Supper.

The thre£-mlnute tableaux 
engage 400 or more persons in rapid­
ly forming groups, with often 100 ser­
ious children who stand motionless as 
their elders, as those have testified 
who watched them through a field 
glass. The scenes are made vivid as 
on no other "stage” in the world 
through the fact that they take place \ 
under the open sky, as If in actual j 
life. As Stoddard wrote “The lights j 
and shadows of the clouds fell on the | 
form suspended on the cross.
