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Model Town in
England Planned.

What- is being done by the govern­
ment In England tc relieve the housing 
situation is indicated in a recent an­
nouncement concerning the latest, 
and thus far the most ambitions, 
housing plan propc sed by the London 
County Connell. In the section known 
as Becontree, an area of about 3,000 
acres lying between Ilford and Bark­
ing end the old market town of Rom­
ford, end intersected by two main 
railway lines ruining into London, a 
model town is being laid out, which, 
it ü announced, will be visited by 
the King and Queen.

According to the original plane, 
about 20,000 houses were to be built, 
but the check on building operations 
imposed by the ministry of health in 
the last government, in the interests 
of economy, has somewhat restricted 
the development of the project. Until 
recently building had to be confined 
to the Ilford section of 440 acres, 
where nearly 8000 houses have al­
ready been completed or are in course 
of construction. Another thousand" are 
now going up in the Dagenham sec - 
tion of SB acres, near Dagenham Dock} 

When finally completed. Becontree 
will be a model city. At the junction 
of three central avenues is to be a 
civic centre where public buildings, 
churches, shops and central markets 
will be grouped. A wide octagonal 
boulevard will be crossed at eight 
points by main avenues, and it is pro­
posed to have local centres at each of 
the intersections.

The preliminary division, according 
to the original plans, is as follows :

Park, ISO acres ; playing fields, SO 
âcres ; open belt (Including SO acres 
for playing fields and 150 acres for al­
lotments), 425 acres; further allot­
ments, 100 acres ; 26 school sites, 68 
acres ; arterial and ring roads, 165 
acres ; existing properties and adjoin­
ing land, 252 acres ; land for com­
mercial purposes, 125 acres ; sites for 
working class cottages, 1215 acres; 
sites for cottages other than working 
class, 450 acres.

Sunken Stronghold 
of Notorious Bandit.

Psychic messages from St. Nicholas 
are said by an archaeologist in charge 
of excavations ia the Balkans to have 
led to the discovery of the subterran­
ean stronghold of All Pasha, a famous 
bandit who terrorized the Balkans a 
century ago. - -

According to the London Express, 
the skeletons of 2» men were found, 
believed to have been killed because 
they discovered the secrete of All 
Pasha’s treasure house and its laby­
rinthine pafisages.

Ali Pasha’s father was murdered by 
neighboring chieftains, and hie moth­
er urged him to take revenge.

The new ladder Track for the Fire 
Department arrived by SB. Silvia this 
morning and is being uncased and 
taken to the Central Fire Hall this 
afternoon. The Truck is in two cases, 
one containing the tractor, which is of 
106 H.P., and the other the ladders 
and equipment. When assembled the 
ladder and truck will have an over all 
length of 66 feet. The aerial ladder Is 
In two sections and can be raised in 
a perpendicular position by one man 
by the operation of foot levers. Pro­
jecting over the tractor Is a turn table 
operated by cranks. By the movements 
of this table the ladder can he placed 
in position to fit over any building. A 
lever On being released allows the 
ladder to fall into position without 
any jarring. This is made possible by 
an air compression device, which is 
part of the turn table mechanism. The 
ladder can be placed in position in 
about 2 minutes by one man, whereas 
the present 66 foot ladder take* 12 to 
15 trained men to place. As these are 
not always available considerable de­
lay has frequently been caused In 
spite of the fact that volunteers al­
ways have freely offered their ser­
vice* to our firemen. Attached to the 
ladder Is a length of hose, and a Hart 
ladder pipe which when connected 
with the pumper Is capable of deliver­
ing from an advantageous position 
some 800 gallons of water per minute. 
The new aefial ladders, which have 
about the same overall length as the 
present horse drawn ladder truck 
Iginally had, can turn easily frdtn one 
25 foot wide street Into another. 
The pqlicy of the Fire Department 
will be to dispense With hand ladders 
tot first alarms, using only the aerial 
and the horse drawn truck from 
which the 66ft. ladder will be remov­
ed. The hand. drawn ladders will 
duly respond to second alarms. Three 
of the horses now kept at the Cen­
tral Fire Hall Will be dispensed with 
so that- to this connection quite an 
item of expense will he saved. It 
may be mentioned that to addition to 
the long ladder the Aerial carries 200 
feet of ground ladders and a lot of fire­
fighting equipment A delivery en­
gineer, Mr. R. Hasher, arrived with 
the machine and will remain here a 
few days to see that everything is 
satisfactory.

in stories of our boyhood:

Creeping «lowly up at half-speed, the 
shipper manoeuvres so ae to approach 
in a position for a fatal shot Then, at 
the right moment, the harpooner fires. 
The heavy barbed harpoon plunges in­
to the body of the victim, and when 
the charge explodes, it the gunner haa 
aimed well, there is no prolonged 
flurry; a single shot will kill. Down 
goes the stricken whale, Bounding in 
its last convulsive effort. Out runs the 
line, coil after cell vanishing into the 
deep; thin hut tough, it holds the des­
cending carcass. But an unlucky 
heave of the sea at the crucial moment 
may thwart the moat skilful harpoon- 
er; the explosion may wound, but net 
kill; then, as a check is put on the 
line, the steamer slowly forges for­
ward, partly on her own steam, partly 
towed by the captive. Preparations are 
made tor a second shot when the 
whale comes up for air, and often a 
boat is launched to attack and lance 
the victim, and thus save a harpoon. 
The station rule Is: lose youf whale 
rather than risk an accident to a 
boat crew ; but ^each member of the 
crew has interest in the capture, fin­
ancial and sporting, and the rule may 
be disregarded. The big blue, now 
fastened to the mooring-buoy, had 
been finished by a well-directed lance- 
thrust.

When the whale is dead the line is 
passed over the winch, and slowly tin 
carcass comes up, great steel springs, 
attached to the mast, lessening the 
strain caused by the heave 6t the 
waves. Belly up, the body comes to the 
surface, and then an instrument like 
a gigantic hypodermic syringe is 
plunged in until the whale floats. It 
others are about—for whales travel in 
schools—a flag Is stuck into the blub­
ber and the quarry cast adrift; a fresh 
line is colled and the chase begins 
afresh. Later the catch is collected, 
fastened alongside, and all speèd made 
for the station.

The whales, says the writer, are 
not “towed”—they are not dragged 
astern ; they are hauled up alongside, 
and their tails made fast to the steam­
er’s bow: ,

A dead whale, like a dead seal, ! 
sinks at once, but these buoyant, 
bodies help to steady the steamer. To 
understand why, we must study the J 
whaler’s methods. When the whale j 
spouts, he it rorqual (blue, flnnèr or 
lesser), right whale, or sperm, the j 
look-out in the'crow’s nest—a barrel , 
on the foremast—directs the helms­
man towards the peaceful cetacean. 
The Idea that the whale Is a ferocious 
monster thirsting for human blood, 
ready to swallow Jonahs or smash 
a boat Into match-wood, is a pure 
myth. It Is true that some species 
fight with more energy than others 
when they find themselves struck by 
harpoon and hampered by ft line, but 
the_normal whale is not vindictive; 
the accidents that happened too fre­
quently in the olden days were due 
to the boat getting within striking dis­
tance of the massive tall, which was 
thrashing the water during dying 
agonies.
