(Can. Press)—My personal view is 

that a settlement can and should be

The First Requisite.

“The mere suspicion that à colliery 
owner may be able to bear a lose at 
the pit because there is a profit on 
the marketing of the coal—however 
small a proportion such transactions 
may bear to the operations of the 
industry as a whole—must act like 
poison on the confidence which is the 
first requisite of a joint investigation 
designed to foster a spirit of co­
operation.

"The depression of the Industry Is 
widespread. The recovery of its pros­
perity means more to the nation than 
the reduction of the number of the 
unemployed—Important though that 
single consideration is—for our coal 
exports are an essential means of 
paying for a large part of our im­
ports of foodstuffs.

“Coal is, besides, a raw material 
for all our manufactures. It follows 
that the mining industry cannot think 
of its prosperity in terms that ex­
clude consideration of the condition 
of'other industries. So it is set the 
task of regaining its lost trade by 
means that will facilitate the recov­
ery of other industries. In that way 
alone can its own recovery be finally 
assured."

(From Our Own Correspondent)

A TERRIBLE TOLL OF HUMAN 
LIVES BY AUTO ACCIDENTS.

The year 1925, up to date, shows a 
terrible toll of human lives by auto 
accidents. The number of children 
killed by automobiles number 21, the 
total auto fatalities 39, and the total 
non-fatal auto accidents 476, showing 
an increase of 26 per cent, over last 
year's record. The Safety League of­
ficiale are doing their beet to try and 
check the toll, due not only to reck­
less driving but also to the careless­
ness and heedlessness of children.

Felled by two girl cyclists, Robert 
Gagnon, aged seven, rose to his feet 
apparently unhurt, walked unaided to 
his home at 594 Fabre Street, collap­
sed at the doorway, and was dead at 
9.30 o'clock, one hour after the acci­
dent. Doctors diagnosed the case as 
cerebral hemorrhage. The fact that 
his head was injured in an auto ac­
cident when he was two years of age 
may, it Is thought, have been a con­
tributory cause of his death.

Police Sergeant Thibault, who later 
Investigated at the scene of the ac­
cident, learned from other children 
that the little boy had been playing 
by himself on the sidewalk a few 
yards from his dwelling. As the girls 
rode up Fabre Street on their bicycles 
he started to cross the road.

Before the cyclists could swerve he 
was before their machines. The near 
bicycle knocked him down and the 
other passed over him.

The girls stopped to render the 
youngster assistance, but as he jump­
ed to his feet apparently unhurt, and 
ran towards his home, they judged, it 
is thought, that he had suffered no ill- 
effects, and continued their ride.

Dr. J. A. Manseau, of 783 Laurier 
Avenue, east, and De F. d'A. Martin, 
of 483 Fabre Street, were called, when 
the parents found the boy unconscious 
in the doorway. They saw from the 
first that there was no hope of saving 
his life, as they afterwards told police 
of the Rachel Street etation.

OUT OF NEWFOUNDLAND’*

igin being traced to" the terms and 
conditions tinder which New France 
was ceded td Great Britain over one 
hundred and sixty years ago.

Until the conquest of the whole of 
the disputed territory was under the 
authority of the French regime, and 
was retained under the Jurisdiction of 
Canada after the troops of France 
had withdrawn in 1760. When, how­
ever, New France wad formally con­
ceded to Great Britain In 1763 the 
British Government not only linked up 
Labrador as far west as the St. John 
River with Newfoundland, but threw 
in the island of Anticosti as well. This

meant the detaching from the Cana­
dian mainland of a block of territory 
exceeding in area that possessed by 
Germany prior to the. Great War.

Naturally, when in later years pet­
itioning the British Government for 
the restoration of certain privileges, 
the French-Canadians did not fail to 
plead for the return of Labrador. With 
this request, under the terms of the 
Quebec Act of 1774, the British Gov­
ernment complied. And once again 
Canadian territory extended eastward 
along the whole of the north shore of 
the St Lawrence to the Atlantic sea­
board.

In 1826 the territory was subjected 
to sttli another division, this time to 
the advantage of Canada, the procla­
mation authorising it declaring that 
“so much of said coast (Labrador, as 
lies east of a line to be drawn due 
north and south from the harbor or 
Bay of Anse Sablon, Inclusive, as far 
as the fifty-second degree of nor lati­
tude, with the island of Anticosti and 
all other islands adjacent to such 
part as last aforesaid of the coast Lab­
rador, shall be, and the same are 
hereby, reannexed to and made a part 
of the said Province of Lower Canada.”

There is no doubt as to the point 
at which this boundary line either 
begins or ends. Sablon Bay, its south­
ern terminus, lies at the western end 
of the Strait of Belle Isle, Cape Chid- 
ley, its extremity in the north, guards 
the entrance to Hudson Strait Be­
tween these two point» is a distance of 
approximately six hundred miles. But 
although a century has elapsed since 
the intervening boundary line was de­
fined on paper, its geographical course 
lias never been authoritatively deter- 
m tiled.

That the definition of the boundary 
line should have been so long left de­
finitely undefined Is not surprising 
when the general opinion obtaining 
In regard to Labrador le taken intw 
consideration. Some conception of 
the value of Its coastal fisheries was 
obtained when Cabot visited Its shor­
es, over four and a quarter centuries 
ago, but until of recent years the 
country Itself was to the world in gen­
eral a sort of “no man’s land” not 
worth anyone’s serious consideration. 
Corte-ReaL the Portuguese adventur­
er who visited Labrador three years 
after Cabot had discovered it. evident­
ly thought the few natives it posses­
sed about its only tangible value, he 
having kidnapped si^ty of them tv 
serve as slaves In his home land. Car- 
tier was certainly not enamored with 
Labrador when he vlsitêd It In 1634, as 
is evident from his declaration that 
“It might, as well as not, be taken 
from the country assigned by God to 
Cain.” The Hudson's Bay Company 
did some exploration of he Interior 
In 1840. but, according to Its general 
practice, kept "under its hat” infor­
mation It had gathered regarding thé 
country's resources.

To this day, in spite of the centur­
ies which have elapsed since Its dis­
covery, Labrador Is »_ country without 
a town, and while several thousand 
Newfoundlanders annually cross the 
Strait of-Belle Isle to fish in its waters 
the permanent population to under 
four thousand.

Naturally, with the ways and means 
that these modern days have made 
available for securing Information, the 
interior of Labrador is not the un­
known land it was a generation ago. 
And while much has yet to be ascer­
tained, the knowledge that has so far 
been acquired has enhanced ,in more 
respects than one the country’s poten­
tial value. Whether Labrador has any 
future in respect to mineral produc­
tion has yet to be determined. But 
that It is rich in forest resources there 
can be no doubt This has been de­
monstrated by surveys made by aero-

i had brought in. As a direct result of 
the dispute that his claim created, 
steps were concurrently taken by the 
Canadian and Newfoundland Govern­
ments to have the boundary line au­
thoritatively defined. Since then 
much research work has been done 
by the governments interested and 
attempts have been made to settle the 
matter by arbitration, but this method, 
because of the great divergence in the 
claim» of the respective countries, has 
been finally abandoned and an appeal 
Is being made to the Privy Council for 
adjudication.

How divergent the claims of the re­
spective litigants are may be gathered 
from the fact that while Newfound­
land holds that the boundary line be­
tween Blanc Sablon and Cape Chidley 
should be bent so far to the west as to 
give it 180,000 square miles of Labra­
dor territory—about half the area of 
British Columbia—Canada, on the oth­
er hand, asserts that the coast is real­
ly all her sister Dominion has a right 
to possess.

In the meantime, pending the settle­
ment of the question at issue, capital­
ists who are considering the estab­
lishment of lumber, pulp and paper 
mills in the disputed territory are ly­
