MOST MAGNIFICENT SHOWING.

An ore dump of fifty tons lately taken 
from the Silver King averages, as assayed 
by Mr. J. C. Cobaugh, the company’s 
assayer, 270 ounces of silver per ton. It 
is an argentiferous tetrehedside, with 
copper also, in carbonate and pyrite forms, 
altogether carrying from 15 to 20 per 
cent, copper. Manganese, antimony, 
lead, arsenic, cobalt and nickel can also 
be found in it. Several fine specimens of 
free gold have been found imbedded in 
the tetrehedside, but the assays show that 
that metal is not generally diffused through 
the ore.

The I<»de can be traced 3,000 
feet or through the entire length of these 
two claims and is nowhere less than 
twelve feet wide, and though its width is 
not shown on the Bonanza, enough has 
l>een done to expose 75 feet at least.

He appeared bright and 
slightly stronger.

Tho emperor dined to-day with a good 
appetite. He slept for two hours after ar­
riving at Potsdam and later walked in the 
park. Although he seems somewhat de­
pressed he is in a generally satisfactory 
condition.

Mr. Davie opened the case for the 
prosecution and spoke at some length of 
the nature of the charges brotight by 
Capt. Morton. He then called upon the 
captain who gave testimony similar to 
his statement which appeared in The 
Colonist. The articles of the ship were 
put in as evidence, but Mr. Taylor ob­
jected and took the ground that they are 
not in conformity with the Merchant’s 
Shipping act 64, and as a matter of fact 
there are no articles at all as they were 
not properly executed.

His honor said he would take note of 
the objections and reserve the points.

After the witness had been cross-ex­
amined, Mr. Davie asked for a remand 
until Tuesday morning, which was granted 
and the court will probably sit in the 
council chambers at 10 o’clock.

1At Alton, Illinois, toe recent rams 
have caused the river to rise again and 
there are fears of great disaster before 
the close of the week.

GOLD ORE STRIKES.

There have been two strikes within the 
last two weeks of gold ores, one of which 
is about seven miles to the eastward of 
thte copper camp and lies in slate, while 
the other is about four miles to the west­
ward and is in a contact between green­
stone and granite. The former prospect 
will run about $8 per ton and is a free 
milling rock with a width as yet undeter­
mined. The latter find has been traced 
about 500 feet along the surface and varies 
from four inches to four feet in width ; 
the quartz is wonderfully rich, some of it 
being literally coated with gold. Though 
no extensions have been found on this, 
yet there are two parallel veins each carry­
ing the precious metal in paying quantities.

LAYING OUT A TOWNSITB.

Mr. H. Anderson, the gentlemanly re­
corder for this district, has lately com­
pleted laying out a town oil the Kootenay 
river, just six miles from these nynes, 
which is to be called Salisbury. A great 
many lots have been taken, but the 
certainty about title is keeping nearly all 
from building. A poor iierson does not 
like to build on some desirable lot and 
then have it sold by auction from under 
his house, and it would help the develop­
ment of this section very materially if the 
land authorities for the Province would 
quickly decide on some way whereby title 
to these lots could be acquired.

Judge Sproat, the Gold Commissioner, 
is having a trail made from the Columbia 
to this town, a distance of about twenty- 
five miles, aud if the appropriation holds 
out it will be finished in a few weeks. A 
steamboat is to connect the Columbia end 
of this trail with the C. P. R. at Revel- 
sfcoke, and then we will be but a four or 
five days’ journey from your city. At 
present everything looks favorable for 
this section, and we propose by fall to 
show the best quartz camp in British 
America, and it is possible that by that 
time we may bar out no country in the 
competition.

We were in­
formed by Sir John and the Postmaster- 
General that the terms of union.would be 
strictly and faithfully adhered to, but 
they could not see the advisability or 
necessity of paying money, for a service 
especially to a foreign company) who, 
from their expressions in writing, were 
perfectly satisfied that such a subsidy to- 
them should be discontinued. The gov­
ernment therefore saw no necessity for 
making a provision in the estimates for 
the maintenance of a service which, as far 
as they could see, could and would be per­
formed without the payment of such a 
subsidy. Due notice was given to the 
company of the intention of the govern­
ment to discontinue the subsidy at the end 
of 1887,and to which no demur was made,

French Politics.

Premier Floquefc informed the com­
mittee on the revision of the constitution 
that the cabinet, having the right to 
choose the time for any such change, con­
sidered that the state of home aud foreign 
affairs made .the question of revision inop- 
; fortune at present. Meanwhile majorities 
; n the senate and chamber might arrive at 
an entente on the various points relating 
to the revision, but if the government 
should find itself confronted with a 
majority composed of members of the 
right and opportunists,they would resign, 
as they could not deal with the revision of 
the constitution unless supported by a 
solid republican majority. In conse­
quence of Floquefc’s declaration Rochefou­
cauld announced that the right did hot 
demand a revision but the dissolution of 
the existing government and an appeal to 
the country for a plebiscite.

The Attack the Clergy.
Rome, June 2.—The Pope corrected 

to-day the proofs of the allocutions of 
yesterday’s consistory and authorized 
their publication. After condemning the 
provisions in the new Italian, code affect­
ing the clergy the Pope says: “What 
causes us greatest pain is the desire mani­
fested to maintain at all hazards a con­
flict between Italy and Papacy, which 
we, from love of the church and 
country, wish to terminate. The desire 
displayed by the states to make war upon 
the church is a folly which is hurtful to 
all whom attempt it, especially to Italy.”

At a meeting of the Selkirk Mining and 

ting Co., held on Monday, the old 
board of directors were re-elected. The 
report submitted to the directorate by the 
president, Mr. G. B. Wright, refers first 
to the construction of trails to their prop­
erties, some seven miles of which were 
made at a cost of $5,000. The sampling 
and crushing mill, with attached auay of­
fice, cost some $7,800. A dwelling for 
the superintendent and various other 
buildings were erected. A number of 
minés were opened up, but the Lanark 
proved to be a continuous ore body, and 
about two hundred tons of ore was ship­
ped from this mine to the Selby smelting 
works, San Francisco, the average net 
yield at the smelter, being $60 per ton. 
Several mines of grey copper and galena 
were also opened up on the north side of 
the mountain, but it was impossible to 
get the ore out last autumn owing to the 
early snow. fall. Several tons in the dump 
of the Sutton and Sprague mines would 
average fully $200 to the ton.
Lanark mine was shut down 
the ore body had been penetrated so far 
thot the superintendent estimated the ore 
in sight at $40,000.

During the winter months four miners 
were employed running a tunnel in the 
direction of the vein, ninety feet below 
the dump, and in the spring a shaft which 
had been sunk twenty feet was continued 
at an angle of eighty degrees, following a 
true contact vein to the level of this tun­
nel. Work has been continued since, and 
it is estimated that there is now 36,000 
cubic feet of ere in sight. Of this 1,600 
tons could be shipped which, at $65 
per ton 
The ore
equally rich, and in one place is 26 feet 
in width. Besides the amount of ore 
from which money can be realized at 
once there are now 500 tons on the dump, 
which will average from $20 to $40 to the 
ton. When a smelter is erected in the 
province this second grade ore can be 
shipped at a profit.

The president illustrates the necessity 
of a wire tramway for carrying the ore 
from the mine to the railway. This 
would need to be If miles in length and 
would cost $12,000. The cost for pack­
ing on mules, as at present, is $10 per 
ton, whereas by the tramway it could be 
conveyed to the cars for fifty cents per 
ton. A concentrator of 40 or 50 tons 
capacity is also necessary for treating the 
second grade ore.

The interior department has remitted 
dues on timber used and has allowed free 
timber for the erection of reduction 
works, for charcoal and for timber for the 
mines. Théy would require to be paid 
for timber for other than these purposes.

The question of the ownership of the 
minerals being before the privy council is 
referred to. Until a decision is reached 
crown grants cannot be obtained, and 
provincial and Deminion regulations have 
to be complied with. It is trusted the 
decision will be in favor of the province.

The fact that an agreement for a smelt­
ing works at Vancouver has been ratified 
by the city and government is also re­
ferred to. The erection of such works 
would enable the company to at once 
realize on their low grade ores.

In concluding, the president says that 
considering the inaccessible character of 
the mines, and the amount of dead work 
necessary to reach them, the richness and 
extent of the ore bodies developed will 
compare favorably with similar enterprises 
in Idaho, Montana, Colorado, Nevada 
and California. The present season’s 
work will undoubtedly demonstrate that 
the company possess some extremely rich 
mines.

The financial statement annexed shows 
the capital paid up to be $167,800, the 
allotment account. $2,500, and the 
amount received for ore, $12,602.75. 
Various disbursements, including $91,- 
387.52 paid for mines, are $120,722.06.

Talks About HI* Cawe*—Hydrophobia.
A father short man, with a red, Grant 

beard and a sharp but kindly eye, walked 
down the aisle of the Chicago Veterinary 
hospital the other day, glancing right and 
left at the various wards. As he went 
horses and dogs, the patients of the hos­
pital, turned their heads to look after 
him and whinnied or whined when he 
passed. He was Dr. A. H. Baker, who 
holds the chair of theory and practice of 
veterinary medicine and surgery at tlie 
hospital, and is one of the most success­
ful and distinguished practitioners in his 
line in the west.

“What sort of dogs make the best pa­
tienta?” was asked by an inquisitive re­
porter.

“The higher bred the dog is the better 
it stands the pain, as a general tiling,” 
replied the doctor. “As for breed* itself,
[ do not know that there is any choice in 
bravery under these circumstances. I 
have seen a wee mite of a black and tan 
exhibit as much fortitude as a mastiff.”

“What are the dogs oftenest treated 
for?”

“Oh, broken legs mostly, but dogs have 
plenty of tli eases in common with man.

.ndigestion, decay of the teeth, and throat 
•.flections of all sorts, 
referring to their intelligence while

ble. I know dogs that have recognized 
me years after I treated them, and will 
L ome barking about me with every sign 
yf recognition and good will.

“We often have hunting dogs with 
■sore tails brought to us. » The constant 
switching of the tail against grass and 
bushes causes tumors and other sores to 
’«•mon the end of it. These are ex­
tremely painful to the dog, as we fre­
quently have to cut off three or four 
inches of the bone. Tracheotomy has to 
be frequently performed in treating dogs, 
and, owing to improper indigestion, dogs’ 
teeth frequently get out of order. The 
bites received on the legs during fights

“Broken legs are very common- with 
(logs. The legs of these little black and 
tans are like pipestems. One little fel­
low jumped on hia mistress’ back when 
she was stooping down and fell off when 
she arose. He broke both his forelegs.
I did them up in starch bandages, and 
the mite of a dog sat on his haunches 
and favored his broken limbs as intelli­
gently as if he had as much reason as a 
man. When he became tired lie would 
whine and they would lay him on his 
side. He was running around again in 
three weeks.

“The bites which dogs so often get 
from one another we generally sew up 
with a few stitches. A spaniel I at­
tended on the West side had the pneu­
monia badly for three weeks. He was 
nursed just as a human would have been, 
dressed in a warm flannel shirt, poulticed 
and fed quinine and febrifuges. In 
treating dogs for diseases common also to 
man, the patients receive equal doses of 
al-out the same medicine. The attach­
ment of people for their dogs is touohing.
I have seen strong men break down and 
cry like babies at the death of a favorite 
dog, and women cry nearly always under 
the same circumstances. One lady had 
hysterics when I < old her the dog was no 
more.

“One splendid Newfoundland dog that 
watched in a North side grocery store 
was found one Sunday morning suffering 
terribly from inflammation arising from 
a terrible wound made by a crowbar. 
Thieves had broken open the store, but 
the dog had driven them-off and not a 
thing was missing. The crowbar 
was found near the dog. He was 
brought to us, but although he 
was treated immediately, the pro­
gress of the inflammation could not 
be stopped and he died. I have his 
skeleton. His pelt measured six feet 
from the tip of his nose to the root of his 
tail. He was the largest Newfoundland 
dog I ever saw. I treated a case of 
goiter in a puppy on the North side. The 
disease caused the dog to have convul­
sions, and, as is often the case, he was 
thought to be mad. The owner bought 
some chloroform and was about to kill 
him when the pup, which was feeling 
somewhat better just then, looked up 
into his master’s face with such a comical 
expression that he postponed the execu­
tion. I came, gave the dog some inter­
nal medicine and a liniment, and in three 
weeks the goiter disappeared, and to-day 
he is healthier than ever before in his 
life.”

“Are not many dogs killed for being 
mad which are not mad at all?”

“That is often the case. In all my 
experience I have never seen but about 
twenty cases of genuine hydrophobia 
among dogs and about five among horses. 
Dogs are quite subject to convulsions and 
fit:-, and people immediately jump at the 
conclusion that the animals are mad and 
have them killed, whereas some simple 
remedy would cure them in a few hours. 
There has recently been sent to me a 
sjiecimen of a worm that is killing the 
•togs in Florida, and I presume that I am 
die only person in this country who pos­
sesses a sample of it. It is very common 
in China and India, where dogs exist in 
such numbers, and the disease often at­
tacks the human race. Owing to its 
peculiar nature it is invariably fatal, and 
I regard it only a question of time before 
we shall hear of people dying of 
it. The worm, which is called the 
filaria. immitis, or ‘cruel thread worm,’ 
is about the thickness of a fine linen 
thread, and from ten to twelve inches in 
length when full grown. The germ is 
inhaled or taken into the stomach by 
some means, and the worms are gener­
ated. They work their way to the veins, 
and finally they all congregate at the 
heart in a wad, producing death from 

e three to thirty-six hours thereafter. 
When once the worm enters the blood 
there to no hope for the patient, for any­
thing which would kill the worm would 
also kill the man or dog. There is no 
warning of the disease until the last sick­
ness suddenly appears. The death is a 
horrible one, it is said.”—Chicago Times 
Interview.

T. Currie Gregory, F.G.S.C. and 
M.E., in his report on this mine, states 

. tiie ledge is a mass of friable quartz and 
felspar, full of crystals of iron pyrites, ly­
ing between two bodies of mica schist, 
dipping in the same direction to the north 
about 14” from the vertical, continuing 
far below the sea level.

In order to illustrate its value reference 
is made to the Paris mine, which is the 
largest deposit of gold bearing quartz 
known, from its width—500 feet—equal 
distribution of gold throughout, render­
ing the whole contents fit for milling at a 
handsome profit, facilities and economi­
cal working. The mill is driven 
l»y water passing through a Purdy 
wheel, six feet in diameter, with a head 

, of 386 feet evolving 760 h. p., and a pair 
“f auxiliary - engines of 260 h. p. each. 
The cost of working the ore is from $1 to 
$1.25 per ton. Each stamp reduces 2 
tons in 24 hours. The Paris ore averages 
from $8 to $15 per ton, and 96 per cent, 
of pure gold is caught in the mortar and 
plates. The sulphurets, which are three 
per cent, of the ore stamped, or nine 
tons out of 300 per day, are worked up to 
98 per cent., worth from $76 to $150 per 
ton and yield about $1,000 per day, pay­
ing the whole expense of the mine, mill 
and superintendence, and leaving the 
free gold and silver as profit, and nearly 
two-thirds profit on the sulphurets. The 
gold is worth $19 an ounce, and there is 
$1 silver iu each ton. Two hundred 
miner’s inches of water are required to 
run the Paris mill with 386 feet 
head. The Bear’s Nest mill will 
have over seven hundred feet

The transfer has been effected, 
and on Saturday last she left Liverpool for 
Hongkong via the Straits of Gibraltar and 
the Mediterranean, and through the Suez 
canal. It is expected that she will reach 
Hongkong by July 4th, and the company 
have advertised that she will fulfill all 
the schedule engagements of the San 
Pablo.
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THE “MENZAllspice I* Well Named.
“Oh, no; allspice is not a mixture of 

• number of spices, but is a simple pro­
duct itself,” said a wholesale grocer. 
“The proper name for it is pimento, but 
as it combines the flavor of cinnamon, 
cloves, mace and nutmegs, it generally 
goes by the name of allspice. Pimento 
trees are natives of South America and 
the West India islands. The bulk of the 
pimento of commerce comes from Ja­
maica. Large groves of the spice trees 
grow on the hillsides of the island*, and 
thrive, without cultivation. The leaves 
of the tree are bright green and glossy. 
When bruised they give off a spicy odor. 
The flowers grow in dense plasters. The 
fruit is a small, aromatic berry the sizp 
of a small pea. If permitted to ripen they 
become jtfilpy and lose some of tfiejr 
pungency. They are therefore gathered 
while green, and dried in the sun on 
rough platforms. When well cured they 
are packed for shipment in large bags 
holding from 160 to 180 pounds. The 
growers seldom get more than four cents 
a pound for the dried berries. The busi­
ness does not afford a livelihood, and 
most growers feed horses and cattle on 
tiie rich pasture in the pimento groves.

“The value of the crop has increased 
from $180,000 in 1874 to $700,000 in 
1887. The spice is shipped to thia city 
and to London, about half going to each 
place. It is received in the berry and 
ground between revolving stones. It is 
then put up in tin cans, and is no longer 
known as pimento, but is the allspice of 
commerce. ’ ’—New York Mail and Ex-
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1 wi1 pressure.
But of 20,234 pounds of ore from the 
Bear’s Nest were secured $54 gold, esti­
mating at 900 tine, and without taking 
account of the silver and sulphurets.

The estimated profit from working the 
Bear s Nest at $7 per ton was as follows : 
Quantity of ore estimated in properties is 
500x600x1,230 feet, equal to 307,600,000 
cubic feet, and allowing 14 cubic feet to 
the ton, equal to 21,964,286 tons. To al­
low for barren ground deduct one-third, 
leaving 14,642,857 tons, or probably quan­
tity above sea level. It is proposed that 
a 200 stamp mill be erected to reduce 2£ 
tons per stamp head per day- 340 days in 
the year would reduce 170,000 tons, so 
that the life of the ledge above sea level 
would be 86 years. This would mean, 
at $7 per ton profit, $1,190,000, or say 
$1,000,000, to provide against all contin­
gencies. A capital of $400,000 is to be 
provided to erect stamps on the most ap­
proved plan and for other necessities.

Mr. Currie, in closing his report, states 
that he considers it as a safe undertaking, 
removed from the category of mipiqg 
speculations. It might rather be classed 
under the head of a manufacturing con­
cern, without the risk of fluctuation in 
the value of the article produced—gold.

Mr. Turner Turner and wife arrived on 
the Yosemite last night and registered at 
the Driard. They are on their way home 
to England after an eventful hunting trip 
of nearly two years in Northern British 
Columbia. Two years ago this month 
they were camped opposite Vancouver, 
and will be remembered by many of the 
residents of the terminal city before the 
great fire. They shortly afterwàrds left 
for Skeena riVer on the Boscowitz and 
were canoed up the river to the Forks to­
gether with one servant. Their canoe 
was upset on their arrival at this point 
and a large quantity of their supplies and 
effects lost in the swift current. The In­
dians at the Forks acted in a very un­
friendly manner and refused them per­
mission to hunt, and threatened to 
kill them, together with all white men in 
the district. Winter came on and the 
little party were compelled to remain at 
the Forks of the Skeena in a state of in­
action, for undoubtedly the Indians would 
have carried out their threat if hunting 
had been pursued. During that winter 
an attempt was made to kill the H. B. 
Co.’s agent, Mr. Geo. Clifford. A lasso 
was thrown over his neck in the store and 
he was hauled over the counter and would 
have been dispatched if a friendly trader 
had not opportunely came along and re­
lieved him. Another Indian pointed his 
gun at him in the store and was only pre­
vented from shooting by his squaw throw­
ing up the barrel. The Indians, Mr. 
Turner states, have imbibed peculiar no­
tions in regard to land rights, and are 
very offensive in their maimer to­
wards all whites. They continually 
stole his 
selves to
However, in spite of this unfriendly feel­
ing he engaged a number to pack the par­
ty’s effects over the mountains to Lake 
Babine and Stewart Lake. They spent 
last winter about 150 miles north of Fort 
George, and found the Indians very 
friendly; in fact the further from the 
coast they went the better the Indians 
were. Mr. and Mrs. Turner spent the 
winter in hunting and trapping, the lady 
being as good a shot as her husband. 
They secured altogether about one hun­
dred and seventy pelts of various kinds. 
No grizzlies were met with, though Mr. 
Turner desired to meet some of them and 
built a hut under a mountain which was 
supposed to be a favorite haunt of this 
vicious species of bruin.

On the 15th May a start was made for 
the south by canoe, there being two In­
diana to assist, besides the white servant. 
The descent of the Fraser was dangerous, 
the water being high, and a short distance 
above Cottonwood canyon the party had a 
narrow escape from death. So sure were 
the Indians that their fate was sealed that 
they threw themselves into the bottom of 
the canoe. However, they miraculously 
escaped being dashed into the rapids. A 
portage was made at Cottonwood canyon, 
the Chinese- mining there refusing to as­
sist except at an exorbitant figure. After 
tedious labor the portage was accomplished 
and the party arrived at Quesnellmouth, 
where the mail stage was taken for Ash­
croft.

Father Maurice, of Stewart’s Lake, was 
also on his way downwith several Indi 
to Westminster, 
covered bottom upwards and it was sup­
posed the canoe had struck a rock and 
the whole party drowned. [A telegraphic 
despatch received by this paper last night 
reports Father Maurice safe. The canoe 
struck a rock in St. George Canon and 
one Indian was drowned.] One of the 
Indians was on his way to civilization for 
the first time.

Both Mr. and Mrs. Turner are in per­
fect health after all the hardships and 
dangers they have passed through, and 
will leave for England shortly. They 
hope to return and take a hunting tour 
in Alaska.

THE CATERPILLAR PEST.

To The Editor:—Being about to leave 
Victoria, not altogether for my country’s 
good, 1 may remark that some days since 
an article appeared in your paper on the 
“Caterpillar,” which I read with much 
interest, for beholding how great a pest 
they were, and the number of fine or­
chards they had almost destroyed, I 
moved within me to contribute my mite 
for their destruction, and to advert severely 
the use of coal oil and Paris green, which 
although destructive to the caterpillars, 
are almost equally so to bipeds, the 
here seldom falling sufficiently to wash 
off these deleterious agents. I may say 
that the time for work has passed ; never­
theless, anyone who will take the pains to 
look over his strawberry and raspberry 
patch with two pieces of flat wood not 
more than one and a half inches in 
width, may find and kill as many of these 
depredators as he may wish, and every 
one so killed or trodden on is the death 
of what, if it had lived, might lay 500 to 
1000 eggs for the next year. So that, 
althoughthis year their name is legion, 
much good may be done in that way. But 
the true season is early in the spring, 
when their nests can be seen in the 
forks of those trees they frequent, covered 
with a web, which preserves the eggs 
from severe weather, » each nest contain­
ing perhaps 1,000 eggs, from which, as 
soon as the warm weather sets in, are 
hatched numbers of these voracious ani­
mals, who immediately set to work living 
on the young foliage, and if numerous, 
completely destroying the tree. Now at 
this time a charge of mere gunpowder, 
without any shot, will dislodge the web 
from almost the highest fruit tree, leaving 
the eggs all exposed, almost all of which 
will die. Let the boys have a chance at 
them with their guns—who will enjoy the 
sport and make such short work that only 
a few will remain to do harm. I may 
also add that on all bushes where the 
nests are seen a short stick carried in the 
hand would effectually dispose of these 
injurious we*bs, and Victoria would 
enjoy the reputation she has earned of 
being a beautiful place.

Each of the five 
Skeena canneries had put up about three 
hundred cases.

BROKE HIS LEG.
Constable Miller Is Thrown From His Horse 

and Lays on the Burnside Road 
All Night.

On Tuesday evening Provincial Con­
stable Miller was sent on a mission to the 
country and started about nine o’clock on 
horseback. On coming to the bridge on 
the Burnside road, this side of Rowland’s 
farm, he slowed up and the horse pro­
ceeded at a walk until just as it was 
reaching the road again, when it broke 
into a canter, and a moment later 
stumbled over a rock and fell with the 
constable underneath. Mr. Miller for­
tunately got his feet from the stirrups and 
that act probably saved his life, 
horse regained his hoofs, but poor Miller 
was unable even to move as his right leg 
had been broken just above the knee. 
The horse did not bolt, but stayed by the 
helpless man for two hours, when it 
walked off. Miller, although unable to 
rise to his feet, drew his revolver and fired 
three shots in quick succession, hoping 
by that means to attract the attention of 
people living near by. Failing to do so, 
he blew his whistle for some time, but 
without success, and he lay on the road­
bed all through the long night, suffering 
untold agonies. He heard wagons travel­
ing along a road close by, but his failure 
to attract the occupants’ attention dis­
heartened him and he remained as quiet 
as possible. About six o’clock yesterday 
morning he saw Mr. J. Dudgeon walking 
along the road and hailing him, told him 
_of his mishap. Aid. Goughian’s residence 
was visited, and that gentleman tele­
phoned for a hack, and assisted the help­
less man as best he could. He was con­
veyed to his home on Chatham street and 
from thence to the Royal Hospital, where 
the broken limb was set by Dr. Davie. 
The constable is a man not endowed with 
much of this world’s goods, and he will 
appreciate any assistance the government 
may .see fit to give him, as he was on duty 
when the unfortunate mishap overtook 
him.

The Jnbilee Hospital Site.
The ministerial association and others 

are making a vigorous protest against the 
site selected for the Royal Jubilee hospi­
tal. The committee having the affair in 
charge have worked long and faithfully in 
forwarding the scheme, and only selected 
that on the Cadboro bay road
because it was the one thing left 
for them to do, there being no other 
site procurable except the present Royal 
hospital grounds. This location 
deemed undesirable from a sanitary point 
of view. It is a pity that a move in 
the direction now taken was not made at 
an earlier stage, before the final selection 
and purchase of the site. If the objec­
tions raised are such as to seriously inter­
fere with the proper working of the insti­
tution, * the matter should be fully 

idered before building operations be­
gin, for it would be folly to perpetuate a 
mistake, if one has been committed in 
the determining of the site. A meeting 
of the ministerial association was held 
yesterday in the Y. M. C. A. rooms and 
a committee appointed to wait on the 
directorate of the hospital and the build­
ing committee. If a better site than 
Cadboro bay can be suggested and pro­
cured, there should be no further delay in 
the matter—the building should now be 
nearing completion.

At three o’clock yesterday morning 
steamer Geo. W. Elder, Capt. Hunter, 
arrived at the outer wharf from Sitka and 
way ports. Several hours later, Capt. 
Harmon, the sub-marine diver, was sent 
for, and it was soon reported around town 
that the vessel had run on a rock and sus­
tained serious injuries. A representative 
of The Colonist went out to the steamer 
and interviewed Capt. Hunter who said:

“Yes. I did secure the services of Capt. 
Harmon ; not because I thought the vessel 
had sustained any injuries, but just to sat­
isfy the board of surveyors in case they 
wished a diver’s report. The truth of the 
matter is that in going into Red Bay, 
about thirty-five miles this side of Wran­
gle, we grounded, owing to the tide being 
so low,* but as for the report that we 
struck on a rock, it is untrue. The diver 
examined the vessel’s bottom and reports 
that there is a graze on the starboard 
bilge, some sixty feet long, from a slight 
scratch to the breadth of four plates. 
Again, thirty feet from the rudder, the 
base of the keel is grazed slightly, the 
extent of the graze in both places 
damaging the vessel and only being paint 
deep. We were aground about half 
hour and that is all there is about it. The 
bay I referred to is a very awkward place 
indeed and at low tide very shallow.”

The Elder left for Port Townsend at 
11:30 o’clock and from there she will go 
to Portland. She will start on her regular 
trip north in two weeks.

The native dress of the men is a chirpa 

or breech clout; a shirt of calico, which 
is a modem innovation ; leggings of 
horsehide or the skin of the puma (the 
pampa lion), and over all a splendid robe 
of guanaco fur fit for any king. These 
robes, like the blanket of the North 
American Indians, are never laid aside, 
and are worn like the celebrated breeches 
of Bryan O’Lynn. The leather side is 
painted in bright colors, with symbol and 
tracery to represent the achievements of 
the owner in battle or in the chase, and 
some of them bear fantastic designs. A 
well tanned robe is worth half a dozen 
horses, and is muçh priced by the owner, 
who will not part with it unless he is very 
drank or thirsty. The best ones are 
made of the skins of young guanacoe, 
sewed together with the sinews of the 
ostrich, so that the shape of the animal 
will appear. The fur is soft and silken, 
the backs and sides being of fawn color, 
and the belly of the purest white. One 
can buy them of the traders at Puenta 
Arenas, but they seldom go to market, as 
people on passing vessels pick them up 
for curiosities.

THE METLAKAHTLA DIFFICULT V.A Handsome Legacy.

The Superintendent-General of Indian Affairs 
Explains the Situation.

We find in the Commons Debates, just 
to hand, the full text of Sir John Mac­
donald’s remarks in reply to Sir Richard 
Cartwright on the Metlakahtla troubles. 
The Superintendent-General of Indian 
Affairs said : I think the hon. gentleman 
will find all the particulars in the annual 
report. It is a very unfortunate affair al­
together, but it is quite beyond the con­
trol of the Dominion Government. Mr. 
Duncan first went there as a lay reader, 
sent by the Church Missionary Society of 
England. He has been very successful; 
he is a man of great administrative abil­
ity, and he really made an exceptionally 
good settlement there. He employed 
those Indians in the pursuits of white 
men, especially in tanning and similar 
pursuits. The odium theologicum arose 
there, which is the most uncontrollable of 
all sorts of animosities.

Sir Richard Cartwright—Worse than 
political ?

Sir John A. Macdonald—I have seen a 
good deal of that odium, and it is cer­
tainly a very different thing from Chris­
tian unity. Mr. Duncan took, I think, 
peculiar views on religious matters, and 
severed himself from the church 
in which he had been. It 
seems that, years and ÿeafs ago, 
when British Columbia was a Crown col­
ony, Sir James Douglas granted a patent 
to the Missionary Society, or to the bishop 
as representing the society, of two acres 
of land. The Missionary Socièty sent a 
clergyman there. I think the bishop went 
there himself. That was resisted by the 
Indians and by Mr. Duncan. He set him­
self up to oppose the use of those two 

by the English Church bishop.
British Columbia government said: We 
must sustain the law, these two acres were 
a Crown grant to the church, and they 
must be allowed to be in peaceful posses­
sion of them. The animosity became 
very great, and the Indians took up the 
quarrel. I may say that the Indians are 
not by any means unanimous in regard to 
this, but a majority followed Mr. Duncan.
A very considerable minority, however, 
adhered to the system established by the 
Church Missionary Society, and a most 
unwholesome state of things arose. They 
began to pull down the houses, and Mr. 
Duncan, according to the report of 
law officers, broke the law. I may say 
that when I was in England I tried to 
mediate and to have matters settled. 1 
saw the leading officers of the Church 
Missionary society. Mr. Duncan was in 
England at the time, and I offered him 
that if he would try and settle with the 
society, I would recommend his appoint­
ment as Indian agent for the northeast 
coast. He seemed inclined at one time 
to take it up, but in some way >r other 
we could not come to terms. Then, I am 
sorry to say, Mr. Duncan took the ex­
treme step of advising the Indians to 
resist the laying out of their reserves, in­
sisting that the country belonged to the 
Indians, and that they had never sur­
rendered anything. Well, he carried 
that into practice, and refused to allow 
the surveyors to lay out reserves. I may 
say that Mr. O’Reilly was sent there 
with intimation that both the Dominion 
and the Provincial governments desired 
that the most liberal terms should be 
made with the Indians, but they would 
not listen to anything, 
then, finding that the B 
government were resolved to carry out 
the law, induced the Indians to go with 
him to Alaska, and they commenced, in 
the most wanton way, to pull down th 
buildings and improvements at Metlakah­
tla, and some of the materials they car­
ried off to Alaska. They made a complete 
waste of the whole thing, in fact there 
,was a sort of civil war in that settlement.
I believe the Indians, a good many of 
them, repented going to Alaska, because 
they had not found everything covlewr de 
rose there, and they are returning m 
small parties to Metlakahtla. It is a is

ASHCROFT NOTES.Uses of the Willow.
It is an interesting fact that not only 

ia the presence of extensive growths of 
the willow found to be anti-malarial in 
its influence, but that from a certain 
species of this same beautiful tree, or its 
bark, is derived the comparatively 
but well known antiseptic preparation 
called salicine; it is of a pure, bitter taste, 
Itighly febrifugal in quality, is largely 
used in various solutions, also in surgical 
operations, and is the most effectual pre­
ventive of putrefaction in the system yet 
known. For these purposes the willow 
is now being extensively and systemat­
ically cultivated. At the end of two 
years the switches are from four to seven 
feet long, and are cut and gathered into 
hunches like sheaves of wheat; in the 
stripping building they are steeped in 
water and the bark at the larger ends 
loosened for a couple of inches by 
chinery; one by one the switches are 
placed in the mechanical stripper and 
with a pair of pliers are palled through 
with a sudden jerk, being then wiped off 
with a wooden cloth, bundled, and laid 
away to. dry. All the leaves and bark 
are dried and baled, the average yield be­
ing a ton to the acre, the willows com­
manding, when dry, $200 per ton.— 
Frank Leslie’s.

How the Grouse “Drums.”
I have had some experience with the 

ruffed grouse. The peculiar noise made 
by them while drumming is usually 
made while the bird is standing upon a 
log, but the log has nothing whatever to 
dp with the sound produced. The bird 
while drumming assumes an upright po­
sition and droops his wings until the 
flight feathers almost or quite touch the 
log or other perch on which he stands. 
He then, by an intense muscular effort, 
makes quick, spasmodic beats with his 
wings. In doing this the ends of the 
wing feathers may, and perhaps 
times do touch the log ; but it is the in­
tense quiver of the flight feathers, as they 
come in contact with the still air, in the 
short and intensely rapid beats that pro­
duce the soft, yet powerful and far reach­
ing sound. No impact of a feather or 
feathers with a solid substance—especially 
a moss covered log—could ever make a 
sound capable of being heard for a quar­
ter of a mile. The air seems to be filled 
with the sound, soft ay it is, and it seems 
to come to you from every direction, so 
that it requires a quick and practiced ear 
to locate it correctly. This is proof posi­
tive that it is produced by vibratory ac­
tion in the air, and not by tbe impact ef 
two solid substances.—Cor. American 
Field.

As the line of railway passes along these 
flats, material could be placed on the 
ground within a short distance of the 
work. Mr. McKay is of the opinion that 
any boring undertaken at Grand Prairie 
would not raise the water to the surface, 
owing to the fact that the formation of 
that part of the country is gravel subsoil, 
the water of Salmon river passing away 
below and again issuing from the 
north-easterly etid of the valley. 
Mission Valley, Okanagon, contains 
a large area of land, where irrigation 
cannot be carried out, owing to the 
scarcity of water. Mr. McKay, how­
ever, points out several sections 
of townships where water would 
command a large area of high land. 
In the sections of townships in Pleasant 
Valley of which mention is made the bor­
ing would be in hard clay, and at a great 
depth boulders might be met with. In 
Bound Prairie a well has been already 
sunk at Schubert’s to a depth 'of 126 feet 
and is in good working order. This would 
reduce the cost of boring, whifch would go 
here to a depth of about 300 feet. We 
are told that in the town of Lansdowne, 
Spallumcheen, or on the Bennett and 
Lumby ranch, a boring would test the 
whole of the valley from Lansdowne to 
Enderby, the formation being much the 
same. Nicola offers a large area of splen- 
-did land in blocks some 1,200 acres, on 
a bench about eighty feet above the right 
bank of the river. Boring would be 
through clay, and boulder clay would be 
met with after 100 feet is reached; the 
•depth is from 300 to 600 feet. The area 
•of land in Cache Creek is small, but when 
“Boston's” flat of about, 300 acres is 
included it is considerable. Harper’s 
iranch at the eastern end of the valley 
would be a most likely point for boring, 
which would not exceed 159 to 200 feet.

The following description of Niagara 
Falls Park since it has been reclaimed 
has been published:

“The main entrance h known as ‘Mow- 
at Gateway, ’ in honor of the statesman to 
whose efforts is due in no small degree the 
reclamation of the beautiful region with­
in. Turnstiles in this and other entrances 
keep an automatic registry of the 
of visitors. Nearer the river bank is a 
less pretentious gateway, likewise turn- 
stiled, which gives access to the footpath 
along the river bank. A gravelled car­
riage-way, 18 feet wide, raised above the 
general surface, and edged with small 
boulders, winds through the park just far 
enough back from the river to save pedes­
trians from the annoyance of dust. Loops 
from this drive approach close to the bank 
at two points where the view is especially 
fine, while the main driveway takes the 
course of the former roadway'just before 
passing the Museum building. Project­
ing platforms have been built to the verge 
of the gorge, one at the point just oppo­
site another about midway between the 
American and the Horseshoe Fall. A 

hydraulic elevator, 90 feet high, has 
been erected to carry people to the bank 
below in the region of eternal spray. 
The ride, a guide and an oilcloth suit 
costs 50 cents. This part of the reserva­
tion is known as the first division. Cedar 
Island, the group of Dufferin Islands, and 
the strip of main shore extending to the 
first stretch of still water above the 
rapids, are known as the second division 
of the park, and for the privilege of 
wandering in this paradise of 
nominal fee of 10 cents 
60 cents per carriage, w 
ber, is charged.”

Boring in the average strata would not 
cost more than $2 to $2.60 per foot, and 
in some places this would be reduced.

MR. GLADSTONE ON “THE BATTLE 
OF UNBELIEF.”

andWe recently drew attention to the 
amazing versatility and vitality exhibited 
by Mr. Gladstone in his discussion of the 
current questions of the hour. Apparently 
the old man cannot have enough of work. 
He is still qager for the fray, whether in 
the field of politics, literature or religion. 
He comes to his varied tasks alert apd 
smiling, and manages to get through work 
which, in amount and variety, might very 
well task to the utmost the energies of 
very much younger men. In the Nine­
teenth Ce.thury for May he does battle for 
religious <> thodoxy with all his old-time 
energy aud power, and shows himself 
quite as much at home as ever in a field as 
remote from Irish or Imperial politics as 
anything well could be. The occasion of 
this paper is the appearance of a very re­
markable novel called “Robert Elsmere,” 
the aim of which is to expel the prêt er- 
nafcural element from Christianity, to 
destroy its dogmatic structure, yet to 
keep intact the moral and spiritual results. 
Attempts of this kind have often before 
this been made, with what success the 
whole history of Christianity makes mani­
fest. The desire and effort in such cases 
have ever been to get quit of what has 
well been described by St. Paul as “the 
offence of the cross. ” Men and women

Ip; ecfcs toI National fisheries are a source of 
trouble to other countries besides Eng­
land and Canada. In response to numer­
ous complaints made by Belgian fisher­
men as to the conduct of the North Sea 
fisheries the government of Belgium ap­
pointed a commission of enquiry which 
has just concluded its labours. The fol­
lowing are some of the principal 
mandations of the commission, which 
give expression to the wishes of the Bel­
gian fishermen:

*1. The commission is of opinion that 
the fishing in Belgian waters should be 
exclusively reserved to Belgian fishermen.

‘ ‘2. It thinks that it> would be useful to 
establish an international marine tribunal, 
constituted especially for the purpose of 
deciding differences and suits arising be­
tween fishermen of various nationalities.

“3. The commission agrees with the 
opinions expressed by several witnesses 
that the division of day and night between 
the herring fishers aud trawlers would be a 
useful measure, apd calculated to prevent 
many conflicts.

“4. It considers that by increasing the 
Belgian squadron engaged in the fisheries 
protection service in the North Sea, the 
government could put down or prevent 
many conflicts.”

Cheering news Continues to come from 
Berlin. The fact that the Emperor was 
able to make a trip to Potsdam by yacht 
is evidence that he is regaining strength.

THE DEVELOPMENT OF INDÏA.

In discussing industrial changes we 
yesterday pointed'ont that Great Britain 
was losing her supremacy as a manufac­
turing country, through the competition 
of one or two continental nations and the 
United States in neuheal markets, and 
through the tendency in many countries 
to engage in a diversity of occupations. 
The economists who believe in one or two 
natural industries for each country are not 
heeded in this age. The industrial changes 
taking place in India, which were men­
tioned previously, are sufficiently interest­
ing to justify further discussion. Those 
who regard India as a country of farm 
laborers making a poor subsistence from 
rice fields and from the culture of a few 
other agricultural commodities for export, 
would be surprised to learn how great an 
industrial era has dawned upon this de­
pendency. A few weeks ago Sir William 
Wilson Hunter read a paper before the 
Royal Colonial Institute in which he dis­
cussed the industrial condition of India. 
He showed that India’s trade with Europe 
had been regulated by the cost of carriage 
and the cheapness of production. In the 
period of transport by caravan only arti­
cles which would bear a large increase 
the cost of production could be trans­
ferred. This was the period of Indian drugs 
and gems. The first timid attempt to brave 
the terrors of the ocean and to combine 
land and water carriage, brought fine In­
dian fabrics and metal work. The Cape 
route made it possible to convey heavier 
goods. Finally railway construction on 
the peninsula and the Suez canal devel­
oped the grain trade and established in 
India a market for European goods pre­
viously considered too heavy for trans­
port. There are now 13,000 miles of 
railway in India. All this tended to in­
crease British trade with India. Railway 
communication with the provinces devel­
oped the wheat trade, which has increased 
fourteen fold in as many years. In ten 
years the export of oil seed has quad­
rupled. Meanwhile the demand for coal, 
iron, cotton goods and other goods such 
as Great Britain produces enormously 
increased. But the greater cheapness of 
t ransportation has not kept the eyes of the

to Yakutat (two days from Sitka.) The 
recent re discovery of t|ie gold-containing 
black'aand, southeast of the Indian vil 
lags, lias attracted a number of miners to 
the spot this yeat, but I fear they cannot 
be expected to share in the whole of 
scenic enthusiasm.
