STOLE A SCHOONER.
Sailor Brown Under Arrest lor Running 

Away With the “ Sam."

A pirate who steals a vessel and sails 
away from port in her is a decided 
novelty in British Columbia, but there 
is a man now under arrest by tne pro­
vincial police charged with stealing 
schooner from Vancouver harbor. H 
name is Tom Brown, but to distinguish 
him from the schoolboy’s hero, he goes 
by the name of “ Sailor Brown,” and is 
well and favorably known on the water­
front. Sailor Brown, only six weeks 
ago, finished up a term in the pro­
vincial jail for stealing. On February 3 
the schooner Sam, five tons burthen 
and owned by a man named Morrison, 
disappeared from Vancouver. A de­
scription of the vessel was sent to the 
provincial police, and a look out kept 
for her. On Sunday Provincial Con- 
stable Ego saw the looked for Sam come 
sailing into Sidney, with Sailor Brown 
acting the part of captain and crew. 
Constable Ego immediately boarded the 
vessel, captured the bold pirate and 
brought him to Victoria, where he will 
stay until an officer from Vancouver 
comes over this evening to take- Brown 
back to the Terminal City for trial.

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Having left the Golden Gate tome few 
hours behind time, the steamship City 
Puebla, Capt. Jobsen, was a little late in 
arriving yesterday evening.

Justice Ohnlty in that case, “ the child 
has been wrongfully withdrawn from 
Roman Catholic instruction.”

What is, however, to the point is the 
assertion upon the affidavits, stoutly 
denied by the applicant, and not found 
as a fact by the learned judge, that this 
child, in charge of the applicant and his 
wife, is being brought up in an atmos­
phere of vice. Tois accusation ought to 
be enquired into, for whilst the court, 
acting in the best interests of the child, 
will rescue it from the custody of the 
vicious, yet it will hot condemn the ap­
plicant of what he denies and which the 
, udge appealed from has not found 
against him without due enquiry. Such 
charges cannot be disposed of simply on 
affidavits of assertion on the one side 
and denial on the other. If the charge 
of immorality be made out and it be 
necessary to i omni tiisciild lib other' 
custody, it will be for the court to con­
sider in the light of decided cases 
whether it will be more in the interests 
of this Chinese child that she should be 
brought up according to the traditions, 
instincts, customs and religion of her 
own people, than be made the subject of 
an attempt to proselytize her to the cus­
toms, habita and creed of an alien race.
One principle adopted by the court in 
deciding what is best-for the child’s wel­
fare is not to place it in an atmosphere 
of religion different to that to which it 
has been accustomed, and the same re­
mark, I should think, applies to race.
Brett M.R. Reg. v. Gyugall 4 R. 467.
We must always remember that the law 
knows no distinction of race or religion, 
but all stand equal before the law. If 
we werq in China, and the tribunals 
there were to uphold the right of bene­
volent Chinese societies to take our 
children from us and raise them as 
Chinamen, we should denounce it an 
outrage, but is it not precisely the same 
kind of outrage upon the Chinese which 
is asked recognition in this case?

I think the proper order will be to re­
mit this case to the learned judge whose 
decision is appealed from, with the 
opinion that the applicant has a legal 
claim to the custody of the child, as 
against the Refuge Home, but that he 
may be deprived of that custody, if upon 
investigation the learned judge finds 
grogs moral turpitude in the applicant’s 
household, or other misconduct suffi­
cient in the judge’s opinion to deprive 
him of the custody of the child.

I think, in conclusion, I should call 
attention to the singular affidavit, por- 
jorting to be made by the child herself, 
lihe evidently speaks no English, as the 
affidavit was taken through the med­
ium of an interpreter.

In a case of this kind, discretion having 
been exercise, I, do not think that it 
ought to be disturbed, except for very 
grave reasons, and I see no reason to 
interfere in this case.

Oq the question of costs, I have the 
misfortune to disagree with tne decision 
of the learned judge below. Our rule 
761 is the English rule 1 of order 65, re 
produced. In re Mill Estate, 34 Cb. D. 
24, decided that the English rule did not 
enable the court or judge to order' costs 
to be paid by persona who before the 
judicature act came into operation, 
could not have been ordered to pay 
them—that the order was only to regu­
late the mode in which costs were 
to be dealt with, in cases where 
the court antecedently had jùrisdic- 
tion to award costs. It was to 
remedy this state of things that 
section 6 of the Judicature Act of 1890 
was passed. When, on the 1st of Jan­
uary, 1893, we adopted our Supreme 
court rules of 1890, we adopted, so it 
seems to me, the English rule, impressed 
with the decision of re Mills, and the 
act of 1896, declaring our rules statutes 
could not alter the interpretation to be 
put on Rule 761. I therefore think that 
R. vs. Jones (1894) 2 Q.B. 328, is not ap­
plicable here, and that this court has no 
jurisdiction to award costs in habeas 
corpus matters.

Ae to the costs of this appeal, were it 
not for the act of 1897,1 should say that 
there should be no costs of appeal to 
either party, but a» the respondent has 
succeeded in the main point, I suppose 
he is entitled to his costs, and I so de­
cide, but I shall not be sorry if the 
majority of the court are able to take a 
different view of this ’question. If it 
were convenient, I think the question as 
to costs here and below might well be 
re-argued. P. Æ. Irving, J.

The already large crowd of miners and 
prospective miners outfitting in Victoria 
was augmented yesterday by nearly two 
hundred, most of whom came from 
across the border. The steamer City of 
Kingston brought in a motley crowd of 
one hundred and fifteen, and, in accom­
modating these, the hotelkeepers bad to 
solve a difficult problem, for moat of the 
city hostleries are already well filled. 
However, with the recent great rush of 
strangers to this city, » large number of 
lodging houses have sprung into exiat- 

, ence, and several enterprising hotel­
keepers have also leased untenanted 
buildings, do that most of the gold seek­
ers finally secured accommodation. Yes­
terday’s arrivals were in one respect 
quite different from the preceding ones 
—the majority of them came from the 
far East. Michigan sent us two large 
parties, the members of which are hardy, 
robust-looking workmen, who are 
bound to do well in the frozen North 
having been accustomed to hard work 
and a frigid climate in the East. Then 
there were men from New York state, 
overflowing with enthusiasm, shrewd 
Yankees from Massachusetts who ascer­
tained in Seattle that they could outfit 
to better advantage in Victoria, and 
several parties from the Blue Grass! 
state whom the same inducements 
brought over here.

It is interesting to note from day to 
day tile changes in costume affected by 
the nugget seekers. A slight indication 
of bard weather brings out fur coats and 
caps and heavy mackinaws, a mild day 
is taken advantage of to air bright col­
ored sweaters and the latest style of 
Klondike hat ; while yesterday the 
miserable drenching rain brought out 
the most appropriate article of wearing 
apparel yet seen—the ever serviceable 
“ slicker ’’ or oil coat. One here pre­
dominated, a bright yellow, and hun­
dreds of hardy looking 
these, lent a bright aspect to the other­
wise dismal scene. Outfitters again had 
all they could do to handle the orders 
which flowed in from all quarters, and 
Collector Milne issued so many licenses 
that he can without doubt lay claim to 
the title of “ the busiest man in town.”

Among the parties which arrived yes­
terday is.one from San Jose, Cala., com- 
Doeed of Capt. F. M. Pierpont, H. 
ïroome, T. W. Wright, J. M. Co 

and W. W. Ruble, who are registered at 
the Dominion. As has been the case 
with nearly all their countrymen, they 
visited Seattle prior to coming here, and 
find that they are saving a good round 
sum on their large outfits by doing so. 
It is expected that several more large 
partiee.will arrive here shortly to out­
fit.

The court refuses the appeal of her 
former Chinese custodian for the return 
of the child to him, but from this judg­
ment the Chief Justice dissents ;

THE ALL CANADIAN ROUTE.

MR. JUSTICE ERVINS.

The pith of the judgment appealed 
from is to be found in the words 
“Neither the present applicant nor Miss 
Bowes, the respondent, are entitled in 
law to the custody and possession of this 
child, I have therefore to consider what 
is best for her.”

The argument covered a very wide 
field, but I do not think it necessary to 
now refer to more than three or four 
cases. -

In the case of Regina vs. Nash, 10 Q. 
B. D. 454, decided in 1883, a writ of hab. 
corp. was sought by a mother of an 
illegitimate child to recover the custody 
of her child from Nash and his wife.

The mother had in 1876 delivered to 
the Nashes the child, then an infant of 
a few days or months old, intending to 
pay them for keeping it—she did make' 
some payment, but owing to ill-health 
was unabie to continue them. The 
Nashes, nevertheless, kept the child, 
without payment, from 1876 till 1883, 
roughly speaking, six or seven years. In 
this case the applicant has kept the child 
some five years.

At the end of the six or seven years, 
she applied to the Nashes for the child 
and they refused to deliver it up. She 
applied for a writ, but the application 
wae refused by North, J. The mother 
then appealed to the Divisional court, 
who ordered the writ to issue.

On the hearing of the appeal from the 
Divisional court to the Court of Appeal, 
Jessel, M.R., said : “ The appellants 
(i.e., theNasbes) have not a particle of 
right to the custody of the child.”

In the Law Times report of the same 
case, vol. 48, p. 448, Jessel, M.R., is re­
tried thus : “ She (the mother) now 
wants to get her child back, and these 
poor people (the Nashes) want to keep 
it from her—but they have no claim 
whatever to the child. They are mere 
strangers, and have not a particle of 
right to its custody.”

And Lindley, L.J., (after speaking in 
a way that shows he thoroughly sympa­
thized with the Nashes in being deprived 
of the child) says: “They have no 
more right to the custody of the child 
than any other stranger, and the affec­
tion even of a natural mother gives a 
better right than the regard ofc, ji. mere 
stranger.” ■: t ‘

These quotations show how the rights 
of persons standing in a position similar 
to the applicant in this case were re­
garded by two eminent judges, and had 
it not been for a remark of Bowen, L.J.,
I should have thought this wae ample 
authority for the conclusion arrived at 
by Drake, J., but it waa suggested by 
Bowen, L.J., that the question 
they were deciding in Regina v. 
Nash was not the abstract rights of ben­
efactors who had brought up a child for 
many years, but the real question was, 
whether as between the mother and the 
Nashes the court ought, in that particu­
lar case, to give preference to the mother.
I find that the point is covered by the 
case in re Medley, 5 Ir.. R.C.L. 84, de­
cided by O’Brien, Fitzgerald and George, 
J.J. Therefore 1 thought that further 
authority was desirable before conclud­
ing that the judgment now appealed 
from should be upheld. That was 
the case of an application for the 
custody of an infant eight years of age. 
The applicants for the writ were two in 
number, one the maternal aunt, and the 
only next of kin of the infant, and the 
other the secretary of an orphan society. 
The respondents were respectable 
pie. The father of the infant had 
shortly before the child wae born ; the 
mother ,had placed him with the Mc­
Canns, the respondents, when 3 weeks 
old to be nursed and, aa they swore, to 
be brought up as their own child. After­
wards she left Ireland, went to England 
and died there. Previously to her de-» 
parture she went to see the child, when 
she said she would never take him from 
the McCanns. The child was in the habit 
of visiting the aunt, and on the 
last of these visits, the aunt, instead of 
sending him back to the McCanns, sent 
him to the orphan society. A few days 
later he ran away and returned to tbe 
McCanns, who, when applied to, refused 
to deliver him up. The court were of 
the opinion that neither party had the 
legal right to the custody of the child, 
but intimated they were willing to ex­
amine the child. This being refused, 
the court made no rule, leaving the 
aunt to apply to Court of Cnancery.

The third ease is Ah Gway, reported 
in 2 B.C. 343, a decision by the late 
Chief Justice of British Columbia, on 
facts very similar to the case in hand, 
where he says: “ Even assuming Chin 
Su’s statements to be true, viz. : that 
Ah Gway is her neice, confided to her 
by her widowed mother for education, 
etc., that would hardly give Chin Su the 
absolute right for which she contends, 
or any legal rights at all over the in­
fant’s person.” I cannot see that the 
appellant here has any greater right to 
the custody of this child than the Nashes 
had to the custody of Rose Carey, or the 
McCanns, or tbe maternal aunt to the 
custody of young Medley, or Chin Su to 
the custody of the child, Ah Gway, 
and yet In all these cases it is laid down 
•that the adopting parent, or foster 
parent, is a stranger having no legal 
rights over the custody of the child who 
had been the object of their benevo­
lence. , .

The decisions in Barnardo vs. Mc­
Hugh in (1891) 1 Q.B. 194, and also in 
(1891) A.C. 388, and tbe subsequent pat- 
sage of the Cnetody of Children Act, 
1891, are deserving of attention.

The applicant then, in my opinion, 
has no legal right to the custody of the 
child, nor have the respondents. They 
both stand on an equal footing, so far ae 
their le al rights are concerned. I

MR. JUSTICE WALKEM.
During the argument of this appeal, it 

was suggested that the appellant’s right 
to a habeas corpus might well be tested 
by considering whether an indictment 
for abduction would lie in cases like the 
present under section 283 of the code, 
which is as follows :

“ Everyone is guilty of an indictable 
offence and liable to five years’impris­
onment who unlawfully takes or causes 
to be taken any unmarried girl, under 
the age of 16 years, outof the possession, 
and against the will, of her father or 
mother, or of any other person having 
the lawful care or charge of her.” _ It is 
apparent that under this section it 
would be incumbent on the prosecution 
to show that such a girl’s fodter 
parent was one who could be said 
to have had the “ lawful care 
or charge of her” at the time she was 
taken from him, otherwise an indict­
ment would unquestionably fail. Sec­
tion 283 is in the same language as sec- 
tian 20, of 9 Geo. IV. c. 31, and of the 
re-enactment of it as section 66, of 24-25 
Viet. c. 100, both being in amendment 
of c. 8, of 4 and 5 Ph. and M. It has, 
therefore, been in force in England for 
about eighty years. It was ajso in force 
in Canada prior to confederation, as sec. 
66, of 32-33 Viet. c. 162, and has since 
been the law of the Dominion. Not­
withstanding the lapse of eighty years 
in England and of the lesser period in 
Canada, not an instance can be found in 
any of the several standard works on 
Criminal Law, including Bishop’s, Mr. 
Justice Taschereau’s and Mr. Crank- 
shaw’s, of such a prosecution
having been even instituted. The 
inference from this is self-evi­
dent, A child, ae a servant, 
may be said to be in the “lawful care or 
charge” of its master, and it has been 
held that a barmaid “employed at a dis­
tance frdm her father’s house was in the 
lawful care or charge of her
employer and not of her father.” 
Reg. vs. Henkers, 16 Cox 267. It is al­
so said to be an offense to take a girl out 
of the custody of her putative father, 
(Crankshaw 219 and cases). But the 
present appellant is not a putative fath-

T“e rases^f ha^^uà,'ôf a' cîvil 
nature show that adoption is not recog­
nized aa part of the law of England. In 
Reg. vs. Nash, 10 Q. B. D. 454, the 
court of appeal held that foster parents 
have no more legal right to the child of 
their adoption than a stranger. The re­
ports of the same case in the Law Jour­
nal (N. 8.) and Law Times of that year 
(1883) are fuller than that given in 10 
Q. B. D„ the case waa that of a 
young woman who had an illegit­
imate child and placed it with 
Nash and his wife on the understanding 
that she should pay for its support. She 
paid something, and, owing to illness, 
paid no more. She afterwards lived an 
immoral life. After the Nashes had 
supported the child for about seven 
years, the mother wished to get it back 
with a view of placing it with her mar­
ried sister. The Nashes refused to give 
it up; but the court on proceedings on 
habeas corpus made an order against 
them. They appealed. In the course 
of his judgment, Jessel, M.R., after ob­
serving that the Nashes wished to retain 
the child, said : “ They are pure strangers 
to the child, and they have not a particle 
of right to do so.” Lindley and Bowen, 
L.J.J., after stating that they were “ of 
the same opinion,” added some remarks 
off their own on the case. The appeal 
was dismissed, and the child given 
to its mother’s married sister, on 
the ground that it was for its 
benefit that she should have charge 
of it. In all such questions the court 
considers the benefit or welfare of the 
child to be of primary-importance. In a 
later case, decided in 1893, Mr. Justice 
Chittv, acting upon that principle, pre­
ferred the claim of Mr. King to that of 
the foster parents in the case of an 
orphan, although the child wae attached 
so the parent and-had been well treated 
by him. The contest for its possession 
arose out of a dispute about its religious 
education ; but I refer to tbe case as one 
that shows in a marked manner that the 
relationship of foster parent was not, in 
a legal sense, recognized by the learned 
judge. Both contending parties were, 
in the eye of the law, strangers ; and the 
fact that the child would, in the opinion 
of the court, be better cared for, morally 
and physically, by Mr. King, turned the 
scale in that gentleman’s favor. (9 L. 
T.R.676.)

Ah Guay’s case, 2 B.C. 348, referred 
to Mr. Gregory, was decided by the late 
Chief Justice. It was the case of a 
Chinese woman, applying to have an 
adopted child restored to her by the 
Chinese Home, which bad got possession 
of it. The habeas corpus was refused, 
ae the Chief Justice considered that it 
was better in the child’s interests that 
it should remain where it was. The 
present case may be said to resemble 
Ah Guay’s, save in the name and sex of 
the applicant ; the respondent, here as 
there, bring the matron of the Chinese 
Home. I agree with the principle upon 
which my brother Drake has decided it, 
and with the conclusion which he has 
drawn from the evidence. I am, there­
fore, in favor of dismissing the appeal 
with costs. Hie power to award costs 
as he did, on the failure of the present 
appellant to obtain a habeas corpus on 
a rule nisi has been questioned; but, in 
my opinion, he had that power, as the 
courts seemed to have possessed it prior 
to the judicâtnre acts. In Corbett’s 
case, 14 M. &, W., which is re­

THE “ ISLANDER” FILLED
A Second Vessel Again Required to 

Take the Surplus of Passengers 
and Freight.

Incoming Steamers Crowded With 
Men Bound North—Storm-Beaten 

Coal Carriers.
CHIEF JUSTICE DAVIE.

I cannot agree that the applicant has 
no legal claim to the custody of this 
child. He is not her father, it is true, 
nor her legally constituted guardian, but 
the girl came under his care five years 
ago, when at the age of 8 or 9 years he 
adopted her as a member of his family 
at the request of Lew Fee, her uncle, who 
had taken charge of his brother’s child 
upon hij death. The applicant’s family, 
consisting of his wife and two little 
daughter?, live with him. One of his 
eons died last year, and the other is being 
educated in China.

From the time when he adopted her 
until she was forcibly taken out of hie 
possession in August last, by a constable 
acting without semblance of warrant or 
legal authority, handed over by him to 
a Mrs. Tyson, and sent by her to the 
Refuge Home, at Victoria, Quai Shing 
has been reared with and treated as one 
of tbe applicant’s family. ,

The notion that an adoptive parent 
has no claim to the custody of his 
adopted child, which the law will 
recognize, proceeds on a passage in 
a note to Jarman and Bytbewoods, 
conveyancing vol. 1, p. 525, and 
upon a ruling of the late Chief 
J ustioe of this court in the case of Re. 
v. Ah Gwey, 2 B. C., p. 343. The pas­
sage in Jarman says : “ The law of 
England, strictly speaking, knows noth­
ing of adoption and does not recognize 
any rights, claims or duties arising out 
oi such a relation, except arising out of 
an express, or implied contract.” But 
the writer here is speaking of rights, as 
against the father, for he goes on to say : 
“ The law makes the father the guardian 
of hie children by nature, and his right, 
except so far as limited by statute, is 
absolute against all persons whenever, 
including the mother of the children.” 
Whilst asserting that as against the 
father the law knows nothing of adop­
tion, the author does not say that the 
adoptive parent has no legal status, as 
against the mere invader of his house­
hold, and that is the point for consider­
ation here. Even as against the father 
the remark in Jarman requires qualifi­
cation, for the father may have waived, 
or abandoned the control of his child, 
and (as remarked by Mr. Eversley in 
his work on Domestic Relatione, p. 539) 
in so far as the Court of Chancery will 
in the intereeis of the children enforce 
the waiver, or abandonment, of the con­
trol of the father (or mother), up to that 
point it might be said to countenance tbe 
claim of the adoptive parent, not on the 
ground of any right in tbe latter, but 
of the material well being of the child.”

We are now dealing with the case of 
an unmarried female under the age of 
16 years, regarding which the Criminal 
Code distinctly enacts (sec. 283) that 
every one is guilty of an indictable of­
fence and liable to five years’ imprison­
ment who unlawfully takes, or causes to 
be taken, any unmarried girl being un­
der the age of 16 years out of the posses­
sion,and against the will of her father or 
mother, or Of any other person having the 
lawful care or charge of her.” Can 
there be the slightest doubt thàt as 
against strangers, the adoptive parent is 
a person having the lawful care or charge 
o( the child of his adoption ; so ae to 
make it an offence to take the child out 
of his custody? Human society per­
emptorily answers “No,” and under 
British rule at all events would long 
since have demanded an amentment of 
the law did it permit of any but the 
negative construction, for how many 
thousands of homes might be plunged 
into mourning, more bitter than death, 
if tbe law stood idly by and permitted 
the orphan and adopted child ; received 
into the family circle ; reared as the rest 
of the children ; knowing and being re­
minded not that it is of different blood 
from them, and perhaps not so, to be 
ruthlessly torn from the fireside by a 
mere stranger who (benevolent although 
hie intentions might be) conceives the 
idea that he can look after the child 
better than those who have charge of it. 
Section 283 is a mere re-enactment of a 
law passed 3 or 4 centuries ago, 4 and 6 
Pn. & M. Ch. 8. In the Ah Gwey case 
(ubi sup), tbe late Chief Justice speak­
ing of a claim to the custody of a female 
child under 16 years old says “ Nobody 
can have a valid claim euept the father, 
or a duly appointed guardian, or some 
person as a school master to whom the, 
infant has by proper authority been 
confided or apprenticed.” But the

As the Islander has been delayed in 
returning from the North she will not 
sail on a second trip to-day as scheduled, 
and it is therefore a little uncertain as 
to exactly when she will get away.

STORM BEATEN COAST CARRIER,
Two more weather-beaten vessels» 

reached port yesterday—the Wachusette 
from Departure Bay, and the Rufus E, 
Wood from Nanaimo, B.C. Both ves­
sels encountered a succession of squall» 
during the voyage. The Wachusette 
caught the full force of the gale off Cape 
Blanco, and there she was hove to for 
several days under lower topsails and a 
foresail. The Rufus E. Wood 
under a jury rudder.

MAINLAND BOATS RUSHED.
Between northern freight and freight

The 
Kington’s load was an exceptionally 
heavy one, there having arrived on her 
11 cars of miscellaneous cargo including 
a car load of pack horses and mules.

In a second 
lot there was a dozen trained Newfound­
land dogs from Pennsylvania, consigned 
to N. Burdock, the leader of an Ameri­
can party outfitting in this city for the 
gold fields.
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Letters oi inquiry aa to outfitting con­
tinue to pour in upon local merchants 
from every part of the United States. It 
is a significant fact, indicative of the 
spirit of inquiry abroad that many of 
these letters come from parties located 
at the so-called head points of the out­
fitting trade in the States. For instance, 
W. G. Cameron, the Johnson street 
clothier ynd outfitter, has among many 
communications bearing on outfitting, 
received the following from a Tacoma 
party; “I represent a large party of 
miners of this city, and before outfitting 
we wonld like to have some of your price 
lists on Alaska outfits. Your book, 
Klondike Information,’ with wages, 

etc., would bqthankfully received.” This 
is but a sample of hundreds of letters re­
ceived here during the past fortnight.

Mr. Kellie insisted on having a reason 
from the leader of the government for 
his refusal.

The Speaker thrice informed the 
honorable member that it was quite 
within the right of a minister of the 
crown to decline to answer any question 
on the ground of public policy, but Mr. 
Kellie insisted that that would not sat­
isfy the people of Kootenay.

Hon. Mr. Turner thought that the 
question on its face Contained good rea­
son for the refusal of an answer—it 
should never have been asked. He had 
told the hon. member that he knew of 
no petition such as he asserted in his 
question had an existence. Then tbe 
hon. member for Northwest Kootenay 
went further and made himself ridicul­
ous by asking the government for the 
names of those who favored a certain ap­
pointment. How could the government 
take a census of opinion on this? They 
had got a man whom they believed to 
be thdtonghly well fitted for the office in 
question, and his management of the 
affaire in his direction has already 
demonstrated the desirability of the ap­
pointment.

The continuation of the debate upon 
the speech from the throne occupied all 
yesterday afternoon in the locil legis­
lature, tbe remarks of the several mem­
bers being listened to with interest by a 
changing crowd in the visitors’ gallery. 
The business of the day was prefaced 
with prayer by Rev. Canon Beanlands, 
and before proceeding with the order 
paper.

Mr. Speaker Higgins informed the 
home that two important matters had 
arisen, on which he asked the advice of 
the house. There had been standinf 
objection to the presence of a number o: 
gentleman not members or officers of the 
legislature within the limits of the- as­
sembly hall. And again the acoustics of 
the chamber had within the past few 
days been demonstrated as bad, and he 
had, therefore, taken the liberty to in­
vite the representatives of the press to 
take a more advantageous position on 
the floor of the honse, this arrangement 
being, of course, subject to the 
approval of the house. He also asked 
the house whether the floor of the 
chamber should be used hereafter as in 
the past for the purpose of “ lobbying.” 
Following the Eastern plan, he was in­
clined to favor the reservation of 
on the floor of the house for ex-members 
of the legislature or for introduced dis­
tinguished strangers. Both matters 
touched upon he left in the hands of the 
house, inviting an expression of opinion 
in each.

Hon. Mr. Turner in reply regretted 
that the acoustics of the chamber had 
been found unsatisfactory, and while ad­
mitting, the importance of affording 
everyjacility to the press, held with the 
Speaker that the general public should 
not/be admitted to the floor of the 
Muse. The members would always, he 

/felt sure, be glad to see distinguished 
guests present and treated with all 
courtesy, but from the commencement, 
the general public should be exclndec 
from the floor of the honse. (Applause.

Mr. Kennedy (New Westminster) di­
rected the Speaker’s attention to still 
another matter requiring his attention. 
The intrusion of men in the gallery de­
signed for the special accommodation of 
the ladies.

' This subject had already been brought 
to his notice. Mr. Speaker said, and 
cause fot complaint shonld not again 
arise.

Dr. Walkem, (South Nanaimo), with 
■reference to the accommodation of the 
•press representatives, doubted if the 
change made would be for the better. 
He asked Mr. Speaker to contrast to­
day’s treatment of the reporters 
in the legislature with that ac­
corded himself (Dr. Walkem) and Mr. 
Speaker when they first reported the 
proceedings of the local parliament, and 
were glad to find a place in the gallery 
and hold their note books while they 
chronicled the deliberations of the law­
makers. With regard to the lobbying 
nuisance, he agreed that it was a sub­
ject of general complaint, and regretted 
that parties interested in bills before the 
house should not keep away while these 
measures were receiving consideration.

He 
describes Skagway as the roughest camp 
he has ever seen, and he has spent some 
years in the mining camps of Australia. 
Law and order are unknown names in 
Skagway, he says, and vice is rampant 
in every quarter of the town.

One of the interesting items of news 
Dr. Trebeck brings down is that tbe 
notorious “Soapy” Smith, with about 
fifty “boosters” at his back, ie running 
the town, find that he is likely soon to 
be elected mayor. Under the regime of 
this man it is not safe for respectable 
people to venture ont after dark as hold­
ups and sand-bagging are almost 
nightly occurrences. When the last 
crowds from the Islander and other 
steamers arrived at Skagway they were 
afraid to venture on the streets after 
nightfall, and when the doctor left were 
making speedy preparations to leave the 
$oo “ hot ” town.

Dr. Trebeck gives perhaps the first 
reliable information regarding the recent 
shooting scrapes in Skagway. He thinks 
that Fay, who killed Deputy Marshal 
Rowan and Megratb, is at large now, 
and it was reported that he would 
shortly return to Skagway. The doctor, 
who was an eye-witness, gives the fol­
lowing graphic account of the affair :

“ The affair occurred in Rice’s Place, 
a notorions saloon,” he said. Megrath 
was crazy with Skagway whiskey, and 
accused Rice of swindling him. The 
latter struck him on the back of the 
head with a jimmy. When Megrath re­
covered consciousness he went ont, and, 
meeting Deputy Marshal Rowan, asked 
the latter to lend him his gun. Rowan 
instead of doing soaccompaniedMegrath 
to the saloon. Rice in tbe meantime in­
structed Fay to shoot Megrath if the lat­
ter returned, and no sooner did tbe half 
crazed man enter the room than be was 
shot down and Rowan met a similar fate. 
Then a meeting of the chôma of Rice 
and Fay was called, which resulted in 
tbe latter being sent to Sitka, but it is 
safe to say he will get off without pun­
ishment. ,

“ Another shooting occurred a few min­
utes after. Night watchman Jones, 
hearing the shooting, skid, * If there is 
shooting to be done, I’m in it,’ and 
fired promiscuously into the street. One 
of his shots struck a habitue of the 
saloon in the knee and severely injured 
him. Next day Jones was told to get 
out of town, and he is now in Juneau.”

Dr. Trebeck says that Mrs. Rowan, 
wife of the deputy-marshall, is recover­
ing rapidly from the shock received with 
the news of her husband’s shocking 
death.

Prize-fighter Slavin, who came from 
the North recently, according to Dr. 
Trebeck, fared badly in Skagway. 
was robbed of $300 and had to bo 
$200 from Rice to get down here with.

The first authentic report of deaths on 
the jiaeses due to exposure and blizzards 
is brought down by the doctor. Accord­
ing to his diary, on January 14 a barber 
who was travelling through to Lake 
Bennett to open a shop was frozen to 
death at the summit. On Jannary 23 a 
white man, name unknown, was caught 
in a blizzard and frozen to death. On 
February 6 four white packers met 
death in a blizzard on the Chilcoot Pass. 
They were Americans, but their names 
were never learned. The most, serious 
disaster occurred on February 7, when 
three Indian packers were frozen to 
death on the Chilcoot Pass and two 
white men met a similar fate on the 
White Pass.

The remains of all the unfortunate 
men were brought to Skagway and Dyea 
and placed in rough boxes. They were 
then removed the cemetery on dog 
sleighs and deposited on. the ground 
where they will remain until the ground 
thaws ont in the spring.

<< In calm weather,” Dr. Trebeck said, 
“the White and Chilcoot passes are 
all right, but God help the man caught 
in thim during a blizzard. The chances 
are one hundred to one against him.

Speaking of the disaster that befell the 
Clara Nevada, Dr. Trebeck said that be 
talked with people at Juneau who came 
north on the steamer, and they pro­
nounced her unseaworthy. They said 
that on the trip up they were half suffo­
cated with steam all the time, and that 
twice tbe steamer was obliged to tie up 
in order to repair ber boilers.

To show the spirit of ruffianism in 
Skagway Dr. Trebeck tells of a case that 
came before his notice. A newly arrived 
miner accidentally bumped against one 
of the “ boosters ” on the street, and 
the next moment the latter faced him 
with a revolver. The stranger fell. on 
his knees and begged for his life, and no 
doubt bis abject attitude saved him, for 
with a kick the ruffian left him, telling 
him to be careful where he went in 
future.

An Example of Rural Justice—The Accom 

modation of the Press.

The representatives of the press were 
yesterday provided by Mr. Speaker with 
seats on the floor of the house and at the 
rear of the chamber—a position in which 
much better results are obtainable. As 
a matter of fact it is quite impossible to 
hear what is said by the members from, 
the visitors’galleries with sufficient cleae 
ness for accurate reporting, and the only 
course open to the house to prevent mis­
takes in the recording of the proceedings 
of tbe house, was that adopted.

All the members of tbe legislature— 
opposition as well as government—are 
joining in expression of high apprecia­
tion of Mr. Howell’e services as clerk of 
works during the construction of the 
new buildings. Major Mutter expressed 
the feelings of bis fellow-legislators very 
fairly in his speech on Monday, when 
be said : “ I must extend my congratu­
lations to tbejelerk of the works, Mr. E. 
C. Howell, fot tbe fidelity with which 
the artist’s désigne have been carried on 
to completion, the faithfulness of the 
werk, and the remarkable ingenuity 
with which all difficulties have been 
met as they have arisen, so that we have 
bnildings that for absolute honesty of 
construction are perhaps unique on the 
continent of America.”

Premier Turner took a very common- 
sense view of things when at the close 
of yesterday’s session of the house he re­
quested members of the opposition to 
have a little patience in getting things 
as they ehould be in the new building. 
It was not to be expected that everything 
could be done in a day—but everything 
was being made satisfactory as quickly 
as possible. For example, the lights 
had been found weak on Monday and 
the fault corrected by Tuesday; the 
speakers’ voices were also beard better 
than on the first day, and all would be 
found right in due time.

Messrs. Walkem and McGregor yester­
day had a talk with the government in 
regard to the desirability of introducing 
legislation indicated necessary by the 
recent decision of tbe Foil court in the 
case of Regina v. Little.

The member for South Nanaimo (Dr. 
Walkem) promises to bring to the atten­
tion of the house this week a peculiar 
case the scene of which is laid on Tex- 
ada Island, and the circumstances in 
connection with which he relates as fol­
lows: A white man was supposed to 
have entered a Chinaman’s house and 
appropriated several articles. The victim 
of tbe petty robbery applied to the resi­
dent justice of the peace for a summons 
and was- required before this docu­
ment would issue to deposit $6 with the 
“ fcourt.” A warrant was then iasfied 
charging the white man with burglary 
and grand larceny, an American citizen 
being sworn in as a special constable and 
arresting,the white man after service on 
a Swndaÿ afternoon.

The first day’s debate on the address 
in reply to the speech from the throne 
was remarkable for nothing so much as 
the mildness of the opposition attack.

The 
wreckage was seen by Captain Thomas 
Latham of the steamer Coleman, which 
arrived at Juneau from Skagway. The 
captain and crew all think it is the 
Nevada.

George Beck and wife, of Seward City, 
on the evening of February 5 saw a 
small steamer well ont in the channel, 
at first backing a head wind and after­
wards breaking ont into flames. Some 
of the wreckagetwhich has come ashore 
at Seward City is charred, which con- » each, 
firms their story.

Costa Rica and Nicaragua the Belligerents 
—British Ships Looking On.

New York, Feb.—The Herald cor­
respondent at Managua says : Two Brit­
ish warships are now in Nicaraguan 
waters and more are expected. One of 
these now in Nicaragua is at Corinto 
and the other is at San Jnan del Sur.

The Herald’s Washington correspond­
ent says; There is a general impres­
sion among pan-American diplomats 
here that Costa Rica and Nicaragua are 
very near war. Both governments have 
assumed belligerent attitudes, infor­
mation of which has reached Wash­
ington, and was printed in the 
Herald, and it is the expectation ;of 
Central Americans in this city that 
President Zelaya will demand a dis­
avowal of Costa Rica’s responsibility in 
connection with the revolution in San 
Juan del Sur. Whether the President 
of Costa Rica would comply with Presi­
dent Zeiaya’e demand, and whether 
Nicaragua would have the sup­
port of Salvador and. Honduras in 
case of war, are" questions which 
pan-Americans are asking each other. 
Those in touch with the Costa Rica lega­
tion in this city express the opinion 
that the government will not comply 
with the prospective demand of the 
Nicaraguan president, and in this event 
the war is likely to follow.

The official announcement ot the pur­
chase of the Trail smelter by the Cana­
dian Pacific Railway Company, and that

the mines around Rossland than tor 
money-making, is very important and 
very interesting. The figures quoted by 
the Montreal Star as those to be charged, 
namely $7.60 to cover freight and treat­
ment, will make it possible for the lower 
grades of ore to be handled profitably, 
and the amount of these available with­
in reach of the smelter is incalculable. 
The official announcement of the rates 
•will be awaited with great interest, for 
if they are as stated, Rossland and the 
whole Trail region will be given an im­
petus which cannot be estimated.

Whether this sale means the with­
drawal of Mr. Heinze from the British 
Columbia field we do not know, but it is 
not inappropriate at this time to speak 
of the great good accomplished by him 
during the few years he has, been 
engaged in business in the province. 
The erection of the Trail smelter and 
the construction of the railway to Ross­
land did more than any one thing to 
advance the interests of Kootenay, and 
whether he withdraws from active par­
ticipation in its business or not, the 
name of Mr. F. August Heinze will always 
be remembered as that of a man who 
gave West Kootenay a helping hand 
when it was most needed. We do not 
mean that Mr. Heinze has been seta» 
ated by purely philanthropic motives in 
what he has done.

WRECK STOBY CONFIRMED.
Details of the “Clara Nevada” Disaster 

Brought on the “ Queen.”

Nanaimo, Feb. 16.—(Special)—The 
steamer Queen, from the North, arrived 
here at 6 o’clock this evening. She 
brought confirmation and complete de­
tails of the story of the wreck of the 
Clara Nevada.

[The report on the subject filed for the 
Colonist could not be wired to Victoria 
in time for publication this morning.]

In his speech on the address in the 
House of Commons Sir Richard Cart­
wright expressed his belief that when 
the next Dominion loans fall due they 
can be retired’ with a new issue at 2% 
per cent, without any provision for sink­
ing fund. If this is done the saving to 
the taxpayer will be very great.

The silver agitation seems to be losing 
none of its force in the United States. 
The prosperity promised as the result of 
President McKinley’s election has not 
materialized, £he whole industrial and 
financial atmosphere seemed surcharged 
with the elements of a storm.

The Colonist is glad to be able to say 
that an effort and a very successful one 
has been made to provide proper accom­
modation for the reporters in the legisla­
ture. They have comfortable seats and 
good tobies on the floor of the house and 
a convenient room for their use.
