The Frightful Effects of the
Powder Mill Explosion,
WILMINGTON; Del., Oct. 9,—The scene at
the Dupont powder works is ' little changed
to-day, save that bere and there the streets
had been eleared and the debris piled in heaps
in order to facilitate the search for the miss-
ing. The first body recovered was that of
William Green, which was found late last
night a short distance from where he had
been ‘working when he caused the fatal
catastrophe. Two other bodies were also
fouud there this afternoon, but too badly
mutilated to be identitied.

Besides the bodies of Greug, Dougherty
and the unidentified one found in the Brandy-
wine nothing has been recovered of the rest
of the men save about 75 pounds of human
flesh. The fragments of '‘bodies were thrown
mainly in the wood directly across the
Brandywine, and the ghastly spectacle that
the shattered trees present, with their trunks
and branches covered with  bits of human
flesh and bespattered with blood, is horrible
to behold. As.yet almost nothing has been
seen of the bones. Not a single house on the
banks was habitable last night.

CONVUCATION AT WYCLIFFE,

Sir Casimir Gzowski Complimeénted on the
Honors Bestowed by Her DMajesty.

The annual convocation of Wycliffe College
was held last evening in the library hall, Sir
Casimir Gzowski in the chair. Taking ad-
vantage of the first opportunity to do so, Sir
Daniel Wilson, on bebalf of the council and
friends of Wyecliffe College, presented Sir
Casimir with an address congratulating him
upon the honors recently conferred by the
Queen. These honors were a well-earned
recognition of his services not only in con-
nection with the militia forcesand the public
works of the Dominion but also in the scien-
tific and philanthropic world. The address
expressed the hope that he and Lady
Gzowski would long be spared to enjoy these
honors.

Sir Casimir replied briefly, thanking the
council on behalf of himself and Lady
Gzowski.

Rev. H. J. Hamilton then read the report
of the Missionary Commitiee of the Alumni
Association, Since 1887 this society has sent
Rev. J. C. and Mrs. Robinson and Rev.
J. M. Baldwin to Japan, Rev. R. 8ims to
Algoma and Rev. F. bertson to Rupert’s
Land. The Japan missionaries are making
satisfactory progress. They bave maintain-
ed for some time preaching services and
Bible and educational classes, and have al-
ready baptized several converts, among
whom are a man and wife now in training
for  Christian work. In  order to
place its organization in a roper
condition and to enlist more thoroughly the
sympathies of the clergy and laymen out-
side of the Alumni Association, the as-
sociation decided to give the Missionary
Committee power to add five to: their
number, from among the supporters of
Wycliffe College actively interested in
missionary work; the comiuittee to carry on
the work and, further, to formulate a
scheme for the establishment . of a mis-
sionary organization not limited to members
of the Aluinni Association.

Rev, Principal Sheraton delivered an ad-
dress justilying the existence and objects of
Wyecliffe College.

One special duty incumbent upon them as
members of the Church of England was to
maintain its reformation position in the
bearty recognition of the reformed and evan-
gelical churches. Thay should labor to se-
cure practical co-operation with _other
churches, for theonly really adequate ex-
pression of Christian fellowship is to be
tound in united action in Christian work.

If there is an agency
which will relieve us of that high pressure
of which I speak and will enable us
to withdraw an hour from the worry of this
world it is the Chautauqua movement, which
has as its aim the encouragement of sys-
tematic study and reading and the incul-
cation of persistent, close and steady read-
ing.” Mr. Harcourt added much more to the
same effect,

Bishop Vincent’s topic was the relation of
Chautauqua to the church. It was the duty
of each one who possessed the faculties, he
said, to cultivate all those powers
with which God had endowed him.
Wherever there was an ounce of
endowment there was also an ounce of re-
sponsibility. This privilege did not belong
to a set or to a favored class. Chautauqua
believed in the unity of the church, but it
also glorified individuality. They believed
in the church as a brotherhood of people.

{ltonians to contend that this is owing to
the greater vigilance of their board, and to
their eagerness to notify the medical health |
officers of sporadic cases of infectious dis- |
ease. But this would be, in the absence of
enquiry, to beg the question, ot to prove it.
Turning next to Ottawa, we find 352 cases of
epidemic diseases reported; London does not
report the number of cases, but gives 141
deaths from epidemic diseases, being 10 less |
than the previous year; Kingston reports
the health of the city as tolerably good, but
does not enter into statistics; St, Catharines
gives 77 cases, Brantford 147, or thereabouts,
and Belleville 25 cases.

Since in Toronto the waterworks question
isa living one at the present time, we would
call special attention to that part of the sec-
retary’s report which deals at considerable
length with ground waters, their sources,
constitution, etc.

Emergency.

During the late strike on the New York
Central Railroad, the militia were ordered to
be in readiness in case of & riot, but  they
were not called out.

In an interview, Gov. Hill said the troops
were not: to be called upon except in gase of
an emergency. The emergency had mnob
arisen, therefore they would not be ordered
out. He remarked that this was the first
great strike with which he bad bad experi-
ence, and he did not propose to lose his head;
the only point at which there had been seri-
ous trouble was at Syracuse, aud there a
deputy-sheriff had lost his head and precipi-
tated an encounter.

The strike continued several weeks, and
there was riotous action at various points
along the road, but the civil ‘authorities were
able to cope with it without calling on the
militia.

RUBE BURROWSY DEATH,

How the Outlaw Was Killed—He Mortally
Wounds a Guard.

MONTGOMERY, Ala., Oct. 8.—Reports from
Marengo county givegarticulars of the death
of Rube Burrows, the notorious outlaw and
train-wrecker who was shot and killed while
trying to make his escape from the county
jail. The fatal shot was fired by J. C. Car-
ter, one of the guards, and struck the outlaw
in the abdomen, inflicting /la wound from
which he died in a fow minutes. Carter re-
ceived a bullet in the breast from the out-
law’s pistol and is dangerously wounded.

Burrows, whose hands and feet were tied,
had complained of bunger, and when told by
McDuffle that he bad no food for him,
answered that there were some arack-
ers in his saddlebags which were ly-
ing on the floor, and asked McDuffle to
hand them to him. McDuffie suspected no-
thing and handed the _saddlebags over
without opening them. Burrows, instead
of crackers, drew forth a pair of pistols,
and, covering McDuffie and the negroe,
ordered them to untie him, which
they did and, keeping them in front of him,
he walked out of the front door. He then
asked for his money and started toward the
hotel to recover it of Carter, who had it.

The latter, of course, was greatly surprised
to see Burrows, whom he supposed to be bound
band and foot in jail. Burrows drew his re-
volverand demanded the money. Both then
opened fire and Burrows was killed while
Carter received an ugly wound in the breast.
